Tlie com m ission studied ch arg ­
es m ade by o ther Texas cities 
of com parab le  size and found that 
P a m p a 's  ra te  to outside WRter 
u se rs w as under the average.

In view of the difficulty and 
expense of obtaining w a ter in the 
Panhandle , the com m ission felt 
that it w as not fa ir for the city 
resident to  be paying a la rg e r 
share  of the expenses of his w ater 
system  than  one outside the  city.

The city  owes a  to ta l of $1,200,- 
OOu for im provem ents and ex­
tensions to the w ater and sew er 
system . Of this, $710,000 re p re ­
sents tax  bond indebtedness and 
$460,000 is in revenue bonds.

Thus, about three-fourths of 
the fund for re tirin g  these bond 
issues comes from ta^cs I which 
a re  pgid by city residents) and 
only about one-fourth com es from  
w ater revenue (which is paid  by 
w a ter u se rs) . Tlie city  resident 
is thus paying a la rg e r sh a re  of 
the im provem ents m ade to his 
w a te r  system  than a  non-resident 
w a ter user.

Fund Com m ission.

It was on Ju ly  15, 1947, th a t 
G loria Cedlllo8, 3, lay  down on a 
ra ilro ad  trac k  at El Paso  as a  ioc 
m otive pulling c a rs  backed tow ard 
her. The eng ineer fran tica lly  a p ­
plied his b rak es B ut the heavy 
locom otive and c a rs  m oved inexor­
ab ly  tow ard  the  child.

Calhoun w as engine fo rm an — 
sim ilar to conductor on a  passen ­
ger train . He Jum ped out of the 
locom otive cab , swung him self 
under a  hand-ra il on the  cab  p la t­
form , and p laced one .foot on a 
draw -bar.

By th a t tim e the locom otive, 
still trav e lin g  IS m iles an  hour, 
was hut 25 feet from  Gloria.

Pivoting, Calhoun Jum ped down 
onto a  footboard only eight Inches 
above the rail. He crouched. Then, 
w ithout holding to any support, he 
leaned forw ard . With one hand he 
knocked G loria from  the track . A 
side projection  of th e  locom otive 
struck  the child a  g lancing blow 
on the head But she recovered.

Calhoun h im self w as unable to 
recover his balance a f te r  his feat. 
He w reched his shoulder In Jum p­
ing c lea r of th* tra in , which 
trave led  40 m ore feet before it 
stopped.

| plan for paying th e ir share  oi 
i paving costs hi in stallm ents a re  
I m aking regu lar paym ents, City 
M anager Steve M atthews said, 

j The com m ission th is week 
thanked those property  ow ners 
who have paid cash o r have m ade 
substantia l down paym ents o n 
their share  of the costs, because 
without those funds there  would 
be no paving program , comm is-l 
sioners said.

Money for carry in g  on the pav­
ing work is in a fund sep ara te  
from the c ity ’s operating  general 
fund and so fa r the city has 
been able to keep the paving 
program  going without having to 
borrow against property  ow ner's 
com m itm ents.
