Sakarovs end fast when told
daughter-in-law to join husband

MOSCOW (AP) — Andrei Sakharov s
daughter-in-law said today that Soviet
authorities had relented in the face of a
hunger strike by the Nobel laureate and
told her she could join her husband in
the United States

Liza Alexeyeva. 26. said the KGB told
her that Sakharov and his wife Yelena
Bonner had ended their 17-day-old fast
in Gorky on Tuesday after being told
that Miss Alexeveva would be allowed
toemigrate

Speaking to reporters in Sakharov's
Moscow apartment, Miss Alexeveva
said she did not know when she would
join her husband in the United States
because she had not vet received the
exit visa she needs to leave

Miss Alexeveva said she had called
officials at OVIR. the Soviet emigration
agency. and was told they knew nothing
about the decision to grant her an exit
visa

The hunger strike caused an
international furor. with governments
and human rights groups around the
world calling for the Soviets to meet
Sakharov's demands

Sakharov said in a letter received in
Moscow on Monday that he was not
taking a prescribed heart medicine
during the hunger strike. and friends
expressed repeated concern for his
health

Miss Alexeyeva said KGB (security
police) agent Alexander Baranov told
her she would be allowed to leave the
Soviet Union 1if she limited her
associations with foreigners

Asked if she thought Soviet
authorities would really let her go. an
agitated Miss Alexeyeva said. I can't
check it I don't think they (KGB)
would deceive me so directly.”

Three more persons have been
arrested by Pampa and Borger police
in connection wjth the city - wide drug
bust Friday. in which 11 persons were
arrested

Pampa police arrested Harold Gene
Pendergrast. 811 W. Foster, at his
residence early Tuesday morning on
one count of unlawful delivery of
marijuana. Pendergrast remained in
city jail earlier today in lieu of $10.000
bond

Police today arrested Harvey Ray
Green, 21. 412 Graham. on one count of
unlawful delivery of marijuana. He
remained in custody in lieu of $10.000
bond

Borger police today arrested Vincent
Bernard Hearon. 21. 605 E. Sixth Street,
Borger. on three counts of unlawful
delivery of marijuana on a Pampa -
issued arrest warrant. Hearon was
transferred to Pampa today and
appeared before Justice of the Peace
Nat Lunsford where his bond was set at
$10,000 on each count. He remained in

_custody in lieu of bond at press time
today.

Peace Prize for his work on behalf of
human rights, and Mrs Bonner had
been hospitalized for preventive
medical care.

Miss Alexeyeva said Tuesday
she had been told that Sakharov's
health was “'poor.”” There has been no
official word. however. on the condition
of the 60-vear-old Sakharov. who has a
serious heart ailment. or his 58-year-old
wife

The couple stopped eating on Nov 22,
hoping to pressure authorities to allow
Miss Alexeyeva to leave the country to
join her husband. Alexer Semyonov
who 1s Mrs Bonner's son h\ a previous
marriage

Semyonov. a 25-vear-old graduate
student at Brandeis University near
Boston. wed Miss Alexeveva by proxy
last June in Montana Soviet authorities
refused to recognize the marriage. and
last Friday the government newspaper
I[zvestia called the hunger strike a
provocation

Sakharov. a leading Soviet phyvsicist
before he began his public dissent. was
banished to Gorky. a Volga River city
240 miles east of Moscow closed 1o
foreigners. nearly two vears ago

Miss Alexeveva tried to go to Gorky
on Saturday to learn the state of the
Sakharovs' health and the place of their
forced hospitalization She was
prevented from leaving Moscow by
plainclothes police who told her not to
tryitagain

that

She subsequentally appealed for
permission to go to Gorky. and met
several times with KGB agents. She
was called unexpectedlv-1o the KGB
headquarters todav. where she was told
she could leave the country

8 end Libyan hijack

Iran’s Shiite Moslem government
negotiated today with militant
Lebanese Shiites in an attempt to end
their hijacking of a Libyan airliner and
free 38 exhausted hostages. Radio
Tehran reported

Three other hijacked airliners from
Venezuela landed in Cuba Tuesday. the
hijackers surrendered. and the planes
and more than 100 hostages were to be
returned to Venezuela today

"I haven't any nerves left.”” Rene
Bobe. the pilot of the Libyan Boeing 727
radioed Tuesday night. 24 hours after
his plane was taken over. I can't take
any more. The nerves of all my
passengers are shattered. Please give
them whatever they want and let's get
1itover and done with

While the hijackers held the
exhausted passengers and crew
prisoner on the Tehran airport runway.
they demanded that the Iranian
government negotiate with the Libvan
government to solve the mystery of the
disappearance three years ago of
Imam Moussa Sadr. the spiritual
leader of the Lebanese Shiites

Iranian authorities advised the Swiss
Embassy in Tehran that all of the
hostages were in goed health. and that
food was taken aboard the airliner

shortly after it landed

Sadr vanished in 1978 at the end of a
state visit to Libya Lebanon’s Shiites
claim Col. Moammar Khadafy. Libya's
Sunni Moslem leader. has kept him
prisoner ever since. but the Libyans say
he boarded a plane for Rome at the end
of his visit and they don't know what
happenedto him

Libya's state radio condemned the
skyjackers as “‘terrorists recruited by
the U S. Central Intelligence Agency in
a feverish campaign to slander Libya™
and proclaimed the hijack an “act
against Islam

Three Lebanese Shiites hijacked the
Libyan airliner Monday night on a
flight from Switzerland to Tripoli and
forced the pilot to fly to Beirut There
they released a pregnant Libyan
woman and her two small children
demanded a U N  investigation of
Sadr's disappearance and took aboard
twomore armed Shiite militants

After 10 hours in Beirut. the hijackers
made the pilot fly them to Athens. then
to Rome. back to Beirut in the evening
and to Tehran early today

The return of the plane to Beirut
touched off a confrontation between the
Lebanese government and Amal. the
Lebanese Shiite militia and one of the
countryv’'s 40 private armies

Airport officials twice tried to block
the landing by turning off the runway
lights and parking service vehicles on
it Then an estimated 2,000 armed Amal
militiamen took over the airport. the
runway was cleared. and the plane
landed

Airport officials then refused to
refuel the aircraft. As members of the
airport security force trained their
rifles on the hijacked plane, the Shiite
militamen pointed their guns at the
soldiers But a Middle East Airlines jet
arrived from London. the militiamen
intercepted the passengers and
threatened to pukt them back aboard
and hijack the plane. and the officials
reversed themselves

A Lebanese official who boarded the
plane before it took off for Tehran said
there,were seven armed men aboard.
Apparently two more Shiites joined the

hijackers during the second stop in
Beirut

The identities of the hijackers who
took over the three Venezuelan
airliners in a coordinated operation
over Venezuela Monday still had nokt
been determined. but passengers freed
during various stops before the planes
were taken to Cuba said there were a
total of 10

Bodies of 13 miners removed
from site of third mine mishap

WHITWELL. Tenn (AP) —
Volunteers using air tanks and masks:
crawled through a mine shaft today and
removed the bodies of 13 coal miners
killed by an explosion in Appalachia’s
third major mining accident in five
days

1l heard a vibration and 1t just
started shaking a little bit. " said one of
17 miners who escaped Tuesdayv by
jumping into small rail cars and riding
to safety I knew they had hit gas and
it exploded. he said. He declined to be
identified

Investigators tried to determine if the
blast at Tennessee Consolidated Coal
Co’s No 21 mine was caused by
methane gas. commonly found in coal
mines

1 think there's strong evidence
that's what it was.”" said John Parish.
Gov Lamar Alexander's press
secretary “"But I don't think anybody s
saying that officially " Parish also said
all 13 victims were killed by the
concussion of the blast

The mine. which 1s about 30 miles
northwest of Chattanooga in the rugged
mountains of southeastern Tennessee.
was closed pending the completion of
the federal and state investigation

Parish said after talking with state
and federal officials that all 14 mines in
the Whitwell area owned by Tennessee
Consolidated would be closed until the
investigation is completed

However. William Allison. president
of Tennessee Consolidated. said ihe
mines would remain open. And Joh
McGrath. a spokesman for the federal
Mine Safetv and Health Administratio

said. ““We would never ciyse another

operation because of an acc Id«-nt at this
one

All 13 of the victims — who were
found three miles into a shaft that is
only 36 inches high in spots — were
killed by the concussion of the blast.
Parish said

Woody Duncan. director of the state
Division of Mines. said a fire may have
broken out in the area where the blast
occurred The bodies were found
clumped together

Eight miners were killed Monday in
Topmost. Ky . when an explosion

trapped them half a mile inside a
mountain. That explosion shot mud and
water out the mine's mouth against a
chff 280 feet away

On Thursday. three miners were
killed when rock and slate fell from the
roof of a non-union mine in Bergoo,
W Va

Tuesday's disaster was the worst in
the nation since April, when 15 men
were killed in a mine near Redstone
Colo

43-year career with Energas

Colleagues. business associates and
friends of Energas District Manager
James McCoy will say good-bye Friday
to the man who has been with the
company for 43 years

McCov. who plans to retire from the
company effective Dec 31. will be
honored during a coffee from 9.30 am
to 11:30a m. Friday in the Flame Room
at the Energas office here

“I have had the 30 best employees
that every worked.”” McCoy said of his
28 years at the Pampa Energas
Company.

In 1938 McCoy started nis long
association with the gas company at the
Empire Southern Gas Company in
Brady as a laborer

It was during the war that he put in a
meter shop and started working with
the meters. After the events at Pearl
Harbor. the country needed energy.
and he became distribution
superintendent

“Then | went to Gorman as a
manager of the Gorman District and on
Sept. 12, 1953, we moved to Pampa.’ he
said.

In 1968 he was made District
Manager — the title with which he will
retire.

““The gas business has been
upgraded. and the service is better than
it has ever been. We are working with

better equipment and that i1s a big part
of the success. We are also developing a
tetter customer service department
We try to teach each emplovee to do
their job and to satisfy the customer.
both at the same time."" he said

Getting gas into the home is often a
problem. but 45 years ago. it was even
harder

We' used to raise the pressure every
morning and then put it to bed each
night.”" he said “Now they have
equipment that takes care of it all

“Natural gas will be here for many
decades to come_ It will continue to be
used for heating. cooling and for
cooking. There is more natural gas than
there was 50 years ago. and it will
continue to be the cheapest form of
energy that you can use.’ he said

“If you notice. 90 percent of all the
commercial cooking in Pampa is done
with gas. | guess it is just more flexible
and less expensive, " he said

“I plan to stay in Pampa after
retiring. but there will be a lot of trips to
see the children and grandchildren, " he
said.

His two daughters. Linda. who now
lives in Springfield . Mo.. and Shirley of
Los Angeles, Calif., attended both
elementary school and high school in
Pampa

McCoy has been very active in civic

affairs including the Kiwanis Club. of
which he is past president. He is a
board member of the West Texas
Chamber of Commerce and the Pampa
Chamber of Commerce. He is the
current chairman of the local March of
Dimes and a member of the First
Assembly of God where he has teaches
a Sunday School Class

McCoy has already vacated his desk
to Jerry D. Norris, who has been
promoted to the position of manager at
the Pampa office.

“I just wanted to be sure he was
happy and comfortable here."”" McCoy
said

Norris is former manager of the
Odessa office. He was employed by the
Energas company in Brownfield,
Amarillo and Hereford. He is a
graduate of Minden High School and
holds a bachelor's degree in physical
education from Northeast Louisiana
State University.

The announcement of Norris's
promotion was made by Harry E. Neel,
vice president of Energas Company
and manager of its Amarillo Division,
which includes the Pampa District.

“Jerry Norris has been an asset to
our company in each of his varied
assignments undertaken during his 12
years on the job. We are pleased to have
him available to replace James
McCoy."

Haig asks allies to maintain
unity during Soviet arms talks

on his statements, a U.S. spokesman

commitments to NATO's defense
efforts, a theme already emphasized by
U.S. Defense Secretary Caspar
Weinberger in separate talks with
NATO defense ministers

Haig met today with Weinberger and
was scheduled to meet later in the day
with Greek Prime Minister and
Defense Minister Andreas Papandreou

Secretary of State Alexander M. Haig
Jr. today called on the Western allies to
maintain unity during the current arms
reduction talks with the Soviet Union
“Alliance unity and the credibility of
the alliance is essential to the
achievement of progress in arms
control, an objective which is very
strongly held by the United States
government,’' Haig told reporters as he
arrived at the airport
Haig will attend talks with other
ATO foreign ministers and officials of
he 10-nation European Common
Market.

daig is expected to give the foreign
inisters a report on progress at the
eneva talks aimed at reducing
termediate-range nuclear missiles in
urope.

“The United States is fundamentally
terested in peace through unity and to
multaneously seeking to conduct a
logue with the Soviet Union,"" Haig

On Tuesday. Papandreou said he told
other NATO ministers that because of
problems with neighboring Turkey — a
NATO member — Greece is being
“forced to consider a process of
disengagement from agreements that
are prejudicial. "’

He refused to elaborate on
‘‘disengagement’’ and ‘‘partial
suspension’’ but did criticize an
agreement reached by Greece's
previous conservative government
providing for Turkey and Greece to
share disputed air space over the
Aegean Sea.

Defense Secretary Caspar
Weinberger, who conferred with
Papandreou Monday, had no comment

D\irlng his talks with the foreign
hinisters Thursday and Friday, Haig is

Haige will report to other NATO
ministers at the alliance's annual
year-end meeting about the status of
U.S.-Soviet negotiations aimed at
eliminating medium-range nuclear
missiles from Europe.

A U.S. official who did not want to be
identified said Haig will attempt to
strengthen NATO's 1979 commitment to
deploy new U.S. missiles should
U.S.-Soviet arms reduction talks fail.

U.S. warns Libyan leader to drop
death plot or suffer consequences

WASHINGTON (AP) — The Reagan
administration is warning Libyan
strongman Moammar Khadafy to drop
a purported plot to kill U.S. government
leaders or be prepared to suffer
consequences, according to an
authoritative source.

The United States contacted the
Libyan regime through a third country
and spelled out at least some of the
evidence the administration has
obtained about the alleged plot, the
source said Tuesday

Khadafy, in an interview last Sunday.
had challenged the administration to
reveal its proof. A day later, President
Reagan declared. ‘*“We have the
evidence and he knows it. "’

Along with detailing some of the
evidence it has. the private U.S.
message contained a warning that the
United States would take action against
Libya if it refused to cancel the allged
plot, said the source. who refused to be
identified

The source refused to say what
consequences were threatened or to say
what. country was used as an
intermediary

ABC News reported Tuesday that the
message was given to Belgium, which
has been handling U.S. contacts with
Libya since the administration ordered
Libyan diplomats out of Washington.

Word of the warning message came
to light as the administration asked the
Senate to temporarily hold off action on
a resolution declaring congressional
support for a boycott of Libyan oil
exports

In addition, Reagan held his second
meeting in two days with national
security advisers about possible
sanctions against Libya. An oil
embargo is known to be one option
under consideration even though
Libyan oil exports to the United States
already have dropped to less than
one-third of what they were earlier this
year.

There were mixed signals from
Capitol Hill and the White House about
when the administration would
complete a two- or three-month-old
review of political and economic

relations with Libya and decide
whether to impose sanctions or take
other steps.

After conferring with the White
House, Senate Republican Leader
Howard H. Baker Jr. convinced Sen.
Gary Hart, D-Colo., to withdraw a
non-binding resolution declaring that
Congress
favorably on a decision’’ to suspend oil
purchases.

The Republican leader said Reagan

soon may ask Congress to impose some

sanction against Libya, but had asked
in the meantime that legislators hold
off any moves of their own.

“There will be a decision (from the
administration) within the next 24 to 48
hours,'’ declared the GOP Senate
leader. ‘This is a delicate moment."’

Within an hour, however, White
House spokesman David Gergen
summoned reporters and said ‘the
administration was not committing
itself to reaching any decision that
soon.

Fender says divorce fight
is killing ‘the golden goose’ .

CORPUS CHRISTI. Texas (AP) —

60-day jail term set aside and a new
hearing scheduled on allegations he
violated a court order in a divorce
squabble he contends is “killing the
goose with the golden egg."”

An arrest warrant was issued for the
43-year-old singer — whose real name
is Baldemar Huerta — after he failed to
appear at a Nov. 24 hearing

Fender. who surrendered to
authorities Tuesday. said he was on
tour in Florida and California last
month and never notified about the
hearing

State District Judge Jack Blackmon
set aside the jail sentence Tuesday and
scheduled a Dec. 21 hearing on
allegations by Fender's estranged wife,
Evangelina Huerta. that the singer
violated terms of a peace bond and
missed child support payments totaling
$1.300.

Mrs. Huerta obtained a peace bond in
1980 when she said in her divorce
petition that Fender would become
enraged when served notice and would
try to harm her

She alleges he violated the terms of
the court order June 16 by showing up
drunk at her fashionable residence
overlooking Corpus Christi Bay and
refusing to leave

“That woman wouldn't be afraid of
the devil. I'm willing to offer her 50-50
for-a settlement, but all she wants to do
is make war. This isn't helping us any. |
don't see any purpose in this except for
the hate of a woman scorned,”” Fender
told The Corpus Christi Caller-Times

“People think I'm in jail already and
I've had three cancellations, which will
cost me at least $20,000. Promoters are
scared. People get the wrong idea and
put me down at the bottom of the list of
entertainers so she (Mrs. Huerta) is
killing the goose with the golden egg,"”
Fender said

Fender said he went to the house in
June and offered to talk to Mrs. Huerta
through the door in an effort to reach a
settlement.

He contends the bitter divorce fight
and other lawsuits, including two that
stem from a tour bus accident last

Texas Ranger testifies
in sheriff lawsuit

TYLER, Texas (AP) — A Texas
Ranger has testified that the Tyler city
manager ‘‘embarrassed’’ him by

ridiculing his doubts about reports of
two police officers involved in a
controversial drug bust in 1979.

Stuart Dowell said Tyler city
manager Ed Wagoner appeared at a
meeting of investigators two days after
a shotgun attack on two undercover
police officer . who led a 1979 drug
investigation that resulted in 121
indictments in the Northeast Texas
city.

Dowell testified in the second day of a
hearing on suspended Smith County
Sheriff J.B. Smith's federal lawsuit
asking U.S. District Judge William
Wayne Justice to-throw out official
misconduct indictments against him
and reinstate him as sheriff.

Dowell said he didn't know why
Wagoner was there, but he said the city
manager was outspoken in his views on
the shooting of former officers Creig
Matthews and Kim Ramsey. -

“‘He embarrassed me by his manner.
It was implied to me that I really didn't
know what [ was doing or saying — that
I was making a fool of myself,”” Dowell
said.

Smith claims District Attorney
Hunter Brush instigated the July

indictments and suspension in
retaliation for actions by the sheriff's
department that were detrimental to
criminal cases stemming from the
Tyler Police Department's 1979
undercover drug operation.

Witnesses presented by Smith's
attorneys have said friction developed
after investigators with the sheriff's
department and Dowell doubted
accounts of a shotgun attack on the two
undercover agents.

Dalrymple. who was in charge of
analysis of moon rocks from the Apollo
11-13 missions, said errors underlay
creationist writings about the earth’s
magnetic field decay. the accumulation
of meteorite dust, the sun’'s diameter,
the cooling of the earth, the magma
flow into the earth's crust and the
accumulation of various materials in
the ocean

I put that in the same category as
the flat-earth theory and the theory that
the sun goes around the earth’
Dalrymple said of creation-science. ‘It
is a completely absurd hypothesis."

Radiometric dating techniques,
which measure the decay of radioactive
material, indicate the earth is 4.5 billion
years old. he said. That is the only valid
measurement of the earth's age,
because everything else can be
changed by external forces. he said

If creationists are right in some of
their criticisms of the techniques, then
the earth is older than evolutionists say.
not younger, Darylmple told the court

Geneticist Francisco Ayala of the
University of California at Davis,
Calif . said evolution had been
demonstrated in laboratories, including
his two-year study of 25 generations of
fruit flies

Some of the things that creationist
probability figures say are impossible
are the very things that can be made to
happen in the laboratory, he said

The law’s definition of evolution
omits key elements, such as genetic
drift, he said. The law is dangerous,
Ayala said, because it pretends that
only two alternatives exist and
misrepresents one of them, evolution.

Evolutionists say life developed over
millions of years. Ayala said there are
many theories about how it happened

About 65 percent of the
commission’s income is
generated by the Fiesta
Carnival, which grosses
about $2 million from a crewd
that is mostly
“Mexican-American ... from
the poor and modest
backgrounds,’’ Eureste said.

Speaking Tuesday in Las
Cruces, Rogers said he would
support any effort to resolve
the dispute outside a
courtroom

“Lawyers are lawyers and
somtimes businessmen can

Rogers said. ““The persons I
see benefitting the most from
this suit are the lawyers."”

Officials in El Paso have

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No evidence against Casey

CIA Director William J. Casey
aparently isn't violating a law by
refusing to place his personal stock
holdings in a blind trust during his
tenure as the nation's chief
intelligence official. But he certainly
seems to be flying in the face of
government regulations that
discourage federal employees from
creating the —appearance of using
public office for private gain.”

Casey and his wife reportedly own
stock valued at up to $3.4 million in 27

corporations with overseas
operations Among these
investments is $250.000 worth of
stock in an oil company with

substantial interests in the Persian
Gulf sheikdom of Abu Dhabi.

The director of Central
Intelligence can hardly monitor
developments in the Persian Gulf

without reading some highly
classified intelligence on Abu
Dhabi's oil reserves. political

stability and other factors bearing
directly on the value of his stock
Similar inside information

affecting most or all of Casey’s other
Investments in companies with
foreign operations is no doubt
available to him on a routine basis.

This is not to suggest that William
Casey buys and sells stock bsed on
what he learns as head of the CIA.
That would be illegal. and there is no
evidence that Director Casey has
used his public office for private
gain

Nevertheless. the temptation and
the opportunity to do so remains. as
does the appearance of a substantial
conflict of interest.

Casey can remove that temptation
together with the appearance of
impropriety. by doing as his most
recent predecessors did: namely,
place his personal investments in a
blind trust administered without
interference by an. independent
agent. This is preciesly what
President Reagan. Vice President
Bush. Secretary of State Haig. and
Treasury Secretary Regan have
done. Casey ought to hold himself to
no less a standard

Will we return to
the gold standard?

The United States is beginning a
great gold debate. Possible return of
the U. S. dollar to the gold standard.
scarcely mentioned for years. has
suddenly become a lively topic
around the country

One reason for the resurgence of
gold talk 1s the persistence of high
interest rates. which have had a
deadening effect on economic growth
and are largely blamed for delaying
or reducing expected benefits from
the Reagan administration’s fiscal
disciplines

Interest rates have been hanging
tough at all - time highs because
bankers and other lenders do not yet
believe the inflation rate will be
more than temporarily checked
High interest rates are but their

hedge against being repaid with
cheaper dollars
Despite an inching down of the

prime rate from a 20.5 percent high
in early September to 16 percent last
week. the gold - standard advocates
argue that only a return to the gold

standard will substantially lower
rates and spur prosperity. They
insist a sound currency must be tied
to a precious metal such as gold or
silver. that all history proves how
currencies are inevitably debased
when subject only to political
manipulation. The gold advocates
maintain that the Reagan fiscal

reforms cannot work in the absence
of monetary reform. quality of
money. not quantity is the key to
monetary discipline .

Giving intellectual substance to
the gold debate i1s the U. S. Gold
Commission. which was created by
Congress last vear and held its first
meeting in July. The Commission.
composed of representatives from
Congress. the administration. and
the financial community. is
considering. in the words of its
statutory authority. what role gold
should play “in the domestic and
international monetary systems.”

Whatever gold's future role. its
historic one has been enormous. By
1800. the fledgling United States had
transformed its worthless
continental paper currency of
Revolutionary War days with dollar
convertible into gold. During the life
of the nation when the gold standard
prevailed. except for a paper
currency period during the Civil
War, prices were constant.

Wholesale prices were roughly the
same in 1933. when President
Franklin Roosevelt abandoned the

Id standard. as they were in 1800.
g' contrast. during the 50 f'ears
without a gold anchor. wholesale
prices have leaped an astonishing 760 -

percent. More U. S. dollars have
been produced since the breakdown
of the gold standard than the entire
previous history of the republic.
Never before in U. S. history had the
Treasury been obliged to pay 15
percent of 30 - year bonds. a sure sign
of pessimism about the long term
prospects of controlling inflation
Irredeemable paper money has
usually gone with unbalanced
budgets. high interest rates

Under a gold standard. the Federal
Reserve would have to back the
dollar with a certain amount of gold
in vaults. One plan calls for a gold
reserve equal to 40 percent of the
Federal Reserve labilities. The
result would be that paper currency
would be increased. not at political
convenience, but only when the
supply of gold increased. As in the
past. gold advocates maintain that
people would not bother to exchange
paper for gold. an inconvenience to
carry. once the dollar became as
good as gold. an historic regulator
preventing excessive optimism or
pessimism

With U. S. official gold reserves at
more than $100 billion or 10 times the
reserves of 10 years ago. our gold
cover for currency in circulation is
now estimated to be 80 percent
compared with only 17 percent when
President Nixon closed the U. S. gold
window on the world in 1971. The gold
standard would. we are advised.
permit the national debt to be
refinanced at an interest rate of 5
percent or less. thus saving at least
$50 billion annually

The gold standard argument is
being given considerable credibility
nowadays by Economist Arthur
Laffer and Congressman Jack
Kemp. who helped to inspire the
Reaganomics revolution. Dr. Laffer
flatly predicts that President
Reagon. who is known to favor gold
discipline. will return the nation to
the gold standard in the not distant
future

But most economists oppose the
gold standard, including Nobel
laureate Milton Friedman. He
reminds that under gold, the United
States suffers convulsive economic
swings

If interest rates should move
downward and stay there, signifying
confidence in the dollar’s Iasting
value, then return to the gol
standard does not appear likely. If
not. the gold - backed dollar may well
become President Reagan's next
drastic medicine. And, by now, no
one should doubt that Mr. Reagan
will reach for this if he thinks it’s
necessary

Recently, the Palestinian
Liberation Organization boasted of
wounding Yussuf Al - Khatib, the
moderate Arab head of a village
association in the Israeli - occupied
West Bank, and slaying his 23 - year -
old son, Kadem.

camp in Gaza: who was a known
Sadat supporter.

The list of prominent Arabs in
Gaza and the West Bank who have
been murdered for political reasons
grows by the week. During recent
years, hundreds of Arabs in all walks
of life have been murdered by the

PLO. Indeed. the PLO in its ruthless_

bid for political control in the
occupied territories, has killed far
more Arabs than Israelis.

PLO spokesman Farouk
Kaddoumi has spelled out for the
Arab population how politics from a
gun barrel works: ""Our people . . .

The silly season in economic
forecasting seems to have begun.
Evidence of this comes in the prediction
by Lester C. Thurow, the well - known
economist at MIT, that the storm
signals point to ‘‘an economic
typhoon.”

He could be right, of course, but his
predictions strike this writer as a
triumph of guesswork over evidence.
While the economy is in a slump, it
doesn’t compare to the severe recession
of 1974 - 75.

Even sillier is Mr. Thurow's
statement that President Reagan
‘“‘admits that his policies have produced
a ‘mild’ recession.’’ Mr. Reagan has
done no such thing. His policies, in
effect for a very short time, haven’t had
any such effect. The *‘mild’’ recessin is
the direct result of years of liberal
mismanagement of the economy and
profligate spending on welfare.

Mr. Reagan is having to deal with
troubles he inherited from earlier
administrations. The roots of the
current economic distress go back to
the New Deal programs of the 1930s

when Americans were first told that
government would support them. The
country has had several generations of
welfare families since that time.
Moreover, the entire world is in the
grip of a recession. Again, the root
cause of this global recession are
liberal and socialist economic policies
in scores of nations. Dozens of nations
have lived beyond their means since
they gained their independence in the
1950s and 1960s. They. have relied on
American and European foreign aid to
rescue them from ruin. Now, the
sources of foreign aid are drying up.

This is not true in all cases, of course.
The International Monetary Fund
recently made the error of lending
several billion dollars to India, which
has a notoriously inefficient socialist
government. One can be sure that the
Indians will use much of this money to
finance an arms buildup aimed at
Pakistan. And part of the money will go
to equip ailing state industries that will
seek a new penetration of the American
market. In short, the IMF is
compounding the mess.

From Patton State Hospital
convicted rapists and child nfolesters
were allowed to go into San Bernardino,
Calif., to visit discotheques — to mingle
with women — in the name of
“therapy.”

In one month, seven escaped.

I have heard no better option for
violent criminals than a lockup.

For non - violent criminals, there
may be something better.

Chuck Colson’s Prison Fellowship
Program seeks reform for individual
prisoners and for the prison system.

As a missionary behind bars, he
seeks to redirect misdirected lives
through a Christian commitment.

At the same time, Colson has sought
and got the cooperation of prison
authorities in releasing non - violent
criminals to do *‘outside work. "

On his responsibility, six prisoners

were recently released from Eglin
Federal Prison in Florida.

For two weeks they helped two
elderly people in Atlanta — one an aged
blind widow — to insulate their modest
homes against the oncoming winter.

The six, two Hispanics, two blacks,
two whites, are committed Christians
in whom Colson had enough confidence
so that they were not guarded while on
furlough. They lived in Christian homes
in the area.

Colson risked his ministry on the
premise that these six would behave
themselves.

They insulated attics and cellars in
both houses, weatherstripped and
caulked doors and windows.

Money for the materials was donated
by area churches.

Work that might have cost $21,000
was completed for a fraction of that.
The men did behave themselves. Colson
hopes they will become the vanguard
for many.

If non - violent criminals, instead of
being sentenced to prison, can be
sentenced to compulsory community

' service — or to work in jobs until they

make restitution to their victims and to
the state — then the punishment would
fit the crime.

And they would pay taxes instead of
taxpayers supporting them.

Anniversary of ex-Beatle’s
death brings pain and joy

One year ago Regina Wilde
stood on the same New York
LCity street near the same
police barricades, staring
through tears at the dark
.gateway where John Lennon
.was murdered.

But on Tuesday the
23-year-old college student
returned to the Dakota

. Apartments for a party, not a

wake, on the first
anniversary of the former
Beatle's death.

“Last year I felt sorrow.
Someone close to me had
died,” she said, cupping a
candle with her hand to shield

--it from the raw night wind.

*“This year I feel happy. This
is a tribute. He will live
forever and ever and a day.”

The feeling was the same
around the world that John

" Lennon helped change. Joy

that his words and music
endured seemed to be
replacing sorrow over the
burst of madness that ended
his life a year earlier.

In Liverpool, the cradle of
Beatlemania, it seemed like
1965 again when a local band
kicked off an outdoor concert
tribute to Lennon with the
Beatles’ ‘‘Eight Days a
Week."

Teen-agers jumped up and
down and screamed, and a
few fainted, just as others had
20 years ago. A dozen girls
crushed in the gyrating crowd
were passed head over head
toward ambulances, which
took two of them to a hospital
for treatment of rib injuries.

The celebration, attended
by. about 3,000 in
near-freezing temperatures,

Open 6 am. to 10 p.m
1340 N. Hobart
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ended with a five-minute
candlelight vigil.

In San Francisco, two
climbers marked the
anniversary by scaling eight
floors of a skyscraper and
unfurling a banner calling for
an end to the nuclear arms
race. Edwin Drummond, 36,
and Lia Simnacher, 21,
abandoned their climb after
officials of the 45-story
building agreed to let the
banner hang for the day.

But as soon as they were on
the ground, officials bunched
up the banner and hauled it
inside. A lunchtime crowd of
several hundred cheered the
protesters and booed when
the banner was removed.

The 30-foot hand-painted
cloth pennant said ‘‘Imagine
No Arms," a reference to a
Lennon song and viewpoint.

At the Dakota, where
Lennon lived and finally died
at the hand of Mark David
Chapman — who is serving a
20-year to life-in-prison

sentence — about 400 people
sang Beatle songs, held
candles and talked about why
they came.

“I don't know how I would
have handled it if I was able
to make it (last year)," said
Scott Smith, 17, of Madison,
N.J. “It goes all right with me
now. The impact is over. I've
had time to get used toit.”

Greg Hoffman, 16, of
Brooklyn, said the
anniversary was ‘‘different’’
because last year ‘‘people
didn't come because of
publicity, they came because
of what they felt. This year
many people are coming to
getin front of the cameras.”

Most Americans look to others
to help solve nation’s problems

WASHINGTSN (AP) — President Reagan
says Americans should put more time and
money into private efforts to meet social
needs and a newly published survey suggests
the public agrees. The trouble is that most
people seem to be looking to somebody else to
doit.

In a public opinion survey conducted for the
American Enterprise Institute for Public
Policy Research, an overwhelming majority
said volunteer work would be important even
if there were enough money to pay for social
services.

But a majority nearly as big said they don't
regularly do volunteer work.

The poll, conducted by the Roper Center for
Public Opinion Research, found wide support
for the idea that private voluntary
organizations are more efficient and
responsive than government.

Sixty percent of the 1,500 people surveyed
said private voluntary organizations are
efficient and well-run compared to only 20
percent who said the federal government
meets those standards.

Women lose enough iron
from menstruation to nearly
double their daily iron
requirements. And women
who use hormones that are
interrupted once a month to
induce bleeding also need
increased amounts of iron.
Some individuals lose iron
from the digestive system.
This could be from an ulcer
or sometimes there is seep-

ing from erosion caused by
irin. Then there is
bl rom hemorrhoids.
We

ose only a small

amount of iron each day and
the amount needed in reople
who have no blood loss is
rather small. However, if
e o et
uently ve not
mncrnsed dietary intake
of iiron to replace it, then
that may be the whole prob-
lem.

The role of iron involves
much more than just provid-
ing iron for your hlood cells.
This is explained in The
Health Letter number 4-4,
Iron and Anemia, which I
am you.

You must see your doctor
and see how much iron defi-
ciency you really have and
be sure it is just related to
having given blood. You
don’t want to ignore a possi-
ble unexplained blood loss.

If you just have an
increased iron requirement
you can increase your daily
iron intake by using iron
cookware. And you may
want to take a daily vitamin
that contains iron. If you
take iron use a glass of
orange juice with it. The
vitamin C will increase the
iron absorption for you.

DEAR DR. LAMB — I
recall reading about iodine
having something to do with
determining the height of a
child. I think it was in your
column. As I remember,
children given iodine grew
taller. My children are short
and I want my grandchil-
dren to have every chance to
be taller. Can give me
some more information on
this?

DEAR READER -
Iodine is used to form thy-

roid hormone. And thyroid
hormone is essential to nor-
mal growth. However, giv-
ing iodine to a growing per-
son or animal will not
increase his growth beyond
what his inherited charac-
teristics provide for. Put
another way, if a person is
roducing enough thyroid
Konnone %ieving additional
iodine will be useless.

There are still people who
are apt to be deficient in
iodine. The two main sourc-
es of iodine remain iodized
salt and seafood. There is
still a lot of salt on the mar-
ket that is not iodized, par-
ticularly in large bulk
amounts sold to restaurants

ichil e
salt and eat seafood part of
the time they are not likely
to be iodine deficient.

Or call the
local chapter of the League of Women Voters. (There
are 1400 chapters in the U.S.A.) If there is no chapter
where you live, write to the national headquarters:
League of Women Voters, 1730 M St. N.W., Washing-
ton, D.C. 20036.

The league is one of the few places where people
can get impartial, thoroughly researched and docu-
mented information. It doesn’t try to “sell” an issue,
or “package” a candidate.

If a candidate is running for re-election, find out
how he (or she) voted on the various bills. Also
examine attendance records.

Those who do not vote have no right to complain
about their government, their representatives or the
state of the nation.

NEW YORK (AP) — A lot of people are
angry at their banks these days, such as Bob
Loughlin of Portland, Ore., and Jackie
Kleiner of Atlanta and Joe Pat Downs of
Bardstown, Ky.

Loughlin got angry when, he says, a big
bank foreclosed its loans to his firm and
threatened to liquidate it. Kleiner got angry
when, he says, he was badly overcharged on
aloan. And Joe Pat Downs too

Loughlin raised a todo with regulatory
officials and in court, then helped form a
bank for small businesses. With evangelical
zeal he denounces ‘‘greedy’’ big banks and
“phony’’' prime interest rates

Kleiner, a business professor and attorney
whom Bob Loughlin considers the patriach of
the angry activists, got incensed when, he
says, his bank charged him on the basis of a
prime rate that wasn't prime at all. His loans,
says Kleiner, were supposed to cost one
percentage point over the prime rate, which
an America Bankers Association book calls
“the rate charged the largest and most
credit-worthy customers.’

Kleiner then discovered what the Federal
Reserve Board and the House Banking
Committee now know, that commercial
banks have been posting ‘‘prime’’ rates much
higher than rates they gave to certain
customers

He sued, claiming the First National Bank
of Atlanta engaged in fraud and racketing
activities. He seeks double the $30,000
interest already paid, plus damages. The
case is pending. So is a growing list of cases

Kleiner, in fact, is involved in seven other
suits, the latest one in Portland, Oregon,
where in conjunction with other attorneys he
is suing First Interstate Bank of Oregon for
allegedly overcharging his client

One case already has been decided. A
Kentucky jury ruled that Joe Pat Downs, a
real estate developer, owed $104,000 less
interest than United Kentucky Bank charged
him, again because a loan was said to be
based on the prime rate when, in fact, some
customers received better rates

That case is not ended though. It is being
appealed. by Downs and his attorney,
Kleiner, who now seek the addition of
punitive damages against the bank and
forgiveness of the entire $1.3 million loan

The Loughlins, Kleiners and Downs, along
with attorneys Henry Casey in Portland,
Oregon and Joe Merren in Atlanta, are
having an impact. Many banks no longer
quote “‘prime’’ rates, and if they do they are
careful to avoid saying so in loan contracts
The Federal Reserve has expressed some
concern. And so has the House Banking
Committee

The latter — officially the House Banking,
Finance and Urban Afffairs Committee —
found that 60 percent of commercial loans by
big New York Banks in May 1980 weére made
at rates below prime. It said the average
discount was four points off the prime rate
posted by the banks

It is for this reason that Loughlin. the chief
executive officer of Western Food Equipment
Co. and a lay leader of his Baptist church,
refers to such rates as *'the phony prostituted
posted prime fib."

WASHINGTON (AP) — A
trial is scheduled early next
year on a suit brought by a
coalition of insurance
companies which favors a
federal requirement that
some cars be equipped with
automatic passenger
restraints next fall.

The U.S. Court of Appeals
for the District of Columbia
denied a request by the
insurance industry to block
the Reagan administration
from eliminating the
requirement, officials said
Tuesday, but wilt consider a
suit on the merits of the case
in February or March.

The insurance companies
filed suit asking that the court
overturn a recent decision by
the Transportation
Department to scrap the
passenger restraint rule,
which would require
automobiles to be equipped
with automatic seatbelts or
airbags beginning next year.

WASHINGTON (AP) — A
trial is scheduled early next

WASHINGTON (AP)
Release of government law
enforcement manuals that
would help criminals avoid
detection is not required by
the Freedom of Information
Act, according to a ruling by
the U.S. Court of Appeals.

Superior Court Judge
Julius Title issued the brder
Tuesday, rejecting requests
for a delay by the attorney for
Marilyn Barnett. The trial
was scheduled to get under
way today.

Ms. Barnett, a former
hairdresser who became Mrs.
King's lover in the early
1970s, sued the tennis star last
April, claiming she was
promised lifetime support
and title to the Malibu home
which she has occupied since
1974.

However, the trial will not
directly involve Ms. Barnett's
suit. Instead, it will concern
the issues of the suit filed by
the Kings — an unlawful
detainer action which is
intended to evict Ms. Barnett
from the Malibu house.

Mrs. King's lawyer, Dennis
Wasser, said he believes a
resolution of the eviction
matter will indirectly also
resolve the ‘‘palimony’ suit
which might never have to be
tried at all.

But Ms. Barnett's lawyer,
Joel Ladin, told reporters he
intends to litigate both cases.
