County Agent Ralph R. Thomas 
made 690 visits to Gray county 
farms during the last year, accord­
ing to the annual report made yes­
terday by Mr. Thomas to the exten­
sion division of Texas A. and M. 
college. The report covers more 
than 30 pages and contains a sum­
mary of the county agent’s work in 
the county during the year.

A  total of 413 people called at his 
office during the year on agricul­
tural business. Sixty-nine meetings 
of an extension nature were held 
with 2.249 pe—>'e attending. Club 
boys and their projects were as fol­
lows: 58, grain sorghums; 3, com; 
8, j wheat; 14, cotton; 11. poultry; 1, 
dairy; 14, beef cattle; 10, swine; 1, 
barley.

The major activities of the county 
agent during the year included ter­
racing, dallying, legumes, silos, in­
sect and rodent control, pure seed, 
home meat supply and boys’ club 
work.

The terracing was carried on 
through demonstrations, and the 
county agent assisted fanners to 
run tBe‘ lines and'advised 4n the 
building of terraces. Due to the 
Efforts of the extension service, 
2,500 acres of land were terraced in 
Gray county during the year.

A wide enough distribution of al­
falfa and sweet clover has been 
planted over the county to demon­
strate the fact that a small patch 
o f either is a good paying t>C0P<j*f- 
tlon where farmers have any kino 
of livestock. Two trench siloe were 
dug and filled this fall In. 1wo, cor­
ners of the county, as well as a 
metal silo.

The home meat supply was. aug­
mented during the year. The coun­
ty agent held 12 beef cutting dem­
onstrations in 10 communities. The 
boys' club work consisted of instruc­
tion in Judging and terracing, with 
demonstrations of the major crops 
In the county as weH ias JJves^ |: 
Two boys were sent to the short 
courses at College Station last sum­
mer, and there to the educational 
encampment at Dallas in October.

In h|s<-proclamation the governor 
said many colored gasoline mixtures 
were commanding an additional 
price per gallon on the pretext they 
contained the qualities In the tetra 
ethyl fluid whereas they were mere- 
ly coloret^

the part of his branch of the execu­
tive department to interfere with 
congress in its duties and to Im­
properly Influence legislation In ad­
vance of hearings on the subject In 
congress.

The board of directors has great 
satisfaction in reporting that every 
project planned on in January of 
1931 has been carried out. That 
does not mean that they are all 
finished, for many projects are 
never finished, like the development 
of agriculture, the building up of 
good will.

Transportation
The two projects started several 

years ago, highways and the Denver 
railroad, came to a climax in 1931. 
In  March, a county wide road bond 
issue was called. The chairman of 
the highway committee, Tom Rose, 
assisted by Ivy  Duncan and scores 
of others, went to work with a de­
termination, with the result that 
the issue was carried.

Denver railroad if this road was 
started in 1931. The transportation 
committee, of which M. K. Brown 
Is chairman, got busy. In the ab­
sence of the chairman. Mel Davis 
took over the reins and under his 
able leadership, from 20 to SO citi­
zens have been giving much of their 
time. This road is new under con­
struction. And in 1932 Pampa will 
hear the whistle of the first Port 
Worth and Denver train coming 
into Pampa. It  might be added 
that while this right-of-way work 
was commenced in the absence of 
the chairman. Mr. Brown, as usual, 
has done his part since returning 
to Pampa.

Much other work has been done 
under these committees which space 
will not permit to enlarge on.
