
Unemployment, Relief Needs Prompt Five States to Pass Depression - Style

WASHINGTON — cJF) — R ising

___ Bat af( Associated P re ss  survey 
today suggested  no national 
emergency I t  found m ost s ta te s  
certain they  could handle th e ir 
relief load in stride.

I t Indicated  joblessness has 
dwindled o r  stabilized hi a t  least 
ten  states in recen t weeks o r 
months. It showed th a t, a lm ost

everywhere, unemployment insur 
ance has been a "cushion” to keep 
most laid-off workers off "poor 
relief” until they found new jobs.

An inside-government memoran­
dum made available to AP sup­
ports these findings. It says coun­
try-wide statistics '"do not show 
the emergency of any new crisis.” 
The report adds.

"The current relief situation 
does not appear to be one which 
requires (federal) action beyond

tories caused the slump. BUI said

tion went up, but not nearly 
enough to offset a 330,000 drop in 
manufacturing.

Much of tha factory decline— 
the eighth successive monthly drop 
recorded—was seasonal, BL8 said. 
But it also blamed a "declining 
demand for a  substantial number 
of products.”

Mid-May jobs in manufacturing 
were numbered 16,011,000 or 900,- 
000 below a  year ago and 1,700,000 
below the postwar peak reached 
last September. Reduced steel out­
put and strikes in the automobile
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a t all critical” (Wisconsin); 
and other industries helped speed
the drop from mid-April.

Mr. Truman said yesterday 
he does not consider the rise in 
unemployment and the dip in busi­
ness a  crisis although total unem­
ployment rose in May to 3,166,000.

Neither does the chairman of 
his Council of Economic Advisors, 
Dr. Edwin O. Bourse, but Nourse 
declared in a speech that a “con­
tinued downswing” in business is 
possible.

It is too soon to say, the econo­
mist added, whether the outcome 
will be A leveling-off, a  new in­
flation, or a “real recession.”

The Associated Press survey 
covered 33 states from which data 
were quickly available. In almost 
all of them, officials reported rises 
in the last year in both the relief 
burdfrt and the number of people 
drawing unemployment.

Five states voted special laws 
to help cities and counties cope 
with the relief problem—Ohio, 
Minnesota, Iowa, Kansas and 
Massachusetts. Three more are

investigating the need—Michigan, 
Colorado and

California has had a  "standby” 
relief law on the books since 1643. 
Some of the other states' laws are 
more ”pr iredness" - measures 
than “emeigency” acts.

The work relief project, so 
familiar in the thirties, reappear­
ed in Dayton, o ., as early as De­
cember. Now it has spread to at 
least six bigger metropolitan 
areas, reports the American Munic­
ipal Association.

They are: Detroit, I486 persons; 
Chicago, 183; Cincinnati County, 
more than 300; Los Angeles 4331 
Cleveland, 141; Milwaukee Coun­
ty, 301. The totals are as of April 
or May; they may have risen.

Yet, most of the state officials 
directly concerned with relief 
gave such reassuring analyses as 
these, from every region of U»e 
country:

"A slowdown but not disturbing" 
(New Jersey); relief problem 
well in hand” (Minnesota); "not 
of recovery" (Maine); tight 
squeeze but “no crisis” (Oregon);

situation “pretty good" (Arkan- 
); unemployment is “ largely 
■nui _ no alarm” (Massa­

chusetts).
Some new problems are loom­

ing, nevertheless. And some old 
ones are returning. For instance:

1. Relief costa per relief family 
have soared. Ohio says it costa 
3tt times as much to keep a 
family going as it did in 1643. 
Food costs more, hospitals cost 
more. Everything costa mors.

3. Rent must be paid. Now­
adays, landlords evict non-paying 
tenants. In the depression, many 
people who couldn’t pay stayed on 
anyway because the landlord 
couldn't find other tenants. Now 
the state or city must cither pay 
the rent or re-house homeless fam 
Utes.

3. Longer relief rolls are em 
barrasslng city treasuries. Already 
squeesed between frozen tax reve­
nues and higher costs for every 
city service, cities find th e  new 
relief burden raises serious luian- 
dal problems.

4. Some Western i

Defense Attorney Archi­
bald Palm er asked her if 
there was any other country 
that she wanted to go to.

"No, excep t on a  v aca tio n ,"  she 
replied.

sion of M iss Coplon's denial yes­
te rd ay  th a t she ever w as a Com ­
m unist o r  ev er gave governm ent 
sec re ts  to  Valentine A. Gubitchev, 
the R ussian  w ith whom  she w as 
a rre s te d  in New York M arch 4.

Deserter Is 
Caught Here

Alm ost six  m onths of freedom  
ended last n ight for a n  Arm y 
d e se rte r  when City Police caught 
him  a f te r  a  short but wild footrace 
through back  y a rd s and alleys 
around N. G illespie and Houston.

Chief of Police Louie Allen this 
m orning said D elbert Sutton, con­
victed A rm y d ese rte r, w as spot­
ted  by A ssistan t Chief of Police 
J . O. D um as and P a tro lm en  Joe 
W ilkinson, in the 300 block N. 
Gillespie. T hey radioed for a ssis­
tance  and P a tro lm en  8. B. P a t te r ­
son and H om er D oggett a rrived  
to  help throw  a  cordon around 
the  a rea . The four policemen 
chased Sutton a fte r he ran  
through the back door of a  house 
on Gillespie. He w as finally trap ­
ped in a  back yard  and a lley  be­
tw een G illespie and Houston by 
the  four officers and gave up.

8utton escaped  federal authori­
ties shortly  a f te r  his Dec. 22, 1848, 
conviction for deserting  the  Arm y 
and  w as given a  15-year sentence 
In the federal pen iten tiary . Sutton 
volunteered tn the Arm y during 
the  early  w a r  y e a rs  and was 
AWOL shortly  afte rw ards. During 
the  la tte r  w a r  y ears  he deserted  
and was sought by police th rough­
out Texas. I t  w as a t th a t tim e 
th a t  D um as and W ilkinson got to 
know him.

Sutton w as tran sfe rred  to the 
County Ja il th is  m orning to aw ait 
fed era l au thorities.

Uqyd L  Rots, killer of tow», had members of the Willard Y o r k
fam ily o f Son Antonio to death  
one Sunday in  M ay, 1847.

His san ity  tr ia l ended abrup tly  
a f t e r  the f irs t two w itnesses, 
both doctors, testified  Rosa now 
is perm anen tly  Insane.

Sheriff J . T. Flournoy planned 
to  take Ross to the s ta te  hospital 
a t  A ustin today. He will be ob­
served  th ere  for 80 days.

At the end of th a t tim e, If 
Dr. A. T. H an re tta , h o s p i t a l  
superin tendent, rep o rts  R oss is 
sane he will be given another 
SHnity tria l before a Jury.

Ross sa t only about four feet 
from  D istric t Clerk Elo Rhode 
a s  he read  the  verd ic t. He kept 
his b lack-bearded face bent over 
a  Bible and m ade no algn th a t 
he understood w hat had happen­
ed. He had not shaved since the 
ti lal began.

Dr. H an re tta  and Dr. Royall 
C alder of San Antonio w ere the 
w itnesses who testified  Ross Is 
p erm anen tly  Insane.

D itte rt had  H an re tta  recalled  
to the w itness stand. The doctor 
t e s t i f i e d  then th a t a  m ore 
thorough exam ination  of Rosa 
could be m ade If he w ere In 
the Austin hospital for a  period 
of 30 to 90 days. He added th a t 
R css is "hopelessly insane.” 

D itte rt tu rned  to the court. 
He s a id :

I have my doubts. I am  not 
convinced he is insane. But the 
S tate of Texas is too big to 
send a m an to the ch a ir if he 
is -not sane. After all, I have 
to live with m y conscience.

"The ends of Justice and the 
righ ts of society ha  v e b e e n  
se rv ed .”

Then he asked the court to 
Instruct the Jury to find Ross 
Insane and to have him  com-

New Stadium 
Planned for

Legislature Splits Over 
Restriction for Texas Old Folks

AUSTIN —m -  The Senate and 
House spilt y este rd ay  on w hether 
needy T exas old folks should have 
to give the  s ta te  a  m ortgage on 
th e ir  hom es In o rd e r to  secure  
pensions.

The Senate voted 21-2 to  sub­
m it to a  vote of the  people a  
C onstitutional am endm ent lifting 
the $8 m illion do lla r celling on 
s ta te  w elfare g ran ts  but im posing 
the new m ortgage restric tion .

Objection to the m ortgage  idea, 
the  House dem anded th a t a  new 
conference com m ittee  be appoint­
ed to w ork out a  com prom ise. 
The vote re jecting  the Senate 
plan  w as 61-47.

On the  big problem  of s ta te  
spending, the two houses ou t­
w ardly  reached agreem ent. The 
Senate approved 24-7, a  House- 
passed reaolution urging heavy  
cu tting  of the big m oney bills 
essentia l to operation  of the s ta te  
governm ent the  next two y e ars .

Hywever, the Senate turned 
thum bs down on a  p a r t  of the 
resolution which suggested  e lim ­
ination of a  building p ro g ram  for 
eleem osynary  institutions unless 
Gov. B eauford H. J e s te r  offered 
a  p rac tica l financing plan.

The Senate approved a  resolu­
tion to  end the  reg u la r session 
of the 61st leg isla tu re  a t  noon 
June  28 Both houses m ust agree  
before such action can  be taken, 
but it appeared  likely the lower 
house would agree .

The L egisla tu re  took off for 
ano ther long weekend, quitting 
until M onday m orning.

Some sen a to rs  who voted for 
the House econom y resolution 
sa id  the House w as bluuffing and 
try ing  to put the Senate on the 
spot when it suggested  cutting  
spproprla tlon  bills 48 m i l l i o n  
dollars.

So the  Senate called  the bluff— 
if th a t 's  w hat It was.

Senator R. A. W einert of Se- 
gutn had It figured  th a t way.

" I  think we ought to accep t 
the challenge,” he said, telling 
the Senate 's  presiding officer: " If  
you will appoint m e and two 
o th er sean tora  who will follow 
me on those .conference) com ­
m ittees (on general ap p ro p ria ­
tions), w e'll do som e cutting  and 
find out who is f irs t to s a y ,  
'hold, enough.’ ”

Senators J a m e s  T ay lo r of K er­
ens, F inance C om m ittee ch air­
m an, and C arlos Ashley of Llano 
w ere Insistent th a t the  L egisla­
tu re  provide a  building p rogram .

Ashley h as  p repared  a  C onsti­
tutional am endm en t to p e rm it is­
suance of bonda by the s ta te  
to pay for the  building program .

A bill controlling the use  of 
2,4-D and o th er w eed k i l l e r  
poisons went to the G overnor 
a fte r  the House agreed  to Senate 
am endm ents.

A nother proposed C onstitution­
al am en d m en t w as added to  the 
list. The House approved Senate 
changes In the  proposals to  let 
c ities sn d  counties join in es­
tablish ing  h ealth  units.

The Senate lim ited the am ount 
of tax  th a t could be levied for 
city-county h ealth  units to  20 
cen ts on the $100 p r o p e r t y  
valuation.

F a ilu re  of the House and Sen­
ate  to get together on rem oving 
the ceiling on old age pensions 
m ean t th a t th e  question can  not 
be subm itted  a t  the  Sept. 24 
special elctlon. Ninety-day notice 
of the lection m ust be given.

House a n d  Senate m em bers 
w ere advised th a t unless t h e  
am endm ent w ere agreed  u p o n  
y esterday  th ere  would not b e  
enough tim e for routine deta ils 
essential to pu tting  the m atte r  
before, the  people.

Ross w as born In Ohio. He 
w as g rad u a ted  with honors from  
H arv ard  U niversity .

He w as convicted on Oct. 23, 
1947, of th e  rifle-slaying of M rs. 
G ertrude  York on a  c o u n t r y  
road in Com al County on M ay 
28. --

At the  sam e tim e he killed 
York, h is son, John, 9, a n d  
Y ork 's m other, Mrs. M ary  York,
67.

In  R oss’ tr ia l for the slaying 
of M rs. G ertru d e  Y ork, the  de­
fense tr ied  to show th a t the 
doctor ‘‘c rack ed  up ”  a f te r  he  lost 
his sav ings of about $180,000. Ha 
had en tru s ted  the  m oney to 
York fo r investm ent.

The C ourt of C rim inal Appeals 
ru led  tw ice  th a t Rosa m u st die.

In  th e  san ity  tr ia l, D r. Han- 
re tta  testified  th a t  York suffers 
from  h e a r t  d isease, a s  w ell aa  
schizophrenia, o r  sp lit m ind.

He Is out of touch w i t h  
re a lity ,”  the  hospital superin tend­
en t sa id . “ He la in a  world of 
his own He is in an  irrep a rab le  
s ta te .”

On c ro ss exam ination , D itte rt 
told ' D r. H an r e t t a :

‘The te s t is w hether the  m an  
knows rig h t from  w rong.’’

P a lm e r skipped am ong d a t e s  

and  p laces and  within a  few  
m inu tes she had  told of a  two- 
m onth vacation  tr ip  to E urope, 
of h e r  college y ears  and how she 
m et a  R ussian.

The R ussian  is  Valentine A. 
G ubitchev, 32, a n  engineer, M iss 
Coplon and G ubitchev w ere a r ­
re s ted  together in New Y o r k  
M arch 4 a fte r  m ore than  a  score 
of F B I agen ts had  tra iled  them  
about the city on th ree  occasions.

8he testified  she f irs t m e t  
G ubitchev by chance  in N e w  
Y ork 's  M useum  of M odern A rt on 
L abor D ay weekend, 1948.

T his chance m eeting  even tually  
blossom ed into love, she told the  
ju ry .

She testified th a t she m e t  
G ubitchev “ about six  tim e s” from  
then  until Jan . 1-—before the  F B I 
s ta r te d  tra iling  th em —and  th a t  
he never told h e r he w as m arried  
un til they  dined together in upper 
M anhattan  M arch  4. »

“ H ad he told you th a t he loved 
y ou?” P a lm e r asked.

“ He h a d ,"  she replied.
"A nd you told him  th a t you 

loved  M m ?"
“ I  thought I  w as in love w ith 

h im .”
B ut when G ubitchev told h e r 

th a t he waa m arried , she  said , 
she w as “ astounded, furious and 
fe lt im posed upon.”

" I  let loose. I  s ta rte d  to cry . I  
had  a  new spaper and 1 suppose I  
b randished  it. He said  th a t I  
waa. provincial—like- o ther A m eri­
can  women—and  th a t I  w asn 't 
listening to him  when he sa id  
he w as m iserab le .”

P a lm e r asked  h e r w hether she 
e v e r gave the R ussian  "a n y  p ap er 
about the United S tates o r  p ap ers  
of any  k ind,” o r  ev er in tended  to 
give him  such pap ers . \

"N o ,"  she responded.
The only th ing  she e v e r gave 

h im , she sw ore, w as a  necktie 
and  som e cookies for C hristm as, 
1948.

W hat had he given h e r?  A 
la rg e  bouquet of flowers the sam e 
C hristm as, she said.

P a m p a  is pay ing  policem en (200 
p e r  m onth to s ta r t  and  they  a re  
ra ised  a t  the end of the  probation­
a ry  period. F ire m e n  a re  given a  
fla t $200 sa lary .

The bill waa sen t to the G over­
n o r’s  office today a f te r  both bodies 
adopted  a  conference com m ittee 's 
rep o rt on It.

How ever, the  bill Is m andato ry  
for c ities o v er 40,000 population 
white c ities under th a t would be 
allow ed to  vote on w hether they  
w ant the  system . Those cities, a c ­
cording to an  A ssociated  P re ss  re­
po rt on the bill, who a re  m eeting  
o r passing  the m inim um  wage 
scale  would be exem pted from  
holding an  e lection on the m atte r, 
unless the w ages dropped below 
the  sca le  se t up In the  tew . ^

The c ities a re  a lso  pe rm itted  to  
call a  specia l election to determ ine 
w hether it is unlaw ful to  require  
a  policem an o r  firem an  to  be on 
du ty  m ore th an  72 hours during 
any ca len d ar w eek o r  144 hours 
in two ca len d ar weeks.
