WASHINGTON — (#® — The
House unAmerican Activities Com-
mittee bundled a key witness in
secrecy today in its search for
Communist agents. It concentrated
on the American Slav Congress and
CIO-United Electrical  Workers
Union (UE).

The committee took this turn
sfter releasing, over the weekend,
copies of documents and sworn
testimony that the Polish Em-
bassy here was used for Com-
munist spying.

A eommittee said it was neces-
sary to withhold any advance iden-
titication of one of three ‘‘friendly’’
witnesses in order to protect him.
This witness was said to have turn-
ed on the Communist Party after
having once been a card-carrying
member. |

These are the first hearings the|
committee has staged since the|
81st Congress opened for business)|
under democratic control in Janu-
ary. They were expected to be
opened to the public ‘later on
maybe today, maybe tomorrow.|
The tirst phase is expected to put
the emphasis on the Slav Congress
and allied organizations.

But there will be a build-up for

Ex-Pampans
Die in Fire
On Highway

A double funeral service was
held this afternoon for two
former Pampa residents who died
Saturday night in a two-truck
collision near Seagraves, Tex., the
Associated Press reported.

Ben John Lackey, 51, and his
son, John Ben Lackey, 21, both
of Hobbs, N. M., were burned
to death in the accident, which
also took the life of James Harl
Gunn, 25, of Seagraves.

Although the AP identified the
Lackeys as former Pampans, no
information could be obtained this
morning about when or where
they lived or worked here.

Identification of the badly
burned bodies of the two Lackey
men was made early Sunday by
their employer, Ralph Johnson of
Hobbs. He said the two men
were returning from a construc-
tion job in the Adair oil field
east of Seminole when their
half-ton truck collided with a
pickup driven by Gunn.

The accident occurred about 10
p.m. Saturday a mile and a half
west of Seagraves on the Denver
City highway.

Gunn died in a Seagraves hos-
pital of head and chest injuries,
but the two Lackey men were
trapped in the cab when their
truck burst into flames. T
torches had to be used to re-
move the charred bodies.

The official was identified by
Pravda, the Communist paper, as
Archibald R. Johnston, editor-in-
chief of the Russian language news-
paper Britanski Soyuznik (British
ally), published by the British
Foreign Office for distribution in
Russia.

Pravda yesterday printed a
lengthy letter over Johnston's sig-
nature. The letter declared the
British Embassy was not interested
in improving British-Soviet rela-
tions ‘‘but in fact does everything
to worsen these relations.’

Johnston was quated as saying
he had decided to remain in Rus-
sia to devote all his ‘‘energy and
talents to the question of peace.”

The British Embassy began an
{nvestigation of the case but did
not issue any statement.

(In London, the Foreign Office
said it had received no report. A
spokesman said informally, how-
ever, that ‘“‘apparently there is
nothing to be done about it and
no comment seems necessary.
Johnston, is, of course, free to
give up his job if he doesn't like
it for any reason.'’)

Johnston, who has been in
Russia since February, 1947, form-
erly worked for the London News
Chronicle.

The case of Johnston bears points
of similarity to those of two Ameri-
cans. In April, 1947, Armond D.
Willis said he quit as U. 8. in-
formation officer in Russia part-
ly because of what he described as
the ‘anti-Russian attitude of Ameri-
can Embassy officials.

In February, 1948, Miss Anna-
belle Bucar, a native of Pittsburgh,
resigned as Foreign Service staff
officer and administrative assis-
tant to the chief of the Moscow
office of the U. 8.. Information
Service. She said in her letter of
resgignation that the policy of the
U. 8. Embassy was ‘‘directed
against’” the Russian people.

LESSON FROM BRITAIN

I've said it before: that what
the British are putting up with
these days in the way of socialistie
experiments in the “wellere state”
offers some of the best lessons of
the century for America. I'll say
that again. We may save ourseives
a lot of trouble, if we look first
to see how goes government man-
agement of things in England.

Hard times and doing without--
that's still the order of Jlife in
Britain, “Austerity” is the official
name for it. True, a little sacrifie-
ing is not harmful to anyone. But
as a political system or ‘way of
life, British “austerity” is going to
continue looking a bit drab (as a
cloak for socialism), when you
compare it with the private man-
agement and freedom of enter-
prise we know in America. Brit-
ain, in effect, is telling America
what not to do.

Fact of Life

But at the moment, the British
experience is helping underscore
an economic fact that needs more
underscoring here in America.
That fact is this: Iincreases in
wages mean higher prices, Eco-
nomists in our country have
known for a long time that this
is trye, yet the popular view of
it insists that the boss can go on
indefinitely granting increases,
year after year, without ever rals-
ing prices at all. The British know
beiter.

It seems that Sir Stafford Cripps,
who is In charge of money matters
in England, is right now urging
British workers (even they who
own industry and run the govern-
ment) to work harder without
higher wages. If the Britishers do
this, the reasoning goes, there will
be more to export to America.
Then, Britain will have more dol-
lars with which_ to buy the things
her people need. Shrewd enough!

Another Round?

You see, the British are driving
to get into as much of the Amerj-
can market as possible. Sir Staf-
ford recognizes that If British
workers should demand in-
creases in wages, prices of British
goods would make it impossible to
compete successfully on the Amer-
fcan market. In other words, the
British (even the labor govern-
ment) know that increases in
wages do mean higher prices. That
is true economic gospel.

Is Sir Statford counting on
prices going up in America? Well,
at least he is laying plans to com-
pete with American manufactur-
ers—and another round of wage
increases over here would do much
to help him, according to his own
formula. Yes, indeed. Another
round of wage boosts would send
up prices so high that Sir Statford
would have little trouble in gete
ting rid of everything Britain sells,
from pottery to Austin motor cars.

Foreign trade is good for our
nation, just like it is good for the
British. It's a two-way street. It
we fail to get into the competition
ourselves, then our goods will stop
moving as fast as we know our
production lines can move them.
This Is just a suggestion of the
kind of thing we shall have to deal
with, if we are going to trade with
other nations and keep from going
into the red. And we do need a
favorable balance of foreign trade.
