I t  w as o rdered  
by specia l resolution to perm it 
m em b ers to trr i n g up long- 
dangling m easures for action as 
the session n ea rs  the point a t 
w hich the Constitution suggests 
final adjournment.

The House recessed yesterday 
a fte r  alx hours of stubborn de­
bate on the  second bill In the 
series im plem enting the Giim er- 
Aikln C om m ittee 's school reform  
proposals. It reached no f i n a l  
showdown on the m inim um  foun­
dation bill by Senator O ttis Lock 
of Lufkin.

P roponents h e l d  
th e ir own In beating d o w n  
changes that they thought would 
seriously hurt it.

'49 Clean-Up 
Drive Slated
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AMETHYST 
IS TRAPPED 
UNDER GUNS

SHANGHAI — (A*) — The B ritish 
sloop A m ethyst late  today still 
w as trapped by Com m unist guns 
which have b lasted  four B ritish  
w arships in the last th ree  days.

A B ritish  N aval spokesm an said 
the sloop, which w as h e a v i l y  
dam aged W ednesday by a rtille ry  
on Yangtze R iver, had  m o v e d  
un d er Red sm all a rm s  fire  down- 
s tre sm  som e 10 m iles.

AH of the sloop's wounded and 
half of h e r crew  of 148 reached 
Shanghai.

At h e r new anchorage the ves­
sel w as reported  out of Com m u­
nist gun range but unable to 
proceed down the  r iv e r because of 
th rea ten ing  shore b a tte rie s  on the 
150 m ile course to S h a n g h a i .  
E a rlie r  th e re  had been aome in­
dication the sloop m ight try  for 
a  night escape.

(B ritish  Navy h e ad q u a rte rs  a t 
Singapore reported a  RAF flying 
boat tried  to m ake a landing near 
the  A m ethyst a n d  was driven 
aw ay  by Red fire. T his ap p a re n t­
ly w as a  second a ttem p t. A flying 
boat e a r lie r  had  landed n e a r the 
A m ethyst and put a d o c t o r  
aboard .)

There w as no way of e s tim a t­
ing the C om m unist s treng th  
across the river. The Red radio 
said  300,000 troops had sw arm ed 
over the riv er in sm all wooden 
boats between Wuhu and Anking 
alone. This figure probably was 
exaggerated .

The Foreign Office urged fo r­
eign em bassies to follow it to 
Shanghai o r Canton. U. S Am­
bassador J I,eightoii S lu a it hud 
m ade no plans to leave Nanking.

But the U. S. E m bassy  w arned 
A m ericans to get out now.

Long Range 
Housing Bill 
Goes to House

WASHINGTON — HP) — The 
long range housing bill landed 
in the House today a f te r  Senate 
approval at a storm y session.

The bill au thorizing a  vast 
slum  clearance program  and con­
struction of 810,000 public hous­
ing units during  the next six 
y ears w as passed by the Senate 
a  few m inutes -before las t m id­
night, 57 to 13.

The m easure  also provides for 
a  $275,000.000 farm  housing pro­
gram  and for a  research  program  
designed to spur home construc­
tion by cutting  building costs.

The fate of the bill in the 
House — which 1b in recess un­
til Monday — is uncertain. Some­
what sim ilar bills passed  by the 
Senate last y ear and in 1946 
died in the o ther branch of 
Congress.

House opposition in the past 
was directed against the public 
housing featu re . Some influential 
House m em bers still a re  contend 
ing that it would lead to so­
cialization of the building indus­
try.

On final passage, 33 D em ocrats 
joined 24 R epublicans in voting 
for the bill. Agaihst it were two 
D em ocrats nii<i 11 Republicans.

Among Die am endm ents ba t­
ted down was one by Senators 
B u rlie r  (K-Ohioi and Cain (K 
W ash) which would have pro­
hibited segregation on the basis

Compulsory 
Insurance Is 
Part of Plan

WASHINGTON — JP — 
President Trum an asked Con* 
gress again today to vote com­
pulsory medical insurance as 
part of a national health pro­
gram.

In a special message to  the
legislators, Mr. Truman said 
the “traditional method" of 
paying for medical care “can­
not meet the health needs
of today."

He recommended that Oon g f ea 
provide for a system of govern­
ment payments of medical bills 
from a fund to be collected by 
special taxes.

Mr. Tollman also asked:
1. Government financial eld to r 

the expanaioh of medical achoole.
2. Federal aid for "conatructioa 

of hospital* end other medical 
facilities in communities where 
they arb needed.”

3. Increased federal grants to 
help stHte and local governments 
in "controlling certain diseases" 
a n d  promoting “maternal e n d  
child health services, services for 
crippled children and ganeral pub­
lic health activitiaa.” f

Mr. Truman sent a  8.000-word 
message to Capitol Hill. Hia pro­
posals, because of past advocacy, 
had been anticipated end lines 
already were forming for a  battle 
over the recommendations.

Some administration b a  c k  a r  e 
say they aee pracUcaliy no chance 
that the program will be enacted 
in this session of Congress.

The American Medical Associa­
tion has already begun a  cam­
paign against it. Labor organisa­
tions have accused the AMA of 
setting  up a $3,500,000 fund to 
fight the program.

The AMA fight is centered on 
the proposal for compulsory health 
insurance. Some of its leaders say

WASHINGTON — OP» — There 

are rumore here that Rusaia Is 
jetting ready to lift the Berlin 
blockade.

They’re starting a t a  pretty 
important time, as thta etory will 
show.

This la the setting:
The Russians, Americans, Brit­

ish and French occupy four 
secton of Berlin, just as thsy 
hold four tones of Germany.

The four wartime allies agreed 
on that division when Germany 
surrendered. But Berlin la en­
tirely within the Russian Zone.

So the other three nations bad 
to send supplies overland through 
the Russian Zone to their Berlin 
sectors.

About a year ago Russia block­
ed all land approaches from the 
West to Berlin. '

Since then this country has 
had to send supplies In by plane 
—the airlift—at a cost of around 
$5,000,000 a  month now.

This has been pretty awkward 
for the Americans, British and 
French. But it’s been awkward 
for the Russians, too.

Because of their own blockade, 
they've shut themselves off from 
the industrial supplies they've 
needed from the American, Bri­
tish and French Zones of Ger­
many.

Lifting the blockade would let 
those supplies in. That might be 
one reason for lifting i t  Another 
might be a  real desire to ease 
the East-West tension, for Rusaia, 
hasn’t been winning the cold war.

Any other reasons? Several 
maybe. For instance, throwing 
•  monkey wrench into the plana

of the United States, Britain and 
France to set up a new German
government In their Western 
tones.

But RUseia might have some­
thing else In mind, such ss 
throwing a harpoon ' Into the At­
lantic Pact and the Marshall Plan.

Congress hasn't yet this year 
tackled the problem of actually 
voting money for the Marshall 
Plan or money for arms under 
the Atlantic P act 

If, through lifting of the Ber­
lin blockade. Congress thought, 
the tension and danger in Europe 
wee easing, then —

It might cut down Marshall 
Plan and not vote any money at 
all for our allies In the pact.

Wrist turn, for a  hook, can be 
applied by merely changing the 
position of the thumb and the 
fingerdioles. That’s whsre t h i s  
early training in the grip po­
sition will stand you In good 
stead. Get wrist turn by shifting 
tha grip so that tha finger is 
moved to the light and forward. 
Or, you can think of it as turn­
ing the thumb hold Inward, or to 
the left.

Moving the relative position 
of the thumb and finger holes is 
the way to regulate the hook 
turn. Just how much wrist turn 
to apply by moving the wrist 
easily from right-to-left during 
the swing, depends on whether 
the alley surface is slick, or if 
It is fast breaking.

Be sure you keep In mind the 
importance of regulating the hook 
thumb and finger holes. In any 

m , be sure that any wrist turn 
you apply la slow and smooth, 
with no Jerky, erratic movements.

“Waste, Ignorance, greed, in­

effective or nonexistent 
laws, and an enormous national 
laakitud. are killing off our salt 
water food fishes at an alarming 
rate. . . the problem directly af­
fects the pocketbooks and stom­
achs of all Mr. and Mrs. Amer­
ica,” claims Bill Wolf, one of 
this country’s foremost outdoor 
writers.

Sport anglers know that many 
species are becoming Increasing­
ly scarce, a  few actually extinct. 
The;y have watched commercial 
boats fishing too close inshore and 
destroying acre after acre of hot' 
tom fish food. They know from 
bitter experience that the ocean, 
like the land, is not InexhausUble, 
and they believe that overfish­
ing is very much responsible for 
dwindling catches.

Commercial fishermen certainly 
are not responsible for' all 
Ills that afflict our marine fish­
es — dams and pollution ars also 
to blame — but they are def­
initely guilty of two major of­
fenses: overfishing and misman­
agement.

The coastal states generally 
have shown that they are ut­
terly Incapable of managing fish­
ing resources within tHSlr boun­
dary waters. There are only two 
possible solutions to the ocean 
fish famine that threatens ua 
The states must promptly get 
together and impose effective con­
servation laws that apply to all, 
or alas control of commerical fish­
ing must be taken out of their 
hands and placed under federal 
Jurisdiction.

Of the two methods of regu­
lating American salt water fish­
eries — state and federal — state 
control probably la more de 
able It It works. But there is no 
evidence that the coast states ever 
will be able to govern migratory 
fish satisfactorily. The regional 
compacts of cooperating states, 
while a big step in the right di­
rection, todate have not been 
able to get to grips with the 
fundamental problem.

Federal control, however, is op­
posed by nearly everyone im­
mediately concerned; but, It la 
inevitable if commercial fisher­
men are allowed to continue to 
deplete the resources as at proa- 
ent.

Sportsmen alone among the 
pressure groups feel that a far 
more rigid control of fisheries 
than now exists should be in 
existence. There Is a concerted 
move to place all marine fishes 
under national control. Such cen­
tralized federal control would 
have several Immediate results, 
in addition to extreme unpopu­
larity among commercial outfits.

Overfishing could be eliminat­
ed almost at once, giving our 
fish factories a chance to recover. 
Cutthroat competition would be 
ended, under-exploited fishery re 
sources would be better utilized, 
fishery research and experimen­
tation could be undertaken.

How many sportsmen will con­
tinue to advocate federal control 
after they learn they probably 
will have to help foot the bill 
under some licensing plan la 
unknown. A fish stamp act aim! 
lar to tha duck stamp law might 
change their attitude; but sport 
and commercial fishermen both 
would have to be taxed to sup­
port any enforcement program

This, I  am frank to say, as 

Uie-long total abstainer, I  deeply 
regret. I  am convinced that total 
abstinence Is a personally safe 
and haalthful practice.

From the standpoint of health ] <lrlva- 
I  have nevar forgotten what a | 
prominent labor leader said to 
me years ago. He had Joined the 
church of which I  was than pas­
tor. after never having bean in' 
side a church door in 12 years 
He was an habitual, but 
vary moderate, drinker, and I  used 
to poke some fun .at him about 
the habit. He surprised me one 
day by informing me that he had 
been on the water-wagon for three 
months. But he had also surprised 
himself. "My word,” he said, " I 
teel better. I thought I  couldn't 
be heaüthy without a couple of 
glasses of béer a day, but I have 
never felt so well.” I think his 
experience would be that of many 
others who would follow his ex­
ample.

A newspaper writer once de­
scribed me as "a  dry, but not 
a  fanatical dry.” I took It as a 
compliment. There has been too 
much dry fanaticism, but also a 
great deal too much wet fanati 
clam.

Liquorhas of late become more 
strongly entrenched in eocial cus­
tom, and aocltU custom takes on 
in this respect a somewhat exact­
ing and domineering auq>ect. The 
normally social abstainer, who 
would not hesitate at a party to 
decline courteously a cup of tea, 
or a cup. of coffee, hesitates to 
decline a cocktail, lest he be re­
garded as socially uncooperative 
or peculiar.

For my own part, when I  have 
been offered liquor, as haa hap­
pened even on pastoral visits, I 
have been wont to say that I am 

dry as the Sahara, but that 1 
am neither Pharisaic, nor apolo­
getic about H. I am not Pharisaic, 
for I know that far better men 
than I  drink habitually. B u t  
am not apologetic, for I resent 
the social Imputation that I  should 
eat or «drink what I neither want, 
nor like, and particularly some- 
thing with which a  great deal of 
personal and social unhappiness 
is associated. It is my feeling that 
it la (he drinker, rather than the 
abstainer, who ought to be on the 
defensive.

But all this leads up to the plain 
truth that It is self-control that 
la the essence of temperance. And 
the highest form of self-control, 
which implies a self capable of 
controlling, la the control of the 
spirit of God in the Inward life.
With that well established one 
cannot far go astray, whatever 
his reactions to the problems of 
conduct.

When Eire laat Monday de­
clared herself the independent 
republic of Ireland, she dissoci­
ated herself from the British 
Commonwealth of Nations.

Membership in the common­
wealth involves a < dominion status 
which pays allegiance to t h e  
British throne. The Constitution 
of the member nations all rec­
ognize the King Of England as 
their king, although they are 
acknowledged to be autonomous. 
So Eire, by withdrawing that 
recognition, put herself outside 
the charmed circle.

How can a nation belonging to 
the commonwealth become a re­
public and still retain Its mem­
bership?

It is 
not that „ they expect to bring 
Ireland back into a fold which 
she found distasteful, but the 
mighty dominion of India has 
served notice that she also in­
tends to become an independent 
sovereign republic. The idea of 
giving allegiance to the King is 
repugnant to many of India's 
leaders.

Senate controversy around t, h a 
Malmedy Massacre trials will pro­
duce one unwelcome outcome — it 
will create a new poet-War Ger­
man military hero.

He ia Col. Joachim Peiper, a 
handsome young former adjutant 
to 88 Chief Heinrich Himmler.

This tough-minded storm troop­
er, now under sentence of death, 
is a symbol to many hero-loving 
Germans of the war they lost. 
And from the allied point of view, 
he is a dangerous man for this 
reason: he lan’t the type t h e  
German people should ever come 
to regard as a  martyr.

A Senate subcommittee is now 
investigating the Army's prosecu­
tion of Col. Peiper and 72 other 
German soldiers. They were ac­
cused of murdering 780 American 
prisoners and 180 Belgian civilians 
in the wintry Battle of the Bulge 
in 1944.

The American Army’s quest for 
justice in this situation has been 
as confused as was the Battle of 
the Bulge Itself. But unlike the 
battle, it has had no decisive im­
pact for good on the G e r m a n  
mind.

The original trial was held in 
the Nazi concentration camp at 
Dachau, hardly a scene renowed 
for justice. • %

Of the 73 defendants 43 were 
given death sentences. But since 
then there have been two of­
ficial investigations of the trial. 
One was military, one was by a 
civilian commission. And in a 
final review of the m atter Gen. 
Lucius D. Clay reduced the death 
sentences to six. Of the other 67 
originally convicted, 20 are under 
life sentence, 34 serving shorter 
prison terms and II have been 
freed.

And now a Senate subcommit­
tee is hearing testimony that con­
fessions were obtained by physical 
cruelty and psychological fear in­
duced by “mock trials.”

What othar effect can all this 
have on many Germans except to 
make heroes to them of Col. Pelp- 
ef and his co-defendants?

Whether the German mind can 
understand the American desire 
to deal out justice fairly and 
squarely In this situation is an­
other matter. Certainly it ia a 
sad result to have a man like 
Col. Peiper, as Nasi as Hitler 
and completely devoted to h 1 a 
anti-Christian principles, l o o m  
any larger to his countrymen.

He is the kind of man they 
need to forget.

It is generally 
ladmitetd t h a t  
Ifour or five of 
Ithe commission- 
let* do all the 

work. One of the commissioners is 
blind. Two are 74 years old and 
one, Just reappointed for a six-year 
term, la Tl. Only One Commissioner 
is under 60. That is the newly 
confirmed Hugh W. Cross of 
Illinois, S3, who admits he knows 
practically nothing about the rail­
roads.

Of the II commissioners, only 
five had any railroad or public 
Utilities experience before they 
were appointed to IOC. Two came 
up through the ranks as ICC 
career men. One had railway la­
bor backing and one was recom­
mended by the ICC practitioners 
—Ute association of lawyers who 
plead cases before the commis­
sion. Three knew nothing about 
the railroads when first named 
to IOC.

These are the vital statistics 
on one of the oldest and most 
entrenched of the government 
regulatory agenriqg. ICC was first 
set up as s  five-man hotly 62 
years ago. It now occupies 
aeven-atory building full of files 
and figures, has 2200 employes 
and has asked for a budget of 
over $11,000,000 for next year.

It k  so far behind on its 
docket that several years would 
be required to clean it up, even 
if no new cases were filed. It 

s a d  sometimes

years to handle a major case. 
ENSNARLED IN RED TAPE

What has happened here Is that 
the ICC, like so many other gov­
ernment agencies, has become 
bogged down in its own red 
tape. It is more or less neglected. 
The railroad trade press follows 
its intricate rulings with pro­
fessional self-interest. But no oth­
er government agency and nei­
ther the White House nor the 
Congress has the slightest idea 
of what goes on there, or why.

The result ts that instead of 
the ICC regulating the railroads, 
the railroads pretty much get 
what they want out of the IOC. 
The commtaaion needs s  groat 
shake-up and new blood. T h e  
great problem, of course, is In 
finding qualified talent that will 
work for $12,000 a year and tell 
$80,000 railroad presidents where 
to head in.

As proof of the fact that IOC 
is a forgotten agency, ask any 
of your friends — even rail­
roaders — to name one or more 
of the honorable commissioners. 
By way of re-introduction, this 
la the way they line up. The 
first five do most of the work:

Chairman Charles D. Mahaffle, 
66, Kansas Republican. He Is a 
Rhodes Scholar and Princeton 
professor of jurisprudence. He 
served as attorney for the old 
IÌ.S.R.R. Commission, then went 
to IOC's Bureau of Finance, from 
which he was named commission­
er by Hoover, in 19311.

J. Haden Alldredge, 62, Ala­
bama Democrat. He made a study 
of freight rates for TV A which 
won him appointment to IOC.

William E. Lfee, 67, Idaho Re­
publican. He was an attorney for 
Northern Pacific before b e i n g  
elected to the Idaho Supreme 
Court.

Richard F. Mitchell. 60, lows 
Democrat. Former Iowa Supreme

Court chief justice and Demo­
cratic national committeeman. He 
was referee in a 1947 adjustment 
board case, which he handled so 
well that he was recommended 
for ICC appointment by its prac­
titioners.
OTHER WORK

J. Monroe Johnson, 71, 8outh 
Carolina Democrat. He was colo­
nel of an engineer regiment in 
the Spanish-American War and 
in the Rainbow Division of World 
War I. He succeeded the late 
Joe Eastman as Office of De­
fense Transportation director, and 
that work has taken up most 
of his time.

Clyde B. Aitchlson, 74, Oregon 
Republican.

“Politics <mi»  Poverty*
(Continued)

I have been quoting in the last 
two issues from- a new book called
‘‘Politics and Poverty" by Lewis 
C. Ord, industrialist of wide experi­
ence in Canada and the United 
States and Europe. The last issue 
told bow England's rate of Increase 
of production had declined between 
1380 and 1914.1 want to quote and 
comment on this book. I quote:

"Between 1830 and 1314, Ger­
many made a stroag challenge for 
world industrial leadership. Ger­
many believed that higher educa­
tion was necessary If any nation 
wished to secure Industrial lead­
ership. They Improved their techni­
cal education Immensely for this 
reason, German Industry, and par­
ticularly the larger companies, be­
lieved that great deal better re­
sults could be achieved by collec­
tive effort end that efficient could 
be ralred faster by forming busi­
nesses Into federations and cartels.”

The American people seem to be 
obsessed with this same Idea that 
we can advance much more rapidly 
by organised ‘‘education" or or­
ganized training. If we looked at 
the countries that have had that 
belief and aee the resulta, we would 
not be so much Interested In having 
the ^routh of the land “educated” 
by a lot of professional educators 
Instead of practical men.

"The American Government for­
bade Industry to organize itself 
on the lines adopted In Germany. 
There was no collective planning 
by organised groups of businesses 
or by the Government. (Remember 
he Is talking about the period be­
fore 1914). Individual businesses 
were decentralized. There was a 
minimum of planning and direction 
from the top In big businesses. 
Competition In American Industry 
was kept sharp as the considered 
policy of the American Govern­
ment. They believed It to be the 
most effective known means of 
maintaining the efficiency of In­
dustry at the highest possible level. 
The American effort succeeded In 
achieving that result.

‘The result of these rival poli­
cies showed up dearly in the 
countries concerned. There was a 
rapid growth of bureaucracy In 
the service of the Government and 
In Industry In Germany and a no­
ticeable absence of it In the Uni­
ted States. By 1914, the American 
production of real wealth per head 
of the population had risen to 
more than double the German 
leveL The principal American ad­
vantage did not lie in letter ma­
chines, In better methods of pro­
duction, or even In men who work­
ed better. The American advantage 
was mainly that thsy had a much 
larger proportion of their total 
population actually producing real 
wealth than in Germany. The Brit­
ish position was somewhere rough­
ly between the other two.

“From 1814 to 1880 Britain led 
■ he world because she was oettc. 
provided with th* tools snd the 
equipment necessary to efficient 
production than any other country. 
She lost the lead between 1880 snd 
1914 for thres reasons. Her work- 
era started to go Slow and obstruct 
output. The tools, equipment and 
methods used In her Industries 
were allowed to drop tar behind 
American levels. Mors ssrious than 
either of these reason* was the 
growth of bureaucracy In British 
industry, particularly In tha larger 
Duslnesaes.”
Causes Of Diffsrsat Rales *f
Production

Explaining how th* American 
worker produced more than the 
British. Mr. Ord says:

“It is not the actual rate of re­
ward that a worker is paid that 
determines with exactitude wheth­
er he movss fast or moves slowly. 
What matters Is what hs himself 
thinks about the fairness of his re­
ward. He is considerably influenced 
In that by trade union leaders, poli­
ticians and others. If such people 
manage to convince th* workers 
in soma Industry or district that 

they are being badly treated, re­
gardless of whether It Is true or not 
it will have an adverse effect on 
working pec*. Many of tha varia­
tions of th* working pace that 
have occurred within each country 
have been caused In this way.

“Many efforts havs been made 
to bring working pace In Europe 
up to American levels. Thera have 
been Increases In wage rates. Vari­
ous types of personnel manage­
ment have been given a try out. 
Every other suggestion whlck 
seemed capable of affording an im­
provement has been tried. The re­
sults of these many tests prove 
that Individual managements In 
Europe cannot obtain American 
rates of output from their workers 
under parallel condition* of work, 
tools snd methods. The loyalties of 
the workers of Europe to trad* 
union policy, lecal and social cus­
toms have tendered abortive all 
attempts fo persuade them to adopt 
American pace snd point of view 
on these particular matters.

“Early American tests of work­
ing pace made In tha United States 
showed that the leadership of th* 
man or men In charge of each fac­
tory unit was tremendously Im­
portant. Variations In working pace 
of five or ten per cent, above or 
below th* normal average for the 
industry and district concerned wss 
found to be due to th* differing 
quality of leadership. What was 
not realised In the teat mad* at 
that time, was the Importance of 
tb* national point of view on work­
ing pace. Because American work­
ers believe that thalra la ‘God's 
Country* th* national output of 
real wealth It htgh*i*by hundreds 
of millions of dollars worth each 
year due to that caue*. Th* na­
tional leaders of any othar coun­
try who are successful In persuad­
ing th* workers that they are bad« 
ty treated, make th* workers mon 
unhappy slow their working pace, 
and take a great deal of real 
wealth out of tha national pocket 
m th* process."

The author relatas that If work­
ers from Europe work In Americar 
factories with the same kind o: 
tools that their output rates got: 
up. He also relates that .when Am­
erican capitalists Invaat In com­
panies on the European continen: 
or England that they are not able 
to get the production they art able 
to get here.

WASHINGTON — Congress Is 

heading for approval of a record, 
peacetime, federal budget on the 
basis of the five, relatively minor 
appropriation measures already 
through the House and b e f o r e  
the Senate Appropriations Com­
mittee. Still awaiting action are 
provisions for more than twenty 
billion dollars for national de­
fense, the veterans establishment 
and agricultural food subsidies.

The five bills whooped through 
the House carry 8890,000,000 leas 

than the Presi­
dent reuqseted in 
his budget mes­
sage, but they 
exceed 1949 totals 
by almost a bil­
lion dollars. Al­
though the sav­
ings on the White 
H o u s e  figure 
hooka good on pa- 
>per, they do not 

stand up under close examination.
The House okayed a 1 m o a t 

3400,000,000 in contract authoriza­
tions, or $36,000,000 more than 
the budget provisions. Moreover, 
at least $100,000,000 of the cuts 
derive from the fact that two 
fairly sizable projects have been 
completed, and do not require any 
more funds.

APPROPRIATIONS — Houae Ap­
propriations Chairman Clarence 
Cannon of Missouri also scraped 
the barrel in order to make a 
good showing on paper. /

He forced downtown depart­
ments to use unexpended b a I- 
ances, which constat of surpluses 
held over from previous years' 
appropriations.

“That their effort failed, is not 
th* fault of th* Russian*.

Their se­
curity police requires immense 
numbers. Their fighting forces re­
quire many more. With nil thee* 
calls on man and woman power, 
th* percentage of the tbtal popula­
tion in Russia left to do productive 
work I* relatively small. It Is the 
shortage of people left to do pro­
ductive work that keep* the work­
ers In Russia poor today. Th* seme 
situation has developed to a less 
degree In other countries of Eu-

■  “It Is largely because it has not 
worked out a« they expected and 
because th* me«**« remain to poor 
that Russians no not allow people 
of other nation* to move about 
freely within Rueela and discover 
Its weaknesses. They are even more 
carefully to prevent Ruselans from 
leaving their own country and tell­
ing th* truth to other nations. Th* 
Russians cannot afford to have 
the truth about their Industrial 
system come out Inside their coun­
try or outside It.

“As this chapter showz, industry 
has evolved along different line* 
In each country. That Is why th* 
masses are relatively well off la 
some countries and poor In othets. 
The prosperity of each country la 
determined almost entirely by the 
form of Industrial Government 
they adopt and use. Industry is not 
responsible for thee* differences 
Th* Government determines, by Its 
Inurdstial policies, the level of re­
rewards that the 
country will receive.'

H A N D I C A P P E D  — Secre­
tary Johnson does not suffer from 
such compunction. He we n t 
through the same sort of battle 
In 1939-1940, when the profes­
sional soldiers did not appreciate 
th* importance of his drive for 
all-out.

Then he was handicapped by

Nor it this all. As th* United 
'Nations general assembly opens itq 
third annual meeting, representa­
tives of the nations of the middle 
east, southern Asia, the far east, 
and thé South Pacific are all foun$ 
clamoring for additional American 
guaranteed military pacta against 
Russia on the model of tha North 
Atlantic alliance. On* spokesman, 
Gen. Carlos Romulo of the Phil­
ippines, point* up the demand by 
saying, “You can’t have security by 
locking the front door and leaving 
the back door open."

Thus the North Atlantic pact, 
should the senate approve It and 
thereby define a 
the United States in the 
will produce ever widening ripple*. 
Where they break upon th* fron­
tiers of Russia and Its satellite 
states, there the new American 
frontier will be found. It will b* a  
world encircling frontier*—on th# 
Elbe in Europe, at the borders of 
Greece and Turkey under th* 
Truman ‘'doctrine,” at the Cas­
pian sea, the Khyber paess, th» 
Salween and Yangtze river*, and 
at the 38th parallel in Korea. And, 
by the new definition of Amerlcaq 
responsibility to th* world, Amer­
ican troops must stand on watch 
everywhere, protecting th# shaky 
populations at their backs.

No empire In the history of th* 
world lias ever entertained such 
grandiose notions of duty and 
destiny. The Roman legions la ths 
days of farflung empire never 
ventured anything like so far a- 
field. Yet this, as Mr. Churchill 
said In Boston, Is th* “splendid 
part” the United States is calisd 
to play in the world as th* fruits 
of its "new-won supremacy." It is 
a backbreaking Job, foreordained, 
If history tells anything, to failure 
and to national ruin; but thru 
guile and flattery w* are asked to 
assume the task.

It was no accident that Mr. 
Churchill should return ta  the 
western hemisphere as th* bearer 
of such tidings of the American 
mission. W* may recall tha hesi­
tant Roosevelt ot 1939, denylni 
that the American frontier was on 
the Rhine, and then reflect tbsd, 
secretly, thru the persuasion of 
Mr.-Churchill a t the Atlantic con­
ference a little more than two 
years later, his resolution was 
stiffened and that there, for the 
first time, a responsible American 
leader began to entertain such 
notions of the mission to which 
America was called.

At that meeting in August, 1941, 
Churchill by easy stages led Roose­
velt into the definite commitment 
that the United States should team 
with Britain, afer th* end of the 
war in which America was not yet 
even a participant, In establish- 
lng a joint Anglo-American polie* 
force to Jieep the world in hand. 
As it turned out, the police force 
did not become an actuality whan 
hostilities ceased in 1945, for 
Roosevelt during th* war had per­
suaded himself fatuously that Rus­
sia would collaborât* In good faith 
with Britain and th* United Nq| 
lions. - l  Z.Î - ;

The North Atlantic pact would 
now briitg the police force Inft 
being. It would be essentially an 
A m e r i c a n  police force. Mr. 
Churchill and the British have left 
President Truman, S e c r e t a r y  
Acheson, and Geo. Bradley to 
carry on with American man 
power at American expense. This 
American police power is to be 
world-wide in its exercise. It Is to 
be permanently assigned to ab­
sorb the initial shock of battl* 
everywhere and Uncle Sam In hi* 
blue uniform and brae* buttons Is 
to be regarded with an occasional 
appreciative smile.

The p sych iatrist fu rth er testified 
th a t McGee i t  suffering from  a 
p a rticu la r type of insanity  he de­
scribed as a ‘‘split personality .” 
Concluding his testim ony Dr. White 
d eclared  McGee a s  ‘‘incurably  ill 
In h is m ind” and In his opinion 
would "g row  stead ily  w orse."

"There is no cure for him.’* he 
aaid.

Dr. M. M. Stephens, B orger 
physician, second defense w itness, 
w as on the stand  only a few m in­
utes. He too declared  McGee la 
insane and added he haa been ab­
n orm al since childhood. He testi­
fied th a t M cGee a s  a  boy often 
ran  aw ay from  hom e cam ping in 
canyons aroung  B orger and P a m ­
p a  and th a t he also  had fita of 
anger.

Dr. Stephens had pronounced 
McGee insane In 1942 a t  an in­
sanity trial at Stinnett ana advised 
then that he be committed to i % 
institution. McGee was acquitted 
and adjudged aane at that trial.

Befora the state rested its case 
other arresting police officers and 
a deputy sheriff were called to the 
stand.

Detective Captain Pat Davidson 
and Chief Deputy Sheriff George 
Eubank testified they brought Mc­
Gee back to Lubbock after Austin 
police picked him up. They de­
scribed him as rational al all 
times during the ride back and in 
a  "friendly mood."

Attorneys for both aides clashed 
several Umea over methods of 
questioning. At one time the argu­
ments of counsel became so heated 
Judge Dan Blair ordered prose­
cution and defense to proceed 
along legal lines and refrain from 
dashing.

Col. E. A. Simpson objected to 
Dietrict Attorney Lloyd Croeltn'a 
questioning on the defendant's use 
of liquor. Crosltn countered that 
the questions were used to bring 
out McGee's condition.

Court adjourned at t:M  p.m. 
until it reopened this morning at 
t  a.m. e
