“I think I mow understand the
logic behind your ideas more
clearly, and an examination of
your reasoning has my
mind to many avenues of thought
unexplored for some time, But
with some of your basic premises
I cannot agree.

“§ think if one were to carry to
a logical conclusion your idea
that it is wrong for a government
to coerce an Individual through
the will of the majority, one would
have to disagree with the entire
idea of government. Whenever
there is instituted a government,
the individuals thus involved must
inevitably face a bargain—namely,
the surrender of some of their
sovereignty (or will tn do as they
please) in exchange for certain
benefits they expect to gain from
group organization.

“Of all governments, I believe a
democracy is the fairest—and by
my definition a democracy is in
general, a government in which
every citizen has a right to vote
for representatives he thinks best
fitted to protect his interests:
then ‘after these representatives
have acted (according to constitu-
tional procedure) he abides by
their decision or the will of the
majority. In this system some in-
equalities will result, but these are
not necessarily permanent, I would
take my chances any day with ma-
jority rule rather than anarchy
(no rule) or minority rule (rule
by the few—which is necessarily
despotic.) In our democracy one is
a member of the majority in the
decision of some issues, a member
of the minority in the decision of
athers; rarely would an individual
or group find every question de-
clded against his (its) will, Even if
one feels he is a part of the minor-
ity in the majority of issues, he
ha. in this country many ways of
being influential—through agen-
cles such as the press and such
practices as lobbying. In fact, it
seems to me that we must be on
guard as much from selfish min-
orities as from the sometimes will-
ful and ignorant rule of the mav
jority. The framework of our gove-
ernment with its checks and bal-
ances seem to me to dissipate
some of the power of popular ma-
jorities; at least their decisions
are arrived at in a more slow and
considered manner when represen-
tation in our Congress is divided
into two branches, membership in
one of which is not based on pop-
ulation, Then the judicial branch
of the government may serve in
some cases to modify the will of
the majority.

“I'd like to read again the state-
ment, “Governments are formed,
deriving their just powers from the
consent of the governed.” Only at
the very outset, does this state
ment mean that all the governed
give their consent to everything,
for certainly with the formation
of a brand-new government every
person could either agree to the
new framework or stay out of it
Once instituted, governments will
always, in some cases, impose laws
against the consent of some in-
dividuals or groups of individuals.
In a democratic government,
though, such individuals or min-
orities have some degree of re-
course, as they can seek to give
thelr ideas such clarity and per-
suasiveness as to win further tests
and possible adoption of them, I
think by far the greatest threat to
fairness in our government ig the
apathy of individuals who show no
interest in issues or candidates, I
believe you think majority rule is
the greatest threat to fairness,

“Thus 1 can’t agree with ypu that
our public school system (which I
am sure is favored by a large ma-
jority in this country) is based on
8 denial of moral law, as I don't
consider democratic government
itself a denial of moral law, Since
we tacitly give our consent to ma-
Jority rule by accepting citizenship
in this democracy, 1 can’t see why
abiding by particular decisions of
the majority should be considered
coercion of the minority. Thus,
while some of your criticisms of
our schools may have merit, I be-
lieve that improvements can be ef-
fected by outside pressures— I do
not believe that public schools ares
wrong in their very essence.

“ 1 thank you very much for
printing my views in your news-
papers, also for sending me the
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arficles. about schools. I'm sure
that as a result of this discussidn
I shall be much more wide awake
in regard to all aspects of prob-
lems relating to schools, I shall re-
turn your books very soon.

My Amswer

Whether one would have to dis-
agree with the entire idea of gov-
ernment, as Mrs. Vertrees claims,
depends entirely on one's ideas of
government. I'll admit that one
would have to disagree with post
people’s present ideas of govern-
ment or any form of government
that existed before the Declaration
of Independence was written, That
great document attempted to put
into operation for the first time
in a big way the ideologies taught
in the Ten Commandments and the
Sermon on the Mount, That great
document, like the Ten Command-
ments and the Sermon on the
Mount, respected the dignity of the

individual, That great document
sald that all men, not just some
men are endowed by their Creator
with certain inalienable rights.
This document also said that gov-
ernments derive their just power
from the consent of the governed.
And that didn't mean only at that
time but it meant permanently and
indefinitely, Then the government
would have to be very limited and
only do what was morally right to
do in order to get the consent of
moral people.

It is no more wise jo force
ple to support a government than
it would be wise to try fto force
people to support a chyfch, or a
lodge, or a country clab. If the
members didn't believe in the prin-
ciples of the church or the lodge or
the country club, or the govern-
ment, they would destroy it from
within. So when people are forced
to pay taxes to support a govern-
ment, who do not believe in a de-
finite limited government or a
government that tries to protect
the life and property of every
Citizen, Then they will sooner or
later, use this majority rule voting
power to get control of the gov-
ernment and enslave every per-
son they are able to exploit. That
is just what they are doing now in
the federal government and the
state and the counties and in each
board of education. They are
denying the very principles on
which this government was form-
ed. “Not by might, nor by power,
but by my : pirit, saith the Lord of
hosts.”

Mrs. Vertrees talks about “in-
dividuals thus involved must in-
evitably face a bargain—namely,
the surrender of some of their sov-
ereignty (or will to do as they
please) in exchange for certain
benefits they expect to gain from
group organization.” How much is
“some”? Where would you stop
Mrs. Vertrees?

Evidently her idea of sover-
eignty or the will to do as one
pleases gives an Individual the
right to have sovereignty or dom-
ination or boss or own or rule
over another person, She seems to

have the old “Divine Rights of
Kings" idea of sovereignty. She
seems to believe in the divine right
of the majority and that there is
no Higher Law that even the min-
ority or the majority need believe
in or attempt to live by. She seems
to believe that the majority can
do as they please and violate moral
law without suffering the conse-
quences. No, a just government,
operated under the moral laws of
the Commandments or the Declar-
ation of Independence does not
take away a single solitary right
or bit of sovereignty of a single
individual.

I know of no religion that
teaches the majority has the right
to take away from any individual
any natural right he received when
he was born. The Jewish or Chris-
tian religions never even used the
word “majority.” One does rot
give up a single right or one single
bit of sovereignty or freedom if
right and sovereignty and freedom
mean the right to self-control, no
more and no less.

Would Mrs. Vertrees contend
she was giving up a right if the
police compelled her to turn over
to the owner an automobile she
had appropriated without the con-
sent of the owner? Would she con-
tend she had to give up some of
her sovereignty if the court fined
her for taking some property from
some one against his will that did
not belong to her?

How can anyone give up a right
or a sovereignty to something he
never had the right or sovereignty
over?

The state or the majority never
has and never will or can give any
body a right that God already had
not given every individual when
he was born. The state can only
arbitrarily give it's mah made de-
finition of right or sovereignty.

God gave man the right to
choose, the right to be owner of
himself—to be sovereign over him-
self. And the state or the majority
is immoral, unethical, and harmful
when it interferes with that sov-
ereignty or that right to choose, so
long as the individual doeesn’t di-
rectly attempt to rule or govern
anybody else but himself — and
most people have all they ean do
to be sovereign over themselves
and rule and control themselves.

Statistics Show
Americans Enjoy
Better Health

NEW YORK-—-Americans enjoy-
ing the first three months of
1049, with mortality from all
causes combined at a lower rate
than “ever before in the country's
history, statisticians of the Metro-
politan Life Insurance Company
report,. Among the company’s
19% million industrial policy-
holders, the death rate was 6.8
per 1,000, which is 5.3 percent
under the record for the first
quarter of last year.

Alltime lows for this part of
the year were shown in the death
rates from the following diseases:
the communicable diseases of
childhood as a group, influenza
and pneumonia, tuberculosis, syph-
ilis, diarrhea and enteritis, appen-
dicitis, and the 'diseases of child-

“| bearing.

“The death rate from pneu-
monia and influenza combined
for the three winter months was
less than that experienced during
the summer months before the
time of the sulfa drugs and peni-
cillin,” the statisticians comment.

The mortality from heart and re-
lated diseases was lowest in a
decade, and even the mortality
from the diseases of the coronary
arteries, which has increased con-
tinuously for many years, showed
a slight decline. When adjustment
is made for the aging of the
policyholder group, " the cancer
death rate shows a slight decrease
from the corresponding period of
last year.

The statisticians note that the
external causes of death, like the
diseases, have had a favorable
record so far in 1949,

‘““The death rate from all accl-
dents combined was somewhat
lower than a year ago,” the stat-
isticians report. ‘“New mihimum
death rates were recorded for
home and for occupational =cci-
dents. Motor vehicle fatalities are
running slightly higher than last
ear, although well below either
946 or 1947. Homicide is down
slightly, and suicide is somewhat
