: KITCHEN FAN
\ AT WORK

You can.maje your hom com-
fortably cool this summer, That
doesn’'t mean a complete air con-
ditioning system, with ducts;
that's not practical in most exist-
ing homes. But there are several
simple - things you can do to in-
crease home comfort during the
months ahead.

An unventilated attic may be
a source of as much heat energy
as the sun itself. Heat absorbed
during the day is ndiate$ down
into the house at night.

Louvers at each end of the at-
tic will allow heat to escape.
There should be at least 385
square inches.of opening for each
100 square feet of attic floor. A
piece of wire ‘mesh behind the
louvers will keep out insects-and
leaves.

An attic fan of proper size is a
good way to bring cool night air
into your home. The fan pushes
the hot air out of the attic, al-
lowing cooler air to enter through
downstairs doors and windows,

The kitchen is anothér source
of heat. An exhaust fan, either
fitted directly into the window, or
set into the wall and cohtrolled
with a pull chain or switch, will
provide relief.

Direct sunshine on  windows,
‘Which raises the temperature in-
doors, can be stopped with open-
side awnings, which form no hot
air pockets outside the window.

The color of outside walls can
also affect the amount of inside
heat, Dark outside colors absorb
heat. Light outside colors reflect
heat, making inside temperatures
from 5 to 20 degrees cooler on
hot days.

Good insulation in walls and
ceilings will make at least a 15
degree difference in room tem-
peratures by stopping penetration
of heat and retarding extreme
changes of indoor temperature,
It also saves upwards of 30 per-
cent on your winter fuel bill,

Accelerated efforts of the na-
tion's building industry and the
federal government to  produce
low-cost homes of high quality as

mixture of which the stucco fin-
ish is composed.

Three successive coats of the
mixture are troweled over wire
mesh attached to wood sheathifg
and the masonry makes a firm
bond, less likely to crack than
if applied over wooden lath as
was the practice 20 years ago.

Thermal insulation is even

more imperative with stucco
walls than with wood siding.
This is because heat escapes

more rapidly through stucco than
through wood, according to find-
ings of the Small Homes Council
of the University of Illinois.
Experiments conducted by the
university with one-story homes
showed that 104 heat units were
required to properly heat a stucco
house and 100 heat units for
wood siding when ‘neither house
was ‘insulated. . Installation of
weatherstrip, storm windows and
full-thick mineral wool insulation
in walls and roof saved 50 heat
units in the stucco house, 47 in
the all-wood structure. Heat sav-
ings wer¢ exactly the same until
it came to the walls. There, the
fire-proof mineral wool batts and
blankets between the wall studs
saved 16 heat units in the stucco

If you heat your home with
steam or hot water, a little time
and effort plus, of course, a lit.

ients needed to transform a base,
ment from a dark, damp catch.
all into a room or rooms where
the family can play“ and  live.
With adroit planning, guality con-
struction and efficient heating
equipment, the basement can be-.
come a comfortable play area all
year ‘'round.

The extra space is more im-
portant than ever in these days
of high building costs. Too many
home owners abandon the base-
ment to the catch-all category
because of dampness, inadequate
lighting or heating equipment
which makes excessive demands
on available .space.

In homes heated with hot air,
the large ducts of the distribution
system are a barrier to effective
modernization. Usually, much
more basement space is available
in homes heated by hot water
or steam. Instead of large ducts,
steam and hot water systems use
only small pipes which run al-
most flush t the ceiling
and connect with the individual
room heating units and thus give
greater flexibility to conversion of
the basement area. For heating
the basement play area, new com-
pact convector radiators are sim-
ple to install and require little
space. These units may be re-
cessed in the walls to give extra
space, if needed.

Of course, the peace - seeking
United States welcomes any step
by Red sheep to return to the
fold of amicable nations. But we
are seasoned idealists now. We
know that the return is caused
because the grass grows greener
on our side.

Wary diplomats believe that had
Russia’'s own economy and that
of her satellites been stronger
than the rival West, Germany
might have gravitated toward the
Boviet system. But the opposite
is the fact. Dominant Russia, her-
self, is a backward country, not-
withstanding the propaganda
gloating over the supposed suc-

cess of her (1946-50) Five Year
Plan,
SOVIET ECONOMY LAGS

Her sickly economy offers no
inducements to canny Germans
who watch rehabilitation in the
Allied zone. Her inherent in-
dustrial weakness prevents Rus-
sia from attempting aggressive
war which Marxist prophecy fore-
sees and her hotheads desire.

Although most of Moscow’s
Industrial statistics are hidden by
censorship, certain significant bits
of information leak out. When
appraised, these prove that the
economy of the Soviet Union is
|still  far behind our own.

On the bright side of Stalin's
ledger is the ‘recovery of areas
damaged by the Nazis. Occupied
territory contained 45 percent of
the total population of U.8.8.R.
and produced 38 percent of the
national output,

Engineers have pumped the wa-
ter from the Donets coal mines
and have replaced shattered ma-
chinery with modern equipment
80 that 97 percent of the Donbas
mines are mechanized. Almost all
of the open-hearth furnaces of
Stalingrad’'s ‘‘Red October'’ steel

works have been rebuilt. Natural
gas has been piped to the in-
dustries of the Ukrame.

TOP PLANNER FIRED

Elsewhere progress is
encouraging. N. A. Voznesen
ski has been made the scape-
goat for this flop. He. was for-
merly the boss of the all-im-
portant Gosplan (State Planning
Commission), deputy prime min-
Ister and member of the Polit-
buro. He has been stripped of
all three jobs the first to e
bounced from the Polithuro m a
decade.

ministries reached or surpassed
their 1948 targets.

But gimlet eyed American
economists warn that such fig-
ures even if accurate re-
veal only half-pictures. War in-
dustry records are hush hush,
Peace index figures are reckoned
on the basis of the value of goods
produced.

Thus a ministry can concentrate
on a narrow fleld of high-priced
goods, to the neglect of its less
expensive items, and give the im-
pression that it has gone over
the top.

INDUSTRIES FAIL

We have disclosures from Rus-
sian sources of this phony book-
keeping. For example, Pravda in
a drive to stimulate production,
disclosed that Gosplan quotas had

not been reached in autos, steam

A Soviet economic
an effort to combat slowdowns
reported that several local con-
sumers’ goods industries had ex-
ceeded 1947 output but had drop-
ped behind in certain specific |
lines. |

The Armenian S.8S.R. was up|
19 percent on overall but down |
in footwear, metal household
goods and furniture. The Azer-
bayjan 8.8.R. was up 12 percent|
on overall but down on stock-
ings, bricks, lime and soap.

A recent copy of the Bolshevik
berates Gosplan functionaries for !
manifold shortcomings. “in a
large number of enterprises,’' it
complains, “‘technical discipline is
grossly violated, goods produced|
are of bad quality and the number |
of rejects is considerable.”

As a consequence, thousands |
have been arrested for slackness.
Lateness, absenteeism, Monday
morning hangevers and minor
infractions, which in other lands
would not be considered crimes,
are rated as sabotage. The guilty
are treated as ‘“‘public enemies”
and are shipped to concentration
camps.

Others - punished with long
terms in slave colonies are known
as “hair-dressers,’” persons wh o
snitch from collective farms. In
this class are hungry peasants
caught cutting ears of corn, dig-
ging potatoes at night or bor-
rowing a cup of milk from a
Kolkhoz cow for a sick child.
HORSES TREATED BETTER

The brutal Soviet system im-
partially squeezes labor, whether
free or slave. Men and women
are placed on piece work. To in-
crease production their quotas are
raised without a corresponding
boost in pay.

If, 1n an attempt to obtain ex-
tra food for their overworked,
half-starved bodies, they pilfer a
vegetable or two, they are sent
to concentration camps or Siber-

journal in|

fan colonies. There the govern-
ment receives the benefit of
their back-breaking toil without

the payment of wages.

Their fate is described by Vlad-
imir Petrov, an instructor at Yale
University, who was six years in
a Soviet prison camp. “It was
much better to be a horse than
a human. The horse worked only
eight hours a day and its groom
was punished heavily if it suf-
fered an accident. The human
worked 15 hours a day and noth-
ing happened to his guard if
there was an accident.

Nevertheless, despite the pep
talks of the farm and factory
commisars and the blows of MVD
slave masters, this cruel system
is lagging so far behind the free
world that Moscow now admits by
its actions that it has lost the
economic battle for Berlin and
Western Germany.

There are, of course, various
forms of government subsidies of
one kind or another. The farmers
were subsidized years and years
ago when they established the
Agricultural Department. That was
just the beginning of farm subsi-
dies. The federal government was
attempting to do something for the
farmers that the farmers should
have and would have done them-
selves much better than the fed-
eral government did.

Then we established a subsidy to
farmers by establishing a loaning
agency to loan money to them at
less than market rates of interest.
This stimulated a lot of additional
farm production and helped keep
the prices down lower than they
would have been had the govern-
ment not extended a subsidy credit.

Probably the reason people be-
gan to think that the farmers
needed assistance was because lab.
or unions had combined and with
the assistance of class legislation
such as the Norris-LaGuardia Act
and the Wagner Law and tariffs
and immigration restrictions the
city workers were getting wages
entirely out of proportion to what
the farmers received having the
same skill and same ability, When
the government starts to interfere
with a free market and to estab-

we are an educated people and
yet we are so short-sighted as to
believe federal laws that compel
the United States government to
guarantee a certain price to farm-
ers and to guarantee this by having
the federal government buy the
produce if there is no market for
them.

Now we have a nice example of
how wasteful and costly such a
policy is. We passed the Aiken-
Hope farm bill in 1948, The pur-
pose of it was to support farm
prices. The government had help-
ed organized labor get a non-
competitive wage so the farmers
demanded the same help.

The result is that the Depart-
ment of Agriculture Commodity
Credit Corporation now has mil-
lions of dollars worth of surplus
potatoes, dried eggs and dried
milk, Nobody wants them now at
any price. These parishable goods
have to be used as fertilizer or
dumped in the ocean, Under the
Aiken-Hope Law the government
will have to buy millions of bushels
of wheat and corn and millions of
pounds of tobacco and millions of
pounds of pork, in order to keep
the price up so that the housewife
will have to pay more than a free
market value and thus buy less.
Some $75,000,000 has already been
set aside for the buying of pork.
The government can buy «¢itr=
hogs or finished ham, bacon, sau-
sage and lard. It cannot put it on
the market because that woula
break the price, They will either
have to buy the feed to keep the
hogs alive or kill them and build
cold storage houses to preserve
the meat, or directly use it for fer-
tilizer,

Remember how people criticized
Wallace for proposing to kill the
pigs when they were little, It
might have been better to kill the
little pigs than to waste the feed
and energy to raise them and then
have the government buy - them
and eventually destroy them,

This f€rm commodity scheme to
support prices now is so absurd
that the bureaucrats are scared
lest the housewife and the voters
will sicken of it. So they now want
to try something else, No matter
what they try, it will be just as
costly and wasteful as the preg#nt
parity scheme. Now the secretary
of agriculture proposes that we Jet
the price on farm commodities go
down and then the government
will give the farmers the difference
between what the bureaucrats
call “parity” and what they get
for it. Of course, when the price
is high the farmers will produce
more of what is high. Thus more
will be piled up in the hands of
the government ‘and the more will
be produced out’ of proportion to
what other things are needed. If
this fantasy of the secretary of
agriculture is attempted it is only
a question of time until the people

costly it is.

The next step, of course, will be
to see that no farmer can get his
subsidy unless he limits his acre-
ake. The government will prob-
ably establish some percentage of
what the Individual produced pre-
viously, That will be a method of
statis-quo. That will méan that
eventually the farmer cannot grow
as fast as his ability would permit
him to grow, It will fmean that in-
efficient farmers will still stay in
business instead of working with
somebody who could better see
what things were in demand. It
we had attempted to do this to
automobile producers and had only
permitted them to produce by give
ing each an automobile quota, we
wouldn't have had the improve-
ment and development and the
quality of automoblles for the
price that we have today.

And yet when our Congress does
such ridiculous and absurd things,
such silly things, such stupid things,
we hear them propose to go into
the educating of the youth of the
land. Either the Congressionmen's
minds are dwarfed or crippled or
stunted or they are immoral and
only do these things because they
want to keep on the public piyroll
and have honor and power,

WASHINGTON Pres-
ident Truman will probably with-
hold the renomination 6f Leland
Olds, a Franklin D. Roosevelt
protege, to the Federal Power
Commission until it becomes clear
whether present negotiations with
Russia for settlement of the Ger-
man controversy succeed or col-
lapse. Oddly enough, an apparent
question of political patronage
meshes with the solution of world
problems. i
Mr. Truman would like to re-
name Mr., Olds because of the
appeal which the
move would
have to skittish
Rooseveltians,
liberals and labor
elements It
would amount to
a further and pos-
itive declaration
in. favor of the
public power pro-
gram that was so
close to FDR's heart at Albany and
at Washington.

During the Roosevelt regime he
was executive secretary of the
New York Power Authority. He
has trailed with the Niles-Frank-
furter faction at the Capital.

VICTIM — But it so happens
that Mr. Olds has been associated
with various movements and pub-
lications regarded as ‘‘radical,”’ al-
though nobody accuses him of
being a ‘“Moscow party liner.”
And this commission will even-
tually have considerable voice in
the eventual development of
atomic power for commercial and
industrial use.

In their, present mood, sen-
ators will hardly confirm any
man even slightly suspect for

such an important post. They re-
vealed their critical attitude in
handling the nominations of Mon
C. Wallgren to the National Se-
curity Resources Board and of
John Carson to the Federal Trade
Commission,

But if Moscow unbends and
agrees even to a small degree of
cooperation in Europe and else-
where, the climate on Capitol
Hill might be more favorable to
Mr. Olds’s reappointment. If not,
the New Yorker may become a
victim of the ‘‘cold war."”
TROUBLE - Mr. Olds's strong-
est ally on the commission—
Thomas C. Buchanan of Penn-
sylvania is also involved in
trouble. Unless their difficulties
can be straightened out, the agen-
cy now so extremely pro-public
power may have a new lineup,
with no assurance that it would
pursue the present policies.

At the urging of - Senator
Francis J. Myers of Pennsylvania,
Democratic whip and Truman
friend, Mr. Buckanan was named
to the commission. But his as-
sociation with and support of
Olds antagonized Senate Repub-
licans and conservative Democrats
and he has not t been con-
firmed, His more rec¢ent testimony
at Congressional hearings on pub-
lic utility and natural gas ques-

tions have tended to hurt his
chances.

“TEST” -— He did nothing to

improve them when he wrote an
indiscreet letter to a Penn-
sylvania politician late in last
fall’'s campaign. He said that a
Truman defeat seemed likely,
and he intimated that he would
not regard such an event as a
calamity,

Benator Myers and Mayor David
Lawrence of Pittsburgh have
tried to persuade Presidént Tru-
man to forget and forgive. They
have begged him to exert in-
fluence on behalf of a Buchanan
confirmation.

15th and 16th pitchers to eamn
the distinction.

Brown, who gained his fame
with the Chicago Cubs in the
early part of the century, died
!{nst February 14, at the age of
2 .

Nichols, now 79, compiled an
amazing record with the Boston
National League in the last dec-
ade of the 19th Century. From
1890, when he joined Boston, to
1890, he won at least 21 games
each year apd for seven con-
secutive seasons 1891 to 1887
—he notched at least 30 victories.

He spent most of his major
league career with Boston.

A native of Madison, Wis,

Nichols now lives in Kansas
City, Missouri.
Brown, nicknamed ‘‘Three Fin-
ger"”’ because he had lost two
fingers of his right hand in an
accident, pitched for the Chicago
Cubs from 1904 to 1912, was sold
to Cincinnati in 1913, jumped to
the “outlaw” Federal League for
two seasons, and' then came back
to the Cubs ih 1915.
