Pensions Held
Unconstitutional

AUSTIN —(# — Joint retire-
ment pensions for state employes
and teachers were ruled uncon-
stitutional by the attorney general.

The ruling invalidated a _bill
passed by the O5ist Legislature
attempting to set up a system
under which credits built up un-
der the teacher retirement plan
would also apply to the state em-
ployes retirement plan, and vice
versa.

If a state employe had built up
benefits under that retirement
plan, then went to work for the
school system, the benefits would
have been preserved. The ruling
by Assistant Attorney General
Chester E. Ollison says that can’t
be done, and that Senate Bill
438 is unconstitutional.

The ruling apparently has no
effect on operations of the state

employes retirement system, or on

They
reached a record peak of 33 per-
cent above parity in \ October,
1946. In other words, agriculture
enjoyed a 33 percent price ad-
vantage over others, judged by
the parity measuring stick.

A poor farm is like.a flat
tire, according to Capper's Farmer.

“Building up fertility pressure
always has been a long, slow
process,”’ a story in the magazine
points out. ‘‘Everybody thought it
had to be that way. Most people
take 10 or 15 years to put poor
land up to profitable production.’

Emil Truog of the University of
Wisconsin, one of: the top soils
men in this country, wondered
if you couldn't inflate a worn-
out farm right away.

“Truog and his associates tried
out the quick-pressure buildup on
some poor Wiseonsin land,” the
story says. ‘‘It worked. Tired, old
fields grew crops like corn belt
soil.

The one-shot fertility program
is adapted to general farming
areas of the Midwest, the story
points out. It is not recommend-
ed for light sandy soils where
|leaching is severe, or for soils
containing minerals which ‘fix"’
| commercial plant foods.
