left on the ground to decay. Burn-
|ing straw is a waste of valuable
| fertilizer.
| If straw is left on top of the
ground it reduces soil erosion
losses. When it decays it adds to the
jorganic matter which bailds up the
soil in nutrient content, Further if
{left it will help improve the physi-
cal. condition of the soil and pre-
vent baking and cracking.

Saves Concrele

In
patching a worn spot, the entire
area to be covered should be cut
out to a uniform depth so the
patch will be of the same thick-
ness throughout.

A mixture suitable for patching
jobs is one part cement and three
parts sand, with just enough
water to make a paste that can
be spread smoothly and easily
with a trowel. A ready-mixed
patching cement, found in hard-
ware and other stores, requires
only the addition of water.

Before applying the patching
compound, wet old surfaces
thoroughly with clean water to
increase adhesion of. old to new
and prevent drying of the mix.
Use the trowel point to press
concrete into place. Fill . slightly
above the level of the old .work
to allow for shrinkage as the new
mix sets. A straightedge may be
used to level off the excess about
one hour after it has been laid.
The patch should be kept damp
for several days to allow the new
cement to ecure; if it dries too
rapidly, it will be weak and sandy.

If the concrete wall has separ-

FUNNY BUSINESS

NEW YORK-—(#)—Fewer persons
this year are ylelding to the urge
to “have a little business of my
own.” And more of those who
started up—especially the Johnny-
come-latelies—are giving up the
tight.

Business failufes have been on
the uptrend this year. The general
business slump has speeded this
up, but there have been other fac-
tors cited by observers.

Chief one is that many of the
firms that folded were only fly-
by-nights - anyway. They were
started to take advantage of a
rank out-and-out sellers’ market,
All_the businessmen needed was a
source of supply. He could sell
anything he could lay his hands on.
Since last summer this definitely
hasn't been the case. Once there
were plenty of goods to be had,
buyers tended to confine purchases
to the old established firms. The
new and unfamiliar folded,

Tied in with that is another fac-
tor. Many of the firms failing this
year were started to offer substis
tutes—either in kind or quality—
for goods or services in short sup-
ply. When the need for substi-
tues was gone, so too were the
firms, in many cases.

But this failure trend is rising
only when compared with the pre-
ceding postwar years. Failures are
still well below the prewar total,

For example, last wesk 172 busis
ness houses closed their doors.
In the similar week last year there
were 92 failures, and in the like
week of 1947 there were only 88,
But in the corresponding 1939 week
289 folded, ‘according to Dun &
Bradstreet. 8o far this year 3,588
have failed, compared with 1,973
in the same time last year,

A test of two Identical
brick houses, one painted white
and the other unpainted, showed
that the white house was thir-
teen ' degrees cooler on a Hhot
day. That's because dark colors
absorb heat, experts say, and
light colors reflect it.

It's a Lo_n—g
Climb for
Radio Actors |

By HAL BOYLE

NEW YORK —(#— How would |
you like to be 34 years old and |
realize you weren't making as |
much money as you did at 6?

Wendell Holmes is in this|
position. He is one of the better-|
known voices from the void that
come out of your radio box.

And his career is a good ex-
ample of the hardships in radio |
acting, a field to which many |
feel themselves called but
few hear themselves chosen, For |
to many golden voices radio of-|
fers a pewter reward.

‘“There are about 5,000 radio
aotors here,” said Holmes. ‘“‘And
last year they averaged $16 a
week salary. Only about 500 man-
age to earn a truckdriver's |
living."” |

Holmes, an ex-child Chautau—]
qua star, is now among the top |
150 radio actors whose income |
reaches several hundred dollars a |
week. But it took him 15 years
to get there. And many were
hungry years. ‘

Since then Holmes has been
the voice of Winston Churchill
on & number of radio programs
and March of Time films.
