Marshall urged approval of the 
international wheat agreement. He 
was speaking for the American 
Farm  Bureau Federation.

“I understand the Department 
of Agriculture is considering se­
riously the establishment of acre­
age allotments and possibly m ar­
keting quotas, to limit w h e a t  
production next year," Marshall 
said.

"While it appears obvious wheat 
producers wlU be forced to reduce 
their acreage somewhat in t h e  
next few years, the American 
Farm Bureau Federation believes 
every effort should be made to 
minimise the required adjustment 
by maintaining present, and de­
veloping new, markets tor o u r  
surplus wheat.”

James G. Patton, president of 
the National Farm ers Union, said 
the surplus wheat carryover this 
year may run as high as 400,- 
000,000 bushels. He estimated 1,- 
000,000 acres of wheat will be 
planted in the United States.

Cardinal Mindazenty. Chapin was 
accused of working against that 
government and violating Hn n -  
garian laws.

In February Hungary demand­
ed his recall. He was promptly 
brought home "for consultation'' 
and the United 8tates formally 
reserved all its rights in con­
nection with the issue of whether 
Hungary, as a former e n e m y  
state operating under a p e a c e  
treaty, actually had any right to 
force him out.

The United States might have 
sought to force Hungary's accept­
ance of Chapin. However, that 
would not have offered a prac­
tical solution to the problem of 
maintaining a strong, observant 
legation staff in the R u s s i a n  
satellite country; because t h e  
American government had to face 
the fact that Chapin’s usefulness 
in Hungary was ended.

President Truman therefore an­
nounced yesterday the appoint­
ment of Nathaniel P. Davis, a 
veteran career diplomat, to be 
minister to Hungary. At t h e  
same time he - made- public a 
highly laudatory letter to Chapin, 
expressing his confidence in the 
retiring minister, and . in effect 
denouncing the charges which the 
Hungarian government had made 
against him.

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-Free Speech Is 
Still Upheld

The Supreme Court has hand- 
'  ed down a  decision on free 

—speech that goes to the roots 
__of a dilemma in our democracy.

H ere's the pu«zle: Do our 
-freedom « include the freedom to 
.  urge the destruction of the very 

liberties wa prize?
Should free speech be permit­

ted to a  Communist or Fascist 
—who advocates a  system t h a t  

would destnoy free s p e e c h ?  
'S hou ld  a  place on the ballot go 
—do the man who. if elected, 
„  would abolish the ballot?
•— The men who made our Con 
“Stitution , were anxious to erect 

every possible safeguard for in­
dividual liberties. But it is hard 
to imagine they could have fore­
seen the use of those liberties 
for tha virtual suicide of a demo< 
cratic regime. To employ free­
dom as a weapon against itself 
Is the cynically clever scheme 
of totalitarian«.

The postwar spread of Rus 
Sian-controlled communism h a s  
sharpened this issue tor us. 
Voices in Congress demanded that 
we outlaw the Communist Party, 
o r a t least put heavy shackles 
on it. And now the Supreme 
Court has spoken its views.

The case involved a Catholic 
priest who was fined $100 after 
conviction on a charge of breach­
ing the peace in Chicago. The 
Chicago courts said the priest's 
offense was making a speech that 
Incited a  crowd to anger and un­
rest. They said he had no right 
to make that speech.

The priest is not an avowed 
Communist or Fascist. But the 
high court’s f  to I  ruling in his 
favor bears on the relation be­
tween free speech and anti-dem- 
ocratlc forces.

Justice Douglas, who wrote the 
majority opinion, aaid a speaker 
has the right to talk even when 
his words etir people to vio­
lence. "A function of free speech 
under our system is to invite 
dispute,” he said. ”It may in­
deed serve its high purpose when 
it Induces a condition of unrest.”

In a  dissenting opinion, Justice 
Jackson said “ there is danger 
that if the court does not temper 
its doctrinaire logic with a little 
practical wisdom, it will soon 
convert the Bill of Rights into 
a  suicide pact.” •

The court’s action, he said, 
•‘certainly fulfills the most ex­
travagant hopes of both right 
and left totalitarian groups who 
want nothing so much as to 
paralyse and discredit the only 
democratic authority that c a n  
curb them in their battle for 
the streets.”

But Douglas Insisted that “the 
right to speak freely. . .is one 
• f  the chief distinctions that sets 
us apart from totalitarian re­
gimes."

The court majority appears to 
believe we must keep our basic 
freedoms untouched, even at risk 
of their self-destruction. Implicit 
In this view Is the idea that 
liberty unhampered is healthy 
enough to fight off undemocratic

Jam es V. Forrestai, a  loyal, 
brave and eelf-eacrtficing ■ e r-

' said on hearing 
of his s u d d e n  
death, a casualty 
of th e  Second 
World War. He 
was also a victim 
of tha wanton 
black - guardlsm 
and mendacity of 
the radio, which 

has been a professional specialty 
of Drew Pearaon. Pearson has 
become a man of great power 
and special privilege because oth 
er decent men like Forrestai 
go In fear of fantastic lies to be 
spread over the nation by radio 
all to stimulate the tale of a 
brand of hats or laxative. Pear­
son ’s current sponsor, Frank Lee 
of Danbury, Conn., cannot es 
cape a share of the responsi­
bility for his false statements 
blackening the character of good 
men or implicating innocent cit­
izens in discreditable or merely 
embarrassing episodes.

The American BrdKdcasting Com 
pany. which leans to this kind 
of radio material, most of it mo­
tivated propaganda thinly dis­
guised as new;, once tried to 
disown responsibility and frank 
ly advised a citizen who was 
the victim of a fictitious Inci­
dent not to demand a retraction 
or an apology. Ed Noble, the 
chief owner of the company, a 
professional New Dealer who 
prospered greatly by his political 
adherence In radio, said t h e  
amend, if it were mede, woultj 
be made In such a manner as to 
aggravate the original falsehood 
and make the victim wjsh that 
he had taken it lying down.

Pearson’s motives are aeldom 
apparent. But, whether ulterior 
or, possibly, above-board, the fact 
is nevertheless that he has ha­
bitually ’’got on the wheel” of 
this or that defenseless per­
sonality in public life and in­
flicted such personal hurt as to 
deter decent men from entering 
public service.

In the case of Forrestai, Pear­
son made a false charge of dis­
graceful cowardice. Forrestai, In 
the role of undersecretary of the 
Navy, a civilian Job, made four 
landings with the Marines, be­
hind the assault waves, on Pa­
cific Islands held by the Japanese. 
Franklin D. Roosevelt held a sim­
ilar position during the F i r s t  
World War. It is no disparage­
ment of him to point out that 
Roosevelt's only experience any­
where near the front in France 
consisted of tours of Inspection 
amid considerable panoply and 
privilege, not personal intimacy 
with danger. The contrast does 
favor Forrestai nevertheless.

On January 18, 1*49, o v e r
Station WJZ of the American 
Broadcasting Company’s network, 
Pearson purported to read a dis­
patch direct from the W h i t e  
House vilifying Forrestai. At least 
his voice said, ''The White House: 
Well, President Truman w a s  
about to accept the resignation 
of Secretary Forrestai when, last 
Sunday, he heard Walter Win- 
chell's broadcast about Forrestal’s 
income-tax finagling in the 1930'a.” 

In newspaper and press associa­
tion language, that term "t h e 
White House” at the start of 
any item is called the date-line. 
The date-line is the source or 
the ostensible source of t h e  
facts or falsehoods which then 
ensue and, in this case, clearly 
implied to the public that he 
was reading a dispatch direct 
from the White House. As to 
whether this was truthful repre­
sentation the individual citizen 
may draw his own conclusions.

Whereupon.” Pearson contin­
ued, ’’Truman sent for a tran­
script of the Winchell broadcast 
and literally hit the ceiling. ‘I'm. 
not going to let that little so

can be shown beyond all doubt 
that limiting the freedom of 
totalitarians will not lead to 
shackles on the liberties of all 
our people.

and ae,‘ ha atormad, ‘tall ma who 
I’m going to kaep in my cab­
inet.' And a  day latar, he told 
Forrestai he could stay on, at 
least for the time being.”

There enaued a  paragraph at 
artful amear concerning Forres- 
ta l’s income tax based on Pear- 
eon's own independent charge 
which for its credibility relies 
on Pearson’s own record of er­
roneous, not to say false, state­
ments.

Then Pearson said: “For my 
part. I personally think Mr. For­
restai is a  vary nice and charm­
ing gentleman. But I  agree with 
Walter Winchell that a man who 
avoids taxes by concealing his 
money in a foreign country can 
not command the respect o f 
boys who are drafted into the 
Army.”

You are invited here to note 
that Pearson does not charge that 
Forrestai was guilty of any wrong 
but does a Job of log-rolling 
for another equally mendacious, 
ulterior and malicious radio ter­
rorist whose high, moralistic pos­
ture is fantastic. No facts ever 
were presented to prove that 
Forrestai had been guilty of any 
act which was not accepted prac­
tice In complicated International 
tax matters. And the fact la 
daringly apparent that Winchell, 
the source of this smear, waa a 
professional idolator of F. D. 
Roosevelt, who overlooked n o 
chance to refer to himself as 
"commander in chief” of “the 
boys who are drafted into the 
Army." It will be remembered 
that Roosevelt was guilty of a 
flagrant swindle in beguiling 
J o h n  Hartford to surrender 
$200,000 of his son’s, Elliott’s, 
notes and $200,000 worth of stock 
to him, President Roosevelt, on 
the deliberately false representa­
tion that the stock was prac­
tically worthless. This was fe­
lonious fraud without question so 
the sanctimonious subterfuge about 
the "respect of the boys who are 
drafted Into the Army" w a s  
merely a sly approach to an ob­
lique insinuation against F o r -  
restal’s moral character.

Now, finally, Pearson came to 
the foulest smear of his evil text.

And I would go further,” he 
said, "and state that a man 
who runs out the back door of 
his house Into the alley, leaving 
his wife to cope with a jewel 
robbery alone, would not appear 
to have the courage or chivalry 
to be the best secretary of na­
tional defense.”

Pearson was eligible for the 
First World War. His ex-mother- 
in-law, the late Eleanor (Cis- 
sie) Patterson, on the basis of 
this family intimacy, stated In 
print that, representing himself 
to be a Quaker, Pearson “thee'd 
and thou’d his wsy out of the 
war."

I have - personal knowledge of 
the Forrestai Jewel robbery of 
July 2, 1937, because Mike Lo­
mara, the mastermind of the
holdup, was a union racketeer 
with an A.F. of L. charter con­
trolling many workers in the to­
bacco trade in New York.

The case was broken by De­
tectives Tom Tunney and Ruddy 
McLaughlin through a confession 
by a thief whom they arrested
in another case. Not that he need 
rely on his brother's fame. Tom 
Tunney is a brother of Gene.

Not trusting my memory or 
even my old notes, when Pear­
son charged Forrestai with de­
serting his wife in the hands of 
gunmen, I called on Herman 
Stichman, the chairman of the 
New York State Housing Au­
thority, who had handled t h e 
prosecution in November, 1940. 
Mr. Stichman said there was 
absolutely no excuse to impugn 
Forrestal's conduct because he 
was asleep inside the house at 
27 Beekman Place when the stick- 
up took place on the street out­
side at about two o’clock In the 
morning.

Mrs. Forrestai had spent the eve­
ning at the Persian Room at the 
Hotel Plaza with several friends. 
About 1:45 she and her escort, 
Richard B. W. Hall, got kilo Mr. 
Hall’s car. driven by his chauffeur, 
and, drove to Beekman Place. When 
they pulled up at the curb, Mrs.

W A S H I N G T O N  — Presi­

dent Truman’s order to drop the 
atom bomb Aver Hiroshima and 
Nagasaki required greater courage 
and decisiveness than was realized 
then in view of the fact that 
Admiral William D. Leahy, war­
time chief of staff to the Pres­
ident, had no faith in its lethal 
effectiveness.

Admiral Leahy has been se­
riously 111 since quitting his post 

as top military 
and Naval ad­
visor to t h e  
White House. But 
he has dictated 
the first draft of 
h i a memoirs, 
which will not be 
published u n t i l  
next spring, and 
in them he re­
veals his cyni­

cism concerning the bomb's value 
as a weapon.

Jn fact, while in London sev­
eral months before it was known 

'that the atomic problem could be 
solved, he bet the King of Eng­
land that, if and when the world 
scientists smashed the atom, it 
would be a “dud” by comparison 
with expectations of its destruc­
tiveness in warfare.

titude toward a weapon w h i c h  
has been hailed as sealing the 
doom of the fleet. In fact, Naval 
spokesmen still maintain t h a t  
this cosmic force does not neces­
sitate any radical change in the 
pattern of sea warfare.

A1 
ways winners, that's ua, and al­
ways fighting for the good of 
humanity.

I forded rivers with Daniel 
Boone, rode in a covered wagon 
on the Chisholm Trail, shot In­
diana in Oklahoma, and discover 
ed oil in Texas. I have been 
hit, pinched, kicked, thrown at, 
and shot at. 1 have started to 
give up, turned away in humble 
disgust, but have always come 
back for more. People can’t dis­
courage me, for 1 am YOUTH 
in all its anxiety, curious anS 
juvenile, but definitely deter­
mined — not necessarily any 
specific, individual youth, b u t  
just youth, the one, incomparable 
word that men like Ponce de 
Leon gave their lives and for­
tunes in futile attempts to re­
capture.

In one way, I am like an 
animal. I can * sense dsnger a 
mile away, and I sense it now. 
With rival nations striding up 
and down the earth, armed to 
the teeth, it is highly possible 
and even probable that the pres­
ent peace is only an'arm ed truce 
It seems that the world is slow 
to learn from experience. It is 
up to me and my brethren to 

that the tragic lesson of his­
tory is not repeated, now or at 
any other time, here or any­
where else.

But I am only human like 
anyone else, except God, and 1 
have hopes like anyone else. But 
at the present time, it seems as 
If those hopes are being betrayed 
My prayers and dreams for an 
idealistic world are being betray 
ed by humanity. Benedict Arnold 
couldn’t do a better Job. It is 
therefore up to the youth again 
to restore o u r  posterity's faith 
in the human race. The assertion 
of truth, the unveiling of Il­
lusion, the dissipation of hats

— these must be the means. For 
lies, we will give them truth; 
for selfishness, the altruism with 
which we entered the last war; 
for injustice and oppression, Jus- 
tic and mercy. We not only can 
do It; but we must.

Being human. It is only nat­
ural to want to live like a 
human being. In a free, demo­
cratic country, the feat is very 
easy to accomplish. But with a 
barbarous, Communistic govern­
ment threatening the very es­
sentials of our great nation, it 
is impossible to relax our un­
ending vigilance to the east.

The disciples of Joseph Stalin 
are organized into a militant 
force. They lie, rob. and murder 
in the name of what they call 
Justice. They challenge every­
thing we hold sacred In the 
name of liberty. They are a 
menace to youth, for their am­
bition is the destruction of West­
ern civilisation.

At one time, a favorite gather­
ing place of the Roman people 
was the Coliseum. There they 
would go, day after day, . and 
their voices would rend the air 
as beast tore man to pieces while 
he sank in bloody pools to the 
white sands of the Flavian Thea­
ter. It was the sport of kings. 
Into that world came Christ; Him 
they crucified, but His teachings 
live on. Now that sport of Man 
vs. Beast Is virtually forgotten 
and the Roman theater is only 
a relic of barbarous past. But 
there is another kingly game, and 
In one sense of the word, man 
is again pitted against beast.

Today, he is well 
remembered, for not only do we 
read of his rftad ideas on the 
pages of history texts but we 
now name our dogs Caesar, so 
that our grandchildren shall re­
member that no such tyrant shall 
ever succeed — not while the 
youth of America lives a n d  
breathes.

So let us take a lesson and 
pattern our lives from a set of 
rules once handed down on a 
table of stone.

Le us take this as a pledge, 
to ourselves and to our unborn 
hosts of posterity. Let us swear 
to abide by It, in the knowledge 
that as long as we do, our na­
tion, conceived in liberty, shall 
not parish from the earth.

‘‘If they provide a surplus at 
material goods so lavish that the 
young need not leam how to make 
their own (l.e. ‘earn their living') 
this surplus Is not only 'no help in 
getting an education;’ actually It 
prevents the essential education 
of the young. It prolongs the ig­
norance and helplessness at 
limey.

"The process is striking in Am­
erican history. In the 11th century 
here, a boy seven years old was 
expected to ‘earn his keep.’ as 
boys are still expected to do in 
eastern Europe, Asja and Africa. 
George Washington and Benjamin 
Franklin were self-supporting, aa 
a matter of course, in their early 
teens, Auguste Chouteau com­
manded a force of boatmen, took 
a fortune in trade goods up the 
Mississippi and began to build St. 
Louis, a t the age of thirteen. 
Moses Austin supported himself 
from the age of twelve; Stephen, 
his son and creator of the Reouhlic
U. s - tea. ▲ <, •»«**••
Campbell from the age of nine. 
The traders who read French his­
tory in French, and Aristotle in 
Greek, by their campfires on the 
Santa Fe trail; such artists, as 
George Caleb Bingham and such 
lawyers as Abraham Lincoln, were 
not uneducated men. In 1840, the 
graduating exercises of Academies 
(roughly equivalent to today's 
High Schools) west of the Missis­
sippi were customarily hi five 
languages: English, French, Ber­
man, Latin. Greek, written and 
spoken by the graduating students 
and understood by their sedtsnort. 
Many students ‘worked tbstr wey' 
through these Academies, which 
were free schools, privately owned 
and operated on a profit-or-low, 
basis in the free market.

‘‘Contrasting these tacts with 
educational eondMtons today is 
enough to show the effect at 
’wealth,’ in your sense upon edu­
cation. Mr. Ahnirall doubtless 
learned a great deal from books 
during his years In three colleges, 
but at the same ages was hr as 
educated, as competent in dealing 
with the world, did he know as

Failure of the Senate to act 
on the fourth big money bill, 
that to eleemosynary Institutions, 
apparently was the last major 
barrier to bringing the session 
to an end . — unless legislators 
decide a new tax is needed.

The big hitch on the eleemosy­
nary bill reportedly has been 
indecision on the part of Sen­
ate leaders with respect to the 
proposed stats hospital building 
program. The Indecision may be 
caused by the belief thaV a 21- 
m illio n -d o lla i' program w o u l d  
run the state into debt unless 
stale revenue is increased. That 
is where the new-lax possibility 
enters the picture.

Gov. Beauford H. Jester has 
insisted that the Legislature pro­
vide 21 million dollars for 
new state hospitals. He said he
would call a special seesion if the
matter were not taken care of
now .

The Senate did not meat yes­
terday afternoon, but the House 
continued working hard to clear 
Us calendar of legislation.

It quit after long debate of the 
driver financial responsibility Mil. 
No direct vote on the measure 
was taken.

One amendment was approved. 
6*-eo, in the face of argument 
by the bill's backers that t h e  
measure would be crippled se­
riously. The change would exempt 
all farm-licensed vehicles from 
the bill's provisions if ths ve­
hicles ware not traveling between 
two incorporated towns.

The measure would require dri­
vers of cars involved in accidents 
causing at least *200 damage, in­
jury, or death to prove financial 
responsibility up to *11,000.

NEW YORK — (F)—There were 
many facets to the character of 
Mike Jacobs who. odd and sick, 
is abdicating as the country’s box* 
ing ruler after a long and absolute 
reign.
, At times he was a crusty in­

dividual. He did considerable 
growling, and hi* power probably 
made him a  frightened figure to 
the manager* of fighters who 
hoped to get their boya a golden 
shot In Madison Square Garden.

Over the country many persona 
who regarded “Uncle Mike’s” 
monopoly as an evil thing would 
say “Why do you write about 
the guy—or If you're going to 
write about him, why don't you 
blast him tor ruining the fight 
game?”

A common picture of the old 
ticket hustler was that of a greedy 
octopus, seising everything in 
sight and making It extremely 
tough on the pure, honest char­
acters in the fight racket.

This observer, for one, always 
tried to explain rather laniely that 
Mike wasn't quite that bad, that 
boxing under Jacob’s stewardship 
was not noticeably worse than it 
had been before he moved in some 
15 years ago.

True. Mike had used a thick 
bankroll to "buy up" all the im- 
pqriant titles, and the popular be­
lief that he had political con­
nections in the city of his birth 
possibly was unfounded. But still, 
and on the other hand:

Mike had put on a great many 
good fights. Never before had the 
heavyweight title been in such 
active contentlqn. Never, so far a» 
any one knew, had a  fighter on 
one of Jacob's cards been told by 
the promoter or one of his assist­
ants to do other than his best.

Sure, tf a  fighter wanted to win 
a title and get Into the big money, 
he had to come to New York and 
do business with Mike’s firm. But 
that, aftsr all, was the dream of 
every boxer—to fight at Madison 
Square Garden. So who was being 
hurt?

Promoter* in other cities warm­
ly resented the Twentieth’» monop- 
ly. but it waa difficult to prove 
that their business was seriously 
affected. Jacob» claimed the con­
trary, that the game prospered 
countrywide as he held out the 
promise of a  big payoff to any

Bogart was expounding about 
the father racket on the ‘‘Chain 
Lightning” set. Lately the parent 
of Stephen Humphrey B o g a r t  
(with an assist from Lauren Ba­
call). he has .his own notions 
about rearing a child. Such as: 

“Just let the kids grow—like 
Topsy.”

AUSTIN -  OP) — A 400 million 
dollar veteran bonus bill war 
bounced out of committee and onto 
the House calendar last night with 
a  recommendation for Its approv­
al.

HOUSTON -  UP) -  F e d s r a l  
Judge T. M. Kennerly has seen 
two orders ignored, but he says 
he’s still determined to get a  look 
at a secret FBI report on the 
Texas City disaster.

He receseed trial of the 8200. 
000,000 disaster damage suit until 
May 81 in Galvaston. But the 
judge said he wants that report 
in court when the gavel bangs 
again.

Two FBI agents have Ignored 
orders to bring the report Into 
court. It deals with shipment of 
ammonium nitrate fertiliser—the 
chemical that blew up aboard the 
French s h i p  Grandcamp and 
touched off Texas City's disastrous 
explosions snd fires of April 16 
and 17, 1847.

Maurice H. Price, Milwaukee, 
Wis., agent, made the r e p o r t .  
Tuesday was hia second day on 
the witness stand. When he re­
fused to produce the report, Judge 
Kennerly told him:

"The court is bigger than you 
are, Mr. FBI.”

Galen N. Willis, agent in charge 
of the Houston FBI office, was 
subpoenaed to bring the report to 
court. He showed up a short 
time later —. but without the 
report.

Willis and Price quoted a Jus­
tice Department order forbidding 
release of FBI material except 
by special permission from th< 
attorney general. And U.8. As­
sistant District Attorney Joseph 
W. Cash of Houston remarked 
that Price is under jurisdiction ot 
the Justice Department.
