““The expenditure proposals now
before Congress,”” the committee
said, “confront the country with
the necessity for choosing among
| three courses of action:

“1, To hold expenditures down
—80 that a moderate cash surplus
would be yielded by existing tax
| rates under conditions of high
I employment

To allow expenditures to,
rise and to increase tax rates—|
so that tax revenue would cover|
the increased expenditures plus a,
moderate cash surplus at Mgh‘
employment,

“3. To allow expenditures m‘
rise and not to increase tax rates
—50 that there would be at most
a very small cash surplus and
possibly a deficit even at high
employment.”’

‘“In the present situation the
only acceptable course to follow
is to reduce expenditures,”” the
committee said, adding that if this
effort fails, however, ‘‘Congress
must assume responsibility for
raising taxes as the least dan-
gerous of the other alternatives.”

“To increase taxes would be
especially risky now in view of
the present business uncertain-
ty,’”” the committee added. ““To
allow expenditures to rise so far
that existing taxes would not
yield a surplus at high employ-
ment would add to the existing
uncertainty. It would suggest an
inability to manage our fiscal af-
fairs.

“The committee’'s conclusion is:
The costs of not curtailing ex-
penditures are too high to pay,
in terms of their effects upon the
stability and efficiency of the
American economy. Congress and
the President have the respon-
sibility for weighing these costs.
They cannot safely accept the
position that because expenditure
reduction is difficult the only
choice lies between raising taxes
and foregoing debt reduction. The
course of least resistance may be
to approve expenditure increases
and not to raise taxes. However,
if the effort to reduce expendi-
tures finally fails, it is the com-
mittee’s judgment that Congress
must assume responsibility for
raising taxes, as the least dan-
gerous of the other alternatives.

“In our judgment, however, a
tax increase is not necessary be-
cause, barring unforeseen inter-
national developments, expendi-
tures for the coming fiscal year
| can be reduced.”

| *“A recent leading article in the
| City Press discussed, the Society
of Individualists (or, to give it its
present name, the Society for In-
| dividual Freedom.)

| *“Some readeérs may have had no
previous acquaintance with the
Society; these will have learned at
least one thing from the article—
that the Society, whether it fol-
| lows true gods or false, has never
| wavered in its faith, even when
| almost every other organ of pub-
lic opinion has been hostile.

“We call a certain period of
European history, when the great
legacy of Greece and Rome seemed
to be almost forgotten, “The Dark
Ages,'

“The legacy was not quite for-
gotten, for tradition has preserved
some memory of the past, and here
and there were devoted scholars
who nursed the spark of classical
culture, which was_ to burst into
flame with the’Renaissance.

“It may well be that future his~
torians of England will regard the
present time as a political and eco-
nomic Dark Age; if so, Individual-
ists may justly claim to be com-
pared with the scholars who la-
boured to save the classical heri-
tage from oblivion, for the aims
of the Society for Individual Free-
dom, which preaches no new creed
and spins no fine theories, is to
keep alive, and propagate, old doc-
trines of tried and proven worth
which have been abandoned during
the last half-century through the
perverseness of our rulers.

“The Society’s task is not an
easy ome. The flame which 1t
cherishes is assailed by gusts of
verbiage and propaganda from the
theorist, the planner, and the
twentieth-century Jack Cade, who
offers seven half-penny loaves for
a penny.

“Then a weekly paper was
started, which, however, only sur-
vived for a iew Yyears., But the
Bookshop lived on, and worked-on,

“Nineteen-hundred and forty-one
was marked by the publication of
the first pamphlet in the ‘Liberty
Library’ series. The latest pamph-
let, dated January, 1949, is num-
bered 33; this number would cer-
tainly have been greatepr had it
not been for the war and, above
all, the paper shortage.

“The effect of these pamphleis
in influencing public opinion can-
not be estimated; the many thou-
sands sold gives no real indication
of the number of readers, for the
pamphlets are passed from hand
to hand, or even merely left in
hotels and trains in the hope that
some waverer may thereby be
converted, or some heretic shaken
in his heresy.

“In January, 1943, the Society
of Individualists was formally in-
augurated, It took over the work
of the Bookshop, and has since
gone from strength to strength.

“Apart from the pamphlets, It
published a periodical news bulle-
tin, It has devised ‘Slogan stamps’
for members to affix to their Jet-
ters. It maintains files of facts and
figures which are at the disposal
of anyone who requires ‘ammuni-
tion’ for a meeting, for an article,
or for @ letter to the Press.

“The speakers on its panel ad-
dress hundreds of meetings a year
in all parts of the country; the
self-sacrificing labours of these

WASHINGTON - The latest
and most pyrotechnic sensation
on the politico-labor front at the
Capital is the revelation that
President Truman has written
two completely contradictory let-
ters on his attitude toward re-
peal of the Taft-Hartley Act.
The discovery has aligned both
Democratic congressmen and top

labor bosses against the White
House,
In his famous letter to A. F.

Whitney, president of the Rail-
way Trainmen, the President de-
clared that he was against any
compromise sach
as the Sims
Bill that was
cooked up by
Speaker Sam
Rayburn and Ma-
jority Lead-
er John McCor-
mack. It was
this communica-
tion's seeming
criticism of the
Rayburn-McCormack leadership
which led Sam to give a verbal
spanking to the President ,

COMMUNICATION — But in an
earlier letter to Chairman Lesin-
ski of the House Labor and Ed-
ucation Committee, President
Truman told him that he was
willing to accept the S8ims com-
promise, even though it included
a provision for a federal injunc-
tion against strikes paralyzing
key industries and transportation
facilities.

Mr. Lesinskl refuses to make
public his White House ¢om-
munication, but representatives
of certain labor unions swear
that they have seen copies of it.

CONFIRMED — This revelation
has confirmed John L. Lewis in
his belief that President Tru-
man, A. F. of L, President
William Green and CIO Presi-
dent Philip Murray conspired to
sell him down the river for the
sake of only nominal repeal of
the Taft-Hartley Act.

The Sims-Rayburn-McCormack
compromise retained almost all
the principal features of the
T-H Law, including the injunc-
tion power that was used so
punitively on two occasions

against the head of the United
Mine Workers.
INCONSISTENT -° Pres-

ident Truman’'s labor policy has
been so inconsistent and change-
able. that it appears to have
killed off any chance of repeal-
ing the Taft-Hartley Act, which
was his principal promise to
union members in the 1948
campaign. Here is a_ political
chronology of his actions since
the fight began in the House:
First, he stood for abolition of
the existing law and substitution
of the extremely pro-labor Wag-

ner Act. When House leaders
found that they could not put
through the Lesinski Bill, which
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news behind the news

ident instructed Chairman Lesin-
ski to accept it.

Incidentally, the Sims plan
was defeated by only three votes,
due largely to the pressure which
Mr. Lewis brought to bear on
ten members from coal-mining
territory.

AGGRAVATED — The Pres-
ident's whirligiging on this im-
portant issue has also aggravated
the warfare among the three
major unions, and sharpened the
bitterness among the three top
leaders — Messre. Green, Mur-
ray and Lewis.

As recently revealed here, the
Democratic leadership and the
Green-Murray spokesmen lobbied
for the Sims substitute, despite
its retention of the injunction
clause. They pointed out that
this weapon would hurt nobody
but Mr. Lewis because his is
the only union which coyld cre-
ate national, industrial ‘paralysis

by a strike. |
After killing the Sims pro-
posal by telephoning coal con-

gressmen who had originally
voted for the measure, John L.
had Mr. Green for lunch to tell
him a few facts of labor life.
He did not invite Mr. Murray
because he cannot abide the
sight of his old CIO comrade.

INDECISIVE — “Listen, Bill,”
said John L., in effect, “I don't
mind if you fight me in the
open. But I do detest your
skulking with cheap politicians
behind - my back to plunge a
dagger into my back.”

The indecisive Mr. Green in-
mediately rushed to the White
House in an attempt to square
things with President Truman
and John L. He emerged with
a statement that he favored some
sort of compromise, but insisted
that he would not stand for any
law authorizing the federal gov-
ernment to use the injunctive
power to break a strike.

MESS — John L. fis still not
satisfied, however. Presgident Tru-
man and Mr. Green advocate au-
thority for the government to
seize a key industry in event of
a strike. If the strike continues
after Uncle Sam has taken over
a plant or mine or railroad, the
next step is, for the attorney
general to ask an injunction
from the courts.

It is doubtful if any recent
legislative experiment has ever
dumped such a politico-economic
mess on the White House door-
step as this attempt to make
good on' HST's 1948 campaign
pledges to the workingman,

Adolescents vary tremendously)-
in the rate and manner of their
development, and parents shouldn’t
worry if their son is larger or
smaller than the supposed ‘‘av-
erage’’ for his age, or seems slow
to mature. b

“There is no average boy,’”" de-
clares Dr. J. Roswell Gallagher,
school physician at Phillips An-
dover Academy, in The Reader's
Digest,

‘“There is no correct average
weight, height, or grade level in
school for any age; nor is there
an average age at which boys
should take responsibility, drlve
cars, stay out late or shave.’

Dr. Gallagher assures parents
that their son ‘‘can be well and
happy and turn out to be a fine
adult” even though he is small-
er than his classmates or has
grown six inches in the last year.
Real abnormalities in growth are
rare.

It is sensible to be interested
in your boy's growth and degree
of maturity, Dr. Gallagher says,
but neither the rate of hll growth
nor his conformity to ‘“‘average"
is of any significance. A boy's
sense of his parents’ confidence
in him may be destroyed by
parents’ ‘‘oversolicitude, constant
critical appraisal and too fre-

quent compariaon with a chart or
a neighbor's son.’

The average weight of one
group of schoolboys was found to
be 127 pounds, but the range in
weight was 80 to 199, the author
reports. Equally wide variations
are noted in intellectural interests,
control of émotions, quality of
judgment. The parent or teach
who complains, ‘I wish he'd grow
up,”’ is unknowmtly criticizing’
the boy for being his real age.

It is the rare boy who doesn’t
want to grow up and behave in
an adult fashion, Dr. Gallagher
contends, and the maturing proc-
ess is often rapid. ‘A rowdy this
month may next month be view-
ing with disgust his classmates’
uprourioua behavior.”
