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Haitian refugees drown 
off the coast of Florida

HILLSBORO INLET. Fla (API -  A 
wooden sailboat carrying 67 Haitian 
refugees "broke up" less than a 
half-mile from shore early today, and 
33 people drowned, the U S. Coast 
Guard said

It was the worst such incident during 
the recent heavy influx of refugees 
from the impoverished Caribbean 
island.

Thirty Haitian refugees, aided by 
strong tides, swam safely to shore. 
Petty O fficer  Daryl Gale said. 
Authorities said they believed the 
boat's captain and three of his mates — 
all Haitians — also made it safely 
ashore with the survivors this morning, 
then fled

The naked and near-naked bodies of 
those who drowned lined the beach in 
this northeastern Broward County 
inlet

Three patrol boats and three 
helicopters searched all morning for 
others who may have been on board, 
but authorities said they believed all 
had been accounted for and the search 
was suspended around noon.

The beach area and air space over it 
were declared a federal disaster area, 
and all bystanders were cleared away 
by authorities

All the survivors seemed to be in good 
shape, police said They were being 
treated at the scene for exposure

The survivors, who will be turned 
over to immigration authorities, said

they left Haiti on Aug 26. spent a month 
in the Bahamas then departed for 
Florida five to seven days ago

The overcrowded boat, buffeted by 
5-foot waves, began leaking late Sunday 
night, survivors said A large swell 
roared over the boat early this 
morning, swamping it, survivors told 
police

Residents of the posh high-rises on 
the beach in this town of 2,400 people 
were stunned as the bodies began 
washing ashore at 5:30 a m

Candy sparks 
shooting o f 
young girl

DALLAS (APi — Police say they will 
ch arge  a 15-year-old boy with 
attempted murder in the shooting of a 
13-year-old girl who refused to give him 
some candy

The girl. Felicia Evans, remained 
hospitalized in serious condition today 
She was shot while sitting on the front 
porch of a friend's South Dallas house 
Sunday night, police said

The boy told officers he accidentally 
shot the girl with a 22-caliber pistoi. 
said youth investigator G L Rivers

Debris, including the mast of the 
ship, lay among the bodies, while the 
partially submerged frame of the ship 
was visible about 50 feet from shore as 
it was being pushed inland by waves.

Bodies were strewn across the beach, 
twisted in odd positions by the powerful 
waves that dumped them there Among 
the dead was an obviously pregnant 
woman The youngest appeared to be 
an adolescent with a stubble of beard on 
his chin

"You come so close Half of them 
made it. half of them didn't. It's so 
sad. " said Hillsboro Beach police Sgt 
Dan Hynes, his voice breaking

Paramedics examined the bodies, 
then put them in plastic bags for 
bulldozers to scoop up, four or five at a 
time From the bulldozers, the bodies 
were put into rescue vans for 
transportation to the Broward County 
•Morgue

The survivors Included 20 men and 10 
women — one of them pregnant — said 
police Lt Robert Jones They were to 
be taken to the Krome Avenue refugee 
detention center west of Miami

The drownings marked the worst 
such accident in the past 3'z years of 
heavy refugee influxes into Florida by 
sea Fourteen Cubans drowned in May 
1980 when their boat capsized.

Nearly 50.000 Haitians and, in the 1980 
Cuban boatlift. nearly 125,000 Cubans 
have come to this country by boat in 
recent years

Odyssey of Amarillo fugitive began in prison
DALLAS (API — Convicted bank 

robber Marion Albert Pruett was 
reborn in 1979, paroled from prison with 
a clean record and a new identity under 
the Federal Witness Program 

Two years later Pruett turned up in 
the Texas Panhandle — a fugitive 
wanted in eight states for crimes 
ranging from bank robbery to the 
murder of his wife

Pruett returns to court in Amarillo 
today for an extradition hearing 

His stra n ge  od y ssey  began 
according to reports in two Dallas 
newspapers, when he was serving a 
23-year sentence for bank robbery and 
attempted escape in the Atlanta 
F ed era l P en iten tia ry  F ederal 
authorities approached him with a deal, 
the Dallas Times Herald and Dallas 
Morning News said Sunday 

The officers said if Pruett would 
testify about the stabbing death of his

cellmate — a government informant — 
he would be set free from prison and 
given a chance to start a new life at age 
30. the newspapers said

In 1978. they reported. Pruett 
testified he saw Allen Benton plunge a 
homemade knife into the heart of Bill 
Zambito

Pruett was moved to federal prison in 
San Diego, Calif , and was paroled in 
November 1979, under the agreement 
he had made He took up residence in 
Albuquerque, under protection of the 
U S marshal, and became Charles 
"Sonny ' Pearson, a one-eyed biker 
with Mad Dog 20-20' tattooed on his 
right arm *

His girlfriend. Pamela Sue Barker, 
followed him there from Atlanta and 
also was given a new identity — 
Michelle Lynn Evans Later she 
became Mrs Pearson

Pruett went into business as a dump 
truck driver with savings from the $700 
a month he received from the 
government

He was dropped from the witness 
program in July 1980 because he was 
self-employed and self-sufficient, said 
William Dempsey of the U S Marshal's 
headquarters in Washington 

Fight m onths later, Michelle 
Pearson's charred body was found on a 
mesa north of .Albuquerque Sandoval 
County Sheriff Jerry Ferrra said she 
had been beaten with a hammer and 
strangled before her body was set afire 

Pruett was questioned but released 
for lack of evidence until .Michigan 
police happened to arrest William 
Sherman in .May Ferrara said 
Sherman, awaiting trial on a murder 
charge, gave police a statement that 
implicated Pearson in the woman's 
death

Pruett was indicted for murder in 
June, but by then he had fled the area.

Authorities say his departure marked 
the beginning of a crime spree that 
spanned seven states Pruett has been 
charged with murder in Colorado, bank 
robbery in Mississippi. Washington and 
Pennsylvania and is wanted for 
questioning in Florida and Arkansas

He admits to nothing except two bank 
robberies in Charlotte, N C , In 1971 that 
ledtohisfirst imprisonment

As for the other robberies and 
murders, he said: "1 ain't been
convicted of any of them, have P  "

ITuett was arrested by a highway 
patrolman on Oct 17. after being 
stopped for speeding just outside 
Stratford. Texas A routine ID check 
showed he was one of the FBI's most 
wanted fugitives

The program that protected Pruett is 
part of the 1971 Organized Crime 
Control Act, designed to protect 
government witnesses whose lives have 
been endangered by their testimony 

Ferrara and Mrs Pearson s father 
Everett Barker of Atlanta, are bitter 
toward the program

"I'm really down on the marshal's 
program " Ferrara said "1 think they 
ought to do away w ith it If thev want

to put a man like this in the community. I 
somebody should know something] 
about this guy "

"This program doesn't offer my| 
society the protection we need from] 
Sonny Pearson and others like him, 
said Barker "It protects him. Andl 
here s a guy who iallegedly i killed my| 
daughter How can that happen'’ Why i» 
this individual turned loose on| 
society'’ "

School board to consider! 
tax rate and 1982 budget

Tax increases not likely till 1983
W ASH INGTON ( A P i  -  Tax 

increases are unlikely next year but 
will have to be considered in 1983 and 
1984 to rein in the runaway federal 
d e fic it . Senate M ajority Leader 
Howard H Baker Jr says

And unless there is a "fierce upturn 
in the economy, Baker says. Congress 
will have to find even more than the 
$115 billion in budget savings that 
President Reagan w ants over the next 
three years

Reagan, struggling to balance the 
budget by 1984. has called for $3 billion 
in tax increases and $13 billion in 
additional spending cuts in fiscal 1982. 
which began Oct 1

He has yet to send specific proposals 
to Congress, and administration 
officials have said they are considering 
higher excise taxes on gasoline, alcohol 
and cigarettes

But Baker said Sunday that he would 
not expect "excise taxes or anything 
else in 82 "

Questioned on CBS' "Face the 
Nation" Baker said House and Senate 
Republican leaders reached a general 
consensus last week "that we had to 
address the question of increased tax 
revenues, also a consensus that it 
should not be done in 1982. "

Citing President Reagan's recent 
statement that the nation is now in a

recession. Baker said. "That would be 
the world's worst time to add to the tax 
burden"

But the Tennessee Republican 
added "I do think we have to 
realistically look at the prospects in 83 
and 84

Baker said he planned to outline the 
Republicans' general plan for whittling 
the deficit at a White House meeting 
with Reagan later this week

Baker said he hasn't given up hope of 
a balanced budget but conceded "It 
may take draconian measures if 
we re ever going to convince the Fed 
that those i interest i rates got to come 
down But if you take a look at what it 
would take to balance the budget in 83 
or 84, it will make what we ve done so 
far fade into insignificance b\ 
comparison

As interest rates drive up the cost of 
governm ent borrow ing and the 
slumping economy drains revenues, 
most economic forecasters, including 
the Senate Budget Committee, are 
projecting budget deficits far larger 
than the administration anticipated for 
the next three years

To counter that Baker said, "we re 
going to have to save, in my judgment, 
unless we get a fierce upturn, " more 
than the $115 billion Reagan has 
proposed

"I support a general plan to reduce 
some of that in appropriated funds and 
some of it in other funds, " Baker said, 
"and I m willing to consider revenue 
enhancement," the administration's 
term for selected tax increases, in 1983 
and 1984

House Ways and Means Committee 
Chairman Dan Rostenkowski says one 
thing the administration probably 
won't support because of the revenue 
crunch is extension of the popular 
tax-exempt All-Savers Certificates

"In a sudden reversal of tax 
philosophy." the Illinois Democrat 
said, "the administration now is 
seeking to Increase revenues — which 
hardly suggests their support for a 
m ultibillion -dollar exten sion " of 
All-Savers

Rostenkowski's remarks were in a 
speech prepared for delivery in 
Chicago today to the Federal Savings 
and Loan Council of Illinois.

R osten k ow sk i said  C on gress 
approved the certificates "despite deep 
doubts about its curative powers (to) 
stem the flood of savings into 
high-interest money market funds "

".Much of our skepticism remains." 
Rostenkowski said "We still have no 
proof that All-Savers is having much 
effect on aggregate savings. We may

well have only encouraged the shift of 
deposits from one account to another — 
from one financial institution to 
another "

The certificates are aimed at helping 
the ailing savings and loan industry and 
will allow savers over the next 15

months to earn up to $1,000 in tax-free 
interest for individuals and $2.000 for 
couples filing joint returns

The maverick East bloc leader's 
ap pe a l  c a m e  a f t e r  w e e k e n d  
anti-nuclear rallies that brought out 
more than 650.000 people in six West 
European cities in a show of growing 
opposition to deployment of US. 
nuclear missiles to match a Soviet 
missile buildup

Ceausescu's statement, made in an 
interview with the West 'German 
newspaper Frankfurter Rundschau, 
marked the first time a Soviet Bloc 
leader has spoken out publicly for a 
withdrawal of .Moscow's SS-20 missiles 
as part of an arms reduction plan.

The paper quoted Ceausescu as 
saying he favored a halt in development 
of new nuclear missiles as well as the 
stationing of nuclear weapons on 
European soil.

Ceausescu said this would apply not 
only to Western plans for stationing 
cruise and Pershing II missiles in 
Europe but also to "the withdrawal of 
Soviet r o ck e ts ."  the newspaper 
reported

The Romanian leader called for 
’ ’decisive measures from the side of 
governments as well as the public" to 
end the arms race.

Ceausescu's proposal paralleled calls 
by West German and other Western 
European governments for scrapping 
the Western missile deployment plan in 
return for Soviet promises to dismantle 
SS-20 missiles already deployed.

Bethune. a member of the House 
Banking, Finance and Urban Affairs 
Committee, made the suggestion in a 
letter to J. William Stanton. R-Ohio, the 
ranking Republican on the committee. 
Bethune released a copy of the letter 
Saturday

Bethune, a Republican from Searcy, 
opposes the proposed legislation that 

would oerride Arkansas' 10 percent 
interest ceiling on some consumer 
loans. But he said he feels obligated to 
show how such legislation can be 
improved if it cannot be stopped.

Last week the committee's Consumer 
Affairs Subcommittee tabled two 
measures to override state usury 
limits.

U S. Rep. Bill Alexander of Osceola 
introduced one of the bills He said 
Wednesday that he plans to bring it 
before another committee again soon. 
The Democratic congressman's bill 
would allow retailers in Arkansas to 
charge above the 10 percent ceiling on 
consumer loans.

Rep. John L. LaFalce, D-N.Y., 
introduced the other bill, which would 
have removed interest rate ceilings on 
consumer loans

Under Alexander's bill, a borrower 
could recover twice the amount of 
interest paid on a usuriou»4(ran. The 
Arkansas Constitution, however, 
provides a stiffer penalty: it voids 
usurious contracts. The lender also 
loses interest charged above the 
interest ceiling and forfeits the 
principal

Alexander’s bill is identical to one 
introduced in the Senate by Dale 
Bumpers. D-Ark. Both measures would 
temporarily override interest rstraints 
for consumer loans and would allow 
interest for such loans up to 19 percent 

Bethune said the Senate Banking 
Committee seems determined to push 
for usury override legislation

"If the Senate Banking Committee is 
bound and determined to press the 
issue of federal usury pre-emption in 
the area of consum er lending." 
Bethune said, "they must be made to 
realize that there are two parts to the 
problem.' He said one is the interest 
rate ceiling, and the other is the usury 
penalty.

Bethune told Stanton not to be misled

BALTIMORE (NEA) -  The Reagan 

administration's “ new federalism" 
requires states and cities to start 
helping themselves and to stop relying 
on the federal government.

This idea has met with no small 
measure of skepticism — especially 
among big - city mayors, who doubt 
that their communities can survive 
without the continued substantial 
involvement of the federal government.

On their next trip to Washington, the 
doubting mayors might detour 40 miles 
to the north to visit Baltimore's 
National Aquarium, a spectacular new 
attraction built without a cent from the 
U.S. treasury.

The aquarium is the capstone to 
Baltim ore's Inner Harbor project, 

'which over the past 10 years has 
transformed an area of rundown 
warehouses into one of this contry's 
more glorious examples of urban 
renewal.

The ultra - modern aquarium soars

300 feet above the old Pier 3. Eventually 
it will house more than 5,000 fish, birds 
and mammals. Vistors travel through 
its exhibits on escalators that rise from 
the dolphin pool on the main level to the 
glass • roofed Amazon rain forest at the 
top of the structure.

' ‘We looked at evdry major aquarium 
in the world while we were designing
this one," says Kathy Cloyd, a National 

Tl, “ and we feel weAquarium official, 
have taken the best of what we have 
seen and combined it here. This is 
alttolutely the state of the art.”

The financing of the aquarium is as 
interesting as its architecture and 
exhibits, for it provides a textbook 
example of cooperation between a
city's public and private sectors. 

■The city fi 'city fathers saw the need for a 
major tourist attraction to be the 
centerpiece of their new Harborplace. 
.Mayor William Schaefer and others hit 
upon the idea of an aquarium and set 
out to build what they called ‘ ‘the best 
that has ever been built."

The cost of the structure was first 
estimated at $16 million. The city had $8 
million in the bank from the sale of a 
large parcel of land; a bond issue 
provided another $8 million. But as 
plans for the aquarium were upgraded, 
the construction costs rose to 822 
million.

So. the city set out to persuade the 
Baltimore business community of the 
project. The balance of the construction 

'funds was obtained from businesses 
and private foundations.

For years the Smithsonian had been 
lobbying Congress for money to build a 
new aquarium in Washington as part of 
the National Zoo. But .Maryland 
con gressm an  instead  got their 
colleagues to designate the Baltimore 
attraction “ The National Aquarium in 
Baltimore" although no federal money 
had been used in its construction.

H o w  d o  y o u  d e fin e  f a t ’?

WASHINGTON (NEA) -  President 
Reagan says that more waste must be 
trimmed from social programs if he is 
to keep his promise to balance the 
federal budget by fiscal 1984. He also 
says that defense spending cannot be 
trimmed much more if this country is to 
avoid falling so far behind militarily as 
to encourage Soviet adventurism.

Administration officials have gone to 
extraordinary lengths to make sure 
that this argument has not been 
couched in terms of guns vs. butter. 
Instead, they have said that the country 
must “ rearm”  and “ reverse a decade 
of neglect" while manning the cuts in 
social programs demanded by those 
who supported Reagan in 1980.

Earlier this year Congress approved 
slashes in the fiscal 1982 budget 
amounting to almost $40 billion while 
approving a defense budget of $221 
billion. $26 billion more than had been 
proposed for the year by President 
Carter.

But now it seems that even more — at

least $13 billion more — will have to be 
extracted from the fiscal 1982 budget 
because of the size of the tax cut and the 
adm inistration's miscalculation of 
revenues and spending.

David Stockman, the director of the 
Office of Management and Budget, 
says that he has found some more fat 
that can be trimmed in the non - defense 
sector, while Defense Secretary Caspar 
Weinberger says that he has found a 
little fat — about $2 billion worth — that 
he will reluctantly cut from his budget. 
But Weinberger has warned that “ any 
more cuts will simply increase our 
window of vulnerability" to the Soviets.

An examination of two small items — 
one in the defense budget, the other in a 
social program — offers ample proof 
that what is “ fat" for one federal 
agency may be “ muscle" for another.

When Congress was debating the 
initial round of budget cuts, Reagan 
and Stockman announced that they 
would not make cuts in a "safety net”  
of social programs for the “ truly 
needy.”

Records placed off-Umits 
because o f the oil boom

AUSTIN, Texas (APi — 
The recent Texas oil boom 
has forced the Railroad 
Commission to revisé a 
generous but risky policy of 
allowing the industry and 
others to check out original 
documents from commission 
files for business.

The demand for  the 
valuable documents — some 
possibly leading to oil and gas 
fortunes — has become so 
great that on ,\ov. 1 the 
commission will start to 
phase in a program to 
prohibit the rem oval of 
original records

"People are coming in here 
by the tons." said Railroad 
C o m m i s s i o n e r  . Mack 
Wallace

Applications for permits to 
drill, known as W-ls. are most 
in demand and will be the 
first original docum ents 
placed off-limits.

Instead of allowing people 
to check out drilling permits 
and return them the same 
day. the commission will 
offer a subscription service to 
copies of W-ls that would cost 
as much as $12.624 a year.

".New permits are an 
indication of where people 
are willing to gamble their 
money said David
Garlick. assistant director of 
planning and administration. 
"It's the first indication there 
may be oil somewhere near.

Painful strike in ^Little House^ town

WALNUT GROVE. Minn. 

(AP) — They never thought it 
couid happen on the banks of 
Plum Creek.

There is anger, sadness, 
uncertainly and frustration in 
Walnut G rove, the tiny 
prairie town immortalized by 
Laura Ingalls Wilder in her 
"Little House" books. The 
cause of the unhappines is 
that teachers have walked off 
th e  j o b ,  an  a l m o s t  
u n th in k a b le  a c t  in a 
h ard -w ork in g , close-knit 
community that has never 
before faced any kind of 
strike.

Walnut Grove's 19 teachers 
went on strike Oct. 9. Last 
week, the district began 
rMcheduling classes in its 
single school, using substitute 
teachers. Of 300 students, 
o n l y  s e n i o r s  a n d  
kindergarteners are not back 
in class full-time.

"When they first went on 
strike we thought it couldn't 
happen here. A lot of people 
are still numb," said Edna 
L e s s m a n ,  w h o  h o ld s  
part-time jobs in the school 
cafeteria, the newspaper 
office and the Laura Ingalls 
Wilder Museum.

Others among the town’s 
756 residents aren't numb. 
They're just plain angry.

"T each ers wouldn't be 
satisfied if they got a 100 
percent raise. The more they

Making your home competitive on the market

When you're trying to sell a house, is it better to show it to 
prospective purchasers while it is empty or when it is 
inhabited and completely furnished?

There shouldn't be much doubt about the answer under 
ordinary conditions. A house with warmth and personality, 
which trtacki when nobody lives In It. has decided advantages 
over an empty one. But these advantages disappear if there 
are leaky faucets, faulty switches and burned - out bulbs, to 
mention just a few of the eye - catching “ sm all" things that 
can plant doubts in the minds of buyers.

One of the nation's largest relocation management firms is 
constantly advising the selling portion of its clientele to forget 
what used to be the general attitude of "Let the new owner fix 
things." When the real - estate market was booming and 
houses were selling in a matter of days or weeks, the new 
owners closed their eyes to their impressions of deferred 
maintenance if the problems appeared to be minor. Not true 
these days. A house must look good on the outside (curb 
appeal) as well as on the inside.

The vice president of marketing for Homequity, the 
relocation company, was asked to compile a checklist of things 
the homeowner should do to make his house more competitive 
before putting it up for sale.

He came up with a list, which included :
—Check and. if necessary, repair damaged or clogged 

gutters and leaders, window frames, steps, handrails and 
c fences.

; Matching wine with food 
i more than just tradition

—If the driveway is cracked, repair it Apply a fresh coat of 
sealant if needed. Check walkways, front, side and back.

—"^e front door is important Be sure it's clean, in good 
condition and doesn't stick. The door and its immediate setting 
should give a comfortable, pleasing impression Repaint the 
front door, if necessary, with light, bright colors. Anything 
that creates a favorable first impression is valuable and' 
worthwhile

—Where needed, touch up furniture and try to arrange 
pieces of furniture to create an atmosphere in each room

—Repair cracks and nicks in walls, baseboards and 
moldings.

—The majority of potential buyers regard kitchens and 
bathrooms as centers of activity Keep them spotless.

—Clutter is our enemy, anywhere in the house. Check from 
top to bottom for items that can be boxed for storage and then 
stack them against the walls of either the cellar or attic.

—Clean up and organize closets Again, box those 
accumulated extras and store them in basement or attic.

—Family and living and dining rooms, the places where 
guests are normally entertained, must be checked carefully 
for maintenance.

—Check for odds and ends. Have you fixed the front door 
bell? Nailed down the loose shingles on the roof? Clean the oil 
stain on the basement floor. Consider painting the garage 
floor, if needed. Wash windows inside and out

—Start throwing away junk as soon as you can. You likely 
will gain more through an increased sales price than you 
would by selling these odds and ends 

—In warmer months, grass should be cut. shrubs pruned.

flower beds cultivated 
—In fall and winter, rake the leaves and keep walkways free 

of snow and ice.

The old custom of taking 

white wine with fowl or fish 
and red with red meat is more 
logical than it may seem, 
according to one expert. It 
can help your digestion and 
leave a better taste in your 
mouth, he says.

"If you drink white wine 
with b ^ f . it will not interact 
ch em ica lly ." I was told 
recently by Lucio Sorre, chief 
taster for a major wine 
importer. “ So it takes longer 
to digest.

"Tannic acid is missing in 
white wines, but present in 
reds. This breaks down the 
molecules of meat." said 
Sorre as he carefully chose 
the wines for our lunch.

"On the other hand, if you 
drink red wine with fish, this 
same tannic acid will react 
adversely with the chemical 
components of the fish and 
leave a metallic taste in your 
mouth

"Everything is relative, of 
course." Sorre added. “ If you 
take a very light red. like 
Bardolino. which has a 
minute amount of tannic acid, 
it can stand up to fish, 
especially if the flesh is rich 
and prepared in a tomato, 
mushroom and cheese sauce.

"P ebple  'in  the United 
States generally go in for

creamed dishes, like chicken 
a la king or creamed tuna. " 
he said. “ This requires a 
white wine that is low in 
acidity, such as the wines 
from southern areas of Italy. 
A good wine with such cream 
sauces would be frascati."

As chief taster for Villa 
Banfi. U.S.A., Sorre samples 
more than 4.000 wines a year.

"I don't swallow them." he 
hastens to explain. He sniffs 
the wine, takes a sip. swirls it 
on his tongue and ejects it. He 
looks for four things: color, 
bouquet, taste and after • 
taste (whether it leaves a 
pleasant sensation). If he 
finds a wine he particularly 
likes, he may set aside a 
bottle to have with dinner.

Sorre. who lectures on wine 
at Cornell University and 
elsewhere, also cooks with 
wine.

Since wines have different 
chemical effects, it would be 
well to follow the same red 
and white rule in the kitchen, 
as in this recipe for baked fish 

I fillets
cup frascati

'/4 cup white wine vinegar 
'/< cup water 
1 teaspoon salt 
1 pound fresh fish fillets 

(sole, halibut or cod)
Fine dry bread crumbs

When the United States launched its first moon shot, an 
official of Frances agriculture ministry commented that 
"there is still as much mystçry about the truffle as there is 
about life on the moon. "  ' ,

For centuries, this fabulous delicacy has defied scientific 
analysis and frustrated attempts to cultivate it.

This ugly but delicious fungus grows naturally from 3 inches 
to 1 foot underground in stony, porous soil near the roots of 
scrub oak or beech trees.

The truffle has a pervasive aroma which permeates food 
and gives pate de foie gras its distinctive taste when bits are 
mixed with the goose - liver paste

It not only has an incomparable flavor but has long been 
very expensive. Anthelme Brillât ■ Savarin, a 19th - century 
French expert on epicurean dining, said truffles were "a 
luxury only for the tables of the great or . homes of kept 
women."

There's an anecdote about Napoleon Bonaparte confiding to 
a young aide his hope that the Empress Marie - Louise would 
bear him a son. The aide recalled that his father, who sired 19 
children, used lo dine on truffled fowl and champagne.

The emperor tried the diet, the story goes, and soon 
announced the advent of an heir. In gratitude, he is said to 
have promoted the aide to the rank of colonel.

There are black and white truffles, but the black are 
regarded as superior. They grow in French districts near 
Bordeaux and Marseilles. Europeans used trained pigs and 
dogs to sniff out the fungi.

The price of truffles continues lo soar. Recently I saw a can 
containing only seven - eighths of an ounce for $29.85.

They go well with eggs, so if you feel like splurging try this 
truffle omelet. One • half ounce of truffles is sufficient.
4 eggs
1 tablespoons cold water 
Salt and pepper to taste
2 tablespoons butter 
Black truffles

Break eggs into bowl and beat well with fork. Add water and 
seasoning Place pan over medium heat, add butter in two 
piecis When butter foams pour in egg mixture adding truffle 
pieces chopped ia own liquid.

Boom prediction causes disbelief

NEW YORK (APl — These are the 
days that try supply-sider souls, testing 
whether they have courage sufficient to 
stay the course in the face of terrible 
economic news.

These are days also that could 
provide millions of Americans with an 
indelible lesson — that the economic 
future isn't always a simple projection 
of the present, because great changes 
may be under way.

Supply-siding is a long-term theory in 
w h ich  m oney is steered  into 
investments that make the production 
side of the economy more efficient — so 
efficient, it is said, that the bounty can 
be shared by all.

In the short term, however, it has' at 
least one undeniable consum er 
consequence: It means tougher times, 
times such as these, when modest 
attempts to buy cars and houses and 
good vacations are frustrated.

In the short term it also means 
political problem s, such as those 
President Reagan may soon be

en cou n terin g  from  au tom ob ife  
workers, homemakers and others who 
feel they are getting a bad deal from the 
administration.

And so it is a time, therefore, when 
political realities may intrude on 
economic convictions. A time when the 
most convinced supply-siders may, in 
the forest of details, lose courage in 
reaching the goal.

It is in this setting that a forecast of 
boom for automakers produces a 
feeling of disbelief But there it is. an 
announcement from Value Line, the 
biggest investment advisor of all. that 
its analysts expect the U.S. auto 
industry, which lost nearly $4 billion 
last year, to earn $3.6 million next year, 
and nearly double that in the years

.More than half of all black 
babies in the United States 
now are born out of wedlock, 
and the trend is increasing 
sharply  am ong w hites, 
especially teen-agers, a new 
government report shows.

O vera ll, a ccord in g  to 
federal census and health 
statistics , out-of-w edlock 
births increased 50 percent in 
the last decade to at least one 
in every six American babies.

School woikers

8 0 0  
out-of-wedlock babies were 
born in America, accounting 
for 17 percent of all births In 
1970. unwed mothers had 
399.000 babies. 10.7 percent of 
all births

The report shows that in 
1979. 55 percent of all black 
babies were born to unwed 
mothers, up from 38 percent 
in 1970. The percentage of 
white babies born to 4inwed 
mothers rose even more 
sharply — to 9.4 in 1979 from 
from 5.7 in 1970.

"Regardless of age, the 
increases were much greater 
for white women than black 
women." the report says.

Experts attributed the 
increases to women wanting 
to wait until they are older to 
marry, a diminishing social 
s t i g m a  f o r  u n w e d  
motlwrhood. and economic 
disadvantages, particularly 
for blacks.

- Also, most studies show 
there is more sexual activity 
among white teen-agers than 
there was a decade ago.

" I t 's  c le a r  that the 
p r o p e n s i t y  to  k e e p  
out-of-wedlock children is 
r is in g ,"  said Kristin A. 
M oore, a s p e c ia lis t  in 
teen -age  pregnancy and 
out-of-wedlock births at the 
U r b a n  I n s t i t u t e  in 
W ash ington . " T h is  has

always been true among 
blacks, but now it's true 
among whites It's more 
acceptable."

The Urban Institute's 
analysis of the figures shows 
that 29 percent of births to 
white teens and 83 percent of 
births to black teens occurred 
outside of marriage

Despite those figures, the 
report said, the percentage of 
all women giving birth out of 
wedlock increased among 
whites and decreased among 
blacks.

Although there are no 
figures available for 1980 or 
1961. Stephanie Ventura, a 
sta tistic ian  who helped 
compile the report for th e , 
National Center for Health 
Statistics, said the rate of 
birth to unwed mothers rose 
substantially between 1978 
and 1979. "W e have no reason 
to believe that this will 
decline in the next few 
years." she said.

The report was based on 
records in 39 states and the 
District of Columbia which 
require marital status on 
birth certificates. Nationwide 
figures are estimates based 
on the 39-state information.

Ms. Moore said one reason 
so many black babies are 
born out of wedlock is that a 
large number of black males 
have trouble getting jobs and 
many who do work have jobs 
which don’ t o ffer  health 
benefits.

The fantasy shooting of the 
evil TV oilman has pumped 
new life into the Dallas 
tourism market, eclipsing 
curiosity about the real-life 
shooting o f an American 
president.

The TV show “ Dallas" 
heads into its third season, 
once again copping the No. 1 
spot in the ratings. And 
Southfork ranch — where the 
"Dallas“  exteriors are shot — 
has become the No. 1 tourist 
attraction in real-life Dallas.

His own curiosity about the 
a s s a s s in a t io n  o f  John 
Kennedy spurred John Sisson 
to open the Kennedy Museum 
11 years ago. next door to the 
School Book Depository from 
which Lee Harvey Oswald is 
said to have fired the fatal 
shot in 1963.

Sisson stocked the building 
with his collection of Kennedy 
mem orabilia, photographs 
and newspaper clippings. He 
said the privately owned 
museum attracted enough 
v i s i t o r s  to  m a k e  it 
self-supporting after about 
five years.

He doesn't think the stream 
of visitors has fallen off 
noticeably.

But, he said, “ some days 
we’re extremely busy, but 
other days we're just happy 
to see the postman."

The Dallas tourist traffic

NEW YORK (AP) — Alberto Salazar has ended all the 
controversy about the world marathon record.

The quietly, confident Salazar had said prior to Sunday's 
New York City Marathon that “ my goal is to break 2:08:33. so 
there's no doubt in my mind or anybody else's mind that I've 
got the record"

Salazar left no doubts
Running smoothly and strongly through New York City's 

five boroughs. Salazar covered the gruelling 26 miles. 385 
yards in 2 hours. 8 minutes. 13 seconds.

His time bettered the disputed world record of 2 08 33 6. by 
Australian Derek Clayton at Antwerp. Belgium. May 30. 1969. 
on a course that never was officially certified And it was 
faster than the recently accepted mark of 2 09:01. set by 
Gerard Nijboer of The Netherlands April 26.

Allison Roe of New Zealand smashed the women's marathon 
record, clocking 2:25:29. some 12 seconds quicker than the 
mark of 2 25:41.3. set last year by Norway's Crete Waltz, 
when she won the New York City Marathon for the third 
straight time. The bitterly disappointed Waitz. suffering from 
shin splints in her left leg. was forced to drop out Sunday, 
between the 14- and IS-mile marks.

Salazar — and Roe — were both joys to race director Fred 
Lebow.

"I am saddened that Crete had to drop out and that Billy 
(Rodgers, a four-time winner of the New York City and Boston 
marathons, plus the American record holder before Salazar's 
sensational victory I never started." said Lebow

Rodgers had withdrawn about 10-11 hours before the race, 
after failing to complete some deals with sponsors which he 
thought were finalized when he decided to enter the race 
Thursday.

While Rodgers surprisingly dropped out. Frank Shorter 
surprisingly dropped in

Shorter, considered to be most responsible for the 
long-distance running boom in the United States, after winning 
the Olympic gold medal in 1972 — the first American in 64 
years to do it — didn't enter the 12th New York City race until 
Saturday night He fini^ed in 2:25 45. 117th overall and four 
places behind Roe. <

Salazar earned a reported $14.000 for his Victory, while Roe 
collected an estimated $10.000 Countless endorsements also 
lie ahead for the two record holders.

The New York Road Runners Club, organizer of the event, 
said 13.360 people finished the race, under cloudy skies, with 
the temperature in the 50s and north-northeast winds of 10 
mph The total who started was 14.4%.

The men's runnerup was Finland's Jukka Toivola. in 
2:10:52

Norway's Ingrid Kristiansen finished second among the 
women in 2:30:08.

LOS ANGELES (AP) — The good book of baseball strategy 
says starting pitchers need four days off between assignments 
for maximum efficiency. Los Angeles Manager Tom Lasorda. 
a traditionalist, is not one to ignore age-old advice like that.

That as much as anything is why the Dodgers stand today on 
the threshold of the world championship. They will send Burt 
Hooton out to nail it down in Game 6 of the World Series 
Tuesday night in New York with the suddeniy-ftoundering 
Yankees hoping to stay alive with Tommy John.

Hooton will have full five days of rest, just as Jerry Reuss 
did when he fired a brilliant five-hitter to l^at Ron Guidry and 
the Yankees 2-1 Sunday, giving Los Angeles its third straight 
victory and a 3-2 edge in the best-of-seven series.

Consecutive home runs by Pedro Guerrero and Steve 
Yeager in the seventh inning delivered the victory to Los 
Angeles. But it was a brilliant pitching job by Reuss following 
a courageous managerial decision by Lasorda which set the 
stage for it.

ntcher Bob Welch never retired a batter but the Dodger 
bullpen delivered an S-7 victory in an endurance test Saturday. 
And you only had to see Reuss pitch in the final innings Sunday 
toi*know Lasorda had made the right decision about his 

, pitchers.
New York left six runners on base from the second through 

the fourth innings. Reuss survived a record-tying three errors 
by Dodger second baseman Davey Lopes, two of them on one 
play The Yankees had runners at second and third with none 
out and the bases loaded with one out in the third and came 
away with nothing.

"What can you sa y?" wondered Yankee Manager Bob 
Lemon. "H egot us out when we had opportunities to score."

The Yankees nicked Reuss for a run in the second when 
Reggie Jackson opened with a double and Lopes made his first 
error on a grounder by Bob Watson. Lou Piniella followed.with 
an RBI-single to left and New York seemed poised to do some 
real damage. But Reuss shut the door, getting Rick Cerone to 
bang into a double play and Aurelio Rodriguez to roll out

In the third. Willie Randolph walked with one out and Larry 
Milbourne singled. But Reuss wasn't budging. He got Dave 
Winfield on a force play grounder and struck out the 
dangerous Jackson, ending the inning.

The next crisis was in the fourth inning Watson, leading off. 
walked. Piniella grounded to Lopes, who first hobbled the ball

and then threw it away for a double error. Now New York had 
runners at second and third with none out. Big trouble.

But Reuss would not be rattled He got Cerone on a ground 
ball, then walked Rodriguez intentionally, loading the bases. 
Guidry bunted and Reuss made the play, forcing Watson at the 
plate. Then Randolph grounded out and the inning was over.

It was to be New York's last gasp. Reuss permitted only two 
more baseninners the rest of the way But the way Guidry was 
pitching, it looked like this might be a lost cause The slender 
Yankee left-hander was merely mowing down the Dodgers, 
retiring 10 in a row and 15 of 16 over one stretch.

Now. with one out in the seventh, it was getting toward 
Goose Gossage time and the last person the Dodgers wanted to 
see was the ace of the Yankee bullpen

"If he had looked shaky at all, he wouldn't have pitched the 
seventh." Lemon said. "He was coming out after seven, no 
matter what "

The Dodgers sensed the same thing. On the bench. Lasorda 
urged Guerrero to take it easy on his swing.

"You saw Guerrero the first time up." he said. “ He looked 
like he was swinging too hard. ' '

So swinging softly. Guerrero smashed a home run to left 
center field “ A fairly decent slider." decided Guidry. “ A 
slider." agreed Guerrero, "a  good pitch, over the plate."

The next batter was Yeager and on the bench. Lasorda was 
still supplying managerial advice "Yeager on his first swing 
put his weight on his back side." Lasorda said. "W e yelled out 
to him to try and take it easy "

"I didn't hear Tom m y." the catcher confessed. "I was too 
excited

He then hit a 1-2 pitch for another home run and the lead. "A 
fastball." said Guidry. "Maybe I put that in a little bit of a 
sweet spot."
