Senate, which has already
| made the tax reform bill the

cuts and Social Security bene-
fits, was asked today to add a
provision attacking cheap
foreign goods.

Sen. Norris Cotton, ‘R-N.H,,
urged passage of a provision
that would let the President
limit imports of goods threaten-
ing U.S. industries.

Cotton angrily accused Com-
merce Secretary Maurice H.
