Arthur's Tokyo headquarters said
both bridges across the Yalu
River from Manchuria to Sinuiju
were believed knocked out after
Monday's attack.

Forty B-20s made the fire
eltack. They loosed 340 tons of
incendiaries on Sakchu and Cho-
san, on the Yalu River north-
cast of Simuiju, and on Mamsi,
communications center between
Sinuiju and the northwest front.
