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Woman Held
In Attempled
Assassination

NEW YORK (£ 4] Mrs,
Rosa Collazo, Bronx housewife
whose husband tried to kill Presi-
dent Truman Wednesday, was
held in $50,000 bail today on a
charge of conspiracy in the as-
sassination attempt.

The plump, 42-year-old Puerto
Rican-born woman was arraigned
before U. 8. Commissioner Ed-
ward W. McDonald after ques.
tioning by Secret Service agents.
Lacking the bail money, she was
placed in a cell.

Her husband, 37-year-old Oscar
Collazo, whom she described as
a Puerto Rican revolutionist with
a burning zeal to gain the is-
land’s independence, was wounds
ed in the gun battle outside the
President's home.

Mrs. Collazo was accused of
conspiring with her husband and
Griselio Torresola, who was slain
in the assassination attempt, to
injure the President of the United
States. The charge also declared
that other persons — unidentified

were part of the conspiracy,*

Mrs. Collazo's arraignment eame
after 13 persons were detained
here for questioning by - Secret
Service men. McDonald said war-
rants were being prepared here
for Oscar Collazo and for two
unidentified persons. The others,
reported to be ‘relatives and
friends of Collazo, were released.
