Shuttle engines pass 
test of cold endurance

CAPE C A N A V E R A L, F la  (A P I -  
Colum bia's crew  was troubleshooting a 
rad io  today as the shuttle  passed a 
m a jo r test o f engine endurance in  the 
b itte r cold o f space. A w eather forecast 
fo r New Mexico ca lled  fo r adequate 
la n d in g  c o n d it io n s  n e x t M onday, 
despite gusting winds.

T here  was a chance the rad io  
-prob lem  could cut the flig h t short, or 

that New M exico sandstorm s could 
keep the ship a lo ft an ex tra  day But 
F ligh t D ire c to r N e il Hutchinson said he 
expected  n e ith e r  to  happen, that 
C o lum bia  would come home on Monday 
as scheduled

Just a fte r m idn igh t, while  astronauts 
.Ja ck  R Lousma and p ilo t C Gordon 

Fullerton slept, they sailed through the 
m idpoint o f th e ir  planned seven-day 
voyage A forecast from  W hite Sands 
M is s ile  Range predicted M onday's 
landing conditions would be acceptable 
despite w inds gusting to 20 m iles an 
hour.
* M ission C ontro l said scientists were 
excited about the in fo rm a tion  they 'd  
r e c e i v e d  f r o m  C o l u m b i a 's  
•experiments, and Lousma reponded.

"We're pleased to hear it. th a t's  what 
we came here to d o "

When the astronauts awoke, they 
re c e iv e d  " to p  o f th e  m o rn in g "  
greetings from  M ission Contro l along 
w ith  te leprin ted  ins truc tion  on how to 
tackle a fa ilu re  in the ship-to-shore 
radio system. L ike  in  any o ffice  system, 
they encountered a g litch  here — the 
p rin te r was feeding w ild ly  for a short 
tim e.

Thursday, the low-power section of 
one of two S-band com m unications 
transponders fa iled  and o ffic ia ls  said 
that i f  i t  cannot be fixed, they would 
consider te rm in a tin g  the f lig h t ea rly  
The high-power side o f the fa iled  un it 
was operating when checks were made 
today

Even w ith  both transponders out. 
Columbia could land safe ly, the flig h t 
d irec to r said. He reported several 
ground stations can com m unicate  w ith  
the spacecraft through UHF channels 
and that much of the reen try  and 
landing is conducted through UHF

power. NASA expected to save enough

For two days, the shu ttle 's  nose has 
faced the sun. leaving the ta il section 
and its engines and fuel tanks in 
f r e e z in g  s h a d o w ,  e x p o s e d  to  
tem peratures as low as 2 IS degrees 
below zero.

NASA engineers don 't believe the 
cold w ill a ffect the a b ility  of the fuels or 
engines to fu n c t io n  Lousma and 
Fullerton were to find  out today by 
fir in g  two of the powerplants in one of 
the m a jo r the rm a l tests of C o lum bia's 
th ird  shakedown cruise.

The f ir s t  test went p e rfe c tly ; i f  there 
were a problem  w ith  the second, e a rly  
this evening, the astronauts would tu rn  
the ta il to  the sun and heat up the units 
— just as they did on Wednesday when 
exposure to the cold froze sealing 
m ateria l and prevented a tigh t closing 
of the cargo bay doors

Also today, the astronauts executed 
ano ther g rab -and-lift test w ith  the 
SO-foot robot a rm  and a 353-pound 
instrum ent package Thursday 's  a rm  
perform ance went equa lly  well.

T ra n s p o rta t io n  D e p a rtm e n t and

County maintains old road 
that now leads to private home

P r e c i n c t  3 G r a y  C o u n ty  
C om m iss ione r J im m y  McCracken 
authorized the use of county m a te ria ls  
and county equipm ent and crews th is 
week to m a in ta in  what appears to be a 
private  d rive  to a new house, about I I  
m iles south o f Pampa

But M cCracken said the d rive  is 
actually  the o rig ina l county road 
between Groom  and Lefors tha t was 
heavily trave led fo r m any years.

The house, listed at S tar Route 2. 
Box 190. is owned by Howard Reed, 
and the land is owned by E lm er 
M ilton, accord ing to county records 
and McCracken

According to G ray County Judge 
Carl Kennedy and the Texas A tto rney 
General's O ffice, it  is against the law 
to use county equipment and supplies 
on p riva te  property.

The p riva te  d rive  leads from  FM 
749. rig h t up to the garage of the 
home.

A source told The Pampa News that 
two Precinct 3 county dum p trucks 
and crews began dum ping loads of 
caliche grave l on the d rive  about 3 
p m .  T u e s d a y  T he  d u m p in g  
co n tinued  fo r  about e ight hours 
Wednesday, and county road graders 
and crews leveled the road u n til about 
I p m Thursday A ll to ld , county 
crews and equipment worked on the 
d r i v e  a b o u t  15 h o u r s ,  and  
approxim ate ly 90 loads o f caliche 
gravel were used on the d rive

Judge Kennedy said. "As a general 
rule, the county is not supposed to 
work on p riva te  roads — no grad ing, 
or anything It is against state law If 
somebody used (coun ty) equipment 
on somebody's d rivew ay, tha t is not 
supposed to be done '

However, Kennedy said if  a school 
bus makes a stop at a coun try  house, a 
drive  m ight be considered a public 
road

The Texas A tto rn e y  General's 
Office cited an opinion that made 
reference to the old Texas Penal Code, 
p ro v id in g  fo r a prison te rm  for 
m isapplication of county p rope rty  and 
equipment.

Kennedy explained tha t each county 
precinct m ainta ins its own county 
bam  and road equipm ent and crews 
The judge said each com m issioner 
authorizes road work to be done in  his 
precinct, and each subm its a budget 
for the fisca l yea r's  road and bridge 
work The separate budgets are paid 
out of the county's to ta l road and 
bridge fund. The road and bridge 
fu n d s  com e fro m  th e  c o u n ty 's  
property taxes and from  the sale of 
license plates

In addition to the dum p trucks  and 
blades, county pickups and ro lle rs 
were used on the d rivew ay, which 
winds about 200 yards from  FM  749 to 
the house

McCracken said he authorized the 
work Asked if  the d rivew ay w ork ran 
a ll the way to the house's garage. 
McCracken said, " in  tha t v ic in ity , 
yeah "

Asked i f  there were lega l provisions 
for the county's pe rfo rm ing  the work. 
McCracken said, "T h a t's  re a lly  kind 
of an old road there  tha t had been 
m aintained fo r about 20 years These 
people came in there and bu ilt a new 
home, so I was doing a lit t le  work 
rebuild ing that old road there  You 
know, they cou ldn 't get in o r out . "

Inform ed the road appeared to be a 
private  d rive , the com m issioner said. 
"You could p re tty  near ca ll i t  tha t, I 
guess. There was an old road there, 
and it had some caliche on i t . "

Asked how much each load of 
caliche cost the county, he rep lied, " I  
imagine that fe lla  charges a d o lla r a 
load. I don 't know. I 'm  probab ly going 
to let those people pay fo r the whole 
works there I im agine I w ill le t those 
people (Reedi pay for the d ir t  "

Asked if  the county provided the 
equipment and crews, McCracken 
said, "Yeah, when we re caught up, 
we just kind of m ain ta in  the road 
th e re "

"Som etim es, it 's  k ind of hard  to te ll 
what you ca ll p riva te  and w hat's  not 
when you get out here in the pasture, " 
McCracken said

The c o m m is s io n e r sa id  eve ry  
person who builds a new home in the 
county has a r ig h t to a road to the 
property M cCracken acknowledged 
that Reed's house sits sm ack on the 
road, but " th e re  is nothing in w rit in g  
about deeds and easements on any 
county ro a d "

M c C ra c k e n  d e n ie d  th a t  th e  
d rivew ay the county surfaced jo ins 
w ith Reed's garage door. "W e lack a 
lit t le  getting  to th e ir  garage door. 
They have a stretch of red d ir t  hauled 
in there from  th e ir  garage out to 
approxim ate ly where a street or road 
m ight be. and 1 im agine  they w ill 
cement that even tua lly  You know. I 
wouldn't get up against th e ir  house — 
some m otor g rader operator m igh t 
knock the corner o ff th e ir  h o u s e ." 
McCracken said

Reed said the road or d rive  to his 
house was a lready there  when his 
house was bu ilt. He said an old house 
across the d rive  from  his home was 
burned down Reed said. “ They ju s t 
im proved the road P a rt o f tha t road 
is where the school bus d rives and 
where the e le c tric ty  lines run . I don 't 
k n o w "  He said the road extends past 
his house down to some o il wells.

Asked i f  the road ran  next to  his 
garage door, he said. " Y e a h "

Asked if  the county was going to 
charge h im  for w ork on the d rive , he 
said. "Well. I agreed to pay w hatever 
J im  fe lt like  was necessary, i f  he uses 
anything up to m y d rivew ay. So fa r. 
they have not taken anyth ing  up to m y 
d r iv e w a y "

Asked what the county did to the 
road, he said, "'They just made it 
where we could d rive  on it They came 
in and cleaned it up and smoothed it 
up and put some caliche on i t '

McCracken said. "What I do is 
public and a ll above board. I believe 
in helping people We do as good a job 
on these roads as anybody in  the 
s ta te "

McCracken is a fa rm e r in P rec inc t 3 
who has represented the d is tr ic t on 
the com m issioner's court nearly  16 
years Reed is employed by a Pam pa 
auto parts store

sometimes deadiy f ire  ants p robab ly  cannot be 
e rrad icated and w ill continue th e ir  steady m arch  
toward the r ich  a g ric u ltu ra l fie lds  o f the P a c ific  
Coast, experts say.

Moot insect specialists “ agree th a t e rad ica ting  
f ire  ants is no longer poss ib le ." D r. R ichard  Lipsey 
of the Kenco Chem ical and M anu fac tu ring  Corp. of 
Jacksonville , F la ., to ld  a f ire  ant conference 
T luirsday.

"F ire  ants occupy over 230 m illio n  acres w ith  no 
s ig n if ic a n t n a tu ra l enem ies  to  keep th e ir  
populations in check." L ipsey said.

He said the ants, w hich have decim ated corn  and 
soybean crops in  the Southeast, are as fa r west as 
Texas and are advancing on C a lifo rn ia 's  r ich  c itru s

fie lds a t the ra te  o f 35 m iles  a yea r 
“ We m ust learn  to  live  w ith  f ire  ants, but a t a 

d is tance," said Lipsey.
A physic ian to ld  the conference a 34-year-old 

woman and a 43-year-old m an a lle rg ic  to  the b ite  of 
the insects djed recen tly  in San Antonio a fte r they 
were b itten  on the feet by the ants 

“ I  have a fee ling tha t there  are m ore (dea ths),”  
said D r. F rank  James J r . o f San Antonio.

And T e rry  Coghlain o f Texas A& M  U n ive rs ity  
said some o f the 2.5 m illio n  people stung each 
month by f ire  ants su ffe r "shock and severe hives.*' 

James d isplayed a m ap tha t showed how the 
South A m erican  ants, w h ich a rr iv e d  in  M obile. 
A la., between 1933 and 1945. had advanced from  the 
Southeast in to  Texas bv 1956

He predicted the  ants would continue west and 
move up the P a c ific  Coast "a s  su re ly  as n igh t 
follows day.”

W .A. B anks  o f th e  U .S. D e p a rtm e n t o f 
AgricultiB*e a t G u lfpo rt, M iss., said one expe rim en t 
showed the ants reduced soybean p roduction by 5.9 
bushels an acre.

He said th a t would am ount to  a loss o f $40 an acre  
or $340 m illio n  fo r the Southeast, w here grow ers 
plant 8.5 m illio n  acres o f soybeans each year.

The 
on ly civil defense is to prevent 
nuclear war from ever breaking out.
And that depends on people knowing 
that if we allow a nuclear exchange
to happen, we will die

Senior: Let's not talk in absolutes 
Perhaps this city would be entirely 
destroyed, with all the people in it 
But perhaps not S om e m ight 
survive; if not here, then elsew here 
We can 't be sure And when you 're  
not s u r e , you take w h a tev er  
measures you can That is only 
sensible It doesn't mean that you

Someone had better speak to David 
Rockefeller.

And not only because some of the 
opinions he has delivered himself o f on 
a tour of Africa are not the sort to 
increase his popularity in some circles 
back home.

He has, for example, dismissed 
Cuban troops and Soviet Advisers in 
Angola, a back • burner crisis as far as 
the State Department is concerned, as 
no obstacle to the pursuit of American 
interests there.

True, he was speaking of business 
interests and specifically of his own
business — banking. But he added a 
plug for normal political relations with 
an Angolan governm ent that the 
adm in istration  has given every 
indication it would rather help remove 
from office. It is barred from doing so 
at present by congressional prohibition 
of U.S. aid to Angolan political factions.

R o c k e fe lle r s ' la rg e r  interest, 
however, was A frica 's  Marxist • 
oriented regimes in general. Contrary 
to the way they have been represented 
in this country, he does not see them u  
adversaries

“ The more I've seen of countries 
which are allegedly Marxist in Africa," 
he observed, "the more I have a feeling 
H is more labels and trappings that 
reality."

As he sees it, the primary interest of 
their leaders is not ideology but 
economic advancement and improving 
"the log of their people.’ ’ They are 
raising no political barriers to the 
outsidie aid essential to achieving their 
goals.

Well, possibly in Zimbabwe, where he 
was speaking. So far Prime Minister 
Robert Mugabe, who fought a guerrilla 
war for independence as an avowed 
Marxist, is maintaining a more or less 
pluralistic balance.

But you don’t have to look far to find 
less encouraging examples. Only as far 
as neighboring Mozambique, addicted 
to a Maoist brand of Marxism. It has 
accepted non - Communist aid, 
including help from hated racist South 
Africa in the operation of essential port 
and transportation facilities, but out of 
d e s p e r a t io n , not a p o l i t i c a l  
pragmatism.

The economy nevertheless remains 
in bad shape and is getting worse. It is 
not helped by the repressive ways of a 
regime that, if it has an interest in 
improving the lot of Mozambique's 
people, is certainly not letting it 
interfere with pursuit of political goals 
that include maintaining perhaps the 
harshest one - party dictatorship on the 
continent.

Tanzania, farther up the Indian 
Ocean coast, is not so badly off but 
perhaps a sadder example because it 
has had much more to work with. The

There are 
m a n y  p o s s ib i l i t i e s  and few  
certainties We cannot afford to go 
naked sim ply because you think that 
is the only way we will be sufficiently 
afraid o f nuclear war and work hard 
enough to prevent it 

J u n io r : Yes, evacuation plans 
should be m ade for nuclear accidents 
and te rro r is t  a tta ck s A small 
terrorist A - bomb exploded near a 
nuclear reactor could cast radiation 
for 1,500 miles. The only civil defense 
against nuclear war should be an 
education program to teach children.

Barents and leaders what would 
appen once A - bom bs fell. Our only 
protection is to prevent atom ic war.
Senior: 1 have supported civil 

defense planning at least since the 
days o f  President John F. Kennedy. 
It is a part of our defense strategy. If

Many people today tend to think of 

American business in terms of large, 
impersonal corporations Business in 
the United States didn't begin this way, 
however, and many family enterprises 
continue to flourish and play an 
Important role in proaerving the spirit 
of enterprise.

The story begins with the founding in 
1901 of a textile plant in an abandoned 
mill in the village of North Dighton, 
Mass The mill became the largest 
textile finishing plant under one roof in 
the world.

The founders were descendants of 
people who settled in Massachusetts in

violence broke out in the town. Strikers 
smashed windows in the Mt. Hope 
plant. Stones were thrown, and 
w orkers' cars were kicked and 
scratched by strikers .

One such company is the Mount Hope 
Finishing Co. of Butner, N C. The

and family in a fascinating volume

. company historians are dry as dust and 
fail to bring alive the character of the 
people who created and developed the 
business This isn't the case with Burke 
D avis ' book It should have a 
permanent place in the library of books 
which describe the origins and 
workings of the American business 
system

the early 17th century. They were in the 
whaling trade, but envisioned news
opportunities in an industrial era

The ingredients of success were 
alertness to technological change, 
unflagging attention to business, and 
personal concern for employees The 
company and the family poured both 
interest and dollars into North Dighton 
Using profits from business in World 
War I, this family business created 
numerous amenities for the town and 
constructed 200 well - equipped homes 
for employees.

The happy era in North Dighton 
survived turbulent times and union 
strife which shattered other textile 
communities in Massachusetts. Drastic 
change in 1951, as half century after the  ̂
company's founding, when, in the wake 
of distressed conditions in the industry.

.  ALAMOGORDO, N.M. (AP) — The space shuttle isn’t the 
only thing descending on New Mexico. So are thousands of 
people — bringing millions of dollars of revenues for local 
businesses.

WASHINGTON (AP) -  The demon 
rum, long blamed by its critics for 
breaking up iiiarriagos and btighting 
careers, is now bedeviling President 
Reagan's $350 million package of aid to 
Caribbean Basin countries.

Jewelry and machine tools also are 
causing problems for the emergency 
economic assistance package, which 
calls for changes in U S. laws to shore 
up (lagging economies in countries of 
the Caribbean and Central America.

Spec i f i ca l ly ,  Reagan proposes 
eliminating tariffs on Caribbean Basin 
products, except textiles, for 12 years. 
He also calls for tax incentives to 
encourage U S. investment in the 
troubled region.

Of the $350 million in direct aid. $128

million, or about 36 percent, would go to 
El Salvador where the Reagan 
ad iftliv fa tra ifo it t r  bx ck tirg ' a 
military-civilian junta against a leftist 
uprising.

At both House and Senate hearings 
Thursday, some Democrats said they 
thought this was a disproportionate 
amount and indicated they would try to 
rewrite the distribution formula.

Representatives of the Virgin Islands 
and Puerto Rico, however, were more 
concerned about rum, a principal 
product of the two U S. flag territories. 
Specifically, they were concerned 
about how the proposed changes would 
affect their treasuries.

Ron de Lugo, delegate to Congress

The legislature elected 
Mandel governor in 1969 when 
his pr edecessor .  Spiro 
Agnew, resigned to become 
vice president

"Agnew left a deficit,
. r io ts ,"  DeFilippo said, 
recalling the time when 
Mandel took over. "This is a 
guy who dealt with all of it. . '

Mandel was elected by the 
voters to his first full term in 
1970 and re-elected in 1974 He 
was indicted the next year but 
was not convicted until 1977 
a f t e r  l e n g t h y  l e g a l  
proceedings

Mandel was forced to leave 
o f f i c e ,  but when  the 
conviction was temporarily 
reversed at the first stage of

appeals, he assumed office 
for two days before the 
inauguration of his successor 
in January 1979.

Neither Mandel nor Agnew 
— who resigned from the vice 
presidency after pleading no 
contest to tax evasion 
charges in 1973 — was invited 
to hear the new governor, 
Harry Hughes, say in his 
inaugural: "There is nothing 
to be gained by continuing 
under  the s h a d o w  of 
collective gu ilt"

Later  in 1979. when 
Baltimore school officials 
were preparing a list of 
notable graduates. Mandel 
and Agnew — both members 
of the class of 1937 at city high 
schools — were dropped.

Still, by the time Mandel 
returned from prison last 
D ecem ber, some of the 
indignation had softened

I f  M oses hadn't tripped
In the Mel Brooks movie, “The History of the World.” 

Moses is seen coming down Mt. Sinai with the Fifteen Com­
mandments on stone tablets. He trips and drops five of the 
commandments which shatter at his feet.

“Oh well, we still have 10 left,” says Moses as he proceeds 
down the mountain to deliver the remaining commandments 
to his people.

Just for the fun of it, let’s say the story is true. What do 
you think were the five commandments which Moses 
dropped^ Or, to put it another way, if you were to add five 
commandments to the present 10, what would they be?

How about. "Thou shalt not lie,” as one of them?
It surprises a lot of people to he told there is no command­

ment against lying among the 10.
The Eighth CommandmCht probably comes closest: “Thou 

shal^not bear false witness against thy neighbor.” The Liv­
ing Bible renders this commandment, “ You must not tell 
lies ” But this is a paraphrase rather than a literal transla­
tion. What the commandment really is saying is, “You must 
not tell lies in court."

It was no minor matter in ancient times to be caught lying
under oath, especially when it involves somebody else. One 
ancient code of laws — the Code of Hammurabi ' specified
tnat It you were called as a witness in defense of someone 
accused of murder, for example, and it was discovered you 
had lied in your testimony, you yourself would be sentenced 
for murder.

But there is nothing in the Ten Commandments about the 
kind of lying to each other which we do all the time. Nobody 
believes the person who lies all the time so he doesn’t fool us. 
It is the person who lies only once in a while who makes us 
wonder whether we can believe him or not.

The early church drew up a list of Seven Deadly Sins 
which were not only serious moral offenses in themselves 
but which gave rise to other sins. This is what made them 
deadly

They included pride, covetousness, lust, anger, gluttony, 
envv and sloth.

If I had to draw up a list of today’s Deadly Sins, they 
would be:

1) Lying.
2) . Violence and cruelty: Television certainly has to take 

much of the blame for this. Playwright Arthur Miller once 
said. "There is violence because we have daily honored 
violence. Any half-educated man in a good suit can make his 
fortune by concocting a TV show whose brutality is photo­
graphed in sufficiently monstrous detail.'

3V Vulgarity: TV and the movies — under the guise of
showing us "reality” — have lowered our appreciation of 
refinement and the esthetic side of life to near zero by get­
ting us to dwell on the gross and the vulgar. Our speech and
manners have become un^akably uncouth.

: We could d4). Moral indifference: We could do something about sins 1 
and 2. But we don’t. We could do something about preserving 
the countryside and keeping our cities and towns in a fit 
state to be enjoyed. But we don’t  We could do something
about gun control. And about pomoffaphy and obscenity. We 
could do something about all those things. E_ . But we don’t.

5). Gluttony: We eat and drink too much — with dire con­
sequences for ourselves and for society. Instead of eating to 
live, we live to eat — and we eat “ too expensively, too much, 
too eagerly and with too much of a fuss. ’̂ While much of the 
world goes hungry. Drinking? It is responsible for more auto
deaths and accidents than anything else.

Cliffton's fight has been 
difficult, even perilous. He is

t Sea turtles are hunted for 
rtheir meat and hides, for

snells that are turned into 
jewelry, and for turtle oil 
used in cosmetics. Their 
eggs, laid in sandy holes on 
Maruata ' s  beaches, are 
prized by some Mexican men 
as aphrodisiacs and can fetch 
up to 7S U.S. cents each in 
Mexico City.

For the past four years, 
with a combination of cash, 
persuasion and the occasional 
assistance of a five-man 
Mexican marine detachment 
stationed here, Cliffton has 
tried to bring the trade in 
turtle flesh under control.

He has paid villagers about 
3 cents for each of hundreds 
of thousands of eggs they 
have collected. He and his 
he lp er s  have re l eased  
swarms of hatchlings into the 
Pacific. And he has stood 
guard against poachers 
killing the 100-pound-plus 
adult turtles.

“ The bottom line is still 
negative, as far as the 
population declin e,”  said 
T h o m a s  L o v e jo y ,  v i ce  
president for science of the 
World Wildlife Fund in 
Washington,  D .C . “ But 
Cliffton's effort is the most 
important for saving the 
turtle"

of the Mexican coast.

He found the 200 or so 
Indians here systematically 
s laughtering the black 
turtles.

“ I saw them pulling in 80 
turtles a day, slashing them 
open, just taking the skin and 
throwing the rest into the 
water," he recalled.

He returned in 1978 with 
money for the egg-buying 
scheme, and since then has 
spent every mating-nesting 
season here.

The female black turtles

range over a huge stretch of 
P acific coast, feeding in 
su bm ar in e  tur t le -grass  
grounds from the Gulf of 
California south to Colombia. 
Each year one-third of the 
femalM return to breed in the 
waters off Maruata and 
nearby villages, where the 
m a le s  h a v e  r e m ai ne d  
year-round. Beginning in July 
an d  c o n t i n u i n g  in t o  
February, females lumber 
ashore to lay and bury their 
eggs.

In four seasons Cliffton and 
his local  helpers have 
gathered more than one 
million eggs and put them in 
protected hatchery areas. 
They have released almost 
700,000 hatchlings into the 
sea.

But this may represent only 
30 percent to 40 percent of the 
eggs laid, he said, and heavy 
poaching of adults continues.

"There's 40 miles of coast 
to worry about, and there's no 
way to stop it,”  he said.

Sipe is carving scenes from

“ I like rock. I work in it for 
a living but I like it on top of 
that." he said.

It took Sipe four years to 
find the stone he is sculpting, 
four more to decide to sculpt 
it and five years to learn how.

“ I was two years in 
working out the polishing 
process.”  he said, adding that 
is at least another two years 
from completion.

Sipe h u  invested several 
thousand hours of time 
already in his rock. He points 
out the shapes of sheep and 
lions in its veined surface.

“ The rock dictates to m e," 
he said. “ I kind of go as the 
spirit moves m e.”

This is the first art object 
Sipe has attempted with rock, 
but he says he has always had 
the creative bug.

Sipe's historical boulder 
will show scenes of Catawba 
Indians, pioneers and the 
Civil War in relief carvings. A 
"tree of life" with a cloud, a 
dove and a child beside it will 
be carved on the rock to 
symbolize Sipe's and the 
state's Christian faith. He 
calls his work “ Two Hundred 
Years on the Road."

In the shade of his 
thatched-roof hut, Cliffton 
said the simple life of 
Maruata can be rewarding. 
“ And the animals are great,”  
he said.

You can help solve 
such problems by being surd 
the shoes you wear really fit 
you. ’That means you should 
be able to wiggle your toes 
inside the shoes. If you can’t, 
they are too short or too nar­
row or both.

The second point is to 
keep your nails properly 
trimmed. Use a regular toe­
nail clipper that is straight 
across the end and not 
curved. Trim the nails 
straight across. Sometimes 
if there are sharp corners 
that stick out and dig into 
the adjacent toe you will 
need to round these. In 
general, rounded nails con­
tribute to ingrown toenails.

Immediately after you dry 
them you can cover the nail 
with vaseline. ’The Vaseline 
acts like a moisturizer, it’s 
one of the best.

ATLANTA (AP — Lupus 
was once considered a fatal 
disease, but advances in 
diagnosis and treatment have 
almost  doubled the life 
expectancy of its victims, 
according to the Arthritis 
Foundation.

"The reason lupus was fatal 
in four out of five cases was 
the difficulty in diagnosing 
the disease at an early stage 
— its symptoms imitated 
those of other diseases," says 
Dr. Frederick C. McDuffie of 
the foundation. "Now with 
better diagnostic techniques, 
tnafmenL can be started at 
its most advantageous time. ”

NEW YORK (NEA) -  
Klaus Kinski is probably the 
only actor to Mve turned 
down roles in two of the past 
year’s biggest films, “Raid­
ers of the Lost Ark”  and 
“RagUme.”

Instead, be chose to play a 
villain wIm snakes his way 
through “ Venom," a horror 
niovie that is scaring audi­
ences and scoring at the box 
office.

“ It's great to have that 
power,”  Kinski says. He 
may be best known in Amer­
ica as the father of ‘Tess’’ 
actress Nastassia Kinski, 
but Klaus Kinski has been a 
top European star for 
decades.

In "Venom," he plays an 
international crim inal 
named Jacmel, who master­
minds the kidnapping of a 
10-year-old boy with a rep­
tile menagerie. When plans 
go haywire, Kinski, Oliver 
Reed, Lance Holcomb and 
Sarah Miles are trapped in a 
London townhouse with a 

luring 
of the 

in the world.
Being a villain is nothing 

new to Kinski, who has 
starred in more than 175 
films, playing Nazis, hood­
lums (“For a Few Dollars 
More”), killers (“Schizoid”), 
anarchists (“Dr. Zhivago”) 
and vampires (“Nosferatu”).

On screen, he is hypnoti­
cally evil, sputtering stacca­
to orders and wearing dark, 
dramatic costumes. Off 
screen, he’s hyper, uninhibit­
ed, laughs often and favors 
pale beige.

"Everyone asks me. ‘Why 
are you always a villain?' “  
he sighs, grasping for words 
in his heavy accent. “When I 
started in the theater, (Ger­
man papers introduced me 
as ‘a young new comic 
talent.’ Now they call me 
killer.’

“ I’m romantic, too, even' 
though on talk shows they 
tell me I have alarming 
face. If you see someone on 
the screen killing someone, 
it’s alarming. But if you see 
them — how you say? — 
making love, it’s not alarm­
inĝ  It’s the moment."

During the past four 
months, Kinski has been 
seen in three new films, and 
one was a surorising depar­
ture. In Billy Wilder’s come- 
dv “ Buddy Buddy,”  he 
played a sex-clinic doctor 
who runs off with Jack 
Lemmon’s wife (Paula

Prentiss).
“Buddy Buddy” found no

“As a kid, I was cheering 
in my seat at ‘ L o s t .
Weekend,’ ” says Kinski “ I 
wanted to do any movie 
with BiUy."

He made his American 
film debut in the critically 
panned “Love and Money,” 
as an obsessed board chair­
man. “ It wasn’t the movie I 
was running after," admits 
Kinski, whose attitude in the 
jMSt has often been to take 
the money and run. “ I just 
wanted to do a movie here ”

The film was shot in Los 
Angeles, where Kinski now 
has a house and a Japanese 
cook.

He has no regrets about 
films he turned down, 
includiM Arthur Penn's 
“Four I^iends,” which he 
couldn’t fit into his schedule.

“Everyone tells me Raid­
ers’ is an exciting film, it’s 
entertainment, no?” Kinski 
says. “ I ran into Steven 
Spielbero in Hollywood. He 
adu, ‘Why you no make my 
movie?’ I say, ‘Script don’t 
excite me at all.’ But I see it 
makes nnoney. I tell him, 

. ‘You and me do serious 
movie, better script.’ Spiel­
berg’s a genius, but he’s 
done more important things.

“Milos Forman asked me 
to do ‘R a^m e,’ and when I 
heard it had 150 speaking

parts, I tell him no. He also 
wanted Nastassia for' the 
movie, but instead she took 
‘One from the Heart.’ Nas­
tassia should have done 
‘Ragtime,’ but she did Fran­
cis Coppola." Miss Kinski 
was considered for the 
“Ragtime" role of Evelyn 
Nesbit, which won Elizabeth 
McGovern an Oscar nomi­
nation.

Kinski and his 22-year-old 
daughter (from a previous 
marriage) were recently 
together in New York — he 
was promoting “Venom,” 
she was hyping “Heart” : 
“Nastassia says to me. 'Last 
year, I didn’t understand 
why you were fighting so 
much, so defensive. Now 1 
understand.’ If she needs my 
advice and comes to me. I ’l l  
give it. She’s very young, she 
started out at 14... every­
thing was good. But now she 
knows how to fight for what 
she feels she has to do.”

The victory was a big one m  the Pistons set out on 
a road trip to Boston, New Jersey, Washington and 
Indiana before returning home next Thursday to 
play seven of their last nine games in the Pontiac 
Silverdome.

In other NBA games, the Golden State Warriors 
nipped the Utah Jazz 107-105, the Denver Nuggets 
trounced the San Diego Clippers 129-117 and the 
Houston Rockets downed the Portland Trail 
Blazers 108-95.

With a crowd of 21,114, third largest in the club's

25-year history in Detroit, cheering them on, the 
Pistons fought back from a 71-58 déficit with 4;27 
remaining in the third period. A jumper by John 
Long ignited a 18-4 uprising that cut th#gap to 75-72 
by the end of the period, with Long scoring four 
baskets the spurt.

Long scored 15 of his 28 points in the third period 
and Isiah Thomas added 21. Philadelphia's Julius 
Erving had 31 as the 78ers suffered their third 
straight defeat.

The once-lowly Pistons have a respectable 33-38 
record. “ As a team.

NEW ORLEANS (AP) — Ralph Miller, who led Oregon State 
to its third straight Pacific 10 Conference title this season, has 
been named The Associated Press' 1981 college coach of the 
year for the second consecutive season, the AP announced 
today.

De^ite losing three of last season's starters, all of whom are 
playing in the National Basketball Association, Miller guided 
the Beavers to a 25-5 record this year. The Beavers made it to 
the championship game of the NCAA West Regional before 
loaing to Georgetown, 89-45, last Saturday at Provo, Utah. <

In a closely contested race for the honor. Miller polled 18 of a 
possible 60 votes of a nationwide panel of sports writers and 
broadcasters. Dean Smith of North Carolina was second with 
12 votes, and DePaul's Ray Meyer took third with nine. John 
Thompson of Georgetown and Don'Monson of Idaho had four 
votes apiece.

Oregon State, which was ranked fourth nationally in the 
final AP poll, lost starting guards Ray Blume and Mark 
Radford and center Steve Johnson to graduation after last 
season, when the Beavers wtfnt 26-2. Many regarded Oregon 
State lightly this year because of its heavy losses, but, under 
Miller's tutelage, the Beavers compiled their third straight 
20-win season

Miller has built his team around a passing game that he 
learned as a student-athlete at Kansas. The 63-year-old coach, 
who has spent 12 years at Oregon State, believes the theory of 
the game has changed little since then.

“ Most of the ingredients — the offensive theories, the 
defensive theories — of playing basketball, and most of the 
methods for teaching ballplayers were invented before 1940,”  
he has said.

The last time the University 
of Houston's basketball team 
was in New Orleans, the 
Cougars won the Sugar Bowl 
tournament.

It could be even sweeter 
this time for Coach Guy 
Lewis -  if his unranked 
Southwest Conference club 
can get by top-ranked North 
Caroiina in Saturday’s NCAA 
championship semifinals 

It will be the Cougars’ 
biggest challenge of the 
season, according to Lewis.

“ North Carolina has no 
weaknesses,’ ’ Lewis said 
Thursday. “ We’ ve got teams 
in the Southwest Conference 
like North Carolina — but 
none as good It’ ll take 
something special to beat 
North Carolina ”

T h e  H o u s t o n - N o r t h  
Carolina game will precede 
the Louisville-Georgetown 
game at the Superdome,, 
which will be witnessed by a 
record crowd of some 61,000, 
plus a national television 
audience in the millions. The 
winners will play for the 
NCAA championship Monday 
night.

“ North Carolina is as good 
as any team in the country," 
Lewis said. “ They’ve got 
strength at every position — 
just a great, great ballclub”  

The contest features two 
teams of contrasting styles

and temperments. Under 
Coach Dean Smith, a master 
of control. North Carolina 
exhibits a disciplined style of 
p lay  that inc ludes  an 
i n t i m id a t i n g  o f f en s iv e  
slowdown known as the “ four 
comers”

Under Lewis, Houston is a 
r u n - a n d - s h o o t  t e a m  
spearheaded by guard Rob 
Williams, who at 22 points a 
game is the highest scorer in 
the Final Four.

Lewis appears to be more 
w o r r i e d  a b o u t  Nor th  
Carolina’s style than Smith is 
about Houston’s.

“ You fall behind North 
Carolina and it’s awfully 
tough to catch up," Lewis 
said. “ Obviously, we can’t 
afford to let that happen. We 
have to come right at them. ’ ’

Houston, 25-7, and second in 
the Southwest Conference, 
has adjusted well to every 
other team thus far in this 
championship tournament. 
The Cougars beat Alcorn 
State, Tulsa, Missouri and 
Boston College en route to the 
regional championship in the 
Midwest.

The Cougars won the Sugar 
Bowl tourney last December 
by beating Louisiana State, 
and Lewis insists that 
Houston is playing even 
better now.

“ We had some injuries 
then," Lewis said. “ We’re a

lot healthier now.’
Williams, among others, 

was hurt earlier in the year.
“ I think people will see a 

different Houston team this 
time." Lewis said. “ We’ re 
playing very well now.”

Like Lewis, Williams has 
high regard for the Tar Heels, 
especially senior Jimmy 
Black, whom Smith calls “ the 
best point guard in America.’ ’

Williams won’t go quite 
that far, sa^ng only that 
Black is “ obviously one of the 
best”  while adding. “ I’ve got 
the utmost respect for 
Black.”

With Black controlling the 
offense. North Carolina, 30-2, 
won the Atlantic Coast 
Conference championship 
and captured the East 
Regional with triumphs over 
James Madison. Alabama 
andVillanova.

It is Smith's seventh trip to 
the Final Four and Lewis's 
third. Neither has won an 
NCAA championship.

Louisville's Denny Crum, 
on the other hand, is going for 
his second title in three years. 
His 1980 Cardinals won in 1980 
over UCLA, and the four 
s t a r t e r s  w h o  p l a y e d  
supporting roles that year to 
All-American Darrell Griffith 
are back.

“ The difference is we don't 
have the superstar to carry us

this year,”  Crum said after 
the Cardinals flew into town 
Thursday night.

Crum was asked if be felt 
he would have an advantage 
over Georgetown Coach John 
Thompson, who’s coaching 
his first Final Four team.

“ The only thing about that 
is John and I don’t get to 
play,’ ’ Crum said. “ If there is 
any advantage, my players 
might have it.’'

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Ma Perkins is a folk-art painter
EDITOR’S NOTE — Until recently, 

Ruth Perkins' works were seen only in 
her antique shop and there didn't seem 
io be much interest in them. Then, she 
was “ discovered." At 70 years of age, 

.she's now enjoying her commercial 
Success as a folk-art painter

■ TRANSFER, Pa (AP) -  Ruth 
Perkins claims she understands more 
about what makes a good roast-beef 
dinner than a good painting.

She hasn't sold any $650 roast-beef 
dinners lately, but her oils on canvas 
fetch as much only a few years after 
customers in her antique shop passed 
them over at $5 and $10 apiece

The 70 -year-old,  white-haired 
woman, who has been painting as a 
diversion most of her life, is baffled by 
her sudden commercial  success, 
wondering just what it is that art 
buyers like in her work.

"People ask us why hers sell when 
good paintings don' t . "  says her 
husband. Clarence

- “ I just don't know." she says. "I  go 
into art shops and see so many good 
paintings that aren't selling To me it 's 
a pity '

She is one of many Americans who 
paint without the benefit of formal 
training, and. as it did for some of the 
very good ones, recognition came 
virtually overnight for Mrs. Perkins.

* It happened one day when a man was 
browsing through the antique shop the 

- c o u p l e  used to have bes ide  
Pennsylvania Highway 16 in the low, 

' open hills of the Shenango Valley, about 
'20 miles northeast of Youngstown, 
Ohio.

"The chap came up with a painting, a 
self-portrait she did 20, 30 years ago, 
and he said. ‘You don't know who did 
this, do you?"' says Perkins.

as fast as 
she could get them done. That's where 
it all s tart^ ," he says.

Mrs. Perkins says that happened 
three years ago. “ Probably five the 
way time flies," says Perkins. 75, a 
husky man with small hands and a 
calm, pink face. ‘

The browsing stranger was "an old 
client and friend of mine,”  says Jay 
Johnson, agent for Mrs. Perkins and 
some SO other folk artists.

“ One day he said to me. ‘Oh my ... 
you've got to see these paintings.' That 
was her first sale,”  says Johnson, who 
operates the America's Folk Heritage 
Gallery in New York City.

Until then, Mrs. Perkins was known 
mostly for her work in the kitchen of Ma 
Perkins' Fried Chicken Restaurant

Since then, the antique shop has 
became a studio where Mrs. Perkins 
has painted nearly 50 pictures. She's 
not making a fortune, but a lot more 
than she ever expected to from 
painting. Johnson says her works have 
been shown in his gallery and others in 
several states.

Europeans are also getting a look at 
the paintings of Mrs. Perkins and other 
American folk artists in a traveling 
show sponsored by the John Judkyn 
Memorial Gallery of England, he says.

Mrs. Perkins is mentioned in Robert 
Bishop's "Folk Paintings of America," 
and two authors plan to include her in a 
forthcoming book about religious 
themes in folk art, Johnson says.

She r em a i n s m p r e ss e d b y  her 
pictures.

"1 don't like them that well. I paint 
them because apparently someone else

' likes them," Mrs. Parkins -----
“ I like them, but I wouldn’t tell her 

that,”  Perkins whispers with a slight 
smite while she is in the kitchen 
checking a beef roast cooking in her old 
gas stove.

Mrs. Perkins paints from memory. 
“ Grandma’s attk, Granxement, fruit 
room and different things." Sjie also 
paints from old photographs. Her 
colorful, simple “ Family Gathering At 
Christmas,”  which was reproduced on 
C h r i s t m a s  ca r d s ,  in a s cen e  
remembered from tlw big, old house 
they had in Kinsman, Ohio.

“ Her use of perspective is, I think, 
unique," says art book author Bishop. 
“ In som e pieces, she uses four 
perspectives, each side of the picture 
representing one reality, and they all 
come together in the center.”

The style was born more of necessity 
than artistry, says Mrs. Perkins, her 
eyes soft and friendly under curly silver 
hair. “ I wanted to get more in the 
picture than just what you could see 
facing you."

In her pictures of family life, "you're 
immediately drawn in to what she's 
trying to show,”  says Johnson. 
“ They're just simple, straightforward 
pictures.”

Most folk art is that way, Johnson 
adds. "Basically, folk art is done by the 
common people for the common people. 
They're self-taught artists and have a 
natural sense of design and color. The 
academic  rules o f painting are 
unimportant to them.

"Folk art is just plain, ordinary, 
dumb art. A cow doesn't look much like 
a cow. You know what it is but that's 
about all."
