Cotton Price Hike
Has Little Effect
On Retail Levels

WASHINGTON » Raw
cotton prices have shot up a
third during the past 12 months
But the advance government
officials say should cause lit-
tle change in the price of cotton
clothing

rarmers are getting an average/

of about 39 - cents a pound
cottyn compared to 29 cents a
year ago. This sharp boost re-
flects a small crop and the
threat of short supplies of some
grades.

But the cost of the cotton
that goes into clothing is rela-
tively unimportant.

Studies made by the Agricul-
ture Department show that
business shirt selling at $3.50
retail had only 25 cents worth
of raw cotfon in it at last year's
prices. The boost of a third in
cotton prices would thus add less
than nine cents to the cost of
the shirt,

In other words, the farmer
got about 7.3 percent of the re-
tail price of the shirt., The re-
maiming $3.25 went to cotton
merchants, manufacturers of th
cloth, the manufacturer of the
shirt, the ‘distributor and retailer
