The one thing that must be

firm ly grasped for an understand- 
lag of, the Hebrew prophets la ' 
that their outlook and their mess­
ages were social. They struck at 
the roots of personal sin. but they 
dealt also with the false values 
and standards, and the social evils 
and injustices, which the evil in 
personal life had established into 
social wrongs.

There is much confusion of 
thought about this on the part of 
many sincere people, who ought 
to have a clearer vision. They 
■ esent what is often called "the 
Social Gospel." but how could 
there be any gospel worthy the 
name, least of all the Gospel of 
Christ, that la not social?

I had an interesting contact 
with sufh a man some years ago. 
A aeatmate, whom I did not know, 
on a trip to a neighboring city, 
began to attack some ministers 
of the city who were campaigning 
for a temperance measure. "W hy 
don't they stick to the Gospel?" 
he said.

The talk drifted onto other mat­
ters but soon fell upon a local 
coal shortage, of which some local 
dealers were taking advantage 
shamefully to gouge the public. 
Some of these dealers were promi­
nent churchmen, and my casual 
friend was bitter about them.

"There they are.”  he said, "s it­
ting in their pews In church on 
Sunday.”

"Sure.”  I  said, "and If the min­
ister said a word about It. they'd 
say, *Why don't you stick to the 
Gospel?* ’ * , *

He saw the point, but he was 
game, and when we got to the 
end of the line, he grasped my 
han«l warmly, as he wished me 
prosperity. •

No sensible person, o f course, 
would want to see pulpits made 
places of shadow, ill-informed, 
and irresponsible propagandism. 
as they have sometimes b e e n  
made, but the pattern e f t h e  
prophecies is clear.

Amos and Hoses condemned the 
cruelty and violence that t h e y  
saw. They denounced the disre­
gard of God's law, and the sell­
ing of the righteous for silver, 
and the poor for a pair of shoes 
(Amos 3:6). They condemned the

SHALL THE PRESIDENT 
IGNORE THE PEOPLE’S 
CONGRESS?

Under the Wagner Act the Na­
tional Labor Relations Board it­
self investigated the complaints of 
l a b o r  against "
management (la­
bor itself was en- 
terly free under 
the Wagner Act 
f r o m  investiga­
tion or prosecu-j 
tion). The same 
board tried the
case and render------- --—
ed judgment. It  was, therefore. 
Investigator, p r o s e c u t o r ,  and 
court. It  ia just as if the Supreme 
Court of the United States inves­
tigated and prosecuted and then 
rendered a decision according to 
its slant or prejudice, on the evi­
dence it chose to present itself.

This is . the Russian system 
where courts carry out the will ot 
the one-party system in power. 
What was happening in our indus­
trial atrife? Strikes and violence 
became rampant. Law and order 
were set aside. Labor monoply 
took the law in its own hands. It 
ignored the local police and law 
enforcement. It  became the pros­
ecutor and the court to carry out 
its own will.

Under the Taft-Hartley Act 
(1947) the National Relations 
Board was to be truly a court of 
impartial men, to be selected by 
the President and confirmed by 
the Senate, to adjudicate disputes 
between employers apd employ­
ees. This court was no' longer per- 
mitted to investigate and prose­
cute. Those functions and powers 
were specifically lodged in a Gen­
eral Counsel. His relation to the 
board waa somewhat like that of 
the U.S. Attorney General to the 
United States Courts.

Under this procedure, law and 
order have been more nearly re­
stored; strikes and violence have 
been greatly reduced in spite of 
the President’s deliberate attem­
pts to sabotage the law. He first 
tried to prevent it. He vetoed it. 
Then he promised to repeal it. De­
feated in ail this by the Congress, 
he still threatens to “rip the Taft- 
Hartley ATt out of the- Statute 
Books.”

That is just what his Plan No. 
12 will do unless 218 Members of 
the House vote against it—within 
60 days from its date, or unless 
the Senate acts in the meantime.

In such a political climate the 
National Labor Relations Board 
is blithely assuming that the Taft- 
IIartley Act will be repealed and 
the Wagner Act reinstated, 'their 
one-sided, arbitrary alliance witn 
lawless /orces of violence, strikes 
picketing and boycotting in the 
class War has already been re­
sumed.

Jn the Horne Manufacturing 
Case (83-N.L.R.B.—1177) a strik­
er threw a hammer through the 
window of a car driven by a non­
striker going to work. The com­
pany refused to re-employ the 
striker. The Board ordered his re­
instatement, holding that “ We 
find the striker's conduct, al­
though objectionable, was not so 
extreme as to render him unfit for 
further service and to justify his 
exclusion from the reinstatement 
order." .

In the Kelco Company Case 
(78 — N.L.R.B.—759) the United 
States Circuit Court for the 4th 
Circuit refused to enforce a Board 
order to reinstate five strikers 
who had engaged in violence. The 
Bo rd admitted that the strikers 
had engaged in “brutal violence 
and intimidation of a serious char­
acter. ganging up on a non-strik­
ing employee and chasing him 
home in one case, knocking down 
an employee and beaiting him pub­
licly in another.”

Yet the President 
proposes to abolish one of its most 
important features, viz. the ’Gen­
eral Counsel and hia investigation 
and prosecution powers on behalf 
of law and order in industrial re­
lations. He makes this illegal and 
unconstitutional attempt under 
the guise of carrying out a Hoov­
er Report recommendation. -Now 
this is exposed by a telegram 
from former President Hoovifr in- 
troduced in the Senate hearings. 
It said the Hoover Commiisiun 
never even considered the matter 
and certainly never made any 
such recommendations. I t  avoided 
all pretense to solve by Executive 
or Dictatorial order what belongs 
to Congress. , .  7

Executive or Dictatorial orders 
lead to one kind of -police pow er 
that is exempt from judicial ̂ con­
trol, for a special political gl-oup 
or class which policies itself and 
enforces its own arbitrary law. 
Congress has created p o l i c e  
powers subject to orderly, iippar. 
tiai judicial review. I t  alone can 
lead to equal justice. Z

Freud Associate 
Is Fatally Shot

NEW YO RK — (JP> —  Dr. Paul 
Fedem, 78, psychiatrist and col­
laborator of Sigmund Freud, was 
found shot through the heart yes­
terday at hia home. Police listed 
the death as suicide.

Fedem  had been suffering from 
cancer and was to have under­
gone an operation shortly.

He had been associated with 
the psychoanalytic movement for 
almost 80 years. He joined the 
movement in Vienna in 1901 and 
later took Frued’s place aa acting 
president of the Viennese Psycho­
analytic Society, when the latter 
became ill.
