"The individuals apprehended,”

Hoover added that the suspects 
helped also by concealing part of 
the $176,000 recovered by the FBI 
which tlie saboteurs had brought to 
this country.

"Although all 14 of these Indi­
viduals were aware of the eight 
saboteurs from Germany on a sec­
ret mission."

Stalingrad In 
Path 01 Nazi 
Spearheads

By EDDY GILMORE
MOSCOW, July 13 (>(P)—The battle 

of the Don valley took a grave new 
turn today with the Germans point­
ing a menacing spearhead toward 
the Volga and the great Industrial 
senter of Stalingrad from bloodily 
won positions a scant 200 miles away

After driving 170 miles eastward 
in a week, the Nazis were tn the 
vicinity of the town of Boguchar, 
their deepest penetration of Soviet 
soil thus fur, and were throwing 
tanks and planes by the hundreds 
and men by the thousands Into their 
thrust.

With the position of the Red 
armies becoming more precarious, 
the fighting in this southern sector 
today developed into a two-day Ger­
man drive, one across the Don be­
fore Voronezh and the other sweep­
ing down the Don valley between 
the Don and the Donets.

Both these operations are of suf­
ficient strength to carry unques­
tioned threats to Rostov, the North 
Caucasus and Middle Volga regions.

The lower end of the German 
drive across the Don valley, which 
pushed the Russians from Lisl- 
chansk, presented a menace of grow­
ing proportions. There Marshal 
Timoshenko’s forces were in a new 
line of defense which could not be 
less than 125 miles north of Rostov 
and 225 miles west of Stalingrad.

In tlie middle sector, the German 
operation which drove the Red army 
irom Kantemirovka, 145 miles south 
of Voronezh, to the Boguchar area 
put the invader about 200 miles west 
of the Volga at Stalingrad.

Negro Hanged By 
Hob After While 
Woman Attacked

TEXARKANA. July 13 (JP)—Sher­
if f  Monroe Watts said that Willie 
Vinson.

British  Dig In

The Russia army, giving ground 
but keeping its front unbroken, m s 
hammered back today into the big 
bend of the Don river where the 
Germans’ deepest drive Into So­
viet soil carried the swastika war 
flag within 200 miles of the Vol­
ga in a sweep toward the Cas­
pian sea Uiat would cut o ff the 
Caucasus.
In Egypt, however, bayonet lights 

ing Australian ‘Infantry which bol­
stered the British eighth army was 
keeping the Germans on the defen­
sive, pushed back 10 miles west of 
El Alamein, badly blunting Field 
Marshal Erwin Rommel's potential 
threat to the Caucasus from the 
south.

The gravest threat to the hard- 
strained Russian southern front de­
veloped at Boguchar, 50 miles beyond 
Rossosh, 200 miles east of Kharkov, 
whence the German drive began, 
and barely 200 miles short of Stalin­
grad on the Volga river.

To the north the Russians report­
ed still holding Voronezh though 
under intensive assault, but to the 
southwest they were forced to give 
up Lislchansk and drop back to the 
east bank of the Donets river against , 
a third German spearhead being 
driven In south of Izyum between 
Kharkov and Rostov, front door to 
the Caucasus.

T h a t  puts a responsibility o n 
men. They have to get over the 
old masculine notion that when a 
woman tackles a job that can’t be 
classed as "lady-like” it is all right 
to make a pass at her.

There is no place in the present 
set-up for any such notion as that. 
Instead men owe it to women who 
are helping win this war by filling 
men's shoes to be more gentle­
manly, and more courteous than 
usual. , -

They should treat th e  woman 
welder, the woman taxi driver, the 
Woman mechanic with as much re­
spect and deference as they would 
show to a woman school teacher, 
department store clerk, or recep­
tionist.

DENVER. July 13 (A*)—Full utili­

over by a woman, an older man, or 
one not physically fit for military 
service.

No one can advise these men what 
to do Each has to make his own 
decision. Neither decision, to stay 
at home or volunteer for service, 
will seem wholly right.

All that "these men can do is 
choose the way that seems to them 
to be the better way. Even their 
wives can't help them, except by 
saying, "Whatever you decide is all 
right with me.”

Gnbernatorial Campaigns 
"The Battle Of Silences"

Associated Press Staff Cadet Martin PlansTexans accustomed to high pres 

sure gubernatorial campaigns are
experiencing a different type of J g  S l i c k  T o  P l a i t e S  
electioneering this summer in the * u  * »*1*'*k I u  *  , a “ “ "  
six-man race which might be 
characterized as the battle of 
silences.

Only one of the two candidates 
conceded by political observers to 
have a chance at achieving the 
Democratic nomination in the July 
25 primary is making the tradition­
al statewide stump tour, and it is 
something of a novelty.

Hal Collins of Mineral Wells, 
speaking from the same platform 
with Senatorial Candidate W. Lee 
O ’Danicl on their combined border- 
to-border Sound-truck circuit for 
the avowed purpose of conserving 
rubber tires, has been making three 
to four speeches a day and will 
follow approximately the same 
routine during the important last 
two weeks of the campaign.

The incumbent Coke Stevenson, 
however, has confined his political 
speeches to a once-a-week state­
wide radio broadcast from Austin. 
He has shown his face frequently, 
however, at old settler's reunions, 
patriotic meetings, chamber of 
commerce luncheons and service 
club sessions in widely-separated 
portions of the state, for speeches 
classified as non-political. At the 
same time, his friends have taken 
up the cudgel for him frequently 
with statements answering accusa­
tions made by Collins, and these 
have been given wide publicity.

Collins’ technique follows the 
O'Danitl pattern that has proved 
so successful in recent Texas poli­
tics, combining the radio appeal 
with the direct stump approach. 
Stevenson has always been noted 
as a quiet campaigner, maker of 
few speeches, who depended much 
on the local approach of friends in 
all parts of the state.

This is Collins' first fling at a 
state office, as compared to Stev­
enson's experience-in campaigning. 
Observers are eager to see what 
score will result from their con­
trasting methods when the votes 
are counted July 25.

In recent gubernatorial cam­
paigns, the race has been notable 
for the large number of candidates, 
their apparently well-financed or­
ganizations complete with batter­
ies of publicity men and women 
and furious stump-speaking larded 
with radio appearances.

Hillbilly and cowboy bands, quar­
tets and community singing—all 
attempts at showmanship that 
copied the O ’Daniel formula—were 
especially prominent in the last 
two gubernatorial races. This year, 
Collins to the only contender with 
music.

The four other candidates in the 
race are not especially «active in 
comparison with the doings of can­
didates in recent campaigns.

Hope Wheeler, Arlington editor, 
to mailing copies of his paper all 
over the state, and using the radio 
to a limited extent, as is Alex M. 
Ferguson, seed breeder who lives 
at Howe. Ferguson uses the malls 
in advertising his candidacy, just 
as he docs to advertise his farm 
seed.

Wartime Harvest 
Best In Decades

CHICAGO, July 13 UP)—Ameri­
can farmers’ wartime harvests this 
sunlmer may be their most valu­
able in more than two decades, 
grain trade statistics indicated to­
day, even topping those of 1929.

A combination of g o o d  prices, 
high compared with some seasons, 
and prospective bumper crops will 
make this monetary return possible. 
Grain prices generally are near the 
highest levels since 1937, except for 
a brief period earlier this year, 
while the harvest may be a record. 
The third largest wheat crop is in 
prospect while the rye crop may 
be the biggest since 1935; oats the 
largest since 1928 and barley the 
greatest on record.

Grain statisticians estimated the 
prospective domestlce yield of the 
five major cereals — wheat, corn, 
oats, rye, and barley — would be 
worth, based on present Chicago 
futures prices, close to $4,500,000,- 
000, compared with about $4,100,- 
000,000 last year. In several years 
of the past decade the market 
value of these crops has fallen be­
low $2.500.000,000.

Not all the grain produced is 
sold at market but disposal other­
wise normally enhances Its value, 
statisticians explained. For example, 
the government ever-normal gran­
ary program, to a large extent re­
sponsible for the present price level, 
was expected to keep much of the 
1942 harvest o ff the market. By 
using this grain as collateral, farm­
ers could obtain more for it than 
by marketing. Wheat loan rates 
range up to 15 cents a bushel in 
some cases above prices.

The bulk of the corn, oats, and 
barley crops never reach market but 
go into livestock feed, an opera­
tion which at present prices for 
hogs a n d  other livestock, dairy 
products, and eggs, should yield a 
profit, statisticians estimated.

Seversky Urges 
Trnik About U. S. 
Planes Be Told

N E W  Y O R K .  July 13,-Maj. 
Alexander P. de Seversky, noted 
aviation expert, says that the 
American flyer to unsurpassed but 
he decries attempts to exaggerate 
the quality of some of the war­
planes the United Btates has been 
using.

"What the American people 
should be told,” Seversky said in 
a speech at a USO luncheon, "to 
this: that our airmen have again 
and again given a superb account 
of themselves despit* the handicap 
of Inferior equipment

‘Unfair To Pilots’
" It  seems to me completely un­

fair to the pilots who fly our 
standard American pursuit air­
planes to pretend that these are a 
match in performance to the Japa­
nese Zeros in the Pacific arena. 
They’re not—and it is much more 
to the credit of our men thaf they 
are frequently beating the Zeros 
nothwithstanding the differential in 
the quality of the planes. . .

“We must face the fact that 
Pearl Harbor caught us with avia­
tion generally Inferior to the ene­
my's. Nowhere have Americans as 
yet had true mastery of the air, or 
any real superiority in the air— 
with the possible exception of the 
battle of Midway Island.”

Praise Chennault
Seversky cited as tn example of 

Americans' flying ability the work 
of Gen Clair Chennault of the 
"Flying Tigers," who with his men, 
"licked hell out of the Japs despite 
distinctly I n f e r i o r  equipment.”

Chennault himself warned hto men 
never to tackle the Japs alone "be­
cause he said ‘one P-40 against 
one Jap to outnumbered three to
one’.”

“When Britishers asserted in 
parliament last week that certain 
American fighter planes in Libya 
were no match for the enemy’s— 
they were telling a truth known 
to every airman in the world," 
Seversky continued. “ It would 
have been better for the American 
people to know this.”

“Distinctive Disservice"
"To exaggerate the military per­

formance of our aviation to also a 
distinct disservice to the air-power 
idea. How is the average Ameri­
can to explain to himself defeats 
due to inadequate equipment if we 
continue to boast that it’s the best 
equipment in the world?

“Let’s tell the full and candid

truth about our shortcoming. H iat 
to a simple act ol fairness and Jus­
tice to the men who must use our 
equipment.

“Accent On Quality”
“There to one thought . . . and 

I shall put it in the form of a 
slogan. It is: accent on quality. 
Our country has no cause to wor­
ry about quantity . . . the danger 
we may overlook to quality.

“ In the air particularly? the na­
tion which has the best equipment 
lias a terrific edge on the nation 
that has the most equipment. This 
law of air warfare has been dem­
onstrated over and over again on 
all battlefields.

"Forget Precedents"
"Our Job therefore is not mere­

ly to outbuild the enemy but to 
outthink him. We must dedicate 
ourselves to quality. We shall al- 

i ways remain behind the eightball

if we are content to ‘catch up’ 
with the enemy.

"In  a word, we shall always re­
main one big step behind the Axis 
until we forget precedents and be­
gin to think more audaciously. We 
must intensify our aeronautical re­
search and experiment, we must 
stop counting on a pleasantly 
speedy end to the war—and pre­
pare immediately to. win with the 
implements of tomorrow.”

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Bewildered
The scrap rubber collection drive was, speaking 

charitably, a flop. Less than 220,000 tons were col­
lected during the period originally given to the cam­
paign. Minimum estimates of the potential ran to 
around 500,000 tons and maximum—silly, but pub­
licised—to 10,000.000 tons.

What does that mean? That there weren’t half 
A million tons of scrap rubber lying around—or that 
the public didn't co-operate In so vital a war effort?

Perhaps some of both. But neither, fundamen­
tally.

The scrap rubber drive was doomed from the be­
ginning. WPB gave Us hearty support, but expected 
nothing. The campaign was one of those sudden, 
half-planned, seml-publicized things pulled out of 
the Washington hat because something better had 
not been organized sooner.

Its Inspiration came from the petroleum industry, 
which hoped by a good showing to avert or at least 
postpone nation-wide gasoline rationing.

It  found the public bewildered, resentful, wanting 
to help but very uncertain about the whole affair. 
I t  Is Important because It Is one In a chain of simi­
lar unfortunate stabs In the dark.

Prom a typical mid western 1 arming trade center 
comes a bitter summary, written by the local editor- 
publisher, of why the people, patriotic and willing, 
have become apathetic.

The citizenry of that village "scampered around 
and gathered aluminum," and the metal lay around 
until a junk dealer consented to take it for virtually 
nothing. A neighbor town paid for having Its 
Aluminum hauled away.

Government agents junketed through the area 
telling of the urgent need for scrap metal. “We 
went to bat for that," and for two months, the con­
cern which gave storage space has tried vainly to 
find somebody who would take the scrap to the 
steel mills—or somewhere.

Uncle Bam demanded that old paper be saved 
The Boy Scouts collected tons and tuns—and then 
received word from the government to please burn 
It, because It Is a fire hazard and there Is no 
market.

" I  was sort of surprised, after all of that, to see 
bow folks went to work to gather up old tires, and 
I  am watching to see when, If ever, they are moved,' 
writes this editor, and concludes with the observa­
tion—which might be of interest to Washington de 
partments—

" I  guess we have heard ‘Wolf, wolf’ long enough.'
That letter was written to explain why nation­

wide gasoline rationing is going to provoke a storm 
in that area.

The Nation's Press
THE LESSON OF L IB YA  

(Grand Rapids (Mich.) Herald)
N o  use denying the fact. The British have taken 

another disastrous defeat in Libya. Today the Ger­
man army is headed for the Suez canal. Capture of 
Suez will mean a vastly longer war than any of us 
have expected. The British defeat Is the greatest 
setback the allied cause yet has sustained and we 
cannot yet see the final consequences.

What was the cause of the defeat ? The poorest 
kind of poor generalship and leadership of the Brit­
ish army. That has been the history of all British 
defeats in this and in the first World war. The indi­
vidual Britisher is a good and stubborn fighting 
man. His leadership in this war has been the worst 
o f  any nation, not even excluding that of the 
Italians.

In the first World war, Britain failed to produce 
a  single outstanding leader, except Gen. Allenby 
who finally took Palestine after his predecessor in 
command had lost an army by surrender in the 
effort. Apparently, since that time Britain has not 
developed a single outstanding general. Nor has 
Britain’s high command learned yet what this war 
Is all about and how to meet the modern systems 
o f  attack.

What Is the lesson o f Libya and Tobruk? The 
lesson clearly is that when at last a second front 
Is established on the European continent, as eventu­
a lly  one w ill be, the leadership must be American 
and not British. To land a force on the continent 
and leave It to the leadership of British generals 
In all likelihood will mean only disaster and the 

.sacrifice of our tropps and our equipment.
British generals‘can't get out of their age long 

ruts. They have lost every conflict in which they 
have been engaged in this war just as they bungled 
«mi every front in the first World war. A  second 
front established in Europe must be American-led if 
American troops are to participate. British leader­
ship will attract no confidence, no enthusiasm, and 
only grousing among American troops and Ameri­
can people.

The President will do well to let It be known 
mow that no American troops will be subjected to 
the leadership and strategy of the British. Pershing 
knew what he was doing when he refused to submit 
to  British leadership. The situation rather than, 
being better today seems infinitely worse.

CLAIMS OF LABOR UNIONS AND  
LIQUOR INTERESTS

Labor unions claim that they benefit mankind
by raising the standard o f living; that it is due 
to their interest In the working man that the 
lot o f the working man has improved so much 
in the last thirty years.

The liquor interests also claim that they want 
high wages and low  taxes for the working man. 
They contend that the taxes they pay lowers the 
taxes of the working man and, thus, makes it 
possible for the working man to live better. i

And since the working man’s lot has improved 
when the labor unions and the liquor interests 
have been making this claim, some people actu­
ally believe that the working man's condition has 
been improved by labor unions and intoxicating 
beverages.

But the fact o f the m atter is that hours have 
been shortened, real wages have been raised and 
men live better in spite o f labor unions and the 
liquor interests. Neither the labor unions nor liquor 
interests improve the lot o f man. HLs lot has 
been improved for entirely different causes. The 
fact that it has been improved while they were 
making these claims is simply a coincident. The 
fact of the matter is that the lot of the working 
man, his hours, his standard of living, and his 
real wages would be much higher if  it were not 
for labor unions and for the liquor interests. 
Both o f them retard his progress— not add to 
his welfare.

So the next time you hear the socialists, the 
N ew  Dealers, the liquor interests, the men with 
the bleeding hearts plead for the modem labor 
unions and liquor, because he says they help 
the working man, remember that they have done 
exactly the opposite; that the working man’s 
lot has been improved in spite o f the labor unions, 
in spite of the liquor interests, for the reason 
that there has been more and better tools and 
knowledge. Let the working man and the voter 
learn to realize the real cause o f man's Jot being 
improved. Let him not be hoodwinked by thought­
less, selfish, labor organizers and a few  labor 
leaders who by seniority have been, in the past, 
able to improve their lot by pushing down the 
lo t o f other workers.

W HAT BRAND OF FREEDOM t
Every war, o f course, is fought for what is 

called freedom.
Many people have a strange conception o f 

freedom. They think it means right to exploit. 
O r they think it means freedom from want. These 
kinds o f freedoms w ill lead only to chaos and 
wars.

The real and only kind o f freedom that has 
any real possibility o f being approached is equality 
o f freedom; that is, the right to pursue happiness 
on the same terms.

There can be an agreement on this kind o f 
freedom because it is impersonal. I t  shows no 
favorites. On the other hand, a freedom that 
means freedom from want has no possibility o f 
accomplishment. In fact, it would be an undesir­
able freedom, if  it could be accomplished, because 
then there would be nothing to look forward to 
and nothing to strive for. Our growth and our 
development would be at an end.

The Mississippi strawberry growers who face 
ruin because sugar was withheld for canning 
at the critical moment when this perishable 
crop was available for harvest are the first but 
w ill not be the last victims o f administrators 
whose reach for power exceeds their grasp of 
consequences. Last week Donald M. Nelson pointed 
out that all the materials of uninterrupted post­
war prosperity are available in this country, and 
urged his countrymen not to fear that our eco- 
nynic masters in Washington w ill fa il to use them 
to that end. The sugar situation, to name but One, 
provides little ground fo r  the confidence for 
which he asked.

H ISTORY NOT REQUIRED 
(Daily Oklahoman)

T o  what extent are our institutions o f learn­
ing trying to develop Americanism by requiring 
the study of American history? That question 
became so interesting to the New York Times 
that it made a survey to ascertain just what 
schools arc requiring a study o f the country’s 
history. And what the Times survey discloses is 
more than interesting; it is positively startling.

O f 606 institutions covered by the survey 
only 171 require United States history for ad­
mission. Only 18 per cent o f those institutions 
deem American history essential to undergraduate 
students. A  vast majority of the institutions sur­
veyed neither require a knowledge o f American 
history for admission nor require the student to 
study history after he has been admitted.

O f the teachers colleges included in the sur­
vey 52 require a knowledge of history for gradua­
tion and 54 do not. Only 52 o f them require •  
knowledge o f American history for admission. 
Thus at 54 of those teachers colleges the student

at enter without knowing anything at all about 
history of his country and can graduate without 

ever having studied that history one hour.
It is almost unbelievable that a student can 

graduate from college without any knowledge of 
his country’s history, without knowing anything 
at ail about the long struggle for free govern­
ment and democracy. But if  the figures collected 
and published by the New York Times are true, 
we have thousands of graduates who know nothing 
of the Declaration of Independence, of the fed­
eral constitution and of the American bill of 
rights.

3 American Bomber

MELBOURNE. Australia, July 13 
(JP)—Three United States bomber 
crewmen have finally reached base 
from the New Guinea Jungle after 
a futile attempt "to fly out of en­
circling 8,000-foot high mountains 
in a 1014 model biplane which they 
patched up with bed sheets and 
stretcher canvass.

Forced down in the heart of New 
Guinea by lack of fuel. Capt. John 
D. Peltman, 29, Newport, R. I., First 
Lieut Hugh Turk, 25, Piedmont, Ala., 
and Sergeant O. N. Ferguson oLLos 
Angeles, worked a week to rq?air 
their plane without success.

Abandoning it. they slashed their 
way through the Jungle for four days 
before coming to a deserted trading 
post where they found the 1914 plane 
with Its propeller smashed and an­
other 1917 model which had been 
almost burned out.

For a week they worked on the 
older plane, salvaging a propeller 
from the 1917 model, replacing with 
bamboo struts pieces that had been 
eaten away by white ants, and cov­
ering them with two bed sheets and 
a piece of stretcher canvass.

Nation's Greatest
Tax Bill Beady To
Be Debated By House

WASHINGTON, July 13 <>**)—'The 
house ways and means committee 
decided today to surround its new 
$6.250.000.000 tax bill with enough 
sofeguards to prevent any modifica­
tion when presented to the house 
for debate and passage this week.

Despite the one-vote margins and 
even tie votes by which many de­
cisions were made, the committee 
agreed to ask the rules committee 
to approve procedure which would 
preclude all amendments except 
those minor revisions which might 
be drafted by the committee itself.

Thus, beginning Thursday, the 
greatest revenue bill in the nation's 
history could be discussed by the 
entire membership but not modified. 
This prbeedure has been followed in 
floor debate on revenue-measures for 
many years to avoid weeks or month 
of argument.

Bearing the approval of all but 
five of the 25 committeemen, the 
bill fell $2.450.000.000 short of Secre­
tary Morgenthau's $8,700.000,000 tax 
goal. It  would impose taxes of about 
$2,485.400,000 on corporations, and 
personal income taxes totaling $2,- 
958,000,000.

It also would boost total federal 
revenues to about $24.000,000,000. The 
war production board reported Sat­
urday that war spending In June 
alone was $4,123,000.000, or at a rate 
more than twice the anticipated 
total revenue under the new bill.

For individuals, the committee de­
cided to Increase the normal tax 
from 4 to 8 per cent and to raise the 
present 6 to 77 per cent graduated 
surtax rates to 13 to 82 per cent.

These first 10 days of July mark 

a series of important anniversaries 
|n the history of U. S. participation 
in the European war.

On July 4. 1941, the first cargo of 
American tanks, planes and mili­
tary supplies unloaded at an Egyp­
tian port. This was approximately 
three months after President Roose­
velt's declaration that the Red sea 
was not a combat zone and that 
American ships could therefore en­
ter it without violating neutrality.

On July 7, 1941, an American con­
voy unloaded the first British troops 
In Iceland.

On July 10, 1941, it was first an­
nounced that some 400 American 
technical experts were being em­
ployed to build a base "for the Brit­
ish” in North Ireland.

All three of these events now seem 
like ancient history, but taken to­
gether their significance lies in the 
fact that for an entire year, the 
Unite«! States has been pumping 
men and materiel into Europe and 
the Near East. I f  it doesn't begin 
to produce results soon, you'll ba en­
titled to ask why.

D U C K ’S A F T E R M A T H
This is a follow-up on that famous 

WPB cotton duck limitation order, 
in which a young lawyer inserted a 
paragraph about the love life of Don­
ald Duck. It  got by some 15 or more 
officials before it was caught.

Right after this event, which got 
a big laugh in Washington, some­
body in the army wrote a memo to 
WPB saying there should be a limi­
tation order on goose feathers.

A couple of weeks later, the ar­
my called up, screaming.

Market was bought out and army 
procurement officers had a terrible 
time finding enough goose feathers 
to stuff the pillows for soldiers to lay 
their weary heads on at night.

Shamefacedly, the WPB wheels 
began to grind out the order, re­
stricting civilian purchases of down 
feathers under three inches long.

There's a tremendous surplus of 
nearly 25 million cases of evaporat­
ed milk on hand, and there's kind 
of a problem about what to do with 
it. How this stock came to accumu- 
,late is interesting. Originally, the 
British asked for a lot of dairy 
products for their civilians. Evapo­
rated milk takes only half the cargo 
space of whole milk, so they ordered 
22 million cases. Then shipping 
space got tight. To save still more 
¿pace, the British shifted their or­
der to powdered, dry milk, which 
takes up only one-eighth the space 
of fresh milk. To make the shift, the 
dairy industry practically had to 
turn itself Inside out, and couldn't 
do it fast enough to stop the pro' 
ductlon of this 25 million cases of 
evaporated milk. It isn’t exactly a 
loss, but a lot of it will go Into the 
school lunch program.

Herr Hitler has continued to 
purchase mileage in Russian terri­
tory at a terrible cost in German 
lives over the week-end, thereby 
increasing the danger of severance 
of the central and southern Red 
armies and bringing him nearer 
to his dream of crashing the gate­
way to the Caucasus.

Just as a gauge to the reality of 
the maneuvers, a field company of 
engineers needed a whole week to 
repair damage to defense works set 
up by British troops defending the 
shore.

I went ashore once with the in­
fantry invading force after two hours 
In a wild sea ride that had almost 
every man seasick far out at sea In 
weather so rough we thought the 
landing boats would capsize.

WASHINGTON, July 13 (¿P>—The 
price control appropriation went be­
fore the senate today with a warn­
ing by Leon Henderson that price 
fixing limitations sought by farm 
groups would cripple an important 
part of the anti-Inflation program.

Senator Wagner (D -NY ) asserted 
In a broadcast last night that the 
appropriation for Henderson’s office 
was the most Important issue on 
the home front.

“Every grasping landlord, every 
speculator In war materials and con­
sumers' goods, every producer reach­
ing out for undue profits at the na­
tion’s expense is today ganging up 
on the OPA,” Wagner said.

He agreed with the price adminis­
trator in condemning a n o t h e r  
amendment which would prohibit 
the use of subsidies to hold down 
the cost of living.

The limitations contained In a 
$1.856,000.000 supplemental appro­
priations bill, for war agencies. The 
bill Includes $120,000,000, tied down 
by a series of restrictive amend­
ments, to finance a year’s operation 
of the Office of Price Administra­
tion which Henderson directs.

Although the $120,000.000 OPA 
fund allowed by the appropriations 
committee is an increase of $45,000,- 
000 above the amount previously vot­
ed by the house, it is $20,000.000 less 
than the smallest amount the price 
administrator had asked. He said 
the cut would limit OPA operations 
severely but that this problem could 
be met.

Henderson's main criticism of the 
bill was directed against an appro­
priation committee amendment to 
prevent the OPA from fixing prices 
on any commodity made In whole or 
In part from a farm product unless 
the price reflected 110 per cent of 
parity.

I f  the senate accepts the appro­
priations committee changes, the bill 
will go back to the house for action.

Dead Jap Pilot 
Credited With 
Bagging Bomber

SOMEWHERE IN  AUSTRALIA,
July 13 (/Vi Lieut. Gen Grauer of 
Miumi, Fla., told toduy how the only 
American plane lost in a raid July 4 
on Lae. New Guinea,, was knocked 
out of the sky by a ’Japanese zero 
fighter whose pilot apparently was 
already dead.

“Our tall gunner, Private Pat Nor­
ton of Hartford, 111., had poured 
about 100 rounds Into the zero's left 
wing and cockpit,” said Grauer, 
navigator aboard a medium bomber 
which participated In the raid.

The zero seemed to Jerk down­
ward and the pilot jerk upward. 
Then the pilot slumped down at the 
conti ols. The zero careened crazily 
and would have hit us if our pilot, 
Walter Krell, of Berkeley, Calif., 
hadn’t banked sharply.

“Tlie zero swerved upward, hung 
there a moment and then came 
down in a steep dive. We yelled a 
warning over the radiophone to the 
rest of the formation but I guess 
the last plane either didn't see the 
zero or didn’t have time to get out 
of the way.

“The zero dived straight into.the 
ruselage and cut clean through the 
tall.

“The zero Itself was smashed to 
pieces. The bomber kept on Its course 
for a few seconds and then, after a 
wobble, went into a spin and plunged 
Into the sea.”

Auchlnleck may have gotten his 
eighth army back to offensive pow­
er first In his race with Rommel for 
reinforcements and supplies.

British headquarters announced 
today that all of Rommel’s attempts 
to win back the positions he lost in 
the ridge country 10 miles west of 
Alamein failed.

While Australian Infantry held 
the gains they made there at bayonet 
point, British shock troops were re­
ported stabbing at the enemy on 
the southern flank, near the Qattara 
depression, where British artillery 
kept the Axis on the defensive by 
continued shelling.

The Germans and Italians ac­
knowledged that the British had the 
offensive, but said the renewed Brit­
ish attacks were being repelled.

Dust storms interfered with aerial 
operations, but British and United 
States planes stuck doggedly to their 
battering of Rommel's supply line.

Bad weather brought an overnight 
lull la the air war across the Eng­
lish channel after a week-end in 
which big Lancaster bombers car­
ried out the longest and riskiest 
daylight flight the RAP yet has un­
dertaken—a 1,750-mile round trip 
raid Saturday on the U-boat plants 
at Danzig.

The British lost only three of 60 
or more planes which dared distance, 
foul weather and Nazi defenses.

A British communique said Ger­
man planes were over England's 
east and southeast coasts last night 
but no bombs were dropped.

The Germans reported sinking a 
patrol vessel'In a Sunday daylight 
attack on the harbor of Brixham 
and dive-bombing a large merchant­
man.

From Europe’s lands of slavery un­
der the Nazi heel came new ac­
counts of outbreaks and penalties.

L i Pas De Calais department of 
Occupied France, gendarmes and 
German police fought a pitched bat­
tle with, a group of Frenchmen who 
barricaded themselves in a house 
and hurled hand grenades.

In Paris German authorities an­
nounced that “all near male rela­
tives . . .  as well as brothers-ln-law 
and cousins” of fugitives from Qer- 
man military Justice accused of ter­
rorism or sabotage would be shot.

Lidice Ceremony

LIDICE, 111., July 13. (AP>—1This 
new village of 100 homes, lying in 
the hills north of Joliet and near 
Chicago, stands today as a living 
symbol of its razed Czechoslovakian 
namesake as well us the “Lldlces” 
of the other Nazi terror-ridden 
countries of Europe.

An estimated 55,000 persons were 
here yesterday at ceremonies In 
which the community was given 
the name of Lidice, 111., in memory 
oi the European city razed by the 
Nazis in reprisal lor the slaying 
of Hitler’s hangman, Reinhard 
Heydrlch.

They heard leaders of the United 
States and Czechoslovakia hail the 
village as a symbol of the United 
Nations’ courage, determination 
and love of freedom.

President Roosevelt, in a mes­
sage read to the crowd, said the 
reborn city was "an everlasting re­
minder to us that the Nazi force 
could not destroy the love of 
human freedom or the courage to 
maintain it.”

Wendell Willkie in his address 
urged the gathering to “highly re­
solve that the memory of this little 
village of Bohemia, now resurrected 
by the people of a little village in 
Illinois, will lire us, now and un­
til the battle is over, with the iron 
resolution that the madness of 
tyrants must perish from the 
earth,”

Texas Liquor Board, 
Military Authorities 
In Full Cooperation

AUSTIN, July 13. ^A P )—A com­
prehensive program of cooperation 
between the Texas Liquor Control 
board and military authorities was 
announced today by Liquor Admin­
istrator Bert Ford.

Climaxing a program initiated in 
June, 1941, when the legislature 
provided a special appropriation for 
25 additional enforcement officers 
for the board. Ford has assigned 
to Deputy Supervisor Pat Oaddy 
Ihe special duty of conferring with 
all military area commanders to 
insure a continuation of strict law 
enforcement.

Gaddy's mission is an outgrowth 
of conferences between Ford and 
Major General Richard Donovan, 
commanding general of the eighth 
corps area. *

"Texas is an Important scene of 
military operations and we are 
taking every measure to assure 
there will be no relaxation of 
vigorous action in support of the 
mHitnry authorities as to problems 
growing out of liquor law enforce­
ment," Ford declared.

" I t  will be Gaddy's duty to main­
tain an awareness among the 
board's field personnel of the need 
and Importance of coordinated ac­
tion with the military authorities.

"Despite anything said to the 
contrary, conditions are very good 
in military areas and there has 
been no relaxation of our law  en­
fo r c e m e n t  e f fo r t * . ”

OF PAMPA. TEXAS, DEFINING 
AUTOMOBILES. TRAILER HOUSE, 
CAMP OR PARK: DEPARTMENT 
OF HEALTH AND ITS JURISDIC­
TION: DEFINING A UNIT AND 
8 I Z E THEREOF: REQUIRING 
TOILETS, URINALS, WASH BAS­
INS. SLOP BA8INS. GARBAGE 
PAILS. SHOWERS OR BATHS, W A­
TER FAUCETS AND LAUNDRY 
ROOMS: REQUIRING CERTAIN 
MATERIALS TO BE U8ED IN CON­
STRUCTION OF BUILDINGS, AR­
RANGEMENTS AND OPERATION: 
INSTALLATION OF PLUMBING 
AND PREVENTION OF CROSS 
CONNECTIONS W ITH SAFE AND

ING A PERMIT: PROVIDING FOR 
RENEWAL AND CANCELLATION 
OF PERM IT BY DEPARTMENT 
OF PUBLIC HEALTH: PROVID­
ING FOR THE ENFORCEMENT 
OF THIS ORDINANCE AND THE 
F IX ING  OF PENALTIES: PRO­
VIDING A SAVING CLAUSE AND 
DECLARING AN EMERGENCY.

BE IT  ORDAINED BY THE C ITY  
OF PAMPA:

SECTION I
Definitions—The following defini­

tions shall apply in the interpreta­
tion and the inforcement of this 
ordinance:

<a) An automobile trailer or house 
car shall be defined as being any 
vehicle used as sleeping or living 
quarters mounted on wheels and 
propelled either by its own power 
or other power driven vehicle to 
which it may be attached.

<b> An automobile tourist park or 
camp is defined to be any plot of 
ground where accommodation is 
provided for two or more automobile 
trailers or house cars used by tran­
sients as living or sleeping quarters.

(c ) Department of Public Health 
shall mean such department creat­
ed or established by authority of the 
City and entrusted with the regula­
tion, control and supervision of all 
matters pertaining to the general 
health of the citizens and the com­
munity.

(d) Unit is hereby defined to be 
any section or plot of ground for the 
accommodation of each automobile 
trailer or house car.

SECTION II
It  shall be unlawful for any per­

son, persons, or firm or corpora­
tion to establish, maintain, or op­
erate within the limits of the City of 
Pampa. Texas, or its sanitary dis­
trict, any automobile tourist camp 
or park or any location or plot of 
ground for use of transients by the 
day, week, month or. season, wheth­
er charge is or is not made, who does 
not possess a permit from the De­
partment of Public Health of the 
City of Pampa, Texas.

SECTION III
Each unit or site reserved for 

the accommodation of any automo­
bile trailer or house car shall In­
clude a rectangular area not less 
than 25 feet by 33 feet, and shall 
be clearly defined by proper mark­
ers at each comer. The unit shall 
abut or face for the entire length 
of one dimension on a driveway or 
highway, or road. There shall be a 
space between any trailer or house 
car and any building or structure, 
or between any two buildings or 
structures. No trailer or house car, 
building or structure shall be placed 
less than ten feet from the proper­
ty line of adjoining property.

SECTION IV
Each automobile trailer camp or 

park shall provide at locations here­
inafter defined, toilets, urinals, wash 
basins, slop basins, showers or baths, 
and water faucets in accordance 
with the following:

(a i One toilet for each sex 
for every 10 units or fraction there­
of.

(b) Each toilet room provided for 
men shall have in addition one urin­
al.

(c ) Each toilet room shall be pro­
vided with one or more wash bas­
ins.

<d) One shower or bath tub shall 
be provided for each sex for each 
10 units or fraction thereof.

<e> All toilets, basins and show­
ers shall be placed In properly con­
structed buildings. In accordance 
with Section 10, and located not 
more than 150 feet from each trail­
er or house car unit.

(ft  Buildings shall be well lighted 
at all times, day and night, well ven­
tilated with screened openings, and 
constructed o (  such materials as 
shall permit rapid and satisfactory 
cleaning, scouring and washing.

(g ) The floors shall be of concrete 
or similar material, elevated not less 
than 4 inches above grade, and each 
room shall be provided with floor 
drains, connected with sewer if with­
in 150 feet of sewer line, and If not 
within 150 feet of aewer, It shaU be 
connected with disposal system ap­
proved by the Department of Public 
Health.

(h ) All floors In shower and toilet 
rooms shall be disinfected dally by 
ithe use of chlorine compounds or 
other similar disinfectant as great In 
strength. Wooden or cloth mats, 
grids, boards are prohibited.

(11 A laundry room or building 
constructed as specified in Section 
IV. Item F. shall be provided with 
laundry trays, Impervious to water, 
and provided with hot and cold run­
ning water.

( j )  A slop sink o f sufficient size 
with proper water supply shall be 
provided to serve each 10 units.

(k> All plumbing fixtures shall 
be properly trapped, the traps vent­
ed, and the waste pipes connected 
to a proper drain, and connected 
with sewer 

All plumbing installations must

comply with the City of Pampa 
Plumbing Code and laws of the State 
of Texas.

(1) Each automobile trailer camp 
or park shall be under the direct 
management of the owner or licensee 
or his agent or representative, for 
whose acts he or they shall be whol­
ly responsible The name of the per­
son entrusted with the direct man­
agement of the camp or park shall 
be filed for reference with the De­
partment of Public Health.

(m l An adequate supply of safe, 
potable water under preasurc shall 
be available for every unit In the 
entire trailer camp. In all parts of 
every trailer camp. At least one wa­
ter supply outlet shall be provided 
for every 10 trailer units and such 
water supply outlet shall be within 
150 feet of the house trailer. Hoses 
used for filling of water tanks, house 
trailers or house cars shall not be 
used for any other purpose and 
such hose must be stored o ff the 
ground. Care mast be taken to pre­
vent contamination of either the 
the trlaler tank or water supply sys­
tem.

<n) The use of water from 
streams, lakes, springs or open wells 
for water supply purposes is prohib­
ited.

(o) In the Installation of plumbing 
fixtures and the laying out of water 
supply outlets, care must be taken 
that there be no possibility of cross- 
connection wherein unsafe water 
may be siphoned Into a safe water 
supply by vacuum or allowed to 
flow by gravity Into a safe water 
supply.

tpi All sewage and other water 
carried wastes shall be disposed of 
Into a municipal sewer If within 150 
feet. In camps where a municipal 
sewer system is not available, dis­
posal shall be into a private sys­
tem which shall Include a sanitary 
means of disposal, the operation of 
which creates neither a nuisance 
nor a menace to health.

This system shall receive the ap­
proval of the Department of Pub­
lic Health or other property author­
ities previous to use.

SECTION V
There shall be a fly-tight garbage 

can at each trailer unit.

SECTION VI
Any automobile trailer or house 

car located on any lot or plot of 
ground within the corporate limits 
of the City of Pampa or its sanitary 
district, and outside of an approved 
automobile tourist park or camp site, 
shall be provided with potable water 
supply and sewage disposal, approv­
ed by the Health Department, with­
in 150 feet of the house trailer.

Automobile trailers located out­
side of an approved automobile tour­
ist park or camp site, shall conform 
In every respect with Section I I I  of 
this ordinance requiring a site for 
each auto trailer of not less than 25 
feet by 33 feet.

SECTION v m
All electrical outlets installed in 

any trailer camp, located within the 
city limits of Pampa, shall be in­
stalled in compliance,with the Pnm- 
pa Electrical Code of the City of 
Pampa.

SECTION IX
It  shall be the duty off all house 

trailer camp managers to report Im­
mediately to the local health officer 
all known or suspected cases of com­
municable diseases.

SEXTION X
In addition to the requirements 

set forth In these regulations all 
house trailer camps and facilities 
shall be established and constructed 
In compliance with all existing 8tate 
and local statutes, ordinances, codes, 
and regulations.

SECTION XI
It  shall be the duty of the owner, 

his agent, or manager to kepp a reg­
ister of all persons accommodated 
on the camp or park, said register 
to include the n a m e s  of all 
persons, their home addresses, the 
number and description of their au­
tomobiles or other vehicles; and to 
prescribe rules and regulations for 
the management of the camp or 
park; and to have such records avail­
able for inspection by the Depart­
ment of Public Health.

Further, It shall be the duty of 
the owner, hi* agent or manager to:

(at Permit regular Inspection of 
the water supply and the sanitary 
convenience;

(b) Provide for the collection and 
removal of garbage and other waste 
material;

(C ) Shall cause each dog, cat. or 
other pet animal to be kept under 
control at all times, either by being 
tied up or confined In a proper en­
closure ;

(d ) Provide for the regular clean­
ing and disinfecting of all buildings;

(e ) Provide proper signs designat­
ing men and women toilets.

SECTION X II
Any house trailer or house car 

from which the wheels have been 
removed, except for the purpose of 
making temorary repairs or placing 
the same in dead storage, shall be 
deemed a permanent residence and 
shall be made to conform to all the 
requirements of the Pampa Building 
Code and any State statutes per­
taining thereto.

SECTION X III
Each application for a permit to 

conduct an automobile trailer camp 
or park shall be filed In writing 
upon a form provided by the Depart­
ment of Public Health.

SECTION XIV
Any person, firm or corporation 

violating any of the provisions of 
this ordinance shall be guilty of a 
misdemeanor, punishable by a fine 
In any sum not exceeding Two Hun­
dred Dollars ($200.00), and each day 
operates as a separate offense.

SECTION XV
The Department of Public Health 

may revoke or suspend any permit, 
after a hearing, on charges of fail­
ure to comply with this ordinance.

SECTION XVI
A permit to operate may be trans­

ferred upon the written application 
of the holder to the Department of 
Public Health, provided he notifies 
health officer, or his authorized 
agent, and with Its consent endorsed 
thereon. A permit msy be granted at 
any time during the year and, un­
less previously revoked, shall expire 
one calendar year following date of

SECTION X V III

The Department of Public Health
Is hereby empowered to formulate 
from time to time and to enforce 
any rules and regulations that said 
Department may deem advisable 
governing the operation of camp 
grounds or camp, or camp care, and 
of trailers, bearing on any matter 
of sanitation or housing.

SECTION X IX
Any person, firm or corporation 

violating any of the provisions of 
this ordinanme shall be guilty of 
a mlndemeanor, punishable by a 
fine In any sum not exceeding Two 
Hundred Dollars < $200.00). and each 
day operates as a separate offense 

SECTION XX
The provisions of this ordinance 

shall nol be construed to apply to 
any supervised park or public camp 
ground, or picnic grounds owned, op­
erated or maintained by the Federal 
Government, the State of Texas, or 
any agency or municipality. It Is the 
intention to provide by and through 
this ordlnauec uniform rules and 
regulations for the use. operation, 
occupation, and maintenance of au­
tomobile house trailers and house 
cars In trailer camps as defined In 
this ordinance and all ordinances or 
parts of ordinances In conflict here­
with are hereby repealed.

SECTION X X I
It shall be the duty of the De­

partment of Public Health and the 
Police Department of the City of 
Pampa. Texas, to, enforce the provi­
sions of this ordinance.

SECTION X X II
I f  any section, subsection, sen­

tence, clause or phrase of this ordi­
nance Is for any reason held to be 
unconstitutional, void or Invalid, the 
validity of the remaining portions of 
the ordinance shall not be affected 
thereby, It being the Intent of the 
City Commission In adopting, and of 
the Mayor in approving, this ordi­
nance that no portion thereof, or 
provision or regulation contained 
herein, shall become inoperative or 
fall by reason of any unconstltu- 
tlonallty of Invalidity of any section, 
subsection, sentence, clause, phrase, 
portion, provision, or regulation of 
this ordinance.

SECTION X X III
The fact that the present rules 

and regulations of the City of Pam­
pa governing the use, operation, oc­
cupation. an(l maintenance of au­
tomobile house trailers and house 
cars in trailer camps are inadequate, 
and there exists conditions endan­
gering the life and safety of the In­
habitants of the City of Pampa. cre­
ates an urgency and an emergency 
for the Immediate preservation of 
public health and safety therefore, 
this ordinance shall take effect from 
and after Its passage, aproval and 
publication, as in the Charter in 
such cases made and approved.

Laval Offers Nazis 
Unoccupied France

MOSCOW, July 13 UP)—'The Mos­
cow radio Saturday night broadcast 
a dispatch by the official Soviet 
news agency TASS from Bern, Switz­
erland. reporting‘ competent French 
sources” had declared that the Vi­
chy government had agreed to give 
Germany control of all Important 
war installations, railways and ports 
in unoccupied Prance.

TTie dispatch said the Germans 
in return had agreed to a request 
of Chief-of-Government Pierre La­
val to transfer French government 
offices from Vichy to Paris.

These sources were represented 
as saying the removal of the de­
marcation line between the occu­
pied and unoccupied zone was a 
part of the. bargain.

TASS said Laval also was re­
ported to have granted the Ger­
mans permission to establish a na­
val commission at Toulon, French 
Mediterranean base, with extensive 
powers, including the right to main­
tain 4,000 soldiers in a special zone 
near Toulon.

The maneuvers did not involve as 
many troops as those of a year ago 
—before the United States entered 
the war—but the public relations 
division pointed out that the ac­
tivities would be more important as 
developments on the foreign fronts 
had been incorporated into th e  
training program.

Increase In Sugar 
Ration Hinted By OPA

WASHINGTON. July 13 l/P) — A 
possible increase in the sugar ration 
was hinted by the office of price 
administration Saturday in report­
ing that the United States now is 
obtaining about 30.000 tons more 
sugar a month than Is being con­
sumed.

Lefty Larry French, leading pitch­
er of the major leagues and only 
undefeated hurler among all the 
regular starters, has turned out to 
be one of the biggest bargains since 
the Indians turned loose the island 
of Manhattan.

The Brooklyn Dodgers, who think 
nothing of putting out cash in five 
or even six figures for players they 
really want, picked up French for 
the waiver o f *7,500 late last season 
and the 33-year-old left-hander 
hasn't been beaten since.

He won his tenth game of the 
year yesterday, holding the Pitts­
burgh Pirates to three hits in pitch­
ing the Dodgers to a 2-1 decision in 
the first game of a doubleheader.

The Dodgers lost the second game 
and watched their National league 
lead shrink to eight lengths, but 
French reached the halfway mark 
In a season that promises to be his 
best in the majors. His best previ­
ous year was 1936, when he won 18 
and lost nine for the Chicago Cubs.

I f  French continues his pace, he 
may cost the Dodgers plenty by Oc­
tober, for he has a trick contract 
calling for a salary based on the 
number of innings he pitches and 
the number of games he wins.

The Pirates came from behind 
with a four-run rally in the eighth 
Inning to down the Dodgers, 6-4, 
in the second game.

The St. Louis Cardinals drew one 
game closer to the leaders by whip­
ping the Boston Braves, 5-1 and 9-3, 
the first on a two-hit pitching Job 
by Harry Gumbert.

In  the American league, the first 
place New York Yankees also divided 
a double bill but boosted their lead 
to four and a half games with the 
help of the St. Louis Browns. While 
the Yankees were losing to the De­
troit Tigers, 6-4, and winning, 3-1 
in 13 innings, the Browns pinned a 
double defeat on the second place 
Boston Red Sox. 1-0 and 10-6.

Johnny Vander Meer matched the 
pitching exploits of French and 
Gumbert by tossing a three-hitter at 
the Philadelphia Phils as the Cin­
cinnati Reds captured both ends of 
a bargain bill. Vandy struck out 13 
men in winnings, 2-0. Elmer Riddle 
pitched six-hit ball for the Reds in 
the nightcap, with Lonnie Frey 
doubling home the run that gave 
them a 2-1 triumph.

At Chicago, Lon Wameke made 
his first appearance since returning 
to the Cubs and was whacMed 
soundly by the New York Giants, 
who captured the opener, 6-2, but 
the Cubs bounced back to square 
accounts, 8-3, with Hiram Bithorn 
doing the pitching and Lou Novikoff 
pacing the hitting. Hal Schumacher 
of the Giants scattered nine hits 
in the first game.

The Cleveland Indians took both 
ends of their twin bill from the 
Washington Senators, winning the 
first, 9-7, with a two-run rally in 
the tenth inning and the second, 
5-0, on Jim Bagby's pitching. Ken 
Keltner got four hits in the opener 
and started the game-winning rally 
with a single.

The days’ best pitching perform­
ance in the American league was 
turned in by Jake Wade, who held 
the Philadelphia Athletics to three 
hits and contributed three blows 
himself as the Chicago White Sox 
took the second game, 11-1.

I f  I  did know what was wrong with 
DiMagglo and Keller, I  wouldn't 
tell anybody. It is a comparative 
pleasure to play the Yankees with 
those two blokes in the doldrums. 
They did sufficient damage. Let ’em 
rest for a while.”
CATCHERS OUT, SEWELL 
RETURNS TO HARNESS

Luke Sewell, 41, finished out a 
double-header behind the plate for 
the Browns in Chicago the other 
afternoon. Rick Ferrell had gone 
home with lumbago, the St. Louis 
club was beaten 'way off. and 
Manager Sewell didn't want to run 
the risk of having his only other 
catcher, Frank Hayes, injured in a 
lost cause.

"Bill Dickey is a fin example,” 
stressed Sewell. "He has been the 
real key man of the Yankees down 
through the.years but he never got 
the money paid DiMagglo or Lou 
Gehrig or a sum that approached 
the coin drawn by Babe Ruth.

"Perhaps the danger of injury to 
which a  catcher is exposed has 
something to do with this seeming 
unfairness. An owner doesn’t want 
to guarantee a fellow a lot of money 
when he is so likely to be out of 
the game In stretches.

"Young fellows about to fashion 
baseball careers emulate the men of 
whom they read—the Fellers, Di- 
Magglos, Williams, Gordons, Reisers, 
Medwlcks, Doerrs, and Coopers. They 
want to get their names in the pa­
pers and make money.

Boats Being Made 
On Assembly Lines

TACOMA, Wash., July 13. (AP ) 
—Shipbuilding on the assembly- 
line principle took another forward 
step today when the navy an­
nounced the big Seattle-Tacoma 
Shipbuilding corporation was con­
structing in quantity one tanker 
and three-fourths of a second 
tanker on the same launching way 
at the same time.

The ingenious building method 
also calls for the tankers, of a new 
secret type, to be launched bow 
first as compared with the usual 
method of having the ship slide 
down the ways stem first. The 
new unorthodox system was in­
augurated to take advantage of all 
available space and to meet a  hur­
ry-up call for the needed ships.

The other one-fourth of the sec­
ond tanker, Including the bow, is 
pre-fabrlcated; sections are assem­
bled in other parts of the ship­
yard and then set in plaoe on the 
ways for final assembly after the 
first tanker is launched.

As fast as one tanker is launch­
ed, the partly-completed other 
tanker slides down the ways a lit­
tle farther and its pre-fabrlcated 
bow is welded on, while in the 
space it vacated, work is started 
on three-fourths of a third tanker.
