Bids for the drilling of three water
wells at the site of the air corps
installation site will be received and
opened by the city commission at a
special meeting at 10 o'clock tomor-
row morning, a postlude to the city
bond election Friday in which an
overwhelming percentage of “aye”
votes was cast.

Committee Approves
6-Billion Dollor

Wartime Tax Bill

By DONALD A. YOUNG

WASHINGTON, July 11 (#®—A
record-breaking $6,250,000,000 war-
time tax bill, falling heavily on
both corporations and individuals,
was approved finally by the house
ways and means committee today.

Product of more than 18 weeks
of work, the 324-page measure pro-
poses to increase corporation taxes
by $2,485,400,000, and individual in-
come taxes by $2958,000,000.

Huge as it is, the bill is short of
the treasury’'s goal. Secretary Mor-
genthau asked the committee to
raise about $8,700,000,000 in addi-
tional revenue to swell to $17,000,000,-
000 the federal government's pros-
pective receipts this fiscal year.

But the committee chose to go
only part way in that program, and
defeated attempts to write in a five
per cent retail sales tax which ex-
perts estimated would make up about
$2,500,000,000.

Chairman Doughton (D-NC) said
that the $6,250,000,000 yield from
the measure—computed by treasury
experts—probably was too low. He
made the personal prediction that
the revenue would be closer to
$7,000,000,000.

‘“The treasury was too low last
year by about $1,000,000,000 (in es-
timating the revenue from the 1941
bil),” he commented. “My opinion
is that if business continues as it
now appears it will, this bill will
raise about $1,000,000,000."

Rep. Cooper (D-Tenn), speaking
for Doughton, said the committee
had adopted a motion at its last
action making all of its decisions
final. But the committee will meet
again early next week to check the
last revision of the measure and
some members said there was a
remote possibility that still more
changes might be made.

Cooper said that it was planned
to bring the bill before the house
on Thursday, with arrangements
for at least three days of debate.
The usual custom of forbidding any
amendments except those agreed
upon by the committee probably
will prevail, although some mem-
bers already have started protest-
ing against what they call “this an-
nual gag rule.”

The final draft provides in gen-
eral as follows:

1. Corporations—Increase in the
present normal and surtax from 31
to 45 per cent and substitution of a
flat 87'c per cent excess
tax rate for the present scale rang-
ing from 35 to 60 per cent.
| 2. Individuals—Increase the pres-
ent normal tax rate from 4 to 6
per cent and the present surtax
graduated scale of 6 per cent on
the first $2,000 of net income to 13
per cent. Beginning in January, §
| per cent of each person's taxable
| income would be deducted. from
| paychecks or pay envelopes, with the
| accumulations used as a credit
| against 1943 taxes due in 1944,

3. Excises—Increases in excises on
| liquor, wine, beer, tobacco, cigars,
| train fares, telephone bills, freight
| and express shipments, race track
| bets

HOLLYWOOD, July 11 — Talk
about shooting fish in a bucket!—
you ought to see the way they're
shooting this sea-war picture, “The
Navy Comes Through.”

Or maybe they'll title it “Battle
Stations.” Anyway, the story about
a navy gun crew on a freighter
bound for England takes place on
a foresection of ship built .on a
sound stage, and the ocean is rep-
resented by a curtain on which hori-
zon and clouds are projected.
When they want a wave, they
wheel in an enormous shoot-the-
chutes. Tons of water are released
down the spillway to hit an up-
turn at the bottom and surge over
the bow. When enemy planes at-
tack and waterspouts from the bombs
are required, dynamite is set off at
the bottoms of water-filled metal
drums. These ponderous mortars,
out of the camera’s signt, blow col-
umns of spray up past the ship’s
rail.

BUT THE NAVY'S BUSY

All such devices are used by no
choice of Director Eddie Sutherland
and his aides. In time of peace it
would have been a cinch to charter
a ship and shoot the picture at sea
with some assistance from the navy.
Today, realism comes higher and
harder. They've even had to build
their own guns.

The five-inch deck gun is made of
wood parts of a bread-mixing ma-
chine, a pipe from an oil well, some
pump gears, and the base from an
old sawmill. A perfect outward rep-
lica of the navy five-incher, it aims,
loads, fires and even recoils—with
the aid of compressed air. Of course,
nething comes out except smoke and
noise.

Hitler's mass offensive in Russia
is so perilousiy close to cutting
Red armies of the South and of
the Caucasus off from those of
the North and East, that the_ time
seems ripe for action elsowh(f;'e by

both Axis and Allies to comple-
ment or counter the German suc-
cesses.

The danger of a German break-
through from the Don to the Vol-

ga on a wide front is very real.
Stalingrad, great - industrial center
is on the Volga-—and Hitler's

headquarters said as the weekend
started that his forces were with-
in 80 miles of the city. To the
southeast - is the Caspian sea.
Should the Nazis drive through to
the sea they would cut off the
great oil field of the Caucasus
and isolate .a great mass of the
Red army. Marshal Timoshenko's
rail communications with the North
have been brokem. The right flank
of his. line on the upper Don
stands threatened also with iso-
lation from its southern wing. Pre-
sumably he must look eastward,
beyond the Volga, for supplies and
reinforcements for his left flank
upon which defense of the Cau-
casus rests

Therefore, the moment for which

Japan has been waiting, to strike
al Siberia, may be at hand. There
seems little doubt that Red re-

serves fsom east of the Volga, per-
haps even from the Siberian de-
fense area, must be in motion south-
westward to bolster the tottering
front in the Ukraine.

Chungking accounts have insisted
for weeks that heavy Japanese
forces were being mustered north-

ward for use in July against Si-
beria. An attack there, integrated
with the German offensive in

Southwestern Russia, has been re-|
peatedly forecast in China. It is|
there that the first “second front”
of the 1942 campaign might de-
velop on Japanese initiative to add
to ~Russian - peril before Anglo-
American preparations are com-
plete for whatever attack from the

West may be in the making.
To support that view it can be
argued that Hitler's Japanese ac-

complice despite the trouncing re-
ceived at American hands at Mid-
way, has laid a protective ground
work in the Western Aleutians for
an attack on Siberia. The Japanese
footholds on the extreme North-
western - tip of American territory,
which those fog-bound islands rep-
resent, could to some extent im-
pede American aid for Russia.
American Aleutian  bases could
help materially in shuttling air
forces to Siberia to bolster Russian
defenses if they are attacked or
to strike back by air at Japan.
Nipponese outposts there (for
which a heavy price in lost war-
craft has been paid) stand athwart
that land-sea bridge. They do
not necessarily make it unusable,
however. Presumably. they could be,
by-passed at need. They do im-
pose a definite obstacle, however,
and one difficult to remove com-
pletely.

Next Six Months
To Show Shoriages

WASHINGTON, July 11 (#)—
Shortages in many lines of goods
and merchandise are already pinch-
ing the civilian population, the War
Production board said today, but ac-
tually, the citizens at home haven't
seen anything yet.

In the next six months, huge
peace time inventories of consum-
er items will be completely exhaust-
ed, it added. Then, the people will
really feel the impact of an eco-
nomic change-over which permits
only the production of war mate-
rials, plus an absolute minimum of
civilian essentials

The Federal Communications com-
mission’s great investigation into
newspaper ownership of radio sta-
tions has just kicked itself in the
pants.

Hearings on this question, you'll
recall, got going just a year ago
with much ballyhoo and uproar. It
had the newspaper and radio in-
dustries both scared half stiff. FCC
had just completed a study of the
control and newspaper participation
in news and other broadcasting of
the 90-odd licensed radio stations.
FCC’s survey disclosed that a third
of the radio stations had newspaper
tie-ups, and for some mysterious
reason which no one has ever satis-
factorily explained, this was thought
by a majority of the commission to
be dangerous and against the public
interest,

What the newspaper and radio in-
dustries both feared was that the
FCC was simply paving the way
and justifying itself to issue an or-
tder which would ban newspapers
from having anything to do with
radio, not only in established short
wave and standard commercial
broadcasting, but also in the new
FM-—frequency modulation—system.
Such an order would obviously have
implications of government control
over radio and a power of censor-
ship which would have killed any
hope of a free-speech radio.

The device by which the FCC has
just performed the neat trick of
kicking its pet investigation in the
britches is a memorandum opinion
granting the Buffalo Evening News
permission to sell control and cap-
ital stock of one of its two radio
stations, WEBR, 75 per cent to the
Buffalo Courier-Express and 25 per
cent to Paul E. Fitzpatrick. The
News retains control of its second
station, WBEN.

Now this looks like a perfectly
routine approval on transfer of own-
ership over a radlo station. You have
to dig into it deeper to see what
it «does to the FCC groundwork for
any new fancy restrictions on news-
paper ownership and control of
radio.

DISORDERLY ORDERS

The WEBR application really put
the FCC on the spot, because of
two previous FCC orders. The first
order, No, 79, promulgated before
the FCC newspaper-radio investiga-
tion got going a year ago, in effect
froze all newspaper applications to
acquire new radio  stations, until
policy on this question could be
determined. The second order, No.
84, provided that no individual or
group could own or operate more
than one standard broadcasting sta-
tion, if the two stations would serve
substantially the same area.

Order No. 84 was suspended by
the FCC on appeal and protest of
the broadcasting chains, but the
commission reserved the right to
put it back into effect on six months’
notice.

,With these two orders therefore
hanging over the heads of radio and
newspaper industries, up comes the
application from the Buffalo Eve-
ning News to sell WEBR, one of its
two stations. The option to reinstate
Order No. 84 was obviously an in-
dication that the FCC policy was
against any single interest control-
ling or operating more than one
radijo station serving any given area.
That was why the Buffalo Evening
News was willing to sell one of its
stations. And in line with its policy,
FCC could do nothing but *grant
the application.

But in authorizing sale of station
WEBR (o the Buffalo Courier-Ex-
press, the FCC was in effect ap-
proving the purchase of a radio
outlet by a newspaper, in violation
of FCC order No. 7. Having es-
tablished a precedent by this action,
the question is how the FCC can
Justifiably refuse the applications
of other newspapers to acquire ra-
dio stations.

At the Federal Communications
commission, it is explained that
while hearings on newspaper own-
ership of radio were suspended in
February, the case has not been
completed. There are gaps in the

whe are supporting them, have the
gall to try to make you believe that
O’Daniel is not taking the war se-
riously.”

O'Daniel. campaigns during the
coming week in North and Central
Texas, beginning at Bowie, Deca-
tur and Denton Monday. He visits
both Fort Worth and Dallas dur-
ing the week.

Moody begins his campaign week
at Bonham, Gainesville, Denton and
Sherman Monday, and will speak
during the week at Brownwood, San
Angelo, Abilene, Eastland and Cam-
eron.

Allred concentrates on North and
East Texas, starting Monday at Tex-
arkana, New Boston, and Atlanta.
Later he will campaign at Hender-
son, Waco, Palestine, Dallas, Green-~
ville, Gilmer.

Moody told a crowd at McKinney
Saturday that “By his statements
in the campaign Senator O'Daniel
has shown utter inability to under-
stand or comprehend the respon-
sibilities of the office he holds in
this time of world tragedy.”

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Street Depariment
Trying To Catch Up

There is a shortage of labor, long
hours for those employed, and no
hop-skip-and-jump method of per-
forming the work of the department.

These were the reasons advanced
yesterday by City Manager Steve
Matthews as to why Pampans should
be patient if the streets in front of
their homes, the weeds in vacant
lots, could not be worked as soon
as they would like.

“We are working as fast as we
can,” said the city manager, “but
we are taking the work as we come
to it, in order, and not jumping all
over town.”

All of the city's equipment is in
use 3'% hours overtime daily, from
8 in the morning to 8:30 at night.
Reason for the overtime is that the
street department is trying to catch
up with the loss time sustained in
its work due to the rains, which the
city manager estimated that slowed
the department’s work down by six
weeks.

There are only eight men employed
in the street department, whereas
the number is ordinarily twice that.
Physically fit men to work in the
départment can't be obtained.

The city manager’'s reference to
equipment not being jumped all
over town was in reference to the
use of mowing machines. Meanwhile,
he said he wanted Pampans to con-
tinue to call his office so they could
be billed for the use of the mowers
when these were available.

On oiling of streets, the city man-
ager said the city would get to this
as soon as possible,

The two tractor mowers of the
city are in use, one in Wilcox addi-
tion, one in the east part of town.

Other equipment of the depart-
ment includes an oil truck, three
maintainers, three dump trucks, one
flat bed truck, and a Caterpillar
tractor,

There are only eight Pampa men
now working on a WPA project here,
which consists of putting down the
base on Fisher and Twiford, and
on Hobart between Francis and
Kingsmill. It is hoped to have the
road base completed by next week,

Here Is How To Get
Your Canning Sugar

County war price and rationing
boards in Texas were advised today
to interpret as liberally as possible
instructions concerning the issuance
of canning sugar certificates.

Locally, the Gray county board
explained that it had been operating
on' the following scale in granting
sugar for canning:

r 36 quarts of finished fruit, 9

unds of sugar, rural applicants;

or 24 quarts of finished fruit, 6
pounds of sugar, urban.

The 6 and 9 pound scale has been
considered ample for persons buying
their own fruit, but for larger quan-
titles of fruit, in other categories,
special application can be made.

State OPA Director Mark McGee
adviséd that “it is within the dis-
ecretion of the local boards to in-
crease a canning sugar allowance
up to 1 pound of sugar for each
4 quarts of finished canned fruit,
zled on the past practice of each

dividual applicant, his present
supply and future needs.”

“There has been some confusion,”
McGee said, “because the state OPA
office recommended on June 16 that
Jocal boards limit canning sugar al-
Jowances to 6 pounds per person
yearly in urban or city areas, and
to 8 pounds per person in rural
areas. These amounss were based
on the department of agriculture
survey statistics.

“Some householders and also some
pf the boards misconstrued this to
mean that no more sugar for can-
ning could be allowed. That is not
correct, because the board has the

ht to increase the amount to 1

d of sugar for each 4 quarts
of finished fruit, iIf the individual
case merits that quantity.”

Everytime it rains it makes it blue
skies for Pampa water consumers
but more or less stormy weather for
the revenue of the Pampa water de-
partment.

It’s considerable more than pen-
nies from heaven for the savings to
Pampa water users has been around
$2,000 or $3,000 a month during the
past two summers, according to Oran
J. Payne, city water superintendent

This saving is attributed to the
heavy rains that made mud of the
dust in the so-called dust bowl,
thereby cutting down on the amount
of water from city taps needed to
water gardens, flowers, clean the
car, or wash the family dog.

“If it hadn’t rained recently,”
said Superintendent Payne, “we
would be consuming between two
million and two and one-half mil-
mions gallons of water a day, As it
is the figure is around 1,500,000 gal-
lons a day.”

He then cited figures on rainfall,
taken at monthly intervals

March 15-April 15-—1.77-inches;
2.48; May 15-June
15—6.90.

FBI May Take Hand
In Controlling Vice

DALLAS, July 11 (#)—A group of
FBI officials of North Texas was
told at a meeting here today by A
P. Kitchin, chief of the Dallas
FBI office, that the May act giving
the government wide powers to shut
down vice was expected to be invok-
ed in this district soon.

“The act states that until May
15, 1945, it shall be unlawful to en-
gage in prostitution, or to aid or
abet this form of vice, whether in
vehicle, conveyance, place, struc-
ture or building, Wwithin reasonable
distance of any camp or post,” Kit-
chin said.

Value of the automobile is listed
at $625, out of which plaintiff says
he realized only $71.50 after the ac-
cident,

'Amazing Crime Wave |
lﬂnllmed By Youths |

WICHITA FALLS, July 11 (#)— |
Three 14-year-old Wichita Falls boys |
told authorities an amazing story |
today of their plan to build and |
operate a short wave station, model- ‘
ed along lines of regular police radio
transmitting and two-way patrol car
equipment, to guide and guard them
in activities of fun and crime.

Partially assembled transmission
equipment was seized. One of the
group, who has experimented in the
field of radio and chemistry, related
the projected building of walkie
talkies the group could carry around
to hear their station and communi-
cate with it,

Several hundred dollars worth of
electrical and radio equipment was
recovered by police, who were at-
tempting to trace ownership.

Theft investigation of the trio

The other two, he said, were to
ignite the house a day later but he
was “afraid they would bungle the
job.”

Fire Zone Ordinance
To Be Enforced Here

When you plan to make altera-
tions and repairs in property you
own which is in the fire zone, the
best rule is to first consuit the city
building inspector to see if your
plans conform to city ordinance
1937.

Painting and papering are exempt
as are patching roofs or replacing
windows, but anytime there is an
addition, a change in design, mov-
ing of a partition, the alteration
should have the city's approval.

Reason for this is that strict rules
cover the fire zone and the city is
checked by the national board of
underwriters on its enforcement of
