City Bond Election
Vote Disappointing

Are Pampans so lacking in civic 
spirit and patriotism that they have 
to be "driven” to the polls to vote 
on a measure that means their own 
interest as well as their duty?

That was the thought early today 
of many supporters of the city bond 
election to decide the issuance of 
$15,000 in bonds to drill three wa­
ter wells at the site of the Pampa 
twin-engine advanced flying school.

Less than 100 votes had been cast 
in the election up to late this morn­
ing. While a sizeable increase waii 
expected late this afternoon, the 
slow vote this morning did not back 
up this optimism.Year's Postal Receipts Show Large Increase

Pampa's postal receipt** for the 
fiscal year, ending June 30, showed 
an increase of $3,490 99 over the 
previous year, according to Post­
master C. H. Walker.

Local receipts for the past year 
totaled $88,615.06 compared with 
$85,124.07 for the previous year.

NEWARK, N. J . July 10 <̂P)— 
Swift prosecution of a German-born 
spy suspect seized in an attempt to 
slip into the United States by pos­
ing as a Jewish refugee was expect­
ed today after he is arraigned on 
charges of espionage

The prisoner, Herbert Karl Fried­
rich Bahr, 29, an American citizen 
through the naturalization of his 
late father, was seized by the FBI 
aboard the diplomatic exchange ship 
Drottningholm.

The arrest of Bahr, who was edu­
cated In Buffalo. N. Y„ schools an4, 
at Rensselaer Polytechnic institute, 
Troy, N. Y„ resulted from a thor­
ough investigation of the refugee 
liner, 300 of whose 942 passengers 
from Europe still are being ques­
tioned on Ellis island.

"Bahr admits having been enllst- 
ted by the German espionage serv­
ice during October, 1941, as an es­
pionage agent for the purpose of re­
turning to the United States and 
securing and transmitting to Ger­
many Information pertaining to the 
war effort of this country." Assistant 
FBI Director P. E. Foxworth said 
in New York.

In a simultaneous announcement 
of the arrest, FBI Chief J. Edgar 
Hoover said in Washington that the 
Gestapo had Instructed Bahr in the 
art of spying as well as in writing 
with secret, invisible inks and had 
given him various addresses in Spain, 
Switzerland and South America 
where he could send the reports of 
his activities.

It was estimated that the total 
number of eligible voters was be­

In his part of the program Judge 
White commented on the fact that 
the government had purchased the 
land for the school, an unexpected 
saving, as it had been thought that 
either the city or the county would 
be called on to do this, as is custom­
ary.

The county was asked to, and is 
constructing a road to the school, 
but purchase of the land by the gov­
ernment greatly reduced the cost lo­
cally.

Judge White praised the work done 
by Mayor Thompson and Mr Reeves, 
to whose trip to Washington he at­
tributed the action of the federal 
government in paying for the school 
site.

Million Nazi Troops 
Smash Russian Lines

Adolf Hitler's invasion armies 
have swept across the upper Don 
river at several points, Soviet dis­
patches acknowledged today, while 
the Red armies are battling a 
dangerous new thrust into the 
Rossosh sector 100 miles south of 
Voronezh on the Moscow-Rostov 
railway.

Bombers Hunting Axis Transports

CAIRO, July 10 (AT—British mo­
bile columns southwest of El Ala- 
mein squeezed Field Marshal Erwin 
Rommel’s armored right flank back 
toward the sea today while United 
States bombers and British sub­
marines sought to cut his Mediter­
ranean supply line

(A British broadcast quoted re­
ports from Ankara that the Axis 
was moving reinforcements to North 
Africa from the Balkans, pulling 
German troops from Yugoslavia and 
even Crete in an effort to restore 
Rommel's striking power.)

British headquarters announced 
that long-range United States 
bombers hunting Axis ships in the 
Mediterranean shot down two Ger­
man fighter planes which attempted 
to intercept them.

(An admiralty communique in 
London credited a single British 
submarine with sinking one mer­
chant ship from a strongly-guarded 
Axis convoy bound for Libya and 
sending a naval auxiliary vessel to 
the bottom.)

The change In Romme's line elim­
inated a sharp angle where the Ger­
man front turns back to the west 
Now the line forms an arc extend­
ing from the coast west of El Ala- 
mein into the desert some 30 miles 
south of El Daba

The British maneuver apparently 
was a continuation of the sallies 
which hard-hitting armored patrols

Allied bombers and fighter bomb­
ers were reported blasting at the 
Axis leader's tenuous lines of com­
munication and were credited with 
destroying more than 50 enemy 
transport vehicles In one assault.

The announcement reporting Rom­
mel’s latest withdrawal said:

“In the southern sector our mo­
bile columns engaged enemy forces, 
including tanks, and forced them 
to move northward."

The communique did not specify 
the size of the forces Involved, but 
apparently the engagement was 
purely local In character.

The Chinese gains took on an 
even larger significance with the 
reported recapture of Tsungjen, 
where the Japanese had driven south 
toward Kwangtung province, and 
Changshu, where the invaders had 
reached the Kianssi-Hunan railway.

Tile Japanese had taken Changshu 
early this week in tlie start of a 
new phase of their apparent cam­
paign to establish a rail route from 
Shanghai to Singapore. Their con­
quest through Chekiang province and 
Into Kiangsi gave them lines from 
Shanghai to Nanchang.

The high command said fighting 
also had flared anew in Chekiang 
province, where the Japanese, with 
more than 10,000 reinforcements, 
struck south three days ago from 
Lishui, 125 miles south of Hangchow.

The 
man Texans elect to the senate this 
year must have a vision of peace as 
well as pledge himself to all out sup­
port of the president’s war program.” 

The youthful appearing candidate, 
speaking at Hillsboro in the teeth 
of a high wind, demonstrated the 
same campaigning vigor which took 
him twice to both the attorney gen­
eralship and the governorship of the 
state.

sea coast west of EH Alamein.
Thus, bit by bit, the British ap­

peared to be narrowing Rommel’s 
escape corridor from the "battle of 
the bottleneck,” 70 miles west .of the 
big Alexandria naval base, despite 
the Axis chieftain’s efforts to pre­
vent Just such a maneuver. Dis­
patches from Cairo several days 
ago said Oen. Rommel, with his ar­
mies exhausted by their 350-mile 
sweep across the desert from To­
bruk, was attempting to build a 
“wall” to guard his southern flank 
against British attacks which might 
ultimately cut off his avenue of 
retreat to the west.

The new Axis setback. Indicating 
growing British strength in the 
critical struggle for the Nile and 
the Suez canal, was the fourth 
since Gen. Auchlnleck's revitalized 
8th army turned on the Invaders at 
EH Alamein a week ago.

“ In the southern sector, our mo­
bile columns engaged enemy forces, 
including tanks, and forced them 
to move northward,” British GHQ 
announced.

Dispatches from Cairo said that 
while there was no immediate ex­
pectation t h a t  Rommel might be 
forced to execute a general with­
drawal, the British were confi­
dent they could keep the Axis lead­
er so busy fighting o f f  flanking 
thrusts that he could not regroup 
his columns for a new offensive.

Cairo observers said Rommel ap­
parently hoped to  avoid a show­
down battle for two or three weeks 
to rest his troops, receive reinforce­
ments, and rebuild his striking 
power

On the Russian front. Red arm» 
headquarters acknowledged a peri­
lous situation at Rossosh, as the 
Germans struck ever closer to the 
Caucasus, but declared that huge 
Nazi losses had "compelled tip; Hit­
lerite clique to withdraw consid­
erable forces from France and dis-

Viewed from another standpoint,

Navy Announces Sinking Of Cargo Ship Off S . A . Coast
(By The Associated Press)

The navy today (Friday) announc­
ed the sinking of a U. 8 . cargo ship 
off the coast of South America with 
the loss of members of Its 29-man 
crew, bringing to 13 the number of 
United Nations’ vessels reported this 
wqek as destroyed by enemy U-boats 
In the Western Atlantic.

The torpedoing raised the unoffi­
cial Associated Press tabulation of 
Allied and neutral cargo vessels sunk 
in Atlantic waters since Pearl Har­
bor to 350.

It was the 23rd sinking reported
in waters off South America since 
December 7.

At a Gulf coast port, survivors 
said that their ship had been tor­
pedoed by a large Axis sub. appar­
ently powered by a diesel engine. 
The sinking occurred early in the 
morning of May 4.

William Burke, one of the 18 men 
who left the stricken ship In a life 
boat and reached the southeast coast 
of British Guiana, said that one tor­
pedo struck the ship below the wa­
ter line, apparently exploding the 
boiler and enveloping the vessel lii 
steam. None of the sub’s crew came 

j on deck. Burke added.

SKA OTTER AGAIN 

(Washing!.Id Evening Star)
The Sea Otter, in revised form, may still 

Justify the hopes of its creators that it will be 
at least a partial solution to America’s wartime 
shipping problem. Word has come that the revo­
lutionary type of cargo carrier, which depends 
on a gasoline engine and vertical driveshaft for 
propulsion, will be built in large numbers for 
coastwise and South American trade.

This large scale adaptation of the outboard 
motor principle is the brain child of a naval 
Officer, Comm. Hamilton Bryan, who succeeded in 
interesting government officials to the extent of 
having a test ship constructed last year. Pre­
liminary trial runs indicated that certain changes 
Were necessary in the design of the ship.

When naval authorities lost interest in the 
Sea Otter, a congressional inquiry was made into 
reports that the ship had not been given adequate 
tests. According to Sen. Brewster, tests with new 
models h-ve proved so successful that a number 
o f full size vessels will be built under the lend- 
lease program. “

Use of the ship in trade between the United 
States and South America will avoid one of the 
difficulties which wculd be encountered in trans­
oceanic voyages—the necessity of stocking large 
supplies of gasoline for the return trip and thus 
diminishing hold capacity. The ships will be able 
to refuel in South Atlantic ports and carry maxi­
mum cargoes each way. Since the vessels can be 
built rapidly and cheaply, sponsors of the uncon­
ventional ship are enthusiastic in their claims.

thbught, Lippmann said, “They are in the habit 
of thinking of others as if they were Inanimate 
objects and the habit of thinking of oneself as 
above all human standards o f good and evil."

They know no immutable, universal, 
eternal rule excepting their own changeable will. 
They themselves are the norm by which right 
and wrong are determined.

THE CENSOR’S POWER 
(Chicago Tribune)

The government’s code of wartime practices 
for  the American press, revised on June 15, con. 
tains a new section entitled "Notes on Rumors.”

"The spread of rumors in such a way that they 
will he accepted as facts,” it is decreed, "will 
Fender aid and comfort to the enemy. The same 
is true of enemy propaganda or material calcu­
lated by the enemy to bring about division among 
the united nations.”

At first glance, perhaps, these provisions will 
appear Innocent enough. It is not the practice of 
the American press to print rumors as fact or to 
publish enemy propaganda knowingly without 
stating its source. In this sense It was scarcely 
necessary to include these items in the code, but 
their presence there could make little difference 
to  any editor of any responsible newspaper.

Nevertheless, the provisions are more than a 
little disturbing. Giving aid and comfort to the 
enemy is the definition of treason, a capital crime.

not only to make regulations governing publica­
tions iiPwartime but also to rewrite the criminal 
cotie of the United States. Only congress has the 
right to do that. No administrative agency of the 
government, and not even the President himself, 
can enact criminal statutes.

The danger is heightened by the ambiguity of 
the regulations. What is a rumor? And what is 
"calculated by the enemy to bring about division 
among the united nations?”  Evidently the censors 
in Washington believe they are qualified to an­
swer these puzzling questions. Would they have 
decided a month ago that -an article which said 
that the dispatches from Cairo were giving a 
wholly false impression was a rumor or that it 
was calculated to divide the united nations? Sup­
pose the article had been cabled from Berne ant 
had attributed the opinion to “a usually well in- 
formed source.” Would the newspaper which pub­
lished that item have been guilty of publishing 
a rumor? Should such a newspaper be punished 
for promoting division among the allies when 
in fact the report was a true one and its publi 
cation might have contributed to the correction of 
a situation of the greatest danger to all the allies?

Obviously the censorship office should not be 
trusted to write the code, interpret it, and en­
force it. I f  any newspapers are cited for viola­
tions, they should be given a henring before an 
impartial judicial body which will be at least as 
mindful of the importance of keeping the people 
informed of what is happening as of the desir­
ability of suppressing news which might be of 
value to the enemy.

That is the point made in telling fashion by 
Mr. Harold Laski in a pamphlet published by 
the British committee on civil liberties and re­
published in these columns a few weeks ago. If 
the censor’s judgment is to be controlling from 
first to last in these matters, the liberty of the 
press is in very grave danger.

In this connection it is well to bear in mind 
that no one has yet attributed any o f the vic­
tories of this war, on either side, to the censor, 
but there are many defeats for which the censor­
ship can claim the chief credit. Libya is only 
the latest o f them.

Public anxiety over the prospects 
of a second front in Western Europe 
naturally has increased as the re­
sult of the dangerous position creat­
ed by Hitler's mllllon-man onslaught 
in the Don river zone against Red 
troops who are making such a mag­
nificent effort to carry out the ad 
monition to give “not one more step 
backwards.”

Many inquiries are coming my di­
rection and It Is even urged that this 
column Indicate how the Invasion of 
the continent would be carried out. 
Well, In the first place all we know 
about the time Is that a front is 
to be set up at the earliest feasible 
moment. We must be impetuously 
Impatient.

As to how it will be achieved, one 
recalls the remark of a British na­
val officer recently that “I can prom­
ise you the invasion will not come 
In the way everyone expects.” Any­
way It presents a new problem, for 
no comparable operation has been 
carried out under conditions of mod­
ern warfare. We can say that It will 
be one of the most dangerous and 
difficult undertakings in all mili­
tary history.

We know in advance that the anxi­
ous Hun Is forearmed. The position 
undoubtedly was succinctly describ­
ed the other day by a German high 
command spokesman: “We are ex­
pecting an invasion at any time. Let 
them try It. We are ready.”

The whole occupied coastal area, 
from Norway clear down through 
Prance, has been heavily fortified.

The preliminary to any invasion 
must be a terrific aerial bombard­
ment of all enemy coastal positions, 
to destroy defenses and force the 
enemy air fleet farther inland from 
their airdromes. The British say the 
Nazi defenses won’t stand up under 
the punishment they will get.

Next would come the movement of 
troops. Where landings would be un­
dertaken certainly is a matter of 
speculation. They might be made 
anywhere and the location would 
depend on circumstances.

lYie area which the Nazis have 
most carefully fortified Is the Bou­
logne- Calais sector on the narrow­
est part of the English channel, on­
ly twenty miles away from the white 
cliffs of Dover. Probably numerous 
landings would be attempted simul­
taneously along the coastline, per­
haps avoiding this strongly-held 
Boulogne-Dover area until It could 
be outflanked.

Pioneers must go ahead to estab­
lish beach-heads, and what force 
could be better fitted for that work 
than the Commandos, both British 
and Yankee? With them must go 
technicians and workers who will 
create facilities for the disembark­
ing of the main Invasion forces, pre­
pare landing fields for planes, and 
what not. That will be a nasty Job, 
In the face of fierce resistance by 
superior forces. That’s where the 
combined Anglo-American airforce 
will come In, for on the airmen must 
fall largely the Initial defense of the 
early landing-forces.

With the establishment of beach­
heads the main Invasion forces 
would be rushed across the channel. 
Probably a million men, American 
and British, would be moved onto 
the continent In due course. As a 
guess, five thousand barges, maybe 
more, would be employed, each carry­
ing fifty or so fully equipped sol­
diers. There also would be barges for 
tanks and artillery and other me­
chanical equipment.

The barges with their precious 
freight would proceed under a vast 
canopy at air power. They would 
be escorted by naval strength. These 
troops must be equipped to take care 
of themselves for several days, may-

Lesson

PARABLES WARN THAT 
ESSENCE OF SIN IS DISOBE­
DIENCE TO DIVINE TRUTHS

Text: Genesis 3:1-13, 23, 24.

What we get out of this lesson 
depends greatly upon the spirit and 
manner In which we approach It. 
Pew passages in the Bible have suf­
fered more from the failure of 
readers to remember that the Bible 
is an eastern book, full of Imagery 
and symbolism, in which truth is 
often expressed In stories the na­
ture and effect of which are en­
tirely missed it one Insists upon 
reading and interpreting them In 
terms of crude western literalism.

We are familiar with this In the 
stories called parables, and we real­
ize that they have a very real 
teaching apart from any question 
of literalism. The story, for In­
stance. of the woman with the 10 
pieces of silver who lost one does 
not depend upon whether in an ac­
tual place at a precise moment the 
thing happened hi real life. It is 
the sort of thing that may happen 
at any time. So, also, a parable 
like that of the Prodigal Son lives 
through the ages because it Is so 
true to life, independently of wheth­
er It happened to an actual father 
and an actual son, in an actual 
place, at a definite time, and ac­
cording to  o t h e r  literalistic de­
tails. In fact, when one Interprets 
such stories with narrow literalism 
they tend to lose their larger truth 
and meaning to become Just stories 
and nothing more, whereas it is 
their moral and spiritual teaching 
that is important.

This is particularly true of a pas 
sage like this concerning the origin 
of sin, In which a serpent plays an 
important part. Here. In a story, 
decidedly eastern, the writer has 
expressed some very real facts con­
cerning sin, the nature of which we 
may miss altogether if we read the 
narrative with crude literalism.• • •

What are the ideas that the writ­
er has expressed In this story? First 
of all is the fact that sin has Its 
origin In disobedience. This does 
not mean that all disobedience Is 
sin, because there are sometimes 
commands and rules that have no 
Justification in reason or morals. 
But, nevertheless, the essence of 
sin Is disobedience to divine truth 
and divine law.

The eating of the forbidden fruit 
of the tree Is represented as bring­
ing In the knowledge of good and 
evil. This had led some to suggest 
that the fall was a fall upward, 
but the question is still Important 
whether the knowledge of good and 
evil was necessarily associated with 
the choice of evil and the yielding 
to temptation. One sees evidence In 
th e  world that the fall was a real 
fall, and that sinful disobedience 
does visit upon man tragedies of 
suffering and degradation.

It Is well to read this story of 
the origin of sin along with the 
passages In these early narratives 
that show quite plainly what sin 
did to those who chose the wrong

Behind The News In Washington

The fact Is gradually being driv­

en home that this war production 
business, big and hurry-up as It Is, 
still will not be able to utilize the 
productive capacity of every manu­
facturing plant in the country. 
There are not enough materials and 
there Is not enough skilled labor 
to use every plant on war produc­
tion and nothing but the most essen­
tial civilian goods production.

As a result, you are apt to hear 
much yowling as thousands and 
tens of thousands of these small 
manufacturing firms realize they're 
not going to get any war orders. 
Many of these firms have been shut 
down by WPB limitation orders, cut­
ting off the manufacture of civilian 
goods. But these cut-off orders were 
to save materials and it does not 
follow that everyone of these shut­
down firms eventually will get war 
contracts. The sad fact Is that 
they will have to get realistic and 
realize that there are going to be 
more business casualties—perhaps 
25,000 or 50.000 of them.

As mentioned In this space before, 
the Smaller War Plants corpora­
tion, created as a branch of the War 
production board, Is not going to 
solve the problem. It will help some 
smaller manufacturers get war con­
tracts, but SWPC can really do 
nothing which the army and navy 
contract and procurement services 
have not already been empowered 
to do and which they have been do­
ing for months. In fact, war depart­
ment finance officers have been 
going around the country, making 
speeches to Chambers of Commerce 
and groups of business men, telling 
them that if they needed financial 
help for retooling or expansion, the 
services were authorized to give a 
lift.
MANY CAN’T DO JOB

To force any appreciable number 
of these dislocated plants to keep 
going when they are not equipped 
to do a good Job on war orders would 
be Industrial boondoggling of a seri­
ous nature, according to present W- 
PB thinking. In too many of these 
plants, the machine tools are not 
accurate enough to do the precision 
work required for military produc­
tion. To give contracts to shops of 
this category Just to keep them busy 
would not only waste material but 
slow up production as well.

Definite efforts are-betng made to 
spread war contracts to as many 
small plants as possible. One fruit­
ful method of bringing more plants 
Into war production has been by re­
examination and relocation of con­
tracts. For Instance, in reviewing 
contracts for making time fuses for 
shells, it was found that one such 
big contract had been given to a 
watch company. While this at first 
seemed like a notable conversion of 
a civilian industry to war produc­
tion, re-examlnation showed It was 
a bad contract. Making time fuses 
requires no specially accurate ma­
chinery. The precision tools and 
highly experienced machine opera­
tors of a watch factory, however, 
were suited to the production of 
navigating Instruments, range find­
ers and other high accuracy manu­
facture. So the time fuse contract 
was reassigned to a lower quality 
works, and the watch factory is 
making precision Instruments.
OUT OF LUCK

There will be more of this down­
grading of contracts, but it can’t 
take up the slack In potential pro­
duction capacity. In general, pooling 
of small manufacturers in a given 
community to utilize all their skills 
and machinery on one war con­
tract has not been satisfactory. In a 
few communities where there has 
been good management, the pool has 
worked beautifully. But there is no 
pattern applicable to every commun­
ity. Sub-contracting, where the 
prime contractor can pick his mak­
ers of bits and pieces and supervise 
their work, has done better. But 
even this cannot be used to put ev­
ery lathe and drill-press to work.

As usual, the small plant owners 
and managers who saw this com­
ing are making out all right. But 
factories that hung onto business

be a week, for apart from such ma­
terial as Is carried on the barges, 
the main supplies are yet to be mov­
ed Only after the troops have es­
tablished themselves and prepared 
airdromes for Allied planes, can the 
armada of supply ships be started 
for the continent. The battle for 
airdromes will be fierce.

The United States Civil Service 
commission today issued a cell for 
personnel officers, additional nurs­
es, and operators of calculating ma­
chines. and of tabulating equip­
ment, to further war work In fed­
eral agencies In Washington, D. O 
and throughout the United States. ’

Positions as personnel officer, at 
salaries from $4,600 to $6,500 a year, 
and as personnel assistant, $2,600 to 
$3,800, will be filled. For the $2,600 
positions, at least 6 years of pro­
gressive experience In a personnel 
office, or administrative office re­
sponsible for personnel functions 
are required. Credit wUl be given 
for recognized college education up 
to 5 years. Experience limited to 
routine interviewing or supervision 
of clerical work will be considered 
only for the first 3 years of the re­
quired 6. At least 1 year In per­
sonnel or management work above 
that of routine clerical Is required 
for the $2,600 positions. Higher po­
sitions require additional appropri­
ate experience. There is no written 
test.

Tabulating equipment operators 
are wanted for positions as super­
visor, $2,000 a year, junior super­
visor. $1,800 a year, and senior op­
erator, $1,620 a year. Applicants 
for supervisor positions must have 
had at least 1 year of appropriate 
supervisory experience which In­
cluded responsibility for the wiring 
or the setting of control pins pf all 
equipment. At least 6 months of 
experience operating an alphabetic 
tabulating machine is required for 
the $1,620 positions. Applicants 
must be over 18 years. No written 
test Is given.

Junior calculating machine oper­
ators for positions paying $1,440 a 
year, will be given a practical test; 
exercises in addition, subtraction, 
multiplication, and division must be 
performed directly on the machine. 
The lower age limit is 18 years. 
Sufficient qualified persons to meet 
anticipated needs were not obtained 
from the recent calculating machine 
operator examination. Persons who 
receive eligible ratings under the 
previous announcement need not 
apply again.

The commission is seeking addi­
tional public health nurses for the 
Indian service. Including Alaska, 
and the public health service; and 
graduate nurses f o r  general staff 
duty In the Indian service. Includ­
ing Alaska. Registered nurses with 
approplate nursing education and 
experience may apply. Graduation 
from high school is no longer re­
quired.

There Is no maximum age limit 
fo r ' these positions. Applications, 
which must be filed with the Civil 
Service commission, Washington, 
D. C„ will be accepted until the 
needs of the service have been met.

The commission Issued an 
amendment to open announcements 
stating that there is no maximum 
age limit for most positions.

Buyers Give Wall 
Street Busy Days

NEW YORK. July 10 (/P>—Are in­
flation controls holding?

Borne Wall Streeters doubt it. In 
the past two days, buyers have given 
the stock market its busiest trad­
ing of the year, boosting leading 
shares $2 to $4 or more. Meanwhile, 
wheat prices were bid up around 5 
cents a bushel at Chicago.

At the same time, others point­
ed out that President Roosevelt’s 
seven-point program for keeping 
prices down was announced only 
last April 27, that Price Administra­
tor Henderson’s retail price celling 
was clamped down only May 18. 
While some adjustments, and some 
apparent Wavering may appear, they 
said, control is so vital that firmer 
measures are evidently Inevitable, If 
needed.

Only last Wednesday. Jesse Jones,

secretary of commerce and federal 
loan administrator, warned that 
price inflation would “ lead to ulti­
mate bankruptcy—national and in­
dividual.”

Three recent developments were 
mentioned in Wall Street as leading 
to speculation that price controls 
may be cracking:

1) Finding of a war labor board 
panel that four so-called little steel 
companies "are able to pay” a re­
quested wage increase of $1 a day. 
The report is now before the board 
for decision.

2) Approved by the Office of Price 
Administration of Increased prices 
of canned and frozen fruits and veg­
etables.

3) Passage by the senate of a bill 
to permit full parity loans to farm­
ers on-six major crops. This would 
bring the loan value of wheat, for 
Instance, up to $134 a bushel. July

Approved By House w a s h  t u b b s Stiff Upper Lip By ROY C R A N I

WASHINGTON, July 10 (/P)—
Awaiting an explanation from Ad­
ministrator Leon Henderson of the 
effect of price regulations on small 
enterprises, members of a house 
committee voiced general approval 
today of a proposal for subsidization 
of small business operators to help 
them survive during the war.

Chairman Patman (D.-Tex.> of the 
smail business committee spiel Hen­
derson would testify next Wednes­
day and would be asked, among 
other things, for his opinion on the 
subsidy plan outlined yesterday by 
Philip D. Reed, head of the indus­
tries branch of the war production 
board.

Reed told the committe that unless 
something were don.; quickly, ap­
proximately 24,000 small industrial 
enterprises, unable to fit Into the 
war program and lacking materials 
for civilian production, "will be 
forced to shut down before Octo­
ber 1."

Patman conceded that committe- 
sponsored legislation creating a 
smaller war plants corporation to 
help little concerns obtain war and 
essential civilian production con­
tracts was not adequate.

The plan outlined by Reed con­
templated government defrayment 
during the war of the minimum 
fixed charges and maintenance cost 
of plants forced to close down, and 
low-interest loans to those not com­
pletely shut down but unable to op­
erate at a profit because of war 
production board orders.

N azi Airdromes In Norw ay, Finland Hit

MOSCOW, July 10 (/P)—Bombing 
German airdromes in northern Nor­
way and Finland, the Red air force 
has Inflicted heavy new damage on 
the bases from which German 
planes have been raiding ports and 
shipping of the Arctic supply line to 
Russia, warfront dispatches report­
ed today.

The raids followed the Russian 
torpedoing of the powerful German 
battleship Tirpitz as it led a cruiser 
and destroyer force in an attempted 
attack on an Allied convoy bringing 
Russia supplies from England and 
the United States, the Russian ac­
counts said.

A strong German air fleet based 
in northern Norway and Finland 
repeatedly has struck at such con­
voys and at Murmansk and other 
cities of the Kola peninsula through 
which A m erican  and British arms 
are flowing to the Red army.

German airdromes in a number of 
northern districts were attacked in 
an effort to cripple such operations, 
the Russians said.

One force of Russian planes, strik­
ing simultaneously at several air­
ports, was said to have destroyed 30 
German bombers and fighters, dam­
aged 27 others, burned a hangar 
and damaged a warehouse.

The Russians said none of their 
own planes was lost.

DALLAS, July 10. (API—Sixty- 
seven per cent of all the orders 
on the books of cotton mills ih 
the United States represent war 
orders.

Speaking before the third World 
Cotton Research congress here to­
day, Dr. Claudius T. Murchison of 
New York, president of the Cotton 
Textile Institute,. Inc., said that 
this information was based upon 
a 100 per cent survey of the Ameri­
can cotton industry'by the war pro­
duction board and given out for 
the first time. t

“ Indications are that in the 
months to come civilian consump­
tion of cotton fabrics will be re­
duced successively," he added.

The first of three half-day ses­
sions of the congress was opened 
by Burris C. Jackson, chairman of 
the state-wide cotton committer of 
Texas, which is sponsoring the 
meeting.

A. M. Grayson of Dallas, presi­
dent of the American Cotton Ship­
pers association, In a brief wel­
coming address, told the cotton 
men that "I hope you will find 
time to consider a condition which 
is likely to prove a boomerang to 
our cotton economy, namely, we 
are consuming only the cream of 
our cotton. There Is practically a 
total absence of consumption of low 
grades, which now approximate 
about, 75 per cent of our total car­
ryover.”

Director A. B Conner of the Tex­
as A. and M. college agricultural 
experiment station, said the pur­
pose of the congress is to focus at­
tention on the important place 
which cotton plays in our war ef­

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Six Oi Nation's Page Boys 
Come From Lone Star State

B ; L. T. EASLEY
WASHINGTON, July 10 UP — 

Darting about here and there over 
the capitol, running messages be­
tween congressional offices and do­
ing miscellaneous chores are dozens 
of bright-faced boys, nearly ail sons 
of parents who are friends of a sen­
ator or a representative.

They get their Jobs through ap­
pointment of a legislator, and are 
paid B4 per day throughout the en­
tire session, even when congress is 
In recess.

Six of the youngsters are Texans, 
if not native at least by virtue of 
being Sons of Texans now living 
here, and having close family ties 
In the Lone Star state. Four of the 
youths work In the house of repre­
sentatives, two In the senate.

Those working as pages In the 
house are: Wesley Dorbandt, 14, 
1\ler; Caleb Moss, 17, Denison; 
Danny Smith, 13. El Paso; Pat 
Murphy, 14, San Angelo. The senate 
pages are Josef Kaspar, 14, grand­
son of N. F. Garrett, prominent 
Corsicana cotton grower: and ’Na­
than C. Robinson, Jr., 12, whose 
father works here but who calls 
Fort Worth and Temple home.

The page Jobs are handed out by 
representatives and senators as pat­
ronage. usually in appreciation of 
political support given by the 
youngsters’ parents.

Because- of the age range for 
pages—12 to 16 in the senate and 
12 to 18 In the house—congressmen 
and senators sometimes have diffi­
culty in finding suitable circum­
stances for passing out the Jobs. 
Youngsters of that age, particularly 
thos- barely within the minimum 
age limitation, could not come here 
from Texas alone. Even the older 
boys, while able to take care of 
themselves, constitute a responsibil­
ity the legislators don’t relish, if 
they don’t live with parents. Con­
sequently, the boys selected often 
are sons of parents living here but 
maintaining legal residence in their 
home state.

Nathan C. Robinson. Jr., appoint­
ee of Senator W. Lee O'Daniel, is a 
native of Washington and has lived 
here all his life. But his Texas ties 
are many. Mr. Robinson, Sr., with 
the District of Columbia Fire de­

partment—on leave frcm that post 
now to help conduct War Savings 
bond drives In this area—was a 
cloee friend of the late Texas Sena­
tor Morris Sheppard, and D. R 
Potter, secretary to O’Daniel and 
for yeais seuetary to Sheppard.

Tile elder Robinson was born in 
1899 in Cameron, went to public 
schools in Temple, lived for a while 
In Harlingen and then moved to 
Port Worth. So the younger Robin­
son considers himself part Texan 
and says he looks forward to Texas 
trips, including visits with a great 
uncle, W. S. Sealy. former mayor 
of Temple.

The other Texas senate page, Jo­
sef Kaspar, is impatiently waiting 
until Aug. 15 to start for Corsicana 
to visit his grandparents. He al­
ready has purchased a plane ticket 
and says if he can’t get a seat be­
cause of priorities he and his mother 
will go by .train. His mother was 
formerly Ethel Garrett, who came 
here to attend a National Park Col­
lege for Girls. She married her 
music instructor. H. R. Kaspar. who 
died several years after Josef was 
born.

Mrs. Kaspar remained here and 
is now a piano teacher. She was ac­
quainted with senate officials who 
take care of the hiring of the pages 
and they gave young Josef the job.

The house pages are all Texans 
in their own right.

Danny Murphy Is the son of a 
San Angelo attorney, E. E Murphy. 
He said his mother and father let 
him come up for the summer by 
himself—except for a -recent visit 
by her—but that he will be back for 
senior year at San Angelo high next 
fall.

Like most all pages, young Mur­
phy is tickled to get a chance to see 
first hand, and behind the scenes 
in the cloakrooms, the goings on in 
the national legislature. He and 
most of the others want to be law­
yers. and say that someday they’d 
like to come to congress as mem­
bers if the people saw fit to send 
them.

None of the Texas congressmen 
ever were on the payroll as pages, 
although Representative Lyndon B. 
Johnson of Johnson City and Austin 
—now on active duty in the navy— 
did work for a while as a page when 
he was employed as a secretary by 
Representative Richard Kleberg of 
Corpus Christi, He asked for the 
assignment, and still says it s an 
unbeatable way to get to know thê  
various members by name and face.

Wesley Is the son of Mr. and Mrs. 
James C. Dorbandt of Tyler. His 
father, an attorney, is a captain in 
the adjutant general’s office and at 
present is on active duty in the 
war department.

Assigned on the Republican side 
of the house, he has come to know 
all of the minority members. He 
says that his assignment has made 
him realize the value of a two-par­
ty system, despite the fact that he 
grew up in a strong Democratic 
background. His father is a friend 
of East Texas Representative Lind- 
ley Beckworth.

Also assigned on the Republican 
side is Caleb Moss, who was gradu­
ated last month at Denison high 
school. The son of Mrs. Boyce Moss,

of Dallas, he says he has no politi­
cal aspirations but hopes to get In­
to the Naval air corps. He was ap­
pointed by Representative Wright 
Patman of Texarkana. The boy’s 
grandfather is former Bowie county 
Sheriff Jim D. Baker of Texarkana, 
in Patman’s congressional district.

Page jobs are usually the added 
patronage allowed some of the old­
er members. All majority members 
get at least one patronage post
around the capitol to fill, usually 
that of an elevator boy or police­
man. The Jobs In most Instances 
are given to young men from their 
districts who want to take courses 
on the side at one of the local uni­
versities. As the member gets more 
seniority, he falls in line for addi­
tional patronage posts, among them 
the page Jobs.

In view of the fact that congress 
stays In session almost continually 
now, the page boys are considered 
of much more value than formerly 
when legislators adjourned in early 
summer for the remainder of the 
year

One of the page supervisors re­
called that last March most of the 
page boys were worrying about In­
come taxes like the senators they 
serve.

The boys on the senate side wear 
the navy blue knee pants suits tra­
ditionally associated with pages, but 
the youngsters on the house side 
have broken away from the old cus­
tom. The senate-side youngsters 
take pride in the distinction, but 
the house pages make no secret of 
their disdain for such apparel and 
say they wouldn’t have the job If 
they had to wear the knickers.

Below the street level of the cap­
itol, in a terrace basement room to 
the center and rear of the rotunda, 
is the school maintained for pages. 
It corresponds to any recognized 
high school, and credits earned 
there are accepted for entrance at 
most colleges and universities.

The boys attend classes from 7:30 
a. m. to 10:30, then again late iji 
the afternoon after the usual clos­
ing time of the house and senate, 
around 5 o’clock.

When the senate or house are In 
session the boys are always on hand 
at the rear or front of the chamber, 
ready to run an errand. The house 
membership is so large and there 
Is so much confusion at times, that 
a signal system Is used to summon 
the pages. On each seat Is a button. 
When pushed It registers a light on 
a board in a cloak room, and the 
head of the pages Immediately sends 
a boy to the member. In the senate 
the boys are paged with the simple 
wave of the hand, for there are al­
ways three or four sitting-down tn 
the front of the chamber, on the 
carpeted steps leading to the vice 
president’s stand, and they keep 
their eyes alert for any sign of a 
call.

The colorful former Senator Ash- 
urst (D-Ariz), defeated during the 
last general election, long will be 
remembered for the manner in 
which he called a page. He snapped 
his fingers so loudly he could be 
heard In the galleries. He got quick 
service.

WASHINGTON, July 10 UP— 

Despite the government's efforts to 
prevent inflation, money in circu­
lation Jumped another $300,000,000 
—equivalent to $2.18 per person- 
in June.

The treasury said today that coin 
and currency in circulation outside 
of the treasury and federal reserve 
banks totaled $12.377,119.781, equal 
to $92.04 for every man, woman, 
and child In the nation.

Resulting primarily from the 
huge war spending program of the 
government, this figure has climbed 
steadily from $9,612,375.332, which 
was $72.18 per person, a year ago.
