Allied Army

To the north and south the bat­
tle apparently still was raging Ui- 
concluslvely. with British imperials

Fighting In the coastal sector, the 
British communique disclosed, cen­
tered mainly around Tel El Elsa.

Semi-of tidal advices from the 
front indicated ttiat the British had 
gained some ground both in this 
area and on the southern flank, al­
though Auchlnleck's headquarters 
was not specific on this poiht.

by Attorney General Biddle as it 
was opened in federal district court 
here.

The lone woman defendant is 
Mrs Elizabeth Diling of Chicago, 
who was mentioned in the indict­
ment as having used as an alias 
the name Rev. Frank Woodruff 
Johnson.

The indictment is in two counts, 
one alleging violation of the so- 
called sedition law, which carries a 
maximum penalty of 20 year's im­
prisonment. and the others alleg­
ing violation of a law prohibiting 
Interference with the armed forces

Russia Faces

“ It was the disappointment of 
Judge Allred’s administration and 
his political activities that opened 
the way for Senator O'Daniel’s elec­
tion on the slogan that he opposed 
the professional politicians and 
that he would see that equal pen­
sions were paid to all alike."

O'Daniel chargee, at M o u n t  

Pleasant last night that a "whis­
pering campaign" had been started 
against him and that "any new and 
extra slander that may be brought 
out should be disregarded."

One of his opponents, the senator 
declared, said O'Daniel couldn't 
"wear a scissor-tailed coat," and 
that he lacked the "social graces.” 
He said the whispering campaign 
consisted of charges that he "had no 
interest in winning the war."

“ I'm  fighting this war to a suc­
cessful conclusion so that it will be 
a war to end all wars,” he asserted.

Allred, speaking at Austin, chal­
lenged his hearers to “write and 
ask the boys in the service if the 
war is an issue in this campaign.” 

Allred was cheered when he 
called O'Daniel "a defeated and des­
perate man” and when he referred 
to the senator and Gubernatorial 
Candidate Hal Collins as the "Siam­
ese Twins."

consolidated inching gains of yes­
terday.

The weather spared Germany 
from RAF attack during the night 
but the Germans struck at Eng­
land in somewhat stronger fashion.

There were casualties and some 
property damage in the night raids 
over Bast Anglia and southern Eng­
land and the Germans lost one 
plane. By daylight today a sliigle 
plane laid a stick of bombs across 
the shopping center of an east coast 
town killing a number of civilians, 
while other raiders were active over 
other parts of eastern England and 
the eastern Midlands.

The Hitler command said that 
German and Slovak troops—part of 
the million-man offensive—had
penetrated fortified bridgehead po­
sitions in front of Rostov and 
reached the outskirts of the city.

Since Rostov lies on the north 
bank of the Don, near the mouth, 
not shielded by the river, the Ger­
mans evidently meant that they had 
crossed a tributary of the Don which 
curves half around Rostov to Join 
the Don on the east.

Stalingrad likewise was the po­
tential target of at least three drives, 
the closest being still short of the 
Don but near the border of Stalin­
grad province 80 miles away and 
astride the Likhaya-Stalingrad rail­
way.

By the bright light of the half­
moon Russian bombers and fighters 
lashed last night at the long col­
umns of German reinforcements 
moving across the grainflelds of the 
Don bend, said a Russian dispatch, 
but they still showed no sign of halt­
ing the German sweep.

In the Voronezh area, 300 miles 
north of Rostov, Russian forces were 
fought through streets literally 
paved with enemy dead in mopping 
up one “ large settlement” south of 
the city where 6,000 of the foe were 
reported fallen. Russian counter­
attacks on the German north wing 
were said to have accounted for 9,000 
more German fatalities.

Obviously not 
everybody can be a bombardier. The 
man who will have the personal sat­
isfaction of blasting a Berlin rail 
center, a Tokyo munitions dump or 
softening up German coastal forti­
fications for the long-awaited inva­
sion of Europe must have special 
qualifications. He is chosen as care­
fully as the British pick their famed 
Commandos.

To understand the necessity for 
such careful selection, visualize the 
bombardier In action.

He sits In the glass-walled nose of 
the bombing plane In front of the 
pilot. Between his knees Is the mys­
terious bombsight. with its maze of 
dials and knobs. He is bundled in 
fleece-lined clothing, fur-lined boots 
on his feet, a fur-lined cap on his 
head and an oxygen mask clamped 
on his nose, for his mission takes 
him miles above the earth In the 
freezing substratosphere.
HIS COORDINATION 
M I ST BE TOPS

Yet encumbered as he Is by this 
heavy clothing, he must be able to 
execute delicate manipulations with 
the bombsight controls swiftly and 
precisely. He must have perfect mus­
cular control for this exacting job. 
His mind must be clear, and his at­
tention must not falter for an in­
stant as he approaches the target.

To maintain perfect health, the 
bombardier’s diet is supervised care­
fully. They cannot afford to be air­
sick. They cannot become logy or 
drowsy while on the job.

But in addition to his physical at­
tributes, the bombardier must alsp 
possess certain mental and emotion­
al traits.

"In  probably no other branch of 
the service," says Brigadier Gener­
al Isaiah Davies, commander of 
the Midland school, "is greater em­
phasis placed upon personal integ­
rity and moral character. For to the 
bombardier the United States 
intrusts one of Us most precious se­
crets—the famous bombsight.”

When a man enters the AAF as 
an aircrew cadet, he first takes a 
series of tests which determine the 
type of work to which he will be 
na,” the finely-powdered, whttelst 
assigned. These examinations, pre­
pared by a group of eminent psychi­
atrists, serve as a sort of screening 
process.

The amazing accuracy with which 
these examinations can single out 
potential bombardiers from any 
group of youths, regardless of previ­
ous experience or background, is at­
tested by the training records of 
cadets at this field.

In these preliminary tests the em­
phasis Is again on fundamental 
character traits rather than special 
education or former occupation.

Here Is how Lieutenant Colonel 
Smith sums up the requirements of 
this work:

A good bombardier is a man who 
Is not easily rattled, distracted or 
terrified. Crouched In the nose of 
his ship as it hurtles through space, 
he has a ringside seat at the all- 
battle raging on every side.

“ In plain view are the torrents 
of shell fire and the vicious enemy 
fighter craft rocketing out of the 
clouds In the attack. Yet he must 
disregard the whole sl\ow and con­
centrate on a delicate problem that 
involves trigonometry and a series 
of precise observations. He has no 
more tnan a few seconds to get the 
right answers—and he doesn’t have 
any pencil and paper.

"Should he fall, the entire mission 
has been a failure*—precious time 
and effort wasted, one opportunity 
to smash the enemy gone forever. 
He can t afford to worry about that 
possibility He cai.t afford to get 
impatient or nervous as the cruo!

Colonel Olsen made a* large num­

Colonel Olsen wears the starred 
wings of a senior pilot. He has been 
one of the most spectacularly suc­
cessful officers In the air service 
as reflected in the fact that he 
was named acting commander of 
Randolph field, the nation’s "West 
Point of the Air" recently when Col. 
Idwal H. Edwards, then command­
er, was transferred to Washington.

Then he went to Randolph field 
as a flying instructor, remaining 
until his transfer in 1937 to Al- 
brook field, Canal Zone, as a squad­
ron commander.

In 1938 he returned to Randolph 
field to become director of flying, 
a post he held until his promotion 
to acting commander. He was pro­
moted to captain Jan. 6, 1940, to ma­
jor on March 21, 1941, to lieutenant 
colonel on Jap. 5, 1942, and to col­
onel last June.

Red-haired, stocky, and athletic, 
Colonel Olsen enjoys hunting, skeet 
shooting, and boating. He has a 
ranch in the hill country north 
of Randolph field but expects to 
see little of It for the duration be­
cause of the around-the-clock fly­
ing program mapped out for the 
new schools in Lubbock and Pam­
pa, and perhaps others.

developed against Ttalingrad, 250 
miles by air northeast of Rostov 
The central and most advanced col­
umn was astride the Stalingrad- 
Likliaya railway line slightly mor< 
than 100 miles west of the Volga 
city.

By the light of a bright half moon. 
Soviet heavy bombers and fighter- 
bombqrs pounded long columns ol 
German reinforcements moving into 
the Don river area last night.

Scores of troop-laden trucks were 
smashed and others fled in con­
fusion, field reports said. Another 
column was said to have suffered 
simultaneous bombings at head and 
tall.

Russian dispatches disclosed that 
a spearhead of Field Marshol Gen 
Fedor von Bock’s 1.000,000-man 
army had engaged the defenders of 
Rostov, a Don delta port from which 
the invaders were driven by the com­
bined firepower of Russian soldiers 
and guerrillas after a brief occupa­
tion last November.

(The German high command said

Tuesday that Rostov was in flames 
and under attack from west, north, 
and east.)

Amid these grave developments, 
however, ” Russian counter-attacks 
persisted against the Nazi left wing 
at Voronezh and about 8,000 Ger­
mans were reported killed in the 
savage fighting.

Some 0,000 Invaders were listed as 
¡lain in a successful drive to re­
capture a large settlement south of 
that city.

A powerful German drive to re­
cross the upper Don west ofw Vo­
ronezh was repulsed and 15 tanks 
were destroyed, it was announced.

Given Agriculture

WASHINGTON, July 23- (AP I— 
President Roosevelt signed an ap­
propriation bill today providing 
$805,000,000 for the agriculture de­
partment for the current fiscal year 
and authorizing sale of government- 
owned wheat for livestock feed and 
Industrial uses at below parity 
prices.

Presidential approval climaxed a 
bitter congressional fight over gov­
ernment wheat sales and money for 
the farm security administration, 
the departmental agency charged 
with operation of programs designed 
to rehabilitate low income farm 
families.

During the fight, the house at 
first Insisted on barring sales of 
wheat at prices below parity, or 
about $1.35 a bushel. But under 
stem White House opposition, it 
finally gave way to a senate pro­
posal allowing the sale of up to 
125,000,000 bushels of surplus wheat 
at 85 per cent of com parity, or 
about 83 cents a bushel. (Parity Is 
a price estimated to give farmers 
the same relative purchasing power

they enjoyed In a base period, 
usually 1909-14.)

Signing of the bin by Mr. Roose­
velt cleared the way for movement 
of millions of bushels of this 
wheat from heavy producing areas 
into livestock feeding areas where 
it is needed to supplement com and 
other feeds tuff 8.

In demanding the right to seil 
government wheat at sub-parity 
levels, the administration said the 
grain was needed as feed to en­
courage farmers to produce a 
maximum quantity of wheat, dairy 
and poultry products for United 
Nations war needs. It said farmeis 
would not buy the wheat for Iced 
unless It was cheap as com.

Burial with full military honors of 
20 crewmen of a derm an submarine 
sunk by a destroyer on Atlantic pa­
trol has been announced by the navy 
as the Associated Press unofficial 
count of Allied and neutral ship 
losses by ubmarlnes In the western 
Atlantic rose to 396.

Twilight requiem services, a sa­
lute of three volleys by a navy firing 
squad and the sounding of “taps" 
marked the commitment at the na­
tional cemetery at Hampton, Va.. 
of the first enemy dead to be landed 
on American shores In this war.

One of the few naval precedents 
for the full military honors accord 
ed the Germans whose bodies and 
a few empty life jackets were all 
that remained afloat after their U- 
boat was sunk occurred during the 
War of 1S12 after a sea battle within 
sight of Portland. Me.

In that action, Captain William 
Burrows of the American brig En­
terprise and Captain Samuel Blyth 
of his majesty’s brig Boxer were 
killed on Sept. 5, 1813, and a double 
funeral was given the victor—Cap­
tain Burrows—and the vanquished 
alike. TTielr bodies lie side by side 
in the ancient ¿astern cemetery 
overlooking Portland harbor.

Hie navy declined to give further 
details of the sinking of the U-boat 
whose 29 dead were buried at Hamp­
ton, but In announcing the recent 
destruction of three more merchant­
men declared the captain of one was 
ipachine-gunned because he refused 
to give the submarine commander 
the name of his vessel.

The skipper. Captain Finn Ager 
Madsen. 42. of Tonaburg, Norway, 
said at a gulf coast port that the 
attacking submarine fired on a 
dinghy carrying himself and three 
other crewmen from his large Nor­
wegian merchantman and that he 
was hit In the arm.

The trio with him was unhurt, 
and 36 other crewmen of the Nor­
wegian victim escaped In two life­
boats. The latter group landed on 
Devil’s Island, French Guiana, but 
rather than face Internment there 
pushed on to Paramaribo. Dutch 
Guiana.

The other two vessels announced 
yesterday as having been sunk were 
an American and a British cargo 
carrier, the former torpedoed 650 
miles off the Atlantic roast June 28 
with the loss of 19 of its 37-man 
crew and the latter torpedoed in the 
Caribbean May 28 with 32 of 48 
crewmen surviving.

The 18 survivors of the American 
victim said they owed their lives to 
Seaman Miles Nelkln. 25. who re­
leased their Uferafts while the vessel 
was under attack and who was killed 
In so doing.

From the floating wreckage of 
their ship, they salvaged onions and 
potatoes, which they ate during their 
19 days adrift and Oiler William 
Thompson supplemented this diet 
by killing some fish with an oar. , 

"Raw fish are delicious," he insist­
ed, “especially after you get to like 
uncooked onions and potatoes.”

Opponents In 
Same Class

SAN ANTONIO. July 23 M V- 

'  Declaring hi« opponents’ cam­
paign« had sunk to the same low 
level. U. S. Senate Candidate Dan 
Moody last night Invited James V. 
Allred and Senator W. Lee O’Dan­
iel to “meet me on my high 
plane.
.Before an attentive audience 

Moody criticized the Allred and O’­
Daniel techniques and stressed 
what he said was the need for seri­
ous discussion of war-born prob­
lems.

"This matching of the Allred ten­
or and the O’Daniel soprano is a 
type of campaigning that went out 
of style on December 7.” Moody de­
clared.

“ I  would like In this campaign to 
drive Texas politics back to a seri­
ous consideration of the problems 
of our times and sweep away the 
clowning.”

Moody who as a political strip­
ling rose to the governorship at the 
age of 33 and defeated the Fer­
gusons to do It. said that all over 
the state people were saying he was 
the best qualified man for the sen­
ate post.

"Whether I  am. I  don’t know but 
I  feel complimented and although 
the campaign Is two months old 
neither of my opponents had found 
anything In my record to use against 
me,”  he added.

" I f  It lasted two years they would 
find nothing to use against me.” 

Senator O’Daniel, he continued, 
declares the real danger Is not the 
war but the labor racketeers who 
may take over the government and 
turn it into a Communistic govern­
ment.

"Everybody knows that the labor 
racketeers are not going to take 
over this government because there 
are too many of us and too few of 
them.”

He attacked ODanlel’s senate vote 
against extension of the selective 
«ervice act and asserted the senator 
had said he did not regret his de­
cision.

" I  submit to you that his state­
ment and his attitude, though the 
product of Ignorance, are damaging 
to our country.”  Moody declared.

Turning to Allred, Moody de­
clared that the former federal Jurist

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Allred To Hold 
Last Rally Tonight

HOUSTON, July 23—James V. All- 
red returned today to Houston, from 
which place he launched his U. S. 
senatorial campaign last May in a 
radio address to the people of Tex­
as after resigning a federal district 
Judgeship. In this city, which has 
been his home for the past three 
years while serving on the bench, 
he will have his next to last rally 
tonight before the Saturday pri­
mary.

Houston supporters, pointing to 
the strides being made by Allred 
in his vigorous campaign and the 
gathering momentum of sentiment 
behind his plea to send a “ fighting 
senator from Texas to congress,” 
were predicting an uproarious wel­
come at the rally tonight.

The former governor and attorney 
general, in a final big-city swing 
before voting day, came here from 
Austin, where he spoke last night in 
historic Wooldridge park, near the 
state capltol. There he reviewed his

record of public service while gov­
ernor, continued his assault on the 
isolationists, and hammered home 
his companion issues of winning the 
war and writing a lasting peace.

"We can, we will win this war, 
with complete unity and under­
standing, with toll, with deadly seri­
ous purpose, all-out effort on the 
part of every man, woman and 
child in America.” Allred declared. 
“ It is going to take the best brains, 
the leadership of sober minded, 
serious thinking senators, who can 
command the confidence and co­
operation of their colleagues. It Is 
going to take experience, patience, 
tact and toll to deal with the prob­
lems of the businessman, the farm­
er, the working man, the returning 
soldier after this war is over.

" I  want you to know that who­
ever my foe may be or in whatever 
form he may appear, my every ef­
fort as United States senator from 
Texas will be directed to fighting 
those who would destroy or impair 
our form of government, who would 
nationalize our business, regiment 
our people, or infringe upon the 
individual liberties and natural 
rights of men.”

Wheat Harvest In 
Germany 15 Per 
Cent Below Normal

LONDON, July 23 (A P )—Ger­
many and Nazi-controlled Europe 
will harvest a crop 15 to 20 per 
cent below normal this year and 
It Is possible a shortage of farm­
hands and rainy weather may make 
the deficit still greater, Brltlsh- 
American agricultural experts said 
today.

In addition, these sources declar­
ed, Germany can count on only 
one-fifth of her normal cereal 
grain imports from fertile south­
eastern Europe, on which she has 
been banking heavily.

As a result, the Germans will 
face the most serious food situation 
this winter they have encountered 
since the start of the war, said 
these experts, who would not per­
mit their names to be used.

war Germany kept food rations at 
a comparatively high level by eat­
ing accumulated stocks. Because

she will have to fall back upon her 
own production and on reserves re­
duced to a bare “working mini­
mum.” That little she Imports will 
be offset by grain she must send I 
to her Allies, such as Finland.

A heavy frost last winter de- 
stroyed more than 6,000,000 acres j 
of barley, wheat, rye and rape— 
one-third of Germany’s farm acre­
age.

DYEING IS NOT 
A STIGMA TODAY

The first fact to consider is that 
dyed hair is not nowadays the haz- 
ard-frought, obvious, stigmatized 
thing it was to yonr mother and 
grandmother—if it is done well and 
cared for properly. I  know several 
women who dye their tresses, but 
whose best friends don’t know it.

However—and here is the second 
fact to consider—gray hair is not 
the tattletale of “age’' that it once 
was. either. The "life begins at 40" 
philosophy has been spreading some 
time, and you watch the war give 
it a terrific push.

People are beginning to think in 
terms of "middle life” instead of 
"middle age." And I  mean people 
generally, including employers and 
including very charm-conscious, 
charm-valuing men and women. So, 
don’t go rushing o ff to dye hair in 
desperation at the mistaken notion 
that gray locks relegate a wuman 
to Umbo.

Gardens and yard beautification 
are current twin objectives of mem­
bers of Gray county home demon­
stration clubs.

Three oil camps with over 150 
families that never grew gardens 
before are now enthusiastic gar­
deners through the Interest of home 
demonst ration club members.

Mrs. Julia E. Kelley. Gray coun­
ty home demonstration agent, re­
commends the following for early 
August planting:

Danvers half long carrots, Charles­
town Wakefield cabbage, Shogoin 
turnips, green sprouting broccoli, 
Detroit dark red beets. Lucullus 
Swiss chard, and kohlrabi.

Hardy vegetables that will stand 
heavy frost and winter, and can be 
planted during August:

Louisiana sweet collards, dwarfed 
curled kale, white Bermuda onions, 
Sandwich isle salsify, long-stand­
ing Bloomsdale spinach, shallots, 
and rutabaga.

In Gray county gardens, soil has 
been improved by using barnyard 
fertilizer for nitrogen and phos­
phates for other nutrients, the lat­
ter at the ration of a pound of 
phosphate for every 100 feet of 
row space used.

438 Shrubs Set Out
Yard beautification centered on 

foundation and doorstep plantings 
has been the other interest of Gray 
aounty home demonstration club 
members.

Eight planting demonstrations 
were given by Mrs. Kelley.

As a result 438 shrubs were set 
out by 40 members. Including the 
following varieties:

Juniper, pine, nandina, English 
lavender, honeysuckle, lilac, «plrea, 
vitex, privet, winter jasmine, red 
barberry, coral berry, and Rosemary.

Seven hundred trees were plant­
ed with shrubs by 125» families. 
Varieties of trees planted this spring 
included Chinese elm, American 
elm, walnut, honey locust, willow, 
and cottonwood.

In September and October yard 
work, including doorstep plantings 
and arrangements of walks, will be 
continued in 10 communities in 
Gray county.

Traffic Deaths 
First Six Months 
Of 1942 Fewer

AUSTIN. July 23 OP) — Traffic 

deaths in Texas the first six months 
of 1942 were fewer than during 
any similar period, since accurate 
records were started in 1938, State 
Police Director Homer Garrison an­
nounced today.

For the half year, Texas record­
ed a flat 20 per cent reduction in 
traffic fatalities, from 863 in the 
1941 period to 689 this year.

Arthur had a rate of 8.7, Wichita 
Falls 13.3, Abilene 16.0, and La­
redo 15-3.

A few months ago doctors were worrying about 

the competition of refugee physicians, particularly 
In the larger cities. Now patients are pleased that 
they have some medical men to fall back on, since 
the armed services are cleaning out the younger 
doctors and surgeons.

Illinois has rescinded Its ban upon practice by 
foreign-educated physicians, to help meet the nation­
wide and growing need. New York long has been 
liberal. Idaho. Iowa, New Hampshire, the Dakotas, 
Pennsylvania. Utah, Kansas and Oregon will admit 
to practice after a year at an American medical 
school or interneship in an American hospital.

Some 5500 Immigrant physicians have come from 
abroad since 1933. More than a third have been 
placed in smaller communities which needed their 
services. States which continue to ban such men 
may find themselves in bad shape before this war is 
over.

SPREADING THE EAGLE'S W INGS 

(Christian Science Monitor)
There is nothing isolationist about airplanes. 

I f  American bombers haven’t blown away the last 
shreds of hermitisim from national thinking in 
the last few  weeks it is because the human mind 
is more resistant than armorplate.

Consider how far American a ir power has 
spread its wings: From Sevastopol to Sydney, 
from Rumania to Rangoon, from the Aleutians 
to  Assam, from Midwav to the Mediterranean, 
from the Coral Sea to Chunking, from  Texas to 
Tokyo— either in explosive attack or in crouched 
readiness, all these places have felt the influence 
o f  American air power in recent days.

Still spread too thinly, still in the stage of 
equipment and organization, still too weak to sup­
port a great offensive, the Eagle has at least 
shown how far his wings will stretch. No place 
on the globe is beyond their reach. The geopoli­
ticians in Berlin are already behind the times. 
Their ambitious concepts which lumped Europe, 
A frica  and Asia as one continent to be dominated 
by German land power begin to look as small as 
pre-Pearl Harbor dreams of American isolation.

Long-range bombers and aircraft carriers are 
already making lakes of the Oceans. A t the pace 
aviation is developing these lakes w ill soon be 
puddles. And national borders will be walls only 
fo r  earth-bound, creeping things. This w ill be as 
true for peace commerce as for engines of war.

The war w ill be won by those whose thought 
is open enough to regard the world as a strategic 
whole and use air power to control every front. 
The peace w ill be won ff the patterns of human 
thinking can be enlarged to use air power for 
weaving the social and economic fabric of world 
unity and policing it justly.

A N S W E R IN G  Q U ESTIO N S  O f  N E W  D EADEB

In the last issue I  answered some o f th e
statements made in the Clearing House by a 
defender of the New Deal. I  want to continue the
answers in this issue.

I t  is, of course, impossible to prove anything 
to a New Dealer who says that talk about equal 
freedom is simply "flapdoodle."

I f  he does not believe equal freedom to pursue 
happiness on the same terms is a God-made law 
and the starting point or norm of determining the 
rightness and justice of human relations, then 
he must believe in unequal freedom. Then there 
are as many degrees of unequal freedom as there 
are people. Then there is no impersonal. Immut­
able standard or norm o f rightness. Then there 
can be no reasoning. Then any changeable human 
relation can be dogmatically declared to be right.

Few people, however, would make such a 
bigoted statement as to claim equal freedom was 
flapdoodle—nonsense. It  is to those who believe 
in equal freedom I  address my answer to this 
N ew  Dealer’s question, "Has the New  Deal 
violated the principles which made the Declara­
tion of Independence im mortal?"

Annulled the Declaration of Independence
The very crux of the principles of the Declara­

tion o f Independence is that A L L  men, not just 
a bare majority, or a large majority, are endowed 
by the Creator with certain inalienable rights, 
that among these are life, liberty and the pursuit' 
of happiness.

Certainly the N ew  Deal has violated the prin­
ciples of the Declaration o f Independence. The 
Declaration o f Independence has been violated 
by the Wagner law that gives the worker the 
right to terminate his relations with his em­
ployer without the consent of the government, 
as he should have a right to do, but denies the 
employer the equal right to terminate his rela­
tions with his employe without the consent of the 
government. The New  Deal would have only some 
men endowed with certain inalienable rights.

Certainly the New  Deal has violated its oath 
o f office. I t  even told the legislators not to let 
their doubts as to the constitutionality o f the 
Duffey Coal bill interfere with passing the bill. 
This the President did a fter he had sworn to 
defend the Constitution.

On June 8 the New Deal violated the Consti­
tution by having the Supreme Court rule 5 to 4 
that cities could make religious institutions dis­
tributing religious literature not for profit pay 
a tax in order to distribute this literature. This 
is a violation o f the clause o f the Constitution 
forbidding interference with religious worship.

PERISH: Cables from abroad hint 

that the Allied staffs are backtrack­
ing from their original boasts of in­
vading the continent. The excuse 
given for this hesitancy is that the 
cost of the gtgnble will be too high. 
Students of military science are 
puzzled that the generals should dis­
cover the price at this late hour. 
Surely they must have known that 
modern battles exact a frightful toll.

Many persons still cling to the 
discredited dogma—once expressed 
by the Liddell Hart school of strate­
gists—about a struggle of “limited 
liability.” This theory was that gold, 
oil, steel, and aluminum decided the 
issue hence little blood needed to be 
spilled. The horrors of the Russian 
campaign have mocked this safe and 
sane bystander farce. During the 
first World War the Central Powers 
had nearly three million four hun­
dred thousand soldiers killed and 
the Allies more than five million. 
Churchill maintains that already the 
Germans have lost as many as be­
fore and certainly the Soviet'casual­
ties have been far greater.

We were more fortunate 25 years 
ago. Fifty thousand of our soldiers 
died on the field or from wounds. 
We cannot hope to escape the full 
agony this time. The year’s sched­
uled quota for army, navy and ma­
rine corps of approximately four 
million is expected to grow to ten 
million before the armistice. I f  we 
apply the ratio of those in the Brit­
ish empire slain in 1914-1918, we 
must reckon on one in ten. It  is a 
somber thought to estimate that 
close to a million »Lou r young men 
may perish before Germany and Ja­
pan are defeated.

•  *  •

PUSSYFOOTING: It  is even more 
melancholy to contemplate that de­
spite our sacrifice of life, we may 
lose this war unless we take our task 
more seriously. Washington acts as 
if the result of next fall’s ballot Is 
as important as the outcome of this 
summer’s battles. The nation takes 
Its cue from the capital. Since of­
ficialdom does not appear to be dis­
turbed by the outlook, the common 
people assume that “all’s right with 
the world.”

The unwillingness of the govern­
ment to go all out on drastic emer­
gency measures results In a wide­
spread lack of urgency in our ef­
fort. One would imagine that this 
conflict is being waged around the 
canals of Mars and that Hitler and 
Hlrohlto have agreed to go for a 
smoke until candidate Tweedledee 
has purged Congressman Tweedle­
dum. Because the word is circulated 
that the White House will not crack 
down until after the November elec­
tions. every selfish clique Is sticking 
Its snout in the corn mush.

Pressure blocs are wangling for 
high pay or prices: munitions fac­
tories are shutting down because no 
one in authority has the grit to 
ruthlessly seize necessary raw ma­
terials or scrap: the symptoms of In­
flation become dally more apparent; 
New Deal zealots are sneaking 
through their pet schemes for 
Utopias; and the phrase, “every man 
for himself”—usually the death cry 
on a sinking ship—is the theme song 
on the banks of the Potomac. There 
is a growing belief that procrastina­
tion, partisanship and pussyfooting 
are rife because the administration 
neither plans nor executes policies 
equal to the gravity of the hour.

While you had your eyes glued on 

the more important war news, you 
may not have realized that right at 
home the war has ueen building up 
around you new super-governmental 
setup of over 20 commissions, com­
mittees and councils which influ­
ence practically every phase of your 
daily life. These committees have 
wartime emergency powers, and are 
created by and with the consent of 
the governed, but they do things to 
you which you would never permit 
In peacetime. The way they regulate 
-your dally doings is really something 
to be amazed at. Just check o ff the 
list as it hits your community and 
as it hits you:

I f  you live in a municipal area, at 
the top of the heap Is the local De­
fense'Council. In a rural area It may 
be known as the County War Board.

Your Defense Council runs the 
Civilian Mobilization Program, where 
you and the members of your fam­
ily have registered for all manner 
of odd Jobs—for which you won’t 
get paid a cent—from minding other 
people’s children to being an auxil­
iary policeman.

I f  you are in an area open to 
enemy attack, you may be mustered 
into a Civilian Defense Corp6 as an 
air raid warden or a bomb putter 
outer. Or, you may be recruited in 
the Citizens Service Corps, teaching 
people how to eat right, or checking 
prices charged by local merchants.

You have submitted to a Draft 
Board which takes your husband or 
sons or brothers right out of your 
family for duty hi the army.

Your men folks have, or soon will, 
fill out forms Indicating their spe­
cial skills. I f  those skills can be used 
to advantage In war production, the 
men may be politely requested, if 
not told, to go do this—there—and 
like it.

There is a War Savings Stamp 
Committee working on you to put 
10 per cent of your pay into war 
bonds.
TRANSPORTATION TANGLE

In war production areas, there will 
be transportation committees having 
very definite say-so over how you 
go to work, and when. Hours for go­
ing to school, to factory, to white- 
collar office jobs will be staggered 
to eliminate traffic Jams on your 
transportation system. You are be­
ing urged to take your neighbors to 
work, or ride with them. These 
transport committees may be regu­
lating your comings and goings, 
more and more as the war moves on.

Salvage committees urge you to 
save all manner of things you for­
merly threw away. You collect old 
Iron, copper, and aluminum, donate 
all the old rubber you can find, hunt 
through attic and closet for old rags, 
save your kitchen greases, turn In 
old toothpaste tubes, and in some 
28 metropolitan areas, clean, flatten 
and store your old tin cans.

You must submit to the regula­
tions of all manner of rationing 
boards. Rationing boards for the 
purchase of a new automobile. Ra­
tioning boards for the purchase of 
new tires or getting permission to 
have your old ones recapped. Ration­
ing boards for sugar. In some areas, 
rationing for gasoline. And this Is 
only the beginning. There will be ra­
tioning of some 15 other Items.

Public concern over the contin­
ued Japanese occupation of Aleu­
tian islands appears to have 
mounted rapidly during the past 
few days, and increasingly one 
hears the question of Just why It 
is that the invaders of American 
soil haven’t been evicted.
Representative Coffee of Wash­

ington added fuel to the fire yester­
day when he demanded that forces 
be sent to oust the' Japs immediate­
ly. He declared that the invaders 
Intend to occupy Alaska. And Alas­
kan delegate Dimond, who ha?, 
complained that we are being too 
complacent in this matter, says he 
has received reports that between 
20.000 and 25.000 Japanese trOops 
have been landed in the Aleutians 
already.

This growing anxiety undoubtedly 
has been stimulated by the knowl­
edge that the Nipponese occupation 
of Aleutian bases not only threatens 
Alaska but is Intimately connected 
with the possibility of an attack 
against Russian Siberia at this 
crucial time when the Reds are 
fighting for their lives (and ours) 
at the gateway to the Caucasus. A  
Collapse or the Bolshevist defenses 
in the present fierce battle might 
Inspire the Japs to repeat their fa­
vored trick of striking without 
warning. The Aleutians of course lie 
close to Russian soil and cut across 
our line of communication with our 
ally.

Well, there certainly is an answer 
to the continued presence of the 
enemy on the three westernmost 
islands of Attu, Kiska and Agattu, 
but I  doubt If It is what the reader 
would expect. One well known rea­
son is that the weather over the 
Aleutians is about as filthy as you 
can find, and it has been bad lata-i 
ly. Dense fogs have shielded the 
Japs from air or sea attacks.

However, I  believe that a more 
vital reason why we haven’t tak­
en stronger action is that we simp­
ly haven't had the naval force to 
spare.

That may seem like strong mus­
tard, and it is, but "the position ia 
quite understandable. The ousting 
of the Japs is essentially a naval 
task, for the army can’t wglk on 
water, and while the air force c y f  
and has done great things up there 
in the bleak north, it can’t drive 
the Jap6 out alone.

Now the navy can’t be expected 
to undertake such c  mission with 
a handful of ships; the job calls 
for a very considerable force. Thus 
for we haven’t been able (or so I  
believe) to mass enough ships for 
the operation. Still, that shOuldQX 
cause public surprise. We possess 
the ships all right, but they are 
spread out over the seven seas, per­
forming mighty tasks to k&p the 
wheels of the Allied war machine 
turning.

And why don’t we call In some 
of these ships and clean out the 
Aleutians? Presumably because while 
the authorities fully recognise the 
danger of the ^ «p  occupation, that 
danger is less pressing than other 
perils which have to be met.

Morgenthau 
Asks Boost 
In Tax Bill

WASHINGTON, July *3 (AP) 
—Secretary Morgenthau called for 
a two and one-half Billion dollar 
boost in the tax bill today with 
a warning that only bold war 
taxation could bring America a 
sound economic future.
He appealed to the senate finance 

committee to increase the house- 
approved $6,271,000,000 tax measure 
to a minimum of $8,700,000.000. 
Substantially, the administration 
asked the same revenue from the 
same sources proposed to the house 
months ago. He pointed out that 
since these proposals were made, 
the schedule of war spending for 
the current fiscal year has been 
stepped- up by $14,000,000,000 while 
the house sliced about $2,400,000,000 
from the revenue measure.

“I f  the house bill were to become 
law,”  he said, “ it would be neces­
sary to borrow from the public dur­
ing this fiscal year about $53.000,- 
000,000. To the extent that we en­
list our current income in taxes to 
cut down this borrowing, we shall 
be protecting the future economic 
soundness of our country and our 
free Institutions. To the extent that 
we fall, we shall be endangering 
the survival of all that we are fight­
ing to preserve.”

Compared with the house mea­
sure, Morgenthau asked new in­
dividual income taxes be boosted 
from $2.872,300.000 to $3,228,000.000: 
additional corporate taxes, includ­
ing excess profits, increased from 
$2,589,200.000 to $3,347.700.000; re­
vised excise taxes to be raised from 
$816,800.000 to $1.253,700.000; changes 
in estate and gift taxes to produce 
$316,100,000; and removal of “ loop­
holes” to bring In another $601,500,- 
000.

Of most importance to the gen­
eral public. Morgenthau reques-ted 
a scale of personal income tax 
exemptions of $600 for single per­
sons, $1.200 for married persons, 
and $300 each for dependents. The. 
present law Is $750. $1,500 and $400, 
and the house voted for $500, 
$1,200 and $400.

Under Its scale of exemptions, 
the treasury estimated that 26,- 
900,000 Individuals would pay taxes 
next year, compared with 15.000,000 
under present law.

Morgenthau also asked again for 
new excise taxes on soft drinks, 
candy and chewing gum. and in­
creased rates on beer, wine, cigarets, 
gasoline, oil. and transportation. 
He opposed a new tax of 5 per 
cent on freight and express voted 
by the house.

The secretary reiterated requests 
for mandatory Joint Income tax re­
turns by married couples, repeal of 
percentage depletion allowances for 
oil companies, and repeal of Income 
tax exemptions on Interest from 
state and municipal bonds. He 
asked for the taxes in the name of 
the president’s program to hold 
down the cost of living.

Morgenthau made only slight 
reference to the sales tax.

Canada's New Payroll Deduction 
Tax Seen As 'Test Tube For U. S.'

OTTAWA, Canada, July 23—While 
congress is debating income tax col­
lection at the source and the ad­
visability of forced savings, Canada's 
parliament has announced that Ca­
nadians will start paying on their 
1942 Income from their pay en­
velopes on September 1, and will 
have to pay as part of their tax a 
portion which will be refundable 
after the war.

Canada has overhauled her In­
come tax set-up for an all-out war 
effort, has set a pace for steep in­
come taxes and a new method of 
collecting them, Just as she set the 
pace for price ceilings nearly six 
months ahead of the United States.

Canada is becoming the economic 
test tube for the North American 
continent.

Canada's new income taxes brought 
them much closer to those of Great 
Britain, leave them much higher 
than those proposed by congresa.-An 
American under the new income 
taxes now being Ironed out in Wash­
ington committee rooms will pay 
about $540 if he earns $5,000, is mar­
ried and has two dependents.
TEN TIMES 
1938 RATE

Under the new Canadian tax plan 
his Canadian counterpart starts 
paying In September a total of 
$1,662 on his 1942 Income, will re­
ceive $600 of It back two yeaA after 
the war ends with 2 per cent in­
terest. Or, if he saves that amount 
In life insurance, annuities, pension 
funds or principal payments on his 
home mortgage, can deduct that 
much from his tax and only pay the 
actual Income tax of $1,062.

Last year that same Canadian 
paid $735. in 1938 he paid $118, His 
British brother pays practically the 
same amount, $1,665, part of which 
Is refundable after the war.

Canadians staggered under the 
impact of the income taxes when 
they were announced at Ottawa on 
June 23 by Finance Minister J. L. 
Ilsley. But they approved, even 
though it meant a definite drop in 
their standard of living. No sacrifice, 
they felt, was too great to beat the 
Axis. They were willing to cut their 
living expenditures. But in debate 
in parliament following the an­
nouncement. Canadians asked that 
Ottawa also curb its normal expen­
ditures, not Increase them ten per 
cent as shown In the biggest budget 
In Canada's history requiring $3.- 
900,000.000 for the 1942-43 fiscal year, 
the equivalent of the national in­
come In 1939.

Canada this year will spend 52 per 
cent of her national Income on the 
war. Including a $1,000,000,000 gift In 
food and war supplies to Great 
Britain.
TAX IS ANTI­
INFLATION ARV

Because the new tax Is a depar­
ture from Canada's Income tax his­
tory, the plan allows exemptions 
never granted before. The tax is 
recognized as so severe that Ottawa 
will now allow deductions for medi­
cal and dental bills over 5 per cent 
of total Income, but not exceeding 
$1.000 for a married man and de­
pendents.

Because the compulsory feature of 
the plan Is anti-inflationary, meant 
to curtail buying of commodities re­
quiring raw materials needed for war 
production, It safeguards the per­
sons with savings commitments 
such as pension funds, annuities and 
home mortgages.

These can be deducted up to half 
the tax, which will otherwise be re­
fundable after the war. But these 
deductions may not exceed, In the 
case of single persons 8 per cent of 
their Income, or In the case of mar- 
lied persons 10 per cent of their In­
come with one per cent allowed for 
each dependent.

Canadians who are employed will 
find their pay envelope lighter each 
pay day after September 1, 1942. 
Ottawa Is distributing deduction ta­
bles to employers so that they need 
not ask each employe his personal 
savings. The tax wrlll be deducted 
according to the tables, and these 
take Into account the marital status 
of each person and the fact that a 
national defense tax has already 
been collected since the beginning 
pf the year and which now becomes 
the basic or normal Income tax. 
FIGURING TAX 
18 COMPLICATED

The pay day deductions also In­
clude one-third of the compulsory 
savings. When the employe makes 
out his income tax form in the sum­
mer of 1943 he will settle with the 
government regarding the other two- 
thirds of the compulsory savings and 
any additional income and exemp­
tions which he claims. The Individ­
ual who 1$ not employed but has

his own business pays quarterly, 
starting September 15, on his esti­
mated 1942 income.

How does a Canadian figure his 
new tax? I t ’s fairly complicated. He 
must earn $660 If he Is single. $1.200 
If married. I f  he earns more and his 
tax would bring his income below 
these minimum figures, he only pays 
the amount above the minimum.

I f  he earns more and Is single 
he pays a basic tax of 7 per cent on 
hts total income up to $1.800 ; 8 per 
cent*if over $1.800 but under $3,000; 
and 9 per cent If over $3,000. The 
married man pays a basic 7 per cent 
if over the minimum earning; with 
$28 off the tax for each dependent. 
I f  both husband and wife work, each 
has a minimum of $660.

With the .basic tax figured, the 
Canadian taxpayer, whether married 
or single, deducts $660 from his total 
income, and medical exemptions al­
lowed, then computes his tax on a 
graduated scale starting with 30 per 
cent for the next $500, 33 per cent 
for the next $500, and so on up to 
85 per cent.

From the tax derived, he may de­
duct, if married, (150 for his wife, 
$80 for each dependent. The basic 
tax and the graduated tax are 
added, forming the total tax includ­
ing the refundable portion, which In 
turn can be deducted If saved ac­
cording to the plan.
HEAVY TOLL 
TAKEN OF RICH

There is .no ceiling lor total in­
come, but even the richest are left 
with only a portion of their Income. 
Thus the married man with two de­
pendents, earning $500,000 a year, 
comes out of the tax inspector's o f­
fice with but $38,000. and the $50,000 
man has but $16,500 left after pay­
ing his taxes.

Corporations and business pay an 
excess profits tax which has been 
upped from 75 per cent to 100 per 
cent with 20 per cent returnable 
after the war. Excess profits are 
those over the average of 1936-39.

The forced savings feature of the 
tax is not expected to cut down on 
voluntary buying of war bonds and 
war savings certificates and stamps.

Congressmen Study 
Proposal To Build 
Giant Cargo Planes

WASHINGTON, July 23 </P) —
Air-minded congressmen are ask­
ing admirals and merchant marine 
chiefs whether manufacture of car­
go planes by the thousands would 
be the best way to beat the sub­
marines,.

They are studying a proposal by 
Henry J. Kaiser, west coast ship­
builder and engineering authority, 
that several existing shipyards he 
devoted to construction of 5,000 
giant flying boats, capable of car­
rying big cargoes on trans-oceanlc 
flights.

Rep. Mott (R -O re .), a ranking 
minority member of the House Na­
val committee, said he thought Kai­
ser's plan was "entirely feasible” 
and that he Intended to ask several 
admirals appearing before the com­
mittee today to outline the navy's 
stand on It.

His opportunity to get the navy's 
views came as the naval committee 
called In high officers for an out­
line of steps taken to oust the 
Japanese from three islands In the 
western Aleutians.

Meanwhile. Rep. Bland (D-Va.), 
chairman of the House Merchant 
Marine committee, said tliat there 
was a “definite probability” that his 
committee would call In Kaiser and 
War Shipping Administrator Emory 
S. Land, probably late next week, 
for discussion of aerial freighters.

Bland's plan to have th e  mer­
chant marine committee Inquire In­
to the flying boat question won 
Immediate, enthusiastic support 
from Rep. Peterson (D-Fla.). chair­
man of a sub-committee Investi­
gating cancellation of a shlp-bulld- 
lng contract at a New Orleans yard, 
and from Rep. Boykin (D-Ala.), 
chairman of a sub-committee study­
ing th e  shortage of steel for ship 
construction.
