A taecit truce on demands for
wartime labor legislation until aft-
er Easter today gave congressional
leaders their first breathing spell
in many weeks.

With house members assured that
no important legislation would be
considered there for two weeks, sen-
ate leadsrs were reported to have
agreed that the sizzling labor-prof-
its argument would be shelved for
the same period

Meanwhile leaders expected this
cooling-off period to give public
opinion as expressed in mail and
other communications a chance to
crystallize. Senators were said to
be planning a series of three-day
no legislative action
except routine appropriation meas-
ures for the next fiscal year

The senate appropriation commit-
tee planned early action on the
huge new $18,301961345 omnibus
war appropriation approved by the
house Saturday night

It also had to act on the annual
farm bill and several other supply
measures that piled up while sen-
ators devoted three weeks to the de-
bate over the right of Senator Lan-
ger (R-N.D.) to retain his seat, de-
cided in his favor Friday

Although no major legislative ac-
tion was scheduled, committees at
both ends of the capitol planned a
busy week. The Senate Labor com-
mittee called Brig. Gen. James A.
Ulio and James J. McEntee, director
of the Civililan Conservation corps,
to testify on the proposal of Sen-
ator McKellar (D-Tenn.) to abolish

Decision On
British Offer

NEW DELHI, March 30. (AP)
—Leaders of India’s major poli-
tical parties announced today
they would make known their de-
cision on the British proposal to
grant India dominion status aft-
er the war either tonight or to-
morrow.

Executive meetings
India Congress party, the major
Hindu organization, and the Mos-
lem League were in progress today.

In the Congress and in some oth-
er circles, disappointment was ex-
pressed over Sir Stafford Cripps’
announcement that the defense of
the teeming sub-continent must re-
main in Britain’s hands during the
war

Sir Stafford, explaining to the
Indian people the proposals he has
laid before their leaders in a week
of conferences, broadcast tonight
a speech in which he sald that
“the British people wished to give
India the same constitution as
Great Britain.”

“We not here and now set
about forging a constitution for
India,” he declared. “That is too
important to improvise in a hurried
way The new constitution must
mugrm-d upon by the Indian peo-

He declared that if the Indian
people required any help in the
constitution of their new govern-
ment, Britain would gladly give it.

“The defense of India is being
dealt with as a part of the world-
wide defense against aggression,”
he said. ¢

Sir Stafford added that he has
proposed that India’s commander
in chief, Gen. Sir Archibald P. Wa-
vell, should retain his position as
a member of the executive council.

“We have invited the appoint-
ment of a representative of the In-
dian government to take a position
in the war cabinet,” he added.
“When the war is over India's rep-
resentatives will take their places
side by side with those of other free
nations in order to make her own

Britain's offer of independenice
to India in (he form of dominion
status puts Indian leaders to a su-
preme test to show whiat caliber
of statesmanship they possess to
wartant self-government.

It is not an easy moment for eith-
er party, for the problems are moun-
tatnous, There will be heart-burn-
ings among those who Seek utter
severance from the British crown.
However, teachers like Gandhi, who
is one of the great minds of our
time, will recognize that in conced-
ing even the right of secession to
the greatest of her possessions, Eng-
land has gone about as far as one
would expect the mother country to
go this side of the millennium.

Even the difficult issue invelved
in the Moslem demand for a state
separate from the Hindus is taken
care of by a provision that there
may be more than one dominion
government. in the Indian -empire.
Thus, unless one section of the pop-
ulation insists on imposing its will
on other section, this politico-relig-
iuos dilemma finally may be solved.
Sir Stafford Cripps, blunt man of
few words, who conveyed this offer
to India, has said that he has a fort-
night to devote to the negotiations,
and that the proposal must be ac-
cepted in Totto. But what sounds
like an ultimatum probably is soft-
ened in the minds of the Indian
leaders by their knowledge that this
leftist political runmer-up to Premier
Churchill has been championing the
cause of Hindustan’s self-govern-
ment. Reports from Delhi indicate
that Cripps has made considerable
progress.

Britain’s conservative statésmen
hold that India isn’t ready for self-
government

Untold millions are primitive peo-
vles, treading the paths thehr ances-
tors trod centuries ago. Moreover,
this huge peninsula has small claim
‘o Nationalism, for there are many
races, and some 220 languages are
spoken, incredible though it seem.
Also, the castes, which form great
varriers between the different class-
ss of the population, run into thou-
sands

Hindustan’s answer is that she
has many brilliant and highly edu-
cated men and women upon whom
to draw, and that the only way
a country can learn to govern is
to govern. Gevernment cannot be
learned in correspondence school.
That Hidustan does indeed have
2 large number of learned men and
women there is no doubt. I spent
many months there studying the
situation and for weeks maintained
apen house in the summer capital
it Simla. Indians from all over the
ampire visited me, and I came away
with the conviction that the people
of Hindustan have a fine mentality,
and are capable of unlimited ad-
vancement,

But the immediate question is far
bigger than whether India is abso-
lutely ready for self-government.
She is faced with the greatest crisis
in her modern history—the grave
threat of Japanese invasion. Unless
the people of India get squarely be-
hind the British government for the
defense of their counfry they may
shortly suffer the horrors of being
overrun by Nipponese hordes. And
probably such an attack would en-
courage an invasion by the barbar-

jous tribesmen of the mnorthwest
frontier, up by the famous Khyber
Pass.

True, we fully expect the Allies to
win this war, and in the long rTun
they would free India of the Japa-
nese yoke. But the Allies couldn't
replace the lives lost or wipe out the
terrible memories of the invasion.
Now is the time for India to rescue
herself, and not after she has en-

dured such a hell,

Woman Candidate
Presents Her Ideas .
On Basic Education

EDITOR’'S NOTE: The following
statement was issmed today by
Mrs, V. P. Sheldon, who is a ¢an-
didate for school trustee at Sat-
urday’s school trustee election in
the Pampa Independent School
distriet:

“The following gives my ideas in
regard to the fundamentals of edu-
cation:

“The fundamentals of education
are those basic studies that form the
foundation of learning. They are
the tools we use to go about the
everyday business of living in a

community. In short the fundamen-
tals are mathematics and language
Lauguace includes reading, writing,

spelling, composition and speaking.

“During the past several decades
the old traditional school which
taught reading, writing and arith-

metic by drill, has given way to the
school of today. The modern school
gives the student an opportunity to
learn something of the social scienc-
es and to take vocational work. This
change has been brought about be-
cause we are a democracy. The need
was felt for schooling in Social sci-
ences so as to enable our youth to
better understand and participate in
the democratic form of government.
The change is indeed praiseworthy.
“The change over the old system
to the new has been carried out in
many ways. The cardinal prineiple
seems to have been to inspire the
student and give him the incentive
to want to learn rather than to
force him to learn. To accomplish
this principle the student has been
given more opportunity to think for
himself. The teacher is supposed to
direct, lead and inspire the pupil in
such a way as to develop his best
talents and abilities. This method
has one great weakness. In many
cases the student is allowed to drift
too far along the lines of least re-
sistance, and he fafls to master the,
fundamental subjects without which
one cannot progress

“In many studies made by educa-
tors during recent years, the fact
has emerged that a great many high
school graduates are not skilled in
the use of the English language, nor

do they understand simple mathe-
matics. The country over the cry
is that the high school students are
not able to write well, or that their

spelling is poor, that they are not
comprehensive readers, or that they
cannot work simple arithmetic prob-
Jemhs. In changing from the tradi-
tional school to the so-called pro-
gressive svstem, it has been forgot-

in which we teach, regardless of hqw
teach, we still

many subjects we
must teach and veach thnmwghl,v
reading, spelling, composition,

speaking and arithmetic

“I am a firm believer in the pro-
gressive type of school. In another
article 1 aélvocate expansion of proj-
écts designed to teach vocations and |
projects designed to make the stu-
dent an integral part
munity. ™ this day above all oth-
ers, our schools must teach the dem-
ocratic way of life

“It is my belief that by the time
a child reaches high school he
should have mastered the mechan-
ies of reading, writing, spelling,
speaking and arithmetic. With such
preparations the business of a high
school education could proceed un-
hampered by the necessity of teach-
ing the student how to spell and
how to properly read. Continue the
study of English and mathematics,
yes, to obtain more skill in them,
but the average student after nine
years of study should know the me-
chanics of English and arithmetic
If the present system will not ac-
complish this aim, let us pick out
what was good teaching in the old
system, because somehow, some way,
the fundamentals must be taught.
“In the process of teaching any
subject, the right study habits and
attitudes must be developed. Where
are these study habits developed?
They should be developed in the
first, Second, third, fourth and fifth
grades. Good study habits can be de-
veloped. Let those who are respon-
sible for the education of our chil-
dren see that they learm how to
study. T want my child to spell by
souhd and syllable. I want my ohild
to be able to read, write and speak
her native language with fluency.
I waht my child to be able to add,

Reed urged a senate
subcommittee to make a complete |
investigation of what he termed
“scandals” and ‘racketeering ele-
ments” in unions on various defense
projects under the army engineer
corps.

The senator said that on the ord-
nance project near his home ¢ity
that common Jlaborers had been
forced to pay a '$12 initiation fee
and $2 menthly dues to a local of
the International Hod Carriers un-
ion of the American Feéderation of
Labor.

He said in a lengthy prepared
speech that this union “is not only
notorious, but is obnoxious and of-
fensive and smells to high heaven.”

Reed told the senate that this
single projeet netted unions about
$216,000 in fees of various kinds
“based on my personal investiga-
tion.” He said a similar computa-
tion on "Wl projects under the army
engineer corps indieated that a
widespread “closed shop” program
for AFL construction trade unions
had cost workers $30,370,903. |

on an initiation fee of $25 for com-

“I do not know how much was
actually collected,” the senator said.

WHAT CHAMBER OF COMMERCE GROUP,
MRS. ROOSBVELT?

Mrs. Roosevelt says, over the radio, people
seem to forget that for a long time groups like
chambers of commerce have clamored for freez-
ing of wages, but they have not clamored for
freezing of prices and profits in the same way.

Of course, it is: impossible to prove that no
group has clamored for freezing of wages. We
challenge Mrs. Roosevelt to name one case to
verify her statement. Because groups have pro-
tested labor having the right to set arbitrary
wages and prevent others from having an equal
right to sell their services, is in no way demand-
ing a freezing of wages, as Mrs. Roosevelt implies.

Mrs. Roosevelt is doing the country a great
disservice by spreading untrue implications.

In all my experience, I have never heard of
any chamber of commerce wanting wages frozen.
All they wanted was a free market for wages.
That is as opposite as the poles from wanting
wages frozen.

Mrs. Roosevelt also now contends that the
people must lead.

After Roosevelt announced that they planned
it that way, and she finds us in the predicament
we are in from her husband’s planning, now she
says the people must lead.

It makes it very difficult for the people to
lead when the Administration will not take a
stand for American principles. The President
took an oath to defend the Constitution. But he
told Congress not to let their doubts as to the
constitutionality of proposed legislation inter-
fere with their passing it. With this kind of a
President, the people will have to lead in spite
of thHe President, if we are to make any progress
in promoting the rule of all people being equal
before the law. If we win the war and we do
not cherish this rule, our victory will do us little
good.
Practically every law passed and recommended
by the Administration has been undemocratic be-
cause it created classes, penalized some and gave
others unearned reward

HAVE MEN RIGHT TO STRIKE?

There is no question but what every worker
has a right to quit work. If a worker did not
have that right, he would be a slave and serf.
But have men a right to combine together to
simultaneously quit work in order to force an'
employer to grant their demands? In other-words,
hagre they a right to conspire to interfere ‘with
the inherent rights that belong to every other
human soul?

The American people have decided that the em-
ployers do not have a right to combine and fine
one of their group, if he renders a service for|
less than collectively agreed upon. The Sherman'
Anti-Trust law makes this a felony. ‘

And if it is immoral for employers to do this.!
it is just exactly as immoral for working men’
to do the same thing; namely, collectively estab-
lish a wage and expel or fine a worker who sells
his time for less.

If the Sherman Anti-Trust law, as originally
passed before the Clayton Amendment was passed
in 1913, is moral and of benefit to mankind, then
a law to prevent working men from having the
right to strike, is also moral and in harmony with
the general welfare.

To have one law for one group of citizens and
another law for another group of citizens, can lead
eventually only to chaos and civil war.

Germany became a totalitarian state by the
collective bargaining route; the same is true of
Italy; France fell by the collective bargaining
route; and we have had ten years of deficits and
unemployment in productive goods, all because
people believe in establishing wages and prices by
collective bargaining rather than by a free
market.

And yet, we have people say that collective
bargaining is beneficial to the working man if
it does not go too far. They see the temporary
benefits to a few workers but fail to see what it
does to the consumers who are also workers.

appears to Be fhit: That whén Japan struck with-
out warning at Hawaii, the Philippines, Malaya
and the Dutch East Indies, our national rubber
stockpile became, at least for the time being, the
United Nations’ stockpile. We had enough rubber
on hand for our military and civilian needs for a
year or more, but we didn't have enough for
ourselves and our allies.

So we don’t see how you can justly blame any-
body in this country for the rubber shortage.
Japan is the party that did this to us. It behooves
us to lick Japan, for this and other reasons, and
meanwhile to set about repairing the damage to
our rubber supply as fast as may be.

What worries us chiefly about the rubber situ-
ation is that, up to this writing at any rate, we
are not planning radical enough steps to repair
the damage.

The present scheme is to erect enough syn-
thetic rubber factories to step up U. S. home
rubber production to about 400,000 tons a year
by mid-1943. Yet our rubber consumption in nor-
mal years ran around 600,000 long tons of the
raw article per year. Can we take a chance on
having to get along on less than that indefinitely
—especially when we have a first-class war on
our hands?

WASHINGTON, March 30 —The
postoffice department has issued its
first order of the war barring one
issue of a periodical from the mails
for publication of material held to
be detrimental to the national de-
fense program under the so-called
espionage act of 1917, but there's
nothing to get excited about. The
publicaton held to be unmailable
was the March issue of the Gal-
lilean, a magazine published at No-
blesville, Ind., by the Fellowship
Press of Willlam Dudley (Silver-
Shirt, Seven-Minutes-in-Eternity)
Pelley. ’

Bleeding hearts who may be in-
clined to drain their liver and lights
over this ruling may as well save the
self-torture. Barring from the mails
one issue of a dirty magazine isn't
any violation of the right of free
speech or freedom of the press and
is no infringement on civil liberties.
All it amounts to is curbing the
circulation of material that is defi-
nitely subversive, suppressing in its
insiplency the publicatien of matter
that threatens danger to national
security. The borderline between se-
dition and criticism of government
may at times be hard to draw, but
the Pelley publication should offer
no great problem on that point.
Warnings have been issued by
government agencies that the Unit-
ed States is in for a wave of Axis
propaganda, a drive to divide Amer-
ican opinion and so disrupt the
country’s war effort. Attorney Gen-
eral Biddle has indicated that crim-
inal proceedings will soon be started
by the department of justice to ex-
pose and curb several persons and
publications against whom evidence
of seditious utterance has been gath-
ered. In coming months, therefore,
you may expect to see increased ac-
tivity of this sort.

MORE WILL GET IT

Postal officials who inspected tons
of this seditious material and barred
it from the mails during the last
war are frankly surprised that there
has not been more of it in this war.
They explain the scarcity of it thus
far only by the fact that this war
is less than four months old, Seiz-
ures have been made of several one-
shot, subversive tracts, but the Pel-
ley Gallilean is the first periodical
to be touched under the espionage
act. ’

Examination of this magazine re-
veals what subtle and what stupid
forms this propaganda can take,
The title of the publication might
lead anyone to believe that here
was a good Christian magazine.
Even the masthead proclaims it to
be “A 32-page magazine devoted to
research in the field of Christian
Mysticism, Biblical Origins, and
Phychic Phenomena.” It is a well-
printed job, big type and -arty,
butcher paper. It can't possibly be
self-supporting, for it is devoid of
advertising except for the inside
back cover which blurbs other pub-
lications of Fellowship Press. One
in particular holds the eye. It is
titled “Your Rights,” and the catch-
line is “Do you know what to do
when the G-man comes?” That's
the tip-off.

BULGES WITH BALDERDASH

Inside is the most misbegotten line
of gibberish ever handed out. The
titles are “What You Should Know
About the Cosmic .Role of Race,”
“Why the World's Aryan Races Are
Disgusted by War,” “Why Modern
Luciferians Would Abolish Races,”
“The Role the Almighty Decrees
America to Play,” and “How It Feels
To a Soldier to Lose His Life in the
Heat of Battle.” Under those titles
you find such scurrilous stuff as
you get only in “Mein Kampf” and
the mouthings of Goebbels and Ro-
senberg:

“The word ‘aryan’ means ‘noble
people’ or ‘the earth’s aristocrats’.”
... “Germany is coming to the fore
because she typifies the best and
finest flower of Xanthochoric cul-
ture.” And so on. That word means
“light-haired,” by the way.

Violent anti-Semitism runs
throughout. The United States is
depicted as dominated by Mongo-
loid-Judaism, whatever that is. The
doetrine is presented that the United
States should not be engaged in
taking the side of any nation.
