—Following is the essence of re­
marks by Speaker or the House 
Sam Rayburn at yesterday’s press 
conference in which he rebuked 
critics of congress and the war 
efforts:
“On March 17, yesterday, there 

were between seven and seven and 
one-half million men engaged in 
war industries. This is ini'
from the war produi ______
that date there were only 100 men 
eti strike. I t appears that the strikes 
on production have been reduced 
about to zero, regardless of what 
is said by some writers or speakers.

"On last Sunday it came over the 
radio that in one state some war 
industries were running only 49 per 
cent capacity, the clear inference 
being that it was on account of 
labor disputes. At that time there 
was not a man on strike in a war 
Industry in that state. It was a 
shortage of material and not a 
shortage of management or labor 

“If the forces of disunity can 
deceive and divide our people and 
make them think wrong they are 
doing what Hitler. Mussolini and 
the Emperor of Japan would have 
paid a lot of money for what they 
are grtting free.
“Meetings have been called in 

various sections of the country. 
These usually turn Into Indignation 
meetings. I hope In the future reso­
lutions are not passed that will 
make headlines In Berlin and 
Tokyo. Instead of these meetings 
bleeding division, -discord, discon­
tent. anti disunity, It would be much 
better for the service of the country 
and our war effort If they would 
turn Into unity parades and the 
force of the wrath that is expended 
there be applied to doing some of 
the work of trying to win this 
war. x x x"

Big Battle Ready 
To Burst In Burma
Hitler Asks 
Generals To 
Plan Attack

(By The Associated P ress) 
Climaxing three months of 

bloody retreat. Adolf Hitler has 
abandoned his lone-wolf role in 
guiding Hie destiny of German 
aims, it «-as reported today, and 
has called back his generals to 
help plan the Nazi spring offen­
sive.
The Berlin correspondent of the 

Basel (Switzerland) National Zel- 
tung said Hitler had summoned 
nearly all the German officers, in­
cluding Field Marshal Walther von 
Brauchitsch. who were ousted or 
resigned after the drive against 
Moscow failed last December.

Hitler at that time announced 
that his “Intuition" had led him to 
take over supreme command of the 
German armies.

The National Zeitung correspon­
dent .‘aid the Nazi spring offensive 
might be expected soon, with the 
fuehrer and his generals now map­
ping strategy at a series of staff 
conferences.

The question of throwing Russia’s 
winter steamroller into reverse still 
remained to be solved, however, and 
today's German high command 
communique acknowledged that the 
Red armies were attacking relent­
lessly and that "heavy defensive 
fighting is in programs.'

MANDALAY, Burma, March 19. 

(AP)—The big battle of the Prome 
river—key to Burma’s Yenang- 
yuang oil fields—seemed today 
ready to burst momentarily as 
Japanese troops streamed up the 
Irrawaddy valley for an assault 
on the new British defense posi- 

1 lions.
(Reuters said unofficial advices 

j  from Burma reported that British 
j  imperial forces had withdrawn from 
Tharrawaddy, 60 miles north of 
Rangoon and abnost half way to 
Prome up the asphalt-paved west­
ern branch of the road to Manda­
lay.)

Marshaling their forces for the 
new attack, tire Japanese were mov­
ing up the broad Irrawaddy by 
boat, up tlie road by motor columns 
and cross-country by mule train.

There are no natural obstacles 
along the lowland road to help the 
defense. Washes which will be deep 
with flood waters during the mid- 
May monsoon now arc dry and can 
be crossed by tanks.

Other strong Japanese forces are 
moving northward along the east 
branch of the Mandalay road to­
ward Toungoo. A sharp clash be­
tween British and Japanese ad­
vance forces on this road occurred 
yesterday south of Kanyutkwln, 40 
miles south of Tongoo.

Most observers now are convinced 
that whether an Allied foothold can 
be retained in Burma depends In 
large measure upon the Chinese 
troops which Generalissimo Chiang 
Kai-Shek sent into the Shan states 
at the northern flank of the Japa­
nese drive.

Allies Sink 
Another Jap 
Heavy Cruiser

99-Ship Flotilla 
Reported Steaming 
Southward

Allied bombers striking to wreck 

Japan's sea-borne invasion forces 
were officially credited today with 
battering another Japanese heavy 
cruiser, while a quickening temp 
of enemy aerial thrusts indicated 
that a direct assault on Australia 
or New Zealand may be imminent. 
Tlie cruiser was hit on the stem 

and left billowing smoke, it was 
announced.

Japanese warplanes again raided 
Port Darwin, on the Australian 
northwest coast, and struck anew at 
Port Moresby, New Guinea, drop­
ping 40 bombs on harbor sldpplng 
in a 30-minute attack.

Dispatches to the Sydney Sun re­
ported that a considerable force of 
Japanese troops were advancing 
overland toward Port Moresby, mov­
ing down the Markham valley from 
Lae.

Unconfirmed reports previously 
broadcast by the Vichy radio said 
that a 99-ship Japanese flotilla had 
been seen steaming southward from 
conquered Java and that an invasion 
squadron had been sighted 200 miles 
off the west coast of Australia. 
There was no confirmation else­
where. however.

Port Moresby, only 300 miles 
from the Australian mainland, 
would be a likely Jumping-off 
point for Japanese invasion forces.
Enemy planes also were spotted 

reconnoitering islands near Cape 
York. Northeast Australia, and tiro 
attacks were directed against Tulagi

peninsula, in the Crimea, as well as 
fierce Soviet thrusts in the Donets 
river sector of the Ukraine, where 
the Russians are battering a t the 
gates of Kharkov.

In the north. Soviet dispatches 
reported that Russian guerrilla 
forces had regained control of 6,- 
000 square miles of territory behind 
the German siege lines around Len­
ingrad and declared they were so 
strong that the Germans could not 
enter the region.

Although not specifically Identi­

SYDNEY, Australia, March 18 OP)

is advancing overland toward Port 
Moresby.

mittee In behalf of his measure 
which would:

1. Limit profits on war contracts 
to a maximum 6 per cent of cost;

2. Suspend federal maximum hour 
legislation on work done under na­
vy contracts for the duration of the 
war.

3. Do away also with overtime 
and doublctlme pay, and with the 
closed shop on these contracts. “The 
country wants to know where It 
stands, whether congress Is run­
ning the war effort, or labor."

"If we have an insurrectional spirit 
in labor ranks." he declared, "for 
God’s sake, let's know It now, let's 
meet it, let’s get it behind us be­
fore It Is too late."

Shouting out his criticism of the 
closed shop. Smith told the com­
mittee:

“Some one will remind us of the 
Constitution and say that to abro­
gate the closed shop agreements is

Can't Be Obtained 
With Natch Folders

MORRISTOWN, N. J —Scores of 
blind people throughout the country 
are being encouraged by a false ru­
mor to save empty match folders, in 
the vain hopes that they may there­
by secure Seeing Eye dogs.

Hundreds of letters and inquiries 
have been received by the philan­
thropic school here, which educates 
dogs to guide blind men and wom­
en, from people who are saving 
these match folders in order to aid 
a blind person. They claim that 
they have heard authoritatively 
that from 5,000 to 150,000 of these 
folders are required.

“There is no truth in the cur­
rent rumor that a quantity of emp­
ty paper match folders can be ex­
changed for a Seeing Eye dog by 
a blind person,” Mrs. Harrison Eus- 
tis, founder and honorary presi­
dent of The Seeing Eye, said today.

In an emphatic denial of the ru­
mor. Mrs. Eustis pointed out that 
•‘this cruel hoax which started 
about two years ago on the eastern 
coast and has now spread all over 
the country, was for a time stop­
ped, but apparently it has come to 
life again. Such a rumor might re­
sult in great disappointment to a 
blind person, who. after months of 
careful saving of the match fold­
ers. finds that'they  have no effect

That group, headed by 
Frank Culberson, met this morning 
and agreed to ask each civic club 
and the Pampa Junior Chamber of 
Commerce to guarantee a scholar­
ship.

Training Speed-Up

WASHINGTON, March 19 UP)— 
Secretary Stimson gave war depart-: 
ment approval today to “pre«induc- 
tlon” training oi men in colleges and 
local communities, but stressed that 
additional military equipment apd 
Instructors could not be spared 
from the armed forces for that pur­
pose.

The war secretary announced at 
the same time an army undertaking 
to give enlisted men the opportu­
nity to carry on correspondence 
courses through an army institute 
establisher at Madison. Wls., and 
some 80 cooperating universities and 
colleges.

In a letter to President Charles 
Seymour of Yale university, releas­
ed at a press conference. Stlmson 
advised that colleges could help the 
war effort by helping develop lead­
ership of students and by technical 
training which would help a student 
in military service.

unconstitutional. But I  say that 
there is Inherent In government the 
right and the power to do every­
thing and anything necessary for 
Its preservation In time of war."

The administration plan, not 
yet fully developed, presumably 
would cull for substitution of time- 
and-a-lialf pay for the Sunday 
double-time rate now prevailing. 
Sunday double.ttnje has been one 

phase of the labor-war production 
problem whtch has evoked sharp 
public criticism lately, specifically 
hi those cases where inability of 
labor and management to agree on 
the question has halted military in­
dustries lor the day. These shut­
downs have caused such bitter com­
ments as: “There are no double­
pay Sundays on Bataan.”

While some voluntary agreement 
on the Sunday pay question was be­
ing sought, the House Naval com­
mittee convened to open hearings 
on drastic wartime legislation which 
would eliminate higher wages for 
overtime and recapture all war in­
dustry profits In excess of six per 
cent.

On the senate side of the capital,
Senator Pepper (D-Fla.) came for­
ward with the suggestion that vol­
untary war Industry codes be es­
tablished to govern wages, hours, 
working conditions, and profits.

Pepper told reporters he believed 
that codes similar to those employed 
In NRA days could be evolved which 
would standardize labor relations by 
Industries.

If labor, in accepting such codes, 
agreed to make sacrifices to fur­
ther the war effort, then man­
agement would be willing to lim­
it its profits drastically, he pre­
dicted.
Pepper and other administration 

supporters in congress made it plain, 
however, that strenuous efforts were 
being made to work out agreements 
between management and labor by 
which Sunday double-time pay could 
be waived in all essential war In­
dustries.

Chairman Thomas (D-Utah), of 
the Senate Labor committee, said 
It was his opinion that some com­
promise oould be found for this 
particular problem without resort- j 
lug to legislation. Tliomas has op­
posed repeal of the 40-hour-week | 
law, which specifies tlme-nnd-a- 
liull pay map ts for extra hours | 
worked over that quota.

R etail Gas
Prices Frozen 
In 19 Slates

WASHINGTON. March 19 (IP — 
Gasoline consumption by 10,000.000 
motorists In the east and Pacific 
northwest was reduced by 20 per 
cent today, and operations of ap­
proximately 100,000 fllllnc stations 
In the area were limited to a 12- 
hour day. six-day week.

Supplementing this wartime ac­
tion, the Office of Price Adminis­
trator froze the retail gasoline pric­
es In the area at the levels pre­
vailing last Friday and made vio­
lations punishable by a maximum 
$6,000 fine or one year Imprison­
ment.

The freezing order, which will be 
In force for at least 60 days, be­
comes legally effective on Monday, 
March 23. In Issuing the order. 
Acting Price Administrator John 
E. Hamm disclosed last night that 
"serious consideration" was being 
given to the licensing of all fill­
ing stations in the curtailment area 
as a  further measure to guarantee 
observance of the price regulations.

Like the reduced gasoline con­
sumption, this freezing order ap­
plied to the District of Columbia, 
and 19 states—Maine. New Hamp­
shire. Vermont, Massachusetts, 
Rhode Island, Connecticut, New 
Jersey, New York, Pennsylvania. 
Maryland, Virginia, Delaware. West 
Virginia, North Carolina, South 
Carolina, Georgia, Florida east of 
the Apalachicola river, Oregon, and 
Washington.

As consumption was curtailed, the 
'  petroleum Industry warned that on­

ly “the fullest cooperation of every 
consumer” in the program could 
prevent drastic rationing by cou­
pon books.

The reduction effective today — 
through a one-fifth cut In supplies 
delivered to service stations—was 
ordered by th e  War Production 
Board on recommendation of Petrol­
eum Coordinator Ickes who said the 
condition of petroleum stocks in the 
areas had become acute due to sub­
marine sinkings and war demands 
on tanker ships which normally 
supply these coastal states.

Ickes Issued a statement saying 
“Automobile drivers can help their 
country.” and advising: “Drive 
carefully. Don’t  use your car un­
necessarily. Share rides w i t h  
friends and neighbors. Conserve 
gasoline and oil. That means rub­
ber, too.

Homer Brooks
Charted With 
Oral! Dodging

HOUSTON, March 19 yp>—Assis­
tant U. 8. Attorney William R. Eek- 
hardt has asked that Homer Brooks, 
alias Homer Lester Bartchy, be re­
turned to Houston from New York 
to stand trial on a federal grand 
Jury indictment of draft dodging.

Brooks, executive secretary of the 
Communist party in Texas and 
three times condldate for high pub­
lic office In this state, was charged 
by a federal grand Jury at Corpus 
Christl with failure to report for 
Induction into the army on March 
4, as ordered by his draft board, 
and failure to keep the board In­
formed of his correct address.

According to the Indictment, which 
was filed on the federal criminal 
docket here. Brooks registered with 
a local board on Dec. 16, 1940, at 
which time he was 29 years old.

Brooks was arrested In New York, 
Eckhardt asserted, after he had 
signed up as a crew member of a 
ship destined for a foreign voyage. 
In default of a $2,500 bond, Brooks 
was placed In Jail In New York.

In 1936 Brooks ran on the Com­
munist ticket for governor. He was 
a gubernatorial candidate again in 
1938, and in 1940 be ran for United 
States senator. He polled a total 
of 1,115 votes in the three races.

Evacuation Of Japs 
From L. A. Area To 
Start Next Week

8AN FRANCI8CO. March 19 UP 
—Mass evacuation of all Japanese 
from military zone No. 1 starts early 
next week with a contingent of 1,000 
volunteers from the Los Angeles 
area, and the army made It clear 
today that It wants the 2,000-mile- 
long strategic strip of coastline

cleared with the least possible delay.
Ueut.-Gen. J. L. De Witt, head of 

the western defense command, urged 
other Japanese to follow the ex­
ample of the Los Angeles volunteers, 
saying:

“I  desire to make It unmlstake- 
ably clear that evacuation will be 
continued with or without such co­
operation. With such cooperation, 
those affected will find their situa­
tion much less difficult.”

The Los Angeles volunteers are 
the first evacuation group an­
nounced by the army, although vol­
untary exodus has been reported

gaining momentum. They will help 
establish homesi agricultural work, 
schools, churches, a 160-bed hos­
pital, recreational facilities and gen­
erally pioneer a reception center at 
Manzanar, 40 miles south of Bishop 
In the Owens valley of southeastern 
California, east of the rugged Sierra 
Nevada.

There the Japanese will live In
prefabricated houses with commun­
ity kitchens and community baths 
and probably engage chiefly In ag­
ricultural work. The camp eventu­
ally will accommodate 10,000 evac­
uees.

And If ever taxpayers should Insist upon 
their elected servants shearing off all unnecessary 
government lace and finery It Is right now.

In greater numbers than ever before, Americans 
filed their federal Income taxes this month and were 
dam happy about it. They will pay until it hurts 
and then pay some more because they know every 
such dollar hastens the day.

In view of the certain rise In federal taxes, there 
must be sweet music in ‘the ears of citizens who foot 
the cast of government In the states of California, 
DUnois. Maine. Massachusetts. Michigan and New 
York. And the sooner officials of other states and 
of many counties and municipalities join in the 
song, the better Mr. and Mrs. John Q Taxpayer will 
like it.

The New York legislature voted to slash the state 
income tax rate 25 per cent. You heard it correctly, 
28 per cent, one of the sharpest cuts in history. Gov. 
Herbert H. Lehman ts expected to make it law. Fur­
thermore. the same day the legislature reduced ex­
penditures almost ten million dollars by abolishing 
or curtailing activities which are luxuries in time 
of war. |  - *!fj

California. Illinois, Maine, Massachusetts and Mich­
igan voted appropriations ranging from one to eight 
million dollars for such war purposes as state guard 
expansion, additional police and state defense work. 
Office of Civilian Defense cannot carry the entire 
load and such appropriations by the states are en­
tirely worthwhile.

Notable in the cases of these five states is that they 
did not increase taxes to provide additional revenue. 
Instead, they whittled a t thé frills, or took the 
money from treasury surpluses.

An apology is due any state overlooked in this 
matter, but California. Illinois, Maine, Massachusetts, 
Michigan and New York have drawn special atten­
tion because they led the parade, and have shown 
the other states It can be done.

I t should be evident that the tewer state and local 
taxes on the books, the more able will citizens be to 
pay the more essential federal levies and buy defense 
hoods. After all, that’s the big and only worthwhile 
Job right now. Interference with this Job by over­
loaded state, county and municipal payrolls is little 
short of lending aid and comfort to the enemy.

EXP LA IN IN G  HOW T A X  EXEMPTIONS ON  
POOD DO NOT HELP TH E WORKER

1 made the statement In the last issue that 
there was no possible way of taxing so that the 
poor consumer did not have to pay on what be 
consumed just a* the rich man has to pay. Now 
let us take up the method of exempting food from 
a sales tax, generally believed to be beneficial 
to the working man. Let us see if it does really 
benefit him or whether he is only being kidded 
and fooled, and in the long run, hurt by this 
delusion.

It, of course, is true that he pays less for 
the moment for his food. So he thinks he is 
benefited. But what he fails to see is that this 
part of government costs, that he is relieved from 
paying by having food exempt from a sales tax. 
has to be paid by adding this cost to some other 
items. Those who pay these other taxes are sup­
posed to be the richer people. But If these other 
taxes are higher then these richer people have 
just this much less to be used in producing new 
tools and to perform research and experimental 
work. This, thus, makes it necessary for worker», 
to work with poorer tools than they otherwise 
would have to use if the government had not 
taken a larger amount of taxes from those with 
the larger incomes. The workers thus are able 
to produce less, and thus are able to get less.

Besides this direct decrease in tools the belie! 
that exempting food from a sales tax helps thi 
worker causes the worker to beliave that govern­
ment waste and favoritism is not so important 
to him. He thus votes for candidates that are 
wasteful. This further retards the production ot 
tools used by the workers and thus further re­
duces his wages and living standards.

Yes, he pays the taxes one way or another. 
All history is evidence to the fact that he really 
pays less—gets more happiness for his labor—if 
he pays the same rate of tax on everything he 
consumes as the more prosperous pay on wha i 
they consume.

Spoils People
In every case the cost of government is passed 

back directly or indirectly to the consumer 
whether he be rich or poor, but the most objec­
tionable thing to any exemption to any group of) 
people is that it spoils the group it is supposed! 
to help. When any group of people think that theyi 
are better than other people, and do not have to 
live by the sweat of their brow, and pay for 
the service the government renders them, then 
they become a pampered, “gimme" class of peo­
ple. It grows on them. They expect more and 
more from the government; they begin to pity 
themselves; they lose their self-respect; they 
call themselves "under-privileged”; they too often 
regard those who created wealth as "princes of 
privilege" so this makes a people of castes.

There is nothing more harmful to people or 
a nation than to have some people believe that 
taxes should be arranged so that they think they 
pay less but in reality they pay more in lower 
wages, unemployment and higher prices for things.

No, there is no possible way of having a tax 
system that attempts to show favoritism to any 
class that does not hurt the very class that it 
intends to help.

The universal rule is the Golden Rule in taxa­
tion as well as in other laws.

HOLLYWOOD, March 19—Every 

studio in town has been trying to 
turn out a war time service picture 
which will make Johnny want to get 
his gun and go after those so-and- 
so’s across the oceans.

I t’s a hard job. and getting tough­
er by the hour. Leaders of our mili­
tary forces naturally are in favor of 
such movies, but men and equipment 
are too busy with the vital drama 
of training, transport and action to 
pause and pose in front of Holly­
wood’s cameras.

The worst of it is that the pres­
ent conflict is to stupendous, colos­
sal and terrific for HoUywood to re­
produce. The movie magicians think 
nothing of such tasks as staging the 
destruction of Pompeii by Vesuvius, 
or the parting of the Red sea for the 
flight of the Israelites, or the burn­
ing of Chicago, or the inundation of 
cities by tidal waves. But give ’em 
any little sector of World War II and 
they begin to sob with frustration 
They need planes and tanks and 
ships and mon.

There is an obvious limit to the re­
production in miniature of modern 
warfare. And the day is past when a 
studio could get by with a fleet of 
nondescript old crates masquerading 
as war-worthy fighting planes, or 
with plywood structures bolted on 
trucks to resemble tanks 
COST OF UNCOVERING

Technical problems go a lot fur­
ther than that, and a good example 
Is 20th-Fox’s “To the Shores of Tri­
poli/' a recently completed picture 
started last October. Milton Sper­
ling, the associate director, estimates 
that $50.000 was spent in making 
the film technically perfect, even 
though the marine corps and navy 
provided equipment, ships, barracks 
and men free of charge, and a tough 
sergeant-major for a technical ad­
viser.

When Dec. 7 came along, the ser­
geant-major was recalled to San 
Diego for a few days, and during 
his absence the unwary movie crew 
made a scene in which a bareheaded 
enlisted man saluted an officer in­
side a building.

At 
least, he grabbed him by an arm 
and hustled him off, and that is 
highly improper treatment If a man 
isn’t floundering drunk or violent. 
They shot it again in the formal 
and approved fashion.
JAPS ALSO HELPED

the picture started turned out to be 
very lucky circumstances before it 
was finished. When H. Bruce H unt 
berstone. whose nickname is 
“Lucky," began filming “To the 
Shores of Tripoli,” it looked Just like 
another service opera, only lb col­

A camera crew was sent to Hono­
lulu for background shots, and the 
Japs' attack on Pearl Harbor sound­
ed like a death rattle for those 
scenes The navy impounded the 
film.

WASHINGTON. MARCH 19—In 
spite of the promotion of many air 
officers in the recent war depart­
ment general reorganization and in 
spite of the designation of several 
air generals as army commanders 
in various theaters.-there are a num­
ber of these aggressive, ambitious 
air force men who are still unsatis­
fied with the role of the flying arm.

Discounted Is the fact that the 
new deputy chief of staff, MaJ.- 
Gen. Joseph T. McNarney. is an 
air officer. So is the fact that Lieut.- 
Gen. Delos C. Emmons cf the air 
force is commander in Hawaii, that 
Maj.-Gen. James E. Chaney of the 
air force is army commander in 
England, that Lieut.-Gen. Frank 
Andrews of the air force commands 
in Panama, and so on. Reason for 
all this belittling? Shhh! I t’s the 
navy.

Admiral Chester W. Nlmitz is over 
General Emmons; Rear Admiral F.

As a result of the radio inspector 
examination, persons will be ap­
pointed to positions in the Federal 
Communications Commission paying 
(2.00 and (2,600 a year. M g jn n t l  
must have completed a four-year 
college course either In electrical or 
communication engineering or with 
a major in physics. Provision Is made 
for the substitution of certain radio 
engineering experience for the edu­
cation. For the (2,600 positions, ap­
plicants must have had la addition 
one year of appropriate experience 
or graduate study. The ability to 
drive a car, and ability to transmit 
and receive Morse code are re­
quired. There will be a written test 
of theoretical and practical ques­
tions on radio and electrical engin­
eering. The closing date for receipt 
of applications Is April 21, 1842. Un­
der certain conditions applications 
will be accepted from senior and 
graduate college students.

The addressograph operator ex­
amination Is for appointment In 
Washington. D. C„ only and the 
positions pay (1260 and (1,(40 a 
year. Ft«- the (1,440 Jobs applicants 
must have had at least three full 
months of paid experience operat­
ing an automatic-feed motor-driven 
addressograph machine, while only 
one month of experience on a mo­
tor-driven machine equipped for 
either hand or automatic feeding is 
necessary for the lower grade posi­
tions. The machines must have used 
embossed metal address plates. No 
written test will be given and appli­
cation will be accepted until further 
notice.

All applications must be sent to 
the Washington office of the Civil 
Service Commission. Full Informa­
tion as to the requirements (or these 
examinations, and application 
forms, may be obtained from V. 
Darnell, secretary of .the board of 
U. S. Civil Service Examiners, at 
the post office or customhouse In 
this city, or from the secretary of 
the board of D. 8. Civil Service 
Examiners, a t any tin t-  or second- 
class post office.

Science, Defense, And Politics ■
Confesé Synthetic Rubber Question

ay  HOW ABO C. MASS HALL 
What's all the shooting about In 

the great Texas rubber hunt? When 
do we get the tires?

This seems to be the slant the 
minds of many Texans are taking as 
newspapers print story after story 
concerning efforts to make syn­
thetic rubber out of natural gas.

If John Q. Public has been con­
fused. it is small wonder.

There have been stories of a re­
markable new process discovered at 
the University of Texas, denials that 
said process is either remarkable 
or new, accounts of men active In 
politics scurrying hither and thither, 
reports of conferences among bank­
ers and electricity tycoons, an­
nouncement of a state appropria­
tion of $30,000, which to the aver­
age consumer sounds Uke consider­
able money.

The confusion possibly has re­
sulted chiefly from the facts that 
science, national defense and poli­
tics have been involved, and that 
the story first broke under unusual 
circumstances.

A fundamental to remember. In 
examining the picture, is that the 
whole thing Is fraught with ’’Ifs” 
and "provisos.” It is all experi­
mental, exploratory.

I t  might be remembered also that 
over the world, scientists are try­
ing to find a cure for cancer and 
the common cold. For a, thousand 
years people have sought to turn 
baser metals Into gold.

At the outset. It should be pointed 
out that there are many known 
ways to make synthetic rubber, but 
making It cheaply enough In suf 
flclent quantities and of a quality 
for commercial use have been fac­
tors hindering development of 
large synthetic rubber Industry.

I t has long been known that rub­
ber can be made from acetylene 
liquid, which is produced from 
acetylene gas, and it is so made 

There also have been various 
processes determined for producing 
acetylene from crude oil, natural 
gas, coal and other substances.

No#* about two years ago the 
publicity department of the Uni 
verslty of Texas splurged a story 
that Dr. E. P. Schoch. head of Us 

' bureau of industrial chemistry, had 
discovered a new way to make 
acetylene from natural gas. It was 
thought the carbon black Industry 
especially would be benefit ted 

' Little more was heard on the sub­
ject until early last January when 
Senator W. Lee O’Daniel one mom 
lng telephoned Governor Coke R 
Stevenson from Port Worth.

O'Daniel told Stevenson he had 
learned of experiments by Schoch 
which might prove helpful In the 
rubber emergency and suggested a 
conference to Investigate. The con­
ference was held In the governor’s 
office next day with Stevenson, 
O'Daniel, Schoch and others pres- 
cut.

In  substance, it was brought out 
ta«i detailed experiments on the 
Schoch process would necessitate 
the university or someone spending 
a  little money, and Stevenson said 
he thought the state would be Jus­
tified in providing same, after in 
vestlgation.

The governor then informed capl- 
tol correspondents what had hap­
pened and requested that they print 
nothing Immediately because the 
university was trying to patent 
Schoch'a process. The correspondent 
$Ap$d.

But next morning the story had 
been told by O’Daniel. In San An­
tonio he announced the university 
bad perfected a new process for 
making rubber.

Came a story from Washington 
that Dr. Homer P. Rainey, president 
of the university, was there and 
was interested in obtaining rubber 
plants In Texas. Secretary of Com­
merce Jesse Jones made a few re­
marks.

The nation pricked up its ears. 
Then another scientist at the uni­

versity, Dr. C. R. Johnson, branded 
as “bunk” the announcement of a 
university process for making syn­
thetic rubber from natural gas. The 
announcement was a “cheap at­
tempt to obtain publicity,’’ he de­
clared.

Difficulty In clearing the air was 
experienced because Schoch wouldn’t 
talk. Action, not talk, was needed, 
the gray-haired chemist said.

The vice-president of the school 
stated In Rainey’s absence there 
positively was no university rubber 
process. Rainey had gone to the na­
tional capital on other business. He 
merely had read O’Daniel’s state­
ment on a train en route, and when 
asked by s reporter If he would like 
to see rubber plants bloom In Texas 
where none had done so before, had 
replied affirmatively.

The snowball began to melt. But 
the fundamentals remained, if 
somewhat clouded in mystery

the national government two huge 
plants for the conversion of acety­
lene to rubber.

Followed meetings among bankers 
and other business men, and In Dal­
las a group organised a non-profit 
organisation for the announced pur­
pose of Investigating faculties for 
locating rubber plants in Texas and 
studying the Schoch and other proc­
esses for making acetylene.

The corporation, it was 
nounced, wlU be capitalized at $10,- 
000. Forty persons having subscribed 
1250 each for stock.

Maco Stewart of Galveston, finan­
cier, was named president; John F. 
Camp, of 8an Antonio, E. B. Ger­
many of DaUas, Clarence Malone of 
Houston, and R. E. Harding of Fort 
Worth, vice-presidents; Reuben Wil­
liams of Fort Worth, secretary- 
treasurer, and Fred F. Florence of 
Dallas, chairman of the executive 
committee.

Chambers of Commerce over Texas 
have begun to buzz and one at 
Athens has urged location there of 
a synthetic rubber plant.

Political circles from the begin­
ning were* keenly Interested be­
cause of the activity of Senator 
O’Daniel, who Is running for re- 
election.

OD&niel called the original meet­
ing In the office of Oovernor Stev 
enson. made the announcement of 
the “rubber" process, promoted In 
terest of business men. and appar 
ently kept In close touch with the 
Dallas meeting.

Without casting reflections on 
him, poUtlcsl observers saw him 
losing nothing, in his campaign for 
a full term as senator, by the pub­
licity.

Moreover, Stewart has been’known 
as a  near friend of ODanlel and 
during O'Daniel’s gubernatorial ad­
ministration was often seen at the 
executive mansion.

Williams is an attorney and a 
member of the state highway com­
mission, by appointment of O'Dan­
iel. Before naming him on the 
highway commission, O’Daniel had 
tried to appoint him state life In­
surance commissioner, but the latter 
appointment was rejected by the 
senate. Williams also was ODanel’s 
campaign manager two years ago.

Germany Is chairman of the state 
Democratic executive committee and 
seems to be close to ODanlel.

To date no rubber has been made. 
Texans may have to wait a  long 
time before they glimpse a picture 
of Dr. Schoch with a hand on a 
tree built as a result of his experi­
ments with acetylene.

But who can read the future?
Some people smiled knowingly as 

Edison bent over his table, trying to 
turn electricity Into light. There 
were smiles when Fulton spoke of 
boats powered by steam and Henry 
Ford of horseless buggies.

A step to watch now is the con­
struction of the pilot plant. Uni­
versity officials say it probably will 
be located on or near the campus 
so that the school's own power can 
be utilized and w.>rk may get under 
way in two months.

And so, because the enemy Is at a 
critical passage where desperate 
means are likely to be employed, it 
Is a matter of grave concern to see 
the claims of Axis atrocities piling 
up. The news today contains two 
more cases—the atrocities charged 
against the Oermans In Poland by 
the Polish government-ln-exile, and 
the Russian military report that the 
Nazis have slain 30,000 civilians in 
the strategic southwestern city of 
Kharkov since the occupation on 
October 24.

The conclusion must be that, if 
these barbarities happened as 
charged, the Axis powers are de­
liberately resorting to savagery In 
an effort to win by these means a 
war which they have been unable to 
win by arms and which very defi­
nitely Is slipping away from them. 
This naturally gives rise to the 
thought that the nearer the Axis 
comes to defeat, the greater may 
be the employment of terrorism.

Die Polish charges form a port of 
a note addressed to the Allied and 
neutral governments by the Polish 
foreign office, and set forth a story 
of barbaric brutality. The govern­
ment alleges, and produces docu­
mentary evidence and affidavits in 
support, that 200,000 people have 
been murdered in cold blood; that 
1,000.000 mote have been driven 
from their homes; that there have 
been many Instances of collective 
rape; that countless Polish girls 
have been sent to brothels In Ger­
many.

This comes on the heels of the 
sensational charge made in the Brit­
ish house of commons a few days 
ago by Foreign Seuretary Eden that 
the Japanese had been guilty of 
wholesale atrocities in occupied 
Hongkong. Captain Eden said that 
50 British officers and men had 
been bound hand and foot and then 
bayoneted to death. Women were 
raped and murdered. These things, 
he said, were confirmed by eye­
witnesses.

"Their testimony,” declared Eden, 
‘established the fact that the Japa­
nese army at Hongkong perpetrated 
against their helpless military pris­
oners and civil population without 
distinction of race or color the same 
kind of barbarities which aroused 
the horror of the civilised world at 
the time of the Nanking massacres 
of 1937.”

The Japanese government has de 
nied all these charges.

There is another class of atrocity 
which Ls being conducted so cpenly 
that the whole world can see It 
plainly. That ls the starvation of 
entire populations through the 
stripping of their countries of food. 
To me this is much more terrible 
than the Infliction of quick death 
by the bayonet which, compared 
with the slow torture of hunger, ls

humane act.
Mass starvation Is widespread 

throughout Europe because coun­
tries have been robbed of their food 
supplies, but the example most often 
cited ls that of poor Greece. Greek 
officials In Cairo on Monday esti­
mated that starvation, exposure and 
executions had taken a toll of 150,- 
000 to 200,000 lives In Oreece in less 
than a year of German-Itallan oc­
cupation. In February deaths In the 
city of Athens alone reportedly 
reached 1,500 daily.

It b  shocking to think of major 
powers turning to such brutality 
In this day of civilisation. Still, 
if that’s the color of the beast it’s 
best that we know It now, for it 
gives fair warning of what we 
might epeet If the Axis should 
conquer us—which it won’t.
