In the city-wide Salvage-for-Vlc- 
tory campaign was the call ot Supt. 
L. L. Sone, chairman, as two city 
trucks and one school truck started 
out this afternoon on the collection 
of bits of metal too heavy to be car­
ried by students to school.

"We must have this metal all in 
by Thursday, so we can collect it 
all in one big heap on the Junior 
high school campus, ready to be 
turned over to the junk dealer's on 
the following day,” Chairman Sone 
said.

The chairman emphasized that 
while the schools were doing a 
great work in getting the scrap 
metal collected at the various school 
campuses, Pampans should not re­
gard It simply as a school activity.

The eyes of not only the Top O’ Texas area surround­
ing Pampa but of the entire Panhandle were fixed today 
on Pampa after it was announced in a special radio bul­
letin that up to 1,000 war-equipped troops would come 
to Pampa this weex-end for the gigantic Army Day pa­
rade here next Monday.

In a telephone call received at the Chamber of Com­
merce Col. George R. Barker of the Third Army Head­
quarters of San Antonio announced this morning that 
the U. S. Army would send a fully-equipped combat bat­
talion team of up to 1,000 troops from Camp Barkeley, 
Abilene, to Pampa for the stupendous Army Day parade 
that will be held here Monday.

¡’ Drive Toward Burma Oil And Gateway To India Takes Menacim

Japan's drive toward the oU fields 

* of Northwest Burma and the gate­
way to luum took a menacing 
tarn today as British headquar­
ters arknowleged that Japanese 

7  troeps supported by traitorous Bur­
mese natives had advanced within 
M miles of Pro me.
Promt is the British-held anchor 

on the right wing of the Allied de­
fense line in central Burma.

The city is strategically Impor­
tant as a barrier to the rich Yen. 
angyuang oil fields, and also guards 
the Irrawaddy river route to Man­
dalay.

A  British communique said the 
Japanese penetrated to Shwedaung, 
10 miles below Prome, In heavy 
fighting in which imperial Indian 
frontier troops inflicted 300 casual­
ties and captured 70 prisoners.

I'.S.A., apparently had withdrawn 
from Toungoo.
Simultaneously. Axis reports said 

the Japanese had carried out heavy 
aerial raids on Mandalay and at­
tacked other key points on the 
Toungoo-Mandalay road, evidently 
seeking to block the sending of re­
inforcements.

A Chinese army spokesman said 
103X10 Chinese soldiers were hold­
ing the eastern part of Toungoo 
against 18,000 Japanese in the west-

ern section
The spokesman said that Toungoo 

was important only as an outpost 
below the potential main battle 
area and that the mountains north 
of Toungoo could be more easily 
defended than the plains below the 
town.

Other developments in the Par 
Pacific theater Included:

Philippines — a war department 
bulletin reported that Japanese 
planes attacked a base hospital In

American-defended Bataan penin­
sula. Inflicting a number of casual­
ties. The hospital was plainly 
marked.

The communique said heavy aerial 
bombardment of Manila bay for­
tresses, accompanied by fire from 
enemy shore batteries, continued 
day and night, causing little dam­
age.

On Bataan, sharp patrol clash­
es were reported, but there was 
still no sign of the threatened all-

India — British negotiations to 

mobilize India’s 390,000,000 as a fight­
ing force on the side of the Allies 
met serious new difficulties. Dis­
patches from New Delhi said it ap­
peared that the dominant Indian 
party might reject the British plan 
for self-rule.

Program Functioning 
Perfectly In City

The health program In Pampa 
schools is functioning perfectly, it 
was rwvealed today In a survey made 
at the various schools.

T. B. tests have been made and 
followed up with X-ray in positive 
cases.

Dentists in the city are visiting 
schools giving free examinations. 
They are now at Sam Houston 
school and the schedule of visits to 
other schools will be completed 
•oon. This program was planned 
last year and Is not new

Teachers inspect children every 
morning and once a week have 
waistline inspection with the school 

- rurse present. Eyes, teeth, ears, and 
poi*'ice are checked in the health 
program s n ' wherever defects are 
found parents are notified. A recent 
survey showed that a majority of 
the defects found have been cor­
rected.

The milk program has been es­
tablished for all first grade pupils. 
More than 300 children receive a 
bottle of milk every morning. Those 
that can afford pay but those un­
able to pay arc given the milk 
which Is provided by the Khvants 
club.

The school nurse inspects every 
cafeteria in the system weekly, has 
the city health officer make regular 
Inspections Every person. Includ­
ing student assistants, must have 
a health certificate.

German field headquarters ac­

knowledged severe Russian pressure 
In the Ukraine, on the central (Mos­
cow) front, and In the far north, 
but asserted that Nazi dive-bomb­
ers had "frustrated” a tank - led 
Soviet attack In the critical battle 
around Lake Ilmen.

The high command described the 
dive-bombing assault as taking place 
"northeast o f Lake Ilmen." presum­
ably referring to the Staraya Russa 
sector where the German 16th army

Farish Denies 
Standard Delayed 
Rnliber Prodnction

WASHINGTON, March 31 (A V -  
W. 8. Farish. president of tile 
Standard Oil company of New Jer­
sey, described today as without “a 
shadow of foundation” testimony 
that the company had prevented 
or delayed development oft syn­
thetic rubber in the United States. 
"The facts and the record,”  he 

told tile Senate Defense Investigat­
ing committee, “are exactly to the 
contrary.”

Farish appeared before th e  
committee to reply to testimony by 
Thurman Arnold, assistant attorney 
general in charge of anti-trust en­
forcement, that the company had 
frustrated development of synthetic 
rubber in the United States as a 
result of cartel agreements made 
with I. G. Farben of Germany be­
fore the United States entered the 
war.

“Any charges that the Standard 
Oil company or any of its officers 
has been in the slightest respect dis­
loyal to tlie United States Is un­
warranted and untrue.” Farish as­
serted, reading from a statement.

" I  repel all such insinuations with 
all the vigor at my command. I  do 
so with indignation and resentment.

“Moreover, I  wish to assert with 
conviction that whether the several 
contracts made with the I. G. did 
or did not fall within the borders 
set by the patent statutes or the 
Sherman act, they did inure great­
ly to the advance of American In­
dustry and more than any other one . 
thing have made possible our pres-1 
ent war activities in aviation gaso- : 
line, toluol and explosives, and In 
synthetic rubber Itself.”

Arnold had testified that the car­
tel agreements had “ frustrated the 
creation of an American synthetic 
rubber Industry."

Farish said it was “entirely un­
true” that “ as late as 1939 Stan­
dard was engaged in an effort to 
establish relations yith Japan con­
trary to the Interests of the Unit­
ed States and without the knowl­
edge of our government.”
He testified also that it was un­

true that after the fall of France, 
Standard assisted German interests 
to establish hydro-generation plants 
in Occupied France.

He described as “unfounded" any 
allegation that “Standard made 
shipments to Italian and German 
air lines in Brazil, contrary to the 
wishes of the state department."

He acknowledged that DAPG, a 
Standard subsidiary, planned in 
1938 or 1939 to erect at Hamburg, 
Germany, a plant for producing avi­
ation gasoline.

“As a German corporation, oper­
ating In Germany (with which coun­
try we were not then at war),”  Par­
ish said, “ it could not have done 
otherwise.”

Farish also told the committee 
that in July. 1941. Standard re­
ceived from I. G. Farben an offer 
of *24.000.000 in gold, to be delivered 
at LLsbon, for its Hungarian prop­
erties.

“ Under advice from the state de­
partment and the economic defense 
board,”  he testified, “the offer was 
not accepted."

Farish also took cognizance of 
testimony that “ in 1939 Standard 
.entered into an arrangement with 
I. G.—called the Hague agreement 
—adjusting their relations to tire 
situations brought about by the war 
in Europe: In which be it noted the 
United States was not then In­
volved.”

“This arrangement,” he sold, “was 
both reasonable and expedient and 
In the interests of the United 
States **

Parish asserted t h a t  "Standard 
has no apologies to make for the 
part it has played and Is now play­
ing In the development of synthetic 
rubber.” adding that, “continuously, 
from January 1939, standard has 
been In the forefront of those ad­
vocating an adequate government 
synthetic rubber program to pro­
vide tires for American automo­
biles.’’

PITTSBURGH, March 31 (IP)—Har­

ry Bobo, 21-year-okl negro heavy­
weight, joined Billy Conn in a Pitts­
burgh tandem chasing Champion 
Joe Louis today as a result of ham­
mering Harry's spectacular, one- 
round knockout of Lem Franklin.

Harry earned his chance by clam­
bering from the floor last night to 
knock out the Cleavelander in 2:40 
of the opening heat of a 10-round 
bout. Bobo weighed 209M. against 
Franklin’s 196 <6.

Bobo's feat exploded what Lem In­
tended to be the first start In a 
comeback after Bob Pastor kayoed 
him In eight rounds last month 
while Franklin was riding an aston­
ishing string of triumphs.

An all-time indoor crowd for 
Pittsburgh, more than 7,000, paid a 
new high of $23,436.50 to see the 
home town Harry make good in a 
large way.

Bobo, who wants to be a minister 
and finds his favorite diversion in 
the Bible, looked hopeless for the 
first minute against the wild sock­
ing Franklin. He back pedalled 
frantically as Franklin came out 
swinging a murderous right. But 
after being dumped on his trousers 
for a three-count, Bobo shifted sen­
sationally and landed a double salvo 
of left and right hooks on Icm ’s 
chin flooring him for a cOliht of 
eight. Lem took one more trip to 
the canvas for a nine count before 
he went down to stay, his head loll­
ing on the ring apron.

They had hardly dragged Frank­
lin from the arena before Bobo's 
volatile manager, Eddie Kapphan, 
chortled “We can lick anybody In 
tile world.”

Bobo's next fight probably will be 
with ample Abe Simon. Joe Louis’ 
victim last week.

spray-swept deck.

"O ur losses in action were ex» 
tremely low, especially considering 
the loiig range of action," he said 
at a press conference.

“Wd lost only two planes through 
pilot error, mistakes in landing, etc. 
This le a marvelous record and puts 
the Japanese flying to shame.”

He described the heroic work of 
the bomber command in the Phil­
ippines and the Netherlands East 
Indies, praising officers and enlisted 
men alike.

The officer did not refer to his 
own achievements but his name is 
on the list of many bomber com­
mand members mentioned for var­
ious awards.

Col. Eubank said the Philippines 
were not caught unawares by the 
war. They had been on war alert 
and ready for enemy operations. A 
number of missions were carried 
out Dec. 8 when Clark Field, in the 
Philippines, was bombed.

WASHINGTON. March 31. (AP) 

—German boats, which have aver­
aged a ship a day hi American wat­
ers this month, can be expected to 
intensify their raiding in the weeks 
ahead as the weather becomes more 
favorable.

But better weather will work both 
ways, naval experts said, explain­
ing that it would be equally favor­
able for aid and surface anti-sub­
marine operations, with a resultant 
heavier destruction of raiders.

The experts asserted that the Na­
zis almost certainly had not reach­
ed the full power of their long 
distance undersea offensive against 
coastal shipping and that an In­
creased number of submarines prob­
ably would appear in American 
waters In the near future.

To offset tills admittedly gloomy 
prospect, however, these authorities 
cited increasingly effective anti­
submarine measures, including:

1. Assignment of more and more 
patrol planes and blimps to the 
eastern sea frontier command of 
Rear Admiral Adolphus Andrews, 
who only last week was given uni­
fied control of army as well as navy 
aircraft engaged In sub hunting.

2. More general adherence by 
merchant ship skippers to the navy 
regulations that vessels traveling in 
coastal waters at night should run 
without lights and, day or night, 
should stick to patrolled lanes.

3. Partial blackouts of the here­
tofore brightly lighted sections of 
the coast which arc believed to 
have aided the U-boats by silhouet­
ting their targets.

H ie threat of a libel suit faced 
Chairman Dies (D-Tex.) o f  th e  
house committee on un-American 
activities today as a result of his 
charges that “at least 35 high of­
ficials” of the Board of Economic 
Warfare had Been affiliated with 
Communist-front organizations.

David B. Vaughan, chief of the 
board’s administrative management 
division, said In a statement.

" I  am making Inquiries through 
my attorney to see whether Mr. 
Dies’ statement is privileged. I f  It 
Is not, I  will ask that action be In­
stituted against Mr. Dies for libel.”

Dies made public his charges 
Sunduy and Vice-President Wallace, 
chairman of the Economic Warfare 
board, to whom Dies wrote demand­
ing removal of the officials. Imme­
diately defended those charted and 
contended Dies’ statement was 
worthy of having been made by a 
Oerman propagandist. The letter 
was put in the appendix of the Con­
gressional Record yesterday by Rep 
Cox (D-Ga.).

Last night Dies announced he 
would recommend that the commit­
tee Invite Wallace to appear before 
it and also that It supply him with 
all data available to it to support, 
the charges.

We talk a lot about Hitler's 
spring attack along the Russo- 
German front, as though it were 
an event which would arrive on 
schedule like the five o’clock ex­
press, but actually the fuehrer and 
Muscovite Stalin are already iron­
ing out their differences in a 
string of bloody battles whose out­
come will vitally influence the 
trend of the much heralded of­
fensive.
What Is going forward now Is a 

series of ferocious encounters for ; 
control of key positions which the ; 
Nazi chief now holds and needs as 
springboards (no pun Intended) for 
his grand offensive. I f  you please ' 
will glance at your maps of the ' 
fighting front we will name these I 
strategic points upon which so much 1 
depends. (

Beginning at the north, the Nazis 
are hanging on by their teeth in the 1 
Leningrad sector, where the Reds 1 
have hammered them back. Re- 1 
member how some seven month» 
ago Hitler boasted that he had In a 
sack this great Industrial city which ' 
is at once the gateway to the Baltic 
and the heart of Communism?

Southward lies Staraya Russa, 
where the Bolshevists have what Is 
left of a Nazi army surrounded and 
In sorry state. Below and opposite 
Moscow you wll see Rzhev and Vy­
azma, which lie unhappily within 
a deep salient and are threatened 
with encirclement. Next we have 
Orel, Kursk, and Kharkov— the lat­
ter two-thirds surrounded by the 
Reds—strong points in the line pro­
tecting the Nazis in the Ukraine— 
below this trio a great Russian sal­
ient reaches out towards Dnleper- 
opetrovsk and then swings back to 
Sallno.

And finally there is Taganrog, 
German key position on the Sea of 
Azov along the route to the Golden 
Caucasus. It's into the Caucasus 
that Mother Hubbard Hitler would 
go In search of oil for her badly 
lowered tcruet. and of grain for her 
emptying cupboard.

So there you have some 10 posi­
tions along the attenuated line, each 
the crater of a flaming volcano In­
to which the Nazis are feeding men 
and materiel with frightful profli­
gacy. I f  the Bolshevists get those 
springboards they will have imposed

a mighty handicap on Hitler for his 
offensive, which may easily be the 
turning point of the war.

But whether the Muscovites cap­

He did add that Ayres case* had 
been reviewed by the Department 
of Justice and the United State’s 
attorney general’s office, usual in 
cases of this kind.

Justice Reed delivered this deci­
sion. applying to a closed shop 
agreement between the Electric Vac­
uum Cleaner Company. Inc., of 
Cleveland. Ohio, and five American 
Federation of Labor affiliates.

In  the Texas case, Justice Frank­
furter spoke for the majority In rul­
ing that two labor unions had no 
right to picket a Houston cafe In 
order to present to the public con­
tentions that the owner had grant­
ed a contract for construction a 
mile distant to a person asserted to 
be unfair to the unions. Frankfur­
ter said the picketing constituted a 
violation of the Texas anti-trust 
law.

“Recognition of peaceful picket­

Is Needed Now 

For Victory!
(B y The Associated Proas)

Business, agriculture, and indus­
try In Texas are uundergoing a 
period of readjustment to the na­
tion’s coordinated program of war 
prouction and distribution.

In the petroleum industry, pro­
duction of crude oil and refinery 
operations are being curtailed sub­
stantially In order to bring about 
a better alignment between supplies 
and the effective demand. DrUling 
of new wells has been, reduced In 
order to conserve strategic materials.

At the same time, construction 
activity Is being well sustained due 
chiefly to large awards for public­
ly-financed defense projects. Ship­
ments of lumber continued to ex-, 
pand coincident with substantial In­
creases In the volume of new orders.

Cotton consumption at processing 
establishments In Texas during 
February was at a slightly slower 
rate than in that month a year ear­
lier.

Consumer purchases continued 
well above those of a year ago.

The Federal Reserve bank, analyz­
ing the Influence of the war e f­
fort upon industry in its monthly 
buslnss review, reported stocks of 
motor fuel in Texas Increased 18

per cent during February. Inven­
tories In the United States as a 
whole rose eight per cent to 106,- 
000,000 barrels, the highest of record.

Civilian consumption of gasoline 
already has declined, th e  review 
says, reflecting the voluntary de­
crease in the use of automobiles to 
conserve tires and tubes.

Further dislocations in the dist­
ribution of petroleum and refined, 
products, resulting from tanker 
sinkings by enemy submarines and 
diversion of many additional tank­
ers for military purposes, are hav­
ing pronounced effects upon op­
erations In the petroleum Industry 
in the southwest.

Rate of drilling activity in this 
district—comprising all of Texas 
and parts of Oklahoma, New Mex­
ico and Louisiana—and in the 
United States further declined 
in February.
A further expansion in the de­

mand for cotton textiles to supply 
military requirements was experi­
enced by cotton mills In the United 
States during February and the 
first of March.

Value of construction contracts 
awared in the eleventh district ex­
panded sharply from January to 
February, due largely to an increase 
In  awards f o r  publicly-financed 
projects, most of which will be used 
directly or indirectly In the war 
effort.

Weather conditions during Feb­
ruary continued generally favor­
able for field work, with the re­
sult that farmers In the eleventh 
district made further progress in 
the preparation of soil for sprii g 
planting.

WASHINGTON, March SI. API— 

Take it easy. men. The office of 
price administration says there 
won't be a rasor blade shortage, 
after all, and it is unnecessary to 
stock up with them.

People who do that are hoarders, 
said Dan A. West, director of OPA's 
consumer division, and besides, “ in 
this case there isn’t even a short­
age."

The rush for shaving tackle was 
touched o ff by last week's war pro­
duction board order curtailing out­
put of safety rasor blades to the 
monthly average production in 1M0. 
What confused shavers was that 
the announcement said in one place 
that an “ample supply’’ would con­
tinue to be available, whereas in 
another place it said that only “an 
average of a blade per week per 
shaver.”

West clarified matters today, 
however, when he reassured shavers 
that the curtailment order would 
permit a “completely adequate sup­
ply," because it will mean manu­
facture of at least 2,400,000,000 
blades this year. H ite compares, 
Weft reported in a formal state­
ment. with 700,000.000 in 1932, 1,- 
000.000.000 in 1937 and 2.000.000.000 
in 1939

The consumer division spokesman 
did not explain whether the periodic 
fluctatlon in output was due to 
shifting styles in facial adornment, 
prosperity periods, or changes In 
quality which made blades last 
longer in some periods than in oth­
ers.

To complicate OPA's problem in 
curbing the run on razor blades, 
WPB yesterday announced that 
manufacture of electrical dry shav­
ers would be halted May 31, along 
with about SO other electrical ap­
pliances. Incidentally, lawn mow­
ers were put on the proscribed list, 
effective June 30.

West said the razor blade cur­
tailment could be “ three or four 
times as great” without creating a 
shaving problem. “A little extra 
care in shaving and in handling 
will yield many more shaves per 
blade." he pointed out. and offered 
these recommendations:

Before shaving prepare your beard 
carefully so that hard whiskers, 
grit and skin oil won’t break down 
the blade. Careful washing and 
lathering soften the beard and 
make shaving easier on the blade.

Rinse your blade in hot water 
before using. Rinse the razor with 
hot water frequently while shaving.

Rinse razor and blade well after 
shaving.

Shake the blade vigorously and 
dry carefully to avoid rust.
> Wrap the blade in its own paper 
covering, “especially if you live hi 
a coastal climate where salt air 
may erode the met'ate."

What moat people, who believe in the "abUlty- 
to-pay" tax theory, have failed to understand In 
the past, is that this "•bility-to-Rny” , discrim­
inatory tax theory eventually dries up the source
of Income taxes from the big producers.

There is a concrete example: The proposed 
new federal income tax would leave a roan living 
in California with $100,000 income, $22,000 after 
he had paid federal and state taxes.

And bare I  hear the advocate of ability-to- 
pay tax theory contend that certainly is enough 
for anybody.

But listen: on the second $100,000, for the man 
living in the State of California, under the pro­
posed law, the government would take 103 per 
cent. In other words, i f  the individual made the 
second $100,000, he would be 53,000 poorer than 
if be had not made the second $100,000.

O f course, he w ill make no effort to produce, 
the second $100,000 worth of wealth. And the 
country w ill be poorer by this amount. I f  any­
body believes he w ill continue to try to create 
wealth—make profits, when the more he makes, 
the more he loses, they arc in for a rude awak­
ening.

Since we have dried up practically all the in­
come from the big producers, all this additional 
government war expense and payment for the 
war and payment o ff our debt w ill not come from  
the rich, it w ill come from Tom, Dick and Harry 
—from the working man.

A fte r  the working man in the past has been 
out o f a Job and the costs of his necessities have 
been up, largely due to discriminatory laws, like 
paralyzing the efficient by taxation, and laws that 
permit labor racketeers to have monopolies in 
certain lines o f work.

Japan Faces Growing Odds
The first step which must be taken In carrying 

the war to Japan is an dbvious one—to disrupt and 
to break the long-extended Nipponese supply lines. 
Huhdreds and in some cases thousands of miles of 
water lie between Japanese bases and areas she has 
conquered Her life line consists of her merchant 
fleet and naval convoys. So long as she has enough 
protected tonnage to carry the immense quantities 
o f supplies needed by her expeditionary forces, she 
wlU hold the upper hand. Once substantial Inroads 
are made Into her transport and fighting fleets, she 
win have to battle against steadily mounting odds. 
And the farther she goes across the wide Pacific, the 
mot* shipping she will require.

Therefore, there is enoouragement in the casual­
ties oat mintary forces and those of other United 
Nations have been inflicting on Japanese shipping. 
Much of this news has never made the headlines, 
which- have been largely occupied by accounts of 
Japan's success in taking and mopping up Pacific 
portions But it is the kind of news that, in the 
long run, will do much to determine the outcome of 
the war. As Paul Malion puts It, “Day by day, in 
every way, our navy and army have been pecking 
away, mainly at the Indispensable but unspectacular 
phase of the Jap attack—the transport, supply and 
tanker ships and their convoy protection." »

The toll o f Japanese losses is Impressive. Up To  
March 19, the United Nations officially reported the 
striking of 110 supply ships and damaging of M. or a 
total of 1M put out ot action. That, according to 
the most reliable estimates, Is In excess of 20 per cent 
of all Japanese shipping which can be used for supply 
pur|xises. • v )  t j |
