“On the 11th day, we saw smoke, 
and the ship picked us up. I  guess 
we could have stood it for another 
three days—after that, no food."

Testimony Taken In 
Gnlkrie Resignation

WASHINGTON, March 23 UP — 
A War Production Board labor of­
ficial told a House Military sub­
committee today that one of "the 
most disturbing factors" in the wool 
conservation program was the “ fail­
ure to provide for mandatory blend­
ing.”

The committee, investigating Oie 
resignation March 14 of Robert R. 
Guthrie as head of the WPB textile, 
clothing, and leather goods branch, 
was told by Guthrie last week that 
a reason for his resignation was 
failure of WPB officials to coop­
erate in his wool conservation and 
to heed his Insistence on mandatory 
wool blending.

Cleon O. Swayzee, WPB labor di­
vision consultant, testified he fav­
ored mandatory blending for civil­
ian needs to conserve wool for mili­
tary uses, but no definite action on 
a blending program had been tak­
en. ’nils failure to act, he described 
as “one of the most serious prob­
lems” in the wool program.

The witness did not agree with 
Guthrie's assertion some dollar-a- 
year men were influenced in their 
decisions by their private business 
interests, but conceded there may 
have been “errors in Judgment."

“ I’ve never felt It necessary to 
Impute motives,” he said.

Nelson Asks 
Suspension 01 
Double Pay

WASHINGTON, March 23 (/Pi— 
Ilonald M. Nelson told CIO lead­
ers today that labor must sus­
pend for the duration of the war 
the "privilege” of receiving dou­
ble pay for Sunday and holiday 
work.
"We are moving as fast as we can 

toward seven-day, three-shift oper­
ation of our basic war industries,” 
the war production director said. 
“The principle that a man should 
regularly have the seventh day off, 
and should receive overtime if an 
emergency forces him to work on 
that seventh day. is perfectly 
sound: but where that seventh day 
does not fall on a Sunday or holi­
day, I do not think that work on 
Sundays and holidays, in war time, 
deserves extra pay."

The leaders of CIO unions from 
throughout the country were called 
together by President Phillip Mur­
ray to organize a campaign against 
adoption by congress of pending leg­
islation suspending the 40-hour work 
week and eliminating overtime pay­
ments for the duration.

As Nelson talked to the union­
ists. the senate appeared near a

A tangled war of planes, sub­

marines, and surface craft on In­
tersecting supply lines of the Brit­
ish, Germans, and Italians marked 
springtime maneuvering for stra­
tegic positions in the Mediterran­
ean basin.
Broadly, this battle of scalanes 

complemented the battle of Russia, 
as well as Libya, for the possibility 
of a tangent stroke by the Axis 
through southeastern Europe to­
ward Caucasian oil has been evi­
dent with the arrival of spring.

The claims in the Mediterranean 
fighting today were:

British
Two Italian submarines, two sup­

ply ships, six large schooners, and a 
troop - laden motorshlp have been 
sunk by British submarines In shell 
and torpedo attacks, some of them 
within sight of watchers on the 
coasts of Italy and her Albanian 
puppet state.

Shore batteries on Albanias low­
er Adriatic coast engaged one of 
the British submarines while an­
other was made the target of ma­
chine-gun fire from Salo Point, 
Calabria, in southern Italy, as it 
sought to pick up survivors.

Axis

going on in the Gulf of Sirte, south­
east of Malta.

T h e  Rome high command said 
that Italian warships overtook the 
convoy there today, inflicting “fu- 
ther heavy damage.” The Italians 
promised more details later.

The Berlin communique, indicat­
ing that German fliers also were en­
gaged in that battle or had started 
one of their own, said bombers had 
sunk a 8,000-ton merchant ship out 
of a British convoy off North Afri­
ca and hit two other vessels.

The Italian report that the Brit­
ish convoy was en route from the 
eastern Mediterranean to Malta Un­
derlined the importance in which 
both the British and the Axis hold

NEW YORK, March 23 (API — 
When Hongkong fell to the Japanese, 
Ngal Wing Kim closed his Tom Lee 
Chinese laundry in Brooklyn.

Lee. as he was known to his 
customei s, considered the fall of the 
city a personal blow, for his wife, 
Rena, was there

He locked his doors and placed a 
sign in his window telling his cus­
tomers he was joining the United 
States army and they would find 
their laundry in a nearby shop.

Lee’s one big ambition was, and 
still Is, to get a personal crack at 
the Japanese, but after he signed up 
with Uncle Sam’s forces he was as­
signed to an artillery unit training 
in North Carolina.

In a letter to the Daily News to­
day, Lee called himself “valueless 
me” and made it clear that he want­
ed no part of that long distance 
artillery business.

"I am now learning Mg guns de­
partment. with which I would never 
be able to see the enemy with ray 
own eyes, even when my course is 
complete.

"So I wish somehow to make me 
able to Join the machine gun rorps 
so in the future I can see the enemy 
in my own eyes and kill the enemy 
from my own hand.

WASHINGTON, March 23 (/P>— 
The war department announced 
today American-Filipino troops in 
the Philippines had assured Gen­
eral Douglas MacArthur in a mes­
sage that they would continue 
their defense of the islands with 
the same zeal and courage that 
they showed under MacArthur’s 
personal command.
A communique said that the mes­

sage, dispatched to MacArthur in 
Australia, expressed confidence that 
under his leadership of the United 
Nations forces in the Pacific the ag­
gressor would be defeated.

The communique reported that 
American army bombers which took 
part in raids Saturday and Sunday 
from Australia destroyed at least 
nine enemy planes on the ground 
and hit and probably shot down two 
other planes. The attacks had been 
reported previously.

On Saturday, two heavy bombers 
attacked the enemy-held airdrome 
at Rabaul, on the island of New 
Britain, and caused considerable 
damage.

Two planes of an enemy group 
which attempted to Intercept the 
raiders were hit and probably shot 
down.

In a raid Sunday on the airfield 
at Lae. New Guinea, at neast nine 
enemy planes were destroyed on the 
ground by the American bombers, 
the war department said.

The embattled troops of Bataan 
—the only men who have slapped 
Nippon’s military “face” since 
Pearl Harbor—dug in deeper for 
the "consequences” of their re­
fusal to consider the demand 
which the Japanese have made 
for immediate and unconditional 
surrender.
Lieut. Gen. Wainwrlght refused, 

to dignify the enemy surrender 
ultimatum with a reply, but there 
were signs that the demand might 
precede the long expected Japanese 
offensive to end major resistance in 
the Philippines.

“No reply was necessary and none 
was made,” the war department 
said, announcing the enemy demand 
for surrender, which fixed noon yes­
terday as the deadline for the ca­
pitulation unless Bataan's defend­
ers, were prepared to "suller the con­
sequences.”

However, the same communique 
yesterday told of Intensified patrol 
and skirmishing activity along the 
Bataan front — operations which 
seemed preliminary to developing a 
big offensive to crush the resist­
ance which has upset the Japanese 
timetable, pinned down an import­
ant number of her troops and left a 
potentially dangerous Tobruk on the 
flank or Japan's long communica­
tion line to the Dutch Indies.

Has Heaviest 
Raid Of War

'We Will Win/ 
MacArthur 
Tells Chinese

MELBOURNE, March 23 UP— 

The Japanese, pounded in their
invasion bases by American and 
Australian filers over the week­
end. struck back themselves today 
with the heaviest raid so far on 
Port Morrsbv. hub of Australia's 
defenses of New Guinea, as the 
aerial battle for the continent 
reached a new peak of fury.
The smashing of 44 enemy planea 

in three days of aerial onslaught, 
while Japanese fliers were held off 
except for minor thrusts, won Prime 
Minister John Curtin’s praise today 
as “one of the most successful opera­
tions of the air war in the Pacific."

Nineteen Japanese bombers, with 
an escort of three fighter planes, 
first bombed Port Moresby from a 
high altitude then swooped tn and 
machine-gunned its streets in a roof- 
scraping second wave.

There were no details either of 
the effectiveness of the raiders or 
of Port Moresby's anti-aircraft de­
fenders.

Even as Gen. Douglas MacArthur, 
supreme commander, was working 
out Initial plans to meet any Jap­
anese attempt to set foot on this 
continental Lsland. informed Aus­
tralians speculated that the de- 
devastaring—and Increasing—attacks 
on the Japanese In their island in­
vasion bases off northern Australia 
already had softened their punch, 
especially in the air.

Lae, one of the enemy's chief 
bases on New Guinea, feR the 
greate.i. weight of steel and ox- 
plosives from United States and 
Australian bombers ' esterday
when, a communique said, prob­
ably 23 Japanese planes were 
wrecked.
One of these was knocked down 

in an effective Japanese raid—No. 
6—on the north Australian port of 
Darwin but all the others were the 
fruit of aerial Invasions into enemy 
territory.

Curtin’s communique listed the 
Sunday total as four Japanese 
bombers destroyed and two damaged- 
10 fighters destroyed, three prob­
ably destroyed and four damaged.

The tally for Fridty and Saturday, 
raising the total to 44, showed that 
the Allied airmen destroyed or badly 
damaged 17 grounded enemy planes 
and shot down at least two, probably 
four more, besides sinking one heavy 
Japanese cruiser and crippling • 
second.

The cost to Australia’s defend­
ers, emphasizing their clear-cut 
victory in this round of the battle 
on the dominion’s threshold, was 
two aircraft lost and two bombar 
crewmen wounded.

THIS THING CONSISTENCY
A reader twits me about advocating consis­

tency. He quotes Walt Whitman as saying;
“ Very well, I  do contradict myself. I contain 

volumes." .
Emerson also says:
"A foolish consistency is the hobgobblln of lit­

tle minds, adored by little statesmen and philoso­
phers and divines. With consistency a great soul 
has simply nothing to do. He may as well concern 
himself with his shadow on the wall. Speak what 
you think now in hard words and tomorrow speak 
what tomorrow thinks in hard words again, 
though it contradict every thing you said today."

What Emerson and Whitman were both trying 
to say is that If one finds himself out of harmony 
with eternal truth, with axioms, with principles 
with order, with logic, with God, one must imme­
diately reverse his position in order to put him- 
•elf in harmony with natural law. Certainly, con­
sistency does not mean never changing one’s posi­
tion, provided one changes his position to reconcile 
bis acts with immutable principles.

If one has no principles as a guide, as a norm, 
there of course, can be no consistency.

It would seem to me the principle we should 
attempt to be consistent with is that all should 
»e equally free before the law and before God; 
•hat one should respect the personality of every 
tuman soul; that every man should have equal 
•ights to pursue happiness. That when one finds 
»neself out of harmony with this principle he 
ihould immediately change his course of action 
tnd put himself in harmony with this natural 
aw. Consistency of this kind is a jewel, as 
?ope said.

Many people who have no principles and are 
inly guided by their own changeable wills like to 
efer to these statements of Whitman and Emer- 
-on to justify their arbitrary changeable method 
*f promoting their own selfish interests.

A news dispatch reports that Mr. Roosevelt 
proposes legislation limiting the speed of auto- 
nobiles, and even suggesting that them be some 
regulation as to how people should take care 
>f their tjres.

When people who have never been a success 
n their own private affairs in producing and 
aving wealth and have been supported on what 
hey get from their father, get a government 
•ffice, with almost unlimited power, they invari- 
ibly think that all those under their control are 
lincom-poops; that they are irresponsible chil- 
Iren and every decision has to be made for them.

It is certainly an absurdity to think that the 
President has nothing more to do than to tell 
the people of the United States how they should 
preserve their tires, when they all know they will 
have difficulty in getting new ones when the old 
ones wear out.

If Roosevelt would pay more attention to pro­
moting the law of equal freedom, and managing 
the war, and leave some of these minor details to 
people who are as much interested in preserving 
our form of life as he is, he would be of much 
greater service- to his fellowman.

No man is capable of running a great war 
and the government of a great nation and trying 
to make little decisions for private citizens like 
how to preserve their tires.

As MacArthur said in Melbourne 
In his blunt way, modern war re­
quires careful preparation, and "my 
success or failure will depend pri­
marily upon tile resources which 
our respective governments (Ameri­
can and Australiani place at my 
disposal.” This puts it squarely upI 
to the United States to produce and j 
transport those resources, and men ! 
as well, for when all’s said and 
done Australia is depending mainly 
on us.

That the commander in chief be­
lieves lie will get what he wants Is 
Indicated today in hls Inspiring 
declaration that he has ’absolute 
confidence in complete victory " It’s 
godd to see him use these superla­
tives. for he is known as a man who 
■peaks what he thinks.

That’s the sort of confidence he 
needs, for it’s going to take the 
faith that moves mountains to turn 
Australia Into a powerful military 
base In view of hls great distance 
from his main source of supplies.

To $iay With 
Famous Husband

MELBOURNE. March 23 (Wide 

World)—Dark-haired, petite Mrs. 
Douglas MacArthur braved many 
perilous adventures the past three 
months to stay beside her warrior 
husband—and now she intends to be 
with him' In Australia for tne dura­
tion.

The stout-hearted little Tennes- 
see-bom woman, several years 
younger than General MacArthur, 
is devoting all her time to the gen­
eral and their four-year old son, 
Arthur.

"That’s my real message to the 
women of this lovely country," she 
said. “We must help our men in ev­
ery way to do their work."

Mrs. MacArthur has no thought 
of returning to the United States 
where she and her soil could bask 
in the adulation of a nation ac­
claiming MacArthur as Its greatest 
war hero.

“I expect to be in Australia until 
the war ends,” she said quietly.

General MacArthur is a man who 
enjoys the comforts of home even 
In time of war and Mrs. MacArthur 
has done her best to provide them, 
even during the long weeks spent in 
the much-bombed island fortress of 
Corregidor.

Despite the constant strain and 
din of battle during the gallant 
stand on Bataan peninsula, she 
tried to keep tilings as home-like as 
possible.

Then lived mostly on canned foods 
and frequently had to go to bomb 
shelters, often five or six times a
day.

Mrs. MacArthur could bring few 
clothes with her to Australia and 
young Arthur clung to a lop-eared 
felt rabbit called “Old Friend" 
which has been his constant com­
panion through the war.

“The women of Australia have 
been so kind since our arrival,” Mrs. 
MacArthur said. "Their gifts of fruit 
and warm, cordial greetings along 
our route impressed me deeply. Aus­
tralian women are so much like 
American women that I feel at 
home.”

Arthur stood up under the gruel- 
’ing trip with soldierly endurance, 
and was quite excited over the train 
trip from Adelaide to Melbourne, his 
first train ride. Incidentally.

During the interview in the Mac­
Arthur suite at a hotel here, Arthur 
clung firmly to his mother’s skirts.

He spoke only once and that was 
to inform me that he was going to 
grow up to be a good soldier like 
hls father.

Then he marched off to bed with 
his Chinese man, clutching “Old 
Friend.”

"Arthur’s fine now,” hls mother 
said. “He was quite sick but he 
seemed to recover on the train from 
Adelaide.”

Now the flop-eared rabbit has
been Joined by a wheelbarrow and 
a motorcycle in Arthur's slim col­
lection of toys.

Mrs. MacArthur was reluctant to 
give an interview.

“I like to remain In the back­
ground and let the general do the 
talking."

Her most pressing needs right now 
are to get some clothes, rest up from 
her long voyage, and gain two 
pounds lost weight.

“Monday I must get something 
to wear as these are practically all 
I have," she said, pointing to her 
black and white plaid silk dress, 
brown fbx fur-trimmed coat, brown 
turban hat and white basket-weave 
shoes.

Behind The 
News In 
Washington

By PETER EDSON
WASHINGTON, March 23—Just 

how thoroughly the War Depart­
ment has grabbed itself by its own 
bootstraps and given itself a severe 
shfikeup wont be appreciated till 
full details are announced on the 
army general staff reorganization 
which goes Into effect this week.

Most sensational of the shifts 
concern the new Service of Supply 
which now swallows completely the 
old Quartermaster Corps, the Ord­
nance Department, the adjutant 
general’s department, and the whole 
administrative and supply functions 
of the army. Only two combat 
branches of the army—the air forces 
and the ground forces—are excluded 
from the Service of Supply and the 
commanding general of the SOS. 
Maj. Oen Brehon B. Somervell, 
thus becomes one of the most im­
portant men In the army, being 
exceeded In importance by only the 
chief of staff and being of equal 
position with the two lieutenant gen­
erals commanding the air and 
ground forces, though Somervell is 
only a major general, as yet.

Gathering all these miscellaneous 
departments Into one administrative 
basket is a tremendous move to­
ward simplification of army proce­
dure. It has potentialities for tying 
In a lot of red tape which has bound 
up army routine for many years.

Over-simplifying, the SOS will 
aim to do everything for a soldier 
except fight.

Exclusive of aircraft and flying 
equipment, which will still be ordered 
by the air force, the SOS will deter­
mine the soldier’s requirements for 
food, clothing, shelter, health, equip­
ment, weapons, ammunition. ThLs 
was formerly the Job of G-4, the 
supply section of the general staff.

Once those requirements are de­
termined, the SOS «111 take care of 
procurement — determining where 
and how all these requirements 
can be met. It is at this level that 
the SOS will tie in with the ac­
tivities of the War Production Board 
which, though still outside the Wat 
Department as a civilian organiza­
tion will act as the go-between for 
the army and civilian industry to 
insure the soldiers getting what they 
need when they need it.
SOS TROOPS

Facilities for procurement deter­
mined. the new SOS will let the con­
tracts for equipment.

Contracts let, the SOS will super­
vise the production for the army. 
Here Lieut.-Oen. William S. Knud­
sen. as director of production for 
the army, will be in command. Pe­
culiarly, General Knudsen will be 
the highest ranking officer in the 
SOS, serving under Major General 
Somervell. *

Storage and distribution becomes 
the next function of the SOS and 
here again the new far-reaching au­
thority of the SOS becomes apparent 
for all the corps area commanders 
of the army have been brought under 
Service of Supply administration. 
The whole SOS, in fact, becomes an 
organization to supply fully equipped 
fighting men and to keep them 
supplied. Even the transportation 
of these fighting men to the zones 
of combat and the transportation of 
supplies to the task forces is an 808 
Job.

This means there will be SOS 
troops with each of the task forces, 
to receive these supplies and to keep 
the supply lines operating immed­
iately behind the various fronts. But 
on the basis of the army needing 
two or three soldiers behind the 
lines for every soldier at the front, 
it can be seen that the SOS will be 
by far the biggest organization in 
the army.
ANOTHER IDEA

All this comes at the moment 
when there are first stirrings of a 
movement for taking all procure­
ment functions away from the army 
and grouping them with the procure­
ment branches of the navy, the 
Maritime Commission, the Iease- 
lend administration and the treas­
ury. and grouping them in a single 
agency.

Victory Gardens To 
Be School Project

SAN ANTONIO, March 23 (AP) 
—Production of victory gardens, o p ­
erated by WPA workers in con n ec­
tion with the Texas school lunch  
program In 125 Texas counties, will 
be six times as great this year as In 
1941, Mrs. M. K. Taylor, state di­
rector of WPA service programs, 
said today.

Currently expanded to 2,500 acres 
under cultivation, the garden pro­
gram ranges from 10-acre plots to 
gardens of 60 acres, depending on 
the number of children In the par­
ticipating schools, it was said.

Approximately 250,000 T e x a s  
school children are benefiting from 
this year’s school lunch program, 
Mrs. Taylor sakl, adding that much 
of the produce now under cultiva­
tion will be canned and preserved 
for use in the future.

Fresh vegetables raised in the gar­
dens supplement* items supplied 
through the surplus marketing ad­
ministration and locally-contribut­
ed food, it was pointed out. Gar­
dens are operated by WPA workers, 
often with the assistance of volun­
teer workers, and are sponsored by 
school and county authorities. The 
Texas food standard prepared by 
the Texas state nutrition commit­
tee guides WPA supervisors in de­
termining the types of vegetables 
to be grown, it was said.

WPA Workers Must 
Accept Farm Jobs

SAN ANTONIO, March 23 (AP) 
—WPA workers who are qualified 
for farm work must accept offers 
of agricultural employment at pre­
vailing farm wages, whether or not 
this pay equals the WPA wage scale, 
H. P. Drought, state administrator, 
declared today.

Reporting that misunderstanding 
of this phase of WPA policy has 
arisen in some areas, Drought said 
that WPA will not keep on the pay­
roll any. worker who refuses any 
reasonable private employment of­
fer at prevailing wages.

“Just so farmers are paying the 
same amount of wages which other 
farmers are offering for comparable 
work in the same locality. WPA 
will make available all qualified 
workers on its rolls at their re­
quest,” he declared. “Although it is 
believed that most farm labor 
prices this year are at least equal 
to the bare subsistence wage paid 
by WPA, It is not necessary that any 
farmer's wage be any higher than 
those paid by other farmers in the 
community for this offer to be con­
sidered a ‘reasonable’ one.”

district elect Mrs. Sheldon as trus­
tee, she pledges to give careful con­
sideration to each problem coming 
before the board, and to vote in 
accordance with her best judgment. 
Mrs. Sheldon outlined the following 
points as representing her ideas in 
regard to Pampa schools:

1. A belief in sound and Intensive 
education in the fundamentals of 
learning

2. A belief t h a t  a high school 
graduate should have pre-requisites 
o f .  college entrance, as such pre 
requisites constitute basic funda­
mentals and are equally important 
whether or not the student con­
tinues his educational pursuits.

3. A belief that the present vo­
cational program should be broad­
ened and intensified so as to enable 
a graduate to satisfactorily fill some 
position. To accomplish this the 
fundamentals of reading, writing, 
speaking, and mathematics are 
equally as important as the voca 
tional courses.

4. A belief that it is one duty of any 
school to promote the physical, 
mental, and emotional health of the 
student.

5. A belief that the educational 
program be so planned and so 
conducted as to allow the student 
to grow up as a full-fledged citi­
zen and integral part of the com­
munity. Such a program is a pro­
gressive program in the real sense 
of the word.

Mrs. Sheldon Is well-known In 
Pampa through her work In the Sam 
Houston P.-T. A., and In the Amer­
ican Association of University Wom- 
zen. During th e  past year Mrs. 
Sheldon served on the health com­
mittee of the Sam Houston P.-T. A.,

tion of University Women.

Dutch Timor, about 300 miles off 
northwestern .Australia, and that 
Japanese positions there at Dili ware 
bombed. The results of the bombing 
could not be observed.

In their raid on Port Moresby, 
capital of New Guinea, the Jap­
anese showed (hey retained a con­
siderable striking power, despite 
their week-end losses. The raiding 
force consisted of 19 bombers and 
three fighters.

The enemy attacked the New Gui­
nea harbor, forward base for defense 
of the Australian continent, In two 
waves. After clearing their bomb 
racks at high altitude the attackers 
swooped down to 300 feet to rake 
Port Moresby with their guns.

The first report of the raid, re­
layed by the Australian radio, car­
ried no estimate of damage or cas­
ualties.

This show of air power, within 
easy fighter range of Salamaua and 
Lae, across the jungles and moun- 
tainlands north of Port Moresby, 
followed the severely damaging blow 
to the air arm of the Invaders by 
the week-end operations of the de­
fense forces.

The counter-offensive may well 
have thrown the enemy’s invasion 
machine out of kilter, or certainly 
will if the pace can be sustained. 
It underlined the spirit for attack 
in Australia as General Douglas 
MacArthur mapped his Australian 
strategy.

In the broader realm of polit­
ical-military strategy the day's 
principal developments Included 
the arrival of Sir Stafford Crlpps 
at New Delhi on a mission aimed 
at lining up India for full parti­
cipation In the British empire war 
effort, probably through negotia­
tion of some form of independence.
A footnote on Cripp's coming was 

Mohandas K. Gandhi's appeal that 
the "scorched earth” policy not be 
applied In defense of India. Gandhi 
wrote in his newspaper that a dis­
avowal of any such prospective pol­
icy would ally anxiety of the Indian 
masses.

Another development was the re­
port from Cungklng that 10.000.000 
men from Japan, Formosa, Korea 
and occupied China were being mus­
tered by the Japanese for attack on 
Russian Siberia as soon as conditions 
are favorable. This force would be 
in addition to the huge Japanese 
army already deployed in Manchu- 
kuo and Inner Mongolia, the Chin­
ese said.
Significantly, this assertion appeared 
in the Chinese communist news­
paper, China Dally News, which 
added that with Russia turning her 
major strength to the battle with 
Germany In the west the interna­
tional situation was oecomlng ideal 
for a Japanese attack on Russia in 
the east.

The 10.000,000 figure appears fan­
tastic. The beat estimates set the 
number of Japanese under arms in 
all areas at about 5,000,000. In ad­
dition she has recruited puppet arm­
ies in Manchukuo and China but 
they probably do not total more 
than 200,000 to 300,000 troops of 
doubtful quality.

Recruiting In Korea and Formosa 
likely could add only a few thousand
men.

The battle for the Burma gateway 
to India had become largely a con­
test for air supremacy. The Jap­
anese. apparently having found in 
the American and British fliers too 
great a threat to their land forces, 
were said by informed sources in 
London to be rushing heavy plane 
reinforcements Into Burma.

‘Serious raids” by the bolstered 
enemy air force were admitted.

General MacArthur held a frank 
discussion of military matters 
with newsmen but it was ofr the 
record. However, his frame of mind 
was exhibited In his reply to a con­
gratulatory telegraph from Chin­
ese Generalissimo Chlang Kai- 
Shek.
“I have absolute confidence in 

complete victory,” MacArthur wired.
Tlie London Daily Telegraph in a 

dispatch from Perth, Australia, said 
an Allied submarine reported hitting 
a Japanese 27,000-ton aircraft car­
rier with torpedoes on the night of 
March 3 and quoted the submarine 
commander as saying he did not 
know whether she sank but that she 
unquestionably” must be out of ac­

tion a long time.

If the Pilgrims 
could sing when they were half- 
starved. sick, or alone in a strange 
new world, why can’t you sing In the 
streamllnel year of 1942? Or, were 
the Pilgrims, the settlers who went 
west In covered wagons, and all the 
others who made America great, 
stouter of heart and better Ameri­
cans than you?

Surely the difficulties and the 
hardships we face now are no great­
er than Americans endured, and 
overcame, singing—in the past.

the Sicilian coast.
The Axis can lay no claim to 

Mediterranean control so long as 
Malta remains In British hands, 
for this most bombed spot on 
earth lies athwart Axis communi­
cations to Africa and is a poten­
tial stepping stone for Invasion 
of Italy. *
Both Rome and Berlin reported 

another pounding of airports, am­
munition dumps, and other objec­
tives there yesterday.

The RAF, in Africa, striking out 
more powerfully against the Axis 
footholds in the Mediterranean area, 
reported Saturday night raids on 
Berka and Derna In easterp Libya, 
Hassani in Greece, and Candla Re- 
Umo and Tympaklon on the Greek 
Island of Crete.

In the Libyan land fighting, while 
major movements awaited the hot­
ter but better weather Just ahead, 
the British Eighth Army and Allied 
forces have struck deep Into the 
Axis lines in a forceful reconnais­
sance by tanks, armored cars, in­
fantry, and artillery.

The air fields at Tmimi and Mar- 
tuba were shelled, several Axis 
strong points were overran, and 
prisoners and guns were captured 
before the raiders withdrew.

On this side of the Atlantic the 
navy department announced the 
torpedoing of a small United Na­
tions merchant vessel—raising the 
official list to 66 ships sunk or 
darhaged by Axis submarines in a 
little more than two months.
Six attacks were disclosed by the 

navy over the week-end.
A Reuters dispatch to London 

from Havana said that British 
planes had arrived in Cuba to join 
United States air patrols against 
the U-boats. Authoritative London 
quarters declined comment on the 
report.

As for the springtime war in Rus­
sia, the German high command con­
tinued its fleeting references to Ger­
man offensive action—nothing spe­
cific, but It was a change from the 
generally defensive tone of recent 
weeks.

The communique told of further 
Russian attacks on the Kerch penin­
sula of the Crimea as well as In the 
Donets basin, saying that they had 
collapsed under the bitter German 
resistance. In a central front sector, 
the Germans claimed to have wiped 
out several Russian strong points.

The high command said that Red 
army had suffered losses of “several 
thousand dead and a number of 
prisoners” In the past two days.

The Russians reported 12,00« 
German officers and men were 
killed on the Kalinin front north­
west of Moscow between March II 
and 21 and much war material 
was captured or destroyed.
They also said the German 16th 

army trapped at Staraya Russa was 
dwindling away despite Its fierce re­
sistance and that a major Garman- 
Rumanlan counter-attack in the 
southwest had been smashed.

With the good fighting weather of 
summer in the offing, it was a mat­
ter of speculation when the first at­
tack in a new battle of Libya would 
come and who would strike.

The British and Axis face each 
other across a 50-mlle no-man's 
land. The Italians are known to 
have dispatched at least part of a 
fresh armored division across the 
Mediterranean

Something was up In the Balktais 
but the situation had not Jelled suf­

ficiently to indicate what to expect.
A revived territorial dispute be­

tween Rumania and Hungary over 
Transylvania clashed with German 
attempts to obtain fresh manpower 
for spring military operations.

Franz von Papen, German am­
bassador to Turkey, reached Sofia 
on his way to report to Adolf Hitler 
about the time that King Boris of 
Bulgaria left for Oermany on a state 
visit.

These Journeys coincided with 
Bucharest reports that Hungary and 
Bulgaria had secretly agreed to sup­
port each other in retaining slices

Sf Rumania which they were given 
y the Axis Vienna conference of 

1940.
Rumania, meanwhile, was clamor­

ing for the return of northern Tran­
sylvania. with some leaders de­
manding that she quit the Axis if 
the territory were not handed back.

th e  pending legislation out of 
committee to the floor for de­
bate.
It was reported that administra­

tion leaders, guided by indications 
that President Roosevelt was not 
prepared to recommend enactment 
of restrictive measures were bat­
tling an Incipient rebellion in their 
own ranks.

Nelson said that as long as he 
had anything to do with the war 
production Job he would not use 
the war situation "to whittle down 
labor's rights and privileges.”

He added that none of labor’s es­
sential rights would be taken away 
“ unless the needs of the country 
for victory demand It”

Declaring that charges had been 
made that union restrictions on out­
put were retarding maximum pro­
duction, Nelson said lie expected 
that "you will police your own or­
ganizations in that respect — that 
you will see to it that all such re­
strictions are removed and that no 
worker anywhere does less than his 
best for fear that his union will 
punish him.”

Joint labor-management commit­
tees are being set up In war indus­
tries, Nelson said, for the sole pur­
pose of speeding production.

“ We're going to sec lo it that 
nobody pushes you around," Nel­
son told the delegates, “but we're 
going lo see to it that labor doesn't 

j push anyone aground, either.
) There's a small number of short- 
| sighted employers at one end of 
| the line; there’s a small number 

of short-sighted labor folks at the 
other end of the line; I don’t pro­
pose to see either group taking 
advantage of this situation.
“Our Job is to win this war as 

fast as we can, without being held 
up either by a few selfish employ­
ers who are over-anxious about pro­
tecting their profits or position or 
by a few blind labor leaders who 
put personal partisan ambition above 
the common good and preach a false 
Isolationism.”

Senator Herring (D-Iowa) has 
threatened openly to move to dis­
charge tlie labor committee, headed 
by Chairman Thomas (D-Utah), 
from consideration of a bill Herr­
ing Introduced last year calling for 
a complete overhauling of labor poli­
cies to prevent war Industry strikes. 
Herring has said he intended to 
amend the measure to deal with 
pressing problems that since have 
developed.

At the same time. Senator Lee (D- 
Okla.), who has been urging the 
senate to act to repeal the 40-hour 
work week law, said he would sup­
port any motion that might be 
made by Herring or others inter­
ested in the move to force senate 
action.

Lee, who reported receipt of 20,-1 
000 letters on the subject in three 
days last week, said the public was| 
demanding that congress repeal the 
40-hour law, outlaw strikes, and 
prevent “racketeering” through the 
collection of excessive union dues 
before workers could obtain Jobs in 
war industries.

Contrary to assertions by labor 
leaders that much of this public 
protest had been generated by or­
ganized campaigns, Lee told report­
ers the vast majority of his letters 
were from ordinary citizens who 
apparently were expressing their 
own views.

Lee said there was no doubht 
that the public had been disturbed 
by editorials in newspapers and by 
the printing of tear-out pledges to 
vote against congress members who 
failed to support repeal of the 40- 
hour week and legislation to halt 
strikes.

Lee’s colleague. Senator Thomas 
(D-Okla.) has asked the Senate 
Defense Investigating committee to 
look Into charges that an organ­
ized campaign has been conducted. 
Chairman Truman (D-Mo.) prom­
ised a decision on the request later 
In the day.

British And Axis 
Armies Due To 
Resume Battle

By WILLIAM McGAFFIN
WITH BRITISH 8th ARMY IN 

LIBYA, March 23 (AP)—Though 
two of the hottest months of the 
year lie ahead, the British and Axis 
armies—facing each other across a 
50-mlle no-man’s land dotted with 
spring flowers and wrecked tanks— 
are stepping up preparations for re­
sumption of large scale warfare.

When the first blow will fall and 
who will strike it Is a matter of 
speculation.

From a .military point of view, 
June, July and August are the best 
months in which to launch a cam­
paign in this austere land, afflicted 
In other seasons with teeming rains. 
Intense heat or choking sand storms.

It is known, however, that the 
Italians have succeeded in bringing 
at least part of a fresh armored 
division across the Mediterranean 
and observers recall only too well 
that Oerman Field Marshal Erwin 
Rommel launched his big offensive 
last year In April—in weather which 
the Germans themselves admitted 
was “frightful."

Preparations which the British 
have made for an expected renew­
al of heavy fighting and the strength 
of additional mechanized forces 
they have marshaled Is, of course, a 
military secret, but their leaders are 
confident of their ability to cope 
with whatever the Axis may have In 
the field.

(Major Clement Attlee, dominions 
secretary, said yesterday In Liver­
pool that 300 ships had been in 
continuous service the past year 
carrying more than 1,000,000 tons of 
material and 30.000 motor vehicles 
from Britain to the imperial armies 
in the eastern Mediterranean.)

23 (A*)—The St. Louis Cardinals In 
this war year are coming up with 
another of those young, tremendous­
ly fast, scrapping baU clubs that 
have made Branch Rickey the des­
pair of his basebaU rivals.

They still don’t know how he does 
it, exactly. They know, of course, 
that he has a wonderful farm sys­
tem and has a great number of 
young players to draw from each 
year. But others have tried that with 
only fair success, and It still doesn’t 
explain why Rickey invariably 
comes up with a sensational young­
ster or two.

Discussing It the other day, the 
head of a rival National leagufe club 
gave us this explanation:

‘‘These kids he brings are hot. see? 
Each one of them knows he has a. 
real chance to break Into the Car­
dinal line-up. He knows that the 
minute Rickey sees he has a rookie 
first-baseman, for Instance, who Is 
good enough to start, he begins 
right then trying to sell the man 
holding down that Job—at a fine. 
Juicy price, I might add.

“That gives the kids an incen­
tive. It makes them swing from their 
heels and run their heads off on 
the bases. And it keeps the veterans 
hustling, too. to try to hold their 
Jobs. They know nothing is sacred 
around that Rickey. I only wish I 
had the same whip over several guys 
on my club.

“But, I'll tell you. Don't ever buy 
any players from that Rickey. AU 
you ever get from him is strictly 
seconds.”

Manager BiUy Southworth of the 
Cards gives practically the same ex­
planation for the amazing speed and

hustle of his players, not along In 
the spring but all through the sea­
son.

“They all know they’re to get a 
square deal with this outfit,” he said. 
“Every boy that reports to me here 
knows he has a chance to stick.”

This hell-for-leather attitude of 
the cards has its mental effect on 
rival clubs, as I can testify, per­
sonally. Leo Durocher of the Brook­
lyn Dodgers permitted me to do a 
lltle bench-managing for him against 
the Cards only the other day. In 
fact, he Insisted on it, explaining 
caustically that he would like to 
watch a second - gueslng sports 
writer make a few split-second de­
cisions. __

We will pass lightly over that 
phase of it, because I had no way 
of knowing that Billy Herman, one 
of the best hit-and-run batters in 
the business, would tap weakly Into 
a double play every time I called 
for a hit-and-run.

Durocher believes the Dodgers will 
win again - fully as easily as they 
did last season. He and the entire 
Brooklyn aggregation are convinced 
they can out-slug the speed-boys 
from Missouri. They don’t think the 
Cards have a man except Enos 
Slaughter, who can break up a 
game with a timely homerun or a 
triple. They feel that the Cards 
will miss Johnny Mize’s potent bat.

“Bunk," said Southworth, shortly. 
“Well get our share of extra-base 
hits. Why, Stan Musical broke up 
a game yesterday with a triple.”

Musical Is the Cards’ new out­
fielder, the “unknown” who Joined 
the club late last year and blasted 
out a .426 average while he was in 
there. In other words, a typical 
Rickey product.

That will probably be the new 
goal of the Pacific Coast conference 
as the outcome of meetings of 
graduate managers and faculty rep­
resentatives which got down to seri­
ous business today.

Where heretofore King Football 
has held the throne In the collegiate 
athletic setup, under the new dis­
pensation to be adopted by the con­
ference, football will play second 
fiddle to the wider objective of 
physical fitness for all.

Faculty jnen and graduate man­
agers held a Joint meeting yester­
day at which the agenda of the cur­
rent meeting was drawn up.

Commissioner Edwin Atherton 
said principal Items to be discussed 
would include revocation of the 
freshman rule which bars first-year 
men from varsity competition; re­
vision of 6ther rules, including the 
residence rule, which might be af­
fected by wartime demands; and 
changes In schedules to Include 
games with service teams.

Atherton also will request the 
faculty men to clarify his future 
status. His present contract ex­
pires Dec. 31. 1942. He receives $10,- 
000 salary ancf $10,000 for officer 
operation from the $25,000 the con­
ference receives from Rose Bowl re­
ceipts. Should there be no Rose 
Bowl game this year, conference 
officials will have to figure where 
to get the money for Atherton’s of­
fice, or suspend Its operations.

Some quarters said the army’s 
ban on crowds of more than 5,000 
would be soft-pedaled or completely 
sidestepped by the conference. Oth­
ers said, however, that the con­
ference, later in the summer, might 
lay a comprehensive program be­
fore military authorities which In 
effect would offer a widespread 
physical fitness setup In the col­
lege in exchange for military con­
cessions on the size of crowds.

Grapefruit 
League Led

NEW YORK, March 23 (/P) — 

They don’t pay off on exhibition 
games, but the standings In baseball’s 
Grapefruit league present a strange 
picture today, even for pre-season 
competition.

The Philadelphia Phils, who 
changed nothing except their man­
ager for the 1942 campaign, are on 
the top. The New York Giants, who 
loaded up with all the sluggers they 
could buy, are on the bottom. And 
the world champion New York 
Yankees are In the middle.

Although they haven’t limited 
their opposition to the Major leagues, 
the Phils are sporting a five-game 
winnig streak that should be enough 
to bring new hope..to the long-suf­
fering fans back home, to say noth­
ing of owner Gerry Nugent, whose 
dollars are at stake.

At the moment, however, the long­
est winning streak in the Citrus cir­
cuit belongs to the Pittsburgh Pi­
rates. who have won seven in a row 
since dropping a pair at the start 
and stand in second place among 
the 16 teams of the Major leagues.

Like the Phils, the Pirates claim 
a couple of double-A clubs among 
their victims, but they also have 
won two games each from the Chi­
cago Cubs and the Philadelphia 
Athletics and one from the Chicago 
White Sox.

Washmgton’s Senators are keeping 
up their lively pace with ten vic­
tories In 13 starts, all against Major 
league opponents. TYie Nats have 
split a pair with the Yanks and the 
Brooklyn Dodgers and lost one to 
the Phils. But they hold three de­
cisions over the Giants, two over 
the Cleveland Indians and one each 
over the Boston Red Sox. Boston 
Braves and Detroit Tigers.

The St. Louis Browns, who swept 
two games from the Braves over the 
week-end have won five of their 
seven starts, although the others 
were against Minor league teams and 
the Brooklyn “B” squad.

The 
glad news that there will be bam- 
b >11 here this summer was re­
leased today by R. L  Edmond­
son, Pampa businessman, who an­
nounced that he had purchased 
the Big Spring franchise (or a 
Pampa group and will move it to 
Pampa, along with ail available 
players and equipment.
Pampa’s franchise In the league, 

owned by Harold Miller and Hal 
Lucas, was moved to Albuquerque.
N. M„ two weeks ago after a group 
of local men had been unable to 
purchase the franchise from the 
owners. Edmondson, one of the 
group, said he bought the entire Big 
Spring layout for less than the 
Pampa franchise could have been 
purchased.

Edmondson bought the franchise 
from W. D. “Dick” Ratliff, veteran 
catcher, who will accompany the 
team to Pampa as catcher. The Big 
Spring franchise w as located in 
Lamesa last year. In a trade com­
pleted three weeks ago, the Big 
Spring franchise was moved to La- 
mesa while the Lamesa franchise 
was transferred to Big Spring. Jo­
die Tate and Tlnk Riviere owned 
the original Big Spring franchise 
while a group of Lamesa business­
men owned the Lamesa franchise.
The Lamesa group sold their fran­
chise to Ratliff at Big Spring so 
that Tate could move to lamesa.

Edmondson and Grover Seitz, 
former co-owner of the Pampa 
club and now manager of the 
Clovis team, went to Big Spring 
Saturday night and yesterday 
completed purchase of the fran­
chise for removal to Pampa, sub­
ject, of course, to approval of the 
league president, Milton Price, 
and other franchise owners. Ed­
mondson said today that he plans 
to organize a stock company and 
give Pampa a winning baseball 
team. A meeting will be called 
soon to complete plans for the 
season.
'Ratliff, in disposing of his fran­

chise. said he would not manage 
the team if someone else can be 
secured. “I ’d much rather sit be­
hind the plate and catch,” he said. •* , ,  
Ratliff was the outstanding catcher 
in the league last season after 
coming out of retirement to finish 
the season with Big Spring, which 
team finished first in the league 
race. Ratliff was the league’s out­
standing catcher In 1940. with the 
Amarillo Gold Sox.

Ten players from last year’s La­
mes a team, which finished fifth In 
the league race, will come to Pampa 
for trials if contract terms can be 
agreed upon. Edmondson said. Four 
other players are working on de­
fense Jobs or are In the army but * * 
their contracts will belong to Pam­
pa. Among players “eligible to be 
signed for the Pampa team are 
Lefty Courtney, the pitcher who won 
a doubleheader from the Pampa Oil­
ers here one Sunday afternoon last 
season. Huckabee and Hicks, both 
pitchers; Lang, second baseman; 
Carmichael, leftfielder; Brown, oen- 
terfielder; Guynes, shortstop; Ja- 
neckl, catcher; Bennett, third base, 
and Ratliff.

Besides player contracts, Edmond­
son purchased a 20-passenger bus, 
new set of uniforms, playing equip­
ment. and 70 chairs.

Plans call for starting spring 
training here on April 1. Ratliff 
said he would arrive here on that 
date to take charge If no other 
manager had been named. Several 
exhibition games will be played.

The Pampa Oilers, with Seitz as 
manager, won the league title In 
1940 but lost out In the Shaugh­
nessy playoff. Last year the Oilers 
finished In seventh place.

Should the schedule adopted at a 
league meeting two weeks ago be 
acceptable under the present setup, 
the 1942 season will open on April 
29 with Lamesa in Pampa—which 
would be a natural. The two teams 
would also play the following day 
before moving to Lamesa for two 
games. The schedule calls for only 
four doubleheaders, including the 
July 4 games, to be played In Pampa.

It may be that another league 
meeting will be called and a re­
vised schedule adopted.

Member teams in the league are 
Pampa, Borger, Amarillo, Lubbock. 
Lamesa, Wichita Falls, all In Texas, 
and Albuquerque and Clovis In New 
Mexico.

Dallas Crowd 
Demands Total 
War Production
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DALLAS,/ March 23 (AV-"Stand 
aside all selfish groups, collectors of 
blood money!”

“We are thoroughly aroused! We 
want action!"

So concluded a declaration adopt­
ed by a rising vote of a crowd which 
filled Fair park auditorium and 
overflowed onto the grounds at a 
“Let’s start winning this war” mass 
meeting yesterday.

The declaraUon called on the 
President and congress to bring 
about total war production. It urged 
him to ask congress immediately 
for n “war law commanding 100 per 
cent cooperation of both manage­
ment and labor in all essential in­
dustries and sweeping aside all ob­
stacles to total war production:

” 1. Prohibiting all lock-outs by 
management and strikes by labor;

“2. Providing that anyone respon­
sible for a strike or lockout, or taking 
any part in one, shall be subject to 
draft immediately by the govern­
ment, for work either In industry or 
the military force.”

In the declaration a program was 
demanded to prevent all excess war 
profits and recommended for the 
duration of the war a lengthening of 
■the standard week to 48 hours.

Dr. Umphrey Lee, president of 
Southern Methodist university, one 
of the speakers, said the average 
citizen wants a moratorium on pol­
itics unUl the end of the war.

Dr. Reorge W. Truett, renowned 
Baptist pastor, asked divine guid­
ance for the nation’s leaders.

Karl Hoblltzelle. chairman of the 
meeting, said "if we’re going to win 
this war we can do it only as a 
united people.”

Meanwhile at a city park meeting 
D. R. Jamerson told good govern­
ment forum members that man- 
hours. machine-hours and materials 
are the only things that will wih 
the war and that squabbles and 
meetings over labor's wages will not.

"As long as there Is sufficient 
labor there is no reason to change 
the 40-hour week, and today there 
■till are plenty of persons in the 
nation unemployed who could be 
set to work In war Industries,” he 
declared

Draft Boards To c 
Limit Granting ¡ 
Army Deferments

WASHINGTON, March 33 VPh- 
New Instructions to local draft 
boards to be strict In granting de­
ferments from military servios be­
cause of occupation were announced 
today by National Selective Service 
headquarters.

Brigadier General Lewis B. Her- 
shey, the director, advised that the 
war effort made it imperative that 
man power be “directed lnt6 that 
channel of activity” where the na­
tion will best be served.

“Now only those whose civilian 
activities are really necessary to war 
production or essential to the sup­
port of the war effort can be ao- 
corded the protection of occupa­
tion deferment from military serv­
ice In the armed forces,” Hershey 
said.

Consequently, he said, there must 
be "a more careful consideration 
of the essential character of the 
activity In which the registrant U 
engaged, the occupation which the 
registrant holds In that activity, 
and the need for the registrant In 
that occupation.” He added:

“Selective service regulations pro­
vide that In Class n -A  shall be 
placed any registrant who Is found 
to be a ‘necessary man’ in Industry, 
business, employment, agricultural 
pursuit, governmental service, or 
any other service or endeavor, the 
maintenance of which Is essential 
to the national health, safety, or 
Interest.

"Now that we are at war, the 
phase ‘national health, safety, or 
interest' no longer Includes a mere 
convenience and comfort. Activi­
ties essential to the ‘national health, 
safety, or Interest' are now limited 
to those activities, other than war 
production, which support the war 
effort.

"Activities supporting the war ef­
fort Include those activities which 
provide food, clothing, shelter, 
health, safety, and other requisites 
of our dally life.

“ In order that an activity may be 
considered essential to the support 
of the war effort, its facilities must 
be predominantly devoted to that 
purpose.”
