than two mom h i supply.

The OPA'.s ca innod goods order 
forbade cannersf and wholesalers 
to charge more fÿr a selected list of 
Items than (he highest price they 
received in the period between Feb. 
23 and Feb. 27.

Retailers wJK be responsible for 
stabilizing tbpr own prices, Ad­
ministrator Leon Henderson de­
clared. adding that “should this re­
sponsibility prove too much. -OPA 
will take steps to control prices at 
the retail source.”

Blanketed under the ceiling, ef­
fective 'Monday, were canned ap­
ples, ( Applesauce, apricots, cherries, 
fruiti cocktail, fruit salad, peaches, 
ptears, pineapples, plums, asparagus, 
all dried beans, lima beans, snap 
beans, beets, carrots, corn, peas, 
pumpkins, sauerkraut. spinach, 
sweet potatoes, tomatoes, tomato 
juice, and tomato catsup.

Naval Recruit Seeks 
Revenge Against Japs

NEW HAVEN. Conn.. Feb. 28 (AP) 
—Michael Povesko, 25. joined the 
navy today, hoping for Just one 
thing—"revenge.”

Povesko, a worker in a Bridge­
port munitions plant, walked into 
a recruiting station a couple of 
weeks ago carrying a letter from 
Navy Secretary Knox to his moth­
er. It told of the death of his 
sailor-brother, George. 19, at Pearl 
Harbor December 7.

He applied to take Georges place: 
In the space on the application 
blank asking his reason tor enlist­
ment, he wrote simply, "Revenge.”

One thing stood in his way. He 
was color blind.

But today an order came from the 
navy department, recruiting offi­
cers here said, waiving the defect 
“ in view of the extraordinafy cir­
cumstances.”

And Michael took the oath, be­
ginning a navy career that may 
bring him his cherished hope, a 
crack at the Japs.

In the bright, warm light of a 

south sea moon, U. S. and Nether­
lands cruisers, destroyers and sub­
marines and aircraft flown by Brit­
ish, American, Australian and Dutch 
pilots beat off the first attempt to 
storm tlie strong Soerabaja naval 
base and then sent the Japanese 
warships and their long transport 
train reeling northward in retreat.

But for the moment at least the 
Allies held the upper hand—had, 
despite the “overwhelming superior­
ity in numbers” of the enemy, put 
out of action the 8,500-ton cruiser 
Mogami and three destroyers, part 
of a powerful enemy force that was 
escorting a fleet of 40 troop ships.

So successful were the Allied 
blows—launched by Dutch, British 
and Australian units as well as 
an American force consisting of a 
cruiser and five destroyers—that the 
huge convoy was dispersed and'the 
transports “when last seen” were 
steaming north to safety.

None of the American ships was 
damaged heavily and all were in­
tact—intact to meet a new thrust 
which the enemy might make at any 
moment, for from Bandoeng, Java's 
military headquarters, came word 
that tiic shell-shattered units of the 
Japanese armada were massing 
again in the northern readies of the 
Java sea to return to the long- 
threatened assault, on tills rich, 
well-fortified island which stands 
between the invaders and the Allied 
scalanes in the Indian ocean.

The navy department's account 
was the first detailed word the 
Allies had given on the battle, 

which exploded in full force on 
Friday night. It served to counter 
an earlier Tokyo claim Unit one 
Allied cruiser and three destroyers 
had been sunk, and that a British 
cruiser and three Dutch warships 
had suffered bomb hits.
Nor was the Java sea engagement 

the only one in which the enemy's 
already hard-hit naval forces were 
paying the price of aggression. In 
earlier operations in the Pacific, the 
navy disclosed, U. S. submarines 
have scored torpedo hits on five 
Japanese ships, all of them believed 
to have been sunk.

The battle for Java, third and 
surely the largest naval engagement 
fought in the Dutch East, Indies wa­
ters. dominated the day's events in 
the Pacific zone.

Ill Burma, where the situation al­
ready was admittedly “ very serious," 
the invader's troop« were believed 
massing for a new offensive on Ran­
goon, and London acknowledged the 
Rangoon-Mandalay railway line 
probably had been cut. Yet the out- 
manned British imperial defenders 
still appeared to be exacting a pun­
ishing price for every enemy gain. 
Some 2.000 Japanese infantrymen 
were wiped out in a single attack on 
a Sittang river bridgehead.

Dutch troops also carried on their 
stubborn delaying actions against 
■stronger invasion forces: Inflicting 
heavy losses on the enemy in Timor, 
and fighting him every foot of the 
way in Sumatra and in southern 
Celebes.

On Bataan peninsula there again 
was a lull in the fighting. Yet in a 
series of light skirmishes General 
MacArthur's men held to the ground 
regained in their surprise counter, 
attacks earlier tills week.

Australia, meanwhile, ordered 
military mie for all of its vast north­
ern territory and sent out its bomb­
ers for a fresh raid on the Japanese 
island bases from which that ter­
ritory—which takes in the seaport, 
of Darwin—is threatened. Tile Jap­
anese countered with a new attack 
on Port Moresby, on the south coast 
of New Guinea opposite the Austra­
lian mainland.

Tokyo, meanwhile, issued a claim 
that a cruiser had been set afire 
and five planes shot down in an a t - ; 
tack by an otherwise unidentified!

The Phillips Petroleum company

The locations west 
of Pampa are on leases recently pur­
chased by Pan Oil company of Penn­
sylvania from the King Oil company 
and then farmed out to Phillips.

House Passes Second War Powers Bill
W ASHINGTON, Feb. 28 </»»)—  

The second war powers bill, vest­
ing vast emergency authority in 
the hands of federal agencies and 
tlie President, was passed today 
by the house little changed from 
the form originally advocated by 
the administration.
The action came on voice vote as 

the climax to four days of heated 
debate.

As finally passed and sent back to 
the senate for coric’urrent action on 
comparatively minor amendments, 
tlie measure contained a controver­
sial provision giving federal reserve 
banks limited authority to purchase 
government obligations directly from 
the treasury. Under present statutes, 
they must be purchased on the open 
market.

As passed by the house, the bill 
contained these thirteen emergency, 
provisions:

Gives the Interstate commerce 
commission the same emergency 

-powers over motor carriers it now 
exercises over railroads.

Extends the government’s power 
to acquire real as well as personal 
property for emergency use.

Provides penalties for violation of 
priorities orders.

Authorizes federal reserve banks 
to purchase government obligations 
directly from the treasury.

Permits the waiver of navigation 
and marine inspection laws In 
emergency cases.

Removes from the requisitioning 
law tlie prohibition against taking 
machinery or equipment in actual 
use and necessary for the operation 
of a business.

Excludes certain part-time officers 
and employes of the government 
serving in the war effort from the 
Hatch act.

Permits the assignment of CCC 
workers as guards for war indus­
tries, utilities and natural resources.

Provides free postage for the arm­
ed forces at home or abroad.

Allows the treasury department 
to accept gifts made on condition 
they be used for a particular pur­
pose.

Permits minting of 5-cent pieces 
from silver and copper In order to 
save nickel for war tools.

Gives the government power to 
inspect the plants and audit the 
books of war contractors and sub­
contractors.

Permits the commerce department 
to furnish previously confidential 
census information to other depart­
ments for private use in evaluating

CHICAGO, Peb. 27— This is the 

story of an ex-farm boy who made 
a school famous and brought a state 
renown through aq obscure college 
sport.

The , Jin is the late Edward Clark 
Gallagher. The school is Oklahoma 
A. Sc M. and the sport, wrestling.

When Ed Gallagher died In 1940, 
the Aggie Rock, as they called him, 
left the state a heritage— the home 
of wrestling champions.

The Little Irishman graduated 
from A. Sc M. in 1909, returned to 
Stillwater In 1915 as director of 
physical education and wrestling 
coach. Wrestling was then an un­
important part of the gymnastics 
course, and Oallagher had never 
wrestled.

Yet with no precedent to follow, 
Gallagher teams compiled a phe­
nomenal record In 23 seasons.

Won 137 meets, lost five, tied lour.
Copped 17 national team cham­

pionships, 11 National Collegiate 
crowns.

Were undefeated In 19 seasons. 
Annexed 70 consecutive dual meets 

from 1921-32.
GALLAGHER’S PUPILS  
BECOME PREP COACHES  

Certainly, boys from the Sooner 
state are no stronger, faster or 
cleaverer than the average collegian 
from Texas, California. Minnesota, 
or Pennsylvania.

What then is the success formula 
behind Oklahoma A  &  M. wrestl­
ing?

The answer Is specialization and 
expansion from the top rather than 
the bottom.

As Aggie wrestlers became in­
tercollegiate terrors during the 20s, 
they were funnelled into Oklahoma 
high schools as coaches. Soon A. &  
M. talent was being sent to Gallag­
her by former pupils.

State championship and invita­
tional tournaments spread. Junior 
high schools introduced the sport. 
It is not uncommon for an A. Sc
M. sophomore to have a background 
of eight years of competition

Gallagher's most brilliant student, 
Art Griffith, succeeded the old 
master after his death. Griffith, 
“the dean of Oklahoma high school 
wrestling," tutored Tulsa Central 
High to state and national titles 
for 15 years.

In 1941, his first season, Griffith 
maintained Gallagher tradition by 
winning six dual meets, losing none 
and adding the Aggies’ 18th and 
fifth straight national champion­
ship.

War crippled the 1942 edition. 
Captain-elect A1 Whitehurst, twice
N. C. A. A. king at 136 pounds, and 
Earl Van Bebber. national 155- 
pound tltleholder, are working in 
defense plants. Whitehurst was vot­
ed the nation’s outstanding college 
wrestler last season.

Buddy Arndt at 145 and Virgil 
Smith at 145 pounds are returning 
N. C. A. A. prize winners.

Others are seniors Dillard Tal- 
butt. 136, and Vernon Logan, 156- 
pounder, who did not compete last 
year but was an N. C. A. A. cham­
pion In 1940. Sid Marks is handling 
the 128-pound bracket, Leon Mac- 
Kenzle, 175, and Loyd Arms, heavy­
weight. All are Juniors.

At that, though, about 97 per 
cent of the men Tunney has re­
cruited are college graduates, with 
degrees In physical education.

Tunney believes the physical fit­
ness program Is very Important be­
cause “the average recruit of to­
day’s war Is not In as good shape 
as the average for the last World 
War.”

"Too much riding in cars, rid­
ing in elevators, and smoking cigar­
ettes,” said Gene.

Cancer Hospital To 
Be Built At Houston

Today's War
Analysis

There can be small doubt that 
Japanese success In breaching the 
United Nations’ defense line at 
Singapore Imposed grave new prob­
lems. Singapore, even when close­
ly besieged, was the connecting link 
of the Australla-Dutch IncUes-Chl- 
na-India front It is obvious that 
It was greatly hoped at the time 
of the Roosevelt-Churchill confer­
ences that Singapore could hold 
out for months.

Churchill all but said so in his 
recent accounting to parliament. 
He deferred discussion of why Sing­
apore collapsed so quickly, saying 
there were more urgent matters to 
be dealt with. He made no effort, 
however, to conceal his feelings that 
there was ground for criticism of 
the way the final defense of Singa­
pore was handled.

That Is water over the dam. The 
fall of the great British citadel has 
thrown upon Java the burden of 
holding the already dangerously 
breached Allied defense front while 
American power is mustered to turn 
the tables on Japan. That Is why 
strategists watched breathlessly as 
the United Nations and Japan lock­
ed in a great sea battle off the 
Java coast over the week-end.

I f  Java should fall, the breach 
In the Allied front In the western 
Pacific-Indian ocean area would be 
very great. It would mean prob­
ably a complete revision of the sin­
gle-command arrangement o f  th e  
Allies In the area with General Sir 
Archibald Wavell as generalissimo. 
His recall from Java to centralize 
Brltish-Chlnese efforts In the west 
would be logical. A  separate Dutch- 
Amerlcan-Australlan command on 
th e  eastern flank or the breached 
line probably would evolve — a n d  
with it pressure to this country to 
recall Oeneral DoOglas MacArthur 
from Luzon to head the new com­
mand.

The obvious key to the situation 
from the Amerlcan-Australlan view­
point is Australia. There seems small 
doubt that It must be In Australia 
that the main concentration for de­
fensive and ultimately offensive ac­
tion hi the Pacific theater, as dis­
tinct from the Burma-Indjan ocean 
sector, is to be expected.

Australia is a continent, not an 
Island. Its natural resources are 
vast although its population is 
small. T h e  task of feeding a n d  
clothing a great army. American or 
Allied, would be easier there than 
anywhere else because of Australia’s 
abundant flocks a n d  herds a n d  
crops. Australian war Industries are 
expanding. Its raw materials re­
sources are great. All that would 
ease the strain on Pacific supply 
lines.

calling a meeting of ail knitting as­
sistants at the production room 
Tuesday morning at 9:30 in order 
that they can go over the knitting 
requirements together again. It is 
Important that all knitting assist­
ants attend this meeting because it 
seems that some at the variations 
in handling knitters may have been 
due to misunderstandings on the 
part of the instructors.

It is the aim of the knitting corps 
of course to treat everyone alike—  
to require the same thing of ail 
Rather thaj trass Judgment on knit­
ters and say .hat one is good enough 
that she does not have to come in 
for check-ups. while requiring an­
other to come in, the corps, begin­
ning with the issuing of new yarn 
on February first, has been in­
structed to require check-ups of 
everyone. After February first when 
a woman took out her first yarn she 
agreed to return for check-ups! O f 
course when she has knitted one 
garment satisfactorily with the 
check-ups. she need not come back 
for them on other garments of the 
same type. However, when she starts 
knitting a garment of another type, 
the check-ups are required again.

May we repeat the purpose of the 
cheek-ups? It is three-fold: (1) to 
catch mistakes before a great deal 
has to be raveled. (2) to measure 
garments to see If they are conform­
ing to those specifications the Red 
Cross says we must follow if we use 
Red Cross yarn, and < 3 > to see If the 
knitter understands the direettons 
for the next step and can get started 
on it right.

These check-ups are necessary be­
cause it has been found that many 
women do not always knit according 
to scale, they do not measure ac­
curately, and they make mistakes 
and either do not notice them or 

| willfully leave them in rather than 
go to the trouble to ravel.

On the whole the women of Pam- 
pa have cooperated wonderfully. 
"They are really trying hard to do 
things right,” Mrs, Wagner says.

Ail army and navy sweaters have 
been checked out now and about 
half qf the army and one-tbird of 
the navy are already completed 
Most women have about a skein of 
yam left when they have finished 
an army sweater. That means that 
every time four or five are com­
pleted. we have enough yam to 
issue another sweater. Later we will 
receive more yam to knit up for the 
armed forces, though we have not 
been informed yet what garments 
we will be asked to make.

We nerd women now to offer to

put buttonholes in men’s pajamas, 
women may return pajamas fin­
ished without buttonholes if they 
prefer and have credit time de­
ducted. Those who make the button­
holes will be given that credit.

* ♦ *
The question of just how to meas­

ure knitting has come up time and 
again. To measure, spread your gar­
ment out on a table or other smooth 
hard surface and smooth it out but 
do not stretch it. Measure with ruler 
or yard stick (never with tape 
measure) only up to the needle. 
Never pick up knitting or put hand 
under it to measure it— let it lie flat. 
And remember not to include the 
needle In the measurement.

New yarn is not to be Joined in 
the middle of a row but should al­
ways be joined at the end!

Rather than make a heavy seam 
at the sides of sweaters, knitters are 
asked to weave the sides together 
using a large-eyed needle. Those 
who do not know how can learn at 
the production room.

Many women still do not under­

stand why we are requiring them 
to bring their needles and knit a 
sample In the production room be­
fore being issued yam. It is not be­
cause we doubt their ability to knit.

Two Months Supply
WASHINGTON, Feb. 28 (/P)—The

No book will be given to any per­
son whœe stock of sugar requires 
removal of more than eight ration 
stamps at the time of registration.

Prepore For Income Tax Shock
People are beginning to realize that their Income 

tarn , payable this year on last year’s earnings, will 
be much higher than ever before— and that many 
will be permitted to pay Income taxes who have not 
heretofore been thus favored.

Pinal date for report on last year’s income, from 
earnings and other sources, is March 15, but an 
unusually large number of persons are making their 
reports early, so as to “learn the bad news" quickly 
and get ready to pay all or at least one-fourth of 
the total by the middle of next month.

It has been roughly estimated, for those who have 
previously paid income taxes, and on the basis of 
approximately the same net earnings, that the 
amount this year will be from three to three-and-a- 
half times as much as was paid on 1940 income, 
which will be recalled as a considerable increase over 
the 1939 requirement.

An unfortunate phase of the present boost is the 
long delay last year in announcing the extent of 
step-up of income tax rates and the reduction of 
exempted earnings of single and married persons.

It is being forecast that taxes on 1942 Income 
will be materially increased over those in effect 
now—possibly as much as a 50 per cent raise in 
oorporation taxes and around 75 per cent on indi­
vidual income— with some talk of a 5 per cent tax 
on gross incomes to be withheld at their source.

Appropriations for war purposes, and for thus far 
uninterrupted non-military federal expenditures, in­
dicate that continued tax rises are unavoidable, with 
congress still engaged in the effort “to get the most 
feathers with the least squawk.”

A ll necessary time should be given to drafting an 
equitable tax law, but the public should be Inform­
ed, as quickly as passible. Just what the increased 
percentage will be— so that people can begin setting 
aside money out of 1942 Income to pay 1942 taxes, 
Instead of anticipating later earnings, as some are 
now finding it necessary to do.

IN E X C U S A B LE  STRIKES

(Editorial Opinion of the Cincinnati Enquirer)

In the main, production has mounted stead- 
f i r  since December in the defense industries with- 
out interference from labor disputes. There has 
been a gratifying response to the grim fact of 
w ar, a  resolute determination on the part of 
Workers and employers to renounce strikes for 
the duration of the war. But at Madison, 111., and 
Detroit needless strikes in vital defense industries 
have developed.

In  the American Car and Foundry strike, 
where the production of rolling stock is halted, 
union officials called out about 1,200 men— not to 
enforce any wage demand, not to alter working 
hours, but to bring pressure on a few workers 
who have not paid union dues as expected. This 
'l l  a  singularly irresponsible tactic, and one which 
public opinion and also higher union qfficials are 
bound to condemn.

The strike in Detroit, which holds up pro­
duction of gun and tank parts was called to en­
force new wage demands. This is precisely the 
sort of question which the federal government 
has provided new machinery to settle without loss 
o f working time. There is no possible excuse for 
Interrupting production without even resorting to 
the mediation and arbitration procedures avail­
able.

The government is sending young Americans 
into battle to defend our. very existence as an 
independent nation. Some thousands already have 
made the supreme sacrifice. Against this back-« 
ground, the irresponsible behavior of defense 
workers or their union officials in halting produc­
tion looks absolutely shameful.

A P R R A C H R R 'B  C O N F U S IO N  A S  TO

I  was recently talking to a prominent preacher 
who occupies a pulpit in one of the most beautiful 
churches in California. H e is a preacher who be-' 
lieves in a lot of man-made laws, such as mini-1 
mum wages. He related that when he was in' 
Pennsylvania, he visited a coal operator on the 
question of wages. He explained that the coal' 
pperator said he would be glad to raise wages to 
his employes, if other employer* would raise the 
price o f their coal so that he could raise the price’ 
o f his and, thus, raise wages.

The preacher was of the opinion, as the coal 
operator seemed to be, that the employer paid 
the wages; that It is only a  question of employers 
getting together and greatly benefiting all their 
employes.

But this preacher and the operator, if the oper­
ator really meant what he said, did not seem to, 
realize that the consumers who buy the coal 
were the men who really paid the wages of the 
workers in the coal mine; that the more the con­
sumers, who are also workers, paid for coal, the 
less they had of their wages left to buy other 
things they wanted. So to arbitrarily raise coal 
prices in order to raise wages by a combination 
of coal operators was, in reality, to lower the 
wages of every consumer of coal. Every one 
knows that the poor man as a whole consumes 
infinitely more coal than the rich man. W hat 
little coal the rich consume for personal use, is 
infinitesimally small.

No, the employer does not pay the wages nor 
the taxes, nor the expenses. I f  he attempts to do 
this, he does not last long as an employer.

The more workers as a whole produce, the 
higher the wages of all the workers can be 
Wages are a result o f production and free ex­
changes of production. Any attempt to artificially 
raise one group can only result in lowering the 
real wages of other groups. This sort of humani- 
tarianism— raising the standard of living of those 
one is immediately associating with’ by lowering 
the wages and the living standard of those one 
does not see— is not humanitarianism. It is blind 
egoism. It evidently makes the party feel that he 
is important and a good man. H e sees the benefit, 
but fails to see the harm he has done.

Social Security Administrator Paul V. McNutt, 
who now is the C C C  boss, announces that here- 
sfter this organization w ill concentrate on ’’w ar  
projects" and moreover, wiU be shrunk from S00 
to 600 camps.

"W a r  projects," as Mr. McNutt defines them, 
kiclude “work on military reservations or military 
areas for the army and protection and develop­
ment of natural resources essential to the w ar  
effort."

The forthright and intelligent thing for Mr. 
McNutt to do would he to acknowledge that there 
no longer is any excuae for idle youth, and hence 
no longer any sound reason for continuing the 
CCC. But bureaucratic practice, as usual, pre­
vails and the bureaucratic practice is to hang unto 
the public pay roll, tooth and nail, long after func­
tions are obsolete. Right now it is the cue for 
passe jobholders to assume military attitudes and 
hope they can pass as defenders of democracy.

Your Federal Income Tax
DEDUCTION FOR 
DEPRECIATION

The Internal Revenue Code pro­
vides for "a reasonable allowance 
for the exhaustion, wear, and tear 
of property used In the trade or 
business, including a reasonable al­
lowance for obsolescence.” For con­
venience, such allowance usually is 
referred to as depreciation.

In claiming a deduction for de­
preciation several fundamental prin­
ciples must be observed. The de­
duction must be confined to prop­
erty actually used in a trade, busi­
ness, or profession, and to im­
provements on real property, other 
than property used by the taxpayer 
as his personal residence. In gen­
eral. it applies to the taxpayer’s 
capital assets — buildings, machin­
ery, etc.— the cost of which Cannot 
be deducted as a business expense.

A lawyer, doctor, or other pro­
fessional may not charge off as cur­
rent expense the cost of a library 
used wholly In his profession, this 
being a capital expenditure and the 
library a capital asset; but he may 
deduct an allowance for deprecia 
tion based upon the usefnl life of 
th e  library. If part of a profes­
sional man’s residence Is used by 
him exclusively for office purpos­
es, a proportionate amount of the 
depreciation sustained may be de 
ducted, based generally on the ra­
tion of the number of rooms used 
for such purposes to the total num­
ber of rooms in the building. The 
same principle applies If a taxpay­
er rents to others a portion of his 
residence. Under such conditions, 
however, the taxpayer must include 
in his gross Income the rentals 
received.

W ASHINGTON, Feb. 28—Saying 

things in terms of billions of dollars 
— the way government statisticians 
do—doesn't mean much to the 
average person' and may not mean 
much to the economists themselves, 
for no one ever saw a billion dollars 
except as a figure on a piece of 
paper. Thus, most peaple get lost 
when it’s mentioned glibly that 
-national Income will rise from the 
$90 billion of 1941 to $101 billion in 
1942 with taxes and savings at $21 
billion, leaving a net national In­
come of $80 billion while production 
of civilian consumer goods and 
services drop from the $74.2 billion 
of 1941 to an estimated $65 billion 
for 1942. Whew!

When you divide all those figures 
by 130 million—the estimated popu­
lation of the country— to find out 
what's going to happen to the av­
erage inhabitant, then these figures 
begin to make sense. Performing 
that trick, you determine these ap­
proximate but simple facts:

The per capita income in 1942 
will rise to $777. ($101 billion divi­
ded by 130 million^) The per capi­
ta savings and taxes will be $161. 
($21 billion divided by 130 million.) 
The per capita Income will be $616. 
($777 minus $161.) The per capita 
production of civilian goods and 
services will be $500 ($65 billion
divided by 130 million.)

Now, subtract that $500 worth of 
goods and services which will be 
available to civilians from the $616 
per capita net Income. The differ­
ence is $116. „
SOME LEFT OVER

What that $116 represents is the 
difference betwen what the mathe­
matical average person has to spend 
($616) and the amount of goods and 
services that will be made avail­
able for the average person to buy. 
($500 worth.)

This $116 per capita average ex­
cess spending power Is what's wor­
rying the economists and congress­
men and treasury experts and the 
people who have to get up the new 
tax bill. It’s worrying them more, 
even, than the possibilities of a Jap 
or a Nazi invasion. What worries 
them is what you and you and you—  
all 130 million of you—are going to 
do, collectively, with your indivi­
dual $116, which adds up to $15 
billion.

At first glance, you would say why 
worry about a lousy $116 a head 
for poor Joe Doakes, his wife and 
three kids. Isn't it dandy that the 
Doakes family is going to have five 
times $116 or $580 more to spend. 
Let ’em buy that new car. those 
new tires, that new radio, and stop 
at two movies and a night club 
on the way home.

That's just where things get dif­
ficult.
SUPPLY SLIPS

You can’t buy a new auto. You 
can’t buy a new tire. Pretty soon 
there won’t be new radios or re­
frigerators. But that extra money 
is burning a hole in your pocket. 
You go to the stores and you start 
buying. Business gets good. But be­
cause factories are now making 
goods .for war, the supply of goods 
for you to buy goes way down. 
Meanwhile, there is an increasing 
demand from the buyers, all with 
this mathematical average $116 
more to spend. Buyers start com­
peting with each other. What fol­
lows is that prices start rising and 
the next thing you know you have 
dat ol' debbil inflation. That's what 
worries the national smart men. 
Nobody loves a fat man when his 
name is inflation.

The question then is what to  do 
with that extra $116 that every man, 
woman and child theoretically is 
going to have this year. No one will 
stand for having his pay reduced, 
his profits cut.

There are suggestions for en­
forced savings plans—various pro­
posals to take 10 per cent of every­
one’s pay envelope away and give 
defense bonds in exchange, and 
make the bonds in such form that 
they couldn’t be cashed till after 
the war Is over. The advantage of 
this is It might give everyone a 
cushion of post-war spending ca­
pacity.

The government will take some of 
that $116 in increased taxes. Just 
how much is a question. Some tax 
experts think the government should 
take It all. Gosh knows the govern­
ment will need it. The only hesi­
tancy Is over the question of how 
much of an increased tax load you­
’ll stand for.

Other male nominees were Orson 
Welles, Cary Grant, Walter Hus­
ton and Robert Montgomery.

Twentieth Century-Fox won the 
best picture award for the first 
time since the Academy of Motion 
Pictures Arts and Sciences began 
giving Oscars in 1928. The film 
was “How Green Was My Valley” 
and it won major honors rfor two 
of the men who helped make it 
great.

John Ford, now a lieutenant com­
mander in the navy, was awarded 
a gold statuette for his directorial 
work on the film, adapted from 
Richard Llewellyn's best selling 
hook.

Maid Testifies 
Whiskey Drunk 
Before Slaying

DALLAS. Feb. 28 t/P) — A negro 
maid testified today at the mur­
der trial of Mrs. Juanita Barr 
that Mrs. Blanche Woodall was 
shot to death after the two women 
had drunk whiskey together and 
the pretty night club cfancer had 
rouged Mrs. Marr's face.

The maid, Arleena Porter, was the 
first witness after the wife <jf Ed­
die Barr, former Dallas newspaper 
columnist, had pleaded innocent and 
tainted on the shoulder of a friend. 
More than half the spectators in the 
packed courtroom were women.

The maid said Mrs. Barr came to 
the apartment with a bottle of whis­
key on the day of the slaying last 
April 12 and said she “had just 
dropped by to give Blanche a 
drink.”

Mrs. Barr took a drink of whis­
key, asked “ if Eddie had called” 
and left to return within five min­
utes with Mrs. Woodall, the wit­
ness continued.

After the two womeif had several 
drinks, Mrs. Woodall made up Mrs. 
Barr’S face, saying “you ought to 
use more rouge on your face and 
your boy friend would be crazy 
about you."

Mrs. Woodall left to move her car 
out of a driveway and “Mrs. Ban- 
asked anxiously if Mrs. Woodall 
would be back and I  told her she 
would,” the maid testified.

After Mrs. Woodall returned, the 
maid was sent into another room 
to look after the dancer’s children. 
Tony, 8, and Brenda, 2.

Ten minutes later the maid said 
she heard two pistol shots and 
found Mrs. Woodall on the floor.

“ I asked what happened but the 
lady with the gun in her hand did 
not answer 1 said I was going to 
call the police," the maid related. .

“There’s nd use calling the police. 
I'm going to do the same tiling my­
self," she quoted Mrs Barr as say­
ing.

When you go to the county tax 
assessor collector's office to get your 
1942 automobile license plates, re­
member to bring along your certi­
ficate of title.

II  you don't have a  certificate, 
make your application for one first 
before you apply for registration of 
your motor vehicle.

This is the first year the certifi­
cate of title has been required in 
Texas, and some motorists are still 
not aware of the, new law.

“They come in ahd say. ’Why, we 
never had to have a certificate of 
title Befofe.'” one of the employes 
at the office said today. “Then, 
too, there are many who have cer­
tificates but either forget or don’t 
think It is necessary to bring them 
along.

“We just have to send them back 
after their certificates and some of 
them seem to get mad at us.”  •

P. E. Leech, county tax assessor 
collector, explained that the title 
number is required on the motor 
registration certificate.

He said that the certificate of 
title law went into effect January 
1 and that it was the rule that no 
motor vehicle registrations could be 
made until the photostat copy of the 
certificate of title had been re­
ceived back from Austin, and pre­
sented at the same time application 
for registration was made.
