AVENEL, N. J,, Jan. 17 (#—Four
policemen laid a shotgun and re-
volver siege today to a shack shel-
tering a pack of hunger-crazed dogs,
killing 11 of them before they could
remove the body of a man who in
life had loved them but in death
was powerless to aid.

William Blair Woodruff, tall, lean
and 72, had Httle left in life except
his dogs, and there were 13 of them.
(In his pockets police found $8 and
an expensive watch, perhaps a sou-
venir of the days when he was a
moderately prosperous manufactur-
er.)

He had built an eight-foot cor-
rugated metal fence around his
shack so the dogs could not escape
into the surrounding woods. And he
had cut a hole in the one-room
dwelling so they could come in as
they pleased. It was in this 12-by-10
»oom that death overtook him, ap-
parently from natural causes, sev-
eral days ago.

Woodruffs income of late had de-
pended on his work as a handyman
at a diner on U. 8. Route 1. Néw
York-Philadelphia and metropolitan
New Jersey traffic make this the na-
tion’s busiest highway, but Wood-
ruff was missed aiong its fringe.
Police went to his shack to investi-
gate.

A dozen dogs ran barking between
yard and house, fiercely threatening
to attack at every advance by the
officers. Captain Benjamin Parsons
gained the roof and shot dogs which
ran out of the building. Captain
Jack Egan ripped a clapboard from
the dwelling and pumped lead into
dogs snarling inside. Two patrolmen
joined the fight.

When it was over, Woodruff's
body was found inside the door. And
on the table, in Woodruff's hand-
writing, were poems eulogizing dogs
as man’s true friends.

Mrs. Frank Brehme of Takoma
Park, Md., daughter of the dead
man, came here with her husband
to make arrangements.

Allies Capture
‘Hellfire’ Pass
By EDWARD KENNEDY

CAIRO, Egypt, Jan. 17 (#)—Brit-
ish imperials, Poles and Free French
have won Halfaya Pass and there-
by gained a direct route of supply to
speed their drive toward Tripolita-
nia for a showdown with the Axis in
North Africa.

The unconditional surrender of
the 5,500 Axis defenders of the
“Hellfire” canyon shortcut through
the coastal escarpment on the
Egyptian-Libyan border yesterday
morning was announced by the
British today. It rubbed out the last
German-Italian
QGulf of Sirte, 300 miles to the west.

Battered by bombers, beset from
all sides, and cut off from the Med-
iterranean by British capture of Sa-
lum last Tuesday, the Axis garrison
falled to make Halfaya another To-
bruk from which to menace the rear
of the entire British operations.

(Pointing out the “big difficulty”
in supplying forward British units
via a 100-mile detour around an
Axis-held Halfaya, a British mili-
tary commentator in London hailed
the surrender as a ‘“real victory”
giving the British a clear field to
intensify their push against Gener-
al Erwin Rommel's Axis forces in
the El Gheila area.

(“The windup of the Halfaya op-
erations will release many good men
for other duties,” he said. “Our op-
erations at the (E1 Agheila) front
at present have not been limited
by the lack of men; supply trans-
port is the big difficulty.”

(He estimated that the surren-
der of the 5,500 at Halfaya brought
the total of Axis prisoners in the
current campaign to 31,000, with
still others from forward operations
and yet to be counted.

(“This Is the end of any hope the
Axls had left of getting back into
QCirenaica in the near future,” he
added.)

LONDON, Jan. 17—Striking
hard at both the rear and flanks
of imperilled Germans before

Moscow, the Russians were re-

ported dropping clouds of para-
chute troops bchind the Moz-
haisk wedge tonight as Red forces
surged forward in a new and
smashing gain northwest of the
capital.

The parachutists were declared to
have virtually cut off the Nazi
forces—perhaps 100,000 men—hold-
ing Mozhaisk, 57 miles west of Mos-
cow. German lines on both cides of
this salient have bent far back, ex-
posing this last remaining advance
position which has held out against
the Soviet ohslaught.

Northwest of Moscow, the Rus-
sians announced their forces have
smashed Germa counterattacks
and recaptured Latashino in an ad-
vance that carried almost to Rzhev,
German strongpoint on the north
shore of the Volga. Latashino is
some 130 miles northwest of Mos-
cow on the high road to Rzhev.

Shakhovskaya, another regional
center on the Moscow front, was
declared liberated along the numer-
ous other populated centers,

The Russiang claimed they de-
stroyed seven battalions of Nazi in-
fantry and brought down 36 planes
in the last two days. Seven planes
were declared shot down near Mos-
cow today. The Russians admitted
the loss of nine planes.

Red fliers destroyed one railway
train, set two others afire and burn-
ed 23 freight cars of war material.
A fuel dump was also exploded.

Reports reaching London indi-
cated that the parachutists were
drifting down in large numbers.

One source said the operation
might prove to be the most exten-
sive use of such troops the war has
yev seen. Thissinformant declared
that the parachutists were believe
landing in such force that, aided by
organized guerrilla bands already
operating there, they might attack
the Nazi rear as well as cut com-
munications.

Observers said the Soviet tactics
indicated a determination to wipe
out the whole salient rather than
attempt to push its defenders back.

Loss of such a force, it was said,
would be a hard blow to Adolf Hit-
ler's hopes of falling back in suffi-
cient strength to hait the Russians
at a “winter line” farther west.

WASHINGTON, Jan. 17 (#)—
Plans for a $400,000,000 to $600,
000,000 relief appropriation for
workers temporarily displaced by
the shift to war time production
came out of a white house confer-
ence today, while plans progressed
for expediting the conversion pro-
Cess.

President Roosevelt discussed the
relief problem with congressional
leaders and obtained their agree-
ment with apparent ease. The shift
to war production, it was estimated,
would throw 4,000,000 ‘men out of

work for varying periods of time.

While they are laid off they will
receive 60 per cent of their normal
salaries, to a maximum of $25.00
weekly. If they receive state unem-
ployment compensation, the gov-
ernment is to make up the differ-
ence between that and the 60 per
cent of salary standard. To be eli-
gible for the payments, displaced
workers will have to enroll for
training in needed new skills,

Mr. Roosevelt, it was said, will
transmit a message to congress on
the subject next week, and legisla-
tion, originating in the house ap-
propriations committee, will be in-
troduced and pushed through as
swiftly as possible.

Donald M. Nelson, the director of
war production, meantime was un-
derstood to' be “perfecting plang for
streamlining his organization, with
a view to simplification and the
elimination of any cumbersome ad-
ministrative machinery that might
hamper production by unnecessary
red tape.

It appeared that the Office of
Producton Management would be
virtually dissolved, a prospect
made the more unmistakable by
the transfer of Willlam S. Knud-
sen, its director general, to the
army with the job of seeing to it
that industry produces the things

the army needs.

Speculation was that Knudsen's
principal task would be supervis-
ing the conversion of the automobile
industry into a rapid-fire producer
of airplanes, guns and tanks, a job
for which he is considered eminent-
ly fitted.

His new post carries with it a
commission as a lieutenant general.
Only two army officers outrank him
—General George C. Marshall, the
chief of staff, and General Douglas
MacArthur, in command of Amer-

He proposed a resumption of the
negotiations between standing com-
mittees of the CIO and the AFL
which he himself caused to be brok-
en off in April, 1939.

“Our peace committee stands
ready .to meet with a committee
from the CIO at any time,” Green

A United States submarine has
carried the war to the stronghold
of the enemy and, in the fleet’s
most audacious operation of the
war to date, has sunk three Japa-
nese merchant ships off Tokyo
bay, the navy department an-
nounced Saturday night.

Coming on the heels of the report
on Thursday that an American un-
dersea craft had torpedoed a 17.-
000-ton enemy liner and yesterday's
reported sinking of three transports
and two cargo ships, this raised to
27 the total of Japanese ships sunk
by U. S. naval*or marine action
since the attack on Pearl Harbor.

The navy's communique gave no
details of this latest blow at Japa-
nese shipping, first to see the Unit-
ed States take the war into enemy
coastal waters. But it was perhaps
no coincidence that in the same
communique Washington disclosed
officially that Admiral Thomas C.
Hart has assumed command of all
Allied naval forces in the southwest
Pacific.

The fact that the navy said the
submarine’s succe:sful attacks took
place “off” Tokvo bay was taken
as an indication the vessel had been
operating within striking distance
of the Japanese capital itself. For
it is navy custom to locate any
such action by the nearest port.

Word of this newest smash at
the Japanese on the sea lanes came
at a moment when, in the land
fighting, the armies of the Rising
8un were forcing the battles of
Malaya and the Philippines into
new and more critical stages.

There was no substantiation
from British or United States G.
H. Q. of Tokyo's mo:t extrava-
gant claims—that in Malaya its
troops had penetrated the Brit-
ish defense lines to within 50
miiles of Singapore, and that on
Luzon Gen. Douglas MacArthur's
do-or-die forces were cracking un-
der the superior weight of an
artillery and plane-supported
Japanese offensive.

But the British command in
Singapore, $400,000000 safeguard of
the empire, acknowledged that on
the western flank the Japanese had
brokan through to establish a foot-
hold on the south shore of the
Maur river, some 90 miles north-
west of the island base.

A Tokyo broadcast placed
spearhead well past the river, in
the Batu Pahat area, and declared
the invaders would be “knocking
at the gates” of Singapore within
twenty-four hours.

Even the Japanese, however, were
forced to admit surprising resist-
ance farther east, where the bulk
of the battle-hungry Australians
had bee pitghed into the fight.
It was at this sector that the RAF,
its pilots zooming out in relays of
fighters and bornbers, aimed its
heaviest blows.

But Singapore itself suffered
its heaviest blows of the air war.
Two flights of Japanese bombers
—seventy in all—rocked the is-
land base throughout its length

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Pan-American
Front Against
Axis ‘Near’

By HENRY W. BAGLEY

RIO DE JANEIRO, Jan. 17 ()
—Brazilian Foreign Minister Os-
waldo Aranha said tonight that
the conference of American for-
eign ministers was “near agree-
ment” on accepting the proposal
for severance of relations—in-
cluding diplomatic—with the Axis.
A proposal to this effect offered

by Mexico, Colombia, and Venezuela
has been opposed by Argentina.

Aranha, who is chairman of the
Pan American conference, told the
Associated Press he was surprised
the proposal had been published.

“I hope to have a statement Mon-
day,” he said. “I am not sure we
will succeed by Monday but we hope
to put it through.”

Acting President Ramon S. Cas-
tillo of Argentina told the Associated
Press in Buenos Aires that Argen-
tina was prepared to impose rigid
restrictions upon Axis nationals and
diplomatic representatives to pre-
vent their sabotaging the American
war effort.

Earlier, Chile appeared veering
toward Argentina’s previous stand
against a complete break.

The impression persisted that the
Chilean decision would be dictated
by her own national interests and
geographical considerations, espec-
jally in view of her long, exposed
Pacific coast line.

Chile's delegation here declined
to throw any light on the subject
and the Santiago regime's attitude
is not expected to be clarified until
debate starts Monday on the reso-
lution sponsored by Colombia, Mex-
ico, and Venezuela for a unanimous
break with the Axis by all 21 Amer-
ican republics

The resolution calling for a un-
animous break with the Axis declar-
ed that Japanese, German and Ital-
ilan aggression against the United
States was part and parcel of their
“concerted plans for world con-
quest.”

The resolution, introduced yester-
day but not made public until to-
day, proposed further that western
hemisphere nations consult with one
another before re-establishing rela-
tions with the aggressors. It was
presented by Colombian delegate
Gabriel Turbay on behalf of the
three sponsoring N:publi('s

Invoking the declaration of
Havana that any attack by a non-
American nation upon an Ameri-
can republic be considered an act
of aggression against all other

if., ferrying command.

Film Star Clark Gable, husband of Miss Lombard, flew
here early today from Hollywood. The distraught aector
paced a hotel room for hours awaiting word from search-
ers and finally set off soon after noon with Sheriff M. E.
Ward for the almost inaccessible crash scene.

Word of finding of the bodies,
however, met Gable on his trip and
he returned heartbroken to his ho-
tel.

The bodies will have to be brought
out by horseback and this mdy re-
quire a day or so. A party with ex-
tra horses, being rounded up to-
night, expected to leave for the
crash scene at daylight tomorrow.

The 32-year-old Miss Lombard,
formerly Jane Peters of Fort
Wayne, Ind., was returning to
Hollywood from Indianapelis
where on Thursday she sponsor-
ed sales of defense bonds t .tal-
ing nearly $2,500,000. The trip was
an assignment by Gable, chairman
of an actors’ committee handling
personal appearances to boost
sales.

Hollywood friends heard the re-
turn trip by plane resulted from a
coin toss-up between her and Wink-
ler, she wanting to come back by
air and he by train. Their eastward
journey was by train.

Gene Worley Did The
Only Thing He Could Do

. A few people who are criticizing Congressman
Gene Worley for joining the navy should reserve
their opinion until ‘all the facts are known. It is
expected that Gene will soon make a statement re-
garding his duties as a lieutenant commander, and
it is only fair thal people await a statement on his
future plans.

One of his critics said that he “was sorry that
Gene felt he should enlist in the armed forces.”
Practically everybody agrees that Gene did the only
thing he could do. While he was running for office
he said in every speech that if he voted for war he
felt that it would be his duty to join the armed
forces. Everyone who heard him speak knew  that
he said that, and they apparently approved becatse
they afterward elected him.

If Gene had not offered his services to his coun-
try he would have been in the unsavory position of
repudiating a vital campaign promise which the
people took seriously. As for his joining the navy
as a lieutenant commander, he had nothing to do
with the rank given him. They wouldn't take him
in the army because he was a married man and
because he was more than 28, and they turned him
down for the air force.

A number of other members of congress were def-
initely rejected. Gene asked only for active service.
fThe grade in the navy they gave him was neither
requested nor expected. They just put him where
they wanted him and he did what they said, which
is, one supposes, the way things should be run.
When a doctor or a dentist enlists he is given a
jcommission whether he wants it or not. A Pampa
boy, Wilks Chapman, is a lieutenant in the army
because he is a dentist. A physician may enlist as
8 eaptain because he is a doctor. Even a nurse is a
lietitenant. Commissions and ratings are given on
the basis of qualifications because the armed forces
think they merit it. Dee Blythe another Pampa boy,
is & junior lieutenant in the press relations depart-
ment because he has a bachelor of journalism de-
gree from the University of Missouri and a law-
yer's degree from Georgetown university. A skilled
mechanic or radio expert or electrician is also given
& high grade when he enlists. That being so is it
unreasonable to assume that the navy thought that
Gene Worley who had two years of military train-
ing at Texas A. & M., a lawyer's degree from the
University of Texas and is congressman on top of
all that, was qualified for his post and that the
navy has a job which they believe he can fill ably
and patriotically? You can put it down that there
was no politics mixed up in that enlistment.

Besides that, Gene had a time-honored and popu-
Jar precedent to go by: Marvin Jones who joined the
army and continued to let his able office force run
his office with remote control suggestions from
Marvin. Knowing Gene as the Panhandle knows
him one would be safe in saying that the post of
Heutenant commander is a source of chagrin to
Gene; he would by far prefer being a buck private,
but if the army and navy thought otherwise, he did
the only thing he could do.

Astute students of foreign relations look to
Harry Bridges to discover how we ai getting
along with Russia, These days we are getting
along nicely as is indicated by the finding of the
Poard of immigration appeals, which has just
reversed the recommendation of Judge Charles
B. Sears that Bridges be deported to his native
Australia as an undesirable alien.

Bridges has long served as a barometer. It
may be true, as the appeals board says, that
Harry does not follow the party line—althe there

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CONSISTENCY WITH WHAT?

A reader challenges my consistency. He con-
tends his statements are freer from contradic«
tion and more consistent than mine.

It is not important, of course, whether another
man is more consistent than I am; it is important
whether or not I am consistent,

I will admit that I am not consistent, if blindly
following the lead of those who happen to be in
control of the government, is the test of con-
sistency. The critic seems to use as a test of
consistency the endorsement of the present Fed-
eral officeholders in their foreign policies.

If our people do not have a right, but also a
duty, to let our leaders know whether we want
tariffs, immigration laws, discrimination against
nations and wars, then we truly do not have a
government with the consent of the goverened.
Then we do not have a true democracy, but a
collectivist state where the state tells the citizens
what they must do. ;

The critic seems to think his wisdom and that
of our officecholdgrs has been vindicated from
the fact that we are in war. I only hope time will
not prove that his confidence in our leaders
was not misplaced.

I will be under great obligation to the critic,
or any other reader, who will point out where I
have contradicted myself from the principle that
all men should be equal before God and before
the law. No socialist, na& communist, nor New
Dealer will set down any immutable rule or law
with which they attempt to be consistent and
with which they will attempt to live in unity.
No, unity or consistency does not consist in blindly
following the lead of our officeholders, as these
people who oppose any criticism of any act made
by our leaders contend. It consists in being loyal
o immutable principles, laws, axioms, rules, in-
stead of to persons or officeholders.

I will admit that I should have known that
our acts, such as tariffs, immigration laws and
furnishing one side munitions and not the other,
would lead us into war. All real political eco-
nomists know that where goods do not cross
border lines, soldiers will. I had hoped, however,
that goods could cross border lines rather than
soldiers.

HOLLYWOOD, Jan. 17—This is,
as may have been observed before,
a funny town. It is almost as odd
as the industry supporting it. It's
the only place in the world where
you can see a cowboy, completely
costumed to sixgun and spurs, rid-
ing a bicycle. Or a woman wearing
pajamas and a mink coat on a
shopping trip.

Actually, Hollywood isn't a town,
but an unmarked, indistinguishable
hunk of northwest Los Angeles with
no official status except for a branch
post office. Incidentally, after the
new post office was built and dedi-
cated, it was discovered you couldn’t
mail a letter there. At least, it had
no letter drops.

FEW STARS

Hollywood has four movie studios,
but most of the pictures are made
in Culver City, Beverly Hills, Bur-
bank, Universal City and North
Hollywood. The latter is a civic en-
tity with its own mayor and cops.
Scarcely any real stars live in Hol-
lywood, and not a single prominent
movie personality lives on famed
Hollywood Boulevard,

Except for half a dozem office
buildings, three department stores
and four big theaters, the boule-
vard’s business section is mostly
one-story shops in which a cinema
queen wouldn’'t be caught dead.
Cheap perfumes, frocks and cos-
metics sald to be like those worn
by your favorite stars. Sight-seeing
buses, souvenirs, and a _shoeshine
by a Negro in top hat and tail coat.

This midway is a mile and a half
in length. Tourists drive slowly,
bump fenders and jam traffic as
they peer at the pedestrians, some
of whom are extras and chorus
cuties who deliberatly make them-
selves up to look like stars. Five
beauty colleges flourish in flash
second-story quarters on the boule-
vard. There are several dancing
schools, a couple of figure-forming
establishments, and a brassiere fac-
tory.

At the intersection of the boule-
vard and Westerfi avenue (which is
over to the east) is the building
occupied by the Producers Associa-
tion and the Hays Office. Sculp-
tured into the balconies and cornices
are small figures of considerable
more nudity than the Hays Office

AUTRY UNKNOWN

Until a few months ago, one of
the four or five biggest box office
attractions in movies was virtually
unknown in Hollywood, and mnone
of his pictures ever had been shown
on the boulevard. The star is Gene
Autry. Finally one of the smaller
theaters renamed itself the Hitching
Post, began showing nothing but
westerns, and has been jam-packed
ever since,

Fortune tellers flourish here, ad-
vertising their intimacy with .the
stars and spirits with Neon signs.

WHO MUST FILE A RETURN

For Federal income tax purposes,
widows, widowers, divorcees, and
married persons separated by mu-
tual consent are classed as single
persons. These, with those who have
never been wedded, whose gross in-
come was $750 or more for the tax-
able year—that is, whose gross in-
come was as much as $14.43'a week
for the 52 weeks of the year—must
file an income tax return. Every
married person, living with hus-
band, or wife, if no joint return is
made, who has.a gross income of
$1,500 or more for+the taxable year
—that is, who has a gross income
of as much as $28.85 a week for

the year—must also file an income j

tax return. If the husband and wife
each has an income and their ag-
gregate gross income is $1500 or
more for the taxnble year—that
is, their aggregrate income is as
much as $28.85 a week for the year
—they must file an income tax re-
turn.

Husband and wife living together
at the close of the taxable year may
file a single joint return .(even
though one has no gross income),
or make separate returns of the
income of each. If separate returns
are filed, one may not report in-
come which belongs to the other,
but must report only the income
which actually belongs to him. If
a joint return is filed, the aggre-
gate income disclosed is subject to
both the normal tax and the sur-
tax. The liability with respect to
the tax on a joint return is joint
and several. A joint retarn may not
be made if either husband or wife
is a nonresident alien,

If a joint return is not made by
an agent of the taxpayers, it must
be signed by both husband and wife
and sworn to before a proper offi-
cer by the spouse preparing the
return,

Where separate returns are filed
by husband and wife on Form 1040,
the joint personal exemption of
$1,500 may be taken by either -or
divided between them in any pro-
portion as agreed upon, but if either
or both spouses make a return on
Form 1040A, each spouse is treated
as a single person and entitled to
a personal exemption of $750 only.

Husband and wife may elect each
year to file a joint return or sep-
arate returns. Where, however, joint
or separate returns have been filed
for a particular year, neither hus-
hand nor wife may, after the due
date of return, file an amended re-
turn or returns on the other basis
for that year.

“I used to be the president of
General Motors up to a year and a
half"ago, and we had two factories in
Germany.

“You would think that when the
German government took over both
plants you would get the greatest
example of efficiency in conversion.
A lot has been told about that,
Now, here is what happened:

“The truck factory was taken oy-
er in toto, and has been working
24 hours a day, seven days a week
ever since.

“The passenger car factory that
had 22,000 employes was shut down.
The men were carted everywhere.
The forging machines were put to
work making small forgings and
airplane and 2000 women
were put into plants mak\ng air-
plane parts. That made a total of
about 4,000 people out of the 22,000
they had before. The balance were
carted away to some other place.”
This statement from Knudsen,
made before Congressman Tolan's
committee investigating defense mi-
gration, may give a tip on some of
the difficulties to be encountered
in the conversion of the auto indus-
try to total war production, which
is being boomed so enthusiastically
by the Washington amateur produc-
tion experts who have now become
more numerous than military ex-
perts.

It is Knudsen's belief that the
English method of bits and pieces
manufactyre has not been success-
ful, and that direct subcontracting
by the procurement branches of the

NAZI PILL PUSHERS
All kinds of slick efforts are being
uncovered to beat the “blacklist”
barring Latin American firms sup-
posed to have Axis leanings from
trading with United States con-
cerns, One of the smoothest was
used by a drug manufacturing com-
pany supposed to have importan
German connections.

When this company was prevented
from making shipments of propri-
etary pills and medicines to the
CGerman  agents  below ' the Rio
Grande, it hurdled the restriction
by preparing concentrates of the
drugs and shipping them by air
in small packages valued at less
than $10 each. Export licenses
aren’t required for shipments val-
ued at less than $10, so the stuff
went through in a hurry and there
was nothing that could be done to
stop it.

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‘Teacher Scores A

" In Texas As "Whispering, Mooing’

By ARCHER FULLINGIM

Are you tired of the “whispering
and mooing which so many of our
young people are doing in the name
of a cappella singing”? Do you yearn
to hear honest choral singing in
which students open their mouths
and sing with their natural voices?

If s0, you will enjoy the follow-
ing article in The Texas Outlook,
written by Wm. R. Dawes, a teach-
er of music theory. It was re- ~printed
this week in The McLean News.

‘The article follows:

% What we in this state need is a
savior —a savior for honest choral
singing. We need it badly and we
need it gquickly. Irreparable damage
is being done now in our schools
saand colleges.

The children in our section of the
country have as fine voices as can
be found anywhere. They also speak
the English language as well as, and

in many respects better, than is
spoken . in other sections of the
country.

And what is being required of
them? In the first place, they are
not permitted to sing English. They
are required fo sing a mixture be-
tween English vowels and German
,Umlaut vowels, “A” should be a
dlphthong combining “eh” and “ee”
in the English language, but cheral
tone, so we are told, requires that
it be made a combination of “0o0,”
“eh,” and “ee.” “I” in the English |
\anzuage is a diphthong combining

‘ah” and *“ee.” But the choral ex-
perts require it to be sung “0i.” Be-
fore they're done, they’ll have our
young people moo-ing their songs
like Daisy, the cow.

Second, the children are required
to sing everything a cappella. The
voice is used as its own accompani-
ment. And when so used, it is in-
variably treated as an instrument.i
And when treated as an instrument
it ceases to sing, it vocalizes. And
when it vocalizes, it is detached from
the human being who owns it and
used for effects to astound the pub-
#ilc and aggrandize the choral di-
rector.

Our children deserve better than
that! They know it, too. I've seen
«them rebel at choral clinics when
some tradition-bound expert tries to
pound a dozen choral tricks into
them in one rehearsal. I've seen
them cuss and get up and walk out,
and I glory in their spunk. I wish
their own music teachers had as
much guts.

The choral experts who come to|
us from out-of-state have the .op-
portunity of twenty thousand life-
times. (I'm talking about the chil-
dren’s lives, not the directors’) If

*they just had sense enough to real-

partments of our institutions of
higher learning, I have hoped that
the Messiah had arrived; that some-
one with the voice of authority, be-
fore whom we all bend the knee,
would take advantage of the free-
dom from tradition and do away
with the choral trickery and sham,
and forego a little personal vanity
in order that the- poem and the
music might speak to the child and
stir the childish imagination and
fire their willing hearts. But, no;
without exception they are tradi-
tion-bound. Ego is in their right
fist, effects is in their left, and
with the two they pound their
youthful subjects into justifiable
indifference or revolt.

If the whispering and mooing
which so many of our young people
are doing'in the name of a cappel-
la singing is a true reflection of
the spirit of our youth, then we
need more than just a choral
savior, ~—

But is can’t be. It must not be.
Won't somebody with the proper
authority please wake up and cham-
pion honest choral singing in our
schools?

WASHINGTON, Jan. 17 (#)—Reg-
ulations to keep enemy spies from
broadcasting military data to lurk-
ing submarines or secret stations
over impromptu radio programs
were issued today by the Office of
Censorship.

Censorship Director Byron Price
called on broadcasters to ban cer-
tain types of quiz and request pro-
grams and conduct forums and au-
dience interviews with caution.

In response to specific inquiry,
the censorship office fexplained in-
formally that such programs as
Vox Pop, Dr. I. Q., Take It or Leave
Iit, and Double or Nothing could be
continued.

The broadcasting industry, the of-
fice said, has abandoned the “Man-
in-the-street” and informal types of
quiz.

It was asked that no telephone
or telegraph requests for musical
numbers be accepted during the war,
and that no given request be given
at the requested time.

Request was made that “all au-
dience-participation type quiz pro-
grams originating from remote
points, either by wire, transcrip-
tion, or short wave; be discontinued”
with certain qualifications.

It was noted that any program
permitting the public access to an
open microphone “is dangerous and
should be carefully supervised” and
that generally speaking “any quiz
program originating remotely, where-
in the group is small, and where-
in no arrangement exists for in-
vestigating the background of par-
ticipants, should be discontinued.”
When large groups are involved,
“where participants are selected
from a theater audience, for ex-
ample, the danger is not so great.”
In studio audience quiz shows no
individual seeking participation
should be guaranteed participation,
the code said.

Such quiz, request, interview, and
forum programs, the censorship of-
fice warned, might be used by Axis
agents to communicate with their
headquarters or with saboteurs
through pre-arranged signals.

In addition, radio stations were
told that because they were being
heard abroad by Axis intelligence
operatives, “certain material which
may appear on. the news service
wires as approved for newspapers
may not be appropriate for radio.”
Price explained that while print-
ed matter is censored at the na-
tional borders, “no such post-pub-
lication censorship is possible in
radio.” He announced that J. H.
Ryan of Toledo, O. assistant di-
rector of censorship, would admin-
ister the radio code.

OTTAWA, Ont, Jan. 17 (#) —
Lieut.-Col. R, P.--landry, chief
broadcast censor for Canada, said
today that radio censorship regula-
tions for the United States are no
more stringent than measures taken
in Canada.

“These new measures follow the
general pattern of Canadian broad-
casting censorship,” Landry said.
“A general conference was held
Washington this week between Ca-
nadian and American officials on
general principles of radio censor-
ship.”

A broad rule governing broad-
casting in Canada, he said, is that
speeches must be made in the stu-
dios from texts prepared in ad-
vance,

The war department’s NM on
the situation in the Philippines said
only that there was heavy pressure
on MacArthur's right flank. It
was a laconic reference to a vital
struggle, for it is the American-
Filipino right flank at the neck
of Batan peninsula that guards the
coast road léading south toward

point at Mariveles and, from there,
to the island fortress of Corregidor.

Elsewhere in the southwest Pa-
cific theater, there was only spora-
dic action. There was no further
word of the Japanese forces which
have made landings in the Dutch
East Indies, though the succession
of bombing attacks on the air and
naval base of Amboina may be a
hint of another Japanese move to
come,

The isiand had its third succes-
sive air attack yesterday (Satur-
day), by 16 bombers, but the Dutch
reported the planes had to fly high
and their bombs caused neo ap-
preciable damage.

The latest Japanese thrust into
southern Burma had the look of a
small-scale operation. The British
said only some 250 Japanese troops
were involved, and that the British
position was “developing favorably.”

tween February 17, 1897 and De-
cember 31, 1921,

General J. Watt Page, state selec-
tive service director, announced to-
day that additional assistance will
be required in some of the more
densely populated sections, and the
such local boards were authorized
to call for sufficient volunteer regis-
trars to handle the registration.
Voluteer registrars, he said, will
serve without pay and be required
to attend instruction classes cen-
dueted by local boards several days
prior to registration.

In metropolitarr areas, a special
registration place will be arranged
for transients. In establishments of
substantial size, registration booths
will be provided to prevent loss of
time from important tasks.

In the port cities of Corpus Chris-
ti, Houston, Beaumont, Port Arthur,
Orange, and Galveston, special reg-
istration places will be set up at
or near the docks so that seamen
will not lose time in seeking a
place to register.

“We are anxious that this war-
time registratiofi be conducted with-
out interference with any produc-
tion, and those arrangements are
intended for the benefit of the na-
tion #s well as the worker,” Gen-
eral Page said.

Names Can Be Published

The war department has revised
its decision not to allow public post-
ing of names of men about to be

inducted, and also concerning the
release of these names to news-
papers.

No list of men about to be in-
ducted in Gray, however, was avail-
able yesterday at the county board’s
office, as the official list has not
yet been compiled.

Chost
urchill On

Arrival Home

(By The Associated Press)

LONDON, Jan. 17 — Winston
Chourchill came safely home by
flying boat today from his histeric
trip to the mew world, and the
bappy cries of “good Old Winnie”
which welcomed him subdued, for
the moment at ieast, British re-
crimination over Singapore’s
plight,

It was apparent that the Prime
Minister would lose no time in mov-
ing to assuage the distress of both
nation and Parliament over the
humiliating defeats in Malaya. Most
of the newspapers looked for some
sortt of a cabinet reconstruction,
but -their speculation as to its na-
ture was very vague. Major govern-
ment changes are not now antici-
pated.

Certainly - there was no sign
uneasiness in the jovous scene at
London's grimy old Paddington sta-
tion when Churchill and his en-
tourage arrived by train from Ply-
mouth, the terminus of his flight,
in an American-made flying boat,
from Bermuda.

Week-ending travelers ‘at once
spotted Churchill’'s familiar reefer
jacket and nautical cap and de-
scended upon him with un-British
abandon. The official welcoming
party had to form a bodyguard to
clear a path through the cheering
crowd, and black hats went flying
from ministerial heads in the cheery
jostling.

Mrs. Churchill had hurried in
from the England-Scotland football
match at Wembley to greet her hus-
hand. The 60,000 in the stadium
roared a mighty cheer when she
told them, over the loudspeaker
system: “My husband arrived this
morning in Plymouth . I have
not seen him and I know you will
forgive me if I go to him.”

With Churchill on the transat-
lantic trip were Lord Beaverbrook,
his minister of supply; Admiral of
the Fleet Sir Dudley Pound; Air
Chief Marshal Sir Charles Portal
and Sir Charles Wilson, the phys-
ician. They flew from the western
