Reconnaissance
Corps Established

Feb. 5 (AP)—The or-
ganization of a tough, hard-hitting
reconnaissance corps—the newest of
the British army's task forces—was
disclosed today in an official an-
rouncement which said the units
have a “scale of armaments and de-
gree of mechanization unprecedent-
ed in military history.”

The reconnais-
sance man wants information first
but, if necessary, is armed and
ready for decisive operations.

One reconnaissance battalion is
being asslgm'd to each infantry di-
vision and “if possible the battalion
will probe the enemy lines by cun-
ning and stealth,” said the official
source.

“But if it has to fight for its facts,
then it can turn on such a blast of
fire that no battalion ever possessed
before.”

Leppert, who returned to America
on a freighter, said he obtained the
story from an American and a
British enginecer who he said claim -
ed to have seen the portable re-
fineries. The two had been taken
prisoners and later released by the
Nazis, he said

According to Leppert, no refining
facilities exist in the Iraq oil fields,
the crude being pumped directly to
Palestine. His informants told him
that they had seen Nazi airmen
operate portable equipment in the
field and obtain gasoline for their
planes.

“While such a development would
indeed be nqvel, it is entirely feasible
to believe that such a device could
be used,” said Capt. Max F. Muel-
ler, post ordnance officer and en-
gineer. “I have never heard of such
a refining unit before, but so many
changes have taken place in such
equipment in the past five years
that it isn’'t impossible.”

Hitler Dream
Forever Gone,
Says Kalinin

(By The Associated Press)

Russia’s President Michael Ka-
linin proclaimed today that “the
hour is near when all of the oc-
cupied (Soviet) republics will re-
turn to the family” of the U. S.
S. R. and declared that the Red
armics now are approaching the
borders of White Russia, Latvia,
Estonia, and Lithuania.

“The Germans never will recap-
ture from the Red army the ini-
iative which has been gained,” Ka-
linin said, adding that Soviet troops
had thrown the invaders back 175
miles in some sectors.

If you are between 20 and 44 and
are a member of a selective service
board, your appointment will not be
ended because of your age, even
though the age range of 20 to 44 is
covered in the third R-day, Febru-
ary 16.

This fhformation was contained in
a press release, dated January 30,
received here Wednesday by the
‘Gray County Selective Service board,
from Gener..l J. Watt Page, Austin,
state director of selective service.

Present personnel are asked to
stay at thelr posts. Those affected
will not be embarrassed by having
to act personally on their own cases.
In these instances the state direc-
tor will be notified, who will desig-
nate another local board to classify
such registrants.

Hereafter, however, persons who
have not attained their 45th birth-
day will not be recommended for
appointment on local boards, ap-
peal boards or as government appeal
agents, except that consideration
will be given to the appointment of
& person who is Jess than 45 years
old where it is obvious that he is
not qualified for military service.

Construction Men
Needed By Navy

Lieutenant W. B. Cranston, officer
in charge of the Dallas navy re-
cruiting station, said today: *“The
navy needs construction men of all
types. They will be enlisted in the
naval reserve construction regiment
and will serve on active duty for
the duration of the emergency.”

These construction regiments will
serve in close contact with private
contractors now engaged in building
naval bases in the Atlantic and the
Pacific oceans. Beginning pay for
those enlisted will range from $36.00
to $99.00 per month, depending on
individual qualmcauons Board,
lodging, medical and dental atten-
tion, ete., will be furnished, An ad-
ditional allowance of $1.15 per day
will be paid those who qualify for
pay rating of $72.00, or better, and
have dependents.

Enlistment ages are from 17 to 50
years.

Applications should be made in
person at the nearest navy recruit-
ing station. Those meeting require-
ments will be told when and where
they will be interviewed by con-
struction officers. There are some
tradesmen that can be rated by in-
terview with navy recruiters at Dal-
las. These are: bakers, boatmen,
boatswains, cooks, gunner’s mates,
hospital attendants, laborers, mess
attendants, pharmacists, sailmakers,
stewards, and launchmen. If quali-
fied these men will be given ratings
that will pay from $36.00 to $84.00
per month.

Men considered qualified by re-
cruiters at sub-stations will be sent
to the main station Dallas, Texas,
for interview and enlistment. Upon
enlistment the men will be given
leave and sent home to await or-
ders. The U. 8. Navy recruiting sta-
tions in the north half of Texas are
located in Abilene, Amarillo, Big
Spring, Dallas, Fott Worth, Long-
view, Lubbock, Paris, San Angelo,
Waco and Wichita Falls,

members of the Pampa Rotary club
at its regular weekly luncheon at
noon Wednesday, at the Scheinder
hotel.

The speech by Rev. Lewis was in
conjuction with the instruction of
the president of Rotary Interna-
tional that all Rotary clubs observe
& “China Day” in their programs,
dedicated to a true appreciation
of the valor of the Chinese and of
American friendship toward that
republic.

In commenting on the Chinese
appreciation of culture, Rev. Lewis

“We may think we are more cul-

tured because we ride in automo-|

blles. Does it mean that a man
who rides is more .cultured than a
man who walks?”

*He then explained thatsimply be-

cause America has more modern ma- |
Ameri- |

chinery it does not mean
cans are more cultured

Explaining this point, Rev. Lewis
sald the Chinese preferred to go
ahead in their own way, not using
machinery that would eliminate
hand labor and thereby throw thou-
sands out of employment.

Labor unions in China are high-
ly advanced and operate under a
bighly ethical code. For
the speaker cited this case:

“If I hire a carpenter for a job,

she does it, and later I need a car-

penter again, whom do I hire? Why
I hire the same man. Otherwise it
would mean
work was unsatisfactory,
would lose face.

“On the other hand, the man I
hire is my man and has to work
for me. He can’t quit during the
rice season and work in the rice
harvest, even though the wages are
higher. If he does I can have him
put in prison, hire another man to
do the job, and have the first
man pay the wages of the second.”

“Ever-Normal Granary”

Sometimes employers have to pay
a Chinese worker two wages. How-

Pay
begins at $99.00 per month, plus
lodging, board, medical and dental
attention, first uniform and an ad-
ditional $1.15 a day for those that
have dependents.

DO I HATR LABOR UNIONBS?Y

A reader contends that fhnte labor unions. He
evidently draws that conclusion because I re-
peatedly point out how they exploit most work-
ing men. b

Another probable rca.s«!m is because he himself
hates people he naturally thinks all other people
hate,

No, I certainly do not hate labor unions, nor
even the men at the head of them. I do not hate
anybody. But I do sincerely belicve that -union
labor leaders either ‘are exceedingly stupid or
they are willful exploiters of their fellowmen. I
am sure they are not getting much real happi-
ness out of life in either case. I disapprove of
the acts of these labor leaders because I am
convinced that they will cause untold poverty and
misery if their tactics increase or even con-
tinue. I believe it will eventually lead to complete
loss of what liberties we have left and we will
come, eventudlly, to be governed by a dictator.

It is for this reason that I might appear to
some, who have not thought the serious conse-
quences through, to be unduly hestile toward
iabor unions.

Labor’s Interest My Interest

The same reader contends
for the welfare of the nation’s organized workers.

My self-interest alone, without any altruism,
would cause me to be interested in the workers
—organized or unorganized. Self-interest would
cause me to want all workers to get the highest
possible reward for their labor. My self-interest
would cause me to want all laborers to learn
to be efficient so they could have large rewards.
My reasons tells me that if labor is not efficient
and rewarded, my own welfare will be lowered.
If workers were not able to earn anything above
mere food and shelter, they could not buy the
paper and the advertised .goods. So any rational
person, who is in business selling to the pcople
at large, is naturally interested in the welfare
of the workers. He knows that his prosperity and
his success depend absolutely upon the progress
and success of the working people. »

What Unionists Fail to See

Every worker I have talked to
will admit he could get no wages at all if no
other worker worked and produced. Yet they fail
to see that to the degree other workers are pre-
vented from working or are retarded in produc-
ing what society needs, are their real wages re-
duced. I, however, see this, so I believe labor
unions instead of raising wage levels lower them.
This I know cuts my income. So my self interest
to see workers constantly get

union ever

makes me want
better wages. It means better wages or rewards
for me,

It is, therefore, Irrational to contend that I
am not interested in the welfare of the workers.
It is irrational to contend that I hate labor unions.
Hating a person never does anyone any good and
does a lot of harm to the man doing the hating,

I am for any labor union that makes it pos-
sible for all workers to produce more and thus
earn more. I am against any acts ‘of labor unions
that interfere with this objective; and I am
sorry to say that arbitrary price fixing of wages
by labor unions and interference with the right
of binding contracts seems to be the primary way
modern Jabor unions try to operate.

The Interstate Commerce commission in a re-
cent report has revealed the extent to which we
are dependent upon automobiles.

It cannot cut off the sup-
ply of new cars without making it impossible for
many persons to carry on their regular pursuits
A plain, small, low priced automobile is a ne-
cessity.

New’' Weapon

BERN, Switzerland, Feb. 5 (#)
Engineers and technicians of a
world which now is devoting almost
all its energies to war are fighting
feverish battles in laboratory and
shop in preparation for the third

summer of struggle.

While American industry is gear-
ing itself to produce enormous parks
of tanks, planes and jeep -cars,
Italians today were praising a new
tank which they said had proved a
major support for Axis troops in
their new Libyan push.

They say it is light weight, armed
with a cannon of big caliber par-
ticularly adapted to desert warfare
because it permits combat at greater
range than British tanks and be-
cause it presents a poor target for
counter fire.

While praising their own weapons,
the Italians noted that the Russians
are using many “secret arms” in-
cluding a “P43” tank of great ton-
nage with an armor which seemed
to “defy any shell.” |

German anti-tank fire had been |
unable to halt these tanks, and the
only ceértgin way to combat them
was to send in suicide volunteers
with gasoline bottles or grenades
to bum or blow them up, one Italian
dispatch sald.
