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Jack Hinds Leases
Stables At Park

Leasing of the stables, barns, cor-
rals, at Recreation park by the city
to J. D. (Jack) Hinds, 510 Scott,
was approved by the city commis-
sion at its regular meeting this fore-
noon.

On the Russian war front, Adolf
Hitler's field headquarters ascerted
that the Nazis had beaten off at-
tacks by “strong enemy forces” and
declared that “several offensive
operations by German troops for
the improvement of their own posi-
tions were carried out.”

With signs of Hitler's long-
awaited grand offensive still miss-
ing, German newspapers took a
grimmer tone and exhorted Ger-
man war workers to speed up pro-
duction for “a last gigantic strug-
gle.”

The Berliner Boersenzietung com-
mented darkly:

“This war demands ever-growing
sacrifices in blood and health.
Private life no longer exists in Ger-
many.”

A bulletin from Red army head-
quarters said Russian troops “wag-
ed offensive battles on several sec-
tors of the front and improved
their positions,” and dispatches im-

plied that the Soviet armies had
seized the initiative to break the
muddy spring stalemate.

Defenders of long-besieged Len-
ingrad were pictured as striking
savagely at the Germans, a com-
munique reporting that yesterday’s
assaults left “eleven hundred ene-
my dead on the field of battle.”

Most of the changes will be in the
nature of wartime modification of
state laws handicapping the war ef- |
fort. The changes will be effected
in several ways. There will be some
emergency agreements to suspend |
enforcement of laws, where such al- |
ternative rests with the state attor-
neys general. There will be some ex-
ercise of wartime emergency powers
granted to state governors, giving
them authority to suspend state
laws interfering with the war effort.
The majority of the modifications
will come only after action by the
state legislatures. Forty-three of the
state legislatures meet regularly in
1943, five having met this year, but |
a number have held special sessions
to enact emergency war measures
Other special sessions may be called
during the remainder of 1942 to
enact relief laws or to amend exist-
ing codes. It may therefore be six|
months or a year before many of |
these changes can be made, but|
taken together they will unquestion-
ably provide a sweeping change of
state and local laws.

The nature of the changes needed
is extremely varied. Most publicity |
has been given to interstate trade |
barriers, hampering the free move-
ment of war goods across state lines. |
Enactment of uniform limits on|

needed, or at least upward revision |
in states having sub-standard limi- |
tations.
