GALVESTON, May 23 (#—The
secrecy shrouding University of
Texas regents’ asserted show-down
inguiry into the dissension-em-
broiled medical branch lifted mo-
mentarily today when the board
declared removal of the school to
another location was not an issue.

At a press interview,
asserted it would be premature to
express an .opinion regarding
dismissal or retention of Dean John
W. Spies, center of a months-long
controversy, or other members of

the faculty, some of whom have op-

posed the dean’s policies

The hoard made it plain that it
was not considering a new location
for the medical branch since the
school was placed in Galveston by
virtue of an amendment to the con-
stitution.

Members said they
cussed vesting more
University President Homer P. Rai-
ney or Spies, the latter of whom
“recently complained he lacked suf-
ficient power to deal with elements
assertedly causing conditions which
have kept the state institution in a
state of recurrent turmoil

“It is the intention of the board
to call all the available witnesse
and develop all the testimony in re-
gard to the controversy at Galves-
ton,” ,the board stated
“and after we have arrived at a def-
inite conclusion, a formal statement
will be issued to the public.”

The regents reiterated their in-
tention to complete the investiga-
tion at the current meeting and dis-
closed, informally, it probably would
consume several days.

This, the figure approved by the
senate, is exactly double the $21 a
month now paid army privates nnd
navy seamen when they first enter |

While the house voted for a $50
minimum, Chairman May (D-Ky.)
of the house military committee said
he expected the joint committee’s
decision to win house approval

Both the senate and house must
ratify the committee’s action. If
President Roosevelt then signed the
legislation, the pay boost would be-
come effective one month later

Legislators said they were uncer-
tain whether the raise would apply
to the Women’'s Army Auxiliary
corps

In addition to increasing the pay
of enlisted men, the measure would
boost the base pay of second lieu-
tenants in the army and marine
corps and ensigns in the navy from
$1,500 to $1,800 annually.

Rental and subsistance allowanc-
es for all officers also would be up-

Russians Leave
Peninsula To
Nazi Invaders

Russian troops have withdrawn
from the Kerch peninsula in the
eastern Crimea after fighting

Moscow announced today, and on

the Kharkov front a million men

continued a bloody battle for the
initiative, the Germans throwing
strong tank forces into the fray.
| A Russian communique said the
wx(h(ll'l\\ul had been accomplished

“in full order” .and that both troops
and equipment were evacuated,
{With their occupation of the penine
sula, the Germans were separated
from the Caucasian lands which
they covet only by the narrow
straits of Kerch

The German triumph left the
|long-besieged garrison at Sevasto-
|pol the only Russian defenders in
the Crimea, and Sevastopol {itself
was being subjected to increased
pressure. The  Russians made no
|mention of losses on the Kerch
peninsula. Several days ago the
|German high command claimed that
{169,198 prisoners had been taken
there.

The Russian armies battling at
the gates of Kharkov consolida-
ted new positions in the face of
heavy tank and infantry coun-
ter-attacks and broke up a new
counter-attack, the midnight
communique said.

| The Germans claimed to have re-
|gained the initiative at Kharkov,
and although the Russians denied
this, the communique indicated
(that the tremendous battle was &
give-and-take proposition with the
final outcome still in the balance.

The scens was one of wild con-
fusion with each side hurling all
the armaments of their arsenal
into a campaign of bloody and
stubborn attrition. Whatever the
outcome of the battle—and it was
one of the world's greatest—the
fact emerged that Marshal Sem-
eon Timoshenko's bold attack
had at least upset the German
dream of an easy spring drive into
the oil-rich Caucasus.

Elsewhere in the world at war,
action was limited. The Chinese,
who said they killed perhaps 12,500
Japanese who landed on Chuanshih
island at the mouth of the Min rive-
er in Fukien province, withdrew to
designated positions. In other sece
tions of vast China, the Japanese
fought inconclusively to extend
their conquests of five years.

It was a strange, thrilling sen-
sation to sit there and listen by
radio to our fliers as they dealt
death and destruction to the en-
emy.

over the management of your
standard of living for the dura-
tion.

In peace times this would be

known as Socialism or Communism,
In Europe it would be known as
life under a dictatorship. The
short and ugly name for it under
a democracy is war.

If you are accustomed to worry-
ing about your standard of living
the way you worry about your hips
or waistline, your falling hair, teeth
and arches or your hardening ar-
teries, you should decide whether
you like it or not. If you discover
that vou can take a government
standard of living all right, when
comes revolution after the war is
over, you'll be that much more con-
tent.

What does
posted standard of living do
you?

The responsibilities of your gov-
ernment in managing your standard
of living, rationing your goods and
writing your tax bills, are primarily
three:

1. The supply of civilian goods
available for distribution among
the people must be equitably ap-
portioned.

PRESERVE WIRE SCREENS

Six Million Visitors In "4l

-1 The vast vacation playgrounds of

Arkansas are playing to near-ca-
pacity crowds this spring despite the
various conservation policies made
necessary by the war, Governor
Homer M. Adkins announced this
week,

Hot Springs National park in the
Ouachita mountains, greatest vaca-
tion attraction in the state, has
been thronged with visitors from
throughout the South and Midwest
during May. Reports from the state’s
two national forests, eight ' state
parks and the scores of other va-
cation areas likewise indicate the
flow of visitors has not been dras-
tically curtailed.

In 1941 approximately 6,000,000
out-of-staters - visited Arkansas.
Governor Adkins .was of the opinion
that the near-normal flow of visit-
ors this year was due to the nearness
of the Arkansas playgrounds to half
the population of the nation, a trip
requiring only one day.

About half the visitors this spring
have come by train or bus; the oth-
er half by private automobile. The
latter class of travel is expected to
be reduced during the summer and
fall as tires on civilians’ cars begin
to wear down.

Gasoline rationing, if extended
through the Mid-continent area,
would drastically reduce the flow
of motor-vacationists.

Governor Adkins credited the
huge volume of vacation travel to
Arkansas during the past few years
to the ihtensive development of re-
sort and vacation areas in the West-
ern half of the state.

In this area are two distinctly
different mountain ranges, the
Ozarks to the north, and the Oua-
chitas to the south; Hot Springs Na-
tional park with its great variety of
attractions including the thermal,
radio-active baths; lakes and moun-
tain drives; the Ouachita National
forest and the Ozark National for-
est; the eight splendid state parks;

Ausiralia To Draft

35,000 Men Into Civil

Construction Corps

ALLIED HEADQUARTERS, Aus-
tralia, May 23 (#)—Amid indica-
tions that the Japanese are striving
