Jaycee President
City Swimming 
Pool Water To 
Be Kept Pure

The entire country is facing a 
Shortage of chemicals for use in 
swimming pools. City Manager Steve 
Matthews said today, but he added 
that possibly the shortage would 
not curtail operation of the Pampa 
municipal pool.

Chemicals, Including chlorine, are 
put into the water at regular inter­
vals to purify it. The water is tested 
several times daily by the city health 
department for purity, and if it is 
deficient in any way more chemicals 
must be added.

It has been necessary for one 
swimming pool at Amarillo to close 
on account of the shortage of chem­
icals.

Due to manufacture of war ma­
terials which require use of the 
same chemicals used to purify water, 
the city pool as well as other pools 
in the country have been rationed, 
but the city has been taking its ra­
tion each month and Mr. Matthews 
said that the pool has enough chem­
icals to last a month and that op­
eration of the pool would not be 
affected for weeks to come. It was 
emphasized that the water will be as 
pure as usual, and will be tested 
regularly.

' Nobody ever got a disease out of 
the Pampa pool,” he said. The pool 
will open tomorrow with Coach Os­
car Hinger of the Harvester basket­
ball team as manager. He was man­
ager last year. Life guard will be 
Annabell Lard, expert swimmer.

MIAMI, Fla.. June 3 UP}—All 83 
crewmen and eight passengers, in­
cluding three women and a four- 
year-old boy. escaped death when 
torpedoes sank a United States mer­
chant vessel and a British merchant 
ship in the Caribbean sea early last 
month.

The U. S. ship, carrying the eight 
passengers and a crew of 38, went 
down off a large West Indian Island 
May 6 T h e  British vessel, with a 
crew of 45. was sunk in another part 
of the Caribbean May 9. The navy 
announced the attacks today.

Peacetime 
Allocations 
Sharply Cut

WASHINGTON, June 3 U P  —  
T h e  House Appropriations com­
mittee approved today a $1,058,- 
451,660 bill for the labor depart­
ment, the social security board 
and related agencies after elim­
inating a $75,818,000 fund for the 
civilian conservation corps. 
Chairman Cannon (D-Mo.i of the 

committee said the members voted 
15 to 12 to end the CCC program 
on a motion by Rep Engel (R- 
M irh ).

Rep. Hare (D-S.C.I. chairman of 
the subcommittee which prepared 
the bill, said the committee mem­
bers “ apparently believed that the 
CCC was no longer necessary."

The $75,818.000 which had been 
in the bill for tfce CCC itself was 
a stepdown of ¿.71,142,000 from the 
1942 allotment. T h e r e  were 1,200 
camps at the beginning of the pres­
ent fiscal year and the reduced ap­
propriation was to have trimmed 
this number to 350 

J. J. McElntee, CC director, insist­
ed in testimony that the corps was 
necessary for work at army can­
tonments and for forest fire fight­
ing, and argued that a "working 
organization" should be maintained 
for after the war.

British Open Up 
Desert Offensive

Britain’s desert armies lashed out on the offensive 
with a 30-mile thrust against the Axis in North Africa 
today while RAF bombers, perhaps 400 strong, battered 
the great German war foundries city of Essen for the sec­
ond time in 24 hours.

Huge fires were said to have been left raging in the 
city of 660,000 population.

In London, a spokesman said the objectives of the 
terrific assaults on Cologne and the Ruhr had already 
been substantially achieved and declared that a total of 
30,000 RAF planes bombing Germany each month was 
“ not a fantastic figure.”

"W e will repeat the dose and the dose will get big­
ger,” the spokesman said.

London military quarters ac­
knowledged that Axis troops had 
mopped up British forces in a 9- 
mile sector of the 50-mile British 
defense line in Libya, but declared 
the Axis supply line was seriously 
endangered by a thrust to Rotunda 
Segnali.

Rotunda Segnali, a major Axis 
base, lies 30 miles west of the ad­
vanced Axis positions.

Front-line dispatches said the 
Germans had now established a new 
alignment after withdrawing west­
ward from a violent tank battle at 
Knightsbridge, 25 miles southwest of 
Tobruk

These experts declared that the 
flaming havoc visited by the RAF 
on Cologne, Essen, Rostock and Lue- 
beck were only the prelude to a 
campaign of strategic bombing

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Two Rubber Plants 
Slated For Houston

HOUSTON, June 3. (A P )—The
Humble Oil & Refining company 
announced today that two plants, 
one to make synthetic rubber and 
the other to supply a basic ingredi­
ent, would be built in the Houston 
area at a total Investment of about 
$43.000.000.

The government will build the 
plants at a cast of $16.000,000 each 
and lease them to Humble for 
operation. A portion of the total 
investment will be made by Hum­
ble in Its refinery for ,the produc­
tion of raw materials used in manu­
facturing butyl rubber, the an­
nouncement stated.

The exact location of the plant 
was termed restricted military in­
formation.

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Slinging Indictment Oi O'Daniel's 
Isolationism Delivered By Allred

W ICHITA FALLS. June 3 (AV- 

James V. Allred opened his cam­
paign for the senate last nlrht 
with a promise to the Texas elec­
torate “ to explode the myth that 
W. Lee O'Daniel can not be de­
feated” by citing additional chap­
ters from the junior senator's 
record:
‘ The Book of O ’Daniel '’
Chapter one he titled "O'Daniel 

the Isolationist”  and after sharply 
criticizing his opponent’s vote 
against extension of the selective 
service act, he departed from the 
text of a radio address to avert:

" I f  three more votes in each 
county had been cast against O ’Dan­
iel in the last election he would 
have been beaten even with a long
count.

“They're telling us that the peo­
ple are not interested in the elec­
tion, but don’t forget, we're electing 
a war senator. We can, with 50 
people working at it In each county, 
explode the myth that W. Lee O’Dan­
iel can not be defeated. That’s the 
myth Hitler used before conquering 
each subjected nation."

On the North African front, Brit­
ish headquarters reported that Gen. 
Sir Claude Auchinleck’s armies, 
suddenly taking the offensive, had
driven through a swirling sandstorm 
to capture an Axis strong point 30 

j miles west of the main British posi­
tions.

The captured point was Rotunda 
Segnali, a key Axis supply base 44 
miles west of the former main bat­
tle sector of Knightsbridge.

A British communique said a con­
siderable part of the fighting yes­
terday had shifted west of Knights­
bridge. indicating that Field Mar­
shal Erwin Rommel’s African corps 
was slowly being driven back, and 
that Rommel's dream of a lightning 
drive toward Egypt and the Suez 
canal had been shattered.

So far, dispatches said, Rommel's 
campaign has been a costly failure, 
with half of his armored forces al­
ready knocked out of action.

British headquarters declared an 
Axis attack on Bir El Hacheim, the 
"Well of Wisdom" oasis 60 miles 
southwest of Tubruk, had failed, and 
added:

"Our columns are actively harass­
ing enemy lines of supply from the
west.”

Led by hundreds of tanks, includ­
ing American-built 58-ton "Gen­
eral Grant" land cruisers. British 
troops were said to have gained tac­
tical mastery of the desert battle- 

I field, while RAF planes dominated 
the skies.

All the Nazis could show for the 
nine-day-old offensive, British dis­
patches said, were two gaps cut in 
Britain’s 50-mile defense line ex­
tending inland from the Mediterran­
ean sea coast to Bir El Hacheim.

The British command acknowledg­
ed that Axis forces had succeeded 
in "occupying an area between gaps 
in our minefield." But It was not 
Immediately clear whether this had 
any major significance. Rommel was 
said to be using the gaps for escape 
hatches

Premier Mussolini’s high com­
mand said more than 3,000 British 
prisoners had been captured fn 
the El Ualeb fighting zone, 40 
miles southwest of Tobruk, just be­
hind the gaps.
Informed London quarters said the 

new attack on Essen was lighter 
than Monday’s four-figure assault, 
but the roar of the big bombers 
returning to England before dawn 
could be heard for more than an 
hour.

German raiders touched off Lon- 
don’t first night alarm in seven 
months as two Nazi planes scatter­
ed a few Incendiaries in the sub­
urbs. Other German aircraft at­
tacked points in southeast England, 
losing four planes.

By daylight, the British round- 
the-clock, offensive continued, with 
RAF bombers and fighters once 
more streaking across the Dover 
straight toward German-occupied 
territory.

An air ministry communique said 
great fires were left raging in the 
follow-up attack on Essen, and that 
other RAF planes bombed the docks 
at Dieppe and laid mines in enemy 
waters.

While it was emphasized that 
the RAF struck in force, an author­
itative statement said “ the scale 
of operations was not comparable 
with that of the previous night.”

“A good deal of smoke and ground 
haze made observation difficult, 
but the weather was good and the 
results are believed to be satisfac­
tory," the statement said.

With daylight, the British round- 
the-clock air assault continued and 
RAF fighters and bombers swarmed 
across the Dover strait toward 
German-occupied territory.

The air ministry news service said 
night fighters and bombers, which 
have run interference for the new- 
scale British night forays, again 
took up the offensive last night 
with raids on airbases, factories, 
railway lines and army units from 
Holland to Britanny.

Allotment Bill 
Passage Pressed

WASHINGTON. June 3 U P — As­
serting “ the time has now come 
when many men with dependents 
must of necessity assume the re­
sponsibility of defending their 
country," the House Military com­
mittee pressed for passage today of 
legislation making financial allow­
ances for families of fighting men.

Chairman May (D-Ky > said he 
hoped to win house approval by 
nightfall of a bill under which 
service men with dependents would 
allot part of their pay to depend 
ents and the government would 
make supplementary payments.

m  urging passage of the dm 
ure, th e  committee emphasised it 
did aot intend to give local draft 
boards the impression that estab­
lished families should be “indis­
criminately uprooted and torn from 
their mooring solely because o f the 
fact that their financial needs have 
been taken care of.

Navy Will Be 
Doubled In 
New Program

WASHINGTON, June 3 UP — 
An $8,300,000,000 measure author­
izing construction of approximate­
ly 500 fighting ships—a gigantic 
program which would come close 
to doubling the size of the United 
States fleet—was drafted today by 
Chairman Vinson (D-Ga.) of the 
house naval committee.
Vinson said that he would intro­

duce the bill, calling for the largest 
naval construction program ever 
authorized at one time, today, and 
said that "the two-ocean navy prob­
ably would be .finished in the next 
24 months ."

The bill .would call for 500,000 tons 
of aircraft carriers, 500,000 tons of 
cruisers of both the light and heavy 
type, 900,000 tons of destroyer escort 
vessels, and 800 small vessels for 
patrol work, minelaying and tending 
duty.

The new ships would be in ad­
dition to those already authorised 
(or construction. In its last official 
disclosure of strength in October 
of last year, the navy reported 348 
fighting ships in service and 347 
building.

The house appropriations com­
mittee sent to the floor a supple­
mental navy, marine corps and coast 
guard supply bill calling for $654,- 
999,740 in direci appropriations and 
$1,037,500,000 in contract authoriza­
tion, of which $887,500,000 was ear­
marked for submarine construction.

Just how many submersible« this 
would provide for has never been 
disclosed officially, but semi-of­
ficial estimates were that it would 
add upwards of 100 long-range un­
dersea raiders to the fleet.

To be added to the new bill as 
an amendment on the floor, said 
Chairman Vinson (D-Oa.) of the 
naval cc unittee, was another con­
tract «utDOiizatlon for «1,115,000,000 
for construction of 500,000 tons o f 
auxiliary naval vessels.

I f  passed the bill would boost to 
approximately $163,000,000,000 the

Washable Corduroy
You can get really excellent re­

sults laundering washable cordu­
roy at home if you follow some 
simple, reliable directions. First, 
of course, be sure that the cordu­
roy is labeled “washable.” Make 
a rich suds of very mild soap- 
flakes and lukewarm water. Wash 
the garment quickly, taking care 
not to rub or twist. Rinse thor­
oughly in clear, lukewarm water 
and dry inside at room tempera­
ture or outdoors in the shade. Di­
rect sunlight or intense artificial 
heat should be taboo. Better not 
hang by clothes pins, either; they’ll 
mark the pile. Corduroy needs no 
pressing ; simply brush briskly when 
dry.

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Texas Wells 
Violate OPC 
Oil Standards

AUSTIN, June 3 (A*)—Texas, the 
nation’s top crude oil producing 
•tate. today was letting It’s 99.000- 
odd wells flow at the rate of about 
1,186,299 barrels dally despite an 
Office of Petroleum Coordinator 
recommendation that production be 
held to 1,068,600 barrels a day In 
June.

The flow was aiithorized by a 
majority o f the railroad commis­
sion for the first 15 days of the 
month, pending continuation of 
negotiations for a larger OPC cer­
tifications.

The outcome of the conferences, 
initiated by Commissioner Jerry 
Sadler, was thrown into doubt with 
the sudden resignation yesterday 
Of Sadler who has applied for army 
enlistment.

Sadler has been joined by Com­
missioner oiln  Culberson in writ­
ing production orders in excess of 
OPC standards.

Ufaairman Ernest O. Thompson 
of the three-member state regula­
tory agency has not signed recent 
proration orders authorizing allow­
ables greater than those urged by 
the OPC.

A general view of the Texas sit­
uation was that upon the selection 
of a successor to Sadler hinged the 
course of railroad commission poli­
cy and its effect upon the gigantic 
oil Industry in Texas.

In recent months Sadler and Cul­
berson have dominated commission 
decisions. They insisted on a Texas 
allowable larger than OPC esti­
mates on grounds a smaller per­
missive would not file firm de­
mands sworn to be purchasers 
under oath.

Thompson’s attitude has been 
that operators would not go broke 
under the OPC estimate of oil 
needs and that an all-out effort 
should be made to build pipelines 
and waterways to overcome trans­
portation shortages and thus put 
the industry on a firmer basis.

A shortage of housing and an 
Increasing need of certain types 
of labor mark the construction of 
the Cactus Manufacturing plant 
at Dumas.

Military secrecy prohibits reveal­
ing the nature of the plant but 
the persons employed there are 
satisfied in knowing they are mak­
ing one of the most vital products 
in the world for their country.

The.p lant is now Just In the 
construction stage. Por this rea­
son workers are needed and need­
ed urgently, according to C. R. 
Griffin, resident engineer.

Craftsmen, laborers, construc­
tion workers, technical a n d  me­
chanical workers, foundation men. 
and others are sought to complete 
the construction on schedule of 
this vital cog In our war plans.

All seeking employment should 
apply to the U. S. Employment serv­
ice at Etter. They should make 
application with a fervent deter­
mination to see It through and ac­
cept standards of living their fel­
low employes are liking.

Those wanting work should ap­
ply at Etter after Monday. Opera­
tion helpers will be called this fall.

Transportation Scheduled
Transportation from Dumas to 

and from the plant 4s being worked 
out satisfactorily this week, with 
regular 20-minute schedules in e f­
fect.
.Here are a few of the type men 

needed now: Operations crews, 
clerical workers — men and women 
—will be asked for some time later.

These are the wants of the en­
gineer:

Laborers, concrete men, cement 
finishers, welders, welder helpers, 
steel reinforcers, carpenters, roof­
ers, blacksmiths, steam and pipe­
fitters, helpers, truck drivers, elec­
tricians and linemen, cable splicers, 
electrical helpers, millwrights, 
sheetmetal workers, boilermakers, 
machinists, bricklayers and masons, 
civil engineers, plumbers, painters, 
clerks (receiving, time, etc.), time­
keepers, and material checkers.

First employes of the plant moved 
to Dumas April 30. Ground at the 
plant site was broken May 2. Wa­
ter supplies were completed and 
now the administration building is 
ready for occupancy. Offices will be 
moved from the Moore county court 
house to the building this week-end, 
some 10 days before schedule.

Behind that advance preparation 
and completion is the story of the 
superintendent of construction. His 
son has been captured by enemy 
forces and his men are working 
w i t h  a vengeance. Each day he 
gives the construction workers a 
pep talk.

Housing Lack Not New
The workers are riled and they 

work with a passion. This captured 
son is but one of five boys from 
the county either captured or 
killed and each nail driven is In 
memory of those home-town boys.

Dumas’ lack of housing is not 
new. There was a shortage there 
before Hitler went on a rampage.

During the past few years a 
number of attractive new homes 
have been constructed here but 
they were built for owner-occu­
pants who could qualify for FHA 
loans. The great bulk of residents 
had to depend on rent houses, 
tourist camps, and any available 
apartments.

Such facilities have been limited 
and as a result “shacks" and trailer 
camps have been homes for many 
years.

Last year the federal government, 
recognizing the shortage of houses 
for workers engaged in zinc smelt­
ing, a vital war metal, authorized a 
housing project of 100 four- and 
five-room dwellings.

The Coronado houses—a s th e  
project was known—lifted the hous­
ing standard of Dumas and solved 
the problem until the war was de­
clared.

Today, the situation is that there 
are a few bedrooms that can be 
rented and by making reservations 
ahead of time there Is a possibility 
that you can get a room at a local 
hotel.

No Rent “Ganging"
Every now and then there Is a 

small apartment available, but the 
more desirable ones are already
taken.

"Doubling up” In bedrooms is the 
accepted practice. Single men share 
rooms and any girl employ who gets 
a private bedroom soon has an­
other stenographer as her room­
mate.

Dumas has been declared a rent 
control area by the federal govern­
ment but so far there has been no 
complaint of any “rent Jacking."

The housing problem is far from 
being solved. Many of the em­
ployes hired to date were residents 
of Dumas before the project was 
started, and now that the local 
labor supply has been exhausted, 
most of those who will be put to 
work in the future will be coming 
from other areas.

Some of the workers will prob­
ably find some facilities In Sun- 
ray and other nearby towns, as 
some have already done. Because 
of transportation problems — th e  
shortage of tires and the possibili­
ty of gasoline rationing—the work­
ers are being encouraged to find 
quarters as close to the plant as 
possible.

When completed and in opera­
tion, the plant will have a number 
of houses and dormitories on the 
Industry site that will be able to 
take care of the employes.

Only one spot in Dumas is there 
housing space available and the 
fact that it is vacant reflects cred­
itably on Dumas. I t  Is the county 
jail which this past week has been 
without a single prisoner for the 
first time in many years.

Second Front 
Unnecessary, 
Airmen Aver

By JOHN M. HIGHTOWER
WASHINGTON. June 3 VP — 

Enthusiastic American airmen, 
hailing Britain’s massive bombing 
attacks on Germany as a demon­
stration of the true meaning of 
aerial warfare, predicted today 
that the growing might of British - 
American air forces could reduce 
the Nazis to virtual military im­
potence without the opening of a 
second' front on the continent.
The flaming devastation dropped 

on Cologne and Essen, these ex­
perts said, were only the preliminary 
to a campaign of strategical bombing 
which would cripple the German war 
machine without the aid of land 
assaults.

Military men holding more tra­
ditional concepts of warfare did not 
go nearly so far In their appraisal 
of results, although they agreed that 
attainment of some immediate ob­
jectives by the use of air power alone 
was entirely feasible. Mainly, these 
were:

1. Some relief of pressure on the 
Russian front by diverting luftwaffe 
strength to the protection of in­
dustrial cities.

2. Destruction of industrial centers, 
such as the great gun works at Es­
sen and the metal plants at Cologne, 
so as to make it increasingly dif­
ficult for the Nazis to replace their 
front line war machines.

Beyond these objectives, theories 
as to how to conquer Germany are 
split between thocc who claim that 
American and British air power can 
do the whole Job and the more tra­
ditional strategists who see it as 
an undertaking for cooperating air 
and ground forces.
■ T h e  airmen argue that if the Job 
is left to them the ground forces 
need move in against little more 
than nominal resistance. This weak­
ening of the enemy, they say, can 
be achieved by strategical bombing 
which they describe as an entirely 
new method of attack that the Ger­
mans only approached in their as­
sault on England in the fall and 
winter of 1940-41.

As authoritatively described, the 
method works like this:

Suppose it is decided to interrupt 
enemy production of heavy bomb­
ers. Plants in which bomber parts 
are made and assembled are plotted 
and the most vulnerable point in 
the construction process is determin­
ed. Perhaps it is found that only 
four plants make under-carriages. 
These are selected for attack, and 
either damaged or destroyed.

Since bombers cannot fly without 
landing gear the enemy must either 
repair or rebuild the plants before 
his production lines can roll again.

Spy Hired To 
Blow Up Ships, 
Plants, He Says

LOS ANGELES, June 3 VP—M in­
neapolis born Dr. Hans Helmut Groa 
admitted in a purported confession 
read at his federal court trial that
he was employed at $200 a month, 
plus a 20,000-mark bonus, as a 
German li diligence agent with the 
rank of captain.

“Contact John L. Lewis, leader of 
the CIO, and Harry Bridges, Pacific 
coast labor leader, to ascertain their 
attitude on labor problems and their 
political philosophies and to attempt 
to make them useful to Germany, if 
possible.

“Represent the military intel­
ligence of Germany in cooperation 
with the Japanese intelligence d e ­
partment on the west coast.”

But he had no Intention of doing 
any of these things, Dr. Groa said, 
and sent only newspaper clippings 
about strikes, unemployment, and 
airplane construction, information 
such as would be available through 
German newspapers and magazines.

Let no amount of wishful thinking deceive you. 

Next only to shipping, the rubber shortage Is the 
most tragic bottleneck facing this nation today.

In one respect, the rubber situation Is even grim­
mer than the maritime. We are on the way to solv­
ing our shortage of ships. I f  we have not quite 
turned the comer, we are about to, but the alarm­
ing deficiency in rubber remains a major problem.

Our vaunted Industrial capacity depends, more 
than the layman realizes even yet, upon use of the 
automobile, which in turn hinges upon rubber for 
tires.

Take away our tires, Immobilize our automobiles 
and we bring creeping paralysis upon the marvelous 
plant which we have bullded und converted to sup­
ply the anti-Hiller world with armament and muni­
tions.

Rubber Is utterly essential to the task remaining 
before us of destroying the ability of totalitarianism 
to attack democracy.

Yet 97 per cent of the rubber we use came from 
Malaya and the Dutch East Indies, seized by Japan. 
We raise, at home, hardly enough of the gum to 
make a month's supply of hot water bottleB.

The American people stubbornly resist these brutal 
facts, and grab at every item of false hope they can 
find.

Such Items are unfortunately common. There are 
literally scores of potential sources of rubber at home. 
Day after day enthusiasts report that they can ex­
tract rubber from some hitherto unpublicized source.

Sure they can. Anything that can be fermented 
to make alcohol is a potential source of rubber.

But that Is incompetent, immaterial, and Irrelevant, 
to use our favorite legal objection. Petroleum, of 
which we have relatively unlimited supplies, will 
produce synthetic rubber better, quicker, more cheap­
ly  than the alcohol-producing plants. There is no 
problem there.

The difficulty Is one of plant. Presently we are 
making synthetic rubber at the rate of 40,000 tons 
a year. By a supreme effort, the capacity of exist­
ing plants can be tripled to produce 120,000 tons a 
year. The army will gobble that up and still be 
starved.

We have 455,000 tons In the stockpile. This can be 
reused to almost 600,000 tons by dilution with re­
claimed used rubber. That still is less than a year’s 
consumption.

We can and will construct plants to make more 
synthetic, but every such plant diverts steel, man­
power, and other Items needed to build the Immedi­
ate Implements of war.

Let's get wise to the facts of life. »When we wear 
out our present tires, we will stop using our cars. We 
have all there Is. There won't be any more for a 
long time, for civilians.

WHAT IB UNFAIR LABOR PRACTICE t
I t  Is doubtful whether any lawyer or any 

business man can tell what U unfair labor prac­
tice under the Wagner law.

Who would have thought that it would be 
unfair for an employer to tell any o f his men 
that they could come to him directly, I f they 
thought they had a grievance; i f  they were not 
getting enough wages or that their working con- 
ditiona were not as they should be?

The North American Aviation company, which 
the government practically forced into making a 
contract with the CIO, has been told by the 
National Labor Relations Board that a practice 
like the above la unfair labor practice.

Shortly a fter they were forced to sign a con­
tract with the CIO, they posted a bulletin to 
inform the workers that any individual might 
take up any grievance directly with the man­
agement. There were many men who were not 
members of the union working In the plant. The 
CIO complained to the labor board that this was 
unfair labor practice. The labor board sent C. W. 
Wlttemore from Washington to try the company 
on this charge. He ruled that it was unfair labor 
practice.

I f  a worker cannot even ask for more wages, 
cannot even complain to the company without 
going through the union, then he becomes the 
chattel of the labor union. Then, in reality, the 
union, and not the employer, is the judge of 
whether he is worth more than he Is getting or 
more than other people are getting. Then the 
employer is barred from having the worker tell 
him that other employers w ill pay the individual 
employe more. Then the employer is barred 
from  getting information that is necessary for 
him to have in order to be successful i f  the union 
does not pass on the complaint.

This is a shining example o f how impossible 
it is for any one to te ll what unfair labor prac­
tice, under a board appointed by the President, 
really is.

I t  is little wonder that people do not want 
to own stocks in companies or be in business 
when they are at the mercy of politicians and 
labor racketeers who have no conception of how 
wealth is produced and distributed; or, i f  they 
do have a conception, they only think o f keeping 
themselves in power.

There can be little improvement in our wel­
fare, little peace, harmony and prosperity until 
the Wagner law and similar laws, such as the 
Norris-LaGuardia act, the Clayton Amendment to 
**•» Sherman Anti-Trust law. are repealed. A ll 

people should be equally free to pursue happiness 
on the same terms. They should never be subject 
to the whims o f a bare majority.

A ll our progress came from  a few  people see­
ing things in a better light. And this ruling would 
prevent any progress that did not come through 
and receive* the sanction of labor unions,

THESE VERY BUSY LEADERS

Usually the reason socialists, who get positions 
o f leadership In government or emotional, re­
ligious institutions, are always too busy to explain 
their Utopias is that they want to control, 
and be master over their fellowman. They want 
to  control their brothers simply because they have 
no norms or rules o f rightness excepting them­
selves. Thus, everything has to be referred back 
to them for decision. They are, thus, kept very 
busy.

Would not a business executive be extremely 
busy i f  he would not set down any impersonal, 
universal rules by which his" subordinates could 
make decisions? He, thus, would have to make all 
the decisions himself. Naturally, he would be very 
busy. He would never have time to answer ques­
tions about his contradictions.

So, it  is a pretty general rule that the man 
who is always using the alibi that he is too busy 
with his job has no impersonal, universal rules 
o f conduct; that he wants to make a ll the de­
cisions; that he can trust no one else to do thinga 
and make decisions because he w ill set down 
no immutable, impersonal rule as a norm for a 
course o f action. In short, it is evidence, i f  not 
conclusive proof, that he is so busy because he 
is a socialist, a meddler, a  dictator and at heart 
a busy-body.

Behind The 
News In 
Washington

The heat is on from the sugar 

beat growers of the Southwest to 
Import anywhere from 20,000 to
100.000 Mexlcdn »peons to take off 
this year's crop, and thereby hangs 
a tale of woe. H ie  shortage of farm 
labor is given as the excuse for the 
need of this wholesale mass migra­
tion, but the question follows nat- 
urally whether the United States 
would not be making the same mis­
take It made In the last war If it 
permits a new migration of cheap 
Mexican labor.

You'll recall what happened then. 
Mexican labor was imported by the 
tens of thousands. Then the war 
boom collapsed and the Mexicans 
were stranded. Prom 10 to 50 per 
cent were repatriated — no one 
knows for sure just what the fig­
ure is—and the rest went on relief, 
giving the entire Southwest a rural 
alum population that has been noth­
ing short of an international scan­
dal. The aliens couldn’t be hired 
by WPA, so the full relief burden 
fell on local and state governments. 
The Mexican government was an­
gry and has stayed that way. Mex­
ico today is therefore reluctant to 
permit Its citizens to  cross th e  
border to take war jobs In the U 
8., a position strengthened by Mex­
ico's declaration of war on Ger­
many. The Mexicans may decide 
they need an their manpower at 
home and refuse to permit any 
labor migration, which would be a 
good thing for all concerned.

STILL SCREAMING

Early this year, W PA employment 
men went through every agricul­
tural county In the country, ex­
plaining to farmers that all they 
had to do was make known their 
requirements for farm labor. That 
stopped th e  usual summer com­
plaints t h a t  farmers couldn’t get 
help because everyone preferred to 
work for WPA, but the big em­
ployers of migrant farm labor are 
still screaming.

As far as the sugar beet states 
are concerned, W PA rolls as of 
May 19 were as follows; Illinois 
52,000, Colorado 6,200. New Mexi­
co 6.400, Idaho 2,900, and Southern 
California 13,000. Michigan alone 
seems to have solved Its sugar beet 
problem, by bringing In surplus la­
bor from Texas, which has 46,000 
on WPA,

It  therefore appears that the big 
farm companies employing most ol 
the migrant labor don't lust want 
an adequate labor supply. What 
they want Is a labor surplus so 
that wages can be knocked down 
to the old depression levels. And 
there Is a hope that Mexican peon 
labor, which will work for 20 cents 
an hour, can be imported to keep 
these wages down.

The U. 8. Employment Service 
was recently handed a hoe when 
it was federalized by Presidential 
order and told to do something 
about this threatened farm labor 
shortage, but it got on the job a 
little late. On May 15 the U8E8 
therefore certified to the Immigra­
tion service that unless some of the 
Japanese farm labor force could 
be released. It would be necessary 
to bring Into the country to han­
dle the sugar beet crop 1,000 work­
ers for California, 1,500 for Mon­
tana, and 1500 for Idaho. The buck 

passed to the new War 
Commission, which asked 

th e  l » t «  department U it would

not approach the Mexican govern­
ment on the subject ot furnishing 
these 6,000 workers.
A BIG TEST

TheTolan committee of the house 
ot representatives, investigating na­
tional defense labor migration, has 
held one closed hearing on this 
subject of Mexican labor, the Rt. 
Rev. Msgr. John O’Grady, secre­
tary of the National Conference of 
Catholic Charities, making the prin­
cipal statement. Monslgnor O'Grady 
has been Interested in the welfare 
of the three million Mexicans and 
Spanlsh-Americans of - the South­
west for a number of years. I t  Is 
his studied opinion that there Is 
ample farm labor In the Southwest 
to take o ff all the crops of the 
western states and that further 
Immigration of Mexican labor is 
totally unnecessary.

The Tolan committee, in a pre­
liminary report, has put this whole 
farm labor problem right up to 
the manpower commission and the 
employment service, recommending 
a complete overhauling of the fed­
eral farm placement machinery 
Solving this farm labor problem 
Immediately is the manpower com­
mission's first big test.

“You can't 
frighten me,” she said. “ I  used to 
work for Cecil DeMille!”

The Interview broke up Into a 
discussion of Hollywood and an 
admission by the head Nazi that 
he always had admired DeMille 
and his pictures, which were very 
popular In pre-war Germany.
TOO NAMBY-PAMBY

The actress’ chief criticism of Hol­
lywood's war movies is that they 
don’t make the enemy sufficiently 
fierce and fiendish. As an extreme 
example, Miss Basquette cited 
“Foreign Correspondent," which she 
says was widely praised by the 
pro-German faction of one South 
American country.

Reason for this odd slant was 
that the positions of the hero and 
heavy were reversed according to 
the standards of the customers, 
who didn't understand any too well 
what the picture was about. In 
their opinion, though, Joel McCrea 
seemed a bouncing blunderer while 
Herbert Marshall won their admira­
tion by being so suave, cultured, 
and serenely devoted to his Hit­
lerian Ideology.

Some ZI yean ago the late Gen­

eral Gullo Donhet, one time head 
of Italy’s military aviation, ad­
vanced the theory which has come 
to bear his name—that a nation 
could be forced te surrender in 
48 hours through the systematic 
destruction of its cities by waves 
of enemy bombers. Indeed, he 
rave a hypothetical picture of 
France and Belgium being plowed 
under in two days by a mighty 
German air offensive.
Douhet's Idea was that as city 

after city fell, the morale of the 
population would go to pieces, and 
the government would lose all con­
trol. Said he:

“ I t  will not be long before the 
population, driven solely by an In­
stinct of self-preservation, will de­
mand cessation of hostilities at any 
price.”

The general admitted that In or­
der to effect such destruction it 
wquld be necessary to ignore the 
safety of the civilian population. 
However, he maintained that such 
deaths couldn’t be avoided in mod­
em warfare.

Well, during the frightful months 
of August and September two years 
ago, after the collapse of France, It 
looked as though Hitler was going 
to demonstrate In large degree the 
Douhet theory. Horrible death and 
devastation poured from the clouds 
unjll it seemed that the tortured 
nerves of the people of Britain could 
stand no more. But they turned 
their brave faces to the skies and 
defied the enemy.

I t  seemed that Hitler had shown 
us the limit of bombing possibilities. 
But two years have brought great 
changes, and we now see far more 
powerful air fleets carrying to Ger­
man cities the catastrophe of which 
Douhet dreamed.

A  huge portion of the ancient 
Rhenish city of Cologne lies In ruins, 
and the casualties are said to run 
to big figures. Rhineland residents 
reportedly are seeking safety In 
panicky flight. The neighboring city 
of Essen, with its vast Krupp arma­
ment works, has undergone a similar 
experience, and Hitler’s main source 
of munitions has been given a  ter­
rific blasting.

And this is only the beginning 
of a  systematic destruction of 
German cities, one by one.
To what ends will such striking- 

power carry the Allies? Right hc(-e 
I  think we should regard with re­
serve predictions that the Anglo- 
American air forces can reduce the 
Oermans to Impotence without the 
necessity of opening a second land 
front in western Europe, although 
there's no harm in hoping it may 
come true.

WlU German morale stand this 
new terror? Time alone will teU.

What we do know Is that the Nazi 
chief Is being dealt a fierce and 
perhaps irreparable blow, In the de­
struction of Industries.

I f  the Allies are able to continue 
this great aerial offensive, the Ger­
man armies soon will feel the pinch 
of lack of supplies. Also, a large pro­
portion of Hitler's fighting planes 
(the British say 60 per cent) must 
be held in the western theater to 
protect against these raids, whUe 
his Russian line Is correspondingly 
weakened In the face of a hard 
hitting Red army.

There Is another side to the mat­
ter, though. There are likely to be 
heavy reprisals In kind, and civilian 
populations increasingly wlU be

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Hiller Does 
Noi Get Along 
Wilh Generals

(Editor's N ote : Free and in Amer­
ica after five months’ internment in 
Qermany, Louis P. Lochner. famous 
United States newsman, now is writ­
ing for Wide World and The Pampa 
News stories on Germany's lenders and 
conditions within the country. Here 
he gives you the facts about H itler’s 
relationship with his generals.)

By LOUIS P. LOCHNER
N E W  Y O R K ,  June 3 (Wide 

World)—It’s revolvers down and 
belts oft for any general or field 
marshal who wants to see Adolf 
Hitler at his GHQ in East Prus­
sia, in the Berlin chancellory, or 
anywhere else.
No matter how well an army, 

navy, or airforce leader may know 
der fuehrer, no matter how com­
pletely In his confidence he may 
believe himself to be, the German 
dictator takes no chances.

Hence, before anybody can come 
into his presence, he must park his 
pistol, his military belt, or his 
saber In the anteroom.

T h e  erstwhile corporal o f  th e  
First World Wor loves the game 
of war more than he loves any­
thing else. He wants to out-Na- 
poleon Napoleon.

When In his Reichstag speech 
of April 26 he praised the German 
troops for having accomplished 
during the past winter what the 
forces o f the great Corsican could 
not achieve, he In fact Impliedly 
told the world that he had already 
outstripped Napoleon.

Filled as he is with military am­
bition, he can tolerate no other god 
beside himself. The late Colonel- 
General von FYitsch, the father of 
the present German army, had to 
resign because he dared to criticize 
Hitler's acquiescence in Field Mar­
shal Werner von Blomberg's marital 
Mes-alllance in 1938.

General Beck, chief of the Ger­
man general staff, has been pro­
moted o n l y  t o  colonel-general, 
while a dozen of his colleagues were 
made field marshals, simply be­
cause— so the rumor goes — he is 
forever warning the dictator that 
this or that contemplated move In­
volves more risks than the under­
taking Is worth.

Field Marshal von Brauchitsch, 
who always gave the Impression 
of being in the pink of condition, 
“resigned” shortly before Christ­
mas because of heart trouble, now 
Is reported Imprisoned. His resig­
nation coincided with the discovery 
that the army was nowise prepared 
for the severe winter in Russia. 
There can be little doubt that he 
warned Hitler in time.

General Blaskowltz. widely pub 
llclzed as the hero of Warsaw, has 
gone Into the discard. He objected 
to the brutal methods of the SS 
In occupied Poland.

Field Marshal von Rundstedt ap­
pears to have been in the dog­
house for some months following 
the autumn offensive in Russia. He 
seems to have quarreled with Hit­
ler over the degree to which the 
German army should retreat before 
going Into winter quarters.

Von Rundstedt proved Indispen­
sable, however, and suddenly ap­
peared in the news again thU 
spring.

Te estimate the relation be­
tween Hitler and generals cor­
rectly, one must remember that 
tradition in which the men in 
the fifties and sixties who now 
hold the responsible army posi­
tions grew up. They are left-overs 
from the imperial regime.
Adolf Hitler to them will ever 

remain as the World War corpo­
ral. True to their oaths as soldiers 
they obey der fuehrer as the com- 
mander-ln-chlef of all the nation’s 
military forces. But t h e y  often 
wince at his decisions and, when 
strictly among themselves, criticize 
both his strategic plans and their 
moral Implications.

A point of friction between Hit­
ler and the old-line generals has 
been the Nazi fight on the church. 
The old Prussian officer was used 
to going to church on Sundays 
and seeing army chaplains about 
him on the battle field.

On Dec. 23, 1940, 1 attended a 
Christmas celebration in the Ber­
lin garrison. The colonel in charge 
had the soldiers sing all the tradi­
tional Christian Christmas songs 
like "Stille Nacht” and “Adeste Fi- 
deles.”

To my somewhat surprised com­
ment that this was rather unusual, 
he said!

“ I ’m not going to let anybody In­
terfere with our celebrating Christ­
mas In the gold old Christian way. 
Others may decide to revive old 
pagan German customs for yule- 
tide; so long as I  head this gar­
rison it’s a Christian Christmas 
for us — and I  think the soldiers 
prefer It.”

One hears again and again that 
the generals’ corps Is fed up and 
ready to throw the entire Nazi 
outfit out.

Such rumors, I  believed, are too 
much the result of wishful think­
ing. For, however much a general 
may disagree with der fuehrer, he 
remembers his oath of allegiance. 
And he also remembers that In 
imperial Germany and later in the 
short-lived republic, too. It was part 
of the creed of an officer that he 
must never become mixed up in 
politics. To remove the Nazi would 
be a political act of the first mag­
nitude.

Therefore, a generals' revolution, 
for the present at least, represents 
a myth and should be discounted
as such. __

H ie  evacuees, mostly native-born 
Americans, will be settled on gov- 
evrnment-owned, Mississippi river 
della land at Uohwer, Desha coun­
ty.

E. B. Whittaker, state farm se­
curity administration director, has 
been given a leave of absence for 
the duration and will be In charge 
of the camp.

The Japanese will be housed In 
barracks to be built by the gov­
ernment. The project wljl be un­
der war department supervision.

Whittaker said the war depart­

ment had taken over FSA's Kelso 
farms and about 1,200 acres of 
FSA's alluvial farms, the entire 
tract representing between 16,000 
and 12,000 acres of unsettled cut­
over timber land, the PSA holding 
the acreage for post-mu- resettle­
ment use.

Boosevelt Welcomes 
Mexico Into Conflict

WASHINGTON, June 3 (40—Pres­
ident Roosevelt described Mexico’s 
declaration of war against the Axis 
today as a "characteristically reso­
lute -and virile'' response to unpro­
voked attack.

He sent this message to President 
Avila Caracho of Mexico.

“ I have been informed tliat the 
United Mexican States has made 
formal declaration of war on Ger­
many, Italy, and Japan, thereby tak­
ing up, a battle position alongside 
other freedom-loving nations which 
have been the subject of criminal 
aggression by these enemies of hu­
man liberties. Mexico, too, became 
the victim of unprovoked attack and 
Mexico life, In characteristically 
resolute and virile fashion, answered

tills challenge to Its dignity and lib­
erty. Once again the Axis tyrants 
have woefully erred In their ap­
praisal of the temper of a free na­
tion.

“The people of the United States 
share with me the honor of welcom­
ing Mexico to that community of 
nations united in fighting for the 
preservation of freedom and democ­
racy. At the same time, I extend to 
you on their behalf their deepest 
sympathy to the families of your 
countrymen who have already given 
their lives for our common cause. 
By our victory and the use we make 
of It we shall consecrate the memory 
of their supreme sacrifice.

“ I  take this opportunity to send 
you my warm personal regards and 
my appreciation of your many and 
valuable contributions to our com­
mon cause.

"Franklin D. Roosevelt.’’

Another 21 
Put To Death For 
Shooting Heydrich

LONDON, June 3 <*■>—Anott 
Czechs have been put to dea 
reprisal for the shooting o f Rein- 
hard Heydrich, Gestapo boos of 
Czecho-Slovakia, the Nazi-controlled 
Prague radio announced today.

Thees deaths raised to 132 the toll 
exacted by the Oermans since Hey­
drich was shot just a week ago. 
Twenty-three of the 132 were women.

U. S. Tanks Blast

Chinese dispatches reported to­

day that Generalissimo Chlang 
Kai-Shek’s armies had cut a tri­
angular chunk from the flank of 
the Japanese lines In Chekiang 
province with the recapture of 
Yangki, 48 miles northwest of 
Klnhwa, and said heavy rains 
were bogging the Japanese in­
vasion of China’s east coast.
Serious difficulties still confront­

ed the Chinese In lower Chekiang, 
however, as Japanese columns bat­
tled the defenders only 12 miles 
northeast of the Important city of 
Chuhsien, 48 miles southhwest of 
Klnhwa* the Japanese-occupied 
provincial capital.

A Tokyo broadcast asserted that 
a new Japanese offensive In Klang- 
si province, adjoining coastal Che­
kiang on the west, had made con­
siderable progress, with the appar­
ent objective of seizing the whole 
Cheklang-Klangsi railway.

Japanese columns were reported 
driving from both ends of the rail 
line, still some 200 miles apart.

The new drive, carried out by a 
column described as an “ elite force,’’ 
was reported as having captured 
the Important town of Chlenhslen, 
28 miles southeast of its starting 
point at Nanchang.

In the far south, in Kwangtung 
province, the Japanese claimed 
steady progress for their third 
major offensive moving northward 
from ■ Canton along the Canton- 
Hankow railway.

While Chlang’s armies struggled 
to stem the pffenslve, British For­
eign Secretary Anthony Eden told 
parliament In London that Britain 
and the United States were' send­
ing China all lease-lend war mate­
rials "which it is possible to supply” 
amid “other urgent requirements 
and the difficulties of transport.”

The United States yesterday sign­
ed an agreement bringing China 
into the lease-lend bloc of Allies on 
virtually the same basis as Britain.

Other developments:
Madagascar—France's Vichy gov­

ernment announced that British 
troops had started moving south 
on the 1,000-mile French island 
of Madagascar, o ff the coast of 
southeast Africa, and had occupied 
the town of Androvorano.

Androvorano lies 28 miles south 
of the big Diego Suarez naval base, 
captured by British sea-borne 
troops In a surprise attack a month 
ago.

No fighting was mentioned in 
the announcement, but air activity 
was said to have increased on both 
sides.

Australia—Oen. Douglas Mac Ar­
thur's headquarters reported that 
Allied bombers had inflicted heavy 
new blows on Japanese barracks 
and other targets on enemy-held 
“ invasion" bases north of Australia.

A  communique said United Na­
tions airmen set huge fires at Tu- 
lagi, deep In the Solomon islands 
o ff Australia’s northeast coast, and 
also attacked Rabaul, In New Brit­
ain, and Atamboea, Timor Island.

Burma—American "Flying Tiger” 
volunteers were officially credited 
with destroying 28 to 32 Japanese 
planes and making 12 major at-' 
tacks with a loss of only six planes 
during May.

Dispatches said the AVO's bomb­
