13 Ships Sunk 
In Caribbean 
In 12 Days

(By The Asaixiated Press)

Wholesale death and destruction 
the like of which the Spanish Main 
never saw In pirate days was 
wrought by enemy submarines which 
over a 12-day period sent 13 United 
Nations merchantmen to the bottom 
o f the Caribbean.

This was disclosed by the navy 
yesterday on the blackest of its an­
nouncements of ship sinkings since 
the war began, and with the an­
nounced loss of two more vessels in 
the Atlantic swelled to 309 the war 
total of western’ Atlantic area sink­
ings.

Casualties ran high, with 48 known 
dead and 87 missing In the Carib­
bean sinkings occurring between 
June 3 and 14; three dead and 85 
missing In the June 15 sinking of a 
medium-sized U. S. merchant vessel 
o ff the New England coast and five 
dead In the torpedoing of a British 
freighter the same day in the same 
area.

The Caribbean victims were five 
U. 8. ships, two medium-sized and 
three small; five British merchant­
men, four medium and one small; 
and one Honduran, one Norwegian, 
and one Dutch vessel, all small.

Six hundrey thirty-five survivors, 
including 126 passengers, related 
tales of suffering and heroism on 
being landed at a Caribbean port; 
told of encountering English-speak­
ing Axis submarine commanders 
and of being photographed by a 
German cameraman aboard one of 
the undersea craft.

Torpedoes, shell fire, or both, were 
used in sinking the Allied ships, 
they revealed.

The June 15 sinking of the Ameri­
can ship 75 miles o ff the New Eng­
land coast was one of the war's 
worst torpedo disasters to a U. S. 
merchantman, with more persons 
lost than rescued.

The three dead were U. S. soldiers, 
while 15 other American soldiers 
were among the 85 missing. Eighty- 
one survivors, including 23 more sol­
diers, brought to an east coast port 
by vessels which were nearby when 
their ship sank, said:

“She was blown to hell.”

WASHINGTON. June 24. (A P I -  
Interior Secretary Ickes, the pe­
troleum coordinator, reported to 
President Roosevelt today that the 
scrap rubber collection drive for 
the first six days was “very disap­
pointing" in the most populous 
states in the East and South, and 
best In the far Western states.

" I f  It Is not turned in—enough 
to take care of military needs and 
to some extent civilian needs—we'll 
have to get the rubber some way."

JAY, Okla., June 24 (/P)—Two men 
Mason Williams has never seen— 
Bud Abbott and Lou Costello—have 
Joined the friends who are helping 
him battle for life against a nerve 
disease which has virtually destroy­
ed his respiratory system.

For five months—night and day— 
residents of Jay have applied artifi­
cial respiration to save the 49-year- 
old school teacher rrom a strangling, 
suffocating death.

Abbott and Costello read of Wil­
liams' plight in a newspaper and to­
day an iron lung, a gift from the 
film funmakers, was en route by 
plane.

Mrs Williams said her husband 
was taken to an Oklahoma City hos­
pital previously and placed in an iron 
lung but immediately began to choke 
and had to be removed. She said she 
believed the exhaustion caused by 
the trip and fright at the thought 
of remaining there alone were re­
sponsible.

Not Business 
Transaction

Collection of scrap rubber is not 
a business deal but a patriotic en­
deavor. Some persons have been so 
lacking in Americanism that they 
have been trying to make money out 
of the drive.

Ivan Howard of Pampa. a subre­
gional chairman of the petroleum 
industry marketing committee, to­
day received the following letter from 
H O Starks, Amarillo, district 3 
chairman:

"Reports received indicate that 
some junk dealers in various sections 
are soliciting service stations to sell 
them rubber collection at various 
prices between a penny a pound and 
the ceiling price. The oil industry is 
collecting rubber for the government 
without a profit motif, and no one 
should sell the rubber purchased 
and donated to anyone Interested 
in making a profit.

"This point should be impressed 
on all people you contact, particu­
larly your dealers, as it is not in­
tended that any one individual or 
group should profit from this tre­
mendous drive.”

SOMEWHERE IN AUSTRALIA, 

June 24 (A’l — A United States 
fighter pilot forced down after a 
battle with a Japanese bomber, 
came out of the crocodile-infest­
ed swamps of northern Australia 
today to tell of a three-day or­
deal which drove him to eat grass­
hoppers and raw owl meat.
He is a 27-year-old lieutenant, 

married, and a former printer ap­
prentice on the Columbia (S. C.) 
Record.

The pilot said he climbed out of 
his damaged plane uninjured. He 
h a d  b e e n  forced hown several 
months before, he related, “but this 
time I had only a quart of water in 
my canteen."

" I  spent the afternoon on the 
beach, between th e  sea an d  a 
swamp, cutting a disc from my par­
achute to protect myself from mos­
quitoes and making two cloth cir­
cles, hoping to attract attention to 
the plane," he said.

"The next day I set out at day­
break. leaving a note fastened to 
the plane saying I was heading 
north as I knew an island where 
food could be had.”

For three days the pilot beat his 
way through great matted roots, 
vines, and grass head-tall, able to 
travel only three or four miles from 
dawn to sundown.

“All the time I had no food.” he 
continued. “But suddenly I remem­
bered the boys had told me about 
eating lily roots. There were lilies 
in the stream. They are nice eal 
ing, too.

“Once I toppled o v e r  in long 
grass and lay too exhausted to 
move. My eyes lighted on a long 
grasshopper.

“I tore off the head and tail
and ate the legs and the rest of
it. Not so bad. It tasted like
crab meat.”
Later on, he killed an owl.
“I ate that owl's legs raw, plan­

ning to save the rest,” he said. 
“Then I saw a crocodile and hes-d 
a plane.

“Still clutching the dismembered 
owl in one hand, I tottered to the 
beach. In a matter of seconds the 
plane flew a few feet overhead. A 
canteen and a big can of food plop­
ped at my feet.

“I  threw the owl to the crocodile 
and dropped to the ground, crying 
like a baby. But not long. I  tore 
into the food can with a knife like 
a maniac.

“Hours later a plane landed near 
the beach and an Australian pilot 
helped me aboard.”

Field Marshal Erwin Rommel's 
victory-flushed legions started a 
flanking sweep around the Brit­
ish armies drawn up for the de­
fense of Egypt today while on the 
Soviet battlefront, the Russians 
conceded t h a t  massed German 
tank assaults had driven a wedge 
into the Red army defenses In the 
Kharkov area of the Ukraine.
In the siege of Sevastopol. Soviet 

dispatches said the Germans were 
hurling enormous strength against 
heavly outnumbered defenders of 
the Crimean citadel, but declared 
the situation was not yet lost. One 
attack by upwards of 30,000 tank- 
led Nazi troops was said to have 
been beaten off, and elsewhere the 
Russians recaptured a hill top.

On the Kharkov front, Marshal 
Semeon Timoshenko's armies were 
reported yielding at some points 
under a major Nazi onslaught which 
was constantly increasing in fury.

At a single point, the Russians 
said, the Germans sent 200 massed 
tanks thundering into action, while 
in other sectors the Nazis were us­
ing 20 to 30 tanks.

Rationing Board 
Changes Location

For the third time in six months, 
or since the office was first estab­
lished last January, the county ra­
tioning board has changed its lo­
cation, but kept in the same build­
ing all the time.

From the city commission room 
on the main floor of the city hall, 
the office has been moved north 
to the quarters formerly occupied 
by the Adobe Walls council of the 
Boy Scouts of America

The latter has been changed to 
the top floor of the city hall.

First location of the rationing 
board was the committee room of 
the Pampa Board of City Develop­
ment, on the main floor and ad­
jacent to the present location.

The new location gives the board 
much better facilities for handling 
Its work, such as a private office 
for the board, counters, and a more 
business-like arrangement than In 
the “wide-open" spaces of the city 
commission room.

Personnel of the board and of 
employes remains unchanged, and 
the telephone number of the coun­
ty unit, officially known as the 
Gray County War Price and Ra­
tioning board.

Bonds Must Be Voted To Drill 
Water Wells At Airforce School

Qualified voters of Pampa will cast 
their ballots in a special election on 
July 10 on the proposition of the 
city Issuing *15,000 In bonds to be 
used in drilling, developing and cas­
ing three water wells at the airforce 
installation in accordance with the 
city's agreement with the federal 
government.

The wells are to be 1000 feet 
apart and located on the west side 
of the air base, Equipping and op­
erating the wells will be done by 
the federal government, and a to­
tal of 750,000 gallons of water a day 
from all three wells Is to be sup-

Calling of the special war emer­
gency election was contained in an 
ordinance passed by the city com­

mission at Its regular meeting this 
week, and in a proclamation Issued 
by Mayor Fred Thompson.

Election Question 
As officially stated In the ordi­

nance, the question to be voted upon 
sriU be:

“Shall the city oommleelon of the 
city of Pampa be authorised to Issue 
bonds of said city in the principal 
sum of *18,000; *6000 maturing an­
nually on the first day of July, 1*43 
to IMS Inclusive; bearing Interest 
at the rate of I  per oent per annum, 
payable annually, for the purpoee of

It was announced that MacKen- 
zie King was en route here for the 
meeting.

A violent all-night bombard­
ment by Axis artillery indicated 
that the battle of Egypt may al­
ready have started today as the 
British reported that “ very strong" 
enemy columns of tanks and mo­
torized infantry were racing along 
the coast toward the Egyptian- 
Libyan frontier.
While definite word was lacking 

that Field Marshal Erwin Rommel 
had launched his offensive into the 
ancient land of the pharaohs, mili­
tary observers pointed out that a 
heavy artillery barrage usually sig­
nals an imminent land attack.

Throughout the night, dispatches 
said, big Axis field guns shelled the 
British defense lines and enemy pa­
trols stabbed repeatedly for "soft 
spots."

"Much enemy movement was ob­
served southward from Gambut, 
British Imperial headquarters said.

Gambut lies 45 miles west of the 
Egyptian border.

A Cairo communique said British 
mobile columns roved the desert 
west of the main British lines yes­
terday and engaged small Axis forces 
beyond Salum, Egyptian border port.

An Italian war bulletin, claim­
ing the seizure of 33,000 prisoners 
in the fall of Tobruk, reported 
tersely:
“There has been local activity of 

our advanced elements on the Egyp- 
tian-Libyan frontier.

The British said Axis armored 
forces moving up along the Mediter 
ranean coast were relatively fresh, 
since they had not been engaged in 
the fierce assault on Tobruk, and 
said Rommel's big push toward 
Egypt and the Suez canal was ex­
pected to start when these reinforce­
ments had reached the forward 
zone.

Dispatches hinted that British 
warships were maneuvering off the 
coast, prepared to turn their devas­
tating fire on the Axis invasion ar­
mies.

While the British faced a grim 
new test, their Russian Allies 
fought off a series of attacks In 
the bloody 20-day-old battle for 
Sevastopol, In the Crimea, and fell 
back M m  (ha assault of Field

WASHINGTON. June 24 UP— 
President Roosevelt signed the serv­
ice men’s pay allotment and allow­
ance bill today, paving the way for 
financial aid to dependents of fight­
ing men and reclassification of 
married men for the draft.

Providing for federal payments to 
supplement allotments from service 
men's pay checks to support their 
dependents, the legislation also con­
tains a provision enunciating a con­
gressional policy that selective serv­
ice should “not break up the insti­
tution of the home.”

To carry out this policy, congress 
wrote-into the bill authority for se­
lective service officials to defer any 
and all categories of men having de­
pendents with whom they main­
tain a bona fide family relationship 
in their homes.

Under this provision, members of 
the house military affairs commit­
tee said, selective service probably 
soon would set up separate groups 
within the registrants now in class 
three. In the first group would be 
men with a working wife, in the next 
men with a non-working wife, then 
men with one child and on down the 
line. Before any men in class three 
would be inducted, all eligible regis­
trants from classes one and two 
would be called.

The legislation recognizes the f i­
nancial aspects of dependency but 
departs from existing policy in that 
it stresses the family relationship.

The allotment and allowance pro­
visions apply to men in the army up 
to and including the rank of line 
sergeant and in the navy to men up 
to and including third class petty 
officers.

mer wives entitled to alimony; In 
the latter are parents, brothers, sis­
ters and grandchildren.

In cases where a service man has 
Class A dependents, the deductions 
from his monthly pay are manda­
tory and amount to *22. To this the 
government adds *28 for wife and 
*40 for a wife and one child, with 
$10 additional for each child after 
the first: *20 for a child but no 
wife, and $10 for each additional 
child and no wife.

A working wife, or wife with oth­
er income, comes under benefits of 
the act as well as a wholly depen­
dent wife.

The deductions for Class B depen­
dents are optional with the service 
man and amount to $22 monthly if 
there are no Class A dependents, and 
$5 monthly if there are Class A de­
pendents. The federal payments to 
Class B dependents are $15 for one 
parent, $25 for two parents, $5 for 
each brother, sister or grandchild 
designated for aid.

WASHINGTON, June 24. (/P)—
The exact route of the 24-inch 
Texas-To-Illinois oil pipe line de­
signed for the movement of oil to 
the East coast shortage area next 
winter will be determined by ground 
surveys now underway. Petroleum 
Coordinator Ickes announced yes­
terday.

He disclosed also that the govera- 
men -owned, common carrier, non­
profit line would be built by War 
Emergency Pipeline Inc., an or­
ganization of 11 companies supply­
ing petroleum along the Atlantic 
seaboard.

The 550-mile conduit, with a 
daily capacity of 300,000 barrels and 
costing between $35,000,000 and *40,- 
000,000, would “extend, from Long­
view, In the heart of the East Tex­
as oil field, across the states of 
Arkansas and Missouri to Illinois.

The Monroe, La . firm of Huey 
and Cage obtained the contract for 
ground surveys. Thirty days will be 
required to complete the work.

Committee 
Splits On 
War Waste

WASHINGTON. Jane 24 UP —
A sharply-split House Military 
committee was put on record by 
its chairman today as determined 
to continue an investigation which 
it reported already had revealed 
"a sordid picture” of extravagant 
waste in war department con­
tracts.
Whether the investigation would 

continue to be conducted by three 
sub-committees remained to  be  
seen, but Chairman May (D-Ky.) 
intimated he was considering con­
solidating the inquiry into a sin­
gle unit.

His intimations followed disclo­
sure that a minority report would 
be filed by Representative Thoma­
son (D-Tex.), chairman of one of 
the sub-committees.

The minority report, members 
who planned to sign it said, would 
not disagree so much with the 
committee's findings as made public 
in a lengthy report filed yesterday, 
as with the manner in which it 
was considered.

Approved at a session marked bF 
sharp clashes between May a n d  
Thomason, the majority report made 
these recommendations:

T h a t  war agencies eliminate 
“ topheavy organization” and “end­
less red tape” ; that the war depart­
ment tighten its supervision over 
accounting and auditing 
en Its contract poUdaa. i 
hlbltions against the payment of 
excessive commissions on cost-plus- 
a-fixed-fee contracts, readjust man­
agement fees, and require employes 
of contractors retained In connec­
tion with the procurement of con­
tracts to file monthly expense and 
compensation statenssnts.

“Citizens of this country cannot 
be expected to be faced intermin­
ably with indifference in spending 
on the part of the officials of tbelr 
government after the period of Ini­
tial necessity has passed and con­
tinue buying bonds with enthusi­
asm, overlooking the extension of 
bureaucratic domination a n d  suf­
fering deprivations with a compla­
cent attitude,” the report said.

"The time has come.”  It added.

Gay Dishes W ill 
Add Flavor When You  
Are Serving Soups

By MRS. GAYNOR MADDOX
Cold soups for hot days make a 

nutritious and pleasant summer 
menu habit. Serve them with fine­
ly-chopped mint or parsley, or with 
t h i n  slices of lemon dipped In 
chopped parsley. Use glass bowls * 
or colored pottery or large attrac­
tive cups.

Clear Carrot Soup
Eight large carrots, 2 tablespoons 

butter, 1 tablespoon sugar, to tea­
spoon salt, 6 cups chicken broth or 
consdhnme.

Scrape carrots and grate 4 of them. 
Allow grated carrots to stand In a 
sieve for 30 or 40 minutes until 
juice Is drained off. Then press 
them until all liquid is extracted. 
Or you can simplify this operation 
by using fresh carrot juice. Cut 
remaining carrots in slender juli­
enne strips and simmer in butter 
In covered skillet until tender. Add 
sugar and salt. Combine carrot 
Juice and chicken stock and boil 
for 5 minutes. Add cooked carrot 
strips a n d  chill In refrigerator. 
Serve topped with whipped cream 
and finely-chopped parsley or wa­
tercress.

Cold Cream of Watercress Soup
Two bunches watercress, 3 cups 

veal stock or chicken consomme, 4 
tablespoons butter, 4 tablespoons 
flour, 1 cup heavy cream, to tea­
spoon salt, to teaspoon pepper, green 
vegetable coloring.

Wash and chop watercress. Add 
to veal stock and cooR 10 minutes. 
Strain through fine sieve or cloth. 
Melt butter, add Hour, and , stir to 
smooth paste. Add stock and cook 
5 minutes. Add cream, salt and 
pepper, and tint a soft green with 
vegetable coloring. Chill for sev- 
erals hours In refrigerator and serve 
topped with finely-chopped chives.

Q. What are examples of consum­
er services?

A. Laundry, dry-cleaning and shoe 
repairs are some of the most com­
mon services performed for consum­
ers. Others are the lubrication or re­
pair of a private passenger car. the 
developing and printing of amateur 
films, the repair and servicing of 
home radio sets and electrical appli­
ances, and the sharpening of house­
hold knives and scissors.

'  Q Is the charge made by a park­
ing lot covered by the regulation?

A. Ves, an automobile is a com­
modity and the Storage of a com­
modity Is therefore under the price 
celling.

Q. What are the maximum prices 
on consumer services?

A. The highest prices which the 
supplier of the service charged In 
March. 1942.

O. Are prices on services standard­
ized by this regulation?

A. No, the regulation simply places 
a celling for each establishment at 
the highest price it charged for a 
service in March, 1942. But celling 
prices will vary from shop to shop 
just as uncontrolled prices varied 
In March.

Q. May prices be charged below 
the ceiling?

A. Yes, the regulation does no more 
than place a top limit beyond which 
prices cannot go.

Q. What control Is there over the 
price of the service establishment 
who did not charge a flat price for 
a consumer service?

A. In this Instance the ceiling is 
determined by the pricing method, 
rates and charges adopted in March, 
1942.

Q. Is any provision made for de­
termining the ceiling prices on sea­
sonal services, »such as the sharp­
ening of ice skates) which were not 
generally rendered during March?

A. Yes. for such" services the maxi­
mum charge Is the highest charge 
made during the last season, plus an 
adjustment for the percentage in­
crease In the cost of living between 
the time of of the last service and 
March. 1942. A table of living cost 
rises Is Included in the consumer 
service regulation.

Q. Is any provision made to take 
care of cases of substantial hard­
ship?

A. Yes, the Office of Price Admin­
istration has set up machinery by 
which a person may apply for re­
lief.

Q. Must a service establishment 
post any ceiling prices in a manner 
similar to the “rost-of-llvlng” post­
ing rules of the general maximum 
price regulation?

A. No. the regulation docs not re­
quire any service establishment to 
display a list of the celling prices.

Q. What Is the provision about 
licenses?

A. Every person selling a consum­
er service is automatically licensed 
under this regulation, and every new 
seller automatically Is licensed. 
TTiere Is no certificate or other ac­
tual license, but the seller Is licens­
ed nevertheless.

Q. What Is the purpose of the li­
cense?

A. It  Is a method of enforcement. 
I f  a seller, after a warning from O- 
PA, violates the regulation, a court 
of proper jurisdiction may suspend 
the license for as long as 12 months. 
Without a license it is Illegal to sell 
services under this regulation.

We are at last beginning to feel the colossal 

changes war has forced on the economic and social 
life of the nation. And, In the next six months or 
so, changes In a far greater degree than anything 
we have yet experienced will Inevitably take place.

It  should be clear to everyone by now that the 
American standard of living, which has been infinite­
ly luxurious by comparison with that of most of the 
rest of the world, will be largely abandoned for the 
duration. This year, our national income will be 
the largest in our history. But the amount of money 
which the people will have to spend for goods and 
services will be down to the lowest depression levels 
and perhaps lower. There are three principal reasons 
for that. First, and most important, is the tax bur­
den, which will be felt in the lowest income groups, 
and will reach staggering proportions in the middle 
and high Income groups. Second, war bond pur­
chases, whether voluntary or enforced, will take a 
substantial part of everyone's remaining income. 
Third, the price level is far above thut of 1932 and 
1933.

For the most part, we have not yet felt any par­
ticular lack of "luxury goods.” While manufacture 
of such goods was stopped some time ago in most 
lines, stocks on hand have kept store inventories 
adequate. Soon it will be impossible to buy a refrig­
erator, an automatic heating plant, a radio, an o f­
fice machine, and ten thousand and one other items, 
unless you have a first-class priority rating, und the 
item is needed for a purpose directly connected with 
the war. Rationing of public transportation services 
may make pleasure travel impossible. And it is gen­
erally expected thut a card-rationing system, similar 
to that now In effect for sugar, will be extended to 
other foods, to clothes and to many additional neces­
sities.

Whole professions are being virtually wiped out. 
For example, there is the plight of the salesman. 
There is no need for his services if his industry is 
engaged in war work. I f  his industry is not in war 
work. Its production is swiftly declining and he has 
less and less to sell. These people are being absorbed 
by war industry, for the most part. After the war 
they will face another difficult problem of readjust­
ment.

Whole Industries are in the same position. The 
mortality, for instance, in the businesses which have 
been built up about the automobile—service stations, 
repair shops, roadside restaurants, resorts, etc.—is 
great, and before long it will be tremendous. All 
their proprietors and employes can do is to close shop 
and get a war Job. There is no place for their busi­
nesses in the war picture.

The face of American communities of all sizes is 
changing swiftly. Gigantic war plants are being de­
veloped in sections where there was little industry 
before. In  many defense areas, population growth— 
unprecedented In its rapidity—has created an ex­
ceedingly severe housing and transportation problem. 
These problems have not yet been adequately solved, 
and they will grow worse. They constitute a major 
headache to governmental authorities.

The population trend from country to city is in­
tense. Agricultural workers, attracted by the big 
wages paid by war industry, are literally leaving the 
farms in droves. The farm operator can’t get enough 
labor, and, even when he can, he must offer wages 
that in many cases are beyond his ability to pay. 
This has offset a good part of the benefits of in­
creased farm income.

The foregoing simply Illustrates a few of the al­
most revolutionary changes that are occurring in this 
country. And they illustrate, by inference, what our 
poSt-war problems will be. Authorities in both busi­
ness and government seem convinced that none of 
the problems are insoluable. They know that there 
will be many mistakes, many errors in Judgment. 
But they believe that, after the war, this nation's 
incredible industrial plant will be able to provide Jobs 
for all employables, and will in time bring the gen­
eral standard of living to a level well beyond any­
thing we have known. I t  is a healthy sign that, 
even as we grapple with the immense problems of 
war, we are also thinking ahead to the peace to come.

A fte r  one has read “V ictory Through A ir  

Power” by M ajor Alexander P. de Seversky, the 
airplane stories issued by the manufacturers, ah 
to the wonderful feats in combat, do not go down 
so well.

On June 16, the Curtlss-Wright Corporation 
quoted General Arnold, chief o f the Arm y A ir  
Force, as to what their planes had done in the 
Aleutian Islands action. They quoted Arnold 
as saying, "W ithout the P-40's they (the workers) 
produce by day and by night we might have 
failed.”

Seversky’s book says many of the P^CKs are 
not even uncrated when they are sent to England. 
They are so inefficient that they cannot compete 
with the German planes. They have sent a few  
o f them down to A frica to compete with the in­
efficient Italian planes.

Seversky quotes General Arnold as saying, “we 
no longer rate the P-40’s better than a good 
pursuit trainer." This statement was made on 
November 28, 1941. Yet nothing has been done 
to eliminate this model from production.

Seversky also says, “ I t  is known that the acci­
dent rate for the P-40’s in routine training flights 
has been larger than for any other pursuit built 
for the Army. Where the casualties in the flying 
ranks are about as heavy in noncombatant flights 
as in combat, an airplane hardly qualifies as 
a first-rate trainer. The high cost per unit on 
this craft, moreover, makes it absurd to continue 
to produce it merely for trainer purposes."

The American People Fooled
As to the qualities of our airplanes, Seversky 

makes the following statement:
“There was no need, after the launching o f 

our defense program, for high-powered sales­
manship in behalf o f aviation. Demand fa r  ex­
ceeded supply. Yet the advertising and ‘public 
relations' campaigns went on without abatement. 
A  magnificent job has been done to overcome 
nonexistent sales resistance by glorifying Am eri­
can models. Everyone was ‘sold’— the public, the 
editorial writers, the radio commentators—except, 
alas. H itler and the Japanese, who knew the 
truth about American aviation only too well. The 
fantastic performance credited to our aviation at 
home did not discourage the Mikado from  at­
tacking us."

So one must take with a grain o f salt what­
ever he reads as airplane manufacturers' propa­
ganda, when he realizes so many of our planes 
that are now being produced are absolutely 
worthless, when it comes to defending our country,

W H E N  IS  FO R C E  J U S T IF IE D  BY T H E  S T A T E  t
Inasmuch as a ll states^ or governments, are 

forms o f force and coercion, it  becomes important 
that we come to understand when force and 
coercion are justified and when they are not
justified.

Our socialistic N ew  Dealers are constantly 
saying that because we use force in one form  o f 
government, force is justified by the government 
in other lines. ,

The only place where the state is justified 
in the use of force is to protect the lives and 
property o f its citizens and to compel an indi­
vidual to pay for the damage done by the viola­
tion o f a contract he voluntarily made.

This would not give the government the right 
to use force to make people pay taxes in order to 
give wealth to other of its citizens who do not 
pay taxes on the same rule. This would not 
justify the government in passing discriminatory 
laws that protected one group by the power o f 
the state and did not protect another group under 
the same terms. This would not give the govern­
ment the power to abridge the universal law  
that all men are equal before God.

Our whole trouble is that our government has 
used force and compulsion in numerable instances 
where an honest, true, democratic, Christian gov- 
enment never had any right to use force.

But socialists, N ew  Dealers and closed shop 
labor unionists know no law but the law  o f 
force to accomplish anything that satisfies their 
ego and vanity and gives them power and position.

it strikes me that the greatest dan­
ger to the defense of Alexandria 
and the Suez canal lies in the 
great airforce which Hitler may be 
expected to fling into this battle 
and may also employ in an attempt 
to invade Syria and thus advance 
on Egypt from the east while Rom­
mel rushes in from the west.

However, London states that re­
inforcements are arriving in the 
Middle East and these presumably 
include the essential warplanes 
Meanwhile United States heavy 
bombers are in action with the Brit­
ish against Rommel’s positions, and 
the British navy is getting into po­
sition to blast the Nazi leader's line 
of communication along the wholly 
exposed military highway which 
skirts the Mediterranean. That 
long supply route upon which Rom­
mel must depend is one of his 
great weaknesses and one which is 
likely to cost him dear.

Rommel's success has spurred the 
Nazi efforts to smash the Russians. 
South of Kharkov the Reds have 
been compelled to withdraw some­
what but. as Moscow points out, 
local successes of this sort cannot 
be decisive.

The terrific weight which Hitler 
Is flinging against Red positions, 
and the fresh reserves which he is 
holding In readiness, would make 
it rash for one to predict that the 
Russians won't be forced to make 
further withdrawals, §UU, every

day that the Red line holds is a 
big stride towards Allied victory,

The Axis position being favorable 
at the moment, it ’s no surprise to 
see the Germans undertaking a hot 
propaganda campaign to precipitate 
war between Japan and Russia. As 
I ’ve remarked before, the indica­
tions are that the Japs don’t want 
to fight Russia now, because they 
already have more on their hands 
than they can take care of.

However, there’s’ no doubt that 
opportunist Tokyo is getting set for 
the contingency. Fresh troops have 
been sent into Manchukuo and the 
Nipponese have in the neighbor, 
hood of a million men on the S i­
berian border ready for action. I t ’s 
likely, too, that the extension of 
the Jap operations in our Far 
Western Aleutians is part of this 
preparation—a defensive action cal­
culated to hamper American aid to 
Russia across the Bering sea short­
cut and to guard against American 
bombing of Japan from Alaska or 
the Aleutians.

War Production Board Chairman 
Donald M. Nelson is scheduled to
eo before Senator Truman’s com­
mittee Investigating war produc­
tion some time before the end of 
June and give a progress report on 
what he has done in the six months 
since he took over.

The formal report Itself will prob­
ably be pretty dull going. Much of 
it wlU be a mere making public of 
information prepared previously for 
an executive session of the House 
Appropriations committee, w h e n  
Nelson appeared to estimate the 
sums needed to finance WPB oper­
ations during th e  coming fiscal 
year. That part of the report will 
be a mere chronology of WPB op­
erations. Production figures, if they 
could be made public, would make 
an interesting chapter, but that’s 
all restricted information.

Nelson’s appearance before the 
Truman committee c a n  be a 
pretty lively session, however, if the 
senators have a mind to follow up 
their report on conversion, in which 
they lambasted the War Production 
board for keeping dollar-a-year 
men from big business in key WPB 
positions. This is becoming quite a 
row, and it is a beautful example 
of the difference in the way things 
are done in government and the 
way they are done in private busi­
ness.

Some of the WPB bralntrusters 
who are Nelson’s advisers privately 
bemoan the fact that the boss's 
one blind spot is his continual 
backing up of these dollar-a-year 
men who are his principal assis­
tants.

Nearly all of the senators on the 
Truman committee still mistrust 
dollar-a-year men. They believe Nel­
son, to save himself, should divorce 
the WPB organization from all these 
dollar-a-year boys.
“NOT IMPRESSED”

Nelson's first reaction to the Tru­
man report on conversion was to 
issue a statement expressing full 
confidence in Philip D. Reed, $120 
000-a-year chairman of the board 
of the General Electric company, 
now on leave and serving at a dol­
lar-a-year as chief of the bureau 
of industry branches in WPB. The 
committee singled out Reed for crit­
icism, declaring he “did not take 
the necessary action to obtain the 
maximum conversion of private in­
dustry to war production in the 
shortest possible time,” and that 
“ the committee has not been im­
pressed with Mr. Reed’s ability or 
accomplishments, either in the field 
of conversion or in the field of cop­
per, lead, and zinc, where the com­
mittee, in its report of Jan. 15,1942, 
had occasion to criticize his fail­
ure . . .  to recognize that a short­
age of these mdtals was imminent 
or to take proper action with re­
spect thereto." '

Now in this battle over Phil Reed 
you have a glaring example of the 
difference between the way a top 
man gets fired in private business 
and the way he gets the gate in 
government.

In private Industry, when some 
second vice-president or other stooge 
pulls a boner and is about to be 
bounced, he is permitted “to re­
sign,”  quietly. A n y  publicity is 
hushed up.

I t ’s Just the opposite in govern­
ment.

As to whether Phil Reed is guilty 
or innocent, you're as good a judge 
as anyone. You have the report of 
the Truman committee that he isn’t 
so hot. A few days before, a house 
sub-committee on military affairs 
investigating the same set of facts, 
found that dollar-a-year men were 
okay and vindicated. Reed in par­
ticular. Nelson shares the latter 
view.
TOUGH ENOUGH?

But Nelson’s troubles with the 
politicians now seem to be begin­
ning. Reported to be in the works 
is another big reorganization of the 
war production setup—the fourth in 
two years.

These applicants for enlistment in 
Class V-7 must qualify under the 
following requirements: Must be 
male citizens of the United States, 
and, have resided In  th e  United 
States for 10 years.

Applicant must be unmarried, not 
less than 19 and under 28 years of 
age, as of date of enlistment. (Col 
lege graduates who are married may 
enlist providing each candidate fur­
nishes a statement signed Jointly 
by the candidate and his wife that 
his dependents will be adequately 
provided for while he Is In train­
ing.)

Must meet the physical require­
ments for an ensign, D-V (G ), or 
E-V(G ), U. 8. Naval Reserve, ex­
cept that the minimum height for 
Class V-7 Is 65'/4 Inches.

Must possess one of the following 
degrees from an accredited univer­
sity or college: bachelor of arts, 
bachelor of science, any engineer­
ing degree, bachelor of education, 
bachelor of philosophy, bachelor of 
business administration, bachelor 
of commercial science, bachelor of 
journalism, bachelor of laws, pro­
viding the applicant’s law course 
was preceded by at least two years 
of pre-law work at an accredited 
institution.

Transcript of college record must 
be submitted to substantiate the de­
gree, which must show two one-se­
mester courses In mathematics of 
college grade. Any applicant who 
has taken plane trigonometry In 
high school must have two courses 
of three semester hours each In 
two major mathematics, such as 
analytical geometry or college al­
gebra. I f  applicant has not taken 
plane trigonometry in high school, 
one of the three semester-hours 
courses must be plane trigonome­
try and three semester hours in 
college algebra or some other ma­
jor mathematics.

Candidate must be o f good re­
pute, agree not to marry before 
completion of reserve midshipmen 
training, be able to furnish birth 
certificate, and three letters of 
recommendation from responsible 
citizens. Application should be 
made at the nearest navy recruit­
ing station now.

Teapot Dome Cash 
Found And 'Frozen'

WASHINGTON, June 24 (AT— 
(10,000.000 cache of securities and 
cash owned by Henry M. Blackmet* 
fugitive Teapot Dome scandal wit­
ness, has been uncovered by the 
treasury In its search of all assets 
belonging to persons living abroad.

Blackmer was alleged to have been 
the “pay o ff”  man in attempting to 
obtain the sale of government oil 
lands to private companies. He fled 
to Europe in 1921 when he was 
sought as a principal witness against 
Secretary of Interior Albert Fall, who 
was sent to prison for accepting a 
bribe In connection with the fraud.

The treasury disclosed that the 
(10,000,000 cache was found In New 
York City banka under mysterious 
names Identified only by numbers. 
The accounts were finally traced to 
Blackmer, who Is believed to be liv­
ing In Switierland.

For the present the accounts have 
been "frozen" so that they may not 
be drawn upon without consent of 
the treasury. An investigation la be­
ing made to determine whether 
Blackmer owes the United States any 
income taxes or fines that could be 
collected from them.

NEW YORK. June 24 UP)—When a 

fellow shoots clooe-to-par golf and 
still winds up 19 strokes back of the 
top money, it ’s time to admit the 
other guys may be getting ’ 'too hot” 
for him, but that’s not the reason 
Bobby Jones is banging up his clubs 
for the duration.

Idea of Subsidy 
For Oil Companies 
Noi Well Received

By EDWARD CURTIS
TULSA, Okla.. June 24. (API— 

The idea of a subsidy for oil com­
panies forced by price ceilings to 
suffer losses is not well received by 
many Mid-Western executives.

They feel that the only answer 
to losses is higher prices for pro­
ducts.

Many companies, especially those 
operating in the East, have watched 
their transportation costs mount 
rapidly and some of them are dip­
ping heavily into the red in market­
ing of products. Transportation of 
crude and refined products by tank 
car costs several times as much as 
the normal peace time transporta­
tion by tank ship and pipe line.

Some executives feel that should 
a subsidy be Instituted it might be 
difficult to terminate it after the 
war. Payment of a subsidy, they 
added, would tend to give the fed­
eral government a greater control 
of the oil business.

Russell B. Brown, counsel for the 
Independent Petroleum Association 
of America, declared that the sen­
timent of the association member­
ship “is generally that this matter 
should be taken care of through 
price adjustments.”

AUSTIN, June 24—Texas Is lead­
ing the nation In traffic death re­
duction.

State Police Director Homer Gar­
rison announced today that pa­
triotism, curtailment of traffic and 
stronger law enforcement reduced 
traffic fatalities 19 per cent during 
the first five months of 1942.

Houston led the state among 
cities with more than 100,000 popu­
lation In city motor vehicle traffic 
fatality ratings for the first five 
montlis of the year. Galveston was 
first among cities between 50,000 
and 100,000 population, and Port 
Arthur led In the 25.000 to 50,000 
bracket.

Commented Garrison: “ It  is en­
couraging that Texas Is leading the 
nation far and away In traffic 
death reduction, but Texans have 
done so many outstanding things 
in this war that Texas leadership 
is taken for granted.

“But that’s not enough," the di­
rector added. “ It ’s not enough that 
138 lives have been saved in five 
months. We must think of the 574 
lives that were lost in that period. 
We must forget any notions that 
the traffic problem has solved or 
will solve itself.”

Chinese Armies Push 
Japs Back At Kweiki

CHUNGKING, June 24. (A P I— 
The Chinese command announced 
tonight that Its armies in Kiangsi 
province had recaptured Kweiki. 
thus pushing back the western 
claw of the Japanese pincer which 
had come within 50 miles of clos­
ing on the strategic Cheklang- 
Kiangsi railway.

At the same time a communique 
said that 15.000 Japanese troops 
had started a new drive In Che­
kiang province, east of Klangst, 
aimed toward Lishui.

Waste Of Copper In
Texas Prevented By 
Affairs Committee

WASHINGTON, June 24 (AV-A 
report approved by a 12 to 9 vote 
by the house mUitary affairs com­
mittee declared yesterday that the 
“wasting” of 2.500,000 pounds of cop­
per In Texas by the rural electrifica­
tion administration was prevented 
by disclosures before one of its sub­
committees.

The section dealing with copper 
was part of a voluminous report on 
activities of several sub-committees 
which was adopted by the commit­
tee.

The war production board, the 
majority asserted, had permitted 
completion of an REA line from the 
Brazos River dam 54 miles to Gar­
land, Texas, and another extending 
20 miles south from Gilmer, Texas, 
despite war department contentions 
they were unnecessary.

The report said that elsewhere In 
Texas plans for a 1,000-mile REA 
network were halted after it was 
"demonstrated” to be “non-essential 
to the national defense of farm 
electrification.”

Deferment Sought 
For Editor Of PM

NEW YORK, June 24 (/P)—The in­
duction of Ralph M. Ingersoll. edi­
tor of the newspaper PM. into the 
army was postponed today for at 
least two weeks pending the out­
come of an appeal for deferment fil­
ed by Marshal Field, publisher of 
the newspaper.

Finishing Touches 
Pul On Tax Bill

WASHINGTON, June 24 OF)—'The 
house ways and means committee 
put minor finishing touches on its 
$6,604,100,000 tax bill today as pro­
tests plied up against its decision to 
grant certain corporations postwar 
refunds and to impose a 5 per cent 
tax on transportation of freight and 
express.

Members said that they should 
take the final votes on the record- 
breaking bill by nightfall. Debate 
on the floor probably will begin 
about July 6.

The postwar credit was Inserted 
yesterday by a vote reported to have 
been 11 to 10. Several members 
were prepared to fight it to the fin­
ish on the theory that It would nul­
lify the committee’s decision to boost 
corporate excess profits taxes to a 
flat 94 per cent.

The refund contemplates issuance 
of bonds to corporations, after they 
pay their excess profits taxes, which 
would be redeemable after the war 
In three Installments. The bonds 
would be issued In amounts equal to 
14 per cent of the adjusted net In­
come subject to excess profits and 
therefore would make the long- 
range excess profits taxes 80 per 
cent, compared with a present maxi­
mum of 60 per cent.

Red army headquarters said Rus­

sian Infantry, marines and sailors 
battled the Germans throughout the 
night around Sevastopol, and an­
nounced:

‘Our units repelled fierce attacks 
of superior enemy torces.”

The situation remained grave, but 
the Russians said they had closed 
gaps torn In the defense system of 
the great Blaok sea naval base and 
declared the Germans were suffer­
ing heavy casualties.

On the Kharkov front, 400 miles 
north of Sevastopol, the Red army 
acknowledged that “our troops were 
pressed back to new positions.”

Von Bock’s offensive was appar­
ently striking again In the Izyum- 
Barvenkova sector, 80 miles below 
Kharkov, where the two armies bat­
tled Indecisively to exhaustion last' 
month.

A  Soviet communique said Ger­
man motorized Infantry, supported 
by tanks, attacked a Russian set­
tlement and "In a fierce engagement 
we destroyed 13 enemy tanks—the 
enemy suffered heavy losses in 
men.”

Hitler’s field headquarters assert­
ed that Axis troops had "annihilat­
ed” remnants of Soviet forces still 
resisting on the extreme tip of an 
Isthmus north of Sewernaja bay, 
across from Sevastopol City, and 
listed 11,000 prisoners taken from 
June 7 to June 22.

The Nazi command pictured Ger­
man warplanes as blasting Incess­
antly at Russian field and artillery 
positions while Axis shock troops 
stormed concrete bunkers, earth­
works and other fortifications.

In aerial warfare, bad weather 
kept the RAP's big bombers aground 
while Nazi raiders executed a small- 
scale attack on  E a s t  Anglia, 
the section of Engand nearest to 
Holland, where the British army re­
cently took over a 36-mile training 
area.

A communique said the Germans 
inflicted “neither damage nor cas­
ualties.”

Meanwhile, London newspapers 
predicted that Prime Minister Chur­
chill’s return from the United States 
would be marked by the bitterest 
criticism of his career but that he 
would retain firm control of the 
government.

“This is the most serious person­
al issue Mr. Churchill has faced 
since becoming prime minister,” 
the London Mirror said, in the 
wake of yesterday’s angry com­
plaints in parliament over Brit­
ish war leadership.
But stung as they were by the 

swift disaster in Libya, Britons gen­
erally were agreed they had only 
one possible leader: pudgy. Indom­
itable Winston Churchill.

In sea warfare, the German high 
command asserted that Nazi U-boats 
preying on Atlantic convoys and 
operating “ in strongly protected 
North and Central American cosy-, 
al waters” had sunk 20 more Unit­
ed States and British merchantmen 
totalling 102,000 tons.

The period covered by the sinkings 
was not disclosed.

The gravity of the situation was 
acknowledged by the U. S navy yes­
terday in disclosing that enemy sub­
marines over a 12-day period had 
sunk 14 Allied merchant ships In 
the Caribbean sea alone—a toll -of 
death and destruction unrivaled 
since pirate days of the Spanish 
Main.

Casualties included 48 known dead 
and 87 missing in the Caribbean 
sinkings between June 3 and 14, with 
635 survivors landed so far.

Since the war began. 309 ships 
have been reported sunk In the West­
ern Atlantic.

Dispatches from Cairo, headquar­
ters of Gen. Sir Claude Auchinleck's 
Imperial command, said Axis armor­
ed forces' were swinging southward 
on the Libyan side of the frontier, 
apparently Intending to strike into 
Egypt many miles below the Medi­
terranean coast in the hope of out­
flanking the British.

Light German-Italian forces en­
gaged the British west of Salum, 
in the coastal area, In an evident 
attempt to mask Rommel's flanking 
scheme.

It  was expected that Rommel 
would launch his main blow around 
Fort Maddalena, 50 miles southwest 
of Salum, and Bir El Shegga, 20 
miles farther south.

the Interest on sold bonds, and to 
create a sinking fund of at least 
33 H per cent of the principal of said 
bonds and sufficient to redeem said
bonds at their maturity.”

Ballots will be marked “ for the is­
suance of bonds” and “against the 
issuance of bonds.”

Reviewed By Mann 
Decision of the city commission 

to authorize the special election 
came only after long and careful 
study of the proposition. City o ffi­
cials conferred with federal and 
state authorities, at Tulsa, Fort 
Worth, and Austin, and the entire 
election has been reviewed by Attor­
ney General Gerald C. Mann.

Cost At Minimum 
The entire question hinges on 

whether the city wants to keep its 
agreement with the federal govern­
ment which has located the air base 
near here. A sufficient supply of 
water Is, an absolute necessity for 
the federal project, and It Is up to 
Pampa to see that this is furnished.

Cost of drilling and developing the 
wells Is only a fraction of what this* 
has cost at other places. Most cities 
spend from $60.000 to $100,000 on 
such projects. Coffeyvllle, Kas„ for 
example, spent between $100,000 and 
$125,000 to pipe water only a few 
miles.

Lubbock expended $115,000 at its 
flying school while Vernon spent al­
most as much. $100,000, on its pri­
mary air school.

Drilling of the water wells here 
has a definite relation to national de­
fense, which requires a strengthen­
ing to the limit of our resources. 

Patriotic Obligation 
The federal government has an­

nounced It expects all individuals 
and groups to do their full part with­
out selfishness In helping defeat the 
imperial governments of Germany, 
Japan and Italy. A  vote for the 
bond issue is, of course, o vote for 
local prosecution of the war.

Germans Penned 
Between 'Terror 
And Propaganda'

MEXICO C ITY, June 23 (IP)— 
General Juan F. Azcarate, Mexican 
minister In Germany until Mexico 
broke relations after Pearl Harbor, 
said today the Germans were "pen­
ned between propaganda and ter­
ror.”

“Well-organized propaganda has 
made them believe that if Germany 
loses the war, she will be invaded by 
the Jews, the Russians and the Eng­
lish and that Germans will be 
slaves," he said. “n ils, united with 
their awareness of their unspeakabe 
actions against other nations, gives 
them no choice but to fight."

The diplomat, Interviewed after 
he had reported to President Avila 
Camacho and Foreign Minister Eze- 
quiel Padilla, said the diplomats were 
given German treatment “more suit­
able for prisoners.”

rida Governor
Thinks Army Should 
Do All Gnard Duly

ASHEVILLE, N. C„ June 24. (AP ) 
—Governor Spessard L. Holland of 
Florida told the national gover­
nors' conference today that in his 
opinion the army, Instead of state 
or local authorities, should provide 
all guard protection needed for 
highways and bridges vital to mili­
tary operations.

In an address prepored for de­
livery at the final session of the 
conference’s 34th annual session, 
Oovemor Holland said:
* “ It must be recognized that the 
army and the state have different 
degrees of interest In the protection 
of a bridge or highway. The state 
would, and I think properly so, 
weigh the cost of complete guard 
protection against the cost of re­
pair or replacement, taking Into 
consideration the availability of al­
ternate routes to handle essential 
highway traffic.

“The army on the other hand 
could not consider the loss of a 
vital bridge from the single stand­
point of economics nor could it 
tolerate, as could civilians, the de­
lay and Inconvenience of using de­
tours and alternate longer routes.”

Dies Announces New 
Plot To Discredit 
Members Of Congress

WASHINGTON, June 24 «■>— , 
Members of congress whose nomea 
have appeared on various •purge” 
lists from time to time found solace 
today In a Dies committee report • 
declaring they were the Intended 
victims of a deliberate movement to 
"discredit the legislative branch of 
our government” and to “obliterate 
the congress.” ,

"Many of the efforts to purge In­
dividual members of congress,”  the 
committee said, “x x x consist of 
the view that the sole remaining 
function of congress Is to ratify by 
unanimous vote whatever wish is 
born anywhere at any time In the 
whole vast structure of the executive 
branch of government down to the 
last whim of any and every ad­
ministrative official.”

The report, approved by five of 
the seven committee members, as­
sailed the union for democratic ac­
tion as an organization "composed 
• hlefly of individuals who have been 
a significant part of the Interlock­
ing directorate of the Communist 
movement In the United States.”
