Censorship Vital To 
War, Price Declares

INDIANAPOLIS. Aug. 14 (A5)— Di­
rector of Censorship Byron Price 
described censorship today as a 
"necessary evil of wartime," but de­
clared that it was a vital weapon 
to attack and hamper the enemy 
and one which would be used in an 
American way for military reasons 
alone.

"In a democracy, the public is en­
titled to know about the tough re­
alities of this war, and it must not 
be subjected to such a blackout of 
news as now pervades totalitarian 
countries," he said in an address 
prepared for a meeting of the Indi­
ana State Bar association.

"In its approach to this problem.” 
he added, "the government has fol­
lowed consistently the democratic 
belief that American news columns 
and American broadcasting can re­
main the freest in the world and 
still keep vital information from the 
enemy ."

Price praised the “ loyal coopera­
tion" of newspaper publishers and 
radio broadcasters, saying that it 
had been so universal that "incal­
culable good is done every day by 
the withholding of information 
about troops and ships, and muni­
tions and tanks and planes.”

Simultaneously, he i n q u i r e d  
whether if "is too much to ask that 
tiie process now be carried one step 
further and that the public itself 
participate in censorship?"

"In a sense." Price said, "every 
one of us became a broadcaster as 
soon as lie was old enough to talk, 
and he became a publisher as soon 
as he learned to write No American 
is doing hIS share unless, as a part 
of his self discipline, he remembers 
always that the enemy Is listening 
and Is thankful for even the small­
est scraps of military Information."

LONDON, Aug. 14 (A'l—One of 
the greatest sea and air battles of 
the Mediterranean has cost Bnt- 
ain the cruiser Manchester and 
the aircraft carrier Eagle, but re­
sulted in delivery of reinforce­
ments and new planes for Malta 
and saw Italy's cruisers again turn 
tail and run, according to the 
British admiralty.
Known Axis losses include two 

submarines sunk and two cruisers 
hit by torpedoes, said the admiral- 
tys’ communique which today gave 
the first official Allied account of 
the battle which had been in prog­
ress since Tuesday 

The admiralty intimated that the 
convoy might have suffered further 
losses or damage, saying, "it is not 
to be expected that extensive and 
dangerous operations of tills type, 
cariied out in close proximity to 
enemy bases, can be completed with­
out loss."

It declared, however, that pub­
lished Axis claims were known to be 
exaggerated.

Combined German and Italian 
claims included: sunk, three cruisers, 
two destroyers, 21 merchant ships 
and tlie aircraft carrier Eagle; dam­
aged. one battleship, two aircraft 
carriers, including the U. S. aircraft 
carried Wasp, and "numerous other 
steamers and men-of-war."

Originally, however, the Germans 
had claimed only 21 merchant ships 
were in the entire convoy.

With tile exception ol the Eagle, 
the Manschestor and tile Polish an­
nouncement today of the loss ol the 
Polish destroyer Kttjawlak. appar­
ently in the same action, there lins 
been no confirmation of these Axis 
claims from any source.

Axis Subs Sink 
425fh Vessel 0! 
United Nations

(By The Associated Press)
Reports from Recife that surviv­

ors of two British and one Norwe­
gian ship had been landed in Bra­
zil brought to 425 today (Friday) 
the Associated Press tabulation of 
United Nations or neutral ship sink­
ings in the Western Atlantic since 
Pearl Harbor.

Eighty-seven survivors of the 
three ships were landed and the 
names of the ships published by 
permission of the Brazilian censor 
They were 46 survivors of the 4.- 
694-ton British freighter Trcmin- 
nard. 11 from the 6.221-ton British 
tanker Tricula and 30 from the (>.- 
161-ton Norwegian tanker Havesten.

The dispatch did not make clear 
whether these ships had been sunk 
by an Axis surface raider reported in 
the South Atlantic or by subma­
rines. Cruisers and warplanes were 
reported on tlie hunt for the raid* 
cr after at least two United Na­
tions vessels radioed they had been 
attacked 1.000 miles cast of Rio de 
Janeiro.

Two small Cuban merchantmen 
were sunk by Axis submarines in 
the Gulf of Mexico and survivors 
at Key West said two United States 
coast guard signalmen were among 
the 32 men lost. Twenty-seven sur* 
vivors were picked up by a naval 
vessel 15 minutes after the ships, 
the Santiago De Cuba and the Man­
zanillo went down.

Withheld from tabulation pend­
ing further details was the sinking 
of a Brazilian tanker by a German 
submarine in the Caribbean 450 
miles from the nearest land.

Fantastic Claims 
Of Japs Disputed

For comfort at home, imperial 
Tokyo headquarters issued a fan­
tastic claim of Allied naval loss­
es in the eight-day-old battle of 
the Solomon islands today but 
significantly omitted mention of 
land gains by fighting United 
States marines.
Recalling Tokyo’s dream-book ac­

counts of the Coral sea and Midway 
battles, both of which turned out 
to be spectacular United Nations 
victories, the Japanese command re­
ported the sinking of 13 British and 
American cruisers, nine destroyers, 
three submarines and 10 transports 
in the Solomons.

In addition, the communique said, 
a cruiser, three destroyers and a 
transport were damaged in attacks 
by Japanese warships and suicide­
diving Japanese airmen.

On the debit side, the Japanese 
acknowledged only that two of 
their cruisers were “slightly dam­
aged'' and 21 planes lost.

In contrast with the enemy’s 
claim of 35 Allied warships sunk 
and five damaged, official United 
Nations figures so far show only one 
cruiser sunk and two cruisers, two 
destroyers and a transport dam­
aged in the attack on tlie Solomons.

On both sides of the world. Axis 
propaganda appeared to be reach­
ing all-time heights of extrava­
gance.
In London the British admiralty 

branded Axis tales of huge losses 
inflicted on an Allied convoy in the 
Mediterranean as wholly inaccu­
rate and declared with its tradition­
al conservatism:

“No reliance should he placed it) 
them.’’

Russian Navy 
In Black Sea 
A  Mystery

Reports from Ankara that the 
Russian black sea fleet had reached 
Batum, Soviet port on the Caucasus 
port, recalls one of the unknown 
factors in the Russo-German con­
flict.

No outsiders, neither Allies, foes 
nor neutrals, know just what Rus­
sia has in the way of srapower.

Three Italian 
Cruisers 
By U. S. Bombs

Bv EDWARD KENNEDY
CAIRO, Aug. 14 0P>—Fliers who 

took part in the American air force 
bombing of three Italian cruisers at 
the Greek harbor of Pylos reported 
today that one of the ships, hit 
squarely with tw o  1,000-pound 
bombs, would be out of operation 
for a long time.

A second cruiser was set afire 
and a third damaged in the 1,300- 
mile round trip attack which put 
a big dent in Premier Mussolini’s
battered navy.

Taking off Tuesday afternoon 
from a secret airfield somewhere in 
the Middle East, four-motored B- 
24 s of the 98th bombardment group 
under command of Col. Hugo Rush 
winged to the attack across the Med­
iterranean and over the southern tip 
of tiie Peleponnesus to the Ionian 
seacoast port.

Four cruisers were moored in a 
straight line in the long, narrow 
harbor. *  ■ *" - —** ■— -v -

The American planes swooped In, 
still retaining high altitude, mov- 
•Yig diagonally across the target 
which was clearly visible in the light 
of the setting sun.

Two planes crossed each cruiser, 
dropping thousand-pound explosives.

Tire pilots said two direct hits on 
one cruiser were certain. Another 
was set ablaze either by a direct hit 
or a near miss, they reported. Bombs 
which fell alongside the third cruis­
er caused a terrific explosion as 
fragments apparently struck oil or 
munitions stores.

The fourth cruiser apparently es­
caped damage.

The only opposition the Ameri­
cans encountered was scant anti­
aircraft fire from the vessels. No 
fighter plane , were encountered as 
tiie B-21 winged back to their base 
through a moonless night.

The harbor was described by the 
flyers as simply a mooring place 
protected by a boom alongside the 
hilly Pylos peninsula. Presumably 
the Italians put their cruisers there 
for safekeeping between ventures 
out to sea.

They were spotted by RAF recon­
naissance planes, and it was decid­
ed that the job w'as made to order 
for tiie American long-range bomb­
ers which already had proved their 
worth against the Italian navy In 
aerial attacks in the Eastern Med­
iterranean.

Sons do not always inherit or 
manifest the good qualities of their 
fathers. But Isaac, the son of 
Abraham, in one respeef at least, 
emulated his father Abraham in his 
love of peace and in the practical 
way hi which he sought it.

We have seen how, when there 
was strife between the herdsmen of 
Lot and Abraham, Abraham mag­
nanimously gave Lot his choice of 
the country so that there might be 
no strife. As it turned out. Lot 
made a bad choice in his greedy 
self-interest, and in choosing the 
fertile land toward Sodom he be­
came involved in that city’s down­
fall.

Here in our lesson Isaac was 
faced with something of the same 
problem, although not with one of 
his own relatives but with the 
Philistines, the traditional enemies 
of the Israelites. Abraham had 
digged wells, very necessary for the 
maintenance of life and for their 
herds of cattle. The Philistines had 
filled up these wells and stopped 
tnem after the death of Abraham, 
and now when Isaac's servants dig­
ged in the valley and found there 
a well of springing water, the herds­
men of Gerar fought with Isaac’s 
herdsmen, saying, “The water is 
ours.” Peacefully disposed Isaac 
dug another well, and they strove 
for that also. But when he went 
to another place and dug a third 
well, they left him unmolested.

Isaac prospered so greatly that 
his enemies evidently became alarm­
ed, and they went to him seeking 
to establish a covenant. Isaac ac­
cepted their proposal and they went 
from him to peace.

It is a good thing, in days of 
wartime like these, to read and 
study a story of peace and how one 
man by his seif-sacrificing attitude 
brought it about, even when ene­
mies were trying to use him shame- 
lully. Not all instances reported 
in the Bible have turned out so 
well, There were times when the 
Israelites had to fight their enemies 
relentlessly, just as we are com­
pelled to fight against ruthless ag­
gressors who would destroy the very 
foundations of our life. Neverthe­
less, it is well to remember that 
there have been many occasions 
when good has overcome evil, and 
although aggressors have to be 
stopped, good is the only force that 
ultimately can overcome evil.

I f  there had been more Abra­
hams and Isaacs to the world, we 
would not have had the long his­
tory of devastating wars, and men 
would have learned to live together 
under covenants of peace. The 
present war will not have a suc­
cessful issue unless it does result 
to new covenants of peace between 
nations.

But we need more than cove­
nants. We need the character that 
keeps them, and that sort of char­
acter is not found among those 
who destroy wells. The diggers of 
wells, the builders of civilization, 
must have protection if peace and 
prosperity are to have their place 
in humanity's future.

The library now has 7,500 vol­
umes, all catalogued and placed in 
marked sections, according to Dew­
ey’s system, making it easy to find 
a book of any classification.

proposing an amendment to Article 
I I I  of the Constitution of the State 
of Texas by adding a new seotion 
thereto to be known as Section 49a. 
requiring all bills passed by the Leg­
islature on and after January 1, 
1945. appropriating money for any 
purpose, to be sent to the Comptrol­
ler’ of Public Accounts for his ap­
proval, agd fixing the duties of the 
Comptroller with reference thereto; 
authorizing the Legislature to pro­
vide for the Issuance. sale and re­
tirement of serial bonds, equal In 
principal to the total outstanding, 
valid, and approved obligations ow­
ing by the General Revenue Fund 
on September l, 1943; providing for 
the submission of this amendment 
to the voters of this State; prescrib­
ing the form of ballot; providing for 
the proclamation and publication 
thereof; and providing for the net- 
essary appropriation to defray nec­
essary expenses for the submission 
of this amendment.

BE IT  RESOLVED BY THE LEG­
ISLATURE OF THE STATE OF 
TEXAS:

Section 1. That Article I I I  of the 
Constitution of the State of Texas 
be amended by adding thereto, im­
mediately after Section 49, a sec­
tion to be known as Section 49a, to 
read as follows:

“Section 49a: It shall be the duty 
of the Comptroller of Public Ac­
counts in advance of each Regular 
Session of the Legislature to pre­
pare and submit to the Governor 
and to the Legislature upon its con­
vening a statement under oath 
showing fully the financial condi­
tion of the State Treasury at the 
close of the last fiscal period and 
an estimate of the probable receipts 
and disbursements for the then cur­
rent fiscal year. There shall also be 
contained In said statement an item­
ized estimate of the anticipated rev­
enue based on the laws then in ef­
fect that will be received by and for 
the State from all sources showing 
the-fund accounts to be credited 
during the succeeding biennium and 
said statement shall contain such 
other information as may be re­
quired by law. Supplemental state- 
ntents shall be submitted by any 
Special Session of the Legislature 
and at such other times as may be 
necessary to show probable changes.

"FTom and after January 1, 1945, 
save in the case of emergency and 
Imperative public necessity and with 
a four-fifths vote of the total mem­
bership of each house, no appropri- 
atiori in excess of the cash and an­
ticipated revenue of the funds from 
which such appropriation is to be 
made shall be valid. From and aft­
er January 1, 1945, no bill contain­
ing an appropriation shall be con­
sidered as passed or be sent to the 
governor for consideration until and 
unless the Comptroller of Public 
Accounts endorses his certificates 
thereon showing that the amount 
appropriated is within the amount 
estimated to be available in the af­
fected funds. When the Comptroller 
finds an appropriation bill exceeds 
the estimated revenue he shall en­
dorse such finding thereon and re­
turn to the House in which same 
originated. Such information shall 
be immediately made known to both 
the House of Representatives and 
the Senate and the necessary steps 
shall be taken to bring such appro­
priation to within the revenue, eith­
er by providing additional revenue 
or reducing the appropriation.

“For the purpose of financing the 
outstanding obligations of the Gen­
eral Revenue Fund of the State and 
placing its current accounts on a 
cash basis the Legislature of the 
State of Texas is hereby authorized 
to provide for the issuance, sale, and 
retirement of serial bonds, equal in 
principal to the total outstanding, 
valid, and approved obligations ow­
ing by said fund on September 1, 
1943, provided such bonds shall not 
draw interest in excess of two 12 > 
per cent per annum and shall ma­
ture within twenty < 20 > years from 
date."

Sec. 2. The foregoing Constitution­
al Amendment shall be submitted 
to a vote of the qualified electors 
of the State of Texas, at the next 
general election to be held on the 
first Tuesday after the first Monday 
in November. 1942, being November 
3, 1942, at which election all voters 
favoring said proposed amendment 
shall write or have printed on their 
ballots, the words:

“For the Amendment to the Con­
stitution of the State of Texas, re­
quiring appropriation of bills pass­
ed by the Legislature to be present­
ed to and certified by the Comptrol­
ler of Public Accounts as to avail­
able funds for payment thereof, 
limiting appropriations to the total 
of such available funds, providing 
for issuance of bonds to pay off 
State obligations outstanding Sep­
tember 1, 1943. and fixing the du­
ties of the Legislature and Comp­
troller of Public Accounts with ref­
erence thereto.”

Those opposing said proposed 
Amendment shall write or have 
printed on their ballots, the words:

Industry Has Met The Test
W e are beginning to reap the sour fruit of our long 

refusal to recognize the obvious. Even after we ac­
tually were In the war as allies of Great Britain. 
Russia and China, we Insisted publicly and privately 
that we were not going to enter the war. Now we 
are paying for that ostrich-like absurdity.

This nation’s Industry has done an unbelievably 
fast and efficient Job of converting from pianos to 
planes, from baby carriages to ships, from automo­
biles to tanks, from comets to shells.

In all probability industry will prove itself capable 
o f making, before the calendar year ends, the stu­
pendous aggregate of seven billion dollars worth of 
armament and munitions and other war material 
each month.

We won’t accomplish that because there Isn’t 
enough of several vital raw materials, ot which steel 
and copper are best publicized and perhaps most im­
portant.

We are short ot steel and copper, rubber and tin, 
at least partly because we Insisted on kidding our­
selves, for so long, that we could keep out of this 
war and serve merely as a non-belligerent granary 
and factory for our antl-Axis friends.

This Is not said In any spirit of bitterness, nor Is 
the complaint directed at any individual or group. 
President Roosevelt is at fault, and congress and the 
people; the isolationists and the interventionists; 
capital and labor; the farmers and city folks.

Nevertheless, the record should be kept straight. 
As a nation, we failed to prepare for this war by 
making and continually revising the blueprints for 
an army and a navy and for necessary equipment 
and supplies and transportation.

Knowing that Japan hated us and had Asiatic de­
signs with which we interfered, we failed to lay 
emergency plans against the sort of disaster that 
we have suffered in the Far East.

When Pearl Harbor tossed us overnight Into bel­
ligerency, we had no Idea what sort of war we were 
going to fight, or where, or what we should need 
for the purpose.

We wasted valuable time seeking to make analyses 
that could have been made well in advance.

We guessed what we should need in the way of 
raw materials, and too often guessed wrong.

Now, facing the crisis, we have a productive plant 
o f Incredible versatility and potentiality, increasing­
ly idle for lack of raw materials.

This war has produced many failures, excusable 
and otherwise. They do not include the institution 
of free enterprise. Our “selfish,’’ “cruel,”  “unsocial,” 
“money-grubbing" capitalistic industry has met every 
test.

M IT C H E LL ’S O P IN IO N  O F T H E  JAPS
I  quoted in the last issue from W illiam  B. 

Z iff ’s great book, “The Coming Battle of Ger­
many” . I  want to quote what he inserted as to 
General Mitchell’s testimony as to the Jap's 
ability.

“A t a time when almost everyone sadly mis­
judged the Japanese as foemen to be respected, 
treating with them as if  they were only a peg or 
two above the painted spearmen of Somaliland, 
'B illy' M itchell made what turned out to be an 
exact and proper estimate of their abilities. The 
following is an abstract of testimony given on 
June 1, 1933, before a joint Congressional com­
mittee to investigate dirigible disasters:

"Rep. Delaney: ‘W hat is the attitude o f the 
Japanese with regard to fly ing? ’

“Gen. Mitchell: 'They know the value of air 
power and they are working as hard on it as 
anybody else.'

“Rep. Delaney: They  have not been success­
ful in their experiments with lighter than air 
and heavier than air.’

“Gen. Mitchell: 'They have been extremely 
successful with everything they have tried. They 
have an excellent force.’

"Rep. Delaney: ‘My information is that the 
Japanese mind is not formed to absorb this in­
formation.'

“Gen. Mitchell: ‘That is not so. They are excel­
lent airmen in every way, shape and form. I  have 
been with them. I  know they are good.' ”

Since General M itchell’s prophecies h a v e  
turned out to be correct and since Seversky and 
Z iff are giving us the same advice, it behooves 
those people who want to win this war with 
the least possible loss o f life  and property to be­
come informed upon the strategy o f air power on 
the part of the United States.

In  this great book Z iff  further says:
“Lieutenant Governor Van Mook o f the Dutch 

East Indies declared that 200 airplanes would 
have made Java invincible. Adm iral Fiske wrote 
that fifty  torpedo planes for attack upon Japa­
nese troopships and fifty  pursuits to deal with 
their air units might have prevented Japanese 
landings in the Philippines. American and British 
experts in Malaya were unanimous in the belief 
that a few  squadrons of modern bombing and 
fighting planes would have spelled the difference 
between victory and defeat, preventing com­
pletely the subsequent Japanese southward move­
ment. According to Lieutenant General George 
Brett. American flyers in Java took out our f*w  
big bombers daily, not knowing whether any 
landing field would be le ft when they returned 
to their base. * • *

“ In Manila the clear-sighted MacArthur was 
vainly demanding airplanes. He had read . the 
auguries o f the times and was ill at ease. In 
Hawaii the heads of the military and naval es­
tablishments, secure in the great power of Ameri­
can might, patiently awaited the political decisions 
by which their actions were regulated.”

Z iff relates an interesting statement made by 
Seversky, as to the possibilities o f a ir war. I  
quote:

“A  more intelligible view  was taken by de 
Seversky, who complained to the writer: 'Hero 
I  go to a lot of trouble to write a whole chapter 
to prove exactly how airplanes could sink battle­
ships and then the Japanese go and sink the 
Repulse and Prince of Wales and I  have to 
throw the chapter out’.”

How long w ill it be until our government 
officials realize that they are so scattering our 
forces with a large army and a large navy that 
they are neglecting to build the real and only 
means of winning the war—a powerful air force?

commentators cannot discuss because they do not 
know their magnitude, and could not discuss even 
if  they did know their magnitude.

They may even now hahe decided that it w ill 
be worth more than it w ill cost, and they may 

have laid specific plans. ’ -
ocs this leave the ordinary citizen with 

Sing to do but wait and hope? Assuredly not. 
What the political and m ilitary high commands 
must wish to know is whether the public opinion 
o f the United States and Britain is prepared for 
great risks and great sacrifices now in the expec­
tation that these risks w ill be well taken and 
these sacrifices wisely made because they w ill 
shorten the war.

We are dealing in this matter with a great 
and irreplaceable treasure, the lives of a gener­
ation of young men. Agony o f body and soul, the 
grief of long casualty lists, deprivations such as 
we have scarcely contemplated, are the facts 
we must certainly face if  a bold stroke is notv 
attempted. These facts are the facts o f total war. 
which this country, at least, has not faced. Let 
us face them now. They are the Second Front.

CUBA ROLLS IN  SUGAR CASH
U. S. Has Contracted for Almost A ll 1942 

Crop at 2.65 cents a Pound 
(T im e)

Cuba is wallowing in cash. That startling fact 
was underscored when big Cuban American Sugar 
company declared a $53.50 cash dividend on its 
7 per cent preferred stock, thus erasetf a ll the 
dividend arrears piled up since 1929.

The reason for this island prosperity is sugar, 
on which Cuba feasts in good times, fasts in bad. 
Before the war, Cuban sugar was selling for less 
than a cent a pound in the world market. Now  the 
United States government has contracted for al­
most the whole 1942 crop (which was harvested 
last winter) at 2.65 cents a pound. This is the 
highest price since 1926, and it gives Cuba a sugar 
income of more than 200 million dollars this year, 
almost two and a half times last year. Sugar ac­
counts for 70 to 80 per cent o f Cuba's total na­
tional income.

This boom has meant one grande fiesta fo r  
some 4,250,000 life-loving Cubans. They are gu«- 
zling more sweet-tasting rum. screaming at more 
cock fights, buying more radios and motor cars 
(when they can get them), using more telephones. 
The party was pepped up last November when 
all salaries were boosted 10 to 25 per cent by law 
(In  April minimupis were set at $45 a month in 
towns, $39 out o f town). The lid almost blew o ff 
in January when some 400,000 sugar workers had 
their wages hiked 50 per cent. Part o f these fat 
raises have since been wiped out by a 40 to 50 
per cent jump in living costs (mostly food).

Rising wages and rising prices set o ff such a 
terrific  demand for currency that United Stales 
banks recently shipped over 40 million dollars in 
United States money to Cuba, where it now giddily 
circulates on an even Stephen basis with Cuban 
pesos. To ease the cash shortage further, the 
Cuban Congress on April 30 approved a  neat

DISGUST: Now that the manner 

in which our leaders have flunked 
the raw materials program has been 
ruthlessly exposed, the AdminUtra- 
tion Is snapping the whip and yell­
ing for faster output. But it will 
take more than lashing the old 
gray mare to win the race. Mr. 
Roosevelt should turn some of his 
spavined cayuses out to pasture and 
harness the thoroughbreds which 
he Is keeping in the stables. This 
candid advice Is the opinion of some 
of the most important figures In 
the nation.

In thU space on Wednesday It 
was suggested that the president 
call from private lift- Sloan, Grace. 
Weir, Hufnagel or some such man­
ufacturing genius and appoint him 
the supreme dictator of production 
with the proviso that there would 
be no political butting in by any­
one, any time, anywhere; without 
that he would be hamstrung In ad­
vance. I f  outsiders knew how out­
rageously pressure groups meddle 
with the war effort they would be 
shocked to the marrow. Clubroom 
ward heelers and dollar-a-year men 
alike try to wheedle or wangle fa­
vors for their counties, cliques or 
themselves so that small fry busi­
nessmen In the government are at 
their wit's end attempting to dis­
cover whose orders to follow.

An able executive accepted a big 
federal post In the West. He organ­
ized a staff of experienced assis­
tants. Just as he was about to start 
operations the governor of the state 
phoned. “Of course you know you 
are expected to clear all patronage 
through my office." This the new­
comer refused to do. Thereafter he 
was hounded and blocked at every 
turn. Finally he quit in disgust.

ship It to the British Isles and 
other countries to replenish their 
nearly exhausted stocks.

But a feature which Is not re­
vealed to the public Is the peculiar 
generosity of Uncle Sam. In order 
to keep exporting firms alive, which 
might otherwise be forced Into 
bankruptcy by the loss of virtually 
all their foreign customers, the ad­
ministration is advancing funds for 
purchase through lend-lease. Where­
upon buyers from these establish­
ments enter Dixie auction houses 
and merrily bid against one anoth­
er, thus running up the costs which 
must be met from taxpayers’ mon­
ey. In other words, the government 
competes with Itself.

An interesting sidelight on the 
weed Is the comeback staged by 
chewing tobacco. Since lighting up 
Is forbidden In many war plants 
the workers switch to plugs which 
they keep in their jaws. Even the 
vanishing habit of "dipping snuff” 
has been revived.

MANNA
Persians collect and sell the Bib­

lical “manna from Heaven” which 
fed the Israelites. Deposited' on 
leaves and the ground by aphids. 
It Is a sweet liquid which hardens 
and It “ like hoarfrost on the 
ground.”  A  man can gather as much 
as three pounds of manna a day 
In some localities.

SMITH: One reason that Wash­
ington even now has not hit its full 
war stride is politics—not merely 
the sordid boodle side of the game 
but also Its highest form. Bestow­
ing favors as the result of pressure 
from special groups Is the custom­
ary practice of officeholders. Wast­
ed raw materials. Inflation, crum­
bling price ceilings, blind self-in­
terest of capital, farm and labor 
blocs all have their roots in this 
habit of log-rolling. Until a produc­
tion czar has the power to say no, 
back-seat drivers will pester him.

An example of the cause and cure 
is found In New York state history. 
Road building formerly was at the 
mercy of both Republican and Dem­
ocrat bosses. Every party hack would 
beg or bluster in order to get a 
street through his district so that 
the voters would be benefltted by 
the convenience' and the “boys” 
would clean up on land damages 
and other legitimate pickings.

Then along came Alfred E. Smith 
as governor. He selected as highway 
commissioner one of the finest civ­
il engineers In America—Frederick 
Stuart Greene. 8ald Al. “The whole 
job Is up to you. I  don't even want 
to see you for six months. I f  any 
politician hands you the line that 
he comes from me. tell him It's the 
bunk. I f  he tries to Interfere, chuck 
him out." Greene made a record 
for efficiency that has never bien 
equaled anywhere In the United 
States. That lesson in good govern­
ment could be applied a hundred­
fold In Washington today.

JAWS: Prices of raw tobacco In 
Georgia, the first of the belts to 
open, have gone haywire because 
the big domestic companies anti­
cipate a phenomenal rise in ciga­
rette smoking trfid are building up 
reserves. The Santa C law  with the 
striped trousers also Is tossing mon­
ey around In the southern market. 
The Commodity Credit corporation 
Is to buy forty per cent of the 
bright leaf crop by means of Inter­
national trading provisions and

SYRIA : This Is not the first time 
that Russian and German bayonets 
have clashed In the Caucasus. Dur­
ing the First World War, General 
von Sanders, the Kaiser's master 
strategist, planned a brilliant cam­
paign in which the Boches and 
their Turkish allies were to scale 
the peaks and drop down like an 
avalanche upon the Czar's poorly- 
trained peasants. Unlike the pres­
ent campaign, the Central Powers 
attacked the region from Turkey 
and Armenia.

But the Teuton commander made 
a fatal miscalculation. He had or­
dered his men to climb several 
mountain roads which were clearly 
marked on the maps. Actually they 
were narrow, icebound trails which 
even a mule could scarcely nego­
tiate. (They are no bitter now, twen­
ty-five years later). Supplies, trucks, 
and artillery had to be abandoned. 
More than eighty per cent of the 
expedition was lost In the snow­
storms or struck down by the Mus­
covite defenders.

It is quite possible that United 
States soldiers now In Syria and 
the Middle East together with the 
British colonials will use this south­
ern route to reach the range and 
support the Red armies as they fall 
back from the Wehrmacht's batter­
ing-rams. American flyers will en­
gage In savage dogfights to keep 
Nazi planes from destroying ships 
bringing our lend-lease supplies 
across the Caspian sea from Persia.

Today's War 
Analysis

By DeWITT MacKENZIE 
Wide World War Analyst 

The outstanding development 
among the big evrnts which are 
boiling up in all parts of our war- 
torn globe is Uncle Sam's acquisi­
tion finally of the strength to as­
sume the offensive In widely sep­
arated theaters.
This eagerly awaited moment ar­

rives as the war is rushing to the 
peak of the crisis in what may easily 
be the decisive year. The ultimate 
outcome of the conflict may well 
depend on what happens In the few 
remaining weeks before winter 
throws a barrier in front of the on- 
rushing Hitlerites.

Every ounce of fighting strength 
which the Allies can produce right 
now is worth a hundred-weight six 
months hence.

Further indication of Uncle Sam’s 
Increasing power comes from the 
disclosure that the United States 
fighter planes are for the first time 
operating on a large scale against 
the Huns In western Europe. Our 
forces are striking from bases In 
Britain.

Meantime American marines, 
backed by our own and Allied war­
ships and aircraft, are In the midst 
of a daring offensive against the 
Japs in.the Solomon islands, and at 
latest reports were getting ahead 
with the job of wresting highly Im­
portant strategic points from the 
enemy in the Tulagl zone. Big 
U. S. bombers, handled by our own 
men, are making fierce war against 
the Axis In the Mediterranean area, 
and far afield In China are ham­
mering the Japs. Up among the fog- 
shrouded Aleutians a task force has 
been busy against enemy units 
which managed to get a foothold on 
isolated islands.

Now this doesn’t mean that Uncle 
Sam has come into full strength or 
anything like It. In the contrary 
he is just beginning to feel the 
swell of his muscles. But It does 
mean that we finally have the ball 
rolling.

The diversity of America’s opera­
tions, which literally circle the 
world, emphasize the fact that this 
Is a global war In the full meaning 
of the term. It shows us how im­
possible It is to dissociate any one 
tjieater from the rest. I t  makes it 
pHgln that all these widely separated 
operations arc in reality closely re­
lated.

Look at all the “ fronts.”  The Rus­
sian theater, the Anglo-American 
air offensive In western Europe, the 
nasty battle of the Atlantic, the 
battle of the Mediterranean, the 
battle for Egypt, the Chlno-Jap con­
flict, the battle of the southwest Pa­
cific, the battle for the Aleutians. 
WQhat happens in any one of these 
zones affects all the others.

Thus wc see that when we qtart 
to talk about opening up a “second 
front.” there are many places In 
which It could be useful. Our drive 
against the vital Jap bases in the 
Solomons, for Instance, if successful 
may prove to be a most Important 
“second front" by creating a diver­
sion to keep the Nipponese from at­
tacking Russia in Siberia. Our Solo­
mon island offensive also Is a "sec­
ond front” for hard-pressed China.

When we look at the position from 
this standpoint it becomes clear how 
foolish it Is for the general publics 
in the Allied countries to take unto 
themselves the prerogatives of the 
Allied high command and Insist that 
a "second front” be established In 
western Europe or any other theater. 
The establishment of a "second 
front” must depend on the pressure 
of the moment and on Allied ability 
to meet the emergency.

However, the growing strength of 
America and Britain will make It 
Increasingly possible to meet the de­
mands of "second fronts" In the 
many places where they will be 
needed. So far as concerns such a 
front in western Europe, over which 
there has been so much heart­
burning, the entrance of our air 
force Into the arena in considerable 
strength encourages as to believe 
that the front can be established In 
time to be most useful.

It's Even Worse Than Yon Figure; Nazis Are Closing Doors To Russia

WASHINGTON, Aug. 14—It is 
terribly late in Russia. It is so late 
that the last streaks of rosy opti­
mism about the Red army are fad­
ing here, where there are people 
who know and understand more 
than does the country at large.

For instance, the headlines are 
saying that the Russian armies may 
be cut into two parts, of which the 
northern will be short of oil if Sta­
lingrad falls. But Stalingrad has 
nearly fallen already. A place need 
not be captured to be useless to 
the defender. It need only be close 
enough to be bombed as often and 
as hard as the Germans can Ljmb 
Stalingrad.
A l l ie s  m a y  l e a v e
NEAR EAST BASES

And Stalingrad means not just 
a city, but two great traffic arteries 

•the broad Volga and one of two 
railroads that take Caucasus oil to 
the rest of Russia.

The Germans are nearing the 
second at Astrakhan, Important re­
ception port for American and Brit­
ish supplies sent up from the Per­
sian gulf. The danger is so real that 
plans have been prepared for with­
drawal from the Near East, if nec­
essary, of such of our installations 
as possible, and our troops. Be­
sides flyers, these are largely tech­
nicians unloading and assembling 
equipment and teaching Russians 
and British to handle it.

They will stick to the last mo­
ment, for improvements on our Eri­
trean base and the Iran railroad 
make this a valuable doorway for 
our aid to Russia. And even though 
that aid takes four months to ar­
rive—an unconscionably long time— 
yet it does arrive.

THE NAZIS ARE USING THE

24-hour Arctic daylight to sink

But the Murmansk-Archangcl 
door, relatively next-door to Boston 
and Britain, has virtually been closed 
by German submarines and planes. 
They are using the 24-hour Arctic 
daylight to sink supply ships at a 
rate German propaganda exagger­
ates—but less so than people think.

Recent results are so shocking 
there is some informed opinion that 
for this critical period the Nazis 
have slammed the northern door 
in our faces.

And not the Nazis alone, but 
their stooges, the esteemed Finns. 
The Finns let the Germans attack

“The enemy cruiser force, how­
ever, never came within range of 
our ships and turned back on being 
attacked by aircraft.

The same strategists who point 
out this possibility say it need not 
happen;

1. I f  the Red army can make a 
strong counter-attack on the ex­
posed flank of German forces 
astride the Don. But the U. S. S. R. 
has already lost heavily in military 
manpower and now has a total pop­
ulation not of 170,000,000, but of 
135,000,000. Germany has not 80.000,- 
000, but counting Axis allies and cap­
tives, nearly 200,000.000.

2. I f  we can strengthen Russia in 
battlefield airpower, by airferry- 
ing more supplies and bombers 
across Africa; and from air bases 
established by a small "second 
front" in Norway, hurl back the 
Germans and Finns about the Mur- 
mansk-Archangel area.

3. I f  we succeeded in establishing 
a real “second front” by invading 
France or the Low Countries. For 
that, nothing is quite ready save 
courage. Especially planes to ground 
the world’s most powerful air force. 
And ships to move and liBpply our 
troops—say 125,000 tons of shipping 
to a devision (for ten to thirty divi­
sions) despite losses of ships and 
men hitherto undreamed. The ship­
ping is reliably stated to be worse 
than the public realizes.

But the longer we wait, the 
stronger grows the German defense 
of France and, barring a miracle of 
the Don rivalling the miracle of 
the Marne, the weaker grows Rus­
sian defense of Russia.

Police Solve Case 
Of 'Phantom Barber'

Cigaret Lighter 
Saves Lives Oi 
Lost Aviators

NEW YORK. Aug. 14 (A P )—The 
tiny flame of a cigaret lighter that 
hasn't Worked since was a beacon 
of life for 10 U. S. army men whose 
bomber was forced down in a South 
American Jungle wher» death in 
many forms stalked them for eight 
terror-filled days.

Slashing their w a y  through 
tangled tropic underbrush, dodging 
snakes although footsore and weak 
from hunger, slapping at blood­
drawing insects, the army fliers 
had finally reached a large river 
and were drifting on liferafts when 
a steamboat came round a bend.

“We begin the most frantic few 
minutes of our trip,” the diary of 
Sergt. Ed Cunningham, army news­
paper man, related today as it ap 
peared in Yank, the new army 
newspaper. “We shout, but the 
noise of water and the steamboat’s 
motors drown out our voices. We 
search frantically for the flash­
light. It's lost somewhere on the 
floor.

“Lewis (Private Jesse H. Lewis, 
22, of Anton, Texas, the plane’s 
radio operator, has an inspiration. 
He pulls out his cigaret lighter. 
What a flimsy device for rescue. 
But it works. It  responds to the 
first snap, and burst into a flicker 
that was like a beacon in the dark 
jungle.

“We arc picked up by a boat that 
makes the run only once a month.

“And Lewis’ cigaret lighter hasn't 
worked since."

Thus did a modern Invention 
which often Is the subject of jokes 
because of Its dubious dependability 
save the lives of the bomber crew­
men and Sergeant Cunningham, 
former reporter for the Burlington,
N. J„ Press, who was cn route to 
one of the war fronts.

How To Obtain 
Social Security 
Cards By Mail

In view of the projects in opera­
tion here In conjunction with the 
bomber school, the social security 
board at Amarillo calls attention to 
these suggestions below for workers 
who desire to obtain their social se­
curity numbers by mail.

Thousands of workers continue to 
apply for the social security cards in 
person. While a personal call might 
be necessary in some instances, most 
applicants may readily secure their 
original or duplicate cards by mail.

This not only saves the applicant 
time and money , but aids the war 
effort through reduced use of auto­
mobiles and public transportation 
facilities.

Here is what is suggested:
Obtain Form SS-5. “application for 

social sccuiity account number,” 
Iroin the nearest social security 
board office, cither by telephone or 
letter. Application forms arc avail­
able at all post offices and U. S. 
Employment service offices.

Carefully read the instructions for 
filling in the form. These instruc­

tions are given on the reverse side
of the form Itself.

Each item pn the application must 
be filled in. I f  the information called
for in any item is not known, write
“unknown.’’

Print, jn blue or black ink, or use 
typewriter for all items except sig­
nature.

Use full names and not initials
unless it is an initial name in which 
case draw a line after each initial
to Indicate that It is an intal name.

I f  the employe has ever had a 
socal security card before he must 
fill In Item 11 of the application In 
full. He should also write his old 
number on this application if he has 
kept a record of it.

Women who have married since 
they obtained their first card and 
who have changed their name an 
our records obtain a “request for 
change of record" rather than Form 
SS-5. Upon the basis of this they 
may obtain their duplicate card and 
change their name on our records 
at the same time. They should place 
their old number on the form and 
return it together with their old card 
if they have it.

The mail address on the applica­
tion must be correct as this is the 
address to which the card will be
mailed.

Sign application as name is usually
written.

Mail application to nearest social 
security board office.

Clerks assigned the duty of pro­
cessing mail applications see to It 
that immediate action Is taken on all 
such applications.

New Game Law  Digest 
Now Being Prepared
Special To The NEW S’

AUSTIN, Aug. 13—Because the 
legislature and not the game, fish 
and oyster commission makes regu­
lations goyerning hunting and 
fishing in Texas, there will be sev­
eral changes in the new Game Law 
Digest now being prepared for pub­
lication about September 1, the ex­
ecutive secretary of the game de­
partment announced today.

The changes principally affect 
deer and turkey hunting. Sports­
men were advised to note the 
changes carefully, and to procure 
upon publication a copy of the 
handy pocket-fitting Digest. They 
may be obtained free of charge 
from game wardens, county clerks, 
and most sporting goods dealers.

Most important changes were an­
nounced as follows:

1. Deer may be killed in Harrison 
county beginning with this fall’s 
open season (November 16 to De­
cember 31). The season had been 
closed for five years. Wild turkeys 
may NOT be killed in this county, 
however, until November 16, 1946, 
because of a special law passed at 
the regular session of the legisla­
ture last year.

2. Deer and wilk turkey may be 
killed beginning with this year’s 
open season in Marion, Cass. Cole­
man and Mills counties, because 
a special law providing a closed 
season in those counties for five 
years expired this month.

3. Wild turkeys may be taken 
in Brown county beginning with 
this year’s open season. A law pro­
tecting the turkeys for five years 
in this county expires this month. 
As was the case last year, the bag 
limit on deer in Brown county will 
be one per season.

4. Deer and wild turkey may be 
taken in Taylor county beginning 
with this year's open season, be­
cause of the expiration of a three- 
year' protective law on May 15.

5. Wild turkeys may be taken 
in Guadalupe county beginning 
with this fnll’s open season because 
of the expiration of a three-year 
protective law on March 15.

6. Wild turkeys may be taken 
In Austin county beginning with 
this year’s open season because of 
the expiration this month of a law 
that gave protection to these birds 
for five years.

7. Seining and netting of any 
kind of fish is now permitted tn 
the west fork of the Trinity river 
In Wise county, because a law that 
prohibited these practices for three 
years expired on February 15.

8. In Cass, Bowie, and Marion 
counties it is now lawful to trap 
fur-bearing animals anywhere, pro­
vided the trespass law is observed, 
because of the expiration April 26 
of a five-year law that forbade 
trapping except *on one’s own 
property.

ft  is still unlawful, however, to 
take pelts of fur-bcarers except 
during the months of December and 
January, with the exception of 
Cass county, where, under terms of 
a law passed last year, wild fox 
may be killed and their pelts sold 
only during the month of December.

9. It  Is now legal to kill fox at 
any time, and to market their pelts 
during December and January only. 
In Lamar, Fannin, Smith and Red 
River counties, because of the ex­
piration this month of a special 
law that gave complete protection 
to these animals for five years.

Social Security 
Cards Can Be 
Sent By Mail

That workers in all walks of life 
are war conscious and are anxious 
to contribute to the war effort is 
indicated by the large increase in 
the issuance of social security ac­
count numbers since December 7, 
according to Dewey Reed, manager 
of the Amarillo office of the Social 
Security Board.

Thousands of workers continue 
to apply for their social security ac­
count number cards in person, ac­
cording to Reed, who pointed out 
that while a personal call might be 
necessary in sorr\p instances, most 
applicants may readily secure their 
original or their duplicate cards by 
mail. This not only saves the ap­
plicant time and money but aids 
the war effort through reduced use 
of automobiles and public transpor­
tation facilities. The following sug­
gestions were offered to workers 
who desire to obtain their social 
security numbers by mail:

1. Obtain Form SS-5, “Applica­
tion for Social Security Account 
Number,” from the nearest Social 
Security Board office either by tele­
phone or letter. Application forms 
are also available at all post offices 
arid United States Employment 
Service offices.

2. Carefully read the Instructions 
for filling in the form. These in­
structions are given on the reverse 
side of the form itself.

3. Each item on the application 
form must be filled In. I f  the In­
formation called for In any Item is 
not known, write "unknown.’’

4. Print (in blue or black Ink) 
or use typewriter for all items ex­
cept signature.

5. Use fuil names and not initials 
unless It Is an initial name in which 
cask draw a line after each initial 
to indicate that it is an initial 
name.

6. I f  the employee has ever had 
a social security card before he 
must fill in item 11 of the appli­
cation In full. He should also write 
his old number on this application 
If he has kept a record of It.

7. Women who have married since 
they obtained their first card and 
who have not changed their name 
on our records should obtain a “Re­
quest for Change of Records” (Form 
OAAN-7003) rather than Form S8 
-5. Upon the basis of this form they 
may obtain their duplicate card and 
change their name on our records 
a t . the same time. They should 
place their old number on the

One of the toughest production 

problems in fighting a modern war 
is to keep equipment ultra modern, 
streamlined, two jumps ahead of 
the enemy’s. An army going into 
•ustión with weapons that were the 
latest thing in the last world ruck­
us wouldn’t stand a chance in this 
war. Many weapons that were 
considered “advanced” in 1940 and 
1941 are now obsolete or obsolescent. 
Since Pearl Harbor, the U. S. army 
ordnance department has standard­
ized on nearly 150 new models of 
weapons and pieces of equipment, 
including new aircraft armament, 
artillery, tanks and combat vehicles, 
small arms and types of bombs, am­
munition and accessories.

That word "standardized” is 
probably a bad one. Nothing in 
modern war is ever standardized. 
In peacetimes, the manufacturers 
of automobiles, stoves, refrigerators, 
typewriters', adding machines, wash­
ing machines, machines of all kinds 
can standardize for a year or so. 
They can spend two years develop­
ing a new model, and then bring it 
out as the design they will standard­
ize on for any given season.

When these same manufacturers 
are converted to war production, 
they may get a contract for say 
10,000 tanks of a standard design. 
But before the first thousand are 
manufactured, there may be a bet­
ter tank designed and before the 
first thousand of the second, model 
are completed, a still better design 
will be forthcoming. In a long, 
modern war, there Just isn’t any 
such thing as a standard model. . 
WAR WORKS WONDERS

The speed with which new models 
of weapons are adopted is of course 
greatly accelerated in wartime. It 
took the U. S. army 20 years, for 
instance, to adopt the new Garand 
rifle. But when Nazi spearheads 
began to thrust through French 
lines and when Nazi parachute 
troops penetrated deep into Poland, 
it became obvious that troops serv­
ing in the rear, who had relied on 
pistols in the past would have to be 
armed with better, harder hitting, 
longer range small arms. In Oc­
tober, 1940, the army ordnance de­
partment sent manufacturers a cir­
cular listing requirements for a 
short-barreled, lightweight, semi­
automatic carbine. By September, 
1941, nine models had been sub­
mitted, tested and by the process 
of elimination reduced to a single 
model which was developed within 
six weeks, standardized and put in­
to production for infantry, artillery, 
armored force, and even the navy 
and marines.

Adoption of the new round-head 
helmet is another case in point. For 
six years the army experimented 
with various designs intended to 
improve the old flat British-design­
ed tin hat that was standard in the 
last war. The experiments and 
tests got nowhere. Then in 1941, 
after only a few months, the answer 
was found in the new double hel­
met, similar in general outline to 
the German helmet, but better in 
that it has the light weight fiber 
inner helmet that can be worn back 
of the lines.

In bigger weapons, the changes 
have been no less startling. In 75 
days, ordnance and field artillery 
designed and standardized on a new 
tank destroyer, mounting a 75-mm. 
gun on a half track vehicle that 
gave it high speed and extreme 
flexibility as a weapon to battle 
the mass tank tactics introducted by 
the Germans.
BIG GUNS GET BIGGER

The old 75-mm. pieces them­
selves. guns of a type that won the 
war for the French in 1918, had to 
be completely redesigned. The 
French had stuck to their World 
War I models, and the German 
Panzer divisions ran right over 
them. The result was that in the 
United States the 75 had to be re­
designed, its range and velocity in­
creased with a new armor-piercing 
shell, its carriage modernized with 
a new split trail that permitted 
movement at high speed.

Even the bigger guns had to be 
brought up to date. Eight-inch 
howitzers and 155-mm. field guns 
were modernized to hurl a 200- 
pound shell 11 miles and they were 
made more mobile by mounting on 
a new high speed carriage that 
would take either weapon, inter­
changeably And a new 90-mm. 
anti-aircraft and anti-tank weapon 
had to be developed to beat both 
the German 88-mm. and the U. S. 
old model 3-inch anti-aircraft gun.

Making over the M-3 medium 
tank into the M-4 was perhaps the 
most spectacular of all the ord­
nance conversion and moderniza­
tion Jobs. Over $53 million were 
spent in plant facilities alone to 
make this change, but it was worth 
it. The new M-4 tank, with its cast 
and forged turret replacing the old

Skull Fracture Fatal To Dodge Son
DETROIT, Aug. 14 UP)—John Du­

val Dodge. 43-year-old son of the 
late multi-millionaire automobile 
maker John P. Dodge, suffered a 
skull fracture at some time prior 
to his death in a hospital here last 
night. Aayne County Coroner Ed­
mund J. Knobloch said today.

Dr. Knobloch emerged from an 
autopsy to make the bare announce­
ment. then returned to the post 
mortem room.

Police Inspector John O. Whit­
man ordered the autopsy to aid in 
his investigation as to whether the 
injuries that caused Dodge's death 
were received during a domestic 
quarrel or in a scuffle at a precinct 
police station after he had been ar­
rested Wednesday morning.

“Our investigation depends en­
tirely upon the findings of the post 
mortem," the Inspector said. “We 
had hoped to question Dodge as to 
the scuffle that took place between 
himself and his wife."

Prosecutor William E. Dowling 
said Mrs. Dodge told him she suf­
fered a split Hp when Dodge struck 
her during a quarrel. In the home 
of a friend. Howard E. Lange, while 
Lange was absent. Police found 
Dodge alone In the home, while they 
were investigating a report of a 
prowler at the address, and took 
him to a precinct station for ques­
tioning concerning his presence 
there.

Dodge collapsed while awaiting 
questioning, and was rushed from 
the precinct station to a receiving 
hospital. He died last night, more 
than 40 hours after his arrest, with­
out regaining consciousness.

Dowling said there was a possi­
bility excitement induced by the 
quarrel caused a fatal hemorrhage, 
or that Dodge's skull was fractured 
when his head struck a chair or oth­
er objects at the police station.

McKINNEY. Aug. 14. (A P )—
Speaker of the House Sam Rayburn, 
telling members of the Lions and 
Rotary clubs that Washington din­
ner parties were first class rumor 
factories, gave his recipe for war­
time conduct in the national capi­
tal:

Never ask an admiral, a captain, 
or other war official for data con­
cerning the war.

He no longer referred to his op­
position as vultures and buxxards, 
nor to newspapers as dirty, lying, 
slanderous yellow sheets.
Instead he concentrated on the 

argument Communists were enslav­
ing the working man and were out 
to change the government which 
ho said could be accomplished mere­
ly by a law.

He complained of attacks on his 
character, on efforts of his enemies 
to blacken his name, saying "Did 
you ever see so many people gang­
ing up on one man in your life?"

A A *Allred Claims Moody Votes Go To His Camp'

JACKSONVILLE. Aug. 14. (AP) 
¿-James V. Allred, voicing renewed 
encouragement over reports that 
“practically all the former Moody 
men are coming Into my camp,” 
zig-zags his senate campaign south­

Spontaneous comments of ap­
proval from a Palestine crowd 
yesterday helped Allred drive 
home f, his arguments regarding 
why he should be elected over 
Senator V/. Lee O’Daniel. 
Speaking on a street corner, All- 

red was challenged regarding his 
pension statements for the first 
time since he opened his run-off 
drive.

John Evans, a pension recipient, 
shouted a question as Allred told 
him he had borrowed money as 
governor to pay old folks pensions 
for 90 days until money from taxes 
became available.

Evans was answered by another 
pensioner, J. D. Rodgers, who de­
clared that Allred’s explanation was 
correct.

Evans departed with the com­
ment that he “didn't get it and 
ain't got it yet."

The exchange of views came 
while Allred was telling how as 
governor he “started old age pen­
sions in Texas" and called on State 
Senator Clay Cotten to bear wit­
ness.

"Absolutely right,-'' was Cotten’s 
comment as the speaker declared 
lhat for five years all Texas pen­
sion money was raised under his 
administration as governor and 
matched by federal cash.
" I  borrowed three million dollars 

to feed you old folks." Allred said 
as he pointed at Evans. "After I  
went out of office they cut down 
pensions to pay off the banks."

The candidate added that his at­
tempt to raise more taxes for pen­
sions was fought by “ the Standard 
Oil company and every other major 
oil company."

A Texas lawyer of the old school. 
B. H. Gardner. 88. handed Allred 
a statement of support at Palestine.

Gardner, white haired and erect, 
said he was voting for Allred In 
memory of his only son who was 
killed in France fighting “ to make | 
the world safe for democracy."

Gardner, former chairman of the 
Texas state board of legal examin- j 
e'rs, tapped his cane In accord with j  
Allred's attack on those he termed 
isolationists.

As Allred assailed the senators 
“who voted to disband our army 
four months before Pearl Harbor," 
Dr. Paul 8. Delattre shouted out of 
the microphone “They ought to 
court martial them for high treas­
on.”

C. C. Carter, a pipe fitter, said 
from the audience "Q’Danirl did 
that” when Allred denounced 
senators who voted in favor of 
releasing drafted men at the end 
of a year's service.

Nerry Christmas From The ODT

above the median in Texas for the 
week ending Aug. 8, the state de­
partment of health reported today, 
and malaria, while at the median, 
may show an Increase in cases over 
the last four years.

The total at this date is from 
600 to 1,800 cases greater and “a 
wave of increased incidence is pos­
sible both on a state and national 
level.”

Reported cases for the week in­
cluded 162 of dysentery, 351 of ma­
laria and 41 of typhus fever.

Atlantic Charter Signed Year Ago
WASHINGTON, Aug. 14. (A P )— 

On the first anniversary of the 
signing of the Atlantic Charter. 
President Roosevelt reaffirmed to­
day his faith in its eight cardinal 
principles as the basis for a better 
and happier world "when victory 
comes."

The chief executive and Prime 
Minister Winston Churchill of Eng­
land penned their names on the 
historic declaration at a secret 
meeting at sea exactly a year ago, 
when the United States still watch­
ed the war from the sidelines. Since 
then, all the United Nations have 
accepted Its enunciation of post­
war aims as a foundation upon 
which a permanent peace must rest.

"When victory comes," Mr. Roose­
velt asserted In a message to Chur­
chill today, "we shall stand shoulder 
to shoulder in seeking to nourish 
the great ideals for which we fight. 
It Is a worthwhile battle. I t  will 
be so recognized through all the 
ages, even amid the unfortunate 
peoples who follow false gods today.

‘We reaffirm our principles. They 
will bring us to a happier world."

These, in brief, are the charter’s 
eight principles:

No territorial or other aggrandize­
ment.

No territorial changes not in ac­
cord with the freely expressed 
wishes of the peoples concerned.

Respect for the rights of all peo­
ples to choose their forms of gov­
ernment.

Equal access by all nations to 
world trade and raw materials.

Fullest International and eco­
nomic collaboration.

Establishment of a peace assur­
ing safety to all nations and free­
dom from want and fear to all men.

Freedom of the seas.
Abandonment of the use of 

force among nations; disarmament 
of those threatening aggression.

A year ago. the president recall­
ed, nations fighting for their exis­
tence against a "common, barbaric 
foe” were units or small groups. 
Now these nations and groups of 
nations In all the continents, he 
said, have formed a great union of 
humanity, dedicated to realization 
of the program of purposes and 
principles of the Atlantic Charter, 
through a victory over common ene­
mies.

Brazilian sources In Rio de Janeiro 
indicated that heavy warships and 
planes had Joined In a search since 
radioed reports last Monday that 
at least two United Nations vessels 
had been attacked by a surface ma­
rauder 1,000 miles east of Rio.

Pending further Information, the 
reported South Atlantic victims 
were not Included In the Associated 
Press tabulation of announced A l­
lied or neutral ship losses which, 
counting the two Cuban craft, put 
at 422 the number of such Western 
Atlantic merchant sinkings since 
Pearl Harbor.

Likewise withheld from tabula­
tion pending further details was 
the sinking of a Brazilian tanker 
by a German submarine in the Car­
ibbean 450 miles from the nearest 
land. Tills attack was disclosed yes­
terday with the arrival of 18 sur­
vivors at a Caribbean port.
