Three Armor 
Divisions On 
Heels Oi Foe

By The AsaoriaUd Press
CAIRO, Nov. 8—Three fast arm­

ored divisions of the British Eighth 
Army led by Lieut. Gen. Bernard 
la Montgomery have driven two 
wedges through Marshal Rommel's 
forces, and are fighting Inside ene­
my positions.

The Axis high commands conced­
ed the Allied offensive was nearing 
Matruh, 104 miles west of the old 
El Alameln battleline, but the Brit­
ish said officially only that the battle 
had bfeen carried "well west of El 
Da be,” 33 miles from El Alameln.

Tanks were operating a t the heels 
Of the Axis retreat In the El Daba 
sector, ft British communique said.

Portions of Rommel's Armies which 
managed to  escape the tank wedg­
ing and encirclement were said by 
Montgomery to be In full retreat.

This situation — of deep tank 
thrusts encirclement and hammer­
ing pursuit—suggested the fate of 
the German-Italtan North African 
corps might well be sealed before 
the surviving portions could retreat 
across the Egyptian Libyan border 
some 150 miles farther west.

Axis Admits Losses
Montgomery told of his armored 

penetrations when he received cor­
respondents at his desert headquar­
ters yesterday to announce ‘'com­
plete and absolute victory” in the 
battle of El Alameln.

(A well-informed British source 
a t London said of the land offensive 
that “there is reason to believe that 
our armored forces now have suc­
ceeded In getting behind some of 
the retreating German and Italian 
forces and that their retreat is vir­
tually cut off.

("There are high hopes that we 
may be able to annihilate them 
completely without having to chase 
them across the Libyan desert as in 
other advances.”)

The steady liquidation of Rommel's 
forces was recorded today In official 
disclosure that his losses by capture 
alone now total more than 13,000 
men and that at least 339 of his 
tanks have been knocked out.

The full measure of Rommel’s de­
feat was indicated in a British com­
munique which told of a roundup 
of large number of Italians afoot, 
apparently abandoned In their in­
land positions while the Germans 
on wheels or caterpillar trucks tried 
to save themselves by flight -along 
the coastal road.

The Axis High Commands still 
led the British In progress reports 
on the Allied offensive. The broad­
cast communiques from Rome and 
Berlin placed the area of violent 
combat between Fuka and Matruh 
—62 and 104 miles west of the origi­
nal El Alameln line.

The new British figures on tanks 
destroyed and prisoners taken In­
corporated the latest figures.

To the west of the island's Amer­
ican-held airbase, Marines and sol­
diers ¡successfully attacked enemy 
positions, the Navy reported yes­
terday, slaying 350 Japanese and 
capturing twelve 37 mm. light artil­
lery guns, three field pieces and 
30 machine guns.

The offensive drive on Nov. 3. galn- 
tlie American troops two additional 
miles of jungle. But a similar a t­
tempt to smash enemy concentra­
tions to the east of the airfield 
on the following day was repulsed.

The Nipponese forces, put ashore 
on the coast east of the American 
base five days ago under cover of 
darkness, were reinforced by addi­
tional night landings Nov. 3 and 4, 
the Navy explained.

Marins Press Attack
It was this strengthened force

While bitter fighting was indicat­
ed. the communique said the Allied 
troops were advancing slowly toward 
the foe’s north coastal base at Buka.

Allied bombers also struck for the 
second successive day at pnemy-oc- 
cupied towns of Maobisse and Alley 
in Portuguese Timor, northwest of 
Australia, and at the Japanese north 
shore New Guinea base at Salamaua. 
The foe's Buin-Falsi area in the 
Northern Solomons also was bombed 
again last night.

The Navy disclosed that United 
States warships still were active In 
the Solomons. They shelled Japanese 
positions on the north coast of 
Guadalcanal near Kokumbona the 
night of tiov. 3-4.

Army aircraft also continued to 
assault Japanese troops and supply 
dumps in the same area without op­
position but, no results of either the 
aerial or naval attacks were detail­
ed, •

Meantime, an appeal for a coor­
dinated American naval and army 
command in the South Pacific was 
voiced here bv Walter Nash, minister 
to the United States and the Paci­
fic war council from New Zealand.

Advocating unification "to get re­
sults.” Nash asserted in a radio 
broadcast last night that "it Is Im­
perative that the United States com­
manders —General MacArthur and 
Admiral Halsey—work In close co­
operation.”

Nelson Puts Okay 
On Labor Draft

WASHINGTON. Nov. 6 </P>—'War 
Production Chief Donald Nelson to­
day endorsed the principle of man­
power legislation but predicted that 
99 times tn 100 compulsion would 
be unnecessary to get Americans in­
to the war effort.

WASHINGTON. Nov. 6 (VP)—Pres­
ident Roosevelt told a press confer­
ence today, in a brief discussion of 
Tuesday's election, that he assumed 
congress was interested In winning 
the war just as the President was.

He said he had “a very pleasant 
surprise.” On Tuesday morning, he 
said, he went to vote at Hyde Park. 
N. Y„ and he was perfectly delighted 
to find the polling place was open.

Some of those present thought he 
issued that remark as a commentary 
on the fact Democratc elective pro­
cesses still operated in America.

Coalition Proposed
A movement developed on Capitol 

Hill today for a Republican-Dem­
ocratic “victory coalition” to pro­
claim a holiday on politics and drive 
toward the one common aim Of win­
ning the war.

Tlie alliance would throw the pow­
er of both parties behind President 
Roosevelt for the most effective 
prosecution of war, but the Repub­
licans coupled their pledge of sup­
port with demands for an end to 
“new deal politics and experiments."

Blanks Now h  
Board's Hands

Application blanks for basic ration 
books on gasoline have been receiv­
ed by the Oray County War Price 
and Rationing board, and filling
station men wanting them for custo­
mers should come to the board's of­
fice at the city hall and get them, 
immediately.

Before registering at schools for 
rationing, motorists should obtain 
ablank at a filling station, the board 
office stated.

This week has been a busy one for 
the board members, with three meet­
ings held in conjunction with re­
gistration, set for next Thursday, 
Friday, and Saturday.

T. E. Hendricks, of Lubbock, will 
meet today with tire Inspectors and 
candidates, and board local mem­
bers.

Further Instructions were given to 
members of the board on supple­
mental gasoline rations Thursday, 
following a meeting with principals 
and school Superintendents Wed­
nesday, when plans were made for 
registration of “A" book holders. 
There were 50 present, including 
board members.

The series of meetings was held 
in the city hall.

Rationing registration in Texas 
will be on November 12, 13 and 14, 
with actual rationing to start 
November 22.

As for the mechanics of mileage 
rationing, holders of "A”, “B”' “C” 
and “T” ration books will be given 
stickers for their windshields which 
will Identify the type of book issued 
for the car. When the filling station 
attendant sells a driver gasoline, he 
will check the sticker against the 
drivers book and his book against 
his car’s license number.

A person cannot buy gasoline for 
one car with a book issued for a dif- 
frent car. If the owner sells his car 
he will have to turn his book in to 
the local rationing board, and if he 
changes cars he must apply to his 
local board for a new book.
“A" BOOK -1

The “A" book contains 32 coupons, 
each coupon having a value of four 
gallons. Each page of eight coupons 
can be used for a stated two 
months' period. Coupons on the 
first page will be valid from Nov, 
22 through Jan. 21, If the motorist 
plans to accumulate them for a trip 
he can only do so during the period 
in which the coupons are valid.

Dealers are not permitted to sell 
any gasoline unless the car driver 
has his rationing coupon book with 
him. The dealer will need coupons 
when he replenishes his supply. 
Under the plan, every exchange of 
gasoline must be accompanied by an 
exchange of coupons or he is acting 
illegally.
“B" BOOK

The “B" book of 16 coupons 'may 
be issued an applicant who shows 
that his occupational driving exceeds 
the 150 miles per month provided by 
his "A” book. This “B” book must 
last for a period of three months, 
thus giving the applicant a maximum 
of 320 miles of additional driving a 
month. This mileage figure is 
reached by multiplying 16 coupons 
by four gallons by 15 miles to the 
gallon, and by dividing by three 
months.

Thus a tatal of 470 miles a month 
<150 from the “A” book and 320 from 
the “B”) are possible for occupation­
al driving under the plan, but an ap­
plicant who can show that he needs 
more than the “A” book, but less 
than the full amount of the “B" book 
will have his supplemental ration 
book “tailored” by extending the ex­
piration date of the book beyond the 
three-month minimum.

A “B” book might be made to last 
four months, or five months, or six 
months, or a year. Local boards 
will be provided with tables deter­
mining the date of expiration on the

“C” BOOK

Before issuing a “C" book a local 
board must see that the applicant’s 
needs cannot be met by an "A” book, 
or an “A” book plus a “B" book. In 
other words, his occupational driv­
ing must exceed 470 miles a month. 
He must also have met all the re­
quirements for a "B" book, and in 
addition must belong to a category 
of users recognized as essential to 
the war effort and to the public 
welfare.

Services for which “C" books may 
be Issued include medical care, main­
tenance of public utilities, carry­
ing farm labor, giving religious com­
fort or assistance, and making of­
ficial trips on government business.

The "C’" book will be issued for 
tluree months periods. While a full 
bAk will contain 96 coupons, the 
board will tear out coupons to 
“tailor” each book issued to fit the 
applicant's needs. More than one 
“C” book may be issued if necessary.

Local rationing boards are given 
specific instructions not only in con­
sidering applications for supplemen­
tal rations, but also is issuing ra­
tionings for types of use other than 
those in the “A", “B" and “C” and 
“D” groups. Such types include 
trucks, taxis, buses, hearses, am­
bulances. rental vehicles and govern­
ment cars for which "T” books will 
be issued, and non-highway uses for 
which "E” and "R” books will be is­
sued.
“T-l” BOOK

The “T -l" book will have 96 cou­
pons worth 5 gallons each, while 
“T-2” books will have 384 coupons 
of the same value. Applicants may 
be Issued eithef of the “T” books, or 
both, as may be needed to meet their 
requirements for a three-month 
period. Individual requirements 
are to be met by tearing coupons 
from the books.

I t  should be emphasied that the 
state, regional and Washington of­
fices cannot decide how much es­
sential mileage is necessary for each 
individual motorist. This is a Job 
for the local boards. They are fa­
miliar with local conditions.

which takes all the stiffening out 
of certain vegetables—like spingch— 
that ought to be served crisp. Okra 
should be boiled just long enough 
that it can be cut with a fork, and 
the limp definition will not apply.

Okra in this stage may be dipped 
In corn meal or batter and fried. 
It comes about as close to being 
an edible and substantial meat or 
fish substitute as you could find— 
something ‘like eggplant, but not 
even bitter. Woody okra, of course, 
is not fit to eat, no matter how 
you try to fix It. Pried or boiled 
It would still feel like a mouthful 
of Johnson grass hay.

A variation of gumbo should con­
vince anyone that okra Is more than 
just edible.

It starts out with about a quarter 
inch of hot. smoking fat In a fry­
ing pan. Cut up several onions and 
fry them brown. Quickly add canned 
or fresh tomatoes and a double 
hand-full of okra cut Into sections.

Hare’s the Hew
Camp Swift’s cooks could pick up

When the soldiers In Company B 
of a certain outfit in training at 
Camp Swift, near Bastrop, described 
okra as “a limp vegetable usually 
not eaten at mess’ a good many 
Texans wondered why they didn’t 
get another cook.

No hard feelings at all. Soldiers' 
from Camp Swift pour into Austin, 
and San Marcos. La Oranee, Old- 
dings and Bastrop on leave and they, 
are made to feel at home. Church 
societies bake cookies for them. Free 
doughnuts and coffee are served. 
Dates with pretty town girls are 
sanctioned and dances held, but 
when the visitors got to talking 
about what a vile food okra was. 
they trampled on tradition.

The matter was even mentioned 
at one of Governor Coke Steven­
son’s chatty press conferences. The 
governor himself admitted that okra 
was one of his favorite foods. He 
likes it boiled, or fried, or cooked 
up with tomatoes and onions.

Information that a couple of ser­
geant-chefs h%d gone to a cook’s 
and baker’s school a t Part Sam 
Houston witb instructions to learn 
first of all how to dish up the okra.

Meanwhile, oC course, the boys 
from the North are giving it the 
go-by, filling in the vacant spaces 
with beans which are about the 
same in almost any language or 
climate.

But If they are going to make 
Texas even a temporary home, they 
might as well learn about okra be­
cause It Is as much a part of the 
plant Hie of this state as cotton. 
Okra and cotton are first cousins. 
They even look alike. The chief dif­
ference Is that the pod-product of 
the cotton plant is a fibrous mate­
rial of a multitude pf uses, highly 
subject to cultivation, speculation 
and legislation, whereas okra's pod- 
product is strictly a food, mucilagi­
nous, mercurial upon the plate and 
slick upon the palate.

The visitors from the North may 
have seen okra in their native mark­
ets under the misleading alias of 
Gumbo. Down here gumbo Is just 
one of the places you put okra 
before eating It. Shrimp gumbo, 
grab-meat gumbo, chicken gumbo, 
all depend upon this maligned gar­
den product for their basic vege­
table although tomatoes, onions, 
green and red peppers and the

War Creates New Net 
For Poppy Fund Aid

The war has created a greater 
need than ever for proceeds of the 
annual Buddy Poppy sale of the 
Veterans of Foreign Wars, accord­
ing to Commander Fred L. Fender, 
Pampa Post, No. 1657.

Heretofore, the sale originated in 
1922, has been conducted for bene­
fit of the national home for orphans 
and widows of war veterans, and 
for disabled and needy veterans, and 
their dependents, Commander Pen­
der explained.

“Today, for the first time in the 
20 years of the poppy sale, men In 
active service, and their dependents, 
are eligible for assistance,” Com­
mander Fender said.

By-laws of the V. F. W. provide 
that V. F. W. relief funds may be 
used for needy soldiers, saUors and 
marines, and dependents. With vir­
tually all of the 3.600 V. F. W. 
local posts and more than 2,500 
auxiliary chapters conducting war 
programs In their respective com­
munities, the need for augmented 
funds is obvious, especially when it 
is remembered such funds must also 
afford relief to veterans and their 
depedents.”

Literally thousands of war activi­
ties are being sponsored in every 
section of the country by V. F. W. 
units, he explained, thus creating a 
heavier drain on post funds than 
ever before. As the months go on. 
he added, this burden will increase.

Buddy Poppy funds also are used 
to maintain the V. F. W. national 
service bureau at Washington, D. C„ 
where an enormous Increase In the 
number of pleas for assistance from 
men In the armed forces, and their 
families, has been noted In the last 
several months.

■re beating the rent'ceiling. A house, let’s say. Is sup­
posed to rent for $76 a month. But residences In the 
nation's capital are worth almost their weight in fine 
gold, and the owner Is not satisfied with the celling 
income.

What does he do? He "sells" the house for $125 
down and $125 a month, with an understanding that 
When the “buyer" 1» through lie will default on pay­
ments and permit the house to revert- to the "«filer.”

This Isn't a sharp business trick. It is deliberate 
Violation of a necessary and proper regulation, de- 
Mgned to protect literally hundreds of thousands of 
new government employes against gouging.

Washington Is so packed that another sharp work­
er—quite legally, it appears—took over a two-story 
k ick  warehouse, on which the normal rental would 
be not more than $420 a month, and is renting to 
140 soldiers at $20 a month each. For this the soldier 
detune use of a cot, plus one foot clearance on each 
ride, plus use of a study table and toilet facilities— 
but no screens and, thus far. no evidence of heating 
equipment for the approaching winter.

A manufacturer found his contracts with a Navy 
»ard banned because the WPB forbade use of steel 
tor his product. But his competitors took over the 
business and filled the orders.

They did It quite legally, merely by changing the 
name of the equipment to something not covered by 
tlie WPB’s ban.

“The moment any restrictive regulation appears,” 
toys this manufacturer, "the lawyers are called in to 
see how to get around it and keep in business. The 
factory whose lawyer gets the answer first has the 
jump on his competitors'." ■

These aren’t isolated incidents. They are typical. 
Almost anybody who gets around can substitute his 
own observations for those three.

Apparently there still are many who do not com­
prehend that this is total war—that we can not tol­
erate any obstructionism for private benefit if we are 
going to wiin.

MAN POWER WASTE 

Million Too Many in Federal Job*
(Los Angeles Examiner)

Congressional hearings have turned a spot­
ligh t on the "man power shortage” in the United 
■States in a manner that should shake the political 
structu re  of the country to its foundations. , 

Major General Lewis B. Hershey, national 
■elective service director, operated this spotlight 
by disclosing to the Senate military affairs com­
m ittee that five and one-half million people are 
<m the payrolls of Federal, state and local Gov­
ernment.

Terming this a “luxury we cannot afford,” 
General Hershey declared:
, "It seems to me that five and a half million 

• employes is too large a  proportion of man power 
to  be used in a  luxury Government.”

im plem enting this disclosure. Senator Harry 
F. Byrd of Virginia remarked that roughly half 
of the total Government personnel in the country 
is Ml the Federal employ, and commented:

‘'Out of the 2,500,000 Federal employes scat­
tered through Washington and other cities, one- 
thirfl or some 800,000 could be eliminated.

“Not only w o u l d  this elimination not harm 
the functioning of the Government, it would 
actually result in increased efficiency.

'There are so many employes now, particu­
larly In non-defense work, that many of them 
are  getting in each other’s way.”

It 1« no wonder that agriculture is short of 
bands, with a diminishing national food supply 
as the result; that industry and especially war 
production industry is short of workers, with 
insufficient arms, planes, ships, tanks and guns 
for the fighting forces as the result; that even the 
armed forces themselves are finding it difficult 

,'to  build up adequately for the winning of the w ar., 
If Senator Byrd is correct that nearly one mil­

lion people could be released from Federal em­
ployment today, not only without injury to essen­
tial Federal services but with actual benefit to 
them, distinct relief and possibly solution of 
the man power shortage is offered.

Without question, an important part of the 
■tillion would be eligible for military service and 
would augment the armed forces substantially.

Another Important part could be utilized in 
agriculture, with instant and notable improvement 
of the food situation.

Another equally important part could be em­
ployed in war production industries, with impetus 
to  the flow of materials to the righting fronts.

I t  is indeed “luxury we cannot afford” to 
have this palpable waste of manpower, at a time 
when shortage of hands is obstructing the war 
and prolonging it and raising the spectre of 

¡losing it.
General Hershey and Senator Byrd are to be 

commended far spotlighting this grave weakness 
in the American war program,

A New Deal contribtuor writer, T  honestly 
believe that public ownership and our operation 
of production and distribution is the best means 
of producing plenty to keep everyone from penury 
or want.” He further says that he believes the 
government ownership or operation of production 
and distribution would not interfere with our 
"necessary freedom."

Of course, he does not define what he means 
by "necessary freedom”, but if this be true then 
we can delegate control to others and still have 
the freedom ourselves. S tate .ownership, under a 
majority rule country, would of necessity mean 
that no enterprise could be undertaken without 
the consent of the bureaucrats in charge of the 
government. An individal who had an idea would 
not be free to have it tried, even if he had his 
own savings, without the consent of the govern­
ment. Nor would he be free to have it tried, if he 
Could find many people who were willing to 
finance it.

In fact, If the state- owned all productive and 
distributive methods, an individual could not even 
print a book or a newspaper that did not meet the 
approval of the state.

Free enterprise means what it says; that men 
are. free to produce and exchange anything that 
people want.

We would ask this contributor by what imper­
sonal rule he would determine what would be 
interfering with "necessary freedom” ?

Every man would be prohibited from using his 
savings to produce other wealth. He must turn 
all his savings over to the sta te  and have the 
sta te determine how it shall be used. He even 
could not have all he produced, if he produced 
more than the state thought he needed.

Of course, the very worst thing about state 
socialism is that It takes away the "necessary 
freedom" of an individual—the individual's right 
of choice.

For any one to contend tha t we can have state 
socialism and at the same time have freedom, is 
to Contend that we can be free and not free a t 
the same time.

Of course, the old shibboleth of socialists is 
from each according to his ability and to each 
according to his needs. But that is a  procedure 
that has to be established arbitrarily by force, by 
some dictator or some bureaucrat appointed by 
the majority. I t is not a principle or a rule. I t  is 
the very antithesis of freedom.

If a  man does not get all he produces and does 
not have the right to spend it, or save It, or use 
it, or lend it, or give it away, he is not free. He 
acts under compulsion. He is no more free than 
cattle that the farm er feeds.

Would we be free if Hitler had the right to be 
the judge as to w hat was our ability to produce 
and what were our needs?

There is just as much sense in saying that we 
would be, as to say that we do not interfere with 
our "necessary freedom” if our own government 
owned the means of production and controlled 
production and distribution. To claim tha t we 
can have state socialism and freedom a t the same 
time is to use words with no meaning. I t  is a  
babble of tongues. Statements of this kind are 
made only by men who are lonesome and want to  
be seen and heard of men and have no desire to  
find the truth.

There is no class of men th a t does humanity 
more harm, causes more poverty, more misery, 
more confusion, than those people who are only 
interested in being seen and heard of men and 
not interested In finding the truth.

Indirectly, if CMP 
works, it offers the most assurance

PREMIER SMUTS COULD HAVE SAID MORE 
(Chicago Tribune)

Premier Smuts of South Africa told a joint 
meeting of the lords and commons in London a 
few days ago that the defensive stage of the 
war has been concluded and tha t the moment has 
come for the united nations to assume the of­
fensive.

“Once the time has come to take the offensive 
and to strike while the iron is hot, it would be 
folly to delay, to overprepare and perhaps miss 
the opportunity; nor are we likely to do so—of 
that I am satisfied,” he said.

There is, of course, much tru th  in Premier 
Smuts’ analysis. He is right when he says tha t 
the enemy has mobilized all his resources and 
cannot increase them and that we are still grow­
ing in strength. All this, and much more that 
is favorable to our side, is true.

Premier Smuts, however, seems to have over­
looked one important point. When the assault 
upon the enemy is launched there will be heavy 
losses and a need for vast numbers of men to 
maintain our strength. If the attack takes place 
outside’ Africa there will be few, if any, of Premier 
Sm ut? countrymen to share the risk and the 
burden, for the South African contingents are 
permitted to fight only in Africa.

Hie three-power Axis alliance,
dedicated at Berlin two years ago 
to the making of a new world ruled 
by force and terror, is being sub­
jected now for the first time to the 
strains which great disaster exerts 
on such a combination.

While Rommel's armies struggle 
westward across the inhospitable 
Egyptian desert under skies made 
still more inhospitable by the RAF 
and American air farces, Tokyo and 
Rome are reviewing the worth «ad 
costs of their ties to Berlin.

Little doubt remains that the vic­
tory of the eighth army has brought 
us to one of the war's great orises. 
History may nominate these days 
the turning point of the whole global 
struggle, comparable to those July 
days of 1918 when Foch turned back 
the last great German drive and 
seized the offensive.

Britain’s leaders, twice burned in 
previous m o m e n t s  of apparent 
triumph in Africa can be counted 
on to be twice shy about over­
stating the completeness and magni­
tude of the victory in Egypt. And 
they leave no doubt of theta- con­
viction that Rommel -has been 
smashed; that the elimination of 
the Axis from Africa is in progress. 
Today's sober British headquarters 
communique fully bears out the 
exultant announcements of victory 
which came yesterday from General 
Montgomery himself and from that 
"high British official" in London 
who doubtless spoke with the highest 
authority and on the basis of the 
most complete information. Where 
previous war bulletins have an­
nounced tlie continued advance of 
the eighth army, today’s notes the 
altered character of the battle with 
its introduction: "The eighth army 
continued its pursuit of the enemy.’’ 

Desert Allies
Then it notes that Rommel's me­

chanized forces apparently are 
abandoning their hapless Italian 
allies on the battlefield, where lack 
of transport leaves no choice but 
death or surrender. Rommel, per­
haps still hoping to achieve one of 
those near-miracles of recovery 
which gained him renown in happier 
times, is bent on saving his own 
armored corps a t any cost to his 
confederates.

This will not be lost on Rome, 
where the Egyptian disaster already 
has produced premonitions of doom 
for Mussolini and his Roman em­
pire. The United Nations leave no 
loom for doubt that the Egyptian 
victory is merely the prelude to 
other campaigns to rid the whole 
African continent of tlie Axis and 
restore domination of the Mediter­
ranean to Britain and her allies. 
Then the soft underside of Hitler’s 
Europe will be laid open to Allied 
attack; Sicily and Sardinia will lie 
at the mercy of a constantly more 
powerful air and naval combination 
and the Italian homeland Itself will 
be marked for conquest. To this, as 
Winston Churchill told the Italian 
people two years ago when today’s 
picture was only a dream of his 
imagination, Benito Mussolini will 
have brought them.

At this juncture Japan has sum­
moned all her diplomats in Europe 
to conclave in Berlin. The an­
nounced purpose is to consider 
methods of more fruitful cooperation 
within the three-power alliance, but 
undoubtedly the entire question of 
(he value to Japan of her German 
alliance will be under sober con­
sideration.

From the outset there has been 
great doubt as to Japan's readiness 
to dovetail tier strategic plans with 
those of her European partners. She 
is striving to create her own new 
order in the Orient; and the fight 
In Europe and Africa has been little 
more than an opportunity offered 
by her gods to grab what she can 
while the white nations are at each 
o tiler's throats. Those Japanese- 
sponsored reports from Turkey, of 
Tokyo’s rejection of Hitler's harried 
call for a naval diversion in the 
Indian ocean, may be apocryphal, 
but there is little doubt that they 
indicate the basic Japanese atti­
tude.

One very definite result of the 
Egyptian victory should be the lay­
ing of one of the United Nations’ 
most frightening bogeys of a few 
months ago, a Japanese-German 
juncture somewhere in the Middle 
East.
