Franco Hints He Nazis In Suburbs
Still Loues Hitler
Dies Disputes 
FDI Findings 
On Employes

WASHINGTON, Sept. 4 UPh- 
The FBI and the Dies committee 
were at sharp odds today over the 
extent of snbversiveness among 
federal employes.
Chairman Dies (D-Tex.), accus­

ing Attorney Oeneral Francis Bid­
dle of having "failed utterly” to 
comply with congressional wishes, 
asked the house to reject a Justice 
department report which criticized 
the committee indirectly for send­
ing the FBI on a time-consuming 
search for disloyal government 
workers.

Dies, head of the special com­
mittee set up four years ago to in­
vestigate subversive activities, made 
his request In a letter to Speaker 
8am Rayburn In which he referred 
to a recent act of congress asking 
the FBI to make the check up.

The Justice department, the Tex­
an charged, did not want the as- 
stgnmentrTn ~THe first piece amt 
Is not strange that nothing but an 
attempt to smear our committee 
has resulted x x x."

Biddle's report said that as a re­
sult of 2,095 investigations. Includ­
ing many suggested by the Dies 
committee, only 36 government 
workers had been fired and 13 oth­
ers disciplined. This result, he add-

MADRID, Sept. 4 UP}—'The
dropping of Ramon Serrano Sun- 
er, outspoken champion of total­
itarian ways and brother-in-law 
of Generalissimo Franco, as 
Spain’s foreign minister “neither 
produces nor could produce tfcte 
least variation in interior or in­
ternational policy,” the official 
Falangc party newspaper Arriba 
said today.
Arriba described as merely a 

"changing of the guard" Franco’s 
replacement yesterday of Suner and 
two other important cabinet mem­
bers, the war and interior ministers, 
and El Caudillo’s assumption of full 
personal control of the Falange, 
Spain’s only political party, of 
which Suner had been the active 
head.

The news was greeted with real 
joy by Spaniards on city streets and 
toiling on farms. Their only Infor­
mation regarding the sweeping gov­
ernmental shake-up was included 
in the Arriba editorial, which was 
reproduced in dozens of provincial 
party newspapers 

Suner was succeeded at the for­
eign ministry by Count Francisco 
Pomez Jordana, soldier-statesman 
who was foreign minister when the 
United States recognized Franco’s 
regime in 1939. General Carlos Ase- 
nslo Cabanillas was made war min­
ister fh 'tfTace'Tjf General Jot 
la. and Glas Perez succeeded Col. 
Valentin Galarza as Interior min­
ister.

“Our Interior policy follows Its 
unmistakable line." the Arriba edi­
torial said, “and our foreign policy 
is sealed with blood and reaffirmed 
In silent heroisms.”

high!”

Although It is true that the move 
Is aimed most directly at giving a 
break to food processors and dis­
tributors, OPA officials see it also 
a being of at least left-handed ben­
efit to the consumer (That’s you 
arid me—the fellows who buy the 
groceries.) Here’s how they figure

When price ceilings were set at 
the top price for March, food pro­
cessors and distributors weren't dis­
turbed too much for the time be­
ing. The processors had their sup­
plies on hand for the seaeson—stuff 
they had bought from the growers 
a year ago. So they could sell It at 
March prices and come out all right. 
Distributors were riding the same 
bus But then came trouble.

Field Marshal Erwin Rommel's armored 

columns, jolted by terrific Allied fire-power, 
were reported to have fallen back in the battle 
of Egypt today under another record-breaking 
assault by British-American warplanes.

A British communique said the main Axis forces had 
retreated slightly westward.

On the Russian front, Nazi headquarters asserted 
(hat German troops had fought their way to the western 
suburbs of Stalingrad, and TASS, the official Soviet news 
agency, acknowledged that fighting was in progress on 
“the immediate approaches” to the big Volga steel city.

Tension Rises In 
Ulster Capital

B E L F A S T ,  Northern Ireland, 
Sept. 4 (Ab—The explosion of a 
time bomb outside a police barracks 
at Randalstown. Northern Ireland, 
and a sharp gun battle between 
police and Irish Republican guer­
rillas at the Northern Ireland-Elre 
border increased tension today In 
this Ulster capital.

No casulaties were reported from 
the gun battle and the attackers 
escaped Authorities expressed be­
lief that the guerrillas fled back 
into Eire after firing on police bar­
racks at Bellet*L county German- 
agh. Telephone tines In the vicinity 
had been cut prior to the attack

During the night police pressed 
their roundup of suspected political 
agitators which by morning had re­
sulted in 90 arrests.

Members of the outlawed Irish 
Republican army were blamed for 
the Randalstown blast, which injur­
ed two police officers and appar­
ently was In protest against the 
hanging of Thomas Williams, youth­
ful IRA follower, last Tuesday for 
the slaying of a constable.

Single Men To 
Be In Majority 
In Draft Call

Gray county's largest quota of se­
lectees will leave for the Lubbock in­
duction center on September 13. A 
majority of the men will be single. 
This month no married men will 
be taken who have wives or chil­
dren with whom they live and sup­
port. draft board members revealed 
today.

How long thp board can main­
tain its plan of taking no married 
men who support wives or children 
Is unknown but it is not expected to 
be long.

A number of 20-year-olds or men 
reaching that age will be available 
each month but their number Is not 
expected to be sufficient to meet 
calls.

Many selective service boards are 
calling married men because of 
shortage of available single men In 
Oklahoma City, four of the seven 
boards are taking married men and 
will begin taking single men current­
ly uncalled even though they are 
working at essentia! war Jots.

That procedure will probably have 
to be started here soon, members of 
the board said.

sion could prevail In the cases of 
98 per cent of the county's regis­
trants."

Rotan. and A. B Hilbun, Roby.

The board voted to place tl e 42 
men subject to the Aug 28 call in 
Class 2-A after rec to, ing instruc­
tions from state headquarters to 
place the farm and ranch hand In 
question in 2- A for six months.

The board claimed the man had 
never appeared before the board 
to ask for deferment.

"His employer,” said the board’s 
statement, "who seemingly wields 
a deal of Influence in Austin, 
brought sufficient Influence to bear 
In our capitol to have the classifi­
cation dictated after the district 
appeals board In Amarillo had sus­
tained the Fisher county board be­
fore In its findings.

The Caucasus. Hitler’s field hpad 
quarters said, German troops crossed 
the Kerch strait between the Cri 
mea and the Caucasus mainland and 
now are attacking Russian defenses 
on the Black sea coast.

Against the steadily darkening 
plight of Russia’s armies, the situ­
ation in Egypt was markedly Im­
proved.

A bulletin from British Imperial 
G. H. Q. said British forces exerted 
strong pressure on the enemy all 
day yesterday In the southern sec­
tor of the 35-mile El Alamein front, 
80 miles west of Alexandria.

"The enemy's main concentra­
tion moved slightly westward dur­
ing the day.” a communique said.

No Allied bombers were lost, the 
British command said.

Thr rommunique indicated that 
U. 8. army and RAF flyers, cou­
pled with Allied ground forces, 
had won at least the first phase 
of the new five-day struggle by 
compelling Rommel to draw in his 
steel-tipped horns.
Dispatches from the front said 

the Axis chieftain had moved up 
vast supplies for his offensive—In­
cluding a 10-day supply of gasoline 
for his armored columns—and that 
Allied planes now were keeping the 
supply dumps under an almost in­
cessant hail of bimbs.

Italy’s high command gave a con­
flicting version of the battle, as­
serting that "encounters by arm­
ored elements have resulted to our 
advantage" and making no men­
tion of an Axis retreat.

"The enemy lost a number of 
tanks." the Italian command said. 
"Numerous New Zealanders have 
been taken prisoner."

The Fascist communique also de­
clared that 25 Allied planes had 
been shot down by German and 
Italian fighters

Chinese 
Informants said "sky dragons” of 
the U. S. army air forces shot 
down five Japanese planes yester­
day In a spectacular air battle.

The raids were made in support 
of‘Chinese forces beating at the de­
fenses of Nanchang, the main Japa­
nese base in Klangsi, and at Kin- 
hwa. Chekiang capital and big air 
base from which American bombers 
could raid Japan. General Stilwell’s 
war bulletin said that In all Wed­
nesday’s operations only one Amer­
ican plane was missing.

The Americans pounced on a fleet 
of 25 sailboats and heavy Junks 
loaded with Japanese troops on 
Lake Poyang and left casualties 
among the wreckage of the burning 
and smashed craft, the communique 
said.

Hankow, port of the Yangtze and 
the biggest inland Chinese city held 
by the enemy, has been the target 
of previous heavy raids since the 
American air force went to work in 
China.

American fighters attacked a 
Japanese army train moving north 
on the Klukiang-Nanchang rail- 
wav, destroyed the locomotive and 
inflicted heavy damage to trucks, 
artillery pieces and horses moving 
toward the front in the 12-car train.

At Yangsul the railw'ay station 
was strafed, a warehouse set afire 
and other warehouses damaged

(J. S. Strengthens Grip 
On Solomon Islands

WASHINGTON, Sept. 4 I API — 

American lighting men steadily 
strengthened Uielr grip on the 
Solomon islands today as thr 
battle of the southwest Pacific 
brought destruction of five Jap­
anese ships, right airplanas and 
quantities of invasion supplies. 
Indications that constant Allied 

battering was sapping e n e m y  
strength came In communiques 
from General Mac Arthur’s Aus­
tralian headquarters and from the 
navy department which told of lack 
of Japanese aircraft resistance In 
New Guinea and of only "periodic 
attacks" by small detachments of 
Invaders In the Solomons.

U. S. submarines dealt a severe 
blow to Japan's supply lines by 
sinking five enemy ships including 
a light cruiser, and damaging three 
more. The newest sinkings report­
ed by the navy yesterday boosted 
the total of Japanese ships sunk or 
damaged by American undersea 
craft to 99 since Dec. 7, 1941.

Absence of Nipponese attempts at 
interception were noted by General 
MacArthur’s medium and attack 
bombers in a foray against enemy 
installations At Salamaua, Japanese 
New Guinea base, where numerous 
fires were started.

In the upper Solomons, two 
enemy seaplanes were damaged by 
the Allied bombers at Falsi, fuel 
dumps were destroyed at Buka and 
at Kieta Japanese Installations 
were blasted with "unknown re 
suits."

In the New Guinea area. Mac­
Arthur’s communiques told of fur­
ther Allied bombing and strafing of 
Japanese communication lines in 
the Kokoda section. 60 miles east 
of the Allied base at Port Moresby,

The ti tle  of thi« lesson, "T he Alcohol 
P roblem : P a s t and  P rcaen t,”  remind* ua
th a t th e  problem is as old as th e  history 
of m an. The Bible itse lf takes th e  story 
of d runkenness back to  the  tim e  of the 
flood, and  If N oah celebrated his emerg. 
ence from  th e  A rk  by g e ttin g  d runk , in. 
stead o f by soberly devoting him self to  the' 
task  o f building a  new  world, he was prob- 
ably repeating  an  experience of m an from * 
even ea rlie r  tim es.

I t  is a t  once both im pressive and  dis­
couraging to  realise  how old is th e  problem
of alcoholic in toxica tion  — discouraging 
because one w onders w hether, and  when
the problem th a t has lasted so  long and * 
baffled successive genera tions w ill ever be
solved, and  im pressive because the per­
sistency of the evil, and  a ll th a t  th e  Bible 
and history bea r w itness to  concerning It, 
m ake solution a ll the m ore necessary.

The urgency o f th e  problem  is em pha­
sised today when th e  coun try  ia a t  war. 
E verything is being challenged on the 
basis of w hether it helps o r h inders the 
w ar effo rt, and  alcohol can n o t be an 
exception. I t is an  im p o rtan t fac to r as a 
w ar commodity, b u t w ha t abou t i t  as u 
beverage? Already th e re  ia considerable 
ag ita tion  fo r revival of the  eighteenth 
am endm ent as a  w artim e m easure, but 
m any who by personal abstinence and con­
viction a re  opposed to  the  liquor tra ffic  j, 
question the  wisdom o f th a t  on practical 
grounds.

P rohibition would have to  face much 
the sam e situa tion  th a t  led to  reaction and, 
nullification  before. Yet alcoholic drink-)' 
ing is so  g rea t a  m enace to  th e  highest w 
efficiency of both soldiers and  civ ilians en­
gaged in the  w ar e ffo rt th a t s tro n g  meas­
ures of control w ill undoubtedly be de­
manded. B ut such m easures to  be effective 
w ill require the  support of th a t  vast part 
of the public th a t has never regarded 
tem perance as synonym ous w ith  to ta l ab­
stinence.

T the sc rip tu re  passages upon w hich this 
lesson is based have to  do w ith a  g rea t 
deal m ore than  the  question o f alcohol. 
Sodom represented  w rong choice in tlie 
case of Lot. who m ade a  bad m istake 
when ho pitched his te n t  in  th a t  direction. 
B ut Sodom represented  evils - and  de­
baucheries which a  m oderate d rin k e r of 
today m ight shun as  rigorously as the 
m ost up righ t to ta l absta iner. P erhaps  w hat 
the lesson wishes to  stress ia the  alliance 4 
of alcohol w ith d ee fe r evils and  im­
m oralities, which has meen w ell marked 
in the h isto ry  o f the  hum an race, Ib well 
m arked in the life  o f today, and  one 
of the facts th a t m oderate men have to  . 
face in connection w ith  th e  problem. The ** 
age-old question is s till w hether there 
can lie th e  use w ithou t the  abuse.

The one ce rta in  th in g , as  has been 
frequently  emphasized in fo rm er tem per­
ance lessons, is th a t to ta l abstinence never 
h u rt anybody. I t  is a  safe  ru le  fo r in- , 
dividual life, and  if  everybody followed 
it we should see a  g rea t gain  in social 
w elfare and national s treng th .

About Inflation
Perhaps one reason why the American people have 

not worried enough about inflation is because they 
(have an exaggerated notion what tt is.

The spectacular way to present the Idea Is by cit­
ing Germany's experience, culminating In 1923, when 
in December It would have taken 1,200,400,000,000 
marks to buy what one mark—23.8 cents—bought in 
U13.

Translated Into American money, that would be 
equivalent to having to pay $132,044.000,000 (one 
hundred thirty-two billions, forty-four millions of 
dollars) for the loaf of baker's bread that costs 11 
cents today.

We all know that there is not going to be such 
Inflation as that In the United States. We are con­
vinced that there will not even be Inflation such that 
bread will cost $1000 a loaf, or a stamp to mall a 
letter $250, which Is about where Germany was In 
July of 1922, before her notorious Inflation really 
got Its second wind and started running.

Assured that such -fears are silly, we dismiss warn­
ings as the academic nightmares of overworked 
economists, and refuse to be worried,

A bird In the hand, we love to say, is worth two 
In the bush. Let's eat, drink and be merry, and let 
tomorrow take care of Itself.

Unfortunately, Inflation does not have to get to 
the one trillion, two hundred billion stage In order 
to do incalculable harm. At the two-to-one stage 
It can work hardship. At the four-to-one it can 
wipe out the savings of a provident Ufe-time. At 
eight-to-one It could ruin the American economy 
fcnd put this nation through the wringer of effec­
tive bankruptcy.

Inflation may sound academic, but really it Isn’t. 
Inflation means merely that money has lost some of 
its value. I t won't buy as much. In the way of use­
ful goods as It did or should.

Infaltion means that the value of money Is going 
down. We buy enough Insurance and put enough in 
the bank to finance old age. Money loses value. 
Then we can't live on our savings.

We buy gilt-edged bonds, and save for a  home of 
our own. When we sell the bonds, we collect their 
face value. But they will pay for only half of a 
(house, If money has lost half of its value.

That Is all Inflation is. The German fiasco merely 
Illustrates how far Inflation can go. We're not safe, 
purely because we know Inflation never will go as 
far in this country.

Keep Fit-
If  there were no sickness among workers, our pro­

One of the most vital points of attack against 
sickness. the experts say, is the lunch box. Nutri­
tious, disease-resistant food is as easy and inexpensive 
to prepare as the unbalanced diet that many work­
ers take to the shop.

I t  means that our fighting forces will go short

I t  means tha t the ’’folks back home* are not 
coming through.

Fortunately, the great majority of the worken 
of the country are not striking. They are nol 
lying down on our men in the Pacific islands, is 
the air, on the tankers out on the Atlantic.

ROOSEVELT, GREATEST DESTROYER OR 
M A N S  RIGHT TO VOTE  "  Ii.wa » -» ..  .

Few people realize th a t Roosevelt, whether 
he knows it or not, is doing more than any man 
in the United States ever has done to take away 
from American citizens their right to  vote on 
economic questions. Oh yes, he still tells us we 
can vote for government officials. But his laws 
are preventing people from voting economically.

Every time a  man buys something, every time 
tha t he contracts to sell his services, he is voting. 
He is expressing a choice. When he buys from a  
certain grocer, he is telling the world th a t the 
grocer is giving more for the money, more for 
his energy, than anyone else will give; tha t he 
prefers to trade the money tha t he received for 
his energy for w hat he is buying rather than for 
anything else. He is voting th a t this man is the 
most efficient, and he is voting th a t those from 
whom he does not buy are not so efficient.

But ceilings on prices have prevented people' 
from having the right to  vote in this manner. 
Rationing cards are preventing people from hav­
ing the right to vote in this manner. The minimum 
wage law, the maximum hour law and the Wag­
ner Law are all interfering with man's right to  
vote as to  how he would prefer to trade his 
services. The Big thing about real democracy 
is tha t people have the right to vote economically, 
to buy w hat they prefer. They are not obliged 
to exchange the fruits of their labor on the basis 
the politicians tell them to exchange it.

And we are just beginning to have our economic 
rights to vote taken from us. There will be more 
and more price ceilings, more and more ration cards, 
more and more regimentation and restriction in 
labor as the philosophy of scarcity adopted by the 
President brings about the natural results. We 
will lose more and more of our rights to vote and 
when people lose their rights to vote economically, 
it is only a question of tim e until they do not 
have the right to vote for government officials.

In fact, their voting now for government of­
ficials has been largely nullified by the Presi­
dent’s ability to bribe voters to counterbalance 
the votes of those who are not bribed. Yes, Roose­
velt has done more than any man in the United 
States ever has done to take away from American 
citizens their rights of economic choice—their 
rights of economic voting.

• • «

W HAT IS  A  W ILDCAT S T R IK E f
Labor racketeers and political chameleons con­

tend tha t most of the strikes we now have are 
only wildcat strikes. They make this claim be­
cause they are beginning to see th a t strikes are 
unpopular, that the public is beginning to realize 
tha t strikes interfere with the war and also 
ic tv r  the standard of living of all other workers 
who arc also consumers.

Any strike is simply a conspiracy among a  
group of workers to rob another group of workers. 
I t makes no difference whether it is authorized by 
a bare m ajority of a union or by labor racketeers, 
or whether it is called a wildcat strike or wage 
adjustment or by any other name—the result on 
society is just the same. A lower standard of 
living, a prolonged w ar with more deaths and 
greater danger of losing the w ar cqa only result.

And if this be true in w ar time tha t strikes 
lower production, i t  is equally true in peace time. 
I t  is too bad we have to learn tha t all strikes are 
harmful to society as a  whole by such a  dear 
lesson.

BRAZIL: ALLY ONCE MORE 
(Chicago Tribune) i*

The united nations are ' now 29. Brazil has 
leclared war on Germany and Italy, the first 
nation in South America to do so. Our new ally 
is an old ally, for she also was with us in the first 
World war. which she entered in October, 1917. 
Now, as then, Germany’s unrestricted submarine 
campaign provided the provocation. Next to the 
United States, Brazil was the greatest sufferer 
from U-boats in the western hemisphere in the 
first war, and the sinking of six Brazilian ships in 
the last week, three of them troop transports, was 
more than she was willing to let pass unchallenged.

Brazil brings to the cause of the united nations 
a population of 40 million persons, an army of 
100,000 in active service and 300,000 trained re­
serves. a growing air force probably now in excess 
of 5,000 trained personnel, huge if largely unde­
veloped economic resources, and a serviceable 
navy that includes some old craft but is being 
built up in the lighter and more useful categories. 
Her merchant marine, next to  our own, is the 
largest in the hemisphere.

Brazil’s geographic position makes her stra te­
gically important, but adds to the defensive prob­
lems of this country, a t least until we can give 
her sufficient planes and equipment so that she 
can organize her defenses adequately. The N atal 
bulge lies only 1,600 miles across the South 
Atlantic from Dakar in Africa. Strong plane 
concentrations there can put a further limitation 
on German submarine activity, but, on the other 
hand, many persons in times past have thought 
tha t if a Nazi threat ever materialized against 
the western hemisphere, the attack would come 
a t the bulge of Brazil. There are 4V4 million 
axis nationals in Brazil who must be watcfied. An 
exposed coast line of 4,900 miles is something 
else to consider. •

Brazil, however, may bring In other South 
American countries which so far have hung back. 
Uruguay is a likely recruit, and if that country 
enters the war. Argentina, lying Just across the 
estuary of the Plate, will think twice about 
carrying its friendship w ith the axis too far. 
Buenos Aires would be wide open to planes used 
in Uruguay.

Brazil in the last war sent its fleet into African 
waters and dispatched aviators and a medical 
mission to France, besides giving great economic 
aid. Its assistance will be far more formidable 
thi« time. ~

After being lucky with that part 
of the shot, they figured It would be 
a cinch to film the takeoff of the 
dove. But they didn’t know about 
the tenacity and temperament of 
birds.

A couple of prop men rigged a 
concealed air hose to the place on 
the ledge of the building and the 
dove was perched nearby.

As the camera began to turn, a 
puff of compressed air came from 
the hose and so startled the bird 
that he peeled off In a power dive 
which would show only an Instant’s 
blur on the screen.
FEATHERS

On the next try, a second dove 
merely shuffled away from The air 
Jet and refused to budge until his 
keeper climbed up to catch him. 
Then he flew Into the rafters. A 
third bird showed more spunk. He 
clawed at the ledge and beat hla 
wings against the air blast, finally 
being dislodged only in a shower of 
white feathers.

Let’s try pulling one off with a 
string,” said the fuming assistant 
director. So a prop man got some 
neutral-colored thread and tied It 
to a bird's foot.

The recent coming of Peter Fra­
ser to Washington, and President 
Roosevelt's Invitations to John Cur­
tin and General Jan Smuts, prime 
ministers respectively of New Zea­
land, Australia and the Union of 
South Africa, indicates a develop­
ment with Incalculable consequenc­
es. Britain alone can no longer de­
fend her empire east of Suez. No 
commonwealth or possession beyond 
Africa Is secure without American 
protection.

This became evident to the Lon­
don and Washington governments 
the hour the Singapore garrison 
surrendered. The Initial display of 
Japanese power and Allied weak­
ness In Asia shocked Downing 
street and Executive avenue Into an 
abrupt realization of the necessity 
of Immediate union or grave disas­
ter—at least to the British. Hence 
the “United Nations”—« term of 
more significance than is generally 
realized.

A chain of world-wide readjust­
ments promptly followed. The first 
drastic change was the recall of An- 
zac troops from North Africa—en­
abling Nazi General Rommel sub­
sequently to drive the British back 
to Tobruk and, In another attack, 
to get within striking distance of 
the Suez canal. Then quickly came 
the heavy movement of United 
States forces, army as well as navy, 
for th« first time In history to the 
shores of the Indian ocean.

eluding the destruction of at least 
a third of all their alrpane carriers. 
In the latter encounter—although 
our flyers had never boasted of "sui­
cide crews”—one of our squadrons 
sacrificed every plane and only one 
man survived. The news was never 
made public In Tokyo but the colo­
nel—and others of higher ra n k -  
learned that what his banker friend 
warned him was correct—that “these 
people" can die as well as dance.

PEACE: Desperate appeals came 
to Washington, direct to the White 
House. Australia and New Zealand 
could not stand alone. The British 
navy no longer was able to defend 
them and no troops from home 
could be sent farther east than 
Egypt. England had all she could 
do to hold the sea on the Atlantic 
and In the Mediterranean; even 
the Indian ocean was beyond her 
capacity.

The Japanese army outnumbered 
the Anzacs by a t least ten to one. 
and the navy by almost a hundred 
to one. Without Immediate and sub­
stantial aid from the U. S. A. hope 
was gone for large areas of the em­
pire. The Japanese navy was mov­
ing ominously southward. With neg­
ligible opposition it was proceeding 
around the Malay peninsula and on 
toward India.

The Jap radio stations called up­
on the Australians to sue for peace 
and upon the Indian people to get 
rid of their "white oppressors." This 
was no mere propaganda stunt. The 
Tokyo broadcasters spoke with as­
surance. They thought the war was 
won—so far as their “Greater East 
Asia” was concerned.

UNION: Without American sup­
port, Australia and New Zealand 
are defenseless because of the pau­
city of population, the extent of 
territory unoccupied, and the dis­
tance from the British Isles. The Pa­
cific continent, almost as large as 
the United States, is Inhabited by 
fewer people than greater New York 
City—less than seven million. New 
Zealand has one and one-half mil­
lion.

We American people could not 
guard our own shores effectively 
with practically no navy, relatively 
little Industrial development and 
only our chief metropolitan city's 
manpower—not In this day of air 
power. Realizing the common­
wealth’s inability to withstand a 
Jap Invasion In force, the Canberra 
government has planned to hold on­
ly a line across the southern section 
—In case the enemy succeeds In 
pushing past the naval force Wash­
ington has sent to the eastern South 
Sea islands.

Australia is farther away from 
London than from San Francisco- 
fourteen thousand as compared with 
eight thousand miles. If the policy 
of “white immigration only” is 
maintained, it will probably take an­
other century to sufficiently Increase 
the population for self-defense. This 
is why the prime ministers and 
people down under hope for a per­
manent union with the United 
States.

Cosily And 
Complicated- 
Thai's OWI

The government’s job of dishing 

out news about the U. S. war ef­
fort seems to be so complex that the 
Office of War Information setup 
under Elmer Davis hasn’t yet been 
able to whip up a budget that would 
Jell, though the organization has 
been functioning for more than two 
months.

The administrative end of the or­
ganization under M. S. Eisenhower, 
brother of the general, knocked off 
a three-months’ trial balance re­
cently and found that the total cost 
of operations—for personnel, trav­
el, time on the air. movies, posters, 
publications, propaganda and paper 
matches to drop from bombers— 
would run to about $7.8 million. This 
divides roughly into $3.3 million for 
domestic operations and $4& million 
for overseas operations.

The OWI hastens to warn you, 
however, not to start multiplying 
those figures by four to get the cost 
of their operations for a year. The 
costs might not run that high. On 
the other hand, they might run 
higher. A purely unofficial guess as 
to the maximum would be $15 mil­
lion a year for domestic operations, 
$25 million for overseas operations.

OWI was created, as you may re­
call, by a June shotgun wedding of 
the fires, winds and waters of the 
old Office of Government reports, 
the Office of Facts and Figures, 
the foreign Information division 
half of Col. William J. Donovan’s 
old Office of the Co-ordinator of 
Information, and the Information 
section of the Office of Emergency 
Management, which Is the holding 
company of all defense organiza­
tions.

For the last 10 weeks, OWI has 
been transferring personnel all over 
the. place. Ironing out overlapping 
functions of two or more bureaus 
going through the typical Washing­
ton labor pains that a new parent 
organization always experiences 
with Its first born.
STAFF TOTALS 3,500—PLUS

Office of War Information today 
admits that It has an active full­
time personnel of around 3,500 peo­
ple. of whom 1.850 are assigned to 
handling government information 
for domestic consumption, the re­
maining 1,650 preparing the gov­
ernment’s propaganda for consump­
tion overseas. The payroll for the 
whole 3,500 has run about $700,000 
a month.

But that 3.500 does not include the 
approximately 100 army officers and 
100 civilians In the army’s Wash­
ington Bureau of Public Relations, 
the 50 to 100 officers, sailors and 
civilians in the navy department's 
Office of Public Relations, the 160 
people transferred from the old OEM 
Information setup to Office of Price 
Administration, W a r  Production 
board and similar organizations 
which now have their own Inde­
pendent public relations staffs, 
clearing their releases through O- 
WI.

It does not Include the 120 peo­
ple on the public relations staff of 
Nelson Rockefeller's Office of In­
ter-American Affairs, which was not 
consolidated with the other four 
organizations In the creation of 
OWI. Add all those In and you get 
a total of more than 4,000 people 
working on this war Information 
job.

And that does not include the 2,- 
500 people who work full time, nor 
the 30,000 people who work part 
time—for a total of 8,000 man-years,

SUICIDE: The American aid that 
was rushed to Australia—and be­
yond, to Indie, China, Eritrea and 
Egypt—has amazed the • Japanese 
commands.

IMPROVING: The army has in­
troduced a new wrinkle Into the

In the past doughboys were given 
no particular instructions for re­
taliating against an aerial attack.

If one were asked to pick the
most Important International de­
velopment of the past twenty-four 
hours I think It would have to be 
Spanish Generalissimo Franco’» re­
moval of his brother-in-law, strong­
ly proNazi Ramon Serrano Buner, 
not only from the office of foreign 
minister but from the presidency 
of the Falange, which la Spain’s 
sole political party.

While this drastic and daring 
shakeup bears the marks of being 
In no small degree an Internal af­
fair, yet Its potentialities In rela­
tion to the Allies and th e  Axis 
powers are vast. There is much 
that needs clarification in this 
greatly complicated situation, but 
we can a t least say that Franco’s 
action must cause heartburnings In 
Berlin and is a matter of satisfac­
tion to the United Nations.

I think we may put It this way: 
By eliminating a powerful pro- 
Nazi Influence from his cabinet and 
leadership of his party, Generalis­
simo Franco has—whatever his un­
derlying purpose—strengthened the 
neutrality of his country. From the 
Allied standpoint that is a gratify­
ing sign of independence In the 
face of powerful Hitlerian efforts 
to make Spain a  hewer of wood 
and a drawer of water for the Axis.

As a matter of fact, despite 
Suner’s strong friendship for Nazi*’ 
dom, the generalissimo himself has 
all along maintained his freedom 
of action, despite threats from the 
Axis powers. Franco’s position has 
been extremely difficult and dan­
gerous, especially with a German 
army sitting on his border In 
France. Still, he has dared greatly 
and has persisted In sticking to the 
middle course.

Now Franco himself has taken 
over the leadership of Falange, and 
has placed In the foreign ministry 
Count Francisco Gomez Jordana. 
who long has been credited with 
being well disposed towards the 
Allies. While diplomatic observers 
aren't Inclined to Jump to broad 
conclusions. It’s a fair assumption 
that Allied interests may profit.

As the Allied powers look this 
situation over speculatively, it 
strikes me that there must pass 
through their minds the hope—per­
haps vague, but still there—that If 
this autumn's fighting should 
swing strongly In favor of the 
United Nations, Generalissimo 
Franco might lean In their direc­
tion.

What a godsend It would be for 
the Allies If Franco should Join 
them and thereby make Spain the 
continental gateway for that sec­
ond front! However, that’s merely 
a fanciful exclamation on my part 
—a bit of wishful thinking. Still, 
queer things have happened in this 
war and probably will again.

There is a news bureau with 385 
people to get things into the news­
papers. And the entire press gallery 
in Washington — the people who 
work for and get paid by newspa­
pers and not by the government— 
numbers only 500!

Also under Smith is a radio bu­
reau to put things on the air, a mo­
tion picture bureau to see that the 
story gets told In flicker form, a 
publications and graphics bureau to 
write tracts, put out pamphlets and 
magazines, get up posters and car­
toons.

There is a new education bureau, 
still small, supposed to work with

There is the bureau of Public In­
quiry which is simply the old U. 8. 
Information service retained from 
OCR to answer direct questions 
and letters from plain Joe Citiaen. 
There is a campaign bureau to help 
publicize scrap collection and such. 
Finally, there Is an intelligence bu­
reau supposed to find out what peo- 
pie don’t know but want to know 
about this war effort, and then see 
tnat the answers are prepared to 
give the necessary fill-in.

Telling WPB

By HERMAN ALLEN
War speeds up the evolution of 

many an Institution.
That, In the eyes of some Wash­

ington labor experts. Is what Is hap- 
vpenlng  in the current go-*round be­

tween AFL and CIO leaders on the 
one hand and the WPB on the 
other.

. The labor people are telling the 
WPB this:

"Look—we told you a year ago 
you would need three million pounds 
of aluminum. You said one million 
would be enough, but you found you 
needed closer to three million to 
carry out the airplane schedules.

"We told you there would be a 
copper shortage. Now the army 
wants us to use gold miners to get 
out more copper.

"We told you there would be a 
steel shortage, and there Is.

* “We gave you a plan for con­
version of automobile factories. You 
shelved It, but you have had to

, convert those factories.
\  “We were In a  position to know 

about these things, but we got the 
brush-off.

“The reason we got the brush-off 
was the same reason that manage­
ment-labor committees In Individual 
factories got the brush-off. Manage­
ment, which Is entrenched in the 
WPB, was afraid that labor would 
get too much power and that our 
unions would make too much head­
way.

"We—the employe class of the na­
tion—have more people Involved in 

__ this war than anybody else, and we
* want a hand In running It. We want 

some seats at the top of the War 
Production Board. We want a new 
board that will plan and coordi-

tn a te  all phases of war production, 
and we want to be represented on It.
We want to be represented In every 
branch and division of WPB.”

And there, if labor gets what It 
demands. Is where the speed-up in 
evolution will come In.

Most American sociologists figure 
that labor's position In this country 
is about 20 years behind labor's po­
sition In Britain. Australia, New 
Zealand—even Canada. Labor is re­
garded as grown-up and responsible 
In the British commonwealth. The 
war may spin the clock to the point 
where labor will enjoy the same 
status here.

» The British fumbled with labor 
for a few months, but Dunkerque 
shocked her Into understanding that 
only with labor's full support could 

. she hope to win the war. she set up 
a system of 12 regional boards, each 
responsible to the Production Coun­
cil comparable to cur WPB.

On each board are three repre­
sentatives of labor, three represen­
tatives of employers, plus repre­
sentatives of such government agen­
cies as the Ministry of Labor, Min­

i s t r y  of Supply, the Admiralty and 
the Board of Trade. Each board 
member Is responsible to the group 
he represents, but the board as a 
 ̂whole Is responsible only to the 

'Production Council.
Something Uke that is what labor 

would Uke to see set up here.
Naturally such a program would 

meet resistance from employer 
groups—the men who labor claims 
dominate the WPB through Its $1- 
a-year men. I t Is obvious that it 
might lead to a stronger labor hand 
In post-war government.

Liberals, however, declare there’s 
nothing alarming about that pros­
pect. They point to the fact that 

»life went on Just the same under 
labor government In England as un­
der other regimes. Leading Austra­
lian papers commented in the mid- 
30s that the New Deal seemed to be 

’ all right as far as It went.
Actually, theres’ no telling what 

might come out of It. One sure bet, 
though, Is that labor won't give up 
any gains without a fight.

Reynolds Refers 
Youth Draft Issue 
To War Department

WASHINGTON, Sept. 4 (JPh- 
Chairman Reynolds (D-NC) of the 
senate military affairs committee 
declared today he would ask the 
War Department for a formal rec­
ommendation “as to the necessity” 
of drafting youths of 18 and 19 into 
the armed forces.

Reynolds told reporters he would 
be guided “by the decisions of our 
military leaders” in his considera­
tion of a proposal, Introduced yes­
terday by Senator Gurney (R-SD), 
to lower the minimum induction 
age from 20 to 18 and thus tap a 
reservoir of upwards of 2,000,000 
men.

Gurney told the senate the Unit­
ed States should go into the young­
er brackets for soldiers with a view 
of giving them sufficient training 
and adequate physical upbuilding 
to equip them to meet the enemy, 
particularly Germany, whose youth 
“Hitler trains almost from the time 
they are babes In arms.”

Senator Bilbo (D-Miss.) argued It 
was better to draft married men, 
for whose dependents he said con­
gress “has provided generously" 
than to send "tender-age” youths 
Into combat. He said married men 
had “a little more to fight for than 
boys still In school."

WASHINGTON, Sept. 4 ^»—Man­
power Chairman Paul V. MvNutt 
said today that one of every six 
women over 1? years old not now In 
the labor force would be needed in 
the war effort, and he established 
a 12-member women’s policy com­
mittee in the war manpower com­
mission.

“One out of every four housewives, 
perhaps one out of every tjiree, be­
tween the ages of 18 and 44 will 
be employed,” he said.

Miss Margaret Hickey, owner and 
director of a school for secretaries 
a t St. Louis, was named chairman 
of the women's policy committee, 
which will aid in mobilizing the 
women workers.

McNutt explained the committee 
would consider questions of Import­
ant policy concerning the manpow­
er commission’s program for train­
ing as well as recruiting women 
workers, and would work closely 
with the commission’s management- 
labor policy committee.

Brig. Gen. Lewis B. Hershey, se­
lective service director, said recent­
ly that able-bodied men in indus­
tries would be drafted, and that 
they must be replaced by women 
and older men.

‘‘Increased participation of wom­
en In our all-out war production 
effort Is essential to Its success,” 
McNutt said. “War production alone 
employed about 1,400,000 women last 
December. This figure will Jump to 
4,500,000 by December, 1942, and 
will climb to 6,000,000 by the end 
of 1943. By then, women will rep­
resent at least 30 per cent of the 
tabor force employed In war pro­
duction.

"Over 18,000.000 women must be 
gainfully employed by the end of 
1943. so 5,000,000 women must be 
added to the total number now
employed.”

against too much optimism as a 
result of Rommel's withdrawal, 
pointing out that the battle was still 
In Its preliminary phases with both 
sides Jockeying for position.

Other reports suggested that Rom­
mel may have been forced to call 
off his offensive, at least tempora­
rily, by the withdrawal of his aerial 
support to the Russian front. In 
Moscow, a military spokesman said 
large Nazi air forces had been moved 
to the Soviet battle theater from 
the Mediterranean and Western Eta- 
rope.

Masses of German infantry and 
tank reinforcements were also re­
ported pouring into the assault on 
Stalingrad, and Soviet dispatches 
said the Germans had a superiority 
of two or three to one in some sec­
tors.
At mid-day. Red army headquar­

ters acknowledged that tank-led Na­
zi shock troops had deepened their 
wedge into Soviet defenses on the 
southwest approaches of the city.

Marshal Semeon Timoshenko's 
forces north of Stalingrad were said 
to have broken Into Nazi positions 
and "wiped out two companies of 
Hitlerites In a fierce engagement.”

In the Western Caucasus, the 
Russians conceded that Nazi troops 
had captured a strategic height in 
the battle for Novorosslsk, Soviet 
naval base on the black sea, but 
declared that elsewhere in that re­
gion the Red armies were holding 
firmly.

Deep In the Central Caucasus, oth­
er German forces which crossed the 
Terek river in the Mozdok area, 50 
miles northwest of the Grozny oil 
fields, were declared to have been 
wiped out.

Soviet dispatches Indicated, how­
ever, that the Germans were press­
ing a strong offensive toward the 
oil fields and that the defenders 
were out-numbered.

In the western atr war, a small 
force of RAF bombers attacked 
Northwest Germany overnight, fol­
lowing up previous attacks on Saar- 
bruecken and Karlsruhe.

Germa,n night raiders made a 
light attack on an English coastal 
town.

>In a similar controversy, Ed Mc-

the Bexar county draft board, of­
fered his resignation Wednesday 
after James Andrews, 38-year-old 
editor of a San Antonio negro news­
paper, was granted a six-month de­
ferment In Washington on appeal 
from local and state rejection of 
a deferment application.

Andrews’ deferment was sought 
by the newspaper’s publisher, Vsl- 
mo C. Bellinger, on the ground It 
would be hard to replace him, Mc- 
Clannahan said.

AUSTIN, Sept. 4. (AP)—State Se­
lective Service Director J. Watt 
Page asserted today state head­
quarters had not reclassified as 3-A 
a Fisher county ranch hand whose 
local draft board resigned after 
claiming state headquarters had 
overruled lts*refusal to remove the 
employe from a 1-A classification.

Declaring the board "should stick 
to the facts," Gen. Page said he has 
forwarded the man’s file to Wash­
ington with a recommendation that 
he be reclassified but that no final 
action has been taken.

“The state headquarters does not 
classify or reclassify men,” Gen. 
Page added.

"When an appeal reaches us we 
call for the record of the case and 
forward it to Washington with a 
recommendation for or against the 
deferment but the final decision 
comes from Washington.”

The record of the Fisher county 
registrant whose employers sought 
deferment showed he was employ­
ed by an 80-year-old woman and 
her 60-year-old daughter who oper­
ate a ranch.

As the lone male employe on the 
ranch the employers were unable 
immediately to replace him. even 
after advertising for help In news­
papers, it was disclosed.

When state headquarters called 
for the record of the case for re­
view the local draft board threaten­
ed to resign if Its classification was 
overruled, Gen. Page asserted.

The record was forwarded to 
Washington with a recommendation 
that the ranch hand be given a 
six-month deferment.

Before tendering their resigna­
tions members of the Fisher county 
board reclassified from 1-A to 2-A 
all but seven of 42 men who were 
to have answered an August Induc­
tion call.

Gen. Page declined comment on 
this action, declaring he was not 
familiar with the facta in the case.

Now, then, how does a rise in price 
help the consumer? Well, It’s a 
question of paying a little more or a 
lot more. OPA reasons that it Is bet­
ter to let your chain store, super 
market or low-price neighborhood 
store sell ihem "X" at a slightly 
higher price, and keep It on their 
shelves at that price, than to make 
you go around a comer to a spe­
cialty shop and pay a still higher 
price.

The specialty shop can ask a high­
er price because it was selling item 
“X" In a luxury brand at a higher 
price In March; consequently his 
celling Is higher. Ceiling prices, you 
remember, vary from store to store.

The figure 1(4 per cent has been 
mentioned as the amount of the 
coming Increase In prices. That’s 
Just the food Industry's estimate of 
what the rise should be to give food 
processors and distributors a  fair 
break. It Isn't an OPA estimate.

Food is generally calculated to ac­
count for 30 per cent of the cost 
of living. If food prices went up 1(4 
per cent, therefore, the total in­
crease In cost of living would come 
to about >4 per cent.

NEW YORK, Aug. 31 — Football
enters its first war year with en­
thusiasm. Tlu* world-wide hostilities 
are a challenge to the game, which 
has boasted for years of the fine, 
tough, hard-hitting young men who 
graduate from its ranks.

Offical Washington has cast a 
smile in football’s direction. The for­
mation of two Army teams, which 
will play an eight-garpe exhibition 
schedule against professional teams, 
and tile Navy Pre-Flight program 
give the game a go-ahead that is 
second only to President Roosevelt's 
green light to baseball.

In the long run, war may bring 
benefits to football that outweigh the 
obvious curtailments. The roaring 
20s and 30s with wholesale proselyt­
ing and false emphasis are bound 
to fall by the wayside.

Young men are going to play foot­
ball in these times for the obvious 
benefits of the game. A coach is go­
ing to have a hard time persuading 
a war-bound youngster to wink at 
educational opportunities and make 
football a career.

Schedules are going to be modified 
in due time so as not to overtax 
already burdened transportation. 
Service rivalries may over-shadow 
traditional college competitions.

Football Is going to be more of a 
game than It has ever been: I t will 
become less of a high-powered busi­
ness promotion.

I  believe the war will have the fol­
lowing effects:
S T R A T E G Y

Offensive football will enjoy a tre­
mendous upsurge. The country Is In 
the mood for It. A militant citizenry 
wants the attacking, aggressive game 
—daring, interesting, high-scoring: 

Mnginot Line football, which was 
j  basically sound In its emphasis on 
‘ the defensive game and "wait­
ing for a break,” will lose prestige. 
Wide-open football will be the peo­
ple’s choice. The passing game will 
be popular.

The T formation was the Import­
ant strategic development last year. 
Although it was not new, the success 
of the Chicago Bears and Stanford 
in 1940 caused a great swing to the T. 
Many coaches rushed into the system 
without regard to personnel. They 
will return to more orthodox forma­
tions this year.

Others will blend the T with such 
conventional offenses as single wing 
and Notre Dame box, Instead of de­
pending upon it in toto. Most im­
portant change in strategy is the 
adoption of the T by Frank Leahy 
at Notre Dame. This will give the 
system great prestige.
SQUADS

Personnel will be reduced. Teams 
which formerly had a squad of 75 
will now have to get along with 35 
or 40. Many of the third and fourth 
stringers will get into action. Sub­
stitutions will be reduced. The game 
will be tougher and require more 
stamina. Players will be a little 
younger.
QUALITY

There may be a slight decline in 
the caliber of football played, but It 
will be general and of such slight 
degree that it should not dampen 
public interest or spoil traditional 
rivalries in any way.
SECTIONS

Tlie Middlewest should be in for 
one of its biggest years. Big names 
abound In this sector. Leahy’s Notre 
Dame team is rumored to be the 
best since Knute Rockne’s squad of 
1930. Minnesota is loaded. Michigan 
and Ohio State have the material. 
So does Missouri. Indiana with the 
great Bill Hillenbrand and Wiscon­
sin with mighty Pat Harder should 
be Improved. The star sophomore 
backs of last season have a full year 
under their belts and should give 
offensive football a lift.

Tlie Pacific coast may have an out­
standing club in California. Texas 
Christian looks like the best in the 
Southwest. Army and Navy are ex­
pected to be Improved In the East. 
Georgia will be a tough Southern 
club as will Utah In the Rockies.

CHICAGO, Sept. 4 UPy—In north­
ern woodlands the wild ducks are 
breaking up housekeeping with the 
healthiest prospect In years of 
reaching Miami or wherever they’re 
planning to spend the winter.

This fall a greater number of 
birds will Wing Over a lesser num­
ber of hunters equipped wltlt 
enough ammunition but not enougli 
time, tires or gasoline.

Tlie ducks can thank the war for 
this break. *

The Izaak Walton league esti­
mates well over 100,000,000 birds 
will lam It south the next few 
months. This would be 30,000,000 
more than last season and three 
times as many as In 1935. Good 
weather and water conditions lor 
breeding are responsible for the big 
flocks. ^

Though figures arc unavailable, 
the league guesses that 50,000 hunt­
ers are using Uncle Sam’s guns 
this season to blast at another 
kind of foul. Of these probablY 
50,000 are duck hunters.

Then there are untold tousands 
who won’t have time to leave their 
defense work.

The smarter ducks—the ones 
that hnnters swear went to high 
school—will lay out a route along 
our coasts. There, wartime regula­
tions prevent civilians from going 
out in any kind of boat with a fire­
arm.

Neat Packers To 
Be Placed Under 
Licensing Conirol

WASHINGTON, Sept. 4. (API— 
In a move designed “to prevent the 
evasion of existing and forthcom­
ing price regulations,” the office of 
price adminlstartion shortly will 
place the entire meat industry, ex­
cept for retailers, under unified 
licensing control.

Announcement of the licensing 
program last night followed the 
beginning of court action against 
approximately 115 meat packers 
and wholesalers to compel compli­
ance with price regulations.

Alleging "up-grading" or “plain 
and simply overcharging.” OPA be­
gan filing injunction suits in 18 
cities throughout the country, and 
said additional actions would be 
filed in other cities as the investi­
gation continued.

Effective Sept. 8, OPA will auto­
matically license all packers, whole­
salers and custom slaughterers, and 
make the license a required condi­
tion for selling any meat product 
subject to price regulation. Dressed 
hags, beef, veal and lamb carcasses, 
and almost all wholesale and retail 
cuts except mutton, now are sub­
ject to such regulation.

The order provides for suspension 
of licenses in the event of violation 
of regulations.

Retailers were excluded from the 
order because they already are 
licensed under the general maxi­
mum price regulation.

OPA said it had received com­
plaints from all parts of the coun­
try that price regulations were be­
ing Ignored by packers and whole­
salers and that inferior cuts were 
being sold at prices exceeding es­
tablished ceilings.

Inside Story Of Kaiser Brush-Off
Mysterious Two Little Words' In 
Wire Seen Threatening Cargo Plan

WASHINGTON. Sept. 4—Henry 

J. Kaiser will be back in Washing­
ton Sept. 7. and he will bring with 
him definite plans for what he pro­
poses to do about building cargo 
planes.

The mere fact that Kaiser is re­
turning in such short time and 
with a definite construction pro­
gram is in itself something of a 
miracle. The big ship-and-dam 
man brought his first proposals to 
Washington on July 30. He left 
Washington on August 10 with the 
now-famous two letters of so- 
called Intent from the war produc­
tion board. He went to New York 
and was back in San Francisco 
Aug. 19.
BOUNCES BACK 
WITH PLANS READY

He met with Grover Lnening of 
WPB and aircraft builders Glenn 
L. Martin and Dorn Id Douglas in 
Santa Monica, Cal f., August 24.

Two weeks later he comes back 
to Washington with his complete 
plans for building cargo planes, 
from raw materials to finished 

I ships, almost in defiance of every 
| dare and every obstacle that could 
be put In his way by army and 

1 navy procurement services, by the 
j war production board and by the 
aviation industry itself.

For it now develops that a lot 
of the "support" which Kaiser was 

I supposedly receiving from govern­
ment procurement officers in their 
public statements has been so 
qualified and hedged as to make 
the conditions for the Kaiser pro­
gram seem almost impossible.

have been thrown In Kaiser's path 
since he left Washington on Aug. 
10 have been so cunning that they 
ndght almost be called cuie. There 
is. for instance the matter of the 
"Two Little Words" Inserted In a 
telegram sent from the war pro­
duction board In Washington, over 
Donald Nelson's signature, to the 
Santa Monica conference of Loen- 
Ing, Martin and Douglas with 
Kaiser on Aug. 24.

I t had been announced by Nel­
son In Washington, several days 
In advance, that this meeting was 
being held for the purpose of de­
termining the practicability of the 
Kaiser plan—to see if he could 
produce cargo planes without In­
terfering with the production of 
planes for the fighting front. 
TELEGRAM HOLDS 
A "SLEEPER’’

Kaiser already had his so-called 
letters of intent from Nelson’s of­
fice, but to this Santa Monica 
meeting Nelson sent a telegram 
which was in effect a restatement 
of the WPB position. On the face 
of it, the text of the telegram as 
given out in San Francisco looks 
like an enthusiastic endorsement 
of Kaiser's proposals.

Burled in the text of the tele­
gram, however, is a sentence which 
states that the Kaiser program 
should be pushed forward provided 
it does not interfere with any 
present "or prospective" army and 
navy aircraft procurement pro­
grams.

The significance of those two 
little words “or prospective” has 
been entirely overlooked, but If you 
will take time out to consider the 
full Import of those two words 
you will see what kind of a limb 
they might leave Mr. Kaiser out 
on the end of.

The present army and navy air­
craft program, as announced in the 
president’s production goals, Is 
60,000 planes in 1942 and 125,000 
planes In 1943. According to army, 
navy and WPB, this present pro­
gram calls for all available supplies 
of raw materials and all manu­
facturing facilities existent or un­
der construction.

But supposing Pop Kaiser is 
able to show where he can de­
velop new sources of raw materials 
and new engine and parts plants, 
and get them into production In

WPB before he left Washington 
Aug. 10. If the telegram Is a refu­
tation of the letters, It certainly 
proves how valueless were those let­
ters sent to Kaiser from WPB with 
a rubber-stamped Donald Nelson 
signature.
LETTERS DIDN’T  
FOOL KAISER

The letters did not fool Kaiser 
for a minute, however, and he has 
not based any of his plans on those 
letters, which can in no sense be 
interpreted as "letters of Intent” 
with any legal binding. What 
Kaiser is basing his new plans on 
—the plans he Is bringing to Wash­
ington on Sept. 7—is the word 
given him by Nelson, orally but 
personally. Kaiser heard Nelson the 
first time and Is proceeding on that 
basis, regardless of what the let­
ters or telegrams from WPB may 
say. Kaiser still believes in Nelson 
and trusts him Implicitly.

But from other details of the 
Santa Monica conference, as re­
ported back in Washington by pri­
vate advices from the West Coast, 
the cooperation which Kaiser had 
expected from the aircraft Industry 
was anything but whole-hearted.

Maybe It Is a little thing and no 
Importance should be attached to 
It. But In spite of the fact that the 
time and place of this meeting had 
been known for some days, Kaiser 
was made to wait In an outer office 
for an hour before he was admitted 
to the conference with Douglas 
Martin and Loening.

Committee Jibes At 
'Spending' Tax Plan

WASHINGTON, Sept. 4 (*■>—Urg­
ed by Secretary Morgenthau to take 
"bold action" toward providing non- 
tnflationary war financing, the 
senate finance committee weighed 
today a treasury-sponsored "spend­
ing” tax plan and proposals for a 
flat-rate levy on retail sales and 
services.

With more than a majority ex­
pressing opposition to the $6,500,- 
000.000 additional revenue program 
laid before the group by Morgan-
thau, some committee members said 
the effect of the treasury’s new 
proposal had been to force a show­
down between It and a sales tax.

Senator Byrd (D-W. Va.) said he 
believed Morgenthau had left no 
course open to the committee but 
to boost substantlannly the $6,271,- 
000,000 yield in additional taxes 
provided by the house-approved
revenue bill.

“From what the secretary says," 
Byrd told reporters, “there must 
be additional money raised beyond 
that provided In the house bill. As 
I  see It, the sales tax is the only 
answer. Certainly, we can’t Impose 
such a ridiculously-involved spend­
ing tax as he has suggested. It 
would be easily possible for a  man 
to pay more tax than his Income 
under such a levy."
