T he ord er came at the 
height of almost uninter­

'/ f a r  flung civil war battle­
fields and appeared to rep­
resen t a  major concession 
by Chiang.

There was no quick comment 
lrom the communists who. despite 
repeatedly military loses, stubborn­
ly had declined to negotiate a truce 
except on their own terms: restor­
ation of all territory seized by the 
government since the quickly abort­
ed January truce, and recognition 
Of political agreements reached 
early In the year through General 
Marshall's mediation.

The communists asked time to 
Study Chiang's two page statement. 
There was no comment from Mar­
shall’s headquarters.

The order Instructed government 
troops to cease lue "except as nec­
essary to defend present positions.'

It was regarded as a skillful po­
litical maneuver to force the com­
munists into a iiosltion of accept­
ing a truce or accepting responsi­
bility for continuing the civil war.

The generalLsshno said the as­
sembly definitely would convene 
Tuesday and the government was 
reserving delegate quotas for the 
communists and ether minor par­
tite In hope they would participate.

Navy Studying Plan 
O f Pacific Defenses

HONOLULU—<!?>—'The navy higii 
command is studying its entire 
Pacific defense program. Including 
Guam, with n view to revising plans 
for postwar construction along "re­
alistic and economical lines," Adm. 
John H. Towers, commander of the 
Pacific fleet, declared today.

The admiral discussed the new. 
dollar-saving plan in an executive 
Interview.

Towers is one of a group of naval 
officers who believe that the navy 
as well as the federal government 
Is faring an inevitable period of re­
trenchment in expenditures and 
tbat the time has ooiue to plan 
for the future along these lires.

Building Guam Into a strong, 
naval outpost guarding the United 
States from attack from the West 
Ls the immediate goal of the Pacific 
command.

But Towers said the program he 
favored would cost only a fraction 
of the $1.000.000.000 (B> which some 
souices have estimated would bo 
spent in the next five years to build 
Guam into “another Pearl Harbor."

"We are restudying the whole sit­
uation,” he said, "to the end that 
we can revise our plans along real­
istic lines.”

Leiors Woman Is 
Killed in Wreck

Mrs. Ella Kathryn Smith. 71. of 
Lefors was fatally injured at 9 30 
last night in a head-on collision on 
State Highway 273 about three and 
one-half miles northwest of Lefors. 
according to reports today by state 
highway patrolmen here.

Four other persons were Injured, 
two of whom were hospitalized.

Highway patrolmen said this 
morning that Marvin Smith, 71, Le­
fors, husband of tlic dead womati. 
was returning from Pampa vvttrro 
he had been attending the-North­
west Texas Methodist conference 
as a lay delegate, when his 1830 
Chevrolet coupe collided with a 1941 
Buick coach driven by William Hen­
ry Cosaley. 44. of 1319 Christine 
8t.. Pampa. who was returning here 
from Lefors. Patrolmen added that 
marks on the road showed the Mose­
ley car apparently attempted to pull 
over to the right shoulder of thc 
road to avoid hitting smith s car 
and that Smith himself apparently 
was a little over on the left side of 
thc road.

Both cars were damaged beyono’ 
repair, according to .lie patrolmen') 
estimation of damages

Mrs. Smith, according to attend­
ing physicians died on the wav to 
Pampa hospital from chest and oth­
er possible Injuries.

Physicians also saia that Mr. 
Smith sustained several bruises 
around the shoulders, but Is expect­
ed to leave the hospital some time

WASHINGTON— (NEA) — Veter­
ans wondering about certain aspects 
of their Rational Service Life insur­
ance h*Ve sent in the - following 
questions:

Q—Just how do you go about 
converting your term insurance into 
some other form?

A—You may convert your term 
insurance as of the date any pre­
mium becomes due. For example, 
if your next term premium is due 
the first of next month, you may 
convert ypur insurance as of that 
date by filling out an application 
for conversion on Insurance Form 
358. The permanent policy will 
be issued at the premium rate for 
yoot age as of the effective date 
of conversion. For example, if 
you convert your insurance as of 
the first day of next month, your 
premium rate will bo based on your 
age—to tlie nearest birthday — at 
that date.

Q—When I got out of service two 
years ago, I  immediately converted 
my government insurance. That 
was before you could get an cn- 
ddwment policy. I  would like to 
get such an endowment |x>licy now. 
Can I  change my policy again? And 
if so, would I have to pay the extra 
premiums all the way back to when 
I  first took out the insurance?

A—You can change your policy 
to an endowment now. And if you 
want the endowment to be retro­
active to when you first took out 
the policy, naturally you will have 
to pay the difference on those back 
premiums.

Q—I have been advised to date 
back the conversion of my insur­
ance policy to the time I originally 
took out a GI policy. The reason 
given was that mv premium would 
be smaller. When I inquired at 
the Veterans’ administration I dis­
covered X would have to pay extra 
on a lot of back premiums. Is that 
correct?

A—Yes. The person who advised 
you meant that if you do date back 
your conversion you will be able to 
pay policy premiums based on a 
lower age. You will have to pay 
extra on back premiums, but you 
will be protected by better insurance.

GOD-FEARING M EN M UST SIT A T  
PEACE T A B L E  W IT H  G O D LESS MEN

I t  ia especially good at this time to discuss God and 
m an. And in this discussion we draw from an article ap­
p earin g in the November issue of Cosmopolitan Maga­
zine.

The eminent Francis Cardinal Spellman, under the 
heading “Do We Want a Soviet Peace?" while not tell­
ing us how to arrive at a peace settlement with the Rus­
sian rulers, makes a moving plea for understanding a- 
m ong man, and a return to faith in God and His pur­
poses.

More attention is drawn to religion at Pampa this 
w eek, with the convocation of over 200 ministers of the 
M ethodist church and delegations from as many church­
es. The subject, as we have said, is timely.

That is not to say that men should not at all times 
be devoted to their Creator.

It is sometimes difficult to separate politics from 
religion, because they both deal inextricably with the 
affairs. The affairs of men are not only political and 
econom ic; they are also moral. Sometimes we think they 
should not be separate. There is one thing we are quite 
sure of: that men cannot exclude God from their every­
d ay  affairs, merely to look to Him one day of the week. 
T hat is hypocrisy.

So, we mix politics and religion here.
Cardinal Spellman says in the first paragraph of 

his article:
“The Constitution of the United States and the Bill 

of Rights were written by men who first put their faith 
in God and then sought to help mankind."

B ut man has not done that. At the most he has only 
tolerated  God, and in many cases he has persecuted in 
fellow men who believe and voice belief in Him.

“It is not,” he continues, “in defense of my faith that 
I condemn atheistic communism, but as an American 
in defense of my country, for while communism is an 
enem y of Catholicism, it is also a challenge to all men 
who believe in America and in God.”

But, we ask, how are we going to meet that chal­
lenge? Except through teaching men the power and love 
of God, there is no way, it seems. We cannot refuse to 
sit a t  the peace table with communists.

It is through the church, through Cardinal Spell­
man and such men as are assembled here that we shall 
team  the word of God; it is through the schools, the 
home.

At the same time, we must strive to take the word 
of God to other peoples. The world goes on in the mean­
tim e, and nation must deal with nation. This is true, 
because, as much as we deplore the fact, it still remains 
th at force is an element to be reckoned with. Russia, 
though detestably adept in double-dealing, is one of the 
leading nations in the world from the standpoint of pow­
er, based upon force.

T h a t is our question in this 20th century world: 
m orality on the one hand, force on the other. It behooves 
us to  find a plain on which the two can meet. Let us 
seek th a t plain through God and with His help. In the 
prayerful words of Cardinal Spellman:

“Father, within our time grant us Thy peace, not 
peace conceived in tyranny and lust, where Thou are 
not, where men are pawns, are meaningless. Father, 
break down the barriers men have built against them­
selves; remove the barnacles that slow men’s moral pro­
g re ss ; guide aright the steersmen at the helm of human 
fa te . Father, within our time grant us Thy peace!"_____

Mr. Nock explained that the 
educational system in t! . Vnlted ' 
States had become a system of • 
training schools instead of In-', 
stitutions to educate. He says that 
a school set up by the mayor and 
school board is much more like­
ly to try “to give the people 
what they want" than to realty, 
educate the educatable student.' 
How could one expect a mayor or' 
the members of the school board, 
who are not truly educated them­
selves to have any conception rf 
liow to educate the educatable? 
The Quack and Quidnunc

Here is a damning statement he 
makes which seems to be true: ■

“Thus our system invites, nay. 
we may alnibst say commands, tl.e 
interest of persons whose approachi 
to it is most undesirable: the! 
careerist, adventurer, quidnunc,' 
hand-o v e r-h end  experimenter, 
publicity-getter, profiteer a n 
quack. It-is  not to our putprse 
to inquire how far the administra­
tion of our system is actually in1 
the hands of gentry such ns these: 
we merely remark the fact, about« 
which there can be no doubt, t’.--»t, 
a system erected on our theory lx 
most freely and conspicuously! 
liable to their incursions. More­
over, it is notorious that n period1 
of attempted consolidation after a 
revolution always ope. i the way» 
for the ascendency of elements thaij 
are in every respect objectioti-j 
able; and hence on b.th these; 
grounds our system occupies an 
extremely vulnerable position.'' <

But ol course the people who, 
are occupying positions In our sc-, 
c a l l e d  educational institutions 
could hardly be expected even toj 
lead Albert Jay Nock. Th?y are 
too busy with the!.- experiment* 
«>n other people to have time to 
try to educate themselves. •

Mr. Nock further contend«: 
j ’ “Vlie object of education a« w* 
Understand the word, the pur* 
•pose of enforcing the Creat Tra­
dition’s discipline, is to inculcate 
certain views of life and certain 
demands on life.”

Can anyone believe that colleges 
today, especially state colleges, 
have the faculty or ability tc 
produce the views of life that 
respect the dignity of man? The 
only thing state colleges can in­
culcate Is the belief that might 
makes tight.. This they inculcate 
by example. They cannot incul­
cate. as a private institution 
could, the belief that man is over 
and above the state, and the state 
is only the agent, authorized to 
do certain things for the in­
dividual.

Mr. Nock denies that an educat­
able person can get an education, 
In any proper sense of the term, 
Jn Columbia College, and continues 
by uaying, “I firmly believe no 
such thing is possible in any Am­
erican institution with which J 
am acquainted."
Anti-Social

He concludes one of his lectures 
by pointing out that the colleges 
leave no place for the educatable 
man. He says, "Our newer type of 
institutional organization has fail­
ed us so notably that the term 
anti-social, applied to its charact­
er, seems neither unjust nor in-' 
urbane.”

His contention of how It Is’ 
anti-social I will attempt to exJ 
plain in a succeeding issue.

Many observers at the United Na­

tions meeting In San Francisco felt 
the loose language used in provid­
ing a trusteeship system for colo­
nies and occupied territories was 
opening the way for much fu.ure 
uncertainty and trouble.

Now the proposal of the United 
States regarding the former Japa­
nese-held islands in the Pacific 
brings the orcanization face to face 
with the problem.

While subscribing to .he ideolog- 
‘cal requirements of the charter 
about the welfare of thv people and 
so forth, the U. S. proposal actu­
ally means complete control of the 
Islands, even to the right to close 
hem up as military areas as did 

the Japanese. Such rights may be 
necessary if the U. S. fs to maintain 
positions from which to help en­
force peace. Just how much a poli­
cy fits in with our attitude toward 
what other countries consider their 
strategic spheres is another matter.

But aside from all that, there are 
many debates ahead.

The whole trusteeship idea, as em­
bodied in the charier. is s. ill vague 
and without means of implementa­
tion.

There are two proposed categories 
of trusteeship—general, over prima­
rily economic and non-military 
areas, and ‘‘strategic,’' the type .he 
U. 8. proposes in the Pacific. Just 
how the delineation is to ts  made 
is one of the yct-unsolved prob­
lems.

A trusteeship council is to con­
sist of states which submit territo­
ries which arc held as mandates 
from the old League of Nations, 
from World “War II or other con­
quests. plus an equal number of 
states which do not- including any 
big five nation which does not.

The council will take its orders 
from the veto-armed Security Coun­
cil with regard to strategic trustee- 
,shi|js, and from the general assem­
bly on the others.

Before there can be a trusteeship 
council there must be regional 
trusteeship agreements between the 
"states directly concerned,” so that 
the identity and number of trustee 
states can be determined.

The first snag is expected to come 
when Russia pro|x>ses ,hat all inem- 
oers of the Big Five be considered 
“directly concerned.” That would 
make each of them a party to every 
regional trusteeship agreement. The 
Americans are reported desirous of 
avoiding that. But in a world where 
the major powers will be charged 
with preserving the pence, with en­
forcing the agreements, with imrti- 
cipation both in the trusteeship 
council and in the Security Coun­
cil which will be the final arbiter 
on “strategic" trusteeships, this is 
one Russian idea which can hardly 
be classified as merely contentious.

PAST—Henry Wallace's sniping 

and feather-fussing with the Tru­
man administration has led cer­
tain presidential agents to dig into 
his early past.

The Trumanites aim to destroy or 
laugh “Hank" out of political exist­
ence because they realize that he 
can be a threat or a nuisance be­
tween now and 1948.

OBSESSION—Although it affords 
no comfort to the,W hite House. 
President Truman's scouts inform 
him that he and Secretary of State 
Byrnes are not, the first high offi­
cials to be plagued by Wallace the 
Younger. He has been baiting Pres­
idents, cabinet members and poli­
ticians for the last twenty years.

It seems to be a habit—or an ob­
session—with him. He also has a 
flexible faculty of surviving set­
backs that would have stopped less 
resilient and more sensitive men. 
For all his seeming shyness, he has 
shown that he is a “toughie" who 
can take the count of nine and slug 
his way back into the fight.

LIFESAVEK—When his father 
entered the cabinet as Harding’s 
secretary ol  agriculture, son Henry 
assumed the editorship of Wallace's 
Farmer, which he soon ran into 
bankruptcy by supplanting bread- 
and-butter farm news with essays 
on th? stars and dissertations on 
Yogi stomach-staring and rope- 
climbing.

For obvious reasons these exotic 
and esoteric articles in a farm mag­
azine sold no papers in Iowa. Kan­
sas and Nebraska, and Henry soon 
found himself deep in the red. His 
appointment as secretary of agri­
culture in 1933. which was a blind 
stab by FDR, was a political and fi­
nancial lifesaver.

The idea of the stock market agi­
tators is that if buying on margin 
were again permitted, more people 
would start buying stocks, prices 
would go up, and strength would 
be given to a sagging market.*

But the purpose ol the SEC rul­
ing is to prevent this kind of in­
flationary buying and to keep out 
of ttic market the people who 
would trade on margin. In other 
words, it's to protect people who 
■night get hurt II they went into 
debt to take a flyer on some stock 
in the hope it would go up. only 
to find out Jatcr that it went down.

There is no such restriction on 
margin trading In the cotton ex­
changes They’re great big, wide- 
open. free-enterprise, capitalistic 
institutions where anyone can walk 
right In on margin and take his 
chances on making a killing or get­
ting killed. A lot of people have 
apparently Just found out about the 
latter end of this business in the 
last, three weeks.

The pried of cotton went on up 
to Just under 40 cents a pound as of 
Ort. 8. Then came the break to 
below 30 cents. If there had not 
been a government regulation pre­
venting price drops of more than 
$10 per bale per day. there is no 
telling how much lower the price 
would be today.

The break has cost producers an 
estimated $200 million and has 
caused all kinds of confusion. On 
the eve of election, cotton became 
a top-priority political Issue. • <■ •

Court Decision in 
Borger Case Upheld

AUSTIN—(iP>—The court of crim­
inal appeals has affirmed the con­
viction of Beulah Murphy in the 
rifle murder of Elmo Sullivan on 
Jan. 21, 1945, at Borger.

The appellant, who was sentenc-

ed in 84th district court. Hutchin­
son county, to’ 12 years in the peni­
tentiary. appealed on a plea of fw.

Increase Resorted 
In Number State 
Cases Influenza

AUSTIN— Reports coming in 
from various sections of the st*te 
indicate that the number of influ­
enza cases appears to be increasing 
with the advance of the fail season, 
and during the past week 930 cases 
t»ere reported In Texas.

Commenting on this situation to­
day. Dr. George W. Cox. state health 
officer, said that most of these 
cases are mild and lend themselves 
to treatment readily. He pointed out 
that two cooperative factors are es­
sential to victims of this disease: 
first, to call the family physician 
prompty when suspicious symptoms 
appear, and second, to take it easy 
for a reasonable length of time aft­
er the acute stage has subsided.

"It is essential to realize that in­
fluenza. no matter how mild the at­
tack. calls for a period of conval­
escence, because serious complica­
tions can occur if this important 
fact is ignored,” Dr. Cox said. "In ­
fluenza is not mas|-controllable. 
However, those persons who main­
tain the highest possible health lev­
el at all times, increasing their re­
sistance to communicable disease 
germs, will have a protective ad­
vantage over those more careless 
persons who continually abuse their 
health.”

The state health officer declared 
that living by the laws of nature, 
getting plenty of sleep, dally exer­
cise In the open, nourishing foods 
and good personal hygiene offer* 
the best known bulwark against all 
respiratory diseases and added that 
avoiding habits of any and ail kinds 
detrimental to maximum well being 
is a wise course to take In the pur­
suit of good health.

NEW YORK, N. Y.—The death 
rate from the communicable diseas- 
er of childhood—measles, scarlet 
fever, whooping cough, and diph­
theria—is only one twentieth of 
what is was thirty years ago, ac­
cording to statisticians of the Met­
ropolitan Life Insurance Company. 
The figure dropped from 144.6 per 
100.000 to 72  among insured chil­
dren at ages 1 to 14 between 1911- 
1915 and 1941-1945.

“The present mortality from all- 
four diseases together is only one 
tenth of what it was from diph­
theria alone in the earlier years,” 
say the statisticians. “The decline 
in the death rate for both diph­
theria and scarlet iever is 96 per­
cent, for measles E3 percent, and 
for whooping cough 91 percent.” 

Important factors In bringing n- 
bout the reduction, tlie statisticians 
believe, are better medical and nurs­
ing care anil nutrition, the wide­
spread education of mothers in the

firineipies of child care. Improved 
lousing and greater sanitation, and 

the trend to umller families and 
consequent reduction in the oppor­
tunist; for *h« transmission of com­
municable diseases.
