TO KYO — OP)— The prosecution 
told the International war crimes 
tribunal today the Japanese gov­
ernment knew of President Roose­
velt’*, pleas that "the tragic possi­
bilities of the (war threatening* 
situation be avoided" in ample time 
to have prevented Pearl Harbor.

However, attacks on Pearl Har­
bor. Shanghai and Kota Bharu in 
V au ye  were carried out a few 
bours later and Roosevelt’s message, 
for Emperor Hlrohito, was not given 
to U. S. Ambassador Grew until 10 
hours later than normal delivery 
time, said Associate Prosecutor 
Carlisle W. Higgins.

Dr. Eugene S. Briggs, president 
of Phillips university, Enid, Okla.. 
told a group of Pampa Lions mem­
bers. their wives, and banquet 
guests here last night that the 
world one day would be a feder­
ation of states, just as the United 
States has grown into a federa­
tion.

Speaking as second vice presi­
dent of Lions International. Dr. 
Brigas. In a not-too-long speech 
for Halloween night, discussed the 
mission of Lionism in other na­
tions. and as a means of better 
relations between all countries.

To effect world amity, he said, 
there must be confidence among 
nations, as there must be confi­
dence among men. To get confi­
dence among men and among na­
tions. there mast be honesty, he 
stated to an audience of around 
175.

Citing the deluge of words writ­
ten and spoken in a world of fast 
and efficient communication sys­
tems. he said It is quite easy for 
a man to become confused in the 
many theories and arguments that 
are handed about.

Usig a Van Dyck quatrain, 
which is a definition of Intelli­
gence. lo "think without confu­
sion clearly," he said all men need 
to think clearly. It is important, 
he explained —  as an Oklahoma 
City speaker said here several 
weeks ago— that men hold in check 
their prejudices. "Can you check 
your prejudices on the outside of 
the door just like you check your 
hat When you go to hear a speak­
er,” he asked.

*Too many people go to hoar a 
speaker say the things they be­
lieve.”

In seeking understanding among 
men and nations, he emphasized, 
we must all learn to find the differ­
ence between propaganda and fact. 
That is the problem, even In a 
democracy.

Quoting another line of the qua­
train—"Love your fellow man sin­
cerely"—he said man often accepts 
love only as a sentimental emo­
tion. “ But.” he added, “as I  grow 
older I  find it less sentimental and 
more challenging.”

U.S. Takes Part 
In Discussion of 
Permanent Site

I  AKF SUCCESS, N Y.—(JP)—The 
United States today asked the Unit­
ed Nations to broaden Its consider­
ations of a site for permanent head- 
ouarters to include the Flushing 
Meadows area of New York City and 
the San Francisco bay area.

Intervening In the controversial 
site Question for the first time. W ar­
ren R. Austin, chief of the United 
States delegation to the U.N. as­
sembly. issued a formal statement 
saying he favored inclusion of the 
two new areas in the site discus­
sions, which now are limited to the 
areas of Westchester county, N. Y., 
and Fairfield county. Conn.

Austin said:
"In  response^ to what we find to 

be the desire of other member na­
tions, the United States will ¡ake 
active part in assisting the United 
Nations to reach a final decision on 
its permanent home at this session 
o f ¡he assembly.

‘The agenda before the assembly 
now provide* only for action on the 
recommendations of the headquar­
ters commission, which suggests fivs 
sites in Westchester county and was 
authorized to survey only that coun­
ty and Fairfield county (Conn.).

“The United States will move to 
have the agenda broadened to con­
sideration of sites which may be 
available without cost or at reason­
able cost in all parts of the New 
York area, including Westchester, 
and in the San Francisco bay area.

“The United States delegation 
fully appreciates the difficulties 
that might be involved in setting up 
the headquarters in Westchester 
county without suggesting that sat­
isfactory arrangements could not be 
made in Westchester. We feel that 
the sites that have been recom­
mended there should be seriously 
considered.’*

N. Y .— /• -A de­
termined effort to head off an ato­
mic armaments race and slash mili­
tary establishments the world over 
appeared to be in the making today 
as United Nations delegates turned 
from oratory' to committee discus­
sion of the issues before them.

The temporary end of the formal 
assembly sessions—no win recess for 
at least a week—found Russia and 
the United States competing for 
leadership in the disarmament un­
dertaking.

American officials described the 
United States proposals for safe­
guarding arms control by an inter­
national inspection system as a re* 
volutionary idea that, if adopted, 
would result not only in a constant 
watch over atomic resources of all 
nations but also put an end to se­
cret weapons of all kinds.

While the Soviet Union, which 
took the initiative in demanding an 
arms cut, has consistently opposed 
inspection proposals as applied to 
atomic energy alone, there was some 
hope evident among the diplomats 
gathered here that a formula might 
be worked out which would be ac­
ceptable to both America and Rus­
sia and resuit in concrete proposaLs 
for bringing all types of armaments 
under strict control.

As the arms cut program, demands 
for action against Franco Spain, 
the veto question and more than 
50 other issues moved into a new 
phase of assembly work, passing 
from general debate to consid­
eration by committees, there were 
these other developments at hand 
or in prospect:

1. The United States delegation 
.expected to receive soon instruc­
tions from Washington on the 
American government’s policies for 
putting mandated Pacific islands 
captured from Japan under U. N. 
trusteeship.

Tiie war and navy departments 
had favored keeping some startegic 
islands, such as Okinawa, under the 
American flag. The state depart­
ment had wanted to subject all of 
them, at least nominally, to the 
United Ntaions. A decision by Presi­
dent Truman had awaited agree­
ment among Secretaries Bvmes, Pat­
terson and Forrestal. There were 
>. j ;pa.remtly reliable reports hert 
that this decision has now been 
made.

2. The British delegation was 
awaiting the arrival ol Foreign Sec­
retary Ernest Bevin. enroute here 
by ship' for the foreign ministers 
conference opening Monday, to de-

dom. He had been a legalist, and the 
meaning of his Christian conversion 
had been the discovery of a new free 
dom, as religion became for him a 
matter of the heart, of faith and love 
rather than of formal observance with 
out spiritual reality.

When he lists, the fruit of the TSpIrlt 
r—“ love. joy, peace long-suffering, 
gentleness, goodness, faith, meekness, 
temperance’’ his c o m m e n t is  
“ Against such there is no law.”

That is the essence of Paul’s philos­
ophy of freedom. It is essentially' and 
inevitably associated with goodness.

To Paul liberty did not mean free­
dom to do ns one pleases. The liberty 
of whleh he wrote was liberty through 
I lie discipline of law and the fulfill 
ment, with love, of law.

The law is our schoolmaster,”  he 
says, “ to bring us to Christ” ; and 
“Christ,” he says, “ is the end of the 
law for every one that hclieveth.”

What Paul says concerning liberty 
in relation to the Jewish law is true 
of liberty in relation to all law. Their 
relationship to liberty makes laws 
either a curse or a blessing.

.The freedom to do right is very real 
freedom, and all laws that suppress 
or repress that freedom are bad. Free­
dom io do right is a precious heritage 
in a world in which perversions and 
tyrannies are rife.

Freedom and brotherhood were as 
soeiated In Paul’s religion, for the life 
of love that meant freedom was the 
fulfilling of the law.

“ All the law Is fulfilled in one word, 
even in this; Thou shalt love thy 
neighbor as thyself.”  That Is lirother 
hood, and it is brotherhood without 
limitation.

Rome have claimed that Paul’s 
preaching and practice of brotherhood 
were related only to the community 
of Christians. Paul did regard Chris­
tians as  huving a special obligation to 
one another.

But "neighbor”  meant to him what 
Jesus intended it to mean when Ur 
told the Parable of the Good Sama­
ritan.

“ . . . There are some people who can never make 
jnoney or make a living except when there is a war boom. 
Well, the pendulum has started swinging the other way. 
And it’s picking up speed. And as it gains momentum 
people who have things to sell Will become more polite 
and provide more service and will acquire more infor­
mation as to their neighbors who are the ones to help 
keep up this country in normal times . . ”

Yes, easy money, scarce goods can put the' world 
out of joint. At least that is what we think. W e think 
that is the true mission of free, competitive markets, 
geared to the fine points of selling. That mission often 
calls for knowledge as to who your neighbor is.

Religion Should No)
Be Haven O f Demagogs

Since this column has had so 
much to say about the collectivist 
movement that has embedded It­
self in organized religion, and es­
pecially since it has had so much 
to say about the Federal Council 
of Churches o f Christ in America, 
I  want to quote what the Chicago 
Tribune has to say about "A  De­
claration o f Economic J u s t i c e "  
that has been sent out to the 
newspapers throughout the coun­
try over the signatures of Protes­
tants, Jews and Catholics.

The first signature under the 
Protestant group was that o f Bish­
op G.. Bromley Oxnam of New 
York, b i s h o p  of the Methodist 
church and president of the Fed­
eral Council of Churches of Christ. 
He is also secretary of the Council 
o f Bishops o f the Methodist church.

Here is what the Chicago Tri­
bune says about this declaration 
under the heading, ‘-Pious Dema­
gogs” :

‘ ‘A  group o f clergymen and lay­
men has just issued a manifesto 
under the grandiloquent title, ‘A 
Declaration o f Economic Justice.' 
The g r o u p  is composed about 
equally of Protestants, Catholics, 
and Jews. Their manifesto proves 
that there are gullible, unthink­
ing men in all faiths and that all 
faiths harbor their considerable 
quotas of fellow travelers.

“ There are sections of this mani­
festo which are not so much stupid 
as vicious. For example, it is as­
serted that "organized cooperation 
o f the functional economic groups 
among themselves and with the 
government must be substituted 
for the rule of competition.”  The 
late Duce might have cited that 
as the charter for his corporative 
state. Stalin unquestionably would 
declare that his barbarous tyranny 
is built lo these specifications. Hit­
ler could have accepted'them with­
out the addition of a comma. If 
the events of the last 20 years have 
not taught the cruelty, the savage 
intolerance, the gross irreligion, 
and the wars that are implicit in 
this formula they haven’t taught 
anything.

“The men who prepared the de­
claration have m a d e  up their 

* minds that competition is sin. To 
the extent that this Is true—and 
it isn't nearly as great as these 
false prophets assume—the evils 
have been checked by rigorous 
laws, a* well as by custom and re­
ligion. In truth, there is very little 
to fear from economic competition 
among individuals, and it has en­
riched society enormously. On the 
contrary, there is every reason 
to fear combinations of men creat­
ed to dostro/ competition. Would 
wealth and welfare be more wide­
ly and equitably distributed in this 
country if we replaced our anti­
trust laws with pro-trust laws?

“What reason is there to believe, 
and w h a t  experience suggests, 
that concentrations of economic 
power are directed to the common 
good? The latter-day prophets as­
sume that individuals in competi­
tion, individuals who have con­
sciences, are necessarily immoral, 
but that when they combine in 
pressure groups they become filled 
with zeal for social justice, what­
ever that may be. Nothing could 
be farther from the truth. The 
power for evil of the individual is 
necessarily restricted by his weak­
ness; he stands alone./ The power 
for evil of the pressure group is 
enormous, and anybody who knows 
anything about pressure groups 
knows they have unlimited greed 
and no conscience.

“ There is, ef course, the further 
assumption that government can 
control pressure groups more ef­
fectively than it can individuals, an 
assumption so utterly absurd as 
to defy comment.

“ The whole manifesto, from first' 
to last, is filled with such nonsense, 
i t  was a stupid and wicked per­
formance which should bring upon 
the men who signed the document 
the contempt of all men who re­
gard religion as something other 
than a haven for demagogs.”

He regarded 
all loans ns another form of “ pump 
priming” that should be used to pro­
vide jobs at home through foreign 
purchases of American-made goous

SUPPORT—Although usually out­
voted on the foreign loan board, 
which suffers the ponderous title 
of “National Adivisory Conncil on 
International Financial and Monte- 
ary Problems." his associates knew 
that he represented a strong and 
widespread sentiment within ana 
without the administration.

For that reason they were reluc­
tant to overrule the argumentative 
and stubborn Mr. Wallace. He threw 
more weight around Washington 
largely because of hts leftist politi­
cal backing, than is generally rea­
lized.

It was not until his abrupt dis­
missal, together with President Tru­
man’s belated approval of the Byr­
nes program, that the broad deci­
sion to coordinate our financial with 
our diplomatic policy was reached. 
The ouster convinced them that 
they had White House support.

munism and economic hegemony m

every area touched by her sphere; 
Britain« desire to keep «ermany 
out o f Russia's hands and to avoid 
German commercial competition; 
and America’s desire to stop the 
mililarlsm and the balancing, or 
unbalancing, of power in Central 
Europe which has drawn her Into 
two costly wars in 30 years.

All of the nations except France 
are more or less committed to ulti­
mate rehabilitation of Germany as 
a whole, with the exception of the 
Kusso-Polish fait accompli in Eas­
tern Germany. France would like to 
see the Ruhr become an interna­
tional industrial i>ool largely con­
trolled by herself, and wants to in­
corporate the Saar.

Russia would ¡ike to see the same 
sort of “ friendly'' government in 
Germany as she has established in 
the middle European countries, and 
is working desperately toward that 
end in her own zone, both through 
political parties and through collec­
tivization of this rich agricultural 
area.

Britain is determined that this 
shall not happen to Germany as a 
whole, and that Germany shall be 
held to a non-milltary economic 
level.

The United States, as evidenced 
by its actions in its own zone, wants 
the ocupation continued until de­
nazification and democratic educa­
tional programs shall have had full

opportunity to do their work, and 
then would like to see Germany 
emerge as more ol an agricultural 
country, but with industry restored 
as far as possible without reviving 
military potentials—a whole coun­
try and not a hothouse for the seeds

° f AW demilitarized Ruhr would thus 
remain an Integral part of the 
Reich. Some deal with France over 
the Saar may not be out of the 
question, however. The end of Ger­
man cartels is an important part 
of this policy, accompanied by inte­
gration of Germany economy into 
that of Europe as a whole rather 
than permitting too much compe­
tition.

The present campaign for econo­
mic fusion not only of the American 
and British zones, but of all zones, 
is a part of this picture.

EEL SORRY FOR DISPLACED AMERICANS
W ASHINGTON <NEA. -  While 

you're feeling sorry for all the war 
refugees, save a tear or two for 50,- 1 
000 displaced Americans. They're 
native-born, and naturalized U. S. 
citizens stranded In Europe, and 
gosh only knows when they'll be 
liberated. •

Most of them are people who 
went back to the old countries be­
tween World War I and II. They're 
still stuck in the aftermath of 
War II. by the almost complete 
lack of U. 8. passenger ships, by 
the stubbornness and red tape ot 
some o f the European governments, 
and by the awful snarl of involved 
dual citizenship laws.

Recent state department charges 
that some of these Americans arc 
being kept In Yugoslav concentra­
tion camps and worked as slave 
labor constitute merely one of many 
complicating chapters in this tan­
gled tale o f Innocent* abroad.

The natice-bom, third to ump­
teenth generation. 100 percentjsol- 
atlonist Americans' cry that TJiraje 
people went hack where they 
came from o f their own free will 
» l e t  them stay there” is a nar­
row-minded view of their predlca-

mThe depression of the 1930's sent 
many o f these first- and second- 
generation Americans o f European 
extraction back to the old world. 
Social welfare workers urged thou­
sands to go back as soon as they 
lost their Jobs and employment 
stared them In the fdee. Many 
who had saved up a little money 
wwnt back where their savings 
would go further under the lower 
standards o f living.
W AR  CLOSED THE DOORS 

When (ii> Vi at Woke hi h-W-Te,

the United States government o f­
ficially did everything it could to 
make it hard for the expatriates to 
get ba:k. The neutrality act for­
bade U. S. ships to enter belli­
gerent waters. Any American citi­
zen wanting to return had to apply 
for permission and prove he was 
destitute.

And laws of many European 
countries made it impossible for 
Americans to bring out any money. 
Some tried to stick it out to save 
their property, thinking the war 
wouldn't, reach them. Then, 90 
days after hostiUtles broke out, the 
whole program of trying to help 
Americans get out of Europe was 
discontinued. This »»'as American 
red tape.

Todfcy nobody knows exactly how 
many U. S. citizens are caught in 
this web. or where they are. U. 8. 
embassy staffs are so short they 
can't process the palters. Many of 
the victims don’t understand citi­
zenship laws, nor their rights there­
under. Best estimates look like 
this:

Americans hooked tip With 
the Polish underground, particular­
ly after Soviet Russia liberated the 
country, arc probably out of luck. 
But in the general the situation 
isn't too bad.

Russia-Perhaps 2000, mostly in 
Esthonla, Latvia, Luthuanla. and 
Russian Poland. The Soviet ap­
parently considers It treason for 
anyone to want to leave paradise, 
so the only way out is to escape.

Yugoslavia -  About 3000, through 
the U. S. embassy has records of 
only 165 supposed to be In concen­
tration eamp6. The only way to get 
out is with the help of friends who 
employ them as slave labor, then 
let them escape to the U. S. em­
bassy. Only seven are back In the 
U. 8.

To clean up this Job. the state 
department was given *17.500.000 
last year. This yaar the appropria­
tion is $8,000,00. An estimated *5,- 
000.000 for next yea* should dean 
It up. It  costs from *236 (o  $400 to 
bring each displaced American 
back. How many thousands have 
died or will die before they qet out 
no one knows.

DISAGREED—These hard-boiled 
financiers disagreed with Mr. Wal­
lace on other counts than his at­
titude on foreign lending. They fre- 
quenUy had to shout him down at 
sessions where he davanced his ideas 
of a “quart at milk every day for 
ereiy Hottentot.”

Whereas he kept warning them 
of a postwar depression with 8,000,- 
000 people out of work, and insisted 
on foreign loans ranging into the 
billions so as to maintain employ­
ment and purchasing power In this 
etttntfy, every other member of the 
board has been more fearful of in­
flation. especially Messrs. Ecclcs and 
Martin.

Unlike him, they did not think it 
necessary to scatter American dol­
lars outside the country in order to 
make work at home.
