" New Pearl Harbor Attack Probe Is in Offing

MWASHINGTON — (P) — A new
b'l pin-pointed Pearl Harbor in-
vestigation hove into view today.

The senmate war investigating
committee — taking its cue from
the voluminous report assessing
responsibility for the Deg, 7, 1941,
military debacle — decided to re-
open its own inquiry into pre-
war delays in fortifying the Pa-
cific bastion.

Senator Brewster (R-Me) said a
similar effort two years ago was
blocked by refusal of the house

millitary committce headed by

Rep. May (D-Ky) to release a key
witness to the senate group.
Brewster is a member of both
the senate-hous¢ committee which
delved info the blame behind
Pearl Harbor and of the senate’s
special war investigating commit-
tee, now engrossed in an attempt
to summen May for testimony
concerning his relations with a
migwestern munitions ccembine.
Central figure in the projected
new inquiry is Col. Theodore Wy-
man, Jr.,, army district engineer
in the Hawalian department when

the Japanese struck Pearl Har-
bor. Five months later Wyman
was assigned to the Canol oil proj-
ect in Canada. That was an un-
dertaking which the senate com-
mittee, then headed by Presi-
dent Truman as a senator, de-
clared in a Dec. 23, 1943, report
never should have been started.

Referring specifically to “the
Wyman matter,” the Pearl Har-
bor committee in its final report
Saturday calied for appropriate
senate or house committees to
make a separate inquiry into de-
lays in
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defenses before the Japanese at-
tack.

Brewster said Chairman Mead
(D-NY) readily agreed to have
the war investigating committee
pick up the thread of its in-
quiry which the Maine senator
said was “stymied” before by
what he termed the “uncoopera-
tive attitude” of the May com-
mittee.

In this connection, Brewster
teld a reporter, he had been in-
formed by senate committee aides
that a subpoena once had been
issued for a kn witness.

Big Reduction in
Tax Rates Given

AUSTIN— (/) —The automatic
tax board today for the first time
in the history of state taxation
relieved Texas taxpayers com-
pletely from any general fund and
valorem levy and reduced the state
property tax rate to 37 cents per
$100 evualation, lowest rate since
1912,

The new rate breaks down on
the basis of 35 cents per $100 val-
uation for available school fund
purposes, maximum which can be
levied under state law, and two
cents for the Confederate veter-
ans’ pension fund, the amount
fixed by statute.

The new 37 cent rate is a re-
duction from last year's 72 cents
and represents an estimatcl sav-
ing to Texas taxpayers of $14,000,-
000, inclusive of remissions.

The board explained that it had
no recourse except to drop the
general fund tax for this year in
view of the state’s current excel-
lent financial condition, the gen-
eral fund rate is fixed by a sta-
titory formula based on the differ-
cnce between legislative appro-
priations and revenue alre:s:ly paid
to the general fund from other
sources. This year the general
revenue fund is already in excess
of last year's legislative appropria-
tions.
