STALINGRAD. (Delayed)—(A1)—
The planned economy of the Soviet 
Union is expected by Russian lead­
ers to reach its peak in rebuilt Stal­
ingrad 15 to 20 years hence.

It will be a city of steel workers’ 
dwellings between whole rows of 
wide boulevards, a city of squares 
lined with statues and marble halls 
the classic Greek and Roman man­
ner glorifying heroes of the great 
patriotic war anti the socialist re­
volution.

W ASHINGTON— </P) —Earl Mc­
Farland. marine veteran, died in the 
electric chair today for the rape 
slaying of a young government girl.

The 25-year-old McFarland, who 
saw service in the Guadalcanal 
campaign, went to the chair in the

The plans envision a city of 800.-

Three main ooulevards will parallel 
the river.

The square of fallen heroes, which 
is the present central square, will 
be ringed by building of the House of 
Soviets, the pantheon of fallen 
fighters and other structures and 
sculptural groups, embellished with 
lawns and fountains.

The Stalingrad defense museum, 
the major building, will be erected 
on a new square near the Volga, 
Stalingrad officials said. This build­
ing eventually will house the great 
two-handed sword which was forged 
At the command of King George V I 
and presented by Winston Churchill 
to Generalissimo Stalin after the 
German surrender of Stalingrad.

Mamaev Hill, highest point in the 
city, Will be crowned by a building 
housing the panorama of the defense 
of Stalingrad. .jet in a park extend­
ing to the river a mile away.

On an island in the Volga, oppo­
site Mamaev Hill, will be erected a 
White column 250 feet tall topped by 
an electric beacon guide for ships.

There will be a network of shaded 
walks and children's parks

HST's Opposition 
Beino Welcomed

KANSAS C ITY—<>P)—Democrat­
ic Representative Roger Slaughter 
from Missouri's Fifth Dis.rict to­
day welcomed the opposition of 
President Truman to his candidacy 
lor renomination as a chance for 
what he called a long overdue show­
down on the “ future course of the 
democratic party.”

Expressing the fear that the Pres­
ident “ Is a prisoner of the Political 
Action Committee,“ the robust 40- 
year-old congressman In a radio 
speech last night said he was glad 
of tt»e opportunity “ to determine 
whether candidates for legislative 
positions are to be picked at the 
whim of the executive branch of 
the government."

Slaughter, seeking a third term, 
spoke a few hours after Truman at 
a White House press conference had 
endorsed Enos AxteU, one of Slaugh- 
terk primary opponents.

The President’s endorsement set 
o ff a political whirl in his home 
county. It  brought a statement not 
only from Slaughter but from Ax­
teU. Jerome Walsh, third candidate 
In the race, and James M. Pender- 
gu t, nephew and heir to the once- 
powerful democratic organization 
built by the late T. J. Pendergast 
but crippled by Its loss of the city 
hall here to a reform administra­
tion.

W ASHINGTON—(./P)—Democratic Leader Barkley <Ky.) said today 
a senate-house conference committee had found “no common ground" 
for agreement on the terms of an OPA revival bill.

"It doesn’t look so good," Barkley told reporters, when asked about 
chances of an agreement on the senate-approved measure which admin­
istration lieutenants are seeking to revise to meet reported objections ol 
President Truman.

Barkley said a proposal drafted by a subcommittee headed by Senator 
Radcliffe <D-Md.) to provide for the restoration of price ceilings on ma­
jor items exempted by the senate was in sucli "rough form" that the com­
mittee made no progress in considering it.

He hinted at a possible compro­
mise by which the decision on re­
turning commodities to OPA control 
might be given to the civilian pro­
duction administration. He said this 
would eliminate contentions that 
the OPA would be arbitrary in its 
decisions.

The prospects for an OPA revival 
hit a new low as the CIO called 
for a national buyers' strike and a 
new round of wage increases.

Earkley talked to reporters after 
the conferees ended a morning ses­
sion. He said they would meet 
again later in the day for another 
try at an agreement.

The republican-dominated senate 
subcommittee's proposal on controls 
provides for a board with higher au­
thority than OPA to determine 
whether such important food items 
as meat, eggs and milk could be put 
back under price ceilings at a later 
date. The senate had voted to re­
move controls on those foods.

Senator Taft iR-Ohio>, who di­
rected prepaiation of the proposed 
compromise, said the house con­
ferees "flatly rejected" it and re­
fused to accept any bill that elimin­
ates price ceilings on important food 
items.

Tlie compromise would permit the 
proposed board to return the foods 
to OPA controls on these findings: 

1 That prices had risen unreas­
onably above former OPA price ceil­
ings, after subsidies were taken into 
consideration.

2. That the food products were 
found to be in scarce and that re­
sumption of price ecilings was “prac­
ticable."

3. That such action would be in

Miss Berrum with her own snood. 
He was alsd indicted in the death of 
Mrs. Margaret Fitzwater, but was 
never tried Mrs. Fitzwater's body 
was found in al ogoon near the pen­
tagon a few days before Muss Ber- 
rum's death.

The Rev. Daniel Potter, protestant 
chaplain who attended McFarland, 
said McFarland was baptised in the 
protestant faith last night and took 
communion this morning

"He is prepred to meet his mak­
er. His spirit Is at ease." the clergy­
man said.

During the execution, McFarland's 
brother. Samuel B. Dills of Forks. 
Wash., sat in the shade of a tree 
outside the jail. Dills last saw his 
brother about 9 o'clock this morning.

McFarland apparently w m  resign­
ed to his fater ifter his 12 days of 
freedom gained in a desperate es­
cape with Joseph D. Medley, another 
convicted murderer, last April 3.

Medley was at large only half a 
day but McFarland was not recap­
tured until April 15 in Knoxville.

The escape of the pair from the 
district jail was one of a series which 
led to a congressional Investigation.

Politicians Are 
Speculating on 
Trumans Plans

WASHINGTON— iP)—Democratic 
politicians forecast today that if 
President Truman takes the stump 
this fall he and other party leaders 
will pick individual congressional 
contests rather than arrange a 
country-wide tour.

Associates said so far as they know 
there is no thought in Mr. Tru­
man's mind of trying to duplicate 
the grand tour of 1918 in which Pre­
sident Wilson carried his fight for 
off-year control of congress to the 
people.

The democrats lost control of 
congress that year in a surge which 
carried the republicans to full com­
mand of the national government In 
1920 B. Carroll Reece. GOP Nation­
al chairman, has marked this leaf 
in the political history books in con­
centrating 1946 republican efforts 
on congressional races.

While Mr. Truman's personal poli­
tical future thus may be at stake, 
he told his news conference yester­
day no specific plans for a speaking 
tour had been made. He said he is 
willing to help out democrats where 
he can.

He did not know, he added in res­
ponse to a question, whether he 
would speak in New York. There 
Senator James Mead may be the 
democratic nominee for governor in 
a contest with Oov. Thomas E. De­
wey, the 1944 GOP presidential 
choice.

Some legislators, with the defeat 
of Senator Burton K. Wheeler fresli 
in mind, were not so sure that pre­
sidential aid is the best political 
medicine.

Without reference to the Montana 
primary. Senator Elmer Thomas (D- 
Okla' observed to a newsman that 
there is doubt in his mind whether 
any outsider—even the President — 
can influence the voters favorably 
for another candidate.

'Union Busting' 
Charges Denied 
By U. S. Army

WASHINGTON—(ypi—The army 
denied “union busting" charges to­
day in the wake of an announce­
ment that it had fired five civilian 
employes at the Aberdeen, Md., 
proving ground—scene of many top 
secret tests.

The war depar.ment said the 
five, who included physicists and 
chemists, were „.scharged "in the 
interest of national security." It de­
clined to go into details.

The fact that all five are officers 
of Local 250 of the newly formed 
CIO Public Workers of America, it 
said, is "a coincidence and a re­
flection on the union's discretion in 
permitting them to serve."

Abram Flaxer, national president 
of the union who was in Washing­
ton attending a meeting, told a re­
porter the action was "an obvious 
union busting device."

Harry Spec,or. president of the 
Aberdeen local and one of those 
dismissed, said: "This is strictly a 
union matter."

Members of a UPWA delegation

pieces of painting are to the world 

— of art.
What this Man­

si ¡la (P. I.)-born
American, educ- 
»ted in Massa­
chusetts and Par­
is, puts above a 
signature written 
into the selvedge 
of a piece of fab­
ric — sold as yard 
goods over the 
counter or on or- 
ier to exclusive 
designers — is a 
masterpiece o f

Cadwallader textile design.
He brought first to the design of 

scarves, that rate as collector's items, 
and next to dress goods, which top­
flight dress houses scramble to get. 
the trained eye of an artist. In his 
screened prints this former land­
scape painter reflects his feeling for 
brilliant irages and palette-mixed 
colors. Composition is balanced. 
He makes a fetish of good spac­
ing.

Three pet peeves in print are 
claimed by this fabric stylist. One 
is gaudy colors. The second is “con­
versation prints" which prattle in 
bad taste. The third is florals that 
make, he says, “the rose look like 
a rose which you could reach out 
and pick.”

That they’re as far removed from 
these travesties on design as he 
knows how to take them is Brooke 
Cadwallader’s claim for his stylized 
patterns. His last year's chrysan­
themum print, made much of by 
big-wig designers, was a subtle de­
rivation from Degas’famous paint­
ing. This season Cadwallader signs 
a floral called “Marble and Roses." 
This print stimulates a marblelzed 
black and white background against 
which stylized red roses are spaced 
in formal clusters. A recent success 
is his carnation print. Here, long- 
stemmed red carnations are seem­
ingly flung into a background of 
pure white silk. Used and simply 
handled by dress-designer Pauline 
Trigere, this print, which rules style 
interference out of the print pic­
ture. makes one of the aristocrats 
of her summer collection.

As simply styled by Hattie Car­
negie is the famous morning glory 
print, which is as far removed from 
t ie  seed-catalogue variety as a Ren­
oir paintng is from a Christmas 
calendar. In this print Cadwallad­
er proves that a textile designer can 
use tastefully as many as eight 
colors, if they’re matched and mix­
ed. He shows his sense of humor 
by tossing in among the glories some 
caterpillars, beetles and ants.

With another famous motif—“ the 
eye." made up by Hattie Carnegie 
in a simple lace-trimmed jacket 
dress—Cadwallader shows what he 
likes in “conversation prints." "The

Berardino Poems 
Are Benched for 
Baseball Season

ST. Lours—I f  the St Louis 
Browns make good their bid for first 
division in the American league race 
a lot of the credit will go to hand­
some Johnny Berardino. a poet at 
heart, but right now one of the 
hottest infielders in the majors.

Johnny is right up among the 
leaders with his potent bat and his 
work around second base where he 
teams up with temperamental short­
stop Vernon Stephens—a whiz when 
he’s on his game—gives the Browns 
one of the best keystone combina­
tions in the big time.

The Latin from Los Angeles al­
ways has been a capable performer 
in the field but the blossoming of 
his bating mark from its four-year 
average of .263 to a full blooming 
.300 plus haS been one of the big 
factors in the Browns’ scramble for 
a money berth in the American 
league.

Berardino, who has been above 
.300 practically all season and re­
cently hit safely in 21 consecutive 
games, modestly attributes the big 
jump in his batting figure to just 
plain "breaks."

There may be a good deal in what 
Johnny says, because he has been 
marked as a pretty fair hitter ever 
since the day Scout Jack Fournier 
saw him perform two innings for 
the University of Southern Cali­
fornia and signed him without fur­
ther ado.

Berardino went to Johnstown in 
the Middle Atlantic league in 1937 
and hit .334. Next year he was at 
San Antonio where he batted .309. 
clouted 13 homers and sent 69 run­
ners across home plate.

When he came to the Browns the 
following season. Scout Rgy Cahill 
called him the outstanding product 
of the club's new farm system.

He was hitting .284 when he en­
tered the service after 29. games of 
the 1942 season. He spent three and 
one-haf years with the army air 
force and the navy, averaging about 
30 games per year with service 
teams. He received his discharge on 
Oct. 27, 1945, a week before the 
birth of his second daughter.

The 6-foot. 180-pounder, w’ho bats 
and throws righthanded, makes his 
home in Los Angeles where he was 
born May 1. 1917.

"This Is gonna kill you." he said 
with a wide grin in answer to a 
question about his off-season inter­
est. " I  write poetry. Have for
years. Wrote my first poem when 
I was 13.

"That's what I  do in the winter. 
A lot of research, you know. * I'm 
studying the Cambridge poets — 
Byron. Spencer, Skelly and Keats. 
I'm vitally Interested in them.

"M y favorite poet? Byron.' ’
But if you get the idea that John­

ny is a softy, all you have to do is 
talk to some of the inflelders and 
(catchers around the American loop 
Because Johnny is one of the most 
belligerent of the Browns.

He comes sliding into bases with 
his spikes high, and for this Catcher 
Mike TTesh of the Chicago White 
Sox once boat him on the head 
with the ball. Bernardino got in a 
punch before they could stop him— 
and it cost him $50.

The more one observes what ha« 
taken place throughout the world 
since the close of the. war the 
more one should become convinced 
that our duty is to educ&te and 
protect ourselves rather than try 
to educate and protect the rest 
of the world.

A staff correspondent of Th* 
Wall Street Journal made a re­
cent report that shows how little 
benefit abroad we are getting from 
winning tne war. Listen to what 
he says:

‘The American Army is per­
suading those clever iipitators, the 
Japanese, to follow America’s lead 
in labor matters.

“ Nipponese workers are begin­
ning to flash union cards, demand 
pay increases with great en­
thusiasm—sometimes as much as 
500%—and wage Oriental versions 
of the strike.

“Tl/ese evidences of a growing 
awareness of ‘labor democracy' lr. 
the conquered islands are port ol 
a long-range Slate Department 
policy which the Army's occu­
pation forces are carrying out. The 
plan is to strengthen the country's 
laboring class so war lords never 
again can gain control of the 
rconomy.

"Washington policy - makers 
argue that strong labor organiza­
tions can wield political power in 
the Orient just as they do in this
country.-'

Yes, the power of organized 
labor to make things scarce can 
help starve people in Japan and 
keep their standard of living down 
lust as they keep our standard cl 
living down here in U.S. It is 
bad enough for our government tc 
enslave the workers of this counter 
into organized labor groups, let 
alone enslaving and impoverishing 
them in Japan and the rest of the 
world. It certainly is a strange 
conception of freedom to establish 
a law in Japan similar to the 
Wagner Act here.

have joined labor unions. Before 
the imperialist regime broke up 
union activity in pre-war years, 
some 400,000 workers were or­
ganized. The A m ; bapes to foster

Only the Beginning
The World War II  peace conference, which so often has seemed so 

Impossibly remote, is finally scheduled. Thus the first big step toward 
official peace and recovery is about to be made. But there is every like­
lihood that this will be only one step on a long and difficult journey.

In our own country’s history, there are two rather discouraging prec­
edents. The Revolutionary War, which ended for all practical purposes 
with Cornwallis' surrender in October, 1781, did not come to formal end 
until January. 1784.

In World War I, congress did not ratily the peace treaties with Ger­
many and Austria until almost three years after Armistice Day—Oct. 18. 
1921. to be exact.

The problems confronting the forthcoming conference may not be 
Vie most complicated territorially. But it is unlikely that the chief pow­
ers at a peace table have ever been more contentious, even though the 
history of military alliances shows that they tend to break up rapidly 
once their common enemy is defeated.

Thus it would seem that the spectators awaiting the beginning of 
th* postwar era of signed and sealed |ieace would be wise to bring their 
lunches and their campstools. and prepare'for a good long wait.

Fionr the air, too, can be seen the 
effects of war—row upon row of 
torn or Japanese factories, now roof­
less shells of brick stripped egen of 
floor; and window sills.

No one may enter or leave 
Changchun through the barbed 
wire which bars the main highways 
without producing a pass. Vehicles 
bearing the American flag are an 
exception

Inside tlie city, life appears to be 
approximately normal.

The capital of Japan's Manchukuo

Asia co-prosperity empire—is badly 
in need of a general housecleaning. 
Many large, modern buildings, in­
cluding the once impressive capital, 
have been gutted by fire or stripped 
and looted by succeeding armies.
