Fishermen of the Pampa area were
welcomed with the news yesterday
that they will soon find something
in their creels other than small
mudcat and white crappi, these two
varieties having been in the ma-
jority ai Lake McClellan.

H. P. Alexander, fish culturist of
the soil conservation service, said
the lake, located 25 miles south of
Pampa, would soon be restocked
with a large number of cHannel cat,
large mouth bass, blue gill sunfish
and red-ear sunfish.

Alexander reported that approxi-
mately 2000 of-very small mudcat
and about 1,000 pounds of small
whi.e crappi had been seined from
the lake.

It was reported the several large
mouth bass, weighing "from four to
six pounds each, and also several
large channel cat were found dur-
ing the seining. All of these, of
course, were returned to. the lake,
Alexander said.

It is believed that, by removing
the smaller fish from the lake, the
fishermen will be aktle to catch
larger tish, Alexander said.

He added that he would recom-
mend that the lake be restocked
according . to the- standards set by

ods of the OPA.” "

The President, when he vetoed
the previous OPA bill had singled
out Taft for special eriticism, con-
tending that an amendment spon-
sored "by: Taft would have helped
manufacturers reap “a bonanza.”

Taft asserted that increases in
food prices since OPA died “do
little more than reflect consumer’s
subsidies which the OPA was pay-
ng.’ ’

The showdown -Tuesday will be
on a motion to revise the rules
committee recommendation and send
the bill to President Truman in-
stead of to conference. That can be
accomplished if a majority of the
membership votes to concur in the
senate bill, which technically is an
amendment to & house measure ex-
tending the old price control law
law until July 20.

Rep. Halleck (R-Ind) said he be-
lieved the bill as passed by the
senate “is just about as good a bill
as you can get from the senate.
“He based that opinion, he told the
rules committee, on the heavy vote
by which the senate wrote the de-
control amendments into the bill.

Before the house logically could
even ask the senate {o back down,
Halleck explained, it should go on
record for or against the decontrol
provisions and it could do that only
on a motion to accept the senate
bill without change.

The fight centered around sen-
aie-voiced decontrols on meat, poul-
try, eggs, butter, cheese, milk and
other dairy products, cottonseed,
soy-beans, grain, livestock, and
poultry feed and tobacco, and re-
moval of price curbs on petroleum
as long as supplies meet domestic
demands.

House leaders indicated they would
ifight to restore comurols to all
those items.

“If we can do that,” one high-
placed democrat told reporters, “I
believe the bill will be in shape for
the President to accept. It wont’
have the main things to which he
objected in his last veto—the pricing

to those of the first half of 1941,
plus suibsequent increases in pro-
| duction costs.”

Rep. Wolcott (R-Mich), top mi-

ing commi.tee, apparently held the
key to the bill’s fate. Other than to
observe that the vetoed measure ap-
peared “stronger” than the new bill,
Wolcott wasn’t commenting.

QEhe spake to Miss Marioh S. Gans,
chairman of rehabilitation pro-
grams of the Americin women's
Voluntary Services in Greater New
York, who founded recently a new
tvpe of “travel bureau” to help. ser-
vicemen'’s wives who are going over-
seds to join their husbands.

Swiltly Miss Gans gave the wife
the information she needed, com-
piled from such sources as the Army
sService Porces, Port of Embarkation,
Second Service Command, and Army
Personal Affairs. It covered a score
of points such as transportation to
the embarkation area, passports
personal baggage, shousehold effects
clothing, laundry, postal information,
pets and immunization shots which
are required.

Clamped on Yanks

YOKOHAM A —(#)—Lt. Gen. Rob-
ert L. Eichelberger, Eighth army
commander, cracked down on Yank
soldiers who mistreat Japanese civ-
illans yesterday and threatened se-
vere measures to halt serious crimes.

In a strong letter circulated last
month and made public only yes-
terady Gen. Eichelberger said that
he meant to stop serious breaches
of discipline. He pointed out that
there were isolated “but very seri-
ous” crimes to be reckoned with,
and added “bullying” actions of sol-
| diers toward the Japanese would not

be tolerated.
One American soldier already has
| been condemned to the gallows for
crimes against the Japanese and
others have received lighter sen-
tences for minor crimes.

The general sald that “our courts
are empowered to mete out stiff pan-
alties,” if the order circulated in his
June 22 lettre fails to curb crime in
the Japanese islands.

By HAL BOYLE
EERLIN—(#)—Narcotics addiction
is less prevalent today in Berlin, a
city of fear and frustration, than in
New York or Hollywood, where life
holds more security.

That is the opinion of Arthur
Giullani, U. 8. military government
narcotics control officer and former
agent of the treasury department’s
bureau of narcotics.

“There has been a slight increase
in the use of narcotics among pro-
fessional men, but it hasn't reached
the pgroportions of a major social
evil,” he said. .
“There is no marijuana smoking
here the chief types of addiction
are morphine and cocaine and syn-
tt:'!:etlc narcotics made from coal

i
Powdered opium sells ilegally in
Berlin’s threadbare underworld for
11,200 a p:ound. So far no organ-
ized gangs have been found spec-
ializing in supplying the addicts.
Narcotics are just another sideline
to black market operators. Supplies
are looted from German army
dumps.

“The wehrmacht had literally tons
of narcotics—enough to last Ger-
many for at least ten years,” said
Giuliani. “The supply was scattered
throughout the four zones. As the
troops retreated they were told to
blow up these narcotics dumps. But
nine times of ten they failed to do
s0. -

“Most of it has gotten back into
our hands and ise being distributed
through German channels as the
need arises. Our policy is to give
captured medical supplies back to
the Germans as soon as adequate
control agencies are established.
“No epidemic addiction has spread
through: German youth, but some
are engaged in peddling it.”

WASHINGTON. (NEA) — When
President Truman named Doctor
(of Philisophy) John Roy Steelman
as director of the office of war mo-
bilization and reconversion, a lot of
people may have wondered, “How
come?”

True, “Doc” Steelman had about
15,000 friends in labor and man-
agement leadership, scattered all
over the country. And nobody—not
even a congressman--had any hing
against him. He had been a good
| head of the U. 8. cinciliation serv-
| ice. But was he Lig enough to be
qualified for this top job as “as-
‘ sistant president?”

If the appointment created little
public stir, that fact may have been
due to a general belief that OWMR
was dead or dying. In such a case,
who presided as undertaker wouldn’y
make much difference .

Perhaps the President himself
thought OWMR dead when he
promoted John W. Snyder to secre-
tary of the ireasury and announced
no one would take his place as di-
recior of OWMR. Ten days later,
the President changed his mind and
named Steelman.

What had happened in the mean-
time was that a number of cabinet
officers, the heads of many inde-
pendent agencies, and the OWMR
advisory council of farm, Ilabor,
management, and public leaders had
protested against giving the ouifit
the axe,
