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Pearl Harbor Investigators Confronted With ‘Lost’ Navy Warning Message

Head of Navy
Was ‘Positive’
Message Sent

WASHINGTON, Jan. 19—
(AP) — The Pearl Harbor in-
vestigating committee today
ran up against the question
whether there was a “‘lost’”
navy warning message intend-
ed to go to the Pacific fleet
the night before Japan’s Dec.
7, 1941, attack.

Admiral Husband E. Kim-
mel related that the late Sec-
retary of the Navy Knox, talk-
ing with him at Pearl Harbor
five days after the attack, was
"positive’’ a message was sent.
DAMAGE INVESTIGATED

Knox flew to Hawaii to investi-
gate the damage. Kimmel said that
us he recalled Knox arrived on Dec
12 “and almost the f{r.st thing he
asked me was if we got the mes:age
Saturday night.” The attack was
on a Sunday morning.

Kimmel, fleet commander at the
time, said that if such a dispatch
was prepared it must have gotten
“bogged down in the navy depart-
ment,” for he never received it.
ONLY ‘WAR WARNING’

He told the committee he believed
Lt. Gen. Walter C. Short. army
commander in Hawaii, and Admirals
C. C. Bloch and W. W. Smith were
present ‘when Knox referred to the
supposed message.

Army Shapes Up
New Inducements
For Enlistment

WASHINGTON, Jan. 19—(#)—
With the future of the draft law
clouded, the army today sought to
make re-enlistments more attractive
50 as to assure itself a minimum
force of 1500000 fcr its occupation
and war liquidation roles.

The latest re-enlistment induce-
ment, it was disclosed, will give sol-
diers returning to civil life 90 days
more, prior to July 1, in which to
decide whether to re-enlist in the
regular army with the privilege of
retaining their present grade and
pay. The present deadline is Feb. 1.

With talk on Capitol Hill of let-
ting the selective service law expire
without renewal after May 15, the
size of the army by mid-summer and
continuation of the present occupa-
tion missions hinge largely on the
success of the recruiting drive, offi-
cials said.

By Feb. 1 it is expecled that more
than 500,000 volunteers will have
joined the regulars as a result of
on intensified drive that has brok-
en all recruiting records.

Under estimates given by con-
gress Gen. Dwight D. Eisenhower,
chief of staff, the army is counting
on 650,000 volunteers by July 1. But
no such liquidation is accepted by
Maj. Gen. Harold N. Gilbert, who
has direc.ed army manpower pro-
curement, drives since prewar days.

‘“‘Maybe we will get a million,” he
said.

Current manpower difficulties are
the army’s alone. The navy expects
to reach its reduced goal of 500,000
enlisted men and 50,000 officers by

TOKYO, Jan. 19— (A The long-
awaited trials of ex-Premier Hideki |
Tojo and other high Japanese war
leaders for *“crimes against peace
and crimes against humanity” were
ordered by General MacArthur
day in chartering an international
tribunal tentatively scheduled to!
begin operations March 1.

BOUND BY RULES

MacArthur made clear that the
court of five to nine members ‘‘will
not be bound by technical rules of
evidence” and will not recognize of-
ficial positicn or obedlence to orders
as justification for a defendants’
acts.

Members of the court will be ap-
pointed by MacAr. hur from nomina- |
tions submitted by nations signa-
tory to the Japanese surrender.
Russia has not yet indicated wheth-
er she will participate

Navy Reveals Sea
Rescue System

WASHINGTON, Jan. 19—(#)—
Development of an
sound system enabling the location
of air and ship survivors at sea as
far as 2,000 miles from shore sta-
tions was announced today by the
navy.

It was developed jointly by the
navy and the Oceanographic insti-
tution, Woods Hole, Mass.

Workings of the sea-rescue aid
system, given the name of “So-
far” from the iniiial letters of the
phrase “sounds fixing and rang-
ing,” were explained as follows:
Survivors in a life raft drop a
five-pound TNT bomb developed by
navy ordnance, and increasing pres-
sure explodes it at a depth of 3,000
to 4.000 feet.

The sound is picked up by oper-
ators ot three widelv-snaced shore
stations, using hvdrophones fixed
at the 3,000-4,000 foot depth.

The operators, by comparing the
times when the signal is received
and referring to special charts, are
able to plot the position of the ex-
plosion.

Thus they can locate a square mile
or sea survivors who are as far as
2,000 miles from shore stations, the
navy said, adding that installations
to cover the general area between
the West coast and Hawaii are ex-
yecied to be ~ompleted by summer.

Last, neither the army nor navy
has any idea of how many former
Jap islands in Jhe Pacific -will-fly
the American ilag permanently. The
house naval’ affairs committee has
its eyes on more than twenty, but
State has not even hegun to discuss
this question with the British, Rus-
sians, Chinese, Dutch or Austra-
lians.

HOT-—Despite all these features
that make for delay and confusion,
the politicians and the parents,
quite naturallyhave bombarded the
White House, the army and the
navy for immediate demobilization
of the vast war machine. Letters
from home about it have consti-
tuted the bulk of congressional mail
since V-J Day.

The administration has tried to
comply with t(hese requests for hu-
mane reasons and, further, be:ause
any hold-up in the back-home
movement can become a hot issue
in the 1946 congressional elections
The G."O. P. has kept the heat on,
| and democratic national chairman
Robert E. Hannegan recognizes the
political danger.

There have been bungling: and
the usual red tape blockade here and
elsewhere. But those are the larger
factors ‘behind the “We want to go
home” dramas and demonstrations.
As one high military official sigh-
ed:

“Tt looks as if our diplomats had
bitten off a bigger hunk of interna-
tion problems and responsibilities

WASHINGTON.—The next week
is perhaps the most critical in the
whole postwar reconversion pro-
gram, says Secretary of Labor Lew
Schwellenbach.

The labor front situation is now
changing from hour to hour. But
very soon there should be some in-
dication of whether the country is
in for a series of long strikes. in
major industriés, ar whether things
will begin to calm down,

Steel is of course the key to the
log jam. If the steel strike is set-
tled, other strikes in autos, glass,
rubber, oil and electrical manufac-
turing industries might fall right
into line.

Granting a small increase in the
price of steel, as announced by Rres-
ident Truman, may be the means
of breaking this log jam. This is
a little embarrassing to the Truman
administration because it puts the
government in the position of hav-
ing to give a little on its “hold the
line” anti-inflation policies so that‘
steel Jabor and steel management
can get together on wage rates.

Here a fine point of argument
should be made clear, In granting
increased steel prices, the govern-
ment may argue that OPA is not al-
lowing the steel industry more
money so that it can meet the CIO
Steel Workers’ demands for higher

tionalism and patriotism, they forc-
ed the entire nation down that
path. They just assumed, I guess,
that having herded the millions of
young men and older folks into
this path, they could keep them on
it—although they themselves had no
clear idea—really nothing but
changing dream-visions about
where that path would lead.

The poSt-war world was popular-
ly presented as a very grand world
of unselfishness. The selfishness of
our enemy nations was to be crush-
ed by force but we were going to
treat their people well, rendering
them good for evil in the form of
education for- freedom, and guaran-
teeing them a share in the world's
raw materials and markets. The
selfishness of our own allies and
ourseives was to be given up in a
grant turn to the ideals of human
equality and liberty.

Now whit gets me down is the
stupidity of our internationalists,
their idealists and practical politi-
cians alike, in assuming that all of
this program could be emasculated,
insulted, and firally coldly mur-
dered and pushed over the brink,
and yet the millions of young men
and older folks in this country who
were herded in—many against a
deeper instinct—still kept in line
down the path—a path becoming
daily more rocky and uncertain of
any ending place same an atomic
smash-up. 2

Now we faee-the fact that the
only faction to benefit from all
this shapeless outburst of interna-
tionalism is that faction which
started .out as supremely isolation-
ist,turned-coat to be supremely in-
ternationalist, then turned-coat
again to be supremely isolationist—
namely, the Maxist faction. We see
this to be true abroad, in Europe
and Asia, where our own Byron
Price said in his official report:
“Thus far, only Russia has won the
war.” We now see it at home,
where an industrial paralysis ap-
proximating the long-spotted syn-
dicalist “general strike” at last im-
pends, and where a government
which is too cowardly to use its
own police forces (for fear of los-
ing votes!), ponders on the solu-
tion of taking over all great in-
dustry by federal power-—which is
exactly what the syndicalists want!

The man who would not liquidate
the British Empire for any ideals
but who used King and Queen and
everything else to take us again into
internationalism, now see our latest
venture into internationalism to
have resulted in our backing Russia
against the very Britain we went
out to save, and they see the Brit-
ish Empire in dire peril as Jimmy
Byrnes, who did not know there
were no mountains around Moscow,
did nothing there to take the Rus-
sian bear off Britain's lifeline in
the Middle East, and as our GI's
in the China theater sing “I wanna
g0 home!”—(Their presence in the
China theater alone holds back
Russian domination of China
though Chiang Kai-shek or the
communists—either one.)

The reason our Jimmy Byrnes
and his kind do nothing to stop the
Marxists is purely and simply that
his pathetic party chiefs want to
hang onto the Marxist vote in the
next elections!

So, face the fact! International-
ism has played us straight into the
arms of Marx and Stalin. There's
a sort of cosmic humor in the pro-
cess. Walter Winchell put the su-
preme isolationism in the follow-
ing word: (This was when—or be-
fore—the White House was being

This kind of argument gives the
old bush a terrible beating around.
But if it proves the means of set-
tling the strike, okay. On this
basis, the steel indnustry’s “ability
to pay” higher wages would not be
allowed to enter the negotiations as
a factor.

ABILITY TO PAY
A PHONY ISSUE

“Ability to pay” is, in many re-
spects, a phony issue, anyway. It
has been raised most prominently
as a slogan in the General Motors
strike. But if it was applied right
down the line in all wage disputes
which the CIO unions are now forc-
ing to a showdown, some of the
unions would be left out in the cold
without a raise. Packinghotise
workers, for instance, might not get
any increase at all unless OPA ap-
proved an increase in the price of
meat. And the telegraph workers
couldn't get their recent war la-
lor board award of higher wages
unless Western Unio, rates were
raised.

Wage rates are of course the one
big issue in all strikes now pending.
CIO unions are leading the fight
and they have come as close as they
can to ganging up for a general
strike to force a showdown. Ac-
tually, the big industrie. have been
Just as much in cahoots as the

wages. Instead, the ggvernment's

WOULD SETTLE FOR

LESS THAN DEMANDS

If settlements do come, watch for
these unions to settle for less than
their original demands—$2 a day in-
crease in steel and electrical indus-
tries, 30 cents an hour in autos, 54
hours’ pay for 40 hours’ work in oil,
and so on. While the strike leaders
have stuck to those slogans through
all  their preliminary demanding,
they are negotiation. figures. The
unions unquestionably would settle
for less. They feel they could do
this without loss of face. It's done
all the time.

In settling for less, however, these
unions are not likely to want to
sign long-terms contracts at frozen
rates. Feeling that the country is
in for a period of expanding busi-
ness, it would be reasonable to ex-
pect that the labor leaders would
want to reopen negotiations for fur-
ther increases at a later date. 1If
the country was headed for a de-
cline in business volume, then labor
would want to freeze wage rates for
as long a time in advance as possi«
ble.

This is indeed a different world
from what the -mothers of the
present generation knew, Stern
custom kept the women and girls
largely in their own homes. If an
unmarried girl went out doors she
was accompanied by her mother or
her duenna (chaperone), an elder-
ly but spry creature who was ac-
quainted with the wild ways of
wolves.

Marriages often were arranged by
the parents of the couple as a mat-
ter of “convenience.” If it was a
love match, the courtship was con-
ducted by remote control. The
young man, having fallen in love
with a beauty he saw walking in
the park with her duenna, would
follow at a respectful distance until
she noticed him. This might happen
a number of times until finally
the suitor would venture to write a
note declaring his passion and might
be rewarded by having his beloved
speak to him from the balcony of
her home,

This long distance love making
might run along for two or three
years after which the young man
would ask the girls’ parents for her
hand in marriage. If his social and
financial standing was all right, he
might get his girl,

But having won his woman, the
voung man proceeded to lock her
up in her new home, safe from the
outside world. So the cycle of
courtship and marriage went on
from generation to gencration, with
considerably more formality among
the aristocracy.

Not so today. The young hope-
ful takes his girl out to dinner and
the theater or a dance, even as you
and I. And they don't need a chap-

erone any more. To be sure, the
more conservative families still
stick to some of the old forms. For

instance the current newspapers

picketed, “The plice for American
boys is on top of the soil of the
United States, not underneath the
soil of France. The Unknown Sol-
dier needs no companion., (Ticker,
rat-ta-tat-tat)!”

Then we went for war. To save
ourselves and the world. We called
our internationalism Four Free-
doms. We called it “Unity.” We
called it: “Got to get along with
Russia!” 3

The detour comes to full circle
with Harry Bridges, whose vote was
invited by Harry Truman, and who
was kept in the United States by
administration intervention in the
case.
