John Poerner Endorsed

AUSTIN —— Major
newspapers in Texas have
endorsed John Poerner for a
jull six-year term on the
railroad Commission with
editorial recommendations
to their readers in four areas
of the state.

Among those which have
selected Poerner are the
Houston Chronicle, the
Dallas Morning News, the
Dallas Times-Herald, the
Victoria Advocate, and the
San Antonio Light, among
others.

Poerner’s firm grasp of
the issues and energy
problems in Texas and the
United States, and his
familiarity with the need for
future transprotation
improvements in ‘Texas
were cited as reasons for
recommendations by the

newspapers’ editorial
boards. S

Poerner was elected to a
two-year term in November
1978, carrying 246 counties
out of 254 in T'exas. He won
his post in the general
eleétion after hard-fought
primary and run-off
campaigns. :

“[t’s gratitying to have
the confidence of the
editorial writers who study
the issues of the campaign,
and see the needs for
continuity in energy
development and
production in Texas,”
Poerner said.

The Chairman's
campaign theme: More
Production...Less
Government’'’ has
capsulized his fight for
maxium utilization of

T'exas resources to gain
energy independence, and
to sustain the states’
employment base.

Under Poerner’
chairmanship, the
Commission has tried to
provide state-originated
alternatives to offset federal
directives. Recognition of
this effort came trom the
federal Department of
Interior in March. At that
time Secretary Cecil Andrus
designated the Railroad
Commission at the
regulatory. agency to deal
with coal surtface mining. It
is the only state agency in
the U.S. to earn that
designation, to date.

Our nation is in the same situation every family has
experienced at one time or another: We must admit that we
can'’t afford all of the worthwhile things we would like to do
and buy.

Deciding how to divide a limited family budget among
seemingly unlimited needs and desires is painful. It is
equally painful to have to say as a nation that we can’t do
everything everyone would like us to. But making those
tough decisions is the only way to pull our economy back
from the brink of economic ruin.

I am pleased to see a growing realization in the
Congress that we must balance cur budget. Unfortunately,
neither the President nor the Democrat leadership in
Congress has been willing to go far enough. And their
“balanced’” budgets do not allow for enough defense
spending to meet the minimum effort required to preserve
our national security.

My staff and I have conducted a line-by-line analysis of

_ the entire federal budget -- hundreds of pages outlining
hundreds of billions of dollars to be spent -- and found
close to $40 billion that can be cut from the
Administration’s original budget. That’s enough to balance
the budget and meet our defense needs.

Cutting that much from the non-defense budget is
major surgery, without question. But we did it with a
scalpel, not a hatchet. And I am convinced the plan would
allow the federal government to meet its obligations -- and
the most pressing needs of our nation.

' Some programs can be eliminated.

Although 1 enjoy and support fine arts, I question
whether the government has any business spending money
in that area. So I would abolish the National Foundation on
the Arts and Humanities and the Commission on Fine Arts.

The Legal Services Corp. puts food on no one’s table
and clothes on no one’s back. It can go.

But for the most part, I am recommending that
program funding be kept at the same level as this year, or
even a return to 1979 budget levels. In other words, my
main eoncern is to stop the growth of government -- its
spending and its intrusion into our lives.

" To do that, we are going to have to be more careful that
our money is wisely spent. For instance, we must revise the
Food Stamp regulations to get the middle class off the rolls
so the truly needy can be assisted. g

We should cut “categorical”’ federal grants that have
strings attached and tend to be expensive to administer.
Revenue sharing is more efficient, and allows decisions on
how limited money should be spent to be made at the local
level instead of in a bureaucracy hundreds of miles away.

Undoubtedly, there will be widespread resistance to
making the sorts of cuts I've been talking about. My
colleagues in the Congress will fear their constituents will
rise in arms against them if they don’t vote for the favored
programs. But I think they are wrong. I believe the people
of Texas are bigger than that, and will insist on responsible
budget making.

A farmer explains: I have
been thinking about buying

cancer insurance. Is this a
good idea?”
ANSWERIine: It is a very

good idea to have health in-
surance to cover medical and
hospital bills for all types of
illness. If you are protected
in this way it is not necessary
to buy special or additional
cancer insurance. No indivi-
dual knows what illness the
future holds. To assume that
it will be cancer is wrong, be-
cause the odds are in your
fayor. However, to make sure
that you are protected in case
of a serious iliness, choose a
general health policy . that
provides for at least 30 days
in the hospital; home-health
benefits for such services as
homemaker care, and cover-
age of outpatient treatments
such as drug-or radiation ther-
apy. In choosing a policy,
you-should be aware that al-
though a ‘“‘deductible” may
be high—this is the amount
.you have to pay before the
insurer takes over—it may be
offset by a longer term of
coverage.

A lawyer writes: “Six months .

ago I had a physical examina-
tion including a ‘procto’. A.
bénign growth was found and

removed. Why was this
done?” =
ANSWERIine: A ‘procto’ is

an examination of the rectum
and bowel by means of a
lighted tube that can reveal
abnormal growths of tissue
called polyps which may be
cancerous, or benign. Since
benign polyps may sometimes
develop into cancerous
_ growths, many experts advise
that they be removed. You

1979 WOOL PAY MEN'TS

Sheep producers  will
recelve incentive payments
on their 1979 marketings of
shorn wool. The payments
will be made through ASCS
county ottices.

Current legislation
provides tor a shorn wool
support price of $1.19 per
pound. ‘The 1979 national
average market price for
shorn wool was 86.33 cents a
pound, 28.7 cents under the
support price. ‘Therefore,
the payment rate for 1979
marketings of shorn
wool=-the amount required
to bring the average price
up to the i1ncentive
price-will be 33.3 percent,
compared to 45.0 percent 1n
1905.

Fitzgerald said the wool
program is intended to
encourage a producer to

1mprove the quality of wool.

A grower's ‘incentive
payment is determined by
multiplying the payment
rate times the net dollar
return received trom the
sale of wool.
