Spring Vanish
WASHINGTON — (/P) — The 

prospect of any ‘ •quickie’’  tax 
increase this spring has vanish­
ed.

Republicans said a decision the 
House Ways and Means Commit­
tee reached late yesterday also 
doomed President Truman’s pro­
posal for a two-package approach 
to raising the $16,500,000,000 he 
asked to meet mounting military 
costs.

Chairman Doughton (D NC) 
announced after an hour - long 
closed session of the committee 
that its current tax healings 
will cover all revenue raising 
suggestions made by Secretary of 
the Treasury Snyder, and any 
other proposals that members of 
the committee desire to bring up.

Only after those hearings are 
completed, he said, w i l l  the 
committee decide whether to pro­
ceed with a two-package or one- 
package bill.

Mr. Truman and Snyder urged 
Congress to pass as quickly as j —  
possible a bill to raise taxes 
slightly more than $10,000,000,000 
•  year, dating it back to Jan.
1, and then to consider in more 
leisurely fashion still another. 
They said the second one should 
produce enough to balance Mr. 
Truman's $71,800,000,000 budget 
for the year starting July 1— 
about »6,500,000,000.

Rep. Reed (R -N7) told re­
porters the House group’s de­
cision was “ tantamount” to re­
jection of the President’s plan 
for that approach. Rep. Simpson 
(R-Pa) concurred in Reed’s 'in­
terpretation. Both are high-rank­
ing GOP members of the com­
mittee.

Although Doughton pledged 
that the committee would ex­
pedite things as much as pos­
sible while doing a good job, 
he also remarked that “ we oan’t 
do this before breakfast.”

Four Divisions

1-2 teaspoon pep­
per, 1 tablespoon goose fat, 1 
large onion, 1 No. 2 1-2 can
sauerkraut, 12 teaspoons e a r a- 
way seeds, 1 Urge potato, 1-2 
cup water.

Put carrot and celery into the 
bird. Fry onion in fat, a d d  
sauerkraut and grated p o t a t o .  
Then arid caraway seeds, salt, 
pepper and water. Turn b i r d  
every half hour. After 1 1̂ 2
hours, take out of oven. Take 
out carrot and celery and stuff 
i t . with sauerkraut and potato 
stuffing. I/et It roast for another 
hour dry, without any julca.

Layne fought Thompson In 
Salt Lake City, where most of 
Layne’s fights have been, t w o  
months before drawring w i t h  
Walker.

Th* 196-pounder has won 27 
of hit 30 fights. One good thing 
about Layne is his confidence.

" I  know I  can punch and I 
have been floored only once in 
my career," he says. " I  walked 
into a Joe Louie left hook in 
an exhibition bout and found 
myself on the floor.

As a result of Charles’ poor 
showing against Lee Oma—who 
makes everybody look bad -  
boxing fans are clamoring for a 
n e w  heavyweight prospect. 
W ere not saying Layne is 
championship caliber but until 
another youngster comes along 
the fight fans might settle for 
him.

Though Layne has a lot to 
learn he is what is known in 
the trade as "a  crowd pleaser" 
because of his gameness.
