Gray county voters appar-
ently had little interest in
the state’s basic laws as less
than 15 percent of the 5708
qualified voters turned out
yesterday to defeat each of
the five proposed constitu-
tional amendments.

Voting was next to negli-
gible over the county with a
top count of 811 voters acting
on a single amendment. The
amendment drawing the
most attention was that in-
creasing old age, blind and
needy children pensions from
$20 to $30 per month. It was
turned down 526-295.

The vote, defeating the other
amendments in Gray county,
stood at: county employe pen-
sions, 647-163; investments of
permanent university fund, - 509-
289; rural fire district tax in-
crease, 621-175; and extended
veterang land program, 495-205,

WASHINGTON — ») Sec-
retary of the Treasury Snyder
appealed to the public Tuesday
to help ‘‘rout out every instance
of wrong doing” in the scandal-
shaken Bureau of Internal Rev-
enue.

Snyder urged ‘‘patriotic and
honest citizens” everywhere ‘‘who
may have knowledge of irregu-
larities to make this information
known to the bureau.”

In an address to a soft drink
bottlers association here, Snyder
said ‘‘prompt and effective steps”
are being taken ‘‘to eradicate all
vestiges of misconduct and inef-
ficiency.”

For weeks, there has been .a
series of scandals involving the
big tax agency. More than 25
employes have been fired, sus-
pended, or have resigned under
collectors in charge of regional
revenue offices. Two collectors

have been indicted.
A House subcommittee ,a
been investigating the bur€au
and is continuing - its inquiry.
Snyder, who has byoad super-
vision over the revenue bureau
from the cabinet level, said the
recent developments have caused
him ‘‘great anguish.”
Snyder said that John B, Dun-
lap, head of the Internal Revy-
enue bureau, has instructions
from President Truman “to take
every measure necessary to pro-
vide the people of the United
States with the most honest, the
fairest, and the most efficient
internal revenue service humanly
possible.”
