Article 5207a, passed In 1947,
is titled ‘“Right to Bargain Free-
ly Not to Be Denied; Member- |
ship in Labor Union.” It says: |

“The inherent right of ,a per- |
son to work and bargain freely |
with his employer individually
| or collectively . . . shall not be
infringed by law, or by any or-.
ganization of whatever nature.

‘““No person shall be denied
employment on account of mem-
bership or non-membership in a
labor union.

“Any contract which requires.

- . employes or applicants . . .,
shall or shall not be or remain
member of a labor union shall
be null and vold and against pub-
lic policy.”

The statute carries no
for violation. The Parkhouse
Bill would change that; put
teeth Into the law and make it
a criminal offense to operate a |
closed shop, denying a man the
right to work because he is not |
paying tribute to labor bosses.

It is up to the House of Rep-
resentatives to make it law and
the Governor to back it up with |
his signature.

It has passed the Senate. It |
Is now up to the House to pass it |
on to the Governor for signature
—or veto.

offensive launched Sunday
Korea, but apparently it's a
- major effort aimed at driving
the U, N. forces from the pen-
insula or dying in “the at-
tempt,

Lt Gen. Matthew B. Ridgway,
who succeeded General Mac-
Arthur in command, declared
that this great battle might well
prove decisive. That is, it may
be the big show-down.

Much of the terrific weight of
400,000 foot soldiers flung
against the Allied lines came
from Chinese Communists., An
estimated 300,000 more Chinese
and North Koreans were held in
reserve,

Thus to all intentss Red China
and the United Nations forces
wergr at war. Technically,
ever, the well trained masses of
Chineése soldiery were ‘‘volun-
teers” who were rushing to the
aid of their stricken Red broth-
ers In Korea.

So this is just another phase
of the war of aggression against
South XKorea. U. N. circles are
hoping that the Allied ‘high com-
mand is right in believing that
this human landslide can .be
stemmed. They hope thatif
Ridgway can hold the Reds, then
maybe the Chinese will be ready
to .talk. peace,

Behind Red China 1s the im-
@ hulse and guidance of Moscow.
This is Just another shrewd
move on the part of Russia to
bleed 'America and the other
Western Allies all possible
Asia by using satellite force. It's
part of the Bolshevist program
o’ whittling the western. powers
down to size where the Soviet
Union  can handle them!

Is Moscow-inspired Red China
deliberately inviting trouble
with America and her allies?

That could well be. Premier

~ 8talin would give his right arm

to sep the United S8tates involved
in war with continental China
while Russia sat on the side
lines conserving her strength for
eventualities.

Observers generallv hold that
should the United States allow
herself to be drawn into such a
confliet, it would be a direct
invitation to World War IIIl. Ap-
ropos of this it will be recalled
that Congress declared that ‘“No
man fn his right mind would
advocate sending our ground

Under that program, also, be-
sides recelving government pay,
they were to be exempt from
the draft until they were gradu-
ated.

But once they were graduated,
(it was understood, they'd start
|paying back their debt to the
|government by .joining .the Army
(or Navy.

Those who finished before the
war’s end did just that although
isome didn’t see much service be-
fore the shooting stopped.

The AST and V-12 programs
ended in the fall of 1945 when,
with the war over, there wasn’t
such great need for doctors .in
the Army and Navy.

This meant that many. youths,
with part of their schooling al-
ready paid for by the govern.
ment, were free to finish at
their own expense,

And, when they did finish, they
were free to' go into private prac-
tice. Some joined the Armed
