KNOXVILLE, Tenn. — (UEA)

There
is no ether occupation in Wash-
ington than to propitiate the god
of gods. Throughout the day, in
its many-tiered houses of worship,
splendid in construction and air-
conditioned for comfort, high-heel-
ed caltlemen from Texas and high-
hatted tycoons from Wall Street
vie with one another in nbeisances
and genuflections; and in the even-
ing, worn out by their devotions,
the worshippers forezather at
cocktail parties to repair their en-
ergies for tomorrow’s prayers.
“As for the substance of this
religion of Statism, the absolute
upon which its theology is based,
it is that political power can do
anything. There is no limitation
upon its scope, except a contrary
and more potent political power.
Of a certainty, say its theologians
there are no ‘natural laws’' to ham-

. string the State; that is a well-ex-

ploded myth of the dark ages. We
have seen, they declare, how
through the use of force every
so called immutable consequent
ial relationship has peen made
mutable and inconsequential. All
things are relative. There are no
certainties either in the nature of
man or the nature of the world.
In farct, there is no nature. What-
ever men set their hearts on doing
that will be done, provided only
that they put their collective pow-
ers to the job. And whatever the
collective powers of men accomp-
lish, that is ‘good’, simply because
it ‘works’. The religion of Statism
is thoroughly pragmatic; suffic-
ient unto the day is the accom-
plishment thereof.

“The State is the true god, its
maintain because it is
immortal. Men ~ome and go, the
State lives on. The priesthood who
tend it may be Republicans or

Democrats or what-not; the State
outlasts them all. It ig self-suffic-
ient because it is sovereign, omni-
scent because it has an intelligence
superior to the combined intelli-
gence of all men, beyond censure
because its morality transcends
that by which mere man lives. It
is not a social contract, not the
product of a body of laws which
men make and unmake. It can say,
as the God of tihe Bible said of
Himself- ‘I Am’

“Yet, the State does nol say that,
or anything else, for it is in fact
only a golden calf. We who wor-
ship the fiction endow il with su-
perhuman gifts and capacities by

merely demanding of it accom-
p!ishments that presuppose such
gifts and capacities. 1t is good be-

cause we want if to be. Outl of the
fervency of our prayver; comes the
State

“Were we to iake the trouble
to examine the product of our im-
agination, we would find the State
to be only a body of men who,
taking advantage of our weakness,
make the best of it. They promise;
because of our self-deception, we
do not question their ability to
make good; nor do we take notice
of the contingent clause accom-
panying the promise, that we give
them over our persons and our

lprnperty. Because they are human,

because they, too, are incapable of
defying or circumventing the laws
of nature, they cannot do for us
what we cannot do for ourselves,
and their promise is. never ful-
filled; but, the power they have
acquired is not relinquished. Thus,
the State consists of a body of
men who, by virtue of our need
for a golden calf, acquire the
power to compel us to do what we
do not want to do

“In the present circumstances,
seeing how far we have gone in
the worship of the State, we are
probably in for a smash-up sim-
ilar to that which befell the Jews
when they asked Aaron for ‘gods
which shall go before us’ We
could use a Moses to put us on
the track of first princinles.”

Because it is now possible to look
at the inside of the stomach, we
now know much mere about this
organ, Take gastritis, for example.
We know that the acute variety is
a simple type of inflammation,

It can and usually does result
from something swallowed such
as an irritating food or such things
as spices or alcohel. Although the
stomach wall is acutely in ed,
the inflammation does mnot . last
more than a week, as a rule; and
clears up without eausing compli-
cations,

Symptoms usually start a few
hours after swallowing the irratat-
ing agent. Loss of appetite and an
uncomfortable feeling in the adbo-
men sometimes with is com-
mon. Nausea, headache, belching,
and slight fever are also frequent.

A more severe form of gastritis
is that which comes from swallow-
ing an extremely {rritating sub-
stance such as aclds or lye. These
poisons actually kill the delicate
lining membrane and cause an In-
flammation to de underneath,

Also, some forms of gastritis re-
sult from acute infectiong such as
influenza, paeu es, and
scarlet fever, Gastritis, however,
is not of itself fatal, and if the
diseease which cauges the gastritis
improves, the gastritis will get bet-
ter as well,

CHRONIO TIONS

There are chronie inflammations
of the stomach, too, The cause
often"cannot be though
there are several theories. Symp-
toms vary a great deal, depending
on how serious the stomach is
involved and how long the con-
dition has been t.

The treatment of forms of
gastritis, of course, on
their nature, the cause, long
they have been present, and the
general condition of the patient.
