Britain T  o Make 
December Payment 
Of 176 Millions

LONDON — (■£*) — Hard-up Britain announced Satur­
day she will pay both interest and capital installments, to­
talling 176 million dollars, due Dec. 31 on her post-war 
loans from the United States and Canada. She might have 
claimed a waiver on the interest.

Prime Minister Churchills’ new government also gave  
the British pound sterling a small measure of freedom to 
demonstrate its real value in foreign money markets. Sub­
ject to some continuing limitations, the Bank of England 
authorized private individuals to trade British pounds for 
foreign money for the first time in 12 years.

Both moves clearly were intend­
ed to restore world confidence in 
Britain’s wobbly economy and 
weakened currency and to bolster 
the British case for more military 
and economic help from the United 
J'.ates.

CHRISTMAS EVE MENU —  Scalloped oyster, oven crisp pota­
toes, tossed salad, hard rolls, butter, sugar cookies (in Christmas 
shapes, of course), and hot cranberry punch (recipe follows). Doesnt 
that sound as though it ought to set visions of sugar plums dancing 
in their heads? To mu*e the cranberry punch just simmer one quart 
of cranberries in quarts of water until flavor is strong enough.
Strain and add the juice of a dozen lemons (frozen juice or lemon­
ade may be substituted). Add two cups sugar and enough water to 
make a total quantity of one gallon. Simmer about ten minutes.
This can be served as is immediately, piping hot with a whole clove 
in each cup, or stored in refrigerator untjfrf serving time and add a 
quart of gingerale plus a quart of pineapple sherbet or ice cream  
and finely crushed ice. .
