There are various ways oi ireat* 
ing port wine nevus or birth­
marks, all aimed at closing off the 
blood vessels, ao that blood ceases 
to flow through.

These birthmarks require deli­
cate handling, however, at there 
is some danger of leaving an ab­
normal skin after the port win* 
birthmark has been destroyed. 
Radium treatment is eifectivc- also, 
in some cases.

There is also a fairly new type of 
treatment with what is called the 
Grenz ray. The same kinds of 
treatment can na considered for 
the strawberry mark, or the spi­
der nevus.

In adition lo treatments men­
tioned, there is at leart one good 
commercial preparation which can 
be used to cover some kinds of 
birthmarks. Thi* comes in differ* 
ent colors anil can be matched to 
the skin of the Individual and ap­
plied once a day or ao. It has saved 
a lot of self-consciousness and dis­
tress but Is in no sense a cure.

How Labor Unions Dopreciat* 
The Dollar And Destroy The 
American Way Of Life

Here is more of a speech mad* 
by Philip Cortney, president of 
Coty International Corporation, 
before the Third Virginia World 
Trade Conference, as r{ported in 
the Commercial and Financial 
Chronicle. I quote:

"The classic school maintains 
that there cannot be such a thing 
as over-production unle s and un­
til ail wanla of the people are sup­
plied. What we call over-produc­
tion is in reality a blockage in 
the exchange of goods. When goods 
and services are not in balance aa 
to prices, they do not exchange 
readily one for another thus giving 
rise to what appears to be sur- 
pluse* or over-production. The ap­
parent over-production is only a 
reflection of the fact that wages 
and prices of the different groups 
are not in balance. The remedy ia 
flexibility that will allow adjust­
ment ot wages and prues in ac­
cordance with the needs and re­
quirements of the consumers.

"Wage rates, like prices for 
goods and services, should be de­
termined competitively and not 
monopolistically. If wage rates are 
not determined competitively one 
or both of the following conse­
quences follow:

“ (a) We get unemployment and
"(b ) The workers who cannot be 

employed because their demand 
for wages is too high, will depress 
the wages in the industries where 
the wages are established com­
petitively or where the bargaining 
power of the union ia not so great.

"When wages are determined 
monopolistically, which is the case 
particularly in construction and 
capital goods industries, the result 
is the exploitation of other work­
ers both as consumer and aa 
worker* because they are denied 
access to higher-wage jobs. The 
result of monopolistic unionism, 
barring entry into the most at­
tractive employments, is that high 
wages get higher and low wages 
lower. Monopoly power woiks only 
if few have effective power, be­
cause it is operating at the ex­
pense of those subjected to compe­
tition and to the detriment of the 
econcmy as a whole.

“ I shajl now analyze the think­
ing behind ihe ‘new economics’ or 
the so-called 'purchas.ng-power' 
school which lias influenced our 
legislation and policies for the last 
20 years.

"As I said before, their approach 
lo economic problems is by the 
question of demand or ronaump- 
lion of wealth. Unfortunately this 
approach seems sensible to most 
people. The late Mayor of New 
York. La Guardia, used to say: 'To 
buy you need money.’ This dictum 
seems unobjectionable and yet. If 
we approach our economic prob­
lems this way we are led to be­
lieve that 'we can lift ourselves by 
our bootstraps' as is aenousiy 
maintained by some fashionable 
economists. They take production 
for granted and are concerned only 
with the question of demand for 
goods and services.

“The modern school of eco­
nomics maintains that if we only 
creato a demand for goods by 
whatever meant, usually inflation­
ary, Including constant rises of 
nominal wages, we shall get a 
steady rise of production and per­
petual prosperity. The 'New Eco­
nomics’ believes that our economy 
can and should be maintained in a 
state ot full employment by the in­
tervention of the government and 
by printing of paper money. It 
holds that money is a creation of 
the state and can and should be 
manufactured by It :n whatever 
amounts necessary to have full 
employment. The modern econ­
omists are not concerned with the 
causes of economic structural mal­
adjustments, created l'<r instance 
by inflation or money or credit, 
neither do they wish lo analyze 
critically the causes of unemploy­
ment. They contend that we can 
cure economic disturbances with­
out knowing their causes, usually 
by monetary inflation. Th* labor 
unions lend their powerful support 
lo these ideas with the result that 
we are using all kinds of exped­
ients and seem to have become in­
capable of mustering the courage 
to stop the constant deterioration 
of the dollar or the drifting into a 
regimented controlled economy.

"The modern school of econ­
omics, supported by ignorance and 
the labor unions, holtk that tech­
nological progress should be trans­
lated in rises in wages, rather than 
in lower prlcea for the benefit of 
all the consumers. The benefits of 
industrial progress are best trans­
ferred to the workers anti to the 
rest of the population when prices 
are reduced, If for no o.her reason 
lhan that th* great majority of 
people are employed In lob* where 
there is no or hardly any tech­
nological advancement, comes 
from th* strongly organ.zcd unions 

| in the heavy and capital goods in- 
1 dustrlea, which are hlgitly rnechan- 
j ized. Such a policy can lend only to 

unemployment, inflation or a die- 
| tatorial economy.

"The monopolistic unions con- 
; venlently forget that one of th*
| necessities of a dynamic Industrial 
I system, compatible with th* maln- 
i tenance of a relatively stable cur­

rency. Is to transmit the benefits 
! of Industrial progress to conium- 

ors at large by prompt price re- 
: ductions commeniurat* with de­

cline! In real costs. Nowadays we 
leave II to the Russians to practice 

I thi* policy. The result t* that an 
automobile which coat $#80 in 1933 
costs now $1,480.

"At this point I with to raise the 
I following question: Of what use 

are our anti-monopoly laws If we 
tolerete rises in price* due to th* 
monopolistic power of th* unions? 
Wages are a major element in de­
termining costs, and it I* there­
fore nonsensical to harass busi­
nessmen with the anli-monopoly 
laws, sometimes under rather fan­
tastic legal construction, while w# 
tolerate labor monopoly. We must 
either change our labor laws or 
abandon our anli-monopoly pol­
icy.’’

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"INDISCREET”  — As a result 
of the Hoover warning, the two 
Charlotte agents "pulled t h e i r  
punches" on Caudle.

“ We are in the longest busi­
ness boom on record in t h i s  
country," the Cleveland Trust 
Co. notes in its business bulletin 
just released. "With temporary 
interruptions, it has lasted more 
than 11 years."

And the National Association of 
Credit Men warns today: the 
end of the synthetic prosperity; 
in which industry has operated 
for so many months, may come 
aooner than is now anticipated."

But the Cleveland Trust Co. 
i\  a hit more cheerful — i t 
sees few aigns of that happening 
in 1982.
, Without the pi op of continuing 
large spending for defense the 
boom probably wouldn't l a s t  
through next year, the bank ad­
mits. But the bank expects the 
arms program to continue and 
to "generate a great deal o f 
industrial activity in 1982."

The boom’s other big prop this 
year has been the record spend­
ing by business tor new plant 
and equipment. Much of this is 
closely tied in with the defense 
program and will continue into 
the new year. The bank guesses 
that total dollar volume of con­
struction in 1962 will be from 
five to 10 percent lower than 
this year * -  but that's still quite 
high.

"Hohte building will decline by 
at least 16 percent, and perhaps 
by more than 20 percent," the 
bank predicts, believing that sup­
plies will be harder to get and 
also that demand for new homes 
will be less.

The' cost of living is likely to 
be higher, "but not much high­
er," the bank says. Wholesale 
prices may work higher, but raw 
material prices in general prob­
ably will not average much altpve 
the 1951 level.

Retail sales slmuld top t h i s  
year, perhaps by more than five 
percent, Uut hank says, because 
of the public’s large purohasing 
power and its need to replace 
goods it bought a year ago in 
a waracare spree.

To supply this demand, busi­
ness has both the large- stock 
of finished goods now on hand, 
and the greet productive Capacity 
of the nation's factories.
